When Brother Au~tcl re.~i{,,'l1ed to 
hecome District Superintcndent , C. F . 
Prrgltsolt lIas called to fill the pulpit 
and he served as pastor for o \'cr four 
years. lie was followed by JVil1i(j11l 
VOl/JIg, who was C<'1 llcd to his eternal 
reward while pas-toring this church. 

The present pastor, M . Ralph H utch ­
inson, has heen ~erv ing the church since 
April, 1945. and it \\"as under Brother 
Hutchinson's leadership that the new 
huilding was crt'cted. It is 50 by 80 feet 
;n size with full basement. The wall s 
are of masonry construction . finished 
in stucco. The.auditori um wil\ scat 750. 
The church has 15,300 square feet of 
fluor space, including tbe Sunday Schoo l 
hllilding. 

It \\, ;IS in 1932. II·hen J~ro ther Auste] 
was pastor, that the Grand Junction 
church a ffiliated with the General Coun­
cil f')f the Assemblies of God. At that 
time a frame building was erected; and 
later, wh ile Brother F erguson ",,'as pas­
tor, it was greatly cnlarged. nut the 
need of a more adequate house of -wOr­
~hip was felt, and so in February, 1950. 
the congregation began the construction 
of another building. This lICW \.:hurch 
home was dedicated on JUlle 17, 1950, 
and it is with hearts full of g rati tudc to 
Cod that the cong regation this week will 
l'elehrate the fir st anniversary of the 
dedication.

Fiftiet h Anni versary of V BS 

Tt is VRS time in hundreds of our 
Assemhlies. Altogether it is estimated 
that 62,0CI0 churches of all denomina­
liOn!; will be ha\'ing Vacation Bible 
Schools this summer, and about five 
million boys and girls o[ America's 
ri sing generation will be enrolled . 

According to Paul C. Payne, Chris­
tian Education Sec retary of the P resby­
terian Church in the U.S.A., this is the 
golden anniversary of the YES. It was 
just fifty years ago that the first Vaca­
lion Bible School was held, and many of 
the churches will have special ceremon­
ies to celebrate the anniversary. 

The need of Christian ed ucation for 
the young is greater today than c\'er be­
fo re. According to FBr Director J. 
Edgar H oover , the number of children 
~nd youth receiving no religious train­
mg increased from 17 million in 1927 to 
27 million in 1947.

Build palaces, amass great for­
ttlnc", pile up luxu ries, provide fo r 
the sat isfacti on of every desire. As you

contemplate the dow nwa rd steps of a 
\\'ay ward daughter, happiness flies out 
of your heart and you r home. There i.!>

But the lJoys will 
be ca rried off with the cur rent. and the 
fathers will walk the shores of h ie sad 
and lonely, breathing from their broken 
heart ~ the saddest of all sentences, ":My 
boys a re gone! ~[y boys arc gone \" 
Stop, my brother, stop! Corne back to 
God. l3ring those bright boys with you. 
Don't go farther into the cu rrent o f 
worldliness . 

An old local preacher in Ollr Con­
ference lived a life of simple piety and 
unquestioned honesty before a family 
of boys and girls. His sons ha\'e been 
honorable, Olie of them, who has been to 
the United States Cungress. ga\'e this 
little incident to Illy presiding elder. 

"I have never doubtetl. my father's 

piety. He has lived, w!thOUl reproa\:h, 
a Christian life in his OWIJ home. BIl: 

in !-pite of aU teachings and example 
with which I have been so wonderfullv 
l'le~sed, little doubts would still entt:'r 
my mind. \\'hen my father tame to ill~ 
lkathbed, I said to myself, 'Xow is tIlt' 
time for me to settle some qucstion< 
, walked up to the bedside of my dyinL' 
father, and said : 'Father, f kllow t\\lO 
things.

The 5011 said : " I walked away fr (lIll 
the bedside oi my dying fath er, and 
from that day to this not a shadow of 
doubt has ever found place in my mind. 
When I wellt to the United S tates Con­
Kress, among the first packages of my 
mail was a package containing the works 
of Colonel J ngcrsoll, with h is compli­
mellts to me. I opened the package. The 
"cry sig-ht oi those hooks brought up 
the smiling face and trillmphant wo rds 
of my dy ing iather. I ca rri ed the book ... 
and dropped them into the grate and 
sa\\" them burn to a shes. I washed my 
hands with soap and water, and dried 
them on thc to wel, and that is as near 
as I ha\'C' come to going back 011 th e 
iaith and life oi my p recious fathe r. " 

T his hit of hi.'ltory teaches us the 
pO\\'cr of godly example.

arc served each year in U. S. penal 
instittltions.

