110rtllCrn Quchec, recently diS(oycrcd 
that the mimeographed ~ermOns he had 
heell mailil1g" 10 residents of the village 
of Ste. Germaine were not reaching the 
addressecs. t\n investigation revealed that 
the local postmaster was turning the 
lettcrs ove r to Alfred Roy. the Roman 
Catholic pari .... h.priest. 

The priest adillitted that for the past 
threc or /om yea rs he has been inter­
cepting Hapti!:>t literature in this manner. 
on the grounds that it "would give his 
people wrong idea!:>." After the story was 
out, the po~tma~ter resigned, and the 
Archbishop of ;\ lontrea l publicly re­
lHlked the priest. 

The Postmaster General has an­
nounced that hath the priest and the 
former po!-t1l1a!:>ter will be prosecuted. 
"\\'hat \\'oult! happen if a Protestant 
clergyman wen' to in struc t a pos,tmaster 
to intercept mail addres!:>ed to Roman 
Catholic bishop!:> or priests ?, he asked. 
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MacArthu r's " God Complex" 
Constantine Urown, a commentator 

for the \Vashington Eve'z~lIg Star, re­
cently stated that a few months before 
General l...tacArthur was relieved of his 
Far Ea!:>t commands, a high government 
official told him that the General should 
be replaced by a younger man ... He is 
not able, at 71," he said, "to take an 
active part in the campaign; moreover, 
when you have a God complex in your 
younger days, and actually believe it 
when you are MacArthur's age, it is 
dangerous for the prosecution of the 
campaign." 

Is it dangerous to have a God com­
plex ? ft might be dangerous to any un­
principled officia l of OUf Government 
who was obliged to co-operate with the 
General-and certainly it would be dan­
gerous to the enemy-but America 
would be in a much less dangerous 
position today if more of her leaders 
had a God complex. Too many of them 
have a fear complex, a vote complex, a 
profit complex, Of a power complex; 
but all too few of America's leaders 
have a God complex. 

Diyision Among the Jews 
The recent \N orld Zionist Congress 

in J erusalem revealed that the Jews of 
the world are div ided over the question: 
"Is Israel just an ord inary state like 
other nations, o r is it a unique state bav­
ing international jurisdiction not only 
over it:'! own citizens but also over Jews 
who arc cilizens of other countries?" 

Premier Uen-Curion said: "The state 
of r sracl differs from all other states 
in that it is not only the state o f its 
own citizens alone but of the entire 
Jewi sh people, of every Jew wherever he 
lives. " Many American Zionists strongly 
protested thi s stand. 

:'Ilrs. Hose Halpern, president of Had­
assah. argued that American Jew s can­
not accept the "concept that we are in 
exile." Even the American left-wing 
leader, Cbaim Greenberg. advised the 
Zionist Congress to he realistic. saying. 
"American ]e\\'s arc not candidates for 
mass immigra tion." 

The Jew s of America are heartily in 
favor of developing the nation of Israel 
as a refuge for homeless and l>crsecuted 
Jew s of other nations, and they arc 
pouring great St11llS of their money into 
the regathering of the scatte red nation; 
b11t they thcmselves are quite content 
to remain in the s..'1fety. prosperity, and 
comfort of the USA. 

On t he Coyer Poge 
Trinity Church is one of eight .\ssem­

hly of God churches in Washington. 
D. C. It was organized in 1935 at Fifth 
and L Streets :-\. E. with thirty-five 
members.

Street and Rhode Island Avenue N. E., 
that is !:>hown 011 the cover page of this 
EVANGEL. The structure was designed 
by the pa!:>tor, j lerbert A. Nunley, who 
came to Trinit)' Chur~h at the time it was 
organized. A good deal of the plumbing, 
masonry. carpentry, and electrica l work 
was done by \'olun teers. 

The church auditorium will seat 425. 
There is a balcony which e\'entually will 
be ('nclo!:>ed so that mothe rs can care 
for their children and still listen to the 
!:>ervices. There are ten classrooms in the 
basement to take care of a growing Sun­
day School of more than 200 students. 
Urother :-\ullley's plans call for a 28-foot 
tower to be added to the building.

