Ancient Art Revived in Israel

It is reported in The Middle East
Review that an ancient art is being re-
vived in Israel—the making of incense.
Interest in the subject is said to stem
from the desire to have a new temple
in Jerusalem in due time. One of the
immigrants is Mordecai Klein from
Czechoslovakia, where he was consid-
ered an authority on herbs and their
mixing. Klein says he is in Israel to be
of service to “the third Temple.” He is
receiving a government salary to roam
the hills and explore its flora. He re-
ports the finding of 25,000 herbs grow-
ing in Israel, at least 1,000 of which are
of medicinal value. In Galilee he found
the most precious herbs,

Rising Medical Costs

One of the many blessings that come
with the Lord’s healing and preserving
power is the saving of money. Medical
costs have been rising steadily until they
have become a national problem. A
survey made by the Federal Reserve
Board revealed that more than ten mil-
lion American families owe medical
bills, ranging from one dollar to a
thousand dollars, and 200,000 families
owe more than $1,000.00 each. The
average medical debt is $150.00.

Have we who trust in Christ as our
Physician ever thanked Him enough for
the health and strength we enjoy? We
may not be in debt to the doctors, but
we are deeply in debt to God for His
goodness in healing our bodies and
keeping us well.

A Premier Who Preaches

The Honorable E. C. Manning,
Prime Minister of the Province of Al-
berta, in western Canada, has been
preaching the old-time gospel on a tour
of eastern Canada. Premier Manning
is head of the Social Credit Party in
Alberta, He tells his audience that he
believes every word of the Bible, that
heaven is a literal place, and that
hell is a real place of torment by fire.

Mr. Manning says: “After 27 years as
an active Christian layman and 17 years
in public life, I am more convinced than
ever that what this old world needs
above all else is to accept the truth of
God’s infallible Word and apply it in
every phase of private and public life.”

The preaching Premier is director of
the “Back to the Bible Hour” which
is now heard over 14 leading Canadian
cities from coast to coast.
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Oklahoma Legislature to Get

Bible Reading Bill

State Rep. Wm. A. Shibley has an-
nounced that he will introduce a bill in
the Oklahoma legislature to require
daily reading of the Bible in public
schools. “Spiritual things should be

brought before our children daily,”
he says. The bill will be patterned after
the New Jersey law, under which Bible
verses are read daily to pupils in the
public schools, he pointed out, adding
that the U. S. Supreme Court had
upheld the New Jersey law.

Buddhist Service in Arlington

An archbishop of the Buddhists, who
claims to be the spiritual leader of fif-
teen million Japanese Buddhists, con-
ducted a strange religious service in
Arlington Cemetery, at the Tomb of
the Unknown Soldier. The archbishop
and his aides came to this country to
make a study of American religious
institutions. They came as guests of the
State Department. Would they be
shown only the modernist side of
American church work, or would they
be shown the evangelical side also? The
Buddhists doubtless could copy the
modernists and duplicate many of their
good works in the name of Buddhism,
but they could not copy the evangelicals
without accepting the gospel of Christ
and experiencing a change of heart.

G. |. Generosity

During a recent tour of the Far
East, Ivan L. Bennett, Chief of Army
Chaplains, discovered many instances
of charitable projects carried on by
American servicemen. Troops in Pusan
contributed more than $30,000 for Ko-
rean hospitals and orphanages in less
than a year. At Camp Drake, Japan,
some $85,000 was raised for Japanese
and Korean welfare work. He said the
list of projects could be extended to
include one for most large military
installations.

The Chief of Chaplains said: “No one
can examine the records of our chap-
lains for chapel attendance, religious
instruction and charitable projects with-
out feeling an intense pride in the great
majority of our soldiers who remain
true to the ideals of their home and
church while serving in distant lands.”
He added, “While some men act in
such a manner as to discredit themselves
and their uniforms, these men are the
rare exceptions who get more publicity
than they deserve.”

Israel to Observe Anniversary

This year of 1953 will mark the
3,000th anniversary of the enthronement
of King David at Jerusalem, and the
Jews in Israel will celebrate the event
by playing host to many important
gatherings. In April there will be a
great Music Festival in Israel. In May
there will be an international exposition
called “The Conquest of the Desert.”
In August the seventh international
Congress of the History of Science will
be held in Jerusalem, Airlines and
steamship lines are offering reduced
fares to encourage tourists to visit Israel
for these events. The ancient land is
gaining more and more prominence in
world news as the unfolding of God’s
prophetic plan for the nations moves
unrelentingly onward.

Prophetic Manifesto Issued

In New York City in November an
International Congress on Prophecy
was held at Calvary Baptist Church.
Over thirty outstanding students of
Bible prophecy, representing various
denominations, gave addresses on God’s
prophetic plan and its relation to the
crises of our times.

The Congress adopted a manifesto
urging Christian churches everywhere
to re-emphasize the fact that the trend
of world events clearly points to the
imminent return of Christ. The mani-
festo also urged Jewish people to “give
serious study to their Scriptures, which
are also ours, with particular reference
to their prophetic teaching concerning
the coming of their Messiah.”

A Prelude to Christ’'s Coming

The meaning of the prophetic Scrip-
ture can be obvious even to a modernist,
as is seen by the words of Dr. W. R.
Matthews, Dean of St. Paul’s in Lon-
don, England. He says: “We have a
picture of the distress of nations against
a background of the shaking of the
clouds of heaven. Passages like this we
prefer to pass over—but they are there.
The belief that steady progress was
promised by the New Testament is with-
out foundation. On the contrary, the
New Testament constantly affirms that
disorder of the universe itself is a pre-
liude to the advent of the Son of Man.”

The Crisis in Europe

The real crisis in Europe is noft
political or economic, but spiritual.
Atheism and materialism have swep!
over Europe, leaving fully 75 per cent
of the population pagan, according to
Dr. Bredahl Petersen, president of the
European Baptist Federation. “Europe,
once the center of world evangelization,
has yielded its task to America,” he
said, “and when Europe turns pagan,
the whole world will feel the efiect.”



