Tennessee's Preaching Governor

Governor Frank G. Clement of Ten-
nessce has denied that he has any plans
to embark on a carecr as an evangclist.

“I am working hard at the job of
being a Christian governor and 1 shall
continue to do so.”

The 34-year-old Governor often oc-
cupies Methodist pulpits as a lay preacher,
but feels God has called him to his
governmental post.

School children in Hungary are being
taught a new Communist version of the
Christmas story, in which the Bethlehem
shepherds are portrayed as Russians.
Hungarian refugees reaching Trieste said
that the new version goes somewhat as
follows:

“There was once a poor married couple
who had nothing to cat or to dress .
They asked the rich people for help, but
the rich people sent them away. Their
baby was born in a stable, and covered
with rags in a manger. The day after
the baby was born, some shepherds, who
had come from Russia, brought the baby
some gifts.

‘where poverty and misery are unknown.
In Russia the babies grow in liberty be-
cause there is nmo unemployment or suf-
fering.’

“Joseph, the unemployed worker, is sup-
posed to have asked the shepherds how
they had found the house. The shepherds
replied that a Red Star had guided them.
Then the poor family took to the road.
The shepherds covered the little baby
with furs, and they all set out for the
Soviet paradise.”

Liquor Taxes Too Low

The taxes on liquor ought to be multi-
plied at least twelve times, in order to
keep the liquor business from being a
financial liability to the State of Cali-
fornia.

Officials of Assump-
tion Church said they wanted the license
so that they could “pep up” their bazaars
and socials which take place “once or
twice a year,” according to a dispatch by
International News Service.

The Hadassah Medical organization re-
cently reported that about fifty per cent
of the population in Israel is composed
of immigrants who arrived “riddled with
physical and emotional ailments—ailments
that can be a menace to the remainder
of the population.”

Jesus
is a greater King than Grandpa (George
V), and if we are good we shall sce Him
one day.”—Hugh McCullough, in Dawn
(London).

The Thought Life of a Christian

ONE OF THE MOST important
truths concerning human character build-
ing was spoken in passing by Solomon
when he said: “As he thinketh in his
heart, so is he” (Proverbs 23:7). The
thoughts of our mind are like building
blocks with which we build our character.
If a person permits himself to think
often of evil, he will soon be doing evil
acts, falling into evil habits, and finally
living an evil life.

Pure and good thoughts ennoble the
character, uplift the mind, and even
exercise a wholesome influence upon the
body itself; but evil thoughts have a
directly opposite effect. That is why the
Bible says, “Keep thy heart with all
diligence; for out of it are the issues qf
life.”

Every deed that a man performs is
conceived first in his thought life. Most
deeds are not produced by a sudden im-
pulse, but are the product of many
repeated thoughts.

This is particularly true with evil deeds.
No man sins suddenly. First he conceives
the sin in his mind; then by a series of
evil thoughts he overcomes the natural
repugnance to the deed, the ‘strivings of
conscience and training, the in-
fluences of the Holy Spirit and

women probably would show that before
their fall there was some gradual process
of corruption at work in their mental
or emotional lives. A strong temptation
presented itself, and they succumbed; but
the temptation was simply the occasion
of their fall, not the cause of it.

Satan sces to it that evil thoughts are
constantly knocking at the door of our
consciousness. They confront us in the
newspapers and magazines. They leap at
us from newsstands. They loom before
us on billboards as we drive down the
highways. Our minds are besieged daily
by thoughts expressed in pictures and in
print.

Never in history has there been such
a barrage of ideas hurled upon the minds
of men. Never has there been such a
volume of inexpensive books and maga-
zines. The sad part is that so much of
this reading matter is filled with corrupt,
debasing, and unwholesome  ideas. If we
allow these ideas to enter our minds they
will corrupt our lives and ruin our char-
acter.

To carry lewd and suggestive publica-
tions home for reading is as dangerous
as to buy a bottle of poison and take it

home for a nip after dinner! The one
may be as fatal to mental and spiritual
life as the other is to the physical body.

The guarding of our thought life, then,
is a matter of utmost importance. We
must discriminate in selecting our reading.
We cannot afford to look at, much less
to read, much of the printed matter that
is on the newsstands today, lest our
thought life be polluted. There is a
reward for those who will remain clean
and pure in mind and heart. The Saviour
said, “Blessed are the pure in heart, for
they shall see God.” Let us not forfeit
that blessing for the sake of some brief
mdulgence.

