Juveniles and Crime 
Arrests of boys and girls under 18 reaTS 

of age increased 7.9 pcr cent In 19)3, 
according to the latest rel?ort from the 
Feder.l l Bureau of Investigation. Adult 
arrests lIlercased 1.9 per ecn\. Ilal£ of 
the car thert arrests werc of jl1\'enile~; 
29 per ccnt wcre not old enough to get 
a regular drh-er's lieen~ III most states. 
It IS not hard for Sunday School workers 
to see which arc the crucial years in 
the Jj\-es of the roung people. 

High-School Drinking 
A Stlncy of 1,177 students in five high 

sehooh in Utah found that 20 t)Cr cent 
of the girls alld H per ce nt of thc boys 
"sometl1ucs dr:mk." 'I1le majority said 
they did so to follow the crowd, while 
17 per cent s;.lid their motivc was to 
forget their troubles. The average age 
at which they took their first drink was 
found to be 141h ye:lTS, when they 
ought to h:l\e been enrolled in an In­
tcnnedmtc Sunday School class and 
shielded from the curse of liquor. 

Drink Can Ruin America 
I f drinking in America eontinucs to 

increase, hi.Hory shows It will destroy 
our democracy. So said Dr. Andrew S. 
Ivy rceently in a!ublie speech :It Ch icago. 

Dr. Ivy, hea of the department of 
clinical sciences at the Univc rsitv of II· 
linois, sa id : "History shows thai 19 of 
21 ei\'iliz..tions in the world's history 
erumblcd when thc people lost their 
sense of responsibility ... . TIlcrc arc llO,-
000,000 persons O\'er 16 wh o drink in 
America. " . 11lis numbel grows by 250,-
000 each year .... \Vh cre it will cnd , I 
don 't know, but I do know where his­
tory shows it will end-with destruction 
of our democI'dcy."

New World Calendar Opposed 
'111e Lord's Day Allianec of the United 

Stales Iw~ ~cnt lcttcr~ to American rmd 
UJlIted Nations officials opposing the ne\\ 
calendar which the U. N. has under call­
sideratlon. 

'ne new eakndar would divide the 
year mto four cqual quarters. each ha\ lIIg 
two months of 30 days and one of 31 
days. 11le last day of the year and, in 
leap years, the day following JUlie 3D, 
would he called "white" davs and would 
be public holidays. These extm days 
would permit any givcn date to fall Oil 

the 5.1me day of the week e\-crr }e;)f. 
TIle Lord's Oay Alliance takes the POSI­

tion that the new calendar would hc IIll­
scriptural. "This is thc first time in the 
history of calendar re\'ision that an at­
tcmpt has been made 10 change the 5e\ell­
day cycle prcscribed in (he Book of Celie­
sis," the Alliance points out.

(Gcnesis 6: II ). Because of the conditions 
in those days, Cod had to destroy the 
world with a nood, ;lIld Jesus said the da~ s 
of Noah would be repeated neeess it:lting 
another grea t stroke of judgmcnt upon a 
wicked world (Luke 17: 26). 

At a committee hearing, witnesses Icsti­
fied that TV programs broadcast dming 
Ihe "ch ildren's hour" betwcen 5 and 7 
p .m . and all day wcck--cnds arc "saturated 
with \·iolence." 

It \\':IS reported to the committee that 
a SUT\-eV recentl\' conducted in New 
lIaven, ·COIIIl. disclosed thilt acts of 

\iolcncc or threats of lioknee in chil­
then's programs occ\\fred l:; times an hom 
in proe:rJm~ origin,lting locall\' and I') 
t1l11lS an hour 011 programs (rom Nc\\ 
) or),;. In other pro~ralll~ throughout the 
11,1\, threats and aet~ of \iolenec were 
prl",entcd six limes an hom hom i"cw 
York and four times :111 hom from thc 
local statioll. Endcnth' the children arc 
Ihe spccial target for this hpe of program. 

"The nation is 10SIIlg it~ fight against 
jll\Cm\e delinquency," said Sen,ltot \ !:end· 
nckson. committee chalrnl,lII. "\Ve devote 
untold millions to rcfon:statioTl and pre­
\cntioTl of soil erosion. Our children, OllT 
greatest national reSOl1Tce~, arc neglected." 

E\'idently polrents arc concerned, to 
wmc extcnt. Thc eOllllluttee reech'ed 
"thousands of letters" which, he said. 
rc:fleeted their concern about the effects 
Oil ~'Ollng people of "certain type crime 
;,lId horror programs, often well scasoned 
with sex and sadism." 

