sah'ation and peace lIe has brought, and 
when we dwell upon Il is crucifixion and 
resurrection we are thrilled into singing 
for the lo\e, the freedom, and the h ope 
lie has given. Il ow ca n we help but 
sing when we IHII 'e so much to prai~e 
Cod for?

Again and again we read of TlllLsici:l Il S 
playing instruments un to the Lord. The 
prophets in Saul's day pl.l)'ed On the 
psaltery, tabret, pipe, and ha rp_ I),II-i(\ 
and his musicians played on all manner of 
instruments made of wood . So did Sol­
omon. And there are othe r mstruments 
mentioned in the Scriptures: the cornet , 
cymbals, dulcime r, fl ute, organ, sackbut. 
timbrel (or tambourine), trumpet. and 
,·io1. \Ve also read of full orchestras. 

Can', you imagine h ow the Spirit of 
God must have come d own npon Oa"id 
an~ other musicians from time to tLlne 
as they played unto the Lord ? Sometimes 
the H oly Spirit does It tQday-1 Ie Cl')llle~ 
upon a piani~ t, for exaillple, and she 
plays in the Spirit matchless mu~ ic that 
has never been heard before on earth. 
In Chronicles we read that there were 
as many as four thoLLs:J lld who "pra ised 
the Lord with the itlStrumettt s" at once. 

The Bible also speaks a good deal 
of choi rs.

My NAi\IE IS CARMELITA . I AM A C II1L­
enn girl. Ten years ago I was born in 
the south of Chile. My mother and 
father were very happy when 1 was born 
because I was their first baby. When I 
was a few months old. they became very 
sad because they found out that I was 
a "sorda-muda," which in Spanisll means 
a de:lf·mute. I never heard the little songs 
my mother used to si ng to me as she 
rocked me to sleep at night. I never 
understood what my daddy was saying 
when he used to pick me up and play 
with me. I tried with all my might to 
hear and talk, but I just couldn't. 

My mother and father were very poor. 
My father made baskets and chairs out 
of willow brooches and sold them to th e 
people in town, but he didn't get much 
money. Whe n I was a little older my 
mother would send me to town to beg 
fo r food and money. Everyone in town 
knew me, and they would feel very 
sorry for me when they saw me because 
they knew 1 was poor and that I couldn't 
hear or talk. They would almost always 
give me some bread or an apple or 
some money. Then I would take these 
things home to my mother. Sometimes 
I would watch the other children going 
to school. They were so happy as they 
would mn and play. I couldn't go with 
them because they don't allow deaf­
mutes to go to school. Sometimes I 
would get real lonesome because I w.anted 
to go with them. 

One night my mothe r took me to the 
football field. When we got there, they 
weren't having a football game a t all, 
but there were lots of people there. All

the people were singmg and seemed 
\ery happy. After they had finished 
singing, a man got up on the platform 
and talked to the people for about hal f 
an hour. I don't kn ow what he said. 
After he finished speaking, a lot of 
people left their seats and walked out 
on to the field . They fanned a big, long 
line in front of the man who was talk­
ing. My mother took me by the hand and 
we also got into the line. One by one 
they walked by the man and he laid his 
hands on them and said something. I 
think he was praying . Some of the peo­
ple were crying. 

This all seemed very strange to me. 
Finally my mother and J were stand ing 
in front of the man. He said a few words 
to my mother. She answered him. He 
knelt down in front of me and looked 
into my eyes. Then he pointed his 
finger up to the sky. I looked up but 
all I could see was the stars. After this 
he pointed to my ears and to my tongue. 
l ie then put a finger in each ear and 
closed his eyes and sta rted to talk aga in. 
I kept my eyes open all the time and 
wa tched him. He then opened his eyes 
and took h is fingers ou t of my ears. 
My ears felt real funny when he took 
his fingers out. Then he said something 
to me and it sounded like " Jesus." \Vhen 
he sa id that word, something happened 
to my ears. I could hear him! Then he 
said that same word again, "Jesus." I 
heard it again! \Vhy, I could hear! I 
could hear what he was saying! For the 
first time in my life I could hear! Then 
he pointed to my tongue and said the 
word again. I tried to say it, but it was 
real hard to make my tongue work. Oh, 
how happy I was! 

All of a sudden great big tears started 
to come. I felt like crying. I did cry, 
but it was because I was so happy. I 
then gave the man a great big hug. When 
I looked into his eyes they were full of 
tea rs too. I couldn't stop crying. 1 just 
cried and cried. My mother had big 
tea rs in he r eyes too. J could hear every· 
thing. E"en when they put a watch to 

my ear I could hear tha t too. That was 
the happiest night in my life. A little 
while later there were two other children 
in the line who were just like me . They 
couldn't hear or talk either, but the mall 
did the same to them as he did to me 
and they began to hear and talk too 
after he prayed for them. They were 
really happy. 

The next morning I went to town 
aga in to beg for food and money. Every 
time I would enter a store, the people 
would all stop what they were doing and 
would try to see if I could really hear. 
I think everyone in town heard about 
what had happen,:!d to me at the football 
field . They would put a watch up to my 
ears to see if I could hear it, and I could. 
'ney would whisper th ings into my ears 
an d I could hear everyth ing they said. 
They all acted real surprised. Some said 
they believed it was a miracle. Others 
sa id that the man had hypnotized me, 
\\hatever that means. The priests said 
Ihat the man who prayed for me was 
of the devil. I really don't think he was, 
because the devil only does things to 
hurt people and make them sad. 

