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Church Construction Up 32%

During April, construction was begun
on $54,000,000 worth of new church
buildings in the U.S. This raised to
$215,000,000 the value of church struc-
tures started in 1955, and the Depart-
ments of Commerce and Labor tell us
this is 32 per cent ahead of the figure
for the first four months of 1954.

Denominationalism in Africa
Anyone who thinks we have too many
religious denominations in America had
better not go to Africa. There are 2,000
different churches, sects and denomina-
tions listed in Africa, as compared with
something over 200 in America.

But a missionary authority says that
the multiplicity of sects does not seem
to bother anyone in Africa. A survey
was made to learn how many different
churches were needed in a certain mining
town. It revealed that 18 places of wor-
ship would be needed. Therefore 18
chapels, all alike, were built in a row.

Looking for the Antichrist

Despite the warning of the Scriptures
against accepting false Christs, many peo-
ple are being deceived by pretenders to
that title today. The Negro in New
York, known as “Father Divine,” con-
tinues to draw an amazingly large fol-
lowing.

Recently four people were arrested in
New Britain, Connecticut, on a charge
of blasphemy because one of their num-
ber claimed to be Christ. He exhibited
wounds in an attempt to prove his
identity, He also wore a crown of thorns
which he pressed down on his head until
the blood flowed. A huge wooden cross
was found in the man’s home. All four
of the people, Polish refugees, claimed
to be two thousand years old.

In France a man named Georges Roux
has appeared, claiming to be the rein-
carnated Christ. He lives at Montfavet
(Vaucluse) and is planning the conquest
of the world. He pretends to healing
powers, denies the existence of evil or
of Satan, and declares salvation comes
from our own unaided effort.

“The crowning sorrow,” says D. M.
Panton, “is that all the false religions
are awaiting a Messiah. The Moslems
look for Mahdi, the Buddhists for the
fifth Buddha, the Zoroastrians for Shah
Bahram, the Hindus for the reincarnation
of Krishna, the Jews for a Messiah [other
than Jesus Christ]. They will all find
their ‘Messiah’ in the Antichrist.”
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Assemblies of God Give Record
Amount to Missions in 1954
Nearly four million dollars were con-

tributed to the missionary activities of

the Assemblies of God in 1954. It was
the fortieth straight year of increase since
the General Council was organized in

1914,

During these forty years, the Foreign
Missions Department has grown from a
little handful of missionaries to a great
force of 742 foreign missionaries in 62
different lands. There are now 5,177
Assemblies in these foreign lands, with
4,988 national ministers and 341,351
members. In addition, there are over
200 home missionaries.

Of the $3,851,059 contributed in 195%,
$2,748,596 was used to advance the for-
eign missions work. The remainder went
to home missions, radio ministry, benevo-
lences, and the projects of the Women's
Missionary Council.

Gifts for 1955 are showing a decided
increase over last year. Missionary offer-
ings for the first quarter of the year
totaled more than a million dollars.

Pope Seen on Television

Television viewers in six West Euro-
pean countries saw Pope Pius XII at-
tending a symphony concert in the Vati-
can. The program was carried by “Euro-
vision,” a hookup whereby West Euro-
pean countries pool their television re-
sources.

The Pope inaugurated “Euravision” on
Pentecost Sunday 1954 with a fifteen-
minute personal appearance.

"I Christ Came Back”

The subject, “If Christ came back,”
has provoked a great deal of discussion
recently in a London newspaper, the
Daily Sketch. The newspaper ran a series
of articles on the subject, and received
about 25,000 Letters to the Editor repre-
senting all shades of religious thought.

Boy of Twelve Can Choose

The New York Court of Appeals up-
held the right of a twelve-year-old boy
to choose his own religion. The mother,
who is a “Christian Scientist,” had made
a premarital agreement to rear him in
the Roman Catholic religion, and had
permitted him to be baptized in that
faith as a baby, but the court held that
the agreement was not binding if the
twelve-year-old boy preferred to attend
a non-Catholic church and go to a public
school.

