No doubt he was well known in the com· 
Illunit)'. Ile was a wealthy man, and 
probabl~' an mfluenti:!l person. 50 he 
reasoned, "\Vhat would Illy business <lS' 
sociates think and say if 1 told them 
th<lt 1 was now a disciple of JeslIS Christ? 
lt might mean 10sIIlg a Jot of prestige 
and forfcihng many friends. ~I\' bllsinc~s 
might fall off."

No other 
bonoT, no other friendship, no other ex· 
perience can compare \Vith i1. Are yon 
one of H is disc iples?

question: "\Vhat 
kind of disciple are 
you? " Are y 0 u 
staunch and fearless, 
witnessing openly 
for yom Lord?

There <Ire both 
kinds today, jllst as 
there were in Jesus' 
day. Ali types of 
people came into 
I-J i s congregations 
wh en He \Vas on 
earth. Sorne of these 
accepted lIim as 
the Son of Cod. 
Sorne came out of 
sheer curiosity, or 
merely to partake of 

the "}oaves and fishes." There were al· 
ways the poor, who heard Hirn gladly. 
T!tere were always the sick III His con­
gregations, too, hoping for a touch of 
healing from H is hand of power. And 
there \Vere always critics in the crowd, 
readv to catch the 5.1ViollT in sOllle word 
or a'ct by which they might find f<lult 
with Him. 

The Bible tells us about one SJJ1cere 
man who, like most people of his type, 
was not in a hurry to come into Ihe 
open, Ilor did he like a lot of publicily. 
Ilis name \Vas Joseph. John describes him 
as "a disciple of Jesus ... " (John 19:38). 
Ile was more th:1lI juSI an admirer; he 
was a definite believer. 

There had come a time in Ihis man's 
Iife when he had listened 10 the Illighty 
lllinistry of the Master. Possibly after

hearillg one of our Lord's dynamic ser­
mons and seelng one or two of Ilis 
glorious miracles he had gone home and 
Iwd contemplated and brooded o\'er his 
knowledgc of the Old Testament. Per­
haps he pulled out some \'aluable scroll 
of parchmellt on which were wrilten the 
sacred words of {saiah. Finallv this lIlan 
became cOllvinced that Christ \Vas the 
i\less iah. The tragedy \\':15 IhM he re· 
mailled a secret disciple. 

1 wish T could have had <1 talk with 
Ihis rich and retiring gentleman. J would 
have said to him, " Joseph, 1 understand 
Ihat yOll are fully persuaded fhat this 
miracle·working Naz.1rene is the very 
i\lessiah. Then why do yOll not blazen 
it forth to everyone and let the whole 
\Vide worId know just where yOll stand 
on this malter? \Vhy ail this hush·hmh 
atmosphere?" At such a question Joseph 
would no dOllbt have turned a bit white, 
for he wou Id want to know how we hap' 
pened to know about his discipleshtp. 
in view of his keeping it ;111 $0 secret . 

There arc many answers he cOlild h,l\ e 
given to us, and i \\'ollld like 10 sllgge ~ t 
three which are often offered toda~' by 
silllilarly sp!endid people ",hose cha r· 
acter is as gooc1 as their background and 
upbringing. 

Perh <lps Joseph would ha\'e said, "\Vel1, 
1 am of a backward nature. 1 am more 
retiring than othe rs. l am easil}' embar· 
rassed, and 1 like to keep ta myself. T hus, 
although l am a sincere and genuine 
disciple, 1 am a secret one." 

T o summari1.e this reasoning, we could 
$.1 }' it was because of his disposition. But 
this is not a good excme, e\'en though ail 
men are not alike. No one should be 
afraid to come right out into the open 
and show his colors. \ Vho cares, in ;my 
case, what men Ihink of us for taklllg an 
open stand for our Lord? It is a strong 
verse in t>.lark which reads, "\Vhosoever 
therefore shall be ashamed of me ;lJld 
of Illy words .. ; of him 31so shall Ih~ 
Son of man be ashamed, when he com· 
eth." 

Again, Joseph might have aTlSwered by 
saying thal it was because of his positioll. 

