you on Sunday nights, when the needy 
seeker mourns, "I ha .... e no man to put 
me into the pool" (John 5:7)? 

Picture the scene that is described in 
the Scriptures. '1l1C pool of Bethesda, sur­
rounded by five porches in which there 
lay a "great multitude of impotent folk, 
of blind, halt, withered, waiting for Ihe 
moving of the waler." TIley believed 
that at a ceria in tune an angel would 
trouble the water, and the first one to 
step in or be carried into the water would 
be healed. 

So it is today. Many are listless, heavy. 
hearted, afflicted. But suddenly, at the 
time of greatest need, heaven comes 
down and the waters move. Then there 
must be some man to help these into 
the troubled waters while the full tide 
is flowing. 

'111e waiting of the multitude at this 
pool is a beautiful picture of the Sunday 
night evangelistic service, just as we see 
the morning worship service pictured in 
the feeding of the five thOllsand (101111 
6). On Su nday morning the hungry are 
fed the "bread of life." On Sunday night 
an altar call is given for the needy. There 
should not be two serv ices to feed the 
same people, for then these would grow 
heavy, inactive, o\'erfed, critical. ll1ere 
must be one se rvice in which the Chris­
tians lise the strength they have already 
leceived, to help someone else into the 
living waters. Let those already fed put 
on the whole armor for the battle and 
enter into the fight of faith . Multitudes 
are everywhere in need of help. 

Who are these? 11le blind-those 
needing their eyes opened to see Jesus 
;IS their Sa"iour. The halt, those who have 
started walking with Cod and then have 
stopped and now need the infilling of 
the Spirit. The withered-the backslider, 
once alive for the Lord, but now shrunk­
en, inactive, dry. 

Are there seasons of refreshing? Of 
spiritual victory? 111e Bible teaches there 
are. When the formidable walls of Jericho 
were encompassed as Cod prescribed, 
down fell the walls, and the city was 
taken. \Vhen the one hundred and twenty 
tarried as Christ had told them to, unity 
came and the enduement of the . Spirit 
fell. Yes, if the price is paid and the 
conditions met, special seasons of power 
will come. 

\Vhen Moody went to England many 
years ago, nothing spectacular happened 
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You on Sunday Nights? 
ZELMA ARGUE 

in his opening service on Sunday morn­
ing. But a little crippled, shut-in woman 
had heard that he was there, and she 
spent Sunday afternoon in prayer. She 
had long prayed that Cod would send 
this evangelist to her country. Now she 
prevailed with Cod to move in power. 
TI'at night almost the entire congregation 
arose when the salvation call was gi\'en, 
and the great revival had .begun. 

\Vhen Charles Finney went to a city 
to take it for Cod, he did not depend 
alone upon the preaching of the \\lord. 
Two prayer warriors particularly assumed 
the burden (Brother Nash and Brother 
Clarey). One of them would go in ad­
vance to fast and pray. The other would 
stay behind to pray for the meeting in 
progress; frequently he would be prostrate 
behind or heneath the platform interced­
mg as the \Vord went forth. As a result, 
cities were moved for Cod. ll1cre is 
a price to pay. 

Recently an evangelist, who served 
many years in the Salvation Army before 
coming into our ranks, told me this: 
"\Vhen 1 began to seck the Baptism 
of the Holy Spirit," he sa id, "I went 
to one church after another, but in 
fifteen or twenty minutes all the people 
left the altar or prayer room. Finally 
when I was mightily filled with the Holy 
Spirit according to Acts 2:4, it was in a 
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tarrying meeting in a private home where 
the Christians stayed with me until 1 
was through. TIlat is why in my meetings 
I will tarry with the last seeker, even 
until the midnight hour." The result is, 
in his meetings they are coming through. 