Tours Central American Field 
M elvin L. Hodge., El Sa.lva dor 

r~ )'lARCH, my brotilcr, Owen S. Hodgc~, 
a pa~tor in :'.[ontana amI Christ's Ambassador 
president of the MOlltall3 District, came to 
EI Sall-ador on a t rip gi\'{~n as an award 
by the Christ's Ambassador's Department for 
the work of the district. We spent tell days 
tra"cling with him. 

Qne of the places visited was Santiago 
Ati tlan, a mountain-bound village in Guate­
mal a. A fellowship meeting was held there. 
The Indian village lies at the fool of a 
,okano and is accessible only by mOlor boat 
b} Lake Atit!an, olle of the most beautiful 
lakes we have evcr seen. 

O Uf visit was during 1I0ly ft'N'k and while 
we were clleTc there was cons iderable strife 
between followers of old Indian paganism, and 
the Catholic priest. 

Years ago the Indians took one of their 
pagan gods, Maximon, dressed him, and wor­
shiped him as J udas Iscariot. W e saw the 
idol in its little chapel ncar the Catholic 
church. W orship of J udas Isca riot is ac­
companied by the racket of huge noisemakers, 
and the swinging of pitCh-burning censers. 
The ch ief witch doctor is master of cere­
mOll ies. The Indians brillg presents of cloth­
ing, hats, and shoes which e\'entually go to 
the witch doctors. The idol wears several 
hats, and has a big cigar in its mouth. 

The priest, who occasionally " isits the 
place, t r ied to discourage the worship of 
Judas. Once he rushed in and cut off the 
mask, which the idol wears and in which the 
powcr of the idol i~ supposed to res ide. This 
enraged the Indians who t ried to mob the 
priest. The Indians made a new mask, but 
it is considered a poor second to the old one 
which wa s tllOught to have accumulated power 
th rough the years. Xow the priest will 110t 
I~ t the Indians take Judas inside the Catholic 
church as the)" formcrly did. 

There arc close to 10,000 worshipers of the 
idol Judas in the town, and 450 witch doctors. 

The Indian Chri, t ians in Santiago Atitlan 
number about sixty. T hey recei ved us with 
every courtesy. For the IllOst pa rt they belong 
to one triba l fa mily, headed by a grandfather. 

On our return tr ip we were invited to cat 
with a group of Christians all the other s ide 
oi the lake. It wa s in the home of one of two 
converted wi tch doctor", Santos and Hilario, 
whose story recent ly was filmed by Missiolls 
V iS1lali=ed and is being shown in some of 
our churchcs in the S ta tes. The wOlllen knelt 
on mats and prepared our food over a fire 
ki ndled on the floor. 

\Ve reached the Sah'ador-Guatemala bor­
der on Saturday night and had the joy then 
of delivering a dedicatory message for a 
g roup of believers who had j us t put up a new 
church. The meeting was held under a brush 
arbor. Around 300 persons were present and 
ga\'e close attention to the message. 

After my brother returned 10 Guatemala 
City for Ihe Irip back to the States we visi ted 

San ~fig\lcl in the eastern part oi EI Sahador, 
where Ihe work is still in Ihe pioneer stage. 
[Thi~ b the ~an l\ligucl mentiolled in 
Sterlin!; \\'. Stewart's report. The visit was 
prior to the earthquake.} For two weeki we 
conducted Bible classes during the day and 
held e\'angelistie meetings at night. A num­
ber were saved, and sc\'eral rccei\-ed the 
Baptism in the Spirit. The Sterling W. Stew­
arts arc doing a good work for God in that 
needy sect ion. 

After we finished at San Miguel we at­
tended the anuual conference in Honduras. \ Ve 
went as far as we could go by car. The last 
twenty-five miles we tra\'eled by mule. \ Ve 
were three hours climbing one bill, and on 
(Jur return the descent required two hours. 
T he hill was seven miles long. 