Four Foundations for our 
C. C. Burnett at the General Council 

Scriplllrt readillg: 2 Corinthian~ 4:37 

FOR THE Pc\ST fifty year" God 
has been building a great super:,truclure 
known as the Pentecostal movement. 
through which men and women havc 
been saved and filled with the IIn]y 
Spirit. TOlllght. I should like to take you 
down belleath the surface to ,-jew the 
foundations on which that !!tlper~lrllc­
lure is built. Before we look al these 
foundations, however, perhap", a hrief 
word as to the necessity of our studying 
them is in order. 

i\lost of liS are acquainted, I a11l Slife, 

with the events that climaxed the his­
lorit.:al period known as the Dark Ages. 
JI1 1517 fl l artin Luther nailed his 
Ninety-Six Theses to the cathedral door 
in \\,ittcnburg. Germany. inaugllratillg 
an hour o f .spiri tual liberation, a time 
when the sou ls of men were se t free and 
the truth of justification by fauh dawned 
anew upOn the C hri stian church. \Ye 
count that glor iOUS day as the hcginning 
of Prote5tamism, as the birth of spiritual 
liberty. tillt not only did this medieval 
period give birth to the Reformation; 
it also brought fo r th a revival of learn­
ing called the Renaissance. 

For centuries men's minds had been 
st ifled by the darkness and supe rsti t ion 
of i{omanislll, but gradually they began 
to think for themselvcs. "\Ve want to 
study," they said . "\Ve want to kno\\' 
thin!;s. \\'c want to think for Otlrselvl's." 
The result was that many intellectual 
Icade rs swullg frolll the onc extrelllc of 
supersution and darkness of Romani:olll 
to the opposite extreme of atheism. In 
the religiou$ wo rld , the eventual result 
was thc ri sc of lligher Criticism. II ighcr 
C r iticism was a school of thought among 
so-called theOlogians who failed to kcep 
their intelligence sanctifi ed and On the 
\\' ord of God. to deny its inspira­
tion, to (juestioll the dcity of Chrisl. anJ 
to ridiculc the virgin birth of our Lord. 
Ollt of this II igher Critici sm. has C0111C 
the movement which we in America 
know as lihera lism or )11oucmislll. 

Recent evenls have cut the ground out 
frOll1 underneath Iliouernislli. :'Il odern­
Ism h built on the philosophy of 
materialism; and when the fi rst atomic 
bomb broke O\'er I\agasaki six yea rs 
ago, ma terialism wa s doomcd. Within 

the rank~ uf moderni .. m there now ha~ 
COllle a new .:;chonl of thought called 
neo-llrthod(lXY, which IS an attcmpt 10 
bring the church hack to a place (Ii reo 
~pect for the hi~toncit\" of the BIble. hilt 
~\lll dCll)"lIlg its I1ma"c1es, still denYI1lg" 
It:. supcmatural p()\\er, ~ti\l denying Its 
glory. This i ... what l'i being tallght III 

~ll1enCall COlleges and ... elllinancs wda) : 
uther liherah!-olll sllII clutching doomed 
materialism to its hrca~t. Or nco-ortho­
dox)' with its cmaciated go~pcl of com­
promise. 

You say. "Urothcr Burnett, why arc

Simply hcrallse the ... c intellectual and 
theological controversies have brought 
confusion to the minds and hearts of 
many people \\ ho arc hungry for trllth. 
who arc I'eaching out after God. It has 
lIot trouuled lllO ... t of our Pellteco ... tal 
people, but tllO:-.e who seek further edll­
catioll 111 sccular universities and man\' 
rcligiOlls colleges have IJcCIl plagued witll 
it. Young people ha\"c gone out frOlll 
our a!>st'lllblies to attcno sonIc instiltltion 
of higher leaming and have cOllle back 
dazed and uncertain as .to wherc they 
.',land and what they believc. \Ve IllIISt 
ha\'e all answer for them. \\'c must be 
able to tell thelll \\ hat we belie\"c and 
why we believe it.

They know their 0\\ n 
limitations, and they know that they 
need other .... to take hold jmt where they 
leave off. The Lord has ordained it that 
way, ] f the evangelist remained in one 
place the crowd would become. more 
and more surfeited wilh wonder, and 
then gradually melt away, Evangelists 
are wise in the will of God when they 
keep moving from one big crowd to 
anmhe r. In days of indifference to the 
gospel, a crowd-getter can be one of 
Christ's greatest gifts to Ilis church, 
especially if the attraction is something 
so enti rely ~criptural as miracles of 
healing wrough t by prayer ill Je~us' 
name.