What Every Christian Ought to Know

JESUS CARRIED OUR SICKMNESSES, AS WELL AS OUR SINS, TO THE CROSS. BODILY
HEALING THEREFORE IS THE PRIVILEGE OF ALL WHO WILL BELIEVE—

When the even was come, they
brought wunte Hium many that were
possessed with devils: and He cast out
the spirits with His word, and healed
all that were sick: that it might be ful-
filled which was spoken by Esaias the
prophet, saying, Himself took our in-
firmities, and bare our sicknesses. Mat-

thew 8:16, 17.
WHEN I READ this Scripture and

see the work of the compassionate Son
of God in the midst of suffering human-
ity in the long ago, it brings comfort to
my heart to know that He is “the same,
vesterday and today and forever,” and
that He continues to work today as
surely as He worked then. The same
sad conditions exist among humanity
today; but, thank God, the same mira-
cle-working Christ is here too, for He
has promised, “Lo, I am with you al-
way, even unto the end of the age.”

Many Christians never have been
taught the truth of Divine Healing.
Therefere a question mark arises in
their mind when they first hear of it;
but if they will take their Bibles and go
through the sacred pages carefully
they will soon be inspired with faith to
believe and know that our Saviour who
healed the sick when He was on the
earth has never ceased to be the Healer
of His people; and the cry of their
hearts will be, “Lord, help me!”

There is not an afflicted person on
earth who does not want deliverance.
Remember this: the Lord is no respecter
of persons. He loves and cares for us
today as He did those whom He healed
so long ago.

We read in Acts 10:38, “How God
anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the
Holy Ghost and with power: who
went about doing good, and healing all
that were oppressed of the devil; for
God was with Him.” Notice that it was
by the anointing of the Holy Spirit that
our Lord Jesus did His great work of
healing the sick and delivering people
from the power of Satan. Therefore He
taught us, in John 14, saying: “He
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that believeth on Me, the works that
[ do shall he do also; and greater
works than these shall he do; because 1
go unto my Father.” God's plan is
for all believers to be anointed and
empowered by the Holy Spirit, and to
carry on the same work which He be-
gan.

Notice the closing verses of Mark's

Gospel, where you will read these
words: “These signs shall follow them
that believe; In My name . they

shall lay hands on the sick, and they

shall recover.” One of the signs, Jesus -

said, would be healing for the body.
Not only the Bible but also church his-
tory proves that bodily healing was not
merely for the early church. It was for
all believers, for all time.

Let us consider for a moment how
sickness entered this world. The an-
swer is found in Romans 5:12—
“Wherefore, as by one man sin entered
into the world, and death by sin; and
so death passed upon all men, for that
all have sinned.” It is clearly evident
from this verse that physical death (and
all that produces death) is the di-
rect result of sin. But how came man

It's So Because God Said So

to sin? Read the story in Genesis 2:17
and Genesis 3:1-19. It was Satan who
caused our first parents to disobey God
there in the garden of IEden. Therefore
Satan is the real originator of sin, sick-
ness and death.

Many deny this and say that God
Himself is the real author of sickness
and death, because He said to Adam,
“But of the tree of the knowledge of
good and evil, thou shalt not eat of
it; for in the day that thou eatest there-
of thou shalt surely die.” But who
caused Adam and Eve to disobey God’s
command, and so bring sin, sickness
and death into this world? Was it not
Satan, the serpent? Indeed so. Then
Satan, and not God, is the real author
of sin, sickness and death.

Turn to John 5:14. Jesus healed a
man at the pool of Bethesda, and He
said to that man, “Sin no more, lest a
worse thing comé unto thee.” This
particular sickness came as a result of
Sin.

In Mark 2:9, Jesus said, “Whether
is it easier, to say to the sick of the
palsy, Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to
say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and
walk? But that ye may know that the
Son of man hath power on earth to
forgive sins, (He saith to the sick of
the palsy,) I say unto thee, Arise, and
take up thy bed, and go thy way into
thine house.” The people in that day,
just as today, were filled with unbelief
and did not believe that Christ had
power to forgive this man’s sins, so
He said to them, in effect: “I will now
prove to you that T have the power to
forgive sins by curing this palsy, which
is one of the consequences of sin.” The
Master intended that when they could
see that He was able to cure, or heal,
this man of the disease which sin had
produced, they would have to admit that
He could take away sin itself.

I do not mean to infer that Christians
necessarily are living in sin, or are
possessed by Satan, when they are
sick or afflicted. What T want to say is
that the origination of all sin, sickness,
death, heartache, woe and sadness is
the result of Satan and sin. In Luke

A Portrait of Jesus

And when He saw the multitudes,
He was moved with compassion on
them, because they fainted, and were
scattered abroad, as sheep having no
shepherd. Matthew 9 :36.

THE PHRASE, “moved with com-
passion,” is often used in describing
Christ, and it gives us a graphic picture
of His character. If we use the literal
rendering of the original Greek word
which is translated *“compassion,” it
reads as follows: “All His bowels were
agitated and trembled with sympathy
and compassion.” This is one of the
strongest and most expressive words
in the Greek language,

The entire life of Jesus Christ por-
trays continual concern over mankind.
He has a greater interest in our wel-
fare than we ourselves. What touches
man touches God. What brings sorrow
to our hearts brings sorrow to the
heart of God. He is touched with the
feelings of our infirmities. He is con-
cerned about our welfare,

The plan of redemption of man from
sin reveals this compassion. Redemption
and sacrifice were the purpose of
Christ’s coming to this world. When
God ejected Adam and Eve from the
Garden of Eden, it was more than just
an act of judgment—it was an expres-
sion of the compassionate consideration
of God for man. Lest man should eat
of the tree of life, and live forever in
a sinful state, God thrust them out.
To save man from such a fate, and to
leave the way open for His Son to come
and redeem man, He cast Adam and
Eve out of the garden. The incarnation
of our Lord, His life and ministry, His
death upon the Cross, His ascension
to the right hand of the throne of God
to intercede for us, all speak of His com-
passion for mankind.

There are several incidents in the
Scriptures which picture this compassion
of Christ. Matt. 15:32 reads, “Jesus
called His disciples unto Him, and said,
I have compassion on the multitude, be-
cause they . . . have nothing to eat.”
They have followed Him into the
wilderness and are fainting for lack of
food. Christ, seeing their physical need,
makes this statement, “My very being
is moved with inward agitation,” and
from this interest and concern springs

forth this great miracle. A small lunch
for a boy becomes a banquet for thou-
sands! His compassion reached to their
interests.