It would be foolish to excuse a trashy
book or magazine with the words, “Oh,
this once won't hurt me.” One indulgence
leads to another. A taste of ungodly
literature breeds an appetite for more
of the same. Just as it is easier to teach
a baby to like ice cream and candy than
to like carrots or spinach, so it is easier to
cultivate a taste for the light or the
popular than for the wholesome and the
spiritual.  Worthwhile reading requires
effort and thought, and lazy minds prefer
the light reading and the pictorial treat-
ment of this modern age.

And so the call comes to the

of good friends, until at last the
evil thoughts succeed in pro-
ducing a decision to commit an
outward sin.

There 15 an illustration of this
in nature. A violent wind storm
may topple a number of trees
in a community. Some of them
seemed to be fine, strong trees
while standing, but an examina-
tion after they are fallen probably
will show that there was some
hidden defect in them. Possibly
the inside had become hollow
by a gradual process of rotting.
The storm had not caused the
trees’ destruction, but had simply
been the occasion of their fall.
The real cause of their downfall
was the hidden corruption that
had been developing on the in-
side.

Similarly, an examination of
the lives of fallen men and

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Christians and to the godly fam-
ilies of our Assemblies today to
stand up and voluntarily choose
to take the right side in this
matter. It is not easy to dis-
cipline the mind, but it is im-
portant and necessary. It is not
pleasant to lead the other mem-
bers of the family into proper
reading habits; but if the parent
fails in this task, the result will
be ruinous in the lives of the
children.

God knew the importance of
right reading. That is why He
gave us the Bible which He de-
signed to be the wellspring and
source of all our reading and
literature. The greatest literature
in the world draws its themes
and its inspiration from God's
holy Word. The most satisfying
and ennobling thoughts known to
men are found here. Hence it
is important that every Chris-
tian major in the reading of the
Scriptures. More than this, the
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literature he reads apart from the Bible
should find its impulse from the Book of
books.

Christ should be the center of our
thinking. It is not merely a poetic phrase
that Christ is named the Alpha and
Omega. Alpha is the first letter of the
Greck alphabet, and Omega the last,
corresponding to our letters “A” and “Z".
Between these two are included all the
letters of the alphabet. These letters
comprise the basis for the writing of
every word we use. There is not a thought
we think which cannot be expressed in
the medium of words, using the letters
of the alphabet. And if Christ be the
Alpha and the Omega—the A and the
Z—then He includes the expression of the
fulfillment of every human desire that is
worthwhile and good. Our whole thought
life can dwell in Him.

And is not this the purpose of our
heavenly Father? We are told that in
Christ dwells all the fulness of the God-
head bodily, and that “ye are complete
in Him.” God satisfies Himself in the
bosom of His only begotten Son. The
angels and principalities of heaven find
their full delight in Him. May not we
finite human beings find a sufficiency
and a glorious fulness in our wonderful
Saviour, without turning to any of the
paltry things of this present evil world
to satisfy our thought hunger?

Let us not take a second best! Christ
can fully satisfy the human heart, and
we can only be happy and complete
when we accept Him as the center of our
thinking, the theme of our whole exist-
ence, and the goal of our earthly life.

Is Your Reading
RIGHT?

WOULD YOU rush
carrying a sign on its window—"Sale:
Slightly Poisoned Homemade Bread’?
Even if told that the poison was only
at one end of the loaf, would you want

into a bakery

to leave that kind of bread on your
kitchen table?
Of course you wouldn't! It would

make vou hotly indignant if someone
were to accuse you of such awful failure
to safeguard the health of your family.

Don’t look now—but some of that
stuff on vour living room table, or in
your magazine rack, may be crawling
with decay, filth, and downright poisonous
reading matter.

It is true that much of the miaterial
in these magazines is good, helpful, and
instructive. Special drticles, departments
for the home and housckeeper are pre-
pared and printed with great care and
definite attractiveness. After you have
read these fine special articles, however,
there is always the chance that some one
else will turn to the rot—rot which you
have provided by displaying the magazine
in your home.