It was disclosed also that "horror com· 
ies" constitute a substantial portion of 
the 90,000,000 "comic books" that arc 
pllblished each mont)l. 

Indians Claim Drug Helps 
Them liTo See God" 

Usc of the peyote drug is being de­
fcnded by a group of Navajo lndians 
on the grounds of religions freedom. TIle 
group, mcmbers of the N;lti\'c American 
Church, testificd at a Tribal Council 
hearing at \Vindow Rock, Arizona, last 
month that the drug is the medium 
"whercby you sec God." They claimed 
that l)Ctwecn 12,000 and \4,000 Na\'ajos 
(about one lith of the tribe's popula­
tion) use the drug-but onl~' for religious 
purposcs. A witness 5.1id that religious 
manifestations always aecompa1\y the usc 
of peyote. 

The llSC of stiJl1 nlanl~ in heathcn re­
ligions is fairly common the world around. 
Drugs, alcohol. and other stimulants may 
be thc means ",hcreh\' people reeei\'e 
~lr;lIlge re\'elations hili th e)' do not come 
from the Cod and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. 

U. N. Baycotts Raid Drill 
\\ ' hcn Ncw York Cit\' held its first 

(ull -scale air raid drill it' was considered 
to be a great succcss. t-:\'cryhody co­
opcrated--cxcept the United Na tions. 
"The U. N. felt it would be impolitic 
for a peace organization to recognize th e 
drill," it was rcported .

spiritual cducation should be to learn 
Cod's purposcs and ptlilS for Ilis 0\\\1 

house. Today thcre is widespread cvidcnce 
that this subject has been omitted in the 
avcragc belicvcr's "curriculum." The 
apostlc Palll" howevcr, did not o\'crlook 
the fAaHer. l ie recognized its importancc 
and wrote to Timothy "thit thou maye~t 
know how thou otlghtcst to bclta\'e th\,­
self in the house of Cod" (I Timothy 
J, J 5), 

Lest there be ally misullder~tandlllg, 
let me hastcn to say that the above trans­
lation is a bit misleading. In spcaking of 
"the house of Cod" (or. as Rotherhalll 
puts it, "a house of Cod"), Paul did 
110t refer to a buildmg made of wood or 
slone. A better translation would be, "a 
houschold of Cod." rnle apostlc was 
exhorti ng Timothy as 10 his duty toward 
an assembly of Cod's people. \\'hen wc 
speak of the hOllse of Cod, therefore, 
we refcr to any assembly of belieyers, 
whether they assemble in a temple or 
a tent, whcthcr they meet in a beautiful 
edifice or a barn. 1 I is the congregating 
of the Chris t ians, the gathering of the 
godly, that makes any placc a "housc 
of God." 

Our "behavior" in any gi\'en place is 
greatly influenced by our concept of the 
true nature and purpose of th at place. 
For instance, a man's behavior in a saloon 

board that I saw one dJv, It brazcnh 
proclaimcd "Bmgo-m the Iloh' Ghmt 
room-Thursday night, 8 p.m .. 

111erc were Je\\ s who had a miscon· 
eeption of the nature and purpose of Ihe 
Temple. JCSllS said to them, -'\Iv Father's 
house shall he callcd a hOllse of pra~w. 
hut ye ha\e made it a den of thicvcs." 
Noticc I l is \\'ords, "Ye ha\'c in;lde It, ... 
It is the members of a church or a~~emhh 
who male it \\ hat It is. If the church 
is in a healthy and h.1PP\ ~tate, full 
of good fcl1o\nhlp, charactcriLed by pra\ 
cr. de\Otlon. and spiritual frecdom. It 
is because its mcmbcr~ arc Ill<lnifc~tlll~ 
these characteristics. If II be tlllhc,llth\'. 
unfricndly, unfruitful and dead, it is bc· 
cause its mcmbers have made It so. 

The divine formula for eollceti\'c b1c\~­
ing h;u, forc\cr been e~tab1ished "Behold. 
how good and how picas,llIt it is for 
brcthren to dwell together in unity ... 
for there the Lord commanded the bless· 
ing" (Psalm 133). Cod cannot bles~ ;\ 
co ngregatIOn in whiah there is di~l!lIIty. 
bittcrness, and 111 will among the mem­
bers, Strife produces sterility. D!\i~ioll 
brings death. T he \Vord pointedly w~lrn~ 
that "where\'er jealous)' and rivalry exist. 
therc disordcr reigns and cver)' e\il" 
(Jamcs 3:16, ~ I offatt). In other words, 
climate dete rmines the product. Oranges 
cannot be grown In Ala~ka , nor the ~lUit 
of the Spirit in a ca rIIa I church. 