On Sunday mornings my mother and I 
go to Sunday School. There everyone is 
happy. There are lots of children there. 
They sJllg and clap their hands. I like 
to go there because it makes me feel 
good away down inside. In Sunday School 
I hear a lot about the Man called "Jesus ." 
TIley si ng lots of songs abou t Him. 
They also read abou t Him in the black 
book called the Bible. I'm glad I can 
llcar the stories about Him. I' m going 
to learn to read so I can read about Him, 
too-for He is the One who took away 
my deafness.

I N TIlE PAST SeVERAL MONTHS WF. 

have been reachi ng out into the remote 
provinces of Peru with the gospe\. This 
seems to be our principal occupation; we 
put forth Ollr major efforts during the 
dry season, which is the logical time 
for evangelization. 

In the past year we have traveled liter­
ally.thousands of miles, crossing the con­
tinental divide four times as we preached 
from one far-flllng village to another. 
Recently we penetrated toward the Ama­
zon basin with the gospel message. We 
have participated in several regional COIl­

vcntions, one of which was held in pos­
sibly the loftiest church in the world. 
OUf main Assembly of God there is 
14,200 feet above sea level in a great 
copper-mining town. Our last com·enbon 
was held in the neighboring town of 
Goyllerisquisga, a mining center near 
Cerro de Pasco in central Peru. In this 
area the climate is so cold that little 
grain will grow. About the on ly things 
that are produced in that great region 
are wool, copper, and othe r metals. The 
Peruvian sheep thrive on a tough wiry 
grass and a type of moss which resist the 
se\'ere frost. 

About 200 to 300 earnest believers 
gathered for the convention at Goylleris­
quisga to seek after God. Those were 
happy days of fellowsh ip. Thirty-five (35) 
believers received the Baptism in the 
Holy Ghost; and at the close of the serv-

ice forty-four (44) were baptized III the 
icy stream that flows just outside the 
town . 

At the close of the convention an 
elderly gentleman arose and asked per­
mission to speak a few words. Permiss ion 
being granted, he told how the Lord 
had touched his heart during the con­
vent ion, impressing him to give a two­
story house for a permanent home of the 
Assemblies of Cod in the city of Goyller­
isquisga. Praise Cod! Now we have a fine 
church building as well as living quarters 
for the pastor up here on top of the 
world.

TIley may transgress that law but the man who transgresses 
Will be broken. A man may transgress Cod's laws of gravity­
he may litep off a cliff in a defiant mood; but he will not break 
the 1.1\\1 of gra\ity-that la w will break him. 

Saul was broken by the Divine decree. I Ie couldn't fool 
With God. Expediency, ignorance, or any other excuse will 
not spare a man from the consequences of sin. "TIle soul 
that si nneth , It shall dle"-that law is as sure as the laws 
of nature. 

Cod wants obedience. TIle man or woma n who wants 
Cod's blessing and approval must be faithfu l to Cod's \Vord. 
One cannot trifle with the clear direction of the Bible and 
be jj::uiltless. ll1e enemy would try to confuse the issue, and 
he did with Eve, by making one feel that transgress ion is 
trivial-but the \Vord declares that obedience is better than 

. sacrifice. Hold fast your confidence in the Word . Obey it, 
and Cod will continue lI is blessing upon your life.

\Vhen a man is out of touch with 
God, Satan can use him to hinder the 
work of God even through religious ex­
ercises. Fasting is a scriptural truth, with 
ample instructions provided and reward­
ing blessings promised _ But willful King 
Saul proclaimed a fast when God did 
not intend that His people should fast, 
and in so doing he brought great haml 
to God's cause. Instead of hu mbling him­
self before the Lord so that God might 
speak to him again, he t ried to co\'er 
his sinful condition by calling for reli­
gious activity. 

If Israel could have been refreshed by 
the taste of honey, as Jonathan was, the 
power of the Philistines might have been 
completely broken on this occasion. But 
the Israelites were so famished when they 
had scattered the enemy that instead of 
pursuing they flew upon the animals and 
ate them with their blood. Both Israel's 
incomplete victory and their sin in eating 
blood were in a large measure chargeable 
to Saul. 

If Saul had fasted because of his own 
SillS which had disrupted commu nion 
with God he would have been in step 
with Him. Then this would have been a 
day of rejoicing instead of tragedy.

MUSIC THAT EDIFIES 

Then , too, music can be a mea ns of 
self-inspiration and seH-edification. Some­
times we go to church with heavy hearts_ 
For one reason or another, we do not 
feel like singing. But as we enter mto 
the song service, what a change comes 
over us! Perhaps the leader announces 
a song such as, "There's No t a Friend 
Like the Lowly Jesus." It may seem at 
first as though we have to force ourselves 
to join in. V/e may be tempted to feel 
it is hypocritical to sing those words ill 
such a mood. But the Lord understands, 
and if we will sing it anyway we may well 
find that by the time we come to the 
last \'erse we have begun to cast our

I· mally, music can be a means of

song. \\ 'e are smging a prayer, and the 
Lord Will answer a pra}'er that is sung