Sacrificing for Missions

The Peoples Church in Toronto, Cana-
da, has done it again! It has broken all
its previous records by pledging to give
$282,000 for Missions in the coming year.
The money will be used to support 380
missionaries. The members of the church
are not rich, but their pastor, Oswald
J. Smith, has taught them to give sacri-
ficially and they consider soul-winning
work in the homeland and abroad the
most important thing in life.

Saying Grace in Georgia

Georgia’s State Board of Education has
directed that teachers be required to
sit with students during meals in school
lunchrooms and see that Grace is said
at the table. One member of the Board
remarked that many children will never
hear Grace said “unless they hear it at
school.”

children—but she is the mother of all
such as make their religion suit their
own ends. When it pleases their fancy
they exalt the object of their worship
to a position of honor in the home;
and when it is expedient to do otherwise
they put him quietly to bed and cover
him up.

They are found in the Orient, where
the worshipers burn fragrant joss-sticks
before their idols as long as they are
getting what they want, and either cover
up the idols or beat them with sticks
when things are going against them.

They are found in America, where
church-goers worship God one day of the
week and grieve Him the rest of the time.

Michal was a strange, half-converted
little minx. She may have seemed to
join heartily enough with her husband
David in singing, “The Lord is my shep-
herd,” but secretly in her heart she clung
to relics of superstition. She had a house-
hold god, in spite of the divine com-
mandment that forbade the worship of
images.

One day messengers came from King
Saul, her father, to spy on David, her
husband. The king had ordered them to
keep a watch on David and to slay him
in the morning. Somehow Michal learned
of the plot and induced him to flee for
his life. She let David down through a
window. Then in order to gain time and
let him get a safe distance away before
his absence was detected, she “took an
image, and laid it in the bed, and put
a pillow of goats’ hair for his bolster,
and covered it with a cloth” (1 Samuel
19:13). '

The scheme seemed to work. The
messengers kept vigil near the door until
morning, then entered the house and
demanded that David come with them.
But Michal said, “He is sick,” and pointed
to the form in the bed; so the men went
back to the king with the message.

What ignominious treatment of an oft-
revered idoll She used her deity for a
dummy. She put her god to bed. There
was a strange mixture of superstition
and irreverence in Michal. Her treat-
ment of her god showed that she had no
reverence for him, and that he had no
reality for her.

Do you think Michal could ever look
her teraphim in the face again without
an inward smirk at the remembrance of
the day when she treated him so un-
ceremoniously? Do you think that a re-
ligion for which this generation has se-
cretly lost respect can ever gain a saving
place in its life and thought again?

Michal’s trick was clever, but she could
not play it twice. That is the worst of
being clever—one scheme leads to an-
other. She had scored at the expense
of her faith.

It is vitally important that, in our
treatment of religious truth, we alwavs
show great reverence. We all by nature
have a touch of Saul's unregenerate
daughter about us. We would not on any
account be without some sort of ac-
knowledgement of God in our lives and
in our homes, just as Michal would not
have slept without that image in her
house. But if we are deluded as she
was with the idea that we can treat God
Almighty anyway we wish, quietly laying
Him aside when we have no immediate
need of Him or no present desire for
Him—if we use religion as a tool of our
cleverness, or as a cloak to cover up the
true state of things—if we treat the
Object of our worship with less actual
respect than we show to our friends—
then we are sapping the foundations of
all morality.

* o *

It was but a short step from Michal’s
irreverent treatment of her god to her
disloyal treatment of her husband. Any-
one who will cheat for you today is apt
to cheat against you tomorrow!

In what does our irreverence consist?
It consists in the blasphemous and God-
denying silence in which we tolerate the
evil about us. Religion has suffered
much and long from a display of piety
on Sunday morning and a dearth of god-
liness on the other six days of the week.
We have diligently dusted the teraphim,
set him in his place, and done him lip
service one day of the week, only to
cover him up again until the following
Sunday. And this pagan and cavalier
treatment has passed for reverence only
because it was the popular thing to do.
It’s the kind of religion which sings
about the Redeemer’s kingdom stretch-
ing “from shore to shore,” but finds it

hard to give a dollar to World Missions.
Neighbor, the only. way to show respect
for a sword 1s to swing it as if you be-
lieved in its smiting edge. The only
way to reverence God is to let Him arise
and scatter His enemies.