'111e Scripture says Ihat his secret dis· 
cipleship W<lS "for {car of the Jews." 
Ile (cared th al it would cause <1 bIg lIP­
he<l\'al, and 50 he deôded 10 keep lt 

Quiet lest he fall foui of the Jews. Johll 
12:42, ·B tells abou t sOllle others \\110 
had the ~allle attitude: "Ne\'ertheles~ 
:1mong the chief mlers also many believed 
on him; but bec:luse of the Plt;triseé 
they did not confess him, lest they should 
be put out of the s)'nagoguc: for the~­
Imed the praise of men !Ilore than the 
praise uf C od." Surely this is a tn!gic 
situa tion. ret today there are still sOllle 
who wallt ta run with the hare as weil a~ 
\Vith the hounds. They hope to bendll 
from \\'orldJy society, e\'en tll ough they 
sincerely 10\e the Lord Jesus Christ. 

But no Illan C;\I1 remain a "secret dis· 
ciple" for long. Something will cause 
hml ta come out·and-out for Christ, or 
else he will cease to belic\'e on IllIn 
entirely. 1'0 try to serve one's own Ill· 

teresls and Chrisfs at the s,ame lime is 
like II) ing 10 mix oil and wateT. Like 
tr}'lIlg to keep a ca mlle hidden under :l 

bushel withoul smothering the flame. 
\Ve cannot sen-e Iwo masters. The $.1\-­

iotIT finnly saicl that ulIless a man would 
den}' himself and come and take up hi~ 
cross and· follow the Lord Il e could not 
be lIis di:;ciple. 

There caille a lime in }oseph's life 
\l'hen he had ta cllOose whether to take a 
defillite stand for Christ or to gi\'e up 
his f,\ltlL in Ilim. One day. fl S llSual, he 
was awav in an unlloticed section of the 
crowd, y~t eagerly watching e\ery poss ible 
detai!. I le had seen the unfair trial of 
the Lord he loved. Il e had heard the 
schemings of these nlurder·making men. 
Only too well this clear·thillking Je\\' 
knew Ihat the \\hole thing was far from 
righ~. nlcn he stoo<l on the hill of 
Cal\'ary and hea rd the hammer dti\ ing 
rugged na ils through the hands which 
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dispensed healing, love, and miracles to 
rich and poor alike. lie found it hard 
to stand there and watch his Lord agon· 
i,e and die like a vile criminal. 

I t took a clear vision of the Cross to 
change this secret disciple into a bold 
and fearless aile. 

Friend, if you are only a secret dis­
ciple, then you ha\-e never had a correct 
\'ision of the Cross. Look again; see that 
crown of thorns with oozing blood. Catch 
again the look of pain upon the face 
of your Lord. See I lis arms now wrenched 
by the thud of the gibbet into the 
ground. Notice the love in the eye of 
your Lord as li e slowly moves Il is sacred 
head round in your direction. Can yOll 
see Ilim looking right into the very 
deepes t recess of your soul, as He hangs 
between earth and heaven for you? 

Of what can that man be made who, 
seeing the crucified Christ, turns from 
that sordid scene to say, "I will be only 
a secret disciple"? No, it is Impossible. 
No man can realize who Jesus Christ 
really is-em catch a full-orbed view of 
what He suffered for their sin-soaked 
soul-and yet come away from Calvary 
to be a mere secret follower. It was 
certainly too much for Joseph, for we 
read in Mark 15:43 that he went in 
boldly to Pilate to ask for the body of 
Jesus. 

I like that word boldlv. It shows uS 
a new Joseph of Arimathaea. lTe had 
made his great decision. lIe cared 1I0t 

now for the taunts and sneers of any 
Jew. lIe had made his choice; his mind 
was fully and finally made up; he was 
determined to come ou t openly on the 

"That's My Pop!" 
"I am talking about someone who is 

kind, good, strong, and loving," said the 
Sunday School teacher. " He takes care 
of I l is ch ildren in their troubles and 
gives them everything they need. Now 
whom am I talking abollt?" 

"11lat's my pop!" the six-year-old 
relied excitedly. 

The teacher smiled indulgently. "Your 
father is no doubt very fine , but I'm 
talking about your heavenly Father." 

" li e's a lot like God," the little boy 
insisted. His theology was perfectly scrip­
tural. The Dible teaches that a good 
father is the best picture of God. Scrip­
ture compares God to a father, saying, 
"Like as a father pitieth his children, so 
the Lord pitieth them that fear him" 
(Psa. IOU) ). 

TIle Christian dad is far more than a 
breadwinner. In the Bible some splendid 
men are set forth as examples. A good 
father is fi rs t of all a good husband. 
Joseph was such . Even when he believed 
that Mary had been unfaithful to him, 
" not willing to make her a publick ex­
ample, [hel was minded to put her 
away privily" (Matt. 1:19 ). 