Ilow about attendance at the Sunday 
night service? TIle opening verse of this 
story tells us that Jesus made it lIis 
business to be in Jerusalem when a feast 
", .. as spread. Then the account further 
reveals that the Lord came on the scene 
and healed the afflicted man who W<dS 

waiting in vain for some man to put him 
into the healing waters. Dare we evade 
our responsibility? \Vhat will the Judg­
ment reveal concerning the saint of Cod 
who is bountifully fed on hea\'en's manna 
on Sunday morning and then, with no 
sense of debt towards needy souls, makes 
plans for Sunday night to suit his own 
convenience? \Vho is to face powers of 
darkness, to release the captives and 
set them free? \Vhere is a soldier's place? 
Absent frOUl the battle, doing· as he 
pJeases? No, he should be at the battle's 
front when the fight is on. May Cod 
open our eyes to our responsibility. 

-n,e moment awaited came. I-leaven 
came down, and the waters ""ere t roubled. 
\\lhat is of value now? Promptness is 
the key. Action is rewarded. The one 
who moves out for God receives the re­
ward. Ilesitancy loses. A courageous press­
ing in seizes the prize. 

Yes, the seasons of blessing will come. 
The waters will be moved, for as David 
said, "TIlere is a river, the streams where­
of shall make glad the city of Cod." 
Ezekiel says of this river, "Every thing 
shall live whither the river cometh." 
John tells us the leaves of the tree on 
its banks are for the healing of the na­
tions. \Vhat a prospect! 

Someone will act. Someone will grasp 
the opportunity. Someone will help the 
afflicted into the waters. Angels will 
attend. Ileaven still rejoices over one 
sinner who repents more than over ninety­
nine righteous persons who need no 
repentance ( Luke 15:7, 10). "TIlere is 
joy in the presence of the angels of 
God over one sin ner that repenteth." 

Where are you, Christian soldier, on 
Sunday night? Our place is still at the 
battle's front, engaging in the heat of 
the battle. Then the waters will be 
moving, the needy will hear of it, and 
they will be there waiting to be helped 
into the living waters. 



Two Tabernacles

IN SCRIPTURE WE READ OF TilE TABER­

nacle of the First Covenant, the Law, 
and understand that it was composed of 
one room, which was divided by a heavy 
curtain which was called the "vei\." 
Later this Tabernacle was replaced by 
the more substantial Temple, but the 
veil remained, separating two rooms of 
the Temple, the outer room being used 
daily by the priests performing their 
various services, and containing furnish­
ings peculiar to those services. The inner 
room, called the Holiest of AU (because 
God met the High Priest there ), con­
tained the Ark of the Covenant with its 
mercy seat; and the High Priest alone 
entered once each year to offer sacrifices 
for his own and the people's sins. 

One day the priests were proceeding 
with their regular routine of ceremonies 
in the Holy Place, when the floor began 
to tremble. Lightning flashed outside, 
and thunder rumbled and crashed across 
a prematurely darkened sky. As the priests 
stood transfixed in terror, the veil parted 
at the top and was ripped from top 
to bottom as though a giant hand had 
clutched and torn it apart, so that the 
sacred furnishings of the Inner Sanctuary 
stood revealed. The priests trembled 
and a censer, slipping from shaking fin­
gers, clattered to the floor unnoticed. Sud­
denly one turned and bolted out the 
door; and the others, finding strength to 
move, fled after him, stumbling through 
the throng outside the Temple. 

These priests had witnessed the great­
est event in history, and were ignorant 
of its significance. On a hill outside the 
city God's Sacrifice hung from a cross, 
and the ripped veil signified the ripped 
flesh of that Sacrifice. TIuough the 
lending the way had been made for 
these priests, and all believers, to enter 
the Holiest of All. The way was opened 
whereby a\l may go into Cod's presence 
for forgiveness of sins. The incense, the 
coals, the censer-all these had lost their 
significance. They had become dead 
works. They had been superseded. One 
moment they were the way to favor 
with Cod; the next moment they were 
worthless mementos of a dead covenant. 

Without awareness of it, the priests 
had witnessed the death of the Old 
Covenant and the birth of the New. 
They had witnessed the taking away of

one Tabernacle and the establishing of 
another, all in the hvinkling of an eye. 
For the Hdly Spirit said through Paul, 
"He taketh away the first, that he may 
establish the second." And again, "The 
Holy Chost this signifying, that the way 
into the holiest of all was not yet made 
manifest, while as the first tabernacle 
was yet standing." The second could 
not be established while the first stood. 
The first had to be taken away. 