God gave a blessed conference in Hon­
duras. A number were healed. Eight recei\"(~d 
the Bapl i5m in the H oly Spirit. 

HOme again and gone again, and this t ime 
to a fellowship meeting ncar the Pacific 
Coast. Approximately 400 were present for 
the night services. Eighteen sinners and 
backsliders sought pardon. and some thirty 
claimed healing. There was time to hear the 
testimonies of only a few persons who rccci\'ed 
healing, but one man had had trouble with 
his eyes. After they were treated by oculists 
he lost his sight except that he was able to 
distinguish darkness and daylight. H is sight 
was restored when prayer was offered. A 
}'ouug woman had lost her voice several 
days before the meeting. God restored her 
voice and she testified with a strong voice. 

Auother term of Bible School is soon to be­
gin. The price of living is still soaring so 
expenses will be higher than ever before. 
\ Ve estimate that corn alone, for the school 
year, will cost us $400. Six dollars would 
buy ]00 pollnds of com and supply tortillas 
for oue student for about fou r months. Of­
ferings would be apprcciated for the school.

Seemingly there were no resuits, but 
one night we were invited into a home to 
pray for a mother expected to die of tumor 
011 the brain. \Ve have been reach ing souls 
since.

After we l)rayed for 
her slle stood alone and cried, "Hallelujah I 
J eslls has sa\'ed and healed me r' \Ve were 
surprised for the moment as \\ e had not ex­
pected a double work in her so soon. A II the 
members of the par ty found sah'ation that 
night. 

We arc happy to be able to report that the 
seven con\'er ts a re st ill fai thful to the Lord ; 
also three Ita lians ha\'e come and given their 
11earts to H im. T here a re I,SOO Ita lians in the 
town-around 70,000, we unders tand, in all 
of Belg ium- but no one to help them to Ch rist. 
\Ve go to the Ita lian caml) and llreach to 
them in Ital ia n as they do not unde , tand 
French, but we do not have t ime to foH~w 
up all the contacts as we are busy WIth 
French services. 

T he chapel tha t we arc now using in the 
town was bu ilt by a man and hi s wife fo r our 
usc. It will scat 100. When the church is 
able they will expect some rent, but thus 
far they have not accepted anytt1 illg for the 
usc of the building.

PAUL AT ROME 

Lesson for June 24 

Acts 2 8: 16·24 , 30, 31 

There is something about character that 
wills. It may suffer until it has established 
It.self, but once established and realized to 
be pure by those abou t, it beget!> a confidence 
and sympathy that otherwise could 110t be 
obtained. Paul had e!labli,hcd his character 
under '(arying circumstances; as a prisoner 
at Caesarc;!" during Ihe voyage and ,h ip­
wrttk. 011 the island of Melita. Whatever 
the oHicers over him might think of his 
religion, they knew that he exercised him­
self to have always a Hconscicllce void of 
offellce," and it is that which wins. 

Because of the sincerity of his devotion 
alld the ucellence of his life, when he ar­
rived in Ronic he was S'hown unusual favors. 
Instead of being thrown into a Roman 
prison, he "was suffered to dwell by himSelf 
with a soldier Illat k~Pt him" (v.l6). This 
frt:1:dom he continued to P05SCSS during the 
twO years of his imprisonment (v. 30). and 
preached the gospe l to all who would come 
to hi lu (v. 23). Character is the highest 
quali ty of a Christian. Unless spiritual "mani­
festations" and Christian activities produce 
ch •• racter they become but "wood, hay, and 
stubble," to be burned when the time of 
ft'Ckon ing comes. ' 

1. Finding Comfort in Chri, tion Fellowship 

As Paul and the other prisoners approach­
ed Rome, brethren from the city came out 
as far as Appii-forum and The Three 1'3\'er1l5 
to meet him with Christian welcome, "whom 
when Paul saw, he thanked God, and took 
courage." Paul had before this been true to 
God, but it was under pressure. His sur­
roundings had for some years been unfavor­
able to Christian fTeedom and blessing. No 
spiritual comribution had been made to him 
through those over him or associated with 
him. I lave you had similar experience, al­
though without the intensity that it ca me to 
Pau l ? Y ou have been faithfu l on the job, al­
though all about you were ullKodly men. You 
ha ye been t rue in principle, with liule to 
inspire. You are to be com mended for this 
expression of true Christian character. God 
is not unmindful. But what a lift it gav~ 
to thc solll of Paul when brethren came out to 
med him and to thank God with him. As h~ 
had been com forted earl ier by the coming of 
T~us (2 Cor. 7 :6), he was now comforted by 
the brethren from Rome. God ever made 
His chi ldren a comfort one to another, and 
ne\'er a means of sorrow and discourag~­
men! I 