You will notice in so many of the
mighty miracles of Jesus, this phrase
occurs: “He had compassion on them.”
It seems to be implied that before, or
when, God’s supernatural is manifested,
there must or should be an agitation
within us with compassionate interest
for those with whom we are working,
I would rather have a Sunday School
teacher who was not quite so brilliant,
but had a burden for the class, than
some of these scintillating stars who
have brilliance of personality, but no
consistency or dependability. The teach-
er who has a personal interest, whose
soul moves with intense compassion, will
do more to bring the truth of God to a
class, and do more to shape 1"eir lives in
the mold of Christian character, than
any other factor in the world. It is when
we are burdened with the compassion of
the Spirit for the needs of mankind that
we are used of God to accomplish His
will and power. I am not finding fault
with brilliance—I am not demeaning
education—but I do say that in order to
have results that are eternal and last-
ing, the compassionate interest of the
Spirit of God must be working in a per-
son’s life.

In Matthew 14 we have another inci-
dent. Jesus went forth—“moved with
compassion”—and He healed the sick.
He had just heard of the death of John
the Baptist. When the news reached
Christ, He sought solitude in a desert
place. He went there to pray, to weep, to
mourn the passing of John the Bap-
tist. But the clamoring crowd, the sick
and needy multitude, followed Him even
to this desert retreat. When Jesus saw
this multitude He forgot His own sor-
row. He looked upon them with com-
passion and healed their sick. He step-
ped out of His natural desires to assume
again the labor of love in ministering to
those who needed Him.

God has committed into our hands
this ministry of showing compassion.
We ought to be moved as Christ was
moved at the sight of the needy multi-
tudes around us. “They fainted, and
were scattered abroad, as sheep having
no shepherd,” our text says. The sight
caused Jesus to be moved with com-
passion, and it was then that He said

to His disciples, “The harvest truly is
plenteous, but the laborers are few;
pray ye therefore the Lord of the har-
vest, that He will send forth laborers
into His harvest.” Oh, the challenge to
personal evangelism! The Saviour asks
us to catch a vision of what it means to
grasp, to grip, and to save from the
bondage of sin and the licking flames
of hell the souls that are doomed to
perdition and judgment and damnation,
and bring them to a knowledge of Jesus
Christ.

In Matthew 20 we have the account of
the healing of the two blind men who
came staggering and thrusting their
way through the crowd, crying, “Have
mercy on us.” Christ “had compassion
on them,” it says. He touched their
eyes; and immediately sight returned
to those blinded eyes. Another, stricken
with leprosy, emaciated and thin and
ravaged, his body broken out in run-
ning sores, wasting away to a painful
death, cried from the depth of his soul,
“If Thou wilt, thou canst make me
clean.” Christ, moved with compassion,
said, “I will; be thou clean.”

In Mark 5 we are told of the deliver-
ance of the demon-possessed man—so
controlled and dominated by demon
power that even chains could not hold
him—compelled to dwell among the
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tombs. Sensing the presence of Christ,
he came humbly to His feet and was
completely healed. The legion of de-
mons departing from his body entered
the swine, and drove them into the lake
to commit suicide. The Scripture teils
us that as Christ was leaving that area,
this man came to the boat where Christ
was and asked if he might leave with
Him. But Christ told him to go home
to his friends and show them how God
had compassion on him.

There are so many incidents of this
R o R A T

kind in Scripture, but space does not
permit us to mention any more. There
are so many cries coming to our ears
today—so many people dying for a word
of sympthy, a word of kindness—yet
they slip out into eternity never hav-
ing received it. The Spirit of God yearns
over the Church, hoping and desiring
to see us display this compassion. So
much could be accomplished—so many
more could be saved. Are we moved
with compassion >—Kansas Fellowship
News.

And this is the victory that over-
cometh the world, even our faith. 1

John 5:4.

MOST OF OUR failure in practical
Christian living is due to the fact that
we do not have a handle on our faith.

Faith is mighty—faith is invincible—
provided it is anchored in the promises
of God. But it must be a working faith.
The reason why more of us do not put
our faith to work is that we do not know
where to take hold of it.

There is a verse in Paul’s Epistle to
the Philippians (4:8) which will put a
handle on your faith: “Finally, brethren,
whatsoever things are true, whatsoever
things are honest, whatsoever things
are just, whatsoever things are pure,
whatsoever things are lovely, whatso-
ever things are of good report
think on these things.”

In other words, control your thoughts.
Let your mind dwell on these things. Do
not simply give them a passing thought
but deliberately think about such things
constantly so that there will be no room
in your mind for less worthy thoughts.

Here is a handle which is within the
reach of every one of us—a handle for
our faith. We can simply commit our
minds to God and then, with the help
of the Holy Spirit, control our thinking.
Do not think this is an unimportant
matter, It is a fundamental fact of hu-
man nature that what gets your atten-
tion gets you. That is the reason why
businessmen are willing to spend so
much money on advertising. They know
that if they can get a customer’s at-
tention time after time, eventually they
will get his business. Whatever thing
you can get a man to continue thinking
about will eventually control the man’s
life. This is the handle we can take
hold of, and it 1s our opportunity to

make our faith work toward practical
success in Christian living.

Take it as it applies, for example, to
the problem of fear, anxiety, and worry.
There are those who have made a
study of human nature who tell us
that man’s greatest enemy is fear.
People are afraid of losing their health,
or their friends, or their jobs. Jesus,
who understood human nature, de-
clared: “Be not afraid, only believe.”
He told us to take no anxious thought
for the morrow, but rather to trust in
our loving heavenly Father. He was
always talking about faith because He
knew human beings are always prone
to worry and doubt. Faith is the remedy
for fear. Put this handle on your faith.
When tempted to fear or worry, re-
member that God is your Father and
that He will always take care of you.
Having His promises, what need have
we to doubt ?

A great many people feel unequal
to their responsibilities. They go to bed
at night worrying about the problems of
the next day and wondering how they
ever can face them. As a consequence
they grow weary, they fear they may
fail, and so they are in no condition to
meet the responsibilities when they
come,

No wonder they fail! The way they
feel is largely a result of the way
they have been thinking. In their minds
they have talked themselves into defeat.
Many a person has talked himself into
a nervous breakdown. The subconscious
mind is like a factory: it takes the raw
material which we feed into it, in the
form of thoughts, and from it manufac-
tures the finished product of fear, or
a defeatist attitude, or wrong decisions.