Perhaps you reason that you skip the
objectionable spots. Would you reason
that way about a “slightly poisoned”
loaf of bread? And is the soul and mind
of your family worth less to you than
their bodies?

DANGER! Mental poison!

But possibly you read more than the
special articles—and often find yourself
deep in some story full of immorality
and indecency, secretly enjoying it. You
have only Satan on your side then.

One of the widely-circulated magazines
for women was rapidly losing circulation.
A new editor decided to revise the policy
which had forbidden indecent and im-
moral stories. Sexy stories, he asserted,
would provide the shot in the arm which
his magazine’s circulation needed. The
fear that he would lose his decent rcaders
was put aside on the theory that thousands
of decent women would secretly “thrill”
to the possibility of reading “racy” stuff
in an apparently wholesome magazine.

The sad thing is, he was right. Worse,
I know some Christians who probably
unwittingly helped to boost the circulation
of his magazine with its filthy editorial
policy.

The point is, once you are alerted to
the situation, what are you going to
do about it?

There is certainly nothing surer to
shock the raw nerves of an editor than
a drop in circulation because of the
material he has published. In addition,
the considerate thing would seem to be
to put an intelligent complaint on his
desk. Tell him how long you have had
the magazine, what features you have
enjoyed, and then speak in no uncertain
terms about the objectionable stories and
articles and the advertising of liquor,
tobacco, and other items which ought
not to appear in a home magazine.

Next, do more of your reading in
Christian periodicals where the poison
doesn’t exist. “A Christian magazine in
every home,” would be a wonderful
thing for our nation, our churches, our
homes.

The time has come when we as Chris-
tians must take action in this matter.
Too long have we sat passively by, while
worldly interests have polluted our read-
ing material to the point where it is
undesirable by Christian standards.

Join this crusade for better reading:
“A Christian Magazine in Every Home.”

If we work together, we can help to
get the poison off our library tables, and
the ‘“new life” into the hearts of our
people. Let’s do it now.

How to Read the Bible

Oswald J. Smith

I WAS converted in 1906. From that
day to this I have read God’s Word every
day of my life. I cannot remember a single
day when I have neglected the Book of
books.

The Bible has been my meat and
drink all down the years, and the more
I study it the more precious it becomes.
There is no book like it. When Satan’s
attacks have been unusually severe, God’s
Word has been my comfort and my stay.
Time after time it has been in very
deed His Word to me.

Trials that might have terminated my
ministry have been frustrated by the
promises of God's Word.

Let me tell you how to read the Word
of God.

Of course, you should start at the
beginning. You should read it as you
would a letter. No one would ever dream
of reading a sentence here and there in
a letter. The only way to get to know
the contents of any letter or book is to
start at the beginning and read right
through.

But what do I mean when I tell you
to start at the beginning? Am I referring
to Genesis? Not at all. Genesis is the
opening book of the Old Testament.
Then what about Matthew? Matthew
starts the New Testament, but the first
chapter of Matthew is filled with hard
names and, to a new convert, they are
uninteresting. No, starting with Matthew
is not starting at the beginning.

Listen, you have now been born into
the Church. Which book is it that re-
cords the history of the Church? Which
book tells about the beginning of the
Church? Why, Acts, of course. There-
fore, as a new convert, you should start
with Acts. You will find Acts intensely
interesting. In Acts, souls are saved and
added to the Church. In Acts persecu-
tion breaks out; you will read about the
way the carly Christians suffered for
Christ. Acts tells the story of the world’s
greatest missionary, Paul, and how he
carried the gospel everywhere. You will
learn how the first converts conducted
themselves; what they did; and some-
thing of the glory and joy of their ex-
periences will be yours. Thercfore, if I
were you, I would start with Acts.

Then you should read John. You al-
ready know the life of Christ, no doubt,
but John deals with salvation and shows
how Christ saves. Hence you should rcad
John.

Then you should turn to Romans. You
will be ready, by the time you read Acts
and John, for a little of the strong meat
of the Word. Romans takes you from
the time you were a sinner right through
your experiences of salvation, sanctifica-
tion, and service to glorification. There-
fore, read Romans.

You ought to read at least a chapter
or, if possible, two chapters every day.
You cannot afford to withhold the food
that the new life needs. It must be
nourished. Nor can you give it sufficient
in one day to last for a week. The manna
had to be gathered every morning, and vou
will have to study the Word of God
daily. Otherwise you will starve the new
life that God has given you, for it simply
must have food.