Let us turn to Ihe sacred Scriptures 
to lea", the true nature and purpose of 
the house of God, In order that we might 
behave oursches aright. 

A PLACE TO .\lEET COD 
In Old Testament times there "'as the 

llol}' of Itolies, called "Ihe Sanctuar." 
Its ll1uque function \\as to senc 3S a 
meeting place between Cod and man, 
'-1ltere will I meet \vith thee, and I \\ III 
eommullC with thee from abo\'c tllc nI(.'rC'l 
~e,lt" (Exodus 2;: 22). The home of Cod 
tod.lr should be: a pl.lcc \\ 1J(;re Cod mcet\ 
Ilun and where mall meets God '11m 
thought should be domillant III our COil 

ecpt. Not th~lt Cod dwe\l\ III blllldmg~ 
m;ldc with hands. nor th~lt li e is eonfml'd 
to certam sacred pbees.

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UNCEASING 
PRAYER 

A Word Study by Ora De Von 

Too MUCH Y.MPJlASIS CANNOT BE 

placed upon prayer, for only those who 
maintain constant communion with Cod 
are equipped to serve Him effectively. 
If the enemy can succeed in cutting off 
our communications with he~l\'cn. he has 
gone a long way toward defeating us 
spiritually. Realizing this, the Psalmist 
uttered these significant words: "On thee 
do I wait all the clay" (Psa. 25;5). Many 
passages in the Bible indicate that we 
arc to do likewise. 

But how can a busy Christian carry 
out such an exhortation? 

The answer to this problem is found 
in Paul's usc of the Creek adverb adiaJcip-­
tos to exhort us to pmy unceasingly, or 
by :m unvarying practice. Four times 
(Rom. " 9; I Thess. U; 2, 13; 5, 17) 
he uses this WOld, each lime in reference 
to unceasing prayer, TIle correspond ing 
adjective is uscd in Rom. 9:2 and 2 Tim. 
I : 3, and is translated, "continual" and 
"without ceasing." 

This same word was used in th c papyrus 
Ictters to describe an "incessant cough." 
IIcnee it means not uninterruptcd praycr 
but constantly rccurring prayer, That this 
is how thc words in question arc to be 
understood is further shown by thc usc 
of the vcrb from thc same root in Luke 
7:45, "'l1lis woman," said Jesus, "hath 
not ceased to kiss my fect." This verb 
means to i!!terpose a delay, to intermit, 
to leave off for a time. 

In ordcr 10 teach Ihat we "ought al· 
ways to pray and not to faint," Jesus 
told a story about a widow who sought 
help from an unjust judgc. She persisted... 
in her request morning, noon, and night, 
day after day. At fi rst her prcsistenee 
troubled him; thcn it made him weary, 
very weary. 11lOlIgh hc had refused the 
woman justice, he finally thought, "l 
will avengc her, lest by her continual 
coming shc wcary me" ( Luke 18:5). 

The expression used here for "contin­
ual" is eis telos, which means continual 
or perpetual. "And the Lord said . I1ear 
what the unjust judge saith . And shall 
not God avenge his own elcct, which 
cry day and night unto him, though he 
bear long with them? I tell you that he 
will avcnge them speed ily" (w. 6-8). 
Persistcnt, constantly recurring prayer 
brings speedy, miraculous deliverance. 

"Nevertllcless when the Son of man 
cometh, shall he find faith {Greek, the 
faith ) on the earth?" Here the Saviour 
was referring to the kind of faith that 
refuses to be denied. 
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In Luke I1: )·10 Jesus told a parable 
that teaches this same truth. 'Vhat a 
lesson we ha\-e here from the lips of 
our lordI A man has to feed a friend 
who has arrived unexpectedly at midnight; 
and so he goes to the home of his friend 
and knocks on the door. At hrst there 
is no response. But when he knocks 
some more, the man insidc says, "Go 
home; I cannot get up now." But the 
llIan keeps on knocking. Forty·fi\'e min­
utes pass, and he is still at it. Finally, 
an hour has gOlle by. 'Vhat happens? 
11le door opens, and the man inside hands 
out thrcc loaves of bread. 