James the practical said that you may
be very devout and vet be a very devil.
The question 15, In what kind of God
do you believe? Whom do vou really
worship? One made in your own image
“Altogether such an one as thyself”?
Reverence in itself is no criterion, unless
vou revere the true God. We have no
teverence for make-believe, for pretense,
for empty ritual.

% * *

Paul faced this question at Athens.
He saw so much playing at religion—so
much pious tomfoolery—so much hum-
bug. Paul said that God winked at it,
so long as people knew no better; “but
now He commandeth all men evervwhere
to repent: because He hath appointed a
day, in the which He will judge the
world in righteousness by that Man whom
He hath ordained.”

The object of Michal's worship seemed
to be a deity one moment, and a dodge
the next. In order to safeguard reverence
in the things of the Spirit, we must be
careful to recognize their reality.

We face a world that is suspicious of
our sincerity. We need to achieve reality
in religion at all costs. Perhaps, in order
to achieve it, we may have to sacrifice
some of our dignity. The world wants
to see a demonstration of the power of
what we believe. It cares little for mere
ritual. It will not mind if you violate
custom or say something that sounds
unorthodox. You may sound a bit start-
ling in the ears of those who are hush-
ing Michal’s teraphim to sleep, but that's
all right. There are scores of churches
that are dying of dignity. It was not very
dignified to be crucified between two
thieves; but it was a position of tre-
mendous power.

Don t stand on your dignity. If you do,
you won't move anything very far. You
will still be standing there when the pro-
cession of the redeemed has moved on
past and swept in through the Pearly
Gates. What we need today is knowl-
edge of the living God, the One who
does not stand upon His dignity at the
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sight of a hell-bound sinner but stoops
to lift the staggering soul to heaven.
Michal's pretty, bed-ridden image cannot
save us.

Martin Luther tells us that there was
a time when even his lion heart was
about to quail before the problems that
confronted him. His soaring spirit drooped
beneath the load of discouragement. But
he knew a God with Whom he was inti-
mate, and Whom he had proved mighty
to save. He said he did as Moses did
—he “stroked God’s face” in prayer [for
that is the graphic sense of the Hebrew
wording] the way a child will stroke his
father’'s face when he wants something
very much, without fear that his father
may think him lacking in reverence.
Love can never be irreverent.

So many people act and talk as though
God were dead. They have put their
God to bed! But, neighbor, the living
God will not lie quietly in a narrow bed
like Michal’s god. The living God is the
most disturbing fact in our everyday life.
“It was said unto you of old time...,”
the Master repeatedly insists, “but 1 say
unto you...."” There is no “stand-pat-
ism” with our God. He insists upon ac-
tion. He has the habit of appearing on
the scene and taking charge. The piety
of our people fifty years ago will avail
nothing to help us today except it in-
spire in us that living and onward-moving
faith which saved them and made them
helpers of their fellows in their day.
“For to this end we labor and strive,”
says Paul to Timothy, “because we have
our hope set on the living God.” The
apostle evidently was acquainted with
the type of folk who keep lifeless gods
in their homes and in their hearts. “\We
trust in the lving God,” he would say
so often.