There are so many ways a man can 
make a "public example" of his wife. 
Many a husband gets a hvisted pleasure 
out of making fun of his wife's Jack of 
mechanical ability, slurring her driving. 
TIlese little digs hurt. They eat like 
acid. She is belittled by the one she 
wants to have the highest opinion of 
her. TIle relationship which should be 
her greatest satisfaction, instead makes 
her defensive. 

Also, Scripture sets forth a father as one 
who knows his sons intimately. Jacob's 
blessing of his sons (see Genesis 49 ) 
shows that though he had twelve, he 
knew each one intimately. He knew their 
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character and what type of blessing wou ld 
fit. 

One of the mos t interesting things 
that research into juvenile delinquency 
has discovered is that the delinquent does 
not liave a close relationship with his 
father. On the other hand, a good boy 
living in the same block, with the same 
unsatisfactory social conditions, has a 
close relationship with his fa ther. 

Research also pro,'ed that the discipline 
of the delinquent's father was usually 
erratic, either too lax or overstrict. 
Tn a test taken by the Gluecks it 
was shown that the discipline of the 
father was lax in 59.8% of delinquency 
cases. \Vhen the discipline of the father 
was firm and kindly, only 9.3% of the 
boys were delinquent. The obvious con­
elusion is that a better relationship be­
tween father and son will prevent deli.t­
quency. 

TIle Christian father' s first responsi­
bility is to see that his son understands 
exactly what it means to be a Christian. 
Being a Christian is not like citizenship, 
which one receives automatically by nat­
ural birth. \Ve can become Christians 
only through spi ritual birth. \Ve must 

side of Christ, no matter what the cost. 
Can you see the fina l picture of this 

splendid man? Did he take a ladder up 
to the brow of Calvary? Did he tenderly 
take the body of the Saviour over H is 
shoulde r as he descended, step by step? 
'nis we do know-the honorable coun· 
selor walked straight up in the full gaze 
of the public and took the body of 
Jesus. 

Joseph was never the same man again. 
The vision of the Cross had changed 
him completely, He was a fearless fol­
lower of the Lord Jesus from that time 011. 

Let me urge you with all the sincerity 
of my heart to come right into the open 
for Christ. Be a real disciple for H im. 
Co to the Cross and see what Jesus 
did for yOll, and yOli will never be a 
secret disciple again. 

be born into God's family by believing 
in Christ as Saviour. After teaching his 
son this truth, the father has a con­
tinuous responsibility to Jive his Chris­
tian life before his son. 

Fa ithful Christian parenthood pays 
great dividends. Andrew Murray was an 
outstanding Christian who lived in South 
Africa. lIe wrote such books as With 
Christ ill tile School of Prayer. Eleven 
of his children grew into adult life; of 
these, five of the sons became ministers 
and four of the daughters became min­
i~ters' wives. The next generation has 
a still more striking record, in that tell 
gra ndsons became ministers and thirteen 
became missionaries. 

\Vould you have the best son in the 
world? 'n ell be the best father!

Perhaps you have heard like stale­
ments or have been inclined to think 
so yourself. It was not until I \\;,:15 III 

Mannheim, Germany that I was aware 
of the great effort the military is makmg 
to provide wholesome surroundings for 
our boys. 

On a lovely night in March I was 
invited by the Provost Marshal, who 
is head of the l\'l ilitary Police at Cole­
man Barracks in Mannheim, to make a 
tOUT of the low dives, drinking places, 
streets of prostitution and places of ill­
fame in that city. 111C purpose of the 
tour was to see that military enforce­
ments were carried Ollt. I saw where 
"off limits" signs posted by Military 
Police had been taken down. The Pro­
vost Marshal had to replace the signs 
by painting them on the sides of build­
ings so that they could not be remo\.ed. 
Together we patrolled the streets. i\1any 
times he stopped the scout car and 
warned a straggling serviceman here or 
there that he was getting dangerously 
close to trouble. I have known that there 
are Military Police but never real ized 
the job they are endeavoring to do to 
help your boy and mine to hold his virtue 
and his character. 

On other occasions both in the Far 
Eas t and Europe, while ministering at 
the invitation of the United States Air 
Force, I have seen the extensive effort 
of the military to provide good clean 
recreation for the servicemen. 1 11<1\·e 
visited the hobby shops, photo labs, 
woodwork shops, reading rooms and li­
braries; I have seen the high school and 
university extension courses; I have seen 
the elementary schools provided for the 
servicemen who had been unfortunate 
enough not to be able to finish grade 
school . There is everything to take the 
lad as far as he wants to go in training. 
Some of the work done by servicemen in 
these hobby shops is excellent : model 
airplanes, wallets, pocket books, etc. 