Thus the two Tabernacles become 
symbolic of the two Covenants. TIle New 
Covenant of Crace could not be estab­
lished until the Old Covenant of Law 
was taken away. The one must die, the 
other live. 

TIle same parallel is found in the 
sphere of human experience. Many young 
Christians make spiritual shipwreck be­
cause of failure to recognize this simple 
factor of the Christian experience: the 
old life must die before we can li\'e a 
new life. The "old man" must die before 
the "new man" is born. For "he taketh 
away the first, that he may establish the 
second." 

Looking back to that day when the 
priests stood agape after the veil had 
been rent, we see a pathetic pictme. \.ve 
find priests without comprehension, run­
ning out of the Temple, reporting to 
the High Priest the strange happenings. 
Looking further, we might discover the 
tailors called in and a new veil ordered. 
A new veil, yes-but strangely like the 
old . Same color, same size and textnre. 
God's work was set aside in favor of the 
fixed pattern of man's ideaS1 

\Ve are crying at the altar, and Jesus 
rends our heart as the veil was torn, 
and enters. \Ve look at that torn heart 
and run out to have it repaired. A month 
later no one can tell that the heart was 
torn. We are back with the same crowd, 
doing the same old works. TIle new man 
has been patterned after the old. Cod's 
work of rending the veil has been set 
aside. 

TIle Holy Spirit said, "If any man be 
in Christ, he is a new creature: old 
things are passed away; behold, all things 
are become new." This applies to ac­
quaintances, habits, outlook, and tastes 
-"all things." Many of the Jewish COll­

verts desired to continue the old pattern 
of sacrifice and circumcision. They tried 
to bring the furnishings of the Old Taber­
nacle into the New Tabernacle. TIl is is 
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always wrong. Of what use are they? 
\\'here is there room for a censer, an 
altar of incense, a bowl of blood, in 
this experience? They just don't fit. 
There is no place for them in the Ta ber­
nacle of Grace. TIle furnishings of the 
old never fit the new. 

Likewise, the old habits of the nesh 
have no place in this new structure. It 
is not the same building. The design is 
different. TIle floor plan is different. TIle 
architect is different. And the One who 
takes up His abode there is different. 
"Know ye not that ye are the temple of 
Cod, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth 
in you?" 

l1lOse who insist on moving in the old 
fumishlllgs- the old thoughts and ideas, 
codes and fixed habits, old literature and 
entertainment-will soon disco\"er tllat 
their so-called new man looks amazingly 
like the old. There is but slight differ­
ence. We might paraphrase 2 Cor. 5: 17 
for them thus: "If any man be not in 
Christ, he is an old creature; new thmgs 
have passed away; behold, all things are be­
come old again." As a certain poet wrote: 
"TIle burnt fool's bandaged finger goes 
wobbling back to the fire." 

Sad to say, there is a mixed multitude 
among us who persist in patterning the 
new man after the old. TIley still suppose 
that the old and the new can enjoy peace­
ful coexistence! TIley demand : "Where 
does the Bible say I can't do this? \Vhy 
can't I do that?" ·Some shout around

World Pentecost Today 
A visitor at the \Vorld Confere nce of 

Pentecostal Churches (Stockholm ) re­
ceived certain definite impressions con· 
cerning the Penlecosla l l\ lovement. Mine 
can be cited as strength, uni~:v, mode!':l ­
tion and determination. 

STRENCTII 

There wcre national representatives 
from thirty-four countries in North and 
South America, Europe, Africa, Asia and 
Australia. 111C attendance ranged from 
8,000 to 20,000, with an average of abOllt 
12,000. This includes three services dail~l, 
the day meetings also being fully at­
tended. TIle presidi um for the business 
services embraced representatives from 
North America, Europe, Africa, Asia and 
Indonesia . 

A report was released during the Con­
ference giving an estimate of the world­
wide constituency, country after country. 
The total rea ched approximately three and 
one-half million. These are people that 
have experienced the Pentecostal Bap­
tism in the Spirit according to Acts 2:4. 
These facts con tributed to the impression 
that the M oveme nt has attained consider­
able strength over a world-wide area. 