1. Show"" Thoughtfulness for Othen 

When Paul had arrived in Rome one of 
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t!~ first thinRs ht: did upon getting SC'ttled was 
to call for "the chief of the jews" who 
were al Rome (Y. 17), to explain to them 
that he had not come to make accusation 
against any of his nation, but that he was there 
as a pri~oner. \\'hether the jews at Rome. 
were subject to persecution at that time, we 
do not know. We do find that they had 
~en bani~hed from Rome not a great while 
earlier (Acts 18 :2), and those residing at 
Rome may have feared that Paul might bri'ng 
some accusation that would stir their troubles 
anew. The apostle, therefore, goes into de­
tail as to how he came to be at Rome (vv. 
17.20). This explanation seemed unneee5Sary 
iit that time, since the jews at Rome had 
received 110 word from jerusalem concern­
ing tile matter (v. 21). Even 50, it is al­
way! weI[ to be ahead of reports if you can. 

Paul's faithful and honest explanations had 
cleared th~ way for him should rumors CO!ll~, 

But Paul was not thinking of himself when 
he ulled the chief of the Jews. He was think­
ing only of his people, assuring them that 
he had not come to make them any trouble. 
Such thoughtfulness for others is another 
mark of the higb quality and excellent charac­
ter of the apostle, Self-interest was far from 
him. The well-being of others had become 
his chief concern. Grant unto us, Lord, these 
excellencies of Christian virtue 1 

3. Se iz: in!l th e Opportunity to Preach Oui5t 

Paul's thoughtfulness opened the ..... ay for 
him \0 witness for Christ. When the chiC£ of 
Ihe Jew9 heard the simple straightforward 
account and explanation given by dle apostle, 
they said, "\Ve desire to hear of thee what 
thou thiukest" (v, 22). They had heard some 
rumors, mostly unfavorable, concerning the 
gospel of Christ, and they said, "For as con­
cerning this sect, we know tilat every where it 
is spoken against," Too 
often we are influenced 
against som ething 
through what we have 
heard concerning it, rll­
ther than by what we 
have secn. It is a credit 
to these Jewish leaders 
that they were willing to 
listen to an honest ex* 
planation concerninK tile 
faith of this ill-favored 
sect.

we need. \Ve must Jive, not by emotioM 
but "by every ..... ord that proceedetil out of 
the mouth of God." When we do that we 
have a firm foundation. 

4 . Sedng Some Accept While OtbclS Refuse 

As Paul expounded the WOf"d of God, some 
believed and their names were adQcd in the 
book of [ife; others questioned, ""bile others 
no doubt immediately rejected (Vlo' 24, 25). 
Then Paul, who had been preadllA" Jesus 
from the Jewish Scriptures. tunlO4 to the 
same Scriptures with words of warning 
( n'. 25-28). Concerning the Gentiles Paul 
had said, "For we are unto God a swct't 
savour of Christ, in them that are s8."red, ami 
in them that perish" (2 Cor. 2;15). Now he 
becomes such to the Jews also. 

Let this encourage us to faithf i.A service. 
Not all will hear and believe. SORle will. 
Whether Ihey believe or not, if we have doll(' 
our duty om service in lo\"e comes l4' before 
God IS a sweet incense. To tho~ who rc­
ject it, our preaching is an incell.se unto,) 
death, bringing damnation becaus.c of their 
rejection. To tho~e 'vho are sa~'011 wc are 
an incense unto life, became by our ","CIlching 
they arc led to belicve. "To the 0Ate we are 
the savour of death unlo death (R. V. a 
savour from death unto death); aud to the 
other the savour of life unto life." Let us 
therefore be faitilful "whether they wiU hear, 
or whether they win forbea r" (Ezek 2:5-7).