If 2 man can talk himself into a break-
down, he also can talk himself into a

build-up. We read that when David was
greatly distressed, he “encouraged him-
self in the Lord.” He said to himself,
“Why art thou cast down, O my soul?
and why art thou disquited in me ? hope
thou in God: for I shall vet praise him
for the help of his countenance.” Had
he permitted his mind to dwell on his
troubles, or on his own inadequacy, he
would have become more and more dis-
couraged ; but instead he looked away
to the Lord his God and trusted in
divine help.

Paul likewise has set us a good exam-
ple. He said, “I can do all things
through Christ which strengtheneth me”
(Phil. 4:13). He took an attitude of
faith. He asserted, in effect, “I can, be-
cause Christ can. I do not have to de-
pend on myself, neither do I have to pull
the power out of thin air. Christ is the
source of my strength, therefore I am
sufficient for all things.” Some Chris-
tians are always saying, “I know 1
can't.” Paul said, “I know I can.”

If you will take a cue from the
apostle, you will discover that his meth-
od pays off. Tonight, before you go to
sleep, don’t say to yourself, “I have
power to lift only five pounds, and must
lift ten.”” Say instead, “I have power to
life ten pounds and need lift only five.”
Don't say, “I have so much to do to-
morrow [ don’t see how I will ever get
through.” Say instead, “I have many
things to do tomorrow, and it will re-
quire considerable strength to get
through the day, but God and 1 are
more than a match for anything that
turns up.”

Here is a handle which you can put
on your faith. You and God are a win-
ning team. Believe it; say it; act as
though it is true, and it will be—for it
is true, ‘

In the Olivet Discourse, our Lord
spoke a clear word of warning for
these days in which we live, when He
said: “But take heed to yourselves, lest
at any time your hearts be overcharged
with surfeiting, and drunkenness, and
cares of this life, and so that day come
upon you unawares. For as a snare shall
it come on all them that dwell on the
face of the whole earth. Watch ye,
therefore, and pray always, that ye may
be accounted worthy to escape all these
things that shall come to pass, and to
stand before the Son of Man” (Luke
21:34-36).

Scriptural prophecies relating to the
Lord’s return are being fulfilled in mar-
velous ways in these days. Signs multi-
H}y that the coming of the Lord for

is own is near. The Lord spoke of
many signs which would indicate the ap-
proach of the day of His return. He told
of wars and rumors of wars, and of
famines and pestilences, and of earth-
quakes in diverse places. It is true that
through all of the history of the Church,
there never has been a time when some
of these signs were not present; but
it also is true that there never has been
a time when all of the signs of His re-
turn were converging upon a single
period of time as in the present hour.

To the alert and Bible-believing
Christian the startling events unfolding
in the past few years are vibrant with
meaning and with a blessed hope. Rapid-
ly changing conditions among the na-

tions, and in the Church, and in hu-
man society bear Htrlkmg tcstlnmnv to
the fact that the Lord is coming sOon.

Perhaps the most remarkable sign
of the present day is the return of
Israel to their ancient homeland after
an exile of more than two thousand
years. Though returning in unbelief,
they have again established a national
life, and are going back in increasing
numbers to a land of prosperity.

The rise to power of atheistic Russia,
the rapid spread of communism, the
realignment of the nations of Europe
in accord with Scriptural prophecies,
the world-wide breakdown of moral
standards, the spread of lawlessness in-
to every realm of human society, and the
swiftly increasing apostasy within the
professing church, all indicate that we
are very near the end of the age of
grace, and that the Lord is coming soon
to receive His own to Himself.

In the same Olivet discourse, the
Lord declared. “When these things
begin to come to pass, then look up,
and lift up your heads, for your re-
demption draweth nigh” (Luke 21:28).

In the light of these remarkable de-
velopments in fulfillment of the prophe-
cies of the Word of God, the wise-
hearted Christian will live close to his
Lord, and endeavor by His grace to lead
a holy life—"And now, little children,
abide in Him; that, when He shall
appear, we may have confidence, and
not be ashamed before Him at His com-
ing” (1 John 2:28).

The imminence of the Lord’s return
also presents to the Christian a chal-
lenge to witness to his faith, and to seek
to lead others to trust in his Saviour.
Most of us have friends or loved ones
who are not Christians. From all in-
dications, the time remaining in the
age of grace is short. Those who are to
be won to Christ must be won quickly.
When the Lord comes for His own, to
take them out of the world, all who
are unsaved will be left behind, to
endure the sufferings and the anguish
of the tribulation period. How neces-
sary, then, that we shall use every op-
portunity, by prayer and personal wit-
nessing, to win these souls to Christ

while there is yet time, for their night
cometh -when no man can work.

Because the return of the Lord is
imminent, a few simple rules for Chris-
tian living will help us to be ready to
greet Him with rejoicing:



Never do anything you would not be
glad to have your Lord find you do-
ing, if He should come today.

Never go where you would not like
to have the Lord find you, if He should
come today.

Seek each day, by prayer and faithful
witnessing, to lead unsaved souls to
know Him, for the Lord is coming soon,
perhaps today.

A ZLesson in

HUMILITY

I HAVE BEEN traveling the Pil-
grim Way for a long time. I have not
found it a way of roses. The way is
rough—sometimes rugged. I have pass-
ed through more than one long tunnel.
Often I would have been fearful—very
fearful—but for the presence of my
Companion and Guide, who has never
left me, although at times I have not
been conscious of His nearness. How-
ever, on the whole my journey thus far
has been delightful, and faith assures
me that it is better farther on.

Farther on the way grows brighter,
Count the milestones one by one,
“Farther on,” my Saviour whispers,
“It 1s better farther on.”

I had not been long on the Pilgrim
Way before learning that it was a way
of genuine HuUMILITY, and that I must
walk humbly with God if I hoped to
make a success of the Christian life.