God’s Word altogether. Just lay that
verse aside as you would lay aside a bone
when eating fish, and go on with what
vou can understand. I would not throw
away the entire fish just because of a
bone. I would lay the bone aside and
eat the fish. Why, then, should I refuse
to read the Bible simply because of
something that is beyond my comprehen-
sion? Probably when you read the Book
again vou wiLL understand, for the Holy
Spirit has promised to illuminate your
mind and interpret God’s Word to you.

Get a. good reference Bible, one with
good notes and a clear, readable type.
Mark the special verses—those that per-
tain to salvation or that have been spe-
cially helpful to you. I always have a
pencil in my hand when I read my study
Bible,

Last of all, turn the Bible into prayer.
Read a portion and then pray it out to
God. You can take the Psalms or any
of the great prayers of the Bible and
make them vyours, The experiences of
David will be your experiences too. The
pravers of the prophet will express your
petitions.

“T'his Book will keep you from sin,
or sin will keep you from this Book.”
That statement was written in my Bible
when I was first saved, and I have found
it true. And so will you.

Last-minute touches were being put on
the new building. The program was ar-
ranged, but here and there a few details
needed to be completed before the dedica-
tory service. As we drove up before the

beautiful white-and-green-trimmed stucco’

building, our hearts were filled with praise
at this monument to God’s faithfulness.

As one looks around this beautiful
building with the prayer room in the rear
and the evangelists’ quarters above the
Sunday School addition, he is made to
realize that a great deal of labor, sacrifice,
prayers and tears have been put into the
project.

The doors are of solid hardwood, the
locks and hardware are chrome, the porch
and foyer are paved with a native tile
and the lights are a modernistic indirect
lighting system. Inside, we found the
benches and platform were made of a
most beautiful native wood. The pulpit
was a gift of the workers and the men
who had made the pews. On one side
of the pulpit was a hardwood table with
engraved letters, “In Remembrance of
Me,” while on the other side stood the
public address system and the remote
control for speaking directly from the
auditorium over Radio Jamaica.

The Jamaican military band (which is
the equivalent of our Marine Corps
Band in the United States) was playing
fifteen minutes before the dedicatory
service was to begin, As they were playing

Just before the message, an English
soldier, stationed in Jamaica, sang with a
beautiful, clear, high tenor voice.

[ wish to be, nor where | wish to go. ...
The Lord shall choose for me.”

Then it was my turn to stand before
those people and preach. Realizing their
long hours of work and sacrifice, knowing
of the disappointments and problems they
had faced in building a church, for a few
moments one could not find words to
speak.

It was neither our prayer nor the
sermon that dedicated this lovely temple,
but it was the labors and tears of the
faithful workers who offered this monu-
ment to God’s glory.

Temporarily, classes and chapel are be-
ing held m the “rabbit house.” Of course,
this building has been cleaned and “con-
verted” into this loftier use, but the
tcachers and students all long for the
day when a roof can be built over the
alrcady erected walls of a building that
we trust no hurricane can destroy.

The Bible Institute in Cuba has a rec-
ord for working under handicaps. Com-
modious quarters for teachers and students
have been non-existent from the very
beginning. So the staff and students are
worshiping in the “rabbit house.” They
are having their classes under the same
palm-thatched shelter, holding other
classes on the porch of the one missionary
home at the Institute grounds. And they
are also praying and looking eagerly at
the walls of the new classrooms and
chapel because they hope for the day
when the roof will be built and when
for the first time in the school’s history
thev will enjoy a little elbow room.

Because of the greatly increased number
of congregations all over Cuba, due to the
recent revival, there is a demand for more
pastors. These, of course, should be Cu-
bans. Let us come to the help of the Lord
and prepare for larger and better quarters
where the hundreds of young Cubans can
study the Word of God in preparation
for a Spirit-filled ministry.