"And I say unto YOll, Ask, and it shan 
bc given you; seck, and ye shall find; 
knock, and it shall be opened unto you" 
(v. 9). 

ASK! IIow? Unccasing\y! 
SEEK! Il ow? Perpetually! 
KNOCK! ITow? Persistently! 
\Vhy? "For cvcry one that asketh re­

ceivcth; and he that sccKelh findeth; 
and to him that knocketh it shall be 
opened." 

If you Im·c not reeched, perhaps the 
reason is that you have not praycd un· 
ceasingly. To express the "importunity" 
of this friend, Jesus used a word (anaid­
eia) which means importunate solicita­
tion without regard to time, place, or 
person. This man was barefaced, un-
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ashamed to be troublesome. l lave we 
sought the Lord like this? To those who 
ask, Jesus has promised to give the lloly 
Spirit and other "good gifts" (w. 11·13). 

Let us now conSider J leb. 11 :6, "\Vith. 
out faith it is impossiblc to please him: 
for he that cometh to God must bclie\·e 
that he is, and that he is a rewarder of 
them that diligently seck him." Faith 
here has reference to trust or confidence. 
The Greek word for "seck" is eheteo f 

which means to seek Ollt. Did you cvcr 
try to find someone in a largc crowd? 
It sometimes takes hOUlS. \Ve necd to 
have rcgular praycr meetings and to take 
prayer requests in our ~er\'ices; but noth­
ing can take the place of individual initia· 
tive in "sceking out" God. 'nlC Lord 
knows the sinccrity of our worship when 
we diligently seck ITim in private. If 
your spiritual life is suffcring from want 
of private prayer, the whole Church su f­
fers, too ( I COL 12 ,26). 

Unccasing prayer is one of the secrets 
of a successful Christian life. \Vc must 
foml the habit of consta ntly recurring 
prayer. If we, like the importunate friend, 
keep knocking at the door of heaven, 
our Father will opcn it and gi\·c us the 
desires of our heart.

The youngster, William Miller, slipped 
into the current while watching Byas 
fish. Byas whipped his line toward the 
middle of the stream and the floundering 
boy. The line wrapped itself around the 
boy's foot; he grabbed the line and Byas 
pulled him ashore. 

This is not exactly wha t the Saviour 
had in mind when lie said: "Fonow 
Me, and ] will ma'ke you fi shers of men" 
(Matthew 4:19), but it will iJllIstrate 
a point. 

Mankind by reason of sin has fallen, 
and is in danger of perish in g. They can· 
not save themseh-es, for s,ah'ation is 
"not of works." 

The life-line needed is thc Cospel of 
Christ, which is the good news of Ch rist's 
death for our sins, H is burial, and H is 
resurrection. 

Each belicvcr sho\lld be able to ex­
pertly cast that line to some helpless, 
sinking person in thc strcam of time, 
and draw him to the Saviour.

The \Vashington Street Assembly of Cod formerly was known 
as the Apostolic Assembly. Founded in 1917, it is Atlanta's 
oldesl Pentecostal church. In 1945 the Sunday School at­
tendance averaged 105. Jimmie Mayo became pastor in 1946 
and began to work the "l\'lother Church" plan. \Vhile pastoring 
in another city, Brother Mayo had established four new churches 
III the same city. Over a period of eight years the \Vashington

Lakewood Assembly was Washington 

Street Assembly'S first endeavor. Under 
the leadership of Miss Grace Tucker, 
services were held in a small dwelling 
house. \Vhen a Baptist church was 

vacated in the community, \Vashington 
Street made the down payment on thc 
building and conducted two weeks of 
evangelistic services in the church. 
Enough money was raised during thc 
meeting to make six monthly payments 
on the building. After the mectings the 
ehurch was turned ovcr to the ncw COll­

gregation. 111e Sunday School has a 
record attendance of Ill, and an average 
of 84 for the highest month.

SOME T IM E AGO rr WAS MY I'RIVILECE 
to interview the lIonorable Sardar Fatch 
Singh, Deputy Secretary of the llomc 
Ministry in the Covernment of India. 