We are not told what David thought
of his wife’s scheme to save him: but
in the 59th Psalm, which has always been
associated with this incident, and in which
David is supposed to celebrate his de-
liverance, there is no mention made of
Michal's cleverness. It really is not so
difficult to be clever; and anyway, smart-
ness never saved a soul in desperate
straits, No, David’s psalm of deliverance
touches a deeper chord than praise of
Michal’s ready wit. His song 1s, “Thou,
O Lord, shalt laugh at them.” He laughs
best who laughs with God. The God
whom Jesus revealed, as Paul says, re-
moved the ache of uncertainty from life
and labor for Him. “For to this end we
labor and strive, because we have set our
hope on the living God, who is the
Saviour of all men, especially of them
that believe.” There is an ominous ring
about these last five words, “especially
of them that believe.” It is saving faith
that counts. Saving-faith is a definite
thing. It involves a personal action.
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The lifebelt becomes the property of
every shipwrecked seafarer. His need of
it constitutes his title to approprate it.
The lifebelt is the potential saviour of
all men, especially of them that wear it.
It can only justify its .name for the soul
that puts it on. So it is with Christ’s

saving grace. “Put ye on the Lord Jesus
Christ,” cries the apostle to those who
are battling for life"in the dark waters
today. Take Him as your Saviour, and
He will hold you safely above the en-
gulfing sea of all your sin, your trouble,
and your despair.

OUR MISSION

THE LORD JESUS LIVED HERE ON EARTH
under a deep consciousness of having a
mission from: His Father to fulfill. He
continually used the expression, “The
Father hath sent me.” He knew what
this mission was. He knew the Father
had chosen Him, and sent Him into the
world with the one purpose of fulfilling
that mission, and He knew the Father
would give Him all that He needed for
it. Faith in the Father’s having sent Him
was the motive and power for all that
He did.

The Christian too has a mission, and
it is of great consequence that he should
know what that mission is, and how he
is to accomplish it. Christ said it plainly
in the most solemn moments of His
life, “that EVEN AS the Father sent
Him,” so He sends His disciples (John
20:21). He says it to the Father in
His high-priestly prayer, as the ground
upon which He asks for their keeping
and sanctification. He says it to the dis-
ciples after His resurrection, as the
ground on which they are to receive the
Holy Spirit. Nothing will help us more
to know and fulfill our mission than to
realize how perfectly 1t corresponds to
the mission of Christ; how they are, in
fact, identical.

QOur mission 1s like His in its object.
Why did the Father send His Son? To
make known His love and His will n
the salvation of sinners. He was to do
this, not alone by word and precept, but
in His own person, disposition, and con-
duct to exhibit the Father’s holy love.
He wus so to represent the Unseen [‘a-
ther in heaven, that men on earth might
know what the Father was like.

And after He had fulfilled His mission
and ascended into heaven, He transferred
His mission to His disciples. They must
so represent Him, the Invisible One,
that from seeing them, men can judge
what He is. They must so exhibit in
their persons and conduct the same love
to sinners, and desire for their salvation,
that from them the world may know
what Christ is like.

It was the Father's love that chose
Christ for this work, and counted Him
worthy of such honor and trust. God
has chosen us, fixed His heart on us
and saved us, in order that we should

bear an exhibit to those who surround
us the very image of His unseen glory.

We are fitted for our mission, as
Christ was. No Christian need hold back
because of unfitness. The Lord does
not demand anything which He does not
give the power to perform. Every be-
liever may depend on it, that as the
Father gave His Holy Spirit to the Son
to fit Him for His work, so the Lord
Jesus will give His people too all the
preparation they need. The grace to
show forth Christ evermore, to exhibit
the lovely light of His example and like-
ness, and like Christ Himself to be a
IFountain of love and life and blessing to
all around, is given to every one who
only heartily and believingly takes up his
heavenly calling.

The Lord Jesus gave Himself entirely
and undividedly over to accomplish His
work. He said, “I must work the works
of Him that sent me, while it is day:
the night cometh when no man can
work.” Christ’s mission is the only reason
for our being on earth; were it not for
that, He would take us away. Most be-
lievers do not believe this. To fulfill
Christ’s mission is with them at best
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something to be done along with other
things, for which it is difficult to find
time and strength. And vet it is so cer-
tainly true that to accomplish Chrst’s
mission 1s the only reason of my being
upon earth. Then first when I believe
this, and like my Lord in His mission
consecrate myself undividedly to it, shall
I indeed live well-pleasing to Him. This
heavenly mission 1s so great and glorious,
that without an entire consecration to
it we cannot accomplish it. Without
this, the powers which fit us for it can-
not take possession of us. Without this,

we have no liberty to expect the Lord’s
wonderful help and the fulfilment of all
His blessed promises: Our heavenly mis-
sion demands nothing less than entire
consecration.