In addition to those things I saw the 
planned tours provided by the Service 
Clubs which would take servicemen on 
various week-end tours in different parts 
of Europe. \Vhen the tour conflicts with 
Chapel service, special effort is made to 
have chapel attendance first. 

I was indeed impressed with the pro­
gram which is in operation to develop 
our young people from a natural and 
a material standpoint. \Vith all of the 
foregoing fresh in my mi nd I felt com-

pelled to congratulate the commanding of 
ficer of Coleman B3rracks III t\lannhelln. 
Colonel Inskeep. for the effort that the 
military is putting forth to surround our 
boys with industry, tmilllng and those 
things which make for \\.holesome l!\lug. 
But I have been appalled \\hen I h:l\e 
observed how poorly equipped spiritll.lll) 
the boys in the military, as :I \\ hole, 
are. After congmtulating the Colonel I 
felt compelled further to say, " 1 am 
afraid the church will h:1\ e to do some­
thing." l ie looked at me and this 1\ 
what he said, "I am afmid the church 
is too interested in the he.llhen in MriC<l, 
India and China to be interested in thelT 
own American boys." \Vhal an indict­

Salvation -Healing Revival 

In Baguio City, Philippines 
Elvo Vonderbout, Boguio 

"The Lord llatll done great things (or 
us; wbereof we are glad" (Psalm 126:3). 

FOR SEVERAl. YEARS WE !lAD PRAYED 

for God to send us an evangelist from 
America. Through the efforts and prayers 
of Sister Mayme \Villiams and Sisler 
Blanche Appleby. God sent Ralph Byrd 
and his wife to us from Atlanta, Georgia. 
\Ve shall be forever grateful to God and 
to Faith Memorial Church in Atlanta 
for sending the Byrds to minister to us 
here in the Philippines! 

When 1 went to see the Mayor, 1 
requested a permit for the most promi· 
nent spot in beautiful Burnham Park for 
OUI revival meeting. At fint he was 
somewhat reluctant, saying he thought 
that the date would conflict with the 
time that a carnival would be using that 
particular place. 11owever, I was praying 
as I talked with him, and when he called 
his clerk to verify the dates, the clerk 
told him that the carnival \','as scheduled 
for a later date. So he immediately said 
we could have it. I almost shouted for 
joy right there in the Mayor's office, 
because it was the first time that this 
particular place had ever been given for 
a religious gathering. 

From the very first service, on the 
night of March I, God gave us glorious 
meetings. \Ve were scheduled to ha,·e 
the night services in the park and the 
morning meetings in our little rented 
store building. However, our hall will 
seat only about 100 people, and when 
I sao came to the morning meetings there 
was nothing to do but have all the meet· 
ings in the park. 

It was a thrilling sight to see the 
people come forwa rd when the altar 
ca lls were given. A thousand or more 
would move forward without any plead· 
ing, to accept Christ. Hundreds of de­
cision cards were signed, and we did 
not give out cards in every service. On 
the last night of the revival when we 
asked the people how many would like 
to be a member of our church, in case 
we should build a church here, about 
a thousand people raised their hands, 
shouting as though they already were 
Pentecostal folk. \\le desperately need 
3 lot for a church building here in the 
city of Baguio! Please pray with us con­
cerning this great need , and if you can 
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help us 1 know Cod will bless you. \Ve 
have already started a building fund by 
faith. 

God performed miracles of healing 
from the very first night. Brother Byrd 
prayed a general prayer for the whole 
congregation the first night, and many 
testified of instant healing. One girl 
eighteen years of age, who had been a 
deaf·mute for twelve years, was instantly 
healed. Beginning the next day, we had 
healing hnes e,'ery morning and every 
night. 

I had been praying especially for the 
officials of the city, that Cod would speak 
to their hearts during this revival. I low 
happy I was on Friday morning when I 
noticed a familiar figure approaching me 
at the close of the mOl'mng service. It 
was our Municipal Judge and he desired 
to be prayed for. \Ve had dinner with 
him the next day. Brother Byrd and 
Brother Clenn Horst prayed for him and 
his wife. 