UNITY 

One of the miracles of the Bible is 
that there is perfect lInity in its wide 
diversity of authorship, language, form 
and place and time of writing. TIlis same 
miracle of unity was apparent in th is 
\Vorld Conference. ~lessages were given 
in Portuguese, English, Icelandic, Nor­
wegian, Swedish, French, Finnish, Swa­
heli and German, translations being made 
simultaneously into five languages. Ad­
ditional languages were spoken on the 
grounds. From extreme north and south, 
east and west, black people, brown and 
white, old civili7 .. ations and primitive, we 
heard them all speak in their own tongues 
and magnify Cod. 
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Unity, courtesy and lO\'e prevailed 
through the entire conference. 111ere 
were no clashes or rebukes; no conten­
tion or strong differences of opinion. 
VarioliS sides of truth were presented 
hut all were considered as complementary 
to each other. \Varm greetings and act~ 
of kindness were heard and seen on 
e\'ery hand, our gracious hosts setting m 
an outstanding example. It wa~ very ap­
parent that these Pentecostal people 
loved each other. 

MODERATION 

It i~ well known that many :Ind strong 
extremes have appeared among Pente­
costal people in these la~t days. The 
enemy of God and of Ilis people ha~ 
succeeded in beguiling many simple and 
ill most cases honest souls into extrava­
gances of doctrine, practice and daims. 
'1 he exponents of these extreme posi­
hans were conspicuous for their absence. 
No voice was raised in their defense and 
;; number of speakers warned against fa­
naticism :lnd extremes. This high balance 
and sense of moderation was appreciated 
by the great host of God-fearing, Bible­
believing, Spirit-filled people who were 
representative of our ranks throughout 
tIle world. 

DETERMINATION 

It has been said that some lowering of 
our doctrinal position concerning Tongues 
a~ the initial physical evidence of the 
Baptism in the Spirit had taken place 
in certain' areas. If this is true, it cer­
tainly did not appear in this conference. 

And there was abundant opportunity, 
for a whole morning was given to dis­
cussing the theme of Tongues and Proph­
ecy in relation to the Pentecostal Move­
ment. The leading speaker declared posi­
tively that one of the purposes of Tongues 
is to make the Baptism in the Spirit a 
definite experience. lie said there is no 
need to be in doubt as to whether or 
not one has received the Baptism. As 
at Cornelius' house, we too may know 
the Spirit has been gi\'en for we hear 
them speak with tongues and glorify 
God. Not one after-speaker raised the 
question or threw any doubt upon this 
fundamental Pentecostal position. 1l1ere 
was a settled fixed determination to c6n-

tinue internationally in our conviction 
concerning the relation of Speaking with 
Tongues to the wonderful Pentecostal 
r-.10vement. This aetermination also in­
cluded a vision of world-wide Pentecostal 
evangelism, and faith and courage in 
pressing forward to its accomplishment. 

The over all impression of the \Vorld 
Conference was most gratifying. By God's 
grace, through His blessing upon all His 
people throughout the world, we are 
strong, united, balanced and detennined 
to carT)' on in our respective places to 
let God fulfill His full purpose in and 
through this Pentecostal MO\'ement in 
these last days-up to and up into I Tis 
glorious return. 

The Meat That

H AVE YOU EVER LANGUISHED, UKE ELI­
jah, under some "juniper tree" of ex­
haustion, discouragement, and despair? 
Take courage. TIle Cod who sent an 
angel to the prophet to feed him and 
encourage him still Jives, still loves, sti ll 
cares. He sees your despondency and I Ie 
desires to give you exactly the help you 
need. 

"nle account in I Kings 19:4-8 re\'ea ls 
that Elijah was physically exhausted and 
spiritually depressed. His spirits had sunk 
so low that he wanted to die then and 
there. But our heavenly Father looked 
on him in pity. He did not berate H is 
servant. He remembered that the prophet 
had been tested to the limit of lUI man 
endurance, and so He sent an angel with 
food and drink. After eating and drinking, 
Elijah had a good sleep. Then the angel 
wakened him and ~ave him a second 
meal. And Elijah, after the second repast, 
jo.urneyed forty days and forty nights 
"in the strength of that meat." 