One day while T was riding horseback
over my somewhat far-flung Methodist
circuit out on the Western plains, a
Voice spoke to my heart and said, “My
child, you will never to able to blow the
gospel trumpet and your own horn at
the same time.” This word came as a
challenge to me. Like other young men,
I had ambitions and aspirations. I had
high hopes that someday I would suc-
ceed in gaining the attention of the
crowd. Even at that early date in my
ministry I could see some small evi-
dence of the realization of my dreams.
Now I was face to face with the ques-
tion of reckless abandonment to the will
of God and the way of self-renuncia-
tion.

It was a crisis moment in my life. But
as I rode over the prairie and meditated
on what I had heard, I finally said,
“Lord, I make my choice here and now.
Today I throw to the winds my own
horn; and so long as I may live, with
Thy help, I shall blow only the gospel

trumpet.” With the passing of the years
I have sought to adhere closely to the
decision of that now far-off time; and
have grown to so abhor self-exaltation
that 1 fear at times I have lacked the
needed grace to bear with it when seen
in others.

True humility is part of the price one
must pay for deep spirituality. “God re-
sisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto
the humble.”

Someone has said: “Humility is the
only soil in which the graces root. The
lack of humility is the sufficient expla-
nation of every defeat and failure. With-
out humility there can be no true abid-
ing in God’s presence, or experience of
His favor and thg power of His Spirit.
Without this thete is no abiding faith,
or love, or joy, or strength.”

In the early years of my ministry it
was my good fortune to meet that great
and good man, Dr. A. B. Simpson;
one who stood head and shoulders above
most of his fellows; and I shall feel
eternally indebted to him for an exam-
ple of true humility, which has meant
so much to me down through the years.

Dr. Simpson was a scholar. He was a
great preacher. He was also a prolific
writer. He was deeply spiritual. He was
a man whose bearing commanded re-
spect; yet it was his delight to lie pros-
trate at God’s footstool, self-abasing and
self-disparaging, amazed at God’s mercy
and abhoring his own vileness.

For many years the Christian and
Missionary Alliance held an annual
meeting in Beulah Park, not far out
of Cleveland, Ohio. Each year during
the closing days of the convention Dr.
Simpson was present, and on Mission-
ary Day preached the missionary ser-
mon. Because of the very large mis-
sionary offerings which were raised in
those days by the Alliance, even secular
papers became interested. On one oc-
casion when the reporters knew that
Dr. Simpson would be coming to Beulah
Park, they gathered there to interview
him. Finally, to their delight, they saw
him out on the Camp Ground, and ap-
proaching him asked, “Are you Dr.
Simpson?” He replied that he was.
Then the reporters said, “May we take
some pictures?” Dr. Simpson readily
agreed; but a moment later when he
learned they wanted his picture, he
said, “Oh, no. You may take pictures of
the grounds and the buildings, but not
of me,” and he fled for cover.

Since then I have been in large meet-
ings where photographers have been
busy throughout almost the entire serv-
ice, taking a great variety of snaps.

“Humility, that low, sweet root
From which all heavenly virtues
shoot.”

Dr. Simpson’s extreme modesty led
him to refuse the degree of Doctor of
Divinity offered him by a Southern
college in recognition of his scholarship
and outstanding accomplishments. His
reason was simply that he did not want
any honor “that would exalt him in any
measure above the lowliest of his breth-
ren.” But he could not escape a degree.
The grateful Christian public, by a kind
of spiritual instinct, conferred a de-
gree upon him, which in spite of his
reluctance he carried to the end of his
days.

When 1 see exhibitions of pride, as
I sometimes do, I find myself saying,
“Dear folk, if they only knew God they
would not be proud; and if they knew
themselves they could not be, even if
they tried.” A man who gets all wrapped
up in himself makes a very small parcel.
Some say, “Always talk big and at least
a few people will think you are great,”
but John Plowman says, “Better save
your breath for running up a hill.”

Sir Isaac Newton said, “I do not
know what I may appear to the world;
but to myself I seem to have been only
playing like a boy on the seashore, and
diverting myself now and then by find-
ing a smooth pebble or a prettier shell
than ordinary, while the great ocean of
truth lay all undiscovered before me.”

In comparison with what there is to
learn, the greatest thinkers know very
little; and often they feel that the most
amazing thing about them is their amaz-
ing ignorance. “They who know most
of God on earth or in heaven, know
that they know little after all; but
they know that they may know more
and more of Him throughout eternal
ages.”

Gladly do I join with Chalmers and
say, “I want to feel my own nothing-
ness. I want to give mysef up in abso-
lute rgsignation to God, to lie prostrate
and passive at His feet, with no other
disposition in my heart than that of
merging my will into His will; and no
other language in my mouth than that
prayer for the perfecting of His strength
in my weakness. I desire, from the abyss
of my nothingness and vileness, to cry
unto God that He might cause me to do
as I ought, and to be as I ought.”

“He always wins who sides with God;
To him no chance 1s lost;

God’s will s sweetest to him when
It triumphs at his cost.”

At the end of life we shall not be
asked how much pleasure we had in it,
but how much service we gave in it;
not how full it was of success, but how
full it was of sacrifice; not how happy
we were, but how helpful we were;
not how ambition was gratified, but how
love served—Hugh Black.




Convention Time

in Mexico

AS I TRAVELED towards the important
industrial city of Monterrey in company with
three of our Assemblies of God Mexican pas-
tors from the American side of the border,
I reminisced on the small beginnings and
growth of the work in the Republic of the
Aztecs. Our work here in Mexico began in
1920, We now have a membership of 20,000
in our 400 churches. There are approximately
500 national workers. The work is entirely
indigenous. All church officials are Mexican.

1 looked forward with eager anticipation
to the convention, for there I expected to
see Cesarea Burciaga, the first man to
pioneer in the State of Coahuila and to bring
the glorious Pentecostal message to the people
there.

In 1920 Brother Burciaga lefit Houston,
Texas, where he had been saved and bap-
tized in the Holy Spirit. He passed through
San Antonio visiting our small congregation
there. He told the pcople of his call to the
city of Mfzquiz in the State of Coahuila. In
those days all of our congregatibns among
the Mexicans were small and very poor
in this world's goods. Nevertheless our peo-
ple took up an offering for him and I am
sure the Lord multiplied it to cover his
needs. Not long afterward Brother Burciaga
wrote us of his battles and victories, and
within a year invited us to be with him
for the dedication of the first Assembly of
God chapel in Mizquiz.