A PREVIEW OF NEXT WEEK'S
LESSON BY E. 5. WILLIAMS

THE WISDOM OF TEMPERANCE

Lesson for November 1
Proverbs 23:20, 21, 29-35; 4:14-18

When speaking of temperance the
Church usually refers to temperance in
the use of strong dnnk. In the United
States this temperance has taken the
form of total abstinence—refraining en-
tirely trom drinking alcoholic beverages.
This firm stand is taken by the Church
because of the harmful effects of alcohol
and the nccessity of an unclouded Chris-
tian cxample, Intoxicatimg liquor is a
major cause of crime, and certainly one
of the greatest curses to mankind. During
the days of national prohibition the
liquor interests claimed that prohibition
had only increased drunkenness and law-
lessness. They claimed that if liquor were
licensed, men would be more sober, there
would be less crime, and our national
debt would be reduced. But the exact
opposite has been the result. For statistics,
order a copy of “IYacts About Intoxicating
Liquors,” published by the National Re-
form Association, 209 Ninth Street, Pitts-
burgh 22, Pennsylvania.

1. EFFrcts oF INTEMPERANCE

a. Intemperance in Eating. The Bible
tells us to be “temperate in all things”

1 Cor. 9:25). In every phase of life
Shristians  should avoid excesses. Even
in the exercises of religion, proper restraint
is sometimes required. The church at
Corinth was intemperate in the use of
spiritual gifts, especially the utterance
gifts. Peter speaks of unrestrained in-
dulgence as “excess of riot” (1 Peter
4:4), while Proverbs 23:20 warns against
making companions of those who are
“riotous ecaters of flesh.” Jesus said that
in the last days the unconcerned would
be found “eating and drinking” (Matt.
24:38). All must eat for bodily nourish-
ment, but there is need of discipline
lest love for food become gluttony. Glut-
tony is condemned of God as is excess
of drinking: “The glutton shall come
to poverty” (Proy. 23:21).

b. Intemperance in Drinking. “Be not
among winebibbers” (Prov. 23:20). Dr.
William Louis Poteat, an eminent biolo-
gist, claims, “Alcohol makes nearly the
whole of its attack upon the nervous
system, which it deadens, or paralyzes,
in direct proportion to the amount taken.
And this narcotic effect is always the same
no matter from what medium the alcohol
comes—whisky, brandy, wine, or beer. . . ."”
Alcohol in any form destroys the self-
control of the person who indulges. Even
when the amount of alcohol used is too

affect the conduct, it has a
degenerating effect upon one’s response
to a stimulus. “Beer 1s a devitalized, de-
vitaminized, drugged, decayed, impover-
ished drink, and nothing under the sun
but poisoned water.”—Dr. C. W. Salecby,
London, '
¢. Woes of Intemperance. The first
woe 1s povety: “For the drunkard and
the glutton shall come to poverty.” An-
other 1s indolence: “And drowsiness shall
clothe a man with rags.” Have you seen
the drunkard? Have you noticed his lack
of self-respect and ambition? While his
wife and family are suffering starvation,
he goes shuffling down the street and
sleeping in the gutter. If he is a man of
wealth, he may be lying stupidly at home
or at the club. There is no class of pcople
who give themselves to liquor without
being reduced to poverty or shame.

d. Debasement of Intemperance. “Who
hath woe? who hath sorrow? who hath
contentions? who hath babbling? who
hath wounds without cause? who hath
redness of eyes? They that tarry long
at the wine” (v. 29). Every day we sce
the pitiful sorrow of the victims of strong
drink. We behold the brawling, fighting,
and crime which have been induced by
the use of intoxicating liquor. The unruly
boisterousness and shameless exposure of
dissipated manhood are everywhere to be
seen. I rode on a train in which a sober
voung lady and a soldier were seated
together in front of me. After a time he
offered her a drink. She accepted, and
then indulged more and more. Before 1
left the train she was a raving fool, to the
disgust of all in the car. How soon a
beautiful maiden be-
same a drunken wretch!