Sardar Singh was courteollS and friend­
ly although not at all inclined to grant 
many visas for new missionaries. Said he: 
"The government of India is trying to 
help you missionaries to help the Indian 
church. As long as an unlimited number 
of missionaries is available, with their 
energy, vision, finances , and their know­
how, the Indian church will be tempted 
to rely on them, and not sta nd on its 
own fectl" 

lIow truel And long before this Hindu 
government official made his profound 
statement, we missionaries were cng.1ged 
in an all-out effort to train the sons and 
<bughters of India to do our job-and 
to do it better than we ever could. 

How can our missions best do the 
job? 11lrough Bible Schoolsl And the 
various Bible Schools of southern Asia 
arc doing a masterful job in training 
nationals for positions of leadership in 
the church . 

But what is back of the Bible Schools? 
TIle best material certainly comes from 
the secondary and clementary educational 
institutions maintained by the Assemblics 
of Cod. Young men and young women 
trained in a thoroughly Christian institu­
tion, or with a background of Christian 
experience, with Biblical knowledge and 
ethical training. These arc the ones who 
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ocst profit by the training imparted in 
Bible School in India. 

Among the fine institutions operated by 
thc Assemblies of Cod in India, the James 
Ilarycy ~1emo,ial Boys' School at Nawab­
gan; is outstanding. lIere about 400 In­
dian boys arc gwcn training through 
two years of 1Iigh School. S.1In Beck­
dahl, the manager of the school, was 
captam in charge of a battalion of Nepali 
troops dUring the past war. And when 
it comes to discipline, administration and 
morale, Brothcr Beckdahl knows lhe an­
swers. 

There is a eonst:mt air of spiritual re­
vival in thc school. TIIC educational rce­
ord, the health program, the work pro­
~ram-all arc excellent. Brother Beckdahl 
IS operating a large mon; the boys raise 
sligar cane and food crops. In this way 
they work off c.\:cess "steam," and this 
also helps tremcndously with the finances. 

lllere are some cmergency necds for 
the farm and school which we should 
like to present: 

1. A tractor to replace the primith'c 
Indian plows now being used-$1,500. 

2. Attachments for the tractor-$600. 

3. A new diesel enginc for the irriga­
tion pump-$500. 

4. Examination dcposit rcquired by thc 
governmcnt-$2,000. 

5. New sciencc building rcquired by 
government cd 1I cat ion departmcnt­
$2,000. 

6. Rcgular monthly support for 50 boys 
in school, completely unsu pportcd at pres­
ent-$7.00 each per month.

'Illat is thc way \.\farren Denton worded 
his appeal in a reecnt letter. 

Upon returning to thcir station in 
thc Philippincs, the Denlons diseo\'ered 
that the mission house was in a badly nm· 
down condition. Tcrmites had eaten away 
the foundation posts as well as other parts 
of the nativc style Ilca house. Because 
thc sidings arc so vcry old, thc bamboo 
floors rotten and bro\.;.cn, these parts ale 
beyond rql.1ir; in fact, the building is in 
such bad condit ion it must be re-con­
strueted. By rcplaeing the foundations 
and the important parts with wood, thc 
building can be protectcd against de­
structivc tcrmites and raging typhoons. 

TIle typhoon season will soon be upon 
them. Many houscs arc dcstrol'cd if thcy 
2fe not strong enough to wit lsta nd the 
tremendous storms Illat rage. If nothing 
i!t donc to this house, it could be de­
stroyed also. 

H would cost much morc to build 
a new house if a typhoon struck the 
Denton's home; hesides, tlleY would losc 
all of their personal belongings. 

'TIle Foreign 1\lissions Department is 
sympathetic toward the necd, but at 
present we ha\'c nO funds to send to 
the Dentons. Howe\,cr, we arc making 
an urgent appca l to the people in Amer­
ica and we believe the need will be met. 

TIlC sum of $1500.00 is needed for 
this worthy purpose. \Vill you ask God 
what lIe would have you to do? All

One 
was a ..... ee girlie, one and a half years old, 
who weighed less than ~c\'cn pounds, and 
the other a three-year.old boy whose 
mother had died of T.n. 

TIle wee baby girl was in a pItiable 
condition. She has been with us for one 
month now and has gamed three pounds. 
\Vhcn she arrived in the home, she 
hardly looked human; if I may say such 
;I thing, she almost resembled a monkey, 
especially when she tried to lomile. Can 
you imagine a baby girl one and a half 
years old \\'ciglung only sc\'cn pounds? 
Ilow the child lived we do not under­
stand. \Ve ha\'c named her Khushum 
Kumari, "Princess of J lappincss." 