A Miracle of God’s Grace

The Personal Testimony of a T. B. Patient
Saved and Healed on Her Deathbed

I WAS THE VICTIM OF PULMONARY
tuberculosis for twelve long years. I
doctored here and there, trying to find
a cure, but the physicians said my sick-
ness was so far advanced that medical
skill could do nothing for me.

I shall never forget the hard coughing
that never stopped—the pain—the weari-
ness. 1 had several light hemorrhages of
the lungs. We sold our farm in Missouri
and moved to Colorado, thinking the
change in climate would help me, but
it didn’t. So we moved back to Missouri.
In six months my weight went down
from 137 pounds to 91 pounds.

By this time we had moved into town,
and were living across the street from
a godly woman named Sister Eckert. She
reminded me of my mother and the way
she used to read the Bible to her chil-
dren and pray for them. Many a time
I heard my mother ask God to save her
children. I had never accepted Christ
as my personal Saviour, but the life of
my neighbor, Sister Eckert, made me
think very seriously of the things of
God. I watched her, listened to her, and
found that she lived the true Christian
life every day. There was a sweetness
in her life that seemed to draw me to
her. When 1 felt especially ill I would go
across to Sister Eckert’s house and ask
her to pray for me. When she prayed
I could feel the love of the great Jehovah
drawing me toward Him.

Finally Sister Eckert persuaded me to
attend some Pentecostal meetings with
her. I was under great conviction for
sin but I refused to yield my heart and
life to Christ. Then I became so weak
that I had to stay in bed all the time.
I had a high fever. Doctors told my fam-
ily I would never get well. I had a large
T. B. knot on the left side of my neck,
and one under my left arm that gave

me constant pain. For six long months
my feet never touched the floor.

‘God let me sink about as low as I
could sink, without dying, before I was
willing to yield my heart and life to
Him. I was paralyzed from the waist
down. I could hardly talk above a whis-
per. Finally in utter weakness, hopeless-
ness and desperation 1 confessed that I
wanted to be saved.

A large group of Christians gathered
in my home to pray for me. They knew
I was unsaved and they knew I wanted
to get right with God. First they sang
some hymns that touched my heart;
then they all began to pray for me.
While they were praying, the Lord put
forth His hand and touched me. 1 felt
the mighty power of God go through
me. I got out of bed, put my feet on
the floor for the first time in six months,
and started walking. I walked all over
the house, shouting for joy, thanking
God for touching me, with my hands
raised toward heaven. The Christians
were all praising God, too.

In that hour, God had given me a
double cure. He had both healed my
body and saved my soul. Definitely, in-
stantly, He had made me a new creature
in Christ Jesus. I had repented of my
sins and 1 knew that He had forgiven
them, He had cleansed me with His
Blood from all unrighteousness, as He
promised (1 John 1:9). The T. B. knot
on my neck and the one under my arm
disappeared immediately when the Lord
healed me.

Before I had time to gain weight the
health board signed papers and put me
in a T. B. sanitarium at Webb City,
Missouri. I weighed only 72 pounds when
I was admitted to the sanitarium. The
doctor said my case was hopeless—I
would not respond to treatments. He

said that only a “Higher Power” could
help me. But 1 knew God had already
saved my soul and healed me to the
point where I could walk, so 1 decided
He would take care of my lungs, too.

The first week in the sanitarium 1|
gained 5 pounds. The next week I gained
4 pounds, and I kept gaining until I
weighed 151. I took no treatments—I just
rested.

When the doctor first X-rayed me, he
found cavities in both lungs. The next
time he found none. The third time he
X-rayed me he said, after examining the
pictures, “It's a miracle.”