On Sunday 've were the guests of the 
Mayor in his home, when Brother Byrd 
and Brother llorst prayed for several 
members of his family. Both of these 
men (who are Roman Catholics) were 
so favorably impressed with the revival, 
as they heard and saw what Cod was 
doing for hundreds of others. that they 
too wanted prayer for themseh"es and 
their families. 

Cod healed the deaf-mutes by the 
scores. TIle blind were made to see. 
Paralytics were healed. People suffe ring 
with tllberculosis and m:lIly other sick· 
nesses were healed . One well·known 
woman in the city was healed of a \'el')' 
large goite r. It partially disappeared when 
she was prayed for on Saturday night, 
and when she came to the serv ice Sunday 
morning it \V'JS entirely gone. 

A man twenty-eight years of age, who 
had been a deaf·mute all his life, was 
healed instantly one morning. Il is brother 
who is an inspector for one of the large 
bus companies here was shouting and 
jumping for joy, and praising the Lord, 
when he saw his brother healed. 

After the revi\·al at Baguio we went to 
Bontoc for one night only. Thousands 
came to the meeting and many were

Since the revival in Baguio our little 
rented store building cannot hold our 
Sunday morning congregation. \Ve ha\·e 
to send the children and young teen­
agers upstairs during the worship service. 
In Tuding our attendance is oyer 300 
now. Cod is still working in our midst, 
and people are coming from far places 
to attend our services.

David won man~' b:lttles III hIs lifetime, but the greatest 
w;'" at the C;\\"C of En-gcoi. \Vilhon! e,en :l sh ng and stone, 
he de feated :1 greater gi:mt than Goluth-Lt was the gi:mt 
of revenge. Rc\cngc IS unqucstionablr one of the strongest 
passions of the human heart. It is tl ~tl:Jlly :ll1ied, however, 
with guilt rather than with innocence. An Ideal opportunity 
was given to David to gel re\cnge and to claim that it was 
done in self-defense. By his refusal to take justice into his 
own h:l11ds, he proved thai he was made of nobler stuff than 
:lssas~ins are. A desire for rcyenge IS a sign of weakness and 
is the manufacturer of its O\\n torment. By Cod's grace 
J)a\jd o\ercame thai great enemy. 

Although it looked :IS if Saul had been delivered IIlto his 
h.lnels by the will of Coel, he would not smite him.

Sid, c1l1ldrel1 C;11l11 0 t be 
isola ted to \lre\'ent the ~pread (jf dise'lse. 
One h..lthroom is used by twenty·t hree 
people. Four children have been ll\ing 
in the building which was gutted In 
fne. Presen t kitchen facihties afe slll :1 ller 
than that of an a\erage home. The boys 
are now Ji \ ing in a shed-type b\lIldi1l~ 
with only one entrance. 

The administrators of th i~ project 
drained every drop of value out of cvery 
available dollar. By careful pl:l1Inin1; :'Inc! 
skillfu l operation, they will have a build ­
ing va lued at thirty th ousa nd dollars at 
a cost of less than twenty thousand dol­
lars. This new dwelling Illust be COIII ­

pleted by winter or the I lome will 110t 

obtain government approval. 
\Vhereas the institution formerly was 

110\1sed in sc\eral buildIngs, this new 
loca tion will bring everything under one 
roof. f\lore than half of the wo rk is ftn· 
I ~hed , but much remams to be done be­
fore the building will be livable . 

The outside structure is complete. The 
roof has been put on, but the cement 
floor has not been poured . TIle buildmg 
has not been wired for electricity. light­
ing ftxtures, heating panels, four se ts of 
ha throom fixtures, sheetrock, floonng. 
tile, institution gas range, large kitchen 
~ jllk, kitchen cabinets, dining-room tables 
,md furniture of other types must all be 
provided before the building will be 
leady for occupancy. 

The only building material on hand is 
tile cemen t for the floor, and a few pieces 
of lumber. 

This institution is a testimony to Ollr 
concern for Ala ska's homeless children, 
"I am only a child, but I have known 
hUllger, cold and pain-it's different 
1I0W!" T his has been the experience of 
a !lumber of the child ren now secure 
111 the Valdez Children 's I lome. 

i\ lmt people like to gi\e their money 
where it will be used wisely and do the 
most good. The Valdez Ch ildren' s Ilome 
is jllst such a place. \Von't )OU give to 
this worthy cause where YOli know the 
funds will be handled with great care?

is the time to indoctrinate those young 
people and boys and girls we still have 
in our church, and prepare their hearts 
for that time when they too will be in 
the <:ervice. Yes, they will have to go 
for we are in a permanent crisis which 
will demand our youth for years to Come, 
if Jesus tarries. Third, 1 know of many, 
many boys in Europe and the Far East 
who have been forgotten by home, church 
and pastor. According to one officer the 
boys with whom they have the most 
trouble are the ones who never hear 
from home. Amazing, isn't it? But it is 
true. 