Is there not a lesson here for all of us? 
\Vho has not become faint in the battl e 
against sin, at some time or other? \Vho 
has not become weary in well-doing and 
been made to cry, like Elijah, "\Vhat's 
the use?" Exhausted mentally, emotion­
ally, spiritually, and often physically, we 
have cast about for something that would 
refresh us. Food alone is not the answe r. 
Nen'ousness and emotional imbalance 
have been known to cause overeating, 
which has not provided a cure but has 
only led to overweight.

It has been established that hunger 
does not originate entirely In stomach 
contractions, but rather is influenced by 
an illusive something ill the blood stream. 
This leads us to the Btble truth that 
"TIle life of the flesh is in the blood" 
(Leviticlls 17: 11), and we are reminded 
that, "Man doth not live by bread only, 
but by e\'ery word that proceedeth Ollt 

of the mouth of the Lord doth llIall 

live" (Deuteronomy 8: 3). Again, we re­
caB thc words of Jesus, "~ Iy flesh is 
mea t indecd" (John 6:55), and. "The 
words tha t I speak IInto you, they are 
spirit and they are life" (John 6:63). 

I t is clear, therefore, that there is a 
nourishment grealer than any we can 
obtain from earthly food. Could ordinary 
food and ordinary drink ha\'e gi\·en Elijah 
enough strength to make that forty-day 
t rip to l\ lount I loreb? No, it was a super­
natural provis ion that came to him in a 
divine manifestation of mercy that day. 
Natural laws can not account for what 
happened. It was a miracle of Cod's 
grace, and we need just such miracles 
today in OUT personal conflict with the 
powers of darkness. 

We can learn a lesson from Joh n 4 
that will help us to appropriate these 
tru ths in a practical and positive way. 
We read th at when the d isci ples brough t 
food to Jesus, li e refused it, saying, " I 
have meat to eat that ye know not of." 
This puzzled the disciples, so He ex­
plained, "My meat is to do the will of 
H im that sent me, and to fi nish I fis 
work ." In min istering to a needy soul 
and becoming a channel of blessing, Jesus 
had fo und a nourishment that sustai ned 
Him in a fashion that e::a rth ly food would 
never do. I-lave we learned this secret? 

The anointing for Chmtl.tn \en ice gl\C\ 
a power and a purpo~e to life that nl.ll-c~ 
life worth 11\ ing. 

Pure!\' naturJI things cannot refre~h 
the spIT-it of the child of Cod III a ~alt\­
fymg measure. Earthly sources cannot rc­
plelllsh the strength that ha~ heet! ex­
hausted in spiritual labors. Neither food, 
amusement, relaxmg interests, nOT e\·en 
rest is sufficient. 'Ve 111m! go to Chri~t 
for the meat that satisfies. Only ill JIlin. 
and in I lis Spirit. and in 1 lis Word, do 
we find needed streng th and snslc nancc. 

Many Christians will testify that the 
"uplift" that fully refreshed their ~PlTlt 
and met their need came in some spir­
itual touch from Cod-a lIew rcvelation 
of Christ, or a new understanding of the 
Book, or a special quickening through 
meditating on the goodness of the Lord, 
or perhaps it was a direct anointing of 
the Spirit in answer to prayer. 

'Vhat joy is equal to the thrill of 
victory that comes aftcr one has gl\en 
a word of testimony for Jesus? " ' hat 
exhilaration can be compared with that 
which comes through winning a sou l for 
Christ? Soul-winning feeds our souls to­
day as surely as it fed Christ's soul that 
day by Jacob's well. 

Sometimes we receive that inner nour­
ish men t by doi ng a kind deed. Often 

a cup of w,lter gl\-en III llis 1I.lIne c.m 
be most refreshmg to the gl\cr. ;15 \\ell 
a~ to the reclpJent. 