Rodolfo C. Orozco, who had served as
our assistant pastor in San Antonio, Texas,
would also be there. He was to be our con-
vention host. Brother Orozca had previously
been the pastor of the Monterrey church
(where our convention was to be held) and
God had used him to build it into gpne of
our largest churches. Our brother is also
the Superintendent of Alba Institute, a Chris-
tian training school for young ladies. The
graduates of this school are serving the Lord
today not only in Mexico but in many other
countries as well.

On my arrival I noticed that a number of
automobiles were parked in front of the
church. Some of them, however, were from
the States. At any rate, it was obvious that
our people there are becoming more pros-
perous and God has enabled them to afford
better means of transportation. However,
all were not so fortunate. I noticed one pas-
tor with his coat sleeve literally worn out.
Others had. patched and threadbare clothes.
Very few of our Mexican pastors know much
about the comforts of life which we enjoy in
the States.

The church was filled to overflowing.
Services ran almost continuously from early
morning until late at night. How the people
sang ! Their music testified to the joy they
felt in their hearts. In spite of persecution
(they have had their full share during the
past year), hardskips, poverty, terrible
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Mexican women preparing dough for the tortillas (Mexican bread) from corn flour.

drought and intense heat, their joy in the
Lord remained steadfast. We had days of
wonderful fellowship together, days of bless-
ing and encouragement to all.

When the convention was over and we
left Monterrey and her muddy streets (they
had at that time the f{irst good rain in
months) we thanked God for the Rain of
the Holy Spirit which is bringing spiritual
life to thousands.

SIX-HOUR SERVICE IN NIGERIA

THE UMUAHIA SECTION of our
Nigerian field contains about fourteen
churches. We planned a baptismal service for
this area as there were a number of candi-
dates. It was late in the monsoon season but
the weather was still unpredictable.

At last the eventful day arrived. The rain
came down in torrents. We were much in
doubt as to whether the people would ven-
ture out, as many of them had ten or
twelve miles to walk. However, they came,
all eighty of them! A few fortunate ones
had umbrellas; others had only banana leaves
to protect them from the downpour.

We had a glorious service there at the
water’s edge as these precious souls follow-
ed the Lord in the waters of baptism. After
they had all been baptized we returned to
the local ckurch for the remainder of the
service.

THE SITUATION IN INDIA
CONCERNING VISAS

NORTH BIHAR, India (E/P). Here is
a statement by Dr. E. L. Cattell, Chair-
man of the Evangelical Fellowship of India
and also member of the Executive Board
of the National Christian Council. His state-
ment follows an Executive Board meeting
and gives the up-to-date situation concern-
ing the granting of wvisas to missionaries.

“Some members of the Indian Parliament
recently raised many questions in an attempt
to embarrass the Home Minister over the
matter of granting visas to foreigners, particu-
larly missionaries for residence in India.
It was charged that there are now 1000 more
missionaries in India than in 1947, when India
won her freedom. As a result of this prodding
Dr. Katju, the Home Minister, promised to

review the matter and formulate a new
policy.
“Pending the formulation of the new

policy, the Department began to refuse visas
to practically all new missionaries and to
scrutinize the work of returning missionaries
much more closely. During that period of
some two months, the Government placed
great emphasis upon the need of replacing
missionaries with Indian nationals just as
quickly as possible.

“The National Christian Council marshall-
ed facts and made representations to Govern-
ment. For instance, it was found that the
charge that there are 1000 more missionaries
in India now than in 1947 is not true. The
number today is practically the same as in
1947. While there have been many new mis-



sionaries who have come to India, they have
been matched by an equal number who have
left the field for a variety of reasons. The
progress that Missions have made in Indian-
izing their administrative posts is also very
impressive.

“The National Christian Council has now
received official assurance from the Home
Ministry that no change in policy will be
made and the one in force at the first of the
year will be continued. Ckristians in India
are rejoicing at this news and are grateful
to Mr. Nehru and his Government for this
decision. We are especially thankful to God
for answered prayer in holding open the
door for evangelism in India somewhat longer,
It seems clear that this policy will be con-
tinued so long as the present Government
is in power.”

(In spite of this seeming good news the
authorities actually are not as lenient as
formerly. There is considerable delay in
issuing visas in some cases, and the local
authorities in several instances have not
granted residential permits.)

B LESSON

HERALDING THE KING

Lesson for January 11

Matthew 3:1-11

The lesson centers in John the Baptist,
Jesus said, “Among theme that are born of
women there hath not risen a greater than
John the Baptist” (Matt. 11:11), John was
the prophet foretold by Isaiah—'"The voice
of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare
ye the way of the Lord, make straight in
the desert a highway ‘for our God” (Isa.
40:3; Matt. 3:3). He was the Elijah of
Christ's first coming—"“And if ye will re-
ceive it, this is Elias, which was for to
come” (Matt. 11:-14),

1. John’s Divine Appointment

a. His Miraculous Birth. John was a
miracle child, born to parents who were
aged. His father was a priest in Israel so
John was of the priestly line. However, he
secems never to have filled a priestly office,
but to have assumed the office of a prophet
instead. For the circumstances surround-
ing his birth, see Luke 1. He was raised up
for the special purpose of being the fore-
runner of Jesus (Luke 1:17). From infancy
he was set apart for God, a Nazarite, filled
with the Holy Spirit (Luke 1:15, 16).

b. His Plain Life. As forerunner of our
Lord Jesus he was to “go before Him in the
spirit and power of Elijah” (Luke 1:17).
This Elijah spirit is shown even in the
place where he ahode, the food which he
ate, and the clothing which he wore—"And
the same John had his raiment of camel’s
hair, and a leathern girdle about is loins:
and his meat was locusts and wild honey”
(Matt. 3:4). Some have said the locusts
which John ate were pods from certain trees.
Since his ministry was in the wilderness,
or desert, we can hardly picture trees grow-
ing there. On the other hand, locusts were
included among the clean mieats according
to the law; so we conclude that John's meat
was locusts which fly, and not the fruit of
some tree. “Yet these may ye eat of every
flying creeping thing even these of
them may ye eat: the lotust after his kind”
(Lev. 11:21, 22). The main thought in the
description of John is his rugged self-
discipline and fervency of spirit.