Such is the result of

1 i
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not, except they have done mischief.”
This is a description of their own
ways. If they were content to live
their own evil lives it would be bad

enough, but they are not. “Their sleep
is taken away, unless they cause some to
fall.” The devil was a wicked sinner who
could not rest in his own sin. When he
saw an innocent man and woman in
the garden of Eden, he could not be
content until he had dragged them down
to his own shameful level. This same
devilish spirit has activated his followers.
They are polluted, and their desire is to
lower others to their level of corruption.
“The way of the wicked is as darkness.”
There is nothing in the wicked man that
lcads to light—the light of purity and
joy. His path leads only to the darkness
of sin, disappointment, regret, and shame.

b. The Way of the Just. How different
is the way of the just! “The path of the
just is as the shining light, that shineth
more and more unto the perfect day.”
Purity begets light, brightness, and hap-
piness, While the steps of the evil end
in “the blackness of darkness for ever,”
the steps of the righteous lead ever upward
in peace and contentment until the soul
is finally at home with the Lord forever.

c. Exhortation to the Righteous. Learn,
not by the sad experience of intoxication
and sin, but by the good advice and
example of worthy persons. “Take fast
hold of instruction; let her not go; keep
her; for she is thy life.”” Good instruction
is to be valued continually. As long as
we remain on the earth we live in a world
of temptation. Having known the truth,
and having begun in the truth, we must

e. Warning Against

Intemperance. The
only safe way to be
preserved  from  the

curse of liquor is to
leave it entirely alone.
“Look not thou upon
the wine when it is
red, when it giveth his
colour in the cup.” In-
stead of gazing upon
it, turn from 1it, for
“at the last it biteth
like a serpent, and
stingeth like an adder.”
There is no safety in
taking “the social
glass,” for a life of
drunkenness often be-

gins there. There is
safety only in total
abstinence.

a. The Way of the
Evil. The evil “sleep

It is impossible to read the New Testa-
ment witf:out paying attention to the
love and interest Christ revealed in His
daily life toward the outcasts of society,
the neglected and condemned people
of His day and ours.

of the bodies of the saints which slept
arose and came out of the graves to
reveal the resurrection power of God
—when the mountains were shaking and
the veil of the temple was rent—Christ
went through the world of planets and
stars to the Paradise of God with the
soul, not of a high priest, but of a male-
factor who repented in his dying hours.

Again we are approaching the SEC-
OND SUNDAY IN NOVEMBER which,
for the past two years, has been designated
by the Assemblies of God as NATIONAL
PRISON SUNDAY. All over the United
States our people, whose hearts have
been touched by the Saviour’s love for
the outcasts of society, have responded in
a marvelous way. Last vear special services
were held on National Prison Sunday in
police stations, county jails, and 1n state
and federal Institutions.

Many times I have heard the remark,
“In our city we have only a police station
with very few locked up, or a small
county jail with only one or two inmates.”

NOT A GREAT DEAL OF MONEY

Jonathan Goforth was a missionary to
China and had to live on the usual small
missionary salary. In the later years of his
life he lost his sight. He and his wife
returned to the United States on a small
pension,

One day his wife noticed an especially
thoughtful look on his face. She knew
him well and said, “You are figuring
how much less we can get along on, so
that you can give away more.”

He smiled and nodded, “Yes.”

This is sacrificial giving. Giving the
dollar onc¢ can spare is not the highest
form of giving. The Lord praised the
woman of whom He could say, “All these
have of their abundance cast in unto
the offerings of God, but she of her
penury hath cast in all the living that she

had” (Luke 21:4).

It is interesting to notice that the
Bible does not say that the love of a
great deal of money is the root of all evil,
but simply the love of money (1 Tim.
6:10). Some people hold on as tenaci-
ously to a five-dollar bill as others cling
to a thousand.

Some people try to claim the promise,
“But my God shall supply all your need
according to his riches in glory by Chnst
Jesus” (Phil. 4:19), and ignore the rest
of the chapter, However, in the preceding
verse Paul speaks of “the things which
were sent from you” (Phil. 4:18). It is
to the liberal that God promises to be
liberal.

Pundita Ramabai ran an ophanage in
India; and whenever the rice supply was
not sufficient, she sent her girls out into
the community to distribute to the poor
the supply that was on hand. Whenever
Pandita did this, God always provided
enough rice to take care of the needs of
the orphanage. God “loveth a cheerful
giver” (2 Cor. 9:7).

No doubt that is the secret—be a
cheerful giver. Should anyone, having read
or heard of God’s generosity to others,
give merely in order to get, God would
know the motive. In all probability God
would ignore the gift. Giving does lead
to getting but the giving must not be
with the desire to get—"Freely ye have

For twenty-seven years I suffered with
asthma. I had been treated by several
physicians, but none of them helped me.
Time and time again I was prayed for,
but because of lack of faith I was not
healed. Gradually I grew worse. When |
became seriously ill with pneumonia in
February, 1953, my family thought my
time had come. The doctor said he could
do no more for me.