It seems the child's mother had a 
quarrcl with the father and threw hersclf 
and the baby under a flmmng train. '!lIe 
mother was instantly killcd but the child 
feU between the tracks and was S3'cd. 

The family could afford to keep the 
ch ild. 'ney arc high-caste I>COPIc; the 
mother was well dressed an( was wear­
ing jewels. il owever, they did not want 
her. In Indi:l it is difficult to find a h ome 
for orph:lll babies. Finally the poliee 
placed it in the care of the sweeperS 
who cleaned the mess frolll the railroad 
tracks. 

Being of the lower class, the sweepers 
did what they eould for the baby, but 
were too poor to feed another mouth, so 
after some days they pas~ed the child 
along to another famil y. " ' hen 1\liss Im­
hoff of our mission found the baby. shc 
was in the fourth sweepe r family. 1'11CSC 

people begged Ihe missionarY 10 LIke tht: 
child to our llome. After lIl.lkms; mqtlll~. 
she scnt the cluld hcre. 

TIle baby had been fed OpIUm. J ler 
pitiful whimns; Wil~ hC:lrt·rendin~. ror 
somc nights ~he would sob and whllle 
for hours. 1I0w she e\er li\ed is lx'mlld 
me; but the Lord must h~l\ e ~p;1f(:ci hcr 
for a purpose. 

TIIC little boy hilS T B. lie got Lt 
fLOm his young mother. \\'h<:11 he i1rmcd 
at the home we named him Jo~eph. God 
has done SOIliC lIKll'\'cloliS tillngs for 
Iittlc JO~l.:ph. One night he Iud il \cry 
high fe,er, imd such a tcrrible CQlI~h 
that \\e thought the phlegm would choke 
hLin to de'llh. \Vc anointed hlln \\ith 
011 and pra\'ed o\'er hun; .md we helie\c 
Cod heilled Jmeph, for he Ius reeo\ered 
remarkably \\eli. 

Joscph's mother ""IS a Christi,m ~irl 
\\·ho for some reason ran a"',\\ frOIll 
school. She fell into the hands' of e\'il 
people who sold her to a llindu man. 
(Joseph ]s that Ulan's child.) 111c poor 
girl ran away from the man to the homc 
of a "Christian" man. She livcd with 
him, though not married, for some time; 
people said he was good to her. I III­

quired about this poor girl when I ,vent 
ill to thc cit\'. and was told that she had 
come back 'to thc Lord before she died. 
Wc praised Cod for thaI. 

These two little clllldrcn requirc LlIuch 
extra care; how thankful I am that the 
other fifty children arc well and hcaltl1\' 
so that I can gi\'e thesc two the extra 
earc they necd.

This meant that they were to separate 
thcJnsckcs from all uncleanness. True 
preparation for the manifestation of our 
holy Cod is the putting away of all that 
is out of harmony with lIis will. 'I1I is 
principle h .. ~ never changed. \Ve must 
"cleanse oursehes from all fllthincss of 
the Ocsh and spirit, pcrfcetmg holiness 
In the fear of Cod." 

In an 
ordinary UlJrch of Israel, the ark of the 
covcnant was covcred and thcn carried by 
Lcvites (Num.

Could these haugh ty Jews not sec that it 
was a va in tlllng to t rust their God for 
deliverance? 

In their (car, the Israeli tes had turned 
to Eg} pI instead of the Lord . Already 
a n).ba~sadors were on th eir way to seck 
help . Cod had forbidden them to do 
th is, and so li e sen t Ilis prophet 1s.1iah 
to warn them that Egypt's hel p would be 
111 vain . J Ie W:HIlCd tha t even if they 
were able to obtain enough horses and 
cha riots from Egyp t to flee from before 
their enem ies it would mean only that 
they would be purSllcd, overtaken, and 
sl;!in . 

Thc prophet dcnwuded th;!t they recall 
thei r ambassadors, sayi ng that " in return­
ing :lud rest shall ye be saved ." They 
were to cease from war prep,n ations, stop 
th eir fc\'cred rcstlessness, forget their 
fears, ,lI1d gct quiet before God . G od 
would not leave th cm a defenseless prey 
before their encmies. li e would not 
allow them 10 be weak before their foes. 
' Illey would find strength in "quietness 
and in confidence. " Ycs, indeed, God 
did fight for lsrael- "the angel of the 
Lord wcnt forth, and smote in the camp 
of the Assyrians a hundred and fourscorc 
~nd fi\ e thousand : and when they arose 
earl y in th e morning, behold, they were 
all dead corpse.;" ( Isa. 37:36 ) . 