[ left the hospital soon after that (on
May 30, 1939). I began attending the
Assembly of God and received the Bap-
tism of the Holy Spint. I am still enjoy-
ing excellent health and I love to tell
people that it is all due to the kindness
of the Lord. I love to quote the wonder-
ful healing promises that are wrntten
for us in the Bible, such as—

“He [Jesus] was wounded for our trans-
gressions; He was bruised for our ini-
quities; the chastisement of our peace
was upon Him: and with His stripes we
are healed” (Isaiah 53:5).

“Is any sick among you? let him call
for the elders of the church; and let
them pray over him, anointing him with
oil in the name of the Lord: and the
prayer of faith shall save the sick, and
the Lord shall raise him up; and if he
have committed sins, they shall be for-
given him” (James 5:14, 15).

Mission Church Becomes
Missionary-Minded

Just four years ago (in June 1951)
Brother and Sister Huckerby, missionaries
to Jamaica, pitched a tent and began
evangelistic services in Kingston, the
capital city of 200,000. One year later
they moved into a beautiful tabernacle
with accommodation for 600 people.

Some tangible assistance from mission-
ary offerings was received, but the local
congregation assumed the responsibility
for a large part of the indebtedness on
the building.

This thriving assembly has now
launched a definite missionary program
of its own. Their first annual missionar
convention was conducted April 3 to 10
with exceptional interest and response.

Cheap at
Twice the Price!

SEVERAL TIMES A WEEK Z. R. Worbp,
an old colored preacher in the hills of
Alabama, would come to my nearby office
asking for money for the church and
orphanage he had founded.

Finally one day I got tired of it. I said,
“Parson, you are all the time making
demands on my time and my pocket-
book for that church and that orphanage
of yours, and I'm getting tired of it. I am
going to stop giving and I'm going to
stop right now.”

My abruptness and unusual manner
surprised and hurt him. As he sat there
a few moments in silence, I watched him.

His head was as smooth and bare as
a billiard ball, because a gas explosion
in the mine had burnt off his hair and it
had never grown back. He had beautiful
white teeth and his eyes really got on
fire when he was “expounding the
Word.”

I recalled when I had asked him one
day what the initials of his name stood
for.

He answered, ‘“Zechariah, suh.”

“And what is the ‘R’ for?” I ques-
tioned.

He replied, “That’s for the ‘Riah’
part.”

Though lacking any formal education,
he was a born orator and singer and had
a wonderful memory. After hearing others
preach, he would comé back and deliver
the same sermon to his own flock.

As 1 thought of these things, I felt a
bit sorry for hurting his feelings. He
was fumbling with his hat in an embar-
rassed manner.

Finally he looked up, Haltingly he
said, “Mr. Jim, I'd just like to tell you
something. I think I understand exactly
how you feel. | once had a little boy
and he was always making demands on
my time and my pocketbook. It was a
nickel here and a dime there and a
quarter some place else. There never
seemed to be any let-up. I was everlast-
ingly being called upon for candy, pea-
nuts, a pair of shoes, a hat, a suit of
clothes, and many other things, Just when
I thought I had him all fixed up 1 had
it all to do over again.

“He’d make demands on my time, too.
In the evening when I was all tired and
worn out from my work in the mines,
he'd climb upon my knee and I'd have
to tell him stories. But, Mr. Jim, my httle
boy doesn’t make any more demands
on my time and my pocketbook.” He
paused a few moments before he went
on. “My little boy is dead.”

Then directly he resumed, “Mr. Jim,
when this colored man’s church is dead,
when they have nailed up the doors and
boarded up the windows, there’ll be no
demands made on your time or your
pocketbook. But as long as it's a living
force in this community; as long as that
little orphanage sits up there on the hill
with its doors open to the little helpless
black folks of Alabama, it will not only
make demands on your time and vour
pocketbook, but those demands may be
even greater as the years go by.”

He got up and stood for a few mo-
ments, gazing through the window at
Red Mountain, and then slowly walked
down the steps into the afternoon sun-
shine with $20 more than when he came
in.