He was just a lad. He did not leave 
home because he wanted to. He went 
because Uncle Sam said he must. He 
was homesick and lonesome. Those letters 
from home were the one bright spot 
in his life. They kept him in touch with 
the things which were most dear to 
him. 'Vhen they ceased to come his in­
terests were adjusted and centered in 
other things. The drinking places, the 
streets of legalized prostitution, the places 
of ill-fame beckon him. It would have 
been only a little work to write letters 
consistently, to send church bulletins, 
Sunday School papers and weekly church 
publica tions to him. l11ey would have 
meant so much to him. An occasional 
letter from the young people as a group 
might have been iust the thing that 
would have filled the vacancy in his life 
some night. But he is now in a strange 
land if he has left the shores of the 
USA. I-Ie may be in a bnd that is either 
pagan or Roman Catholic. Mora l stand­
ards are low. There is no restraint. May 
God help us to think seriously and pray 
for this lad and thousands like him. 

Remember, the military is trying to 
hold the interest of the servicemen by 
providing wholesome recreation. But this 
is not enough; for, unless the home and 
church provide spiritual aid too, lIlany :1 
boy will be lost forever to the church, 
and to God and heaven. He may not 
realize that "'Vhatsoever a man soweth, 
that shall he also reap." l11e time is 
ripe for the church to teach that Cod 
will punish sin. 'TIle Dible says, "'TIle 
wicked shall be turned into hell ." Cod 
says, "I am Jehovah, I change not." 111e 
same Cod who hurled oceans over the 
Alps, burned Sodom to cinders, filled 
the streets of Jericho with dead bodies: 
the same Cod who punished Cain, and 
plagued Esau with remorse, and swa l· 
lowed Kornh by an earthquake, and 
brought Belshau . ..u to judgment at his 
own banqueting table, still lives to pun­
ish wrong-doers.

The lifc wh ich our 
Anlerican servicenJ<;!n li\'c abroad is cx­
tremely important, for th~ arc inter· 
preters of our civiliz.ltion and our reli· 
gi(' .... The question comes back to us :ts 
.. boomerang, "How is the church and 
the home equipping these boys on whose 
behavior so much depends?" It is ex· 
tremel}' necessary that thc church main­
tain a place of moral and spiritual leader­
ship among our ser\'icemen. 

There are 2,500,000 young people in 
our educational institutions of higher 
learning above high school today. 'nlcre 
are 3,500,000 young people ill the mili­
tary. 11lese young people se rve frOlil 
two to three years in a foreign land 
learning the ways of the nations in 
which they sen'c. \Vil\ they be lost to 
the home ;'Ind church through indiffe r· 
ence, or shall the church arise to the 
condition and prepare them, go with 
them and bri ng them back to the church 
which they lef~? \Ve must decide now. 
Next year Ill .. y be too late! 

I am compelled to speak of the work 
of the chaplains pro\·jded by the mil itary 

for the spiritual welfare of the bop:. 
The rolc of the chapblll III the Anned 
Services is to challenge the servicemen 
to personal religious cOllvictlon and c\e,1II 
living. lie is there to serve tbcIT spiritual 
:md personal interes ts. In the working 
out of this role the chaplain is responsible 
to provide a general worship sen.' icc all 
each base, a Sunday School, and a Char­
acter Guidance Program. It is also his 
duty to give 3n orientation lecture to 
the men in his charge, as they enter upon 
theIr military career. In this lecture, III 

general, the chaplain is expected to touch 
on the purpose of his be ing there, to 
make the men acquainted with the role 
of the chaplain ill the armed sen'ices, 
and to invite thelll to the chapel sen'ices. 
I ha"c worked closely with chaplains 
dllring the past seven lears and agam 
I mus t complimen t the military for thi ~ 
most important and greatly needed mlll­
istry that is prO\'ided for our boys through 
the Chaplains Program. t>.lay we ne\'er 
neglect to encouragc our young people 
to attend chapel service while in the 
milit:try. 

But the great burd~1I upon my he<lrt is 
Ih:t! the local churches keep in close 
tOllch with their own boys and the boys 
of their communities III the Armed Scn'. 
ices. Such contact may well save their 
souls for eternity.