"Illere is no need to shrin)" at thc de· 
mands of Christian sen ice for fc,lr OIlC\ 
strength might not he l.ufficient Ac· 
tnall\- there is an acqUl~lhon of SlIcmjlh 
and -well-being that comes thrmu;;h con­
~ecration and surrender to Cod's will. 
There ha\e been people afflicted wllh 
ill health and mental depression who, 
b}' yieldIng some pom! to the J)j\"llIc 

cOlllmand, have found new he,lith and 
vigor ill so doing. 

Oh, thauk Cod for the me~lt th.lt 
strengthens. To the cry of the dl~cour­
aged, to the call of the oppre'lsed, 10 
the sob of the worn-out soul, there IS 

a Divine answer. Elijah recei\cd It. Jcsus 
demonstrated Jt. 111Ous:mds of ChrisliJm 
have experienced it. i\'otice the hter,Ll 
meaning of Romans 8.6-"The mmdmg 
of the flesh brings death; but the 1ll11ld­
IIlg of the Spirit brmgs hfe and peace." 
By yielding to Cod we recci\·e an uplift 
for the soul, refreshing for the body, 
quickening for the I1l1nd, and e:.:hitU.lhon 
for the spirit.

III the early part of 1954. Evangelist 
C lifton Erickson had led a great rcvival 
campaign for Lester Sumrall, pastor of 
the t\'bl1lla Evangelistic Center. J\ lany 
thousands :lttcndcd thosc mectzngs. and 
Cod alonc knows how manv were hC:lled 
and liow many were s:l\ed. As a result 
of those meetm~s the most remote :lreas 
of the islands were to hear of the rc\"i\·al. 
Months later I found while visiting SOme 
femote scctlons, that the fact that I had 
pastorcd the E\angehstic Centcr-where 
"Christ Is the Answcr"-was sufficicnt 
to bring huge crowds. SOOI1 this revival 
became kn own as "\Vhere Christ Is 
thc Answer."

revival. A large building was erected In 

the city of ~Ianila in a strategic loca· 
tion, the great I\ lanila Evangelistic Center 
came mto being. 

After Brother Sumrall returned to 
South Bend, Indiana, it was my privilege 
to follow him as pastor of the J\lanila 
E\·angclistic Center. It was a thrill to 
see many people born mto the KlIlgdolTl 
of Cod; to sec them healed and filled 
with the Iioly SpIrit. Following my min· 
istry there, Ernest Reb came to take mcr 
the work, and at present he is succe~s­
fully pastoring the Center. 

In Jan uary of 1955, Ral ph Byrd fwm 
Atlanta, Ceorgia, came out to the Ph il­
ipPll1es to help us. Cod used Brother 
Byrd in a mighty way in praying for thc 
sick and in Icading hundreds of belic\ers 
into the Bapti~m of the Holy Spirit. In 
threc months of ministry he viSited ten 
cities, and in e\·ery city Cod mO\·ed ill a 
miraculOllS wa\'. It was not ullusual to see 
scores recei\·il;g the Baptism of the 1101y 
Spirit in one service. Often when Brother 
Byrd praycd for the sick, we would see 
them miraculously healed be fore alIT eyes. 
On one occasion many crippled people

who had been \\.'3iting directly in front 
of the platfonn were healed. \Vhile 
Brother Byrd would pray for the sick 
one by one, the conscious presence of 
the Lord could be felt throughout the 
sen'ice. \Vithout anyone saying a word, 
some of the lame would rise and throw 
aside their crutches. Quite a number 
of deaf and dumb were instanth' healed 
without a human hand being I~id upon 
them. Several blind people who had 
been led to the meetmgs walked to the 
platform without any assistancc. 

An outstanding miracle took place one 
particular Sunday morning when an old 
woman 102 years of age walked to the 
platform and joyfully testified that she 
was healed of her blindness.

After Brother Byrd re· 
tumed home, na tiona l workers, mission· 
aries, Bible School graduates and othe rs 
who were in Bible School only one year 
became the instruments of God in this 
wonderful outpouring of His Spirit. /\ 
recent letter from Principal Glenn Dunn 
infonns us that the students of Bethel 
Bible Institute in Manila bu ilt several 
new chu rches during the ir su mmer vaca· 
tion. l1\ese churches have been erected 
in cities where th ree months ago there 
was neither a Protestan t church nor a 
Pentecostal believer. 