2. John’s Stirring Ministry

a. Simplicity of His Ministry. As John
himself was a marvel, so was his ministry.
He had a simple, straightforward message
and he delivered it in a simple forceful man-
ner. John was thirty when he began his minis-
try. He was about six months older than Jesus.
His ministry was timed just right. He knew
himself to be the prophet, foretold by Isaiah,
who was to go before the Lord. He entered
his ministry with the words, “Repent ye; for
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. John,

the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” A man
sent from God has a clear, straightforward
message and needs not to play to the galleries,
ror to think up schemes whereby to hold the
masses.

b. Success of His Ministry. It is a marvel
that John, unannounced and unattended, lift-
ing up his voice in the wilderness, far re-
moved from centers of population, should
draw multitudes to hear him preach. It shows,
however, what the power of God can do.
Where the Holy Spirit is working in re-
vival power, people will be drawn. Is it
possible that much of the advertising and
nromotional efforts of the present testifies to
our lack of that from God which draws the
people? This ought to cause us to think and
seek the Lord.

On the other hand, not all are like John the
Baptist; neither may our calling be an
extraordinary one. Though we must not ex-
cuse ourselves and settle down to take our
ease, nevertheless we must recognize thet
there are times of special visitation and there
are men specially chosen of God. John's
ministry was that of an awakener. He stirred
the whole country—"Then went out to him
Jerusalem, and all Judea, and all the region
round about Jordan” (Matt. 3:5). But John
not only stirred; he converted. There was
fruit when the revival was over. The peo-
ple “were baptized of him in Jordan, con-
fessing their sins.”

c. His Stern Denunciation of Evil. There
were skeptics among those who attended
John's ministry, as there always will be.
These he denounced with a stinging denuncia-
tion—"“But when he saw many of the Phari-
seces and Sadducees come to his baptism, he
said unto them, O generation of vipers, who
hath warned you to flee
from the wrath to
comer  (Matt, 3:7).
Here we need caution.

A woman once said to
me, “The Bible says to
rebuke them sharply.”
Then with venom she be-
gan to rebuke with no
uncertainty. John the
Baptist never did that.
What he said came from
the Holy Spirit; there-
fore it had telling effect.
He saw the sin under
the cloak of religion. He
uncovered the false hope
they had in believing that
they were the favored
sons of Abraham. His
was God’s message aimed
at awakening them to
their need so that they
might turn and repent,
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God send us stirring, old-fashioned Bible
preachers, men filled with only one thought
—to glorify God and have His approval.

3. John’s Exaltation of Christ

a. A New Era Begun. John's ministry was
the beginning of a new era, John had come
to introduce a new era in religion. The law
was to give place to the gospel. The axe was
to be laid to the root of false profession. Un-
less religious profession was accompanied
with good fruit, it was to be cut off at the
very roots. Pharisaism, Sadduceeism, formal-
ism, profession without proper living, all
were to be cut down before the King and
the kingdom of heaven could come to the
heart.

b. The Messiah Announced. John said that
the Messiah was coming, and with His coming
a baptism with the Holy Ghost and with
fire was to be bestowed. The Holy Spirit
was to be given for spiritual power and fel-
lowship, the fire for sanctifying grace and
holiness of life.

c. The Ministry of Messiah. The Messiah,
so said John, would have His winnowing fan
in His hand to separate the chaff from the
wheat. What is the chaff? It is worthless.
It serves no useful purpose. It typifies every-
thing that does not bring forth fruit unto
God. The chaff may not all go in a moment,
The Lord knows when the wheat is free from
earthly qualities that hinder spiritual perfec-
tion; and He knows how to use the winnow-
ing fan to blow the chaff away. In every life
that is consecrated to God the Lord is work-
ing.

d. The Chaff in Our Lives. What mean
the tests and the need for repeated renewals
of consecration? The Lord is ridding His

people of the chaff. The kingdom of heaven
is the rule of God in the hearts of men. We
are by nature of the earth, earthy. The Spirit
has come to lift us into a life that is heavenly ;
that is, a life born from heaven, provided for
us by the Holy Spirit who comes into our
hearts to abide. This does not mean that it
is to be a life always of heavenly joy. It
means a life in conformity to the will of God.
The fire is to burn the chaff. Being unquench-
able, thank God, it is always with us, con-
stantly burning and ever renewing. It is the
spiritual and sanctifying fire of the Holy
Spirit who dwells within.

13:11 we read, “And, behold, there was a
woman which had a spirit of infirmity eigh-
teen years, and was bowed together, and
could in no wise lift up herself.” Jesus healed
her; and when the ruler of the synagogue
found fault because the healing was done
on the Sabbath day, Jesus said to him,
“Ought not this woman, being a daughter
of Abraham, whom Satan hath bound, lo,
these eighteen years, be loosed from this
bond on the Sabbath day?” This poor woman
had been dominated for eighteen years with
this terrible condition, but Christ had power
to deliver her—and, thank God, He is just
the same today.

There are two kinds of knowledge. The
knowledge that our schools, colleges, and
universities teach has come to us through
the physical senses. It is safe to say there
is no knowledge of chemistry, biology, metal-
lurgy, mechanics, or any other field of science
but that which has come to us through the
five senses—seeing, tasting, hearing, smell-
ing and feeling. Man has done research on
himself by means of that knowledge, but
has been unable to progress very far. Science
cannot find the human spirit. It cannot dis-
cover how the mind functions in the human
brain. It cannot find God, nor discover the
origin of matter, of life, of force, or of
creation. All that it can discover are things
it can see, hear, taste, smell or feel. We call
it “sense knowledge.”

There is another kind of knowledge that
has come to us through the Bible. This
is revealed knowledge. It bring us in contact
with the Creator. It explains the wuHY of
creation—the reason for man, the nature of
man, and the ultimate destiny of man. It
deals with things that the senses cannot dis-
cover. It tells us things that we can only know
through revelation from God.

Unhappily sense knowledge has gained the
supremacy in the nominal church. The church
should be a spiritual organization, a spiritual
body, to be governed through the spirit
instead of through the senses. When sense
knowledge gained the ascendancy in the
church (and in the fountain of the church,
the theological school), the church ceased to
be a spiritual body and simply became a
body of men governed by sense knowledge.