At that time Brother J. C. Washbumn
was in a revival meeting at our church,
Qur pastor, Brother L. R. Hampton, and
the entire church began to pray and
believe God for my healing. About the
third night after the doctor had given
me up, my daughter Linda felt a burden
of prayer and went to her bedroom to pray
for me. At the same time they were having
special prayer for me at the church.

I am now able to attend church, some-
thing I hadn’t been able to do for nine
years. The doctor and others are amazed.
But there is nothing impossible with
God through Jesus Christ His Son. I

of fog overhanging the river and the
city. [ thought to myself: “Why do
people build cities in low-lying places?
How much better it would be to build
the cities on higher ground, above the
fog and the smogl!”

Then it occurred to me that cities are
usually built around railroad terminals.
Because the railroad “went through” on
low-lying ground, my city is located where
it is. Railroads are built over “easy”
ground. Survevors and construction en-
ginecers must take the way of least re-
sistance. They cannot build railroads up
one hill and down the next. Because
the surveyors and construction men were
compelled to take the way of least re-
sistance, my city will always be a place
of river mists and fog.

When men build railroads, there 1is
some excuse for their plans. When we
build lives, however, there is no such
excuse. We must build our lives on high
ground, above the mists and fogs of time.
If we build on a low plane, others will
follow our example and build foolishly,
too.

In the Bible we read of a man who
“built his house upon the sand” (Matt.
7:26, 27). It fell. But another man “built
his house upon a rock” (vv. 24, 25). No
doubt he chose high, solid ground. He
built above the mists and fogs of life.

Jenny Lind

Jenny Lind, a renowned Swedish opera
singer, went to New York in 1851, at
the height of her fame and influence in
the musical world. During this visit she
attended a service on the Gospel ship,
the “Bethel,” and heard Pastor Olaf
Hedstrom preach. At the conclusion of
the service, she went to the pastor’s study
where this man of God talked with her
faithfully about her need of salvation.
Soon they were kneeling. Jenny Lind
wept, and called on the Name of the
Lord, and was gloriously saved.

Later, Pastor Hedstrom received several
letters from Jenny Lind in which she
expressed her appreciation of the spiritual
help he had given her, and assured him
that she would never appear in the
theater again. Jenny Lind’s decision to
leave the operatic stage created a sensa-
tion, and much bitterness was expressed
against religion and against Pastor Hed-
strom. She kept her promise to the Lord,
and from the day of her conversion she
never appeared in opera.

Once an English friend found her
sitting on the beach with a Bible on her
knee, looking out in the glory of a sunset.
They talked, and the conversation drew
near to the inevitable question: “How
is it that you came to abandon the stage
at the very height of your success?”

“When every day,” was the quiet
answer, “it made me think less of this
[laying a finger on the Bible] and nothing
at all of that [pointing to the sunset]
what else could I do?”

She was comprehending more fully a
statement she had made at the time of
her conversion: “There is no peace in
created things. They cannot give happiness
but only increase my anxiety. There is
no peace, O God, until my soul finds
peace in Thee.”

The Sunday School
has grown from an average of less than 100 to an
average of over 200. The financial income of our
church has increased considerably.

A Million a Year!

“At present there are approximately
3,500,000 persons in the various uni-
formed services of this nation.

TINUE?

Chaplain Bennett’s answer is, “It is
generally agreed that our nation is con-
fronted with the necessity of maintaining
a large, indeed unprecedented, military
establishment. Mr. Eisenhower or Mr.
Truman will tell you that. Mr. Dulles
or Mr. Acheson will tell you that. ... The
way to react to it, and the way the other
churches in America react to it, may
shape the course of this nation for many
years to come.”

The challenge expressed by Chaplain
Bennett is one of long standing, and we
are happy to say that the Assemblies of
God responded to it many years ago.
Our answer has been the ministry of the
Servicemen’s Division. Today over 12,000
men are on the mailing list, receiving
letters and good literautre like REVEILLE,
in addition to other types of spiritual
care. Every man on the list of the Service-
men’s Division is continually reminded
that our church has not forgotten him.