On some previous occasions, too, Cod 
had told 1I is people to be still wh en they 
were surrounded by their enemies. At 
the Red Sea, with the hosts of Pharaoh 
hehind them and the sea before them, 
th ey wcre told to " stand still, and sec 
the sah-ation of the Lord." 

In the days of Jehoshaphat, .11 ;!nother 
time of peril, the Lord had told thrm, 
"Ye shaH not need to fight in this battlc : 
set yourselves, stand ye still and, sec the 
sal\'ation of the Lord with you." 

'n1cre are times, howe\'er, when Cod 
told them to fight. . It is a mistake to 
conclude tll:1t Cod always works in the 
same way. lIe II imself does not change, 
but lI is methods somet imes do. Cod 
10\'es \'ariety. Because Cod deli\'ers in a 
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certaIn way one time is no cvidence that 
lIe will deli\er in the \'cry same way the 
nex t time. Now they were not e\'en to 
preparc for battle or defense, but to rest. 
'neir efforts would only hinder Cod. 
"In quiet ness and in confidence" they 
would find strength . 

I low we need this admonition toda\'! 
1I0w restless we arc! H ow troubled! Tl o'w 
fea rful! 110w we hustle and bustle abou t! 
Il ow we run here and there for help! \ Ve 
just can't Oc still! Yet that is the only 
way we shall ever learn to know our Cod: 
"Be still, and know that I am God" 
(Psa . 46:10). Away from the crowd! 
Away from the radio! Away fro m the 
\'oiees of the world! Cod wan ts to speak 
to you, but yon won' t get qu ie t enough 
to hear His "still small voice." Be still, 
o troubled heart, be stiIll 

There is noth ing the enemy of our soul 
seeks to pre\'ent more than this. Business 
act ivities, com pany, even our service for 
the Lord, can keep us away from C od. 
I have been enterta ined in homcs where 
the housewife turns on the radio in her 
ki tchen carly in the mOrl' ing and it blasts 
away all day long. Turn off th e radio, 
Sis ter! Perhaps G od is seeking to whisper 
to you. 

O pen up the escape \'alve! Let off some 
of th e steam! Rclax! \\le hear much these 
d:lYs about relaxing. Physicians, physiolo­
gists tell liS we mllst relax. Magazines 
ten us how to do so. \Vc need this for 
OllT spiritual life, as well as for our physi­
cal \Ve need 10 pray the prayer ex­
prcssed in the Ocautiful old hymn: 

" Drop Thy still (Iews of quietness, 
Till all 01" striviugs cease; 
Take Irol/l OIlr sOllis the strain and stress, 
A"d let our ordered lives confess 
The beauty of Thy peace." 

'nlere was a time when the prophet 
I labakkuk was troubled. \Vhy didn't Cod 
;!llSwcr h is prayers? \Vhy did He let 
wickedness and spoiling and violence in­
ercase? Jehovah's answer to the complaint 
of the prophet included these searching 
words: "The Lord is ill his holy temple: 
let all thc earth keep silence before him" 
( I-Jab. 2:20 ) . God wants all the carth to 
know that lIe is on the throne and that 
His kingdom ruleth over all. All arc to 
be silent before Him and not to question 
Ilis wisdom, 10\'e, or faithfulness. 

Jesus slept in the storm. And when 

1Iis diSCIples awakened II im, H e s.1id, 
"\Vhy are ye so fcarful? how is it tha t 
ye ha\-c no fa1th?" 

On .the night of His betrayal, He told 
H is disciples, "Let not yOUT hC'drt be 
troubled: ye belic\'e in God, belie\'c also 
m me." FaIth is the answer. 

And so we come to that lo\'ely word, 
"eonfidence." \Vhat is confidence? Some­
one has called it "faith in repose." It is 
faith at lest, assurance, trust. It is not 
as dynamic a tcrm, perhaps, as faith, 
but one "which hath great recompence of 
reward" (lIcb. 10:35). Nicholas i\. lurray 
of Columbi;1 Uni\'ersity said, "\Ve are 
In'ing in an age when lack of confidence 
has become the dominant note 1Il the 
In-es of us all." Nations have no con fi­
dence in one another. Neither ha\'e in­
dividuals. \Vorse, we no longcr put our 
confidence in Cod. 'I1lat is why there 
is so much fear, suspicion, anxiety, worry, 
and dcpression among us. 