To this day, when [ get exasperated
at so many demands on my time and
my pocketbook from churches, mission-
aries and other Christian organizations,
I think of that good man and I say to
myself, “When Communism has nailed
up the doors and boarded up the win-
dows of every church here, there will
be no demands made on my time and
my pocketbook. Then I would wish I
had given ten times as much.”

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American Indians Meet

Hundreds Attend Colorful Convention of American Indian

Fellowship at Richmond, California

To the many people who attended the
recent convention of the American Indian
Fellowship at Richmond, California,
Romans 10:14 will hereafter hold a
particular association with the Indian gos-
pel work. For the text was spread across
the rear of the auditorium in tall letters:

“HOW then shall they call on Him
in whom they have not believed? and
HOW shall they believe in Him of whom
they have not heard? and HOW shall
they hear without a preacher?”

Since “HOW” is the traditionally
time-honored greeting of the Indians,
the text was peculiarly appropriate.

The three-day convention was held in
the beautiful Full Gospel Temple in
the heart of Richmond, April 19 to 21.
It was a time of sweet fellowship in
the Lord and a time when the Holy
Spirit moved mightily upon the hearts

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of His people. As the strains of the last
song faded away and the last anthem
of praise lost itself in the spacious build-
ing, people stood in little groups re-
luctant to leave the scene of God's
blessing. Many wept in thanksgiving.

The general opinion was that the con-
vention had been a success in every way.
Every objective was accomplished—a di-
rect answer to the many hours of prayer
on behalf of the leaders for this great
gathering of Indian people.

The parley featured Indian evangelists
and pastors, in addition to many mission-
aries. Among these were: George Effman,
Klamath Indian, Director of the Conven-
tion and Indian Director for the Northern
California and Nevada District; John Mec-
Pherson, Cherokee Indian and Promo-
tional Director for the Convention; Chief
Phillip Tiger, Creek Indian and opening

night speaker; Charles Pepper, Cherokee
Indian; Manuel Corodova, Pomo Indian
evangelist and converted medicine man;
and Dr. Henry Headrick, Director of the
American Indian Literature Crusade.

So many people converged in the Rich-
mond community before convention time
that a special “Early Comers” rally was
staged. A grand parade of 12 floats made
and manned by Indians officially opened
the “pow-wow.” Many Indians and mis-
sionaries in colorful tribal regalia made
the parade very effective. The “Chiefs,”
those who wore complete tribal costumes,
rode in the front of the parade in Pontiac
convertibles supplied by a local dealer.

Kenneth Haystead, Home Missions Di-
rector for the Northern California and
Nevada District, spoke in the first after-
noon service of the Convention.

The Mayor of Richmond, John J. Sher-
idan, proclaimed April 17 to 23 “Ameri-
can Indian Week” in the city. He named
Brother George Effman honorary mayor
during the session. In the same ceremony,
Mayor Sheridan was presented with an
authentic feather headdress and was given
the Klamath name for friend, “Tillicum.”
The host pastor, C. E. Persing, accepted
a similar war bonnet from John McPher-
son, and received the name “Shosone”
which means “Friend” in Cherokee.

The theme of the Convention—

“Why,” “How,” and “When to Win
the Indians to the Lord Jesus Chrst”
—was presented by the various speakers.
Highlights of the Convention were the
film, “Persecution, U.S.A.” and the pag-
eant, “The Great Light.” This pageant,
based upon Isaiah 9:2, was presented by
John McPherson, Promotional Director
of the Convention. Brother McPherson
is an artist. He made a backdrop 24
feet long by 15 feet tall, depicting an
Indian scene, which was used as the back-
ground for the pageant.

Over 400 Indians of various denomina-
tions attended the Convention. They
came from six states and represented 31
tribes. Various Indian organizations were
represented, Missionaries came from Ari-
zona, California, Nevada and Oregon to
participate in the Convention. Among
the Assemblies of God missionaries pres-
ent were Mrs. Clarence Washburn, mis-
sionary to the Pima and Maricopa Indians
in Phoenix, Arizona; Robert Wheeler,
missionary to the Apache Indians in
Whiteriver, Arizona; Caleb Smith, mis-
sionary to the Navajo Indians in Gallup,
New Mexico; Bert Parker from Cibicue,
Arizona; Luther Cayton of Yerington,
Nevada; and others.