There is a New Testament aspect to 
the revival in the Philippines. You recall 
that Stephen of Bible times was only a 
deacon , yet God used him to bri ng heal­
ing and revivals to new area s. Today God 
is using laymen in the Philippines. One 
brother, a contractor and architect by 
trade, is spending nearly every night of 
the week preaching and praying for the 
sick. This man is seeing marvelous re­
sults. Others of the ~Ianila Evangelistic 
Center have caught the same "ision. 
Since the first of the year about eighteen 
outstations and preaching places have 
been opened under the supervision of 
laymen. 

TIle revival in the Philippines is gai n­
ing momentum and is spreading over a 
widening area. Not only has the island 
of Luzon been reached, but Negros as 
well has experienced this thrilling, mI ' 

raculous move of Cod. Furthermore, the 
power of this Pentecostal outpouring has 
crossed denominational lines. One of the 
largest churches of another denomination 
recently experienced an outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit, and today some two hundred 
of its membe rs testify to receiving the 
Baptism of the I Ioly Spi rit with the 
evidence of speaking in other tongues 
as the Spirit gave utterance . 

I am convinced that if aUf God can 
move in the Philippines with a New 
Testament revival, I Ie can move in the 
U.S.A. today in silllilar fashion. I he­
lieve that if we Christians will pay the 
price, Cod will use us to bring· revival 
to this war·weary, sin·burdened world. 

'nle revival that Cod is waiting to pour 
out wi1l be of such tremendous propor· 
tions that no one individual leader shall 
be equal to the task of gO\·erning. Re­
member, God uses human instruments. 
We can be God's men for this hour; 
we can believe Him for the greatest re· 
vival our Movement has ever seen.

The building program got its start in 
19 51 when N. L. Shotwell, who was 
pastor at that time, opened a building 
fund. Two years later, after Paul Hoff 
had assumed the pastorate, the church 
purchased three large lots on which to 
build . 

By the spring of 1954 the need of a 
larger building was more urgent than 
ever, but there was not much money in 
the building fund. Sunday School classes 
were put in every part of the church and 
parsonage. A children's church was cre­
ated and met in the basement while the 
worship service was In progress, to re­
lieve congestion. 

Faced with these overcrowded condi­
tions the congregation decided it was 
time to take a step of faith. TIley began 
construction in June with less than 57,000 
cash on hand. Their funds were low but

The seating capacity, including balcony 
space, is over 450. The building measures 
89 by 48Y2 feet, with a full basement. 
TIlere is room for over Z 3 classes. TIle 
estimated value of the building is S 120, 
000 but the actual cost ( including equip­
ment) was approximately 586,000. 

Already a number of souls have found 
Christ in the new church building. TIl e 
place was packed for the dedication with 
a crowd of O\'er 5:;0. The ,l\erage at­
tendance at Sunday School is about 150, 
and is steadily risi ng.

Eight days after I entered the hospital 
the doctor told me, "Mrs. Bentley, the 
main valve to your heart is closing and 
causing a back pressure. Vve can't do 
anything for you here, but we will make 
arrangements to send yOll to the heart 
clinic in Dallas, where you can have 
heart surgery." 

Just before I left for Dallas, Brother 
E. R. Foster came to the hospital to see 
me. He prayed for me, and I felt the 
Lord touch me. My faith began to take 
hold, and I said, "Thank you, Jesus, for 
healing my heart." 

I entered a hospital in Dallas on Oc­
tober 23. I had a bad night and had 
to have oxygen. 

TIle next day (Sunday) I became very 
conscious of the presence of the Lord. 
He made Himself so real to me. I rested 
all day and night without medicine or 
oxygen. I \vas sh ut in with God, and I 
knew that the power of the Lord was 
present to heal. 

The doctors took X rays and made tests 
on Monday, and all of them showed my 
heart to be normal.