No wonder, then that sense knowledge

will deny miracles, answers to prayer, the
deity of Jesus and the fact of His resur-
rection from the dead. Sense knowledge de-
nies the miraculous because it cannot under-
stand it and cannot explain it. The chief
quest of sense knowledge has been for real-
ity. Man's spirit craves it. Reality cannot
be found by the senses. It is discovered only
by faith, through revelation from God's
Spirit. Jesus said, “I am the way, the
reality, and the life.” Jesus is the answer
to all who seek for true philosophy.

“Have faith in God,” said Jesus. These are
the four greatest words in the Bible, Re-
member that God is not a respecter of
persons. He has no favorites. He did not do
more for the apostles and the first Christians
than He will do for us today. It is a great
comfort to one's heart to discover that our
heavenly Father "loves all His children
equally. He loves every one of us just as He
loves His only begotten Son, for Jesus said,
“That the world may know that Thou hast
sent Me, and hast loved them even as Thou
hast loved Me.” We all have the same ‘re-
demption. That redemption is from the works
of the adversary and from His dominion over
our lives. The work that He wrought in
Christ at Calvary provided redemption for
every person who will accept Jesus as his
Saviour and will confess Him as his
Lord and Master.

When we are “born again,” we receive the
life and nature of God, our heavenly Father.
His nature makes us righteous. All who
receive His nature are brought into the
family and are recognized as the sons and
daughters of God, and each one has equal
rights in the family. Each may have a dif-
ferent gift, but the gift does not make one
child dearer than another to the heart of our
Father. Each one can have the same kind of
fellowship with the Father. Each one has a
right to use the name of Jesus. Each one can
use the authority vested in that Name to
deliver him from the power of sickness and
heal him.

I repeat: our heavenly Father has no
favorites. The closer our fellowship is with
the Father, the sweeter and richer our lives
will be.

The problem of Divine Healing is a prob-
lem concerning the integrity of the Word of
God. Many never have recognized it, but the
Word is the healer today. God, in Christ,
wrought a perfect redemption of man, and by
so doing He provided perfect healing for
every believer; but because of a lack of
knowledge of the Word, Christians every-
where are ignorant of the way to appropriate
the healing that Christ provided for them at
Calvary.

In Psalm 107:20 we read, “He sent His
Word, and healed them.” Then in John 1:14
we read, “And the Word was made {lesh,
and dwelt among us, (and we beheld His
glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the
Father,) full of grace and truth.” That is
the Word sent by God. God had sent His
spoken Word through the prophets. He sent
the living Word in the flesh, in the person of
Christ. Now He unveils the life-giving Word
in the Gospels and the Epistles, and these
by the Holy Spirit become life and health
to them that believe.

May the Lord help each one to erase all
doubts and unbelief and to search the Scrip-
tures for this great hidden truth. The Lord is

ON THE COVER PAGE

On the shore of Lake Superior, just 27 miles
north of Duluth, is the city of Two Har-
bors, Minnesota. In that city is the lovely
little church that is shown on the cover page
—the Two Harbors Gospel Tabernacle, af-
filiated with the Assemblies of God. Claude
Bratvold is pastor at the present time,

The Pentecostal work in Two Harbors
began through the intercessory ministry
of a women’s prayer band. Several upstairs
halls were rented as places of worship in the
early days. Eventually a building was pur-
chased at the corner of Seventh Avenue and
Fifth Street, and this served as meeting-
place for several years.

It was in 1940 that Pastor Balken brought
before the people the need of a better build-
ing. The people responded and a building
committee was appointed, whose first step
was to purchase a lot across the street and
to move the house that was on it farther back
to serve as the parsonage. Then they launched
into the construction of their new church.
Pastor Balken and the church members fur-
nished a great deal of the labor.

Succeeding pastors led the people forward
in the task of finishing the church building.
The mortgage was burned in December,
1948. The corner-stone was laid at the
dedication service in 1950,

The building is finished in grained stucco
and Permastone. The main auditorium has
120 cushioned seats; a choir loft and baptis-
try are included in its double platform. The
side wing contains a pastor’s study and a
prayer room. There is a full basement pro-
viding room for Sunday School classes, a
kitchen, furnace room and rest rooms. The
average attendance at Sunday School is
115.

The radic voice of the church is the
“Agate Bay Gospel Tidings” program, heard
each Saturday at 7:45 a.m. over station
WREX, Duluth, 1080 kc. Brother Bratvold
invites all Evancer readers within listening
distance to tune in each Saturday morn-
ing, and when in Two Harbors to be sure to
attend any or all of the services. The church
is located on the famed North Shore Drive

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IF WE ALL PULL TOGETHER!

1952 was a great year for starting new

Assemblies of God works in all of our
districts. At the last account there had been
332 new Assemblies started during the year,

and more are being reported. Praise God!

New Assemblies mean new

The key to this great push into new terri-
tory seems to have been co-operation. The
forty-one District Home Missions Repre-
sentatives have co-operation with the National
Home Missions office in a way that has
encouraged us greatly. But more than that,
they have worked hard in their own dis-
tricts, encouraging and helping mn the estab-
lishing of new works,

Our established churches have done a
wonderful job in “mothering” new works in
some districts, notably the New York-New
Jersey District, where several churches have
caught the vision of opening new works in
neighboring communities, and “mothering” the
works financially and otherwise.

Great blessing would come if other church-
es which are already established would fol-
low this example. If there is no nearby com-
munity where your church can begin serv-
ices, there may be a struggling pioneer work
near which needs “adopting” for a time.
This sort of co-operation is necessary if we
are to see as many souls saved as possible in

1953.

Co-operation from the District and from
neighboring churches is important in the
new field, but the “key” man in the pioncer
field is the pioneer himself,

The National Home Missions Department
salutes the consecrated men and women who
have stepped out by faith and entered new
fields for the purpose of winning souls and
establishing a Pentecostal testimony in
those places.

Without their co-operation, the new works
we reported for 1952 would never have be-
come a reality. May God bless these pioneer
men and women, and give them many souls
in 1953,

PIONEERING IN MISSOURI

Cave Springs, Missouri, is a small com-
munity, with only a general store and a few
dwelling houses, but under the leading of the
Holy Spirit, a Central Bible Institute stu-
dent and his wife, Brother and Sister Stew-
art Robinson, accepted the challenge to
build a work for God.

At
present the Sunday School enrollment is
fifty.

A building fund was started early in the