It was trust in God that enabled Ilud­
son T aylor to sing, " Jesus, I am resting, 
rcst ing in the joy of what 'nlOU art"­
e"cn " hen news came to him of distress, 
shortage of funds, and misunderstand ings 
among his miss iona rics-e\'en during the 
Boxer rebcllion when the stations of the 
C h ina Inla nd Mission were be ing burned 
and their missiona ries murdered . 

A miss ionary sister rcmarked that she 
had seen Mrs. Hudson Taylor in the 
most difficult, trying circums tances imag­
inable, but had never seer her Tuffled, 
;mnoyed, or impatient. 

\Vhen the wife of H oward Taylor, son 
of Hudson Taylor, waS being carried off 
by bandits in China , she bega n to si ng, 

"Safe in the arms of jesus, 
Safe on His g l'llt/e b"eost-
There by His love o'ersIUJded, 
Sweetly my SOIl I shall rest." 

The bandits were amazed and said, "She 
isn't afraid." nlis was eonfidence-"faith 
in repose." 

Isaiah told Israel that the Lord would 
,,'ait that I Ie might bc graciolls to them 
(ch. 30:1 8) . God is never in a h urry. 
Ilc often tarries. And if so, it is that lIe 
may be glorified. Jesus waited two days 
after hearing that H is friend Lazarus was 
sick, and lIe told !lis disciples, "1 am 
gbd for your sakcs that I was not there, 
to the intent ye may believe." lIow much 
Illore glory He rcceived by raising Lnarus 
from the dcad than He would have re­
ceived by healing him! It is written that 
mailY of the Jcws who saw this miracle 
believed in Jesus. If lie had not waited, 
men would not have heard those wonder­
ful words, "I am the resurrection, and 
thc life," and perhaps they would not 
have seen I lis tears. 

\Vhen I heard Betty Baxter tell of her 
healing, I wondered why 'Our Lord waited 
so long to deliver her, why He le t her 
suffer such untold agony, why I-Ie let 
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that poor mother weep and pray for 
fiftcen long years. Cod had a rcason. 
I Ie wanted Bctty to tell millions of people 
how lie hcalcd her. Ilc let cvcry human 
hope flce so that li e would reccivc all 
the glory for thc deliverance. 

o belovcd, if thc Lord walts long in 
answering your pra yer, IIc has a Icason. 
He waits to be gracious to you. ITe may 
wait to lest your fnith. He may wait until 
eertain changes take plaee in your circum· 
stances or env ironment. One thing wc 
know- lie "waits to be graciolls." And 
lie will not wait too long. 

"In quietness and in confidence shall 
be your strength." Quietncss and confi· 
denee often bring to us the healing we 
need in our bodies. There was an hour 
in my life whcn I was greatly troublcd 
O\'cr a certain conditiotl in my body. 
It seemed impossible to get help from 
any physician. I worried myself into a 
fever. But as I lay on my bed praying, 
thc thought came to me, "Am I not 
His? Is this body not His? \Vh y am I 
worrying about it? Is it not lawful for 
Him to do what lIe wills with His own?" 
(See l\fatt. 20 :15. ) And with this 1 
began to sing, 

"Swett, qu~t, yiddtd life, 
BlesSed rtst fronl all stonn and slrife; 
Cod's own peace noUl fills my SOld, 

As on Hinl my woy I roll." 

I sang it again and again. And as I 
committed myself to Cod, my fever left 
and I was healed. Truly our confidence 
has "great recompence of reward." 

Friend, what are you troubled about 
today? That cancer that is growing? That 
wayward boyar girl of yours? Make home 
as attractive as possible for them-assure 

them of your 10yc1 Pray-but don't wom'! 
Don't worrv about a tomic bomh!; or 
Communist 'aggression! Ask Cod to ~how 
you what lie wants you to do about 
these thing~. And "be careful for noth· 
ing; bllt in C\'cry thing by prayer and sup· 
plication With thflllksgiving let your re­
quests be made known unto Cod. And 
the pc3ce of Cod, which 1)'1sse th :Ill 
understanding, shall keep your hcarts and 
minds through Christ Jesus" (Phil. 4:6, 
7) . 

Yes, "in quietness :llld in confidence 
shall be your strength" (15..1. 30'15). 
"Bt all at rest, my soul." 0111 blused Sl'crcl 
Of the Ifllt.' lift thai glorifies thy Lo rd :