The Full Gospel Temple with a capac-
ity of 800 persons was packed on the
concluding night with over 1,000 in at-
tendance.

A center of attraction during the Con-
vention was a great display room filled
with exhibits of beadwork, basketwork,
silverwork, pottery, Indian art and samples
of Indian food. Many paused at the
Arizona display to read a sign bearing
the following lines:

“Why should America’s first citizens
be the last to hear the Full Gospel?”

During the Convention 1800 free meals
were served and lodging was provided for
150 people. By the second evening of the
Convention all expenses had been met
and surplus funds were placed in the
treasury of the Indian Fellowship.

As a result of this Convention, revival
fires have begun to burn in many of
the Indian churches; and conversions,
healings, and new consecrations are seen
following the preaching of God’s Word.

Funds are urgently needed to help us
garner the precious harvest of Indian
souls, Will you help us by designating
an offering today for “Indian Missions’?

I WANT YOU TO NOTICE THAT MATTHEW
17:20 does not say “pray.” It says “‘say.”
Here is how it reads: “If ye have faith
as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say
unto this mountain, Remove hence to
yonder place; and it shall remove; and
nothing shall be impossible unto you.”

Words are powerful things. Almost
everything that has ever been done was
begun with words. When God made
the world He made it with a word. “Let
there be light,” He said, and light sprang
forth. Jesus Himself is referred to as
the Word of God.

It is a glorious thing to “speak the
word” in faith. It is a priceless privilege
to be able to “say” to this mountain or
that mountain, “Be thou removed.” Try
it, and vou will be amazed with the re-
sults.

The reason many prayer meetings are
dull, and the reason many prayers are
powerless, is that we ask God for things
that He already says are ours. Either we
don’t know the Scriptures or we don’t
believe them. If we ask God for things
that He already says are ours, can we be
surprised if our prayers bounce back and
hit us in the face?

We don’t encourage the sinner to pray
for salvation. We encourage him to re-
pent, and to pray for forgiveness, but

we tell him to believe and receive salva-
tion as a gift. It is not “praying,” but
“saying.”” And yet, either through ignor-
ance or through unbelief, we who ought
to know better go on asking God for
things that He in His Word clearly says
are ours. It is not begging but believing
that brings things to pass.

Search the Scriptures and you will be
amazed to find how often it tells of
“saying” rather than “praying.” The peo-
ple of God in Bible times knew there
was power in “saying,” so they spoke
the word in faith, If they did that in
Old Testament days, and before Pente-
cost, how much more should we!

There were two things revealed to
the apostle Paul that were never revealed
to men before. One was that the Gen-
tiles should be fellow-heirs with the
Jews in the blessings of the gospel. The
second thing was our standing in Chnst.
He wrote, ‘“Blessed be the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus Chrst, who
hath blessed us with all spiritual bless-
ings in Christ Jesus” (Ephesians 1:3).
Having so much light, what faith and
boldness we ought to have in speaking
to every mountain of difficulty!

Just think of the scripture that says we
are “heirs of God and joint heirs with
Jesus Christ.” That was a glorious new
truth revealed to us through Paul. And
this one: “He that spared not His own
Son, but delivered Him up for us all,
how shall He not with Him freely give
us all things?”

We have nothing to fear! No need
to be afraid of the future. No need to
be afraid of life or death. No need to be
afraid of sickness or shortage of money.
No need to be afraid of sin, for the
Scripture says, “Sin shall not have do-
minion over you.” When temptation
looms up, speak to the mountain and
tell it to depart. Christ has said it shall
not have mastery over you. You need
not be afraid of Satan himself, for the
Scripture says that Christ has given us
power over all the power of the enemy.
“Greater is He that is in you than he
that is in the world.” Even demons are
subject unto us! God has given us power
to speak the word of faith. Are we do-
ing it?
