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““The General Council of the Assemblies of God is a co-operative
fellowship based upon mutual agre~ments voluntarily entered into
by its membership.”’ (General Council Constitution, Article I}

This Voluntary

Co-operative Fellowship

UNDERLYING THE PHYSICAL, MORAL
and spiritual structure of the Assemblies
of God is the idea or philosophy con-
tained in the oft-quoted phrase: “Vol-
untary Co-operative Fellowship.” Next
to the Bible, the concept these words
embody is the indispensable catalyst
that prompts and protects our inter-rela-
tions both personally and collectively.

Although one encounters difficulties
in realizing all its ramifications, the

DEFINITION

of this basic tenet of our organization may
easily be constructed. A “fellowship” is
the name given to a company of equals
or friends. “Co-operative” embraces the
idea of working together. “Voluntary”
means of one’s own volition or will.
Together the words convey the follow-
ing definition: a voluntary co-operative
fellowship is a company of equals who
work together of their own accord.

That a very wide latitude is implied
in the foregoing, no one can gainsay.
Some admit of no bounds whatsoever
and insist that no obligations be laid
upon them. The word “voluntary,” they
maintain, makes it easy for them to
shelter themselves beneath their own
standard of liberty. Further thought, how-
ever, brings to light certain

RESPONSIBILITIES

that are a part of affiliation with an
organization thus constituted. Granted
that co-operation is willing and that co-
ercion is forced, the fact yet remains
that one who affiliates with others sur-
renders some of his own liberties and
assumes direct obligations to those with
whom he has associated. Anyone sin-
cerely open-minded will acknowledge this
truth. '

No one can impose upon- your liberty
or license if you live in a world all by
yourself, But the moment someone else
is in that world with you, and is your
equal, you surrender some of your lib-
erties in order to maintain his. Logical,
isn’t it? Therefore as a member of a
company of equals who work together
of their own accord, you voluntarily as-
sume the responsibility of acknowledging
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the will of the majority and co-operate
with them for your own welfare.

Undue stress on the volitional aspect
of Voluntary Co-operative Fellowship
makes it impossible to appreciate either
the co-operation or the fellowship. Some
will consent to no restraint or responsi-
bility whatsoever, and prefer to be a
law unto themselves, The selfishness of
this attitude is quickly apparent, for
those so inclined acknowledge that they
prefer themselves before others. ['ree-
dom of the will is staunchly advocated—
but at the expense of co-operation and
fellowship. Liberty pushed too far results
in license, for license implies excess of
liberty or abuse of freedom. Where no
law is, there is no real liberty, for law,
when properly administered, guarantees
the freedom of all. It is therefore im-
possible for one to voluntarily work to-
gether with another his equal without
supporting the organization that brings
them together,

In addition to the foregoing, certain
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BENEFITS
arise from the association of which we
are a part.

The meeting of minds blessed with
kindred purposes and illuminated by the
Spirit of Truth, makes possible the formu-
lation of doctrinal standards that are
mutually beneficial. Random, unscrip-
tural beliefs are discouraged and elim-
inated. Rather than be in a murky en-
tanglement with doctrines that confuse,
demoralize and destroy, we adhere to
a system based on and authenticated by
the Word of God. What we concur in
is important; for as a man thinketh in
his heart, so is he.

We benefit also by the maintenance
of moral standards commensurate with
what we believe. Standards properly ad-
hered to and protected obviously will
display themselves in all phases of our
affiliation. From the highest to the
lowest, our personal relationships with
the church, with the world, and with
all men, will be properly disciplined.
Ministries and ministers will be obliged
to conform to stated requirements set
according to the Bible. The local church
also—living, working and testifying to
its community—will manifest the saving,
baptizing, healing and keeping power of
Christ as it regulates itself according to
the Word of God.

Properly adhered to, Voluntary Co-
operative Fellowship also provides the
entire constituency (ministers and church-
es alike) with an organization committed
to the proper use of dedicated facilities
and funds, and assures the best advan-
tage possible in propagating pure and
powerful Pentecost. Protected thus, the
liberality generated by this tremendous
outpouring of the Holy Ghost can be
channeled wisely into fields ripe for
spiritual harvest. Money thus provided,
and properly disbursed, promotes God's
cause and enhances His glory, and does
not encourage or condone any personal
and selfish aggrandizement.

An organization thus set up must have
as the reason for its being a
PURPOSE
primarily scriptural and pure. This kind



of institution cannot be the “lengthened
shadow of a man.” No person or group
of persons may use its benefits to the
disadvantage of others. It cannot be
built or maintained to satisfy the whims
or fancies of a few, for, in purpose at
least, it 1s not a corporation but a co-
operative. A Voluntary Co-operative Fel-
lowship must be committed irrevocably
to the purpose of propagating the Pente-
costal message and experience through-
out the whole world by all scriptural
methods and means. Consequently the
incentives that prompt our decisions must
emanate from the Will of God. Better
still, our motives must be manifestations
of that Divine Will, for nothing else is
true enough, nothing else is wise enough,
nothing else is pure enough.

The foregoing is mentioned in our
Constitution and so reads:

“The General Council of the Assem-
blies of God shall represent as nearly
as possible in detail, the body of Christ
as described in the New Testament
Scriptures, recognizing the principles in-

herent in that body as also inherent in
this fellowship, particularly the principles
of unity, co-operation and equality, Its
purpose is to maintain conditions under
which it can, as a fellowship, demonstrate
these principles and their consequent de-
velopment.”

[t is undeniable that the New Testa-
ment concepts of Pentecostal experience,
power and conduct can be fostered out-
side the organization we mention, but
one can hardly gainsay the fact that
Pentecost advanced according to the
foregoing principles will be vital, useful,
victorious and blessed. Where fellow-
ship is real, the unselfish attitude pervades
the thinking. The giving aspect is more
blessed than the receiving. Fellowship
therefore is many-sided for it is an as-
sociation of equals. Equal in benefits,
equal in respect, equal in mutuality,
equal in opportunity, equal in responsi-
bility! Sharing all the equalities, volun-
tarily, makes for better fellowship. After
all, isn’t that what we want—and what
we need?

GOD'S BEST

The present chaos of cults,

indicates that somewhere we have missed God's

THE TRAGEDY OF HUMAN HISTORY IS
that mankind has missed God’s best. We
have sinned and come short of the glory
of God. As a result, suffering and con-
fusion is imposed upon us.

Daniel was privileged to see 2,500
years of human history before it ever
transpired. He saw the corLpen age of
Babylon, the siLver reign of the Medes
and Persians, the Brass dynasty of the
Creeks, the ron kingdom of Rome, and
finally a political setup symbolized by a
mixture of cLAY AND IRON. As each metal
in the image in Daniel’s vision was in-
ferior to the one above it, so each suc-
ceeding political kingdom has been in-
ferior to its predecessor, deteriorating
from gold to mud. Both past and present
chaos and confusion make it evident that
God’s blueprint has not been -carried
out; we have missed God’s best in the
political realm.

Oh, the unspeakable atrocities, the
tremendous tragedies that have been suf-
fered by the Jewish people. This nation
that reached its zenith in the days of

the confusion of denominationalism,

perfect will.

Solomon, which at that time was a
paragon people with a paragon King, be-
came a nation of wandering feet and
weary hearts, What was the cause of this
tragedy? Somewhere they missed God’s
best.

When the Lord brought these people
out of Egypt and established them in
Canaan, He proposed to become their
King. A theocratic form of government
was set up. God was King of Jeshurun:
but instead of recognizing His authority
and doing the thing that was right in
God’s eyes, every man did that which
was right in his own eyes. This led them
into a state of confusion. So they called
for a king to lead them out. Instead
of looking to God for leadership they
looked to man. God told Samuel, “They
have not rejected thee, but they have
rejected me.” They missed God’s best.

God gave them another chance when
He sent His only Son. The prophets
foretold that He would come, meek and
lowly, “a man of sorrows, and acquainted
with grief.” But they failed to recognize

Him and fulfilled the Scriptures in con-
demning Him. We hear the sobs of a
strong Man weeping outside the gates of
Jerusalem; we see the tears of the Christ
as He says, “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem. ..,
how often would I have gathered thy
children together, even 3s a hen gathereth
her chickens under her wings, and ye
would not!...There shall not be left
here one stone upon another, that shall
not be thrown down.”

As we are reminded of their failure,
we are not unmindful of our own, for
not only have we missed God’s best in
the political realm, but individuals are
suffering today because they have missed
God’s plan for their personal lives.

God’s planning of our lives does not
mean that He has fixed a groove in
which we must run whether we want to
or not. God has planned, and we may
or may not execute the plan. God is the
architect; man is the builder. Qur lives
will' be victorious and useful just insofar
as they are loyal to the will of God.
Many have taken themselves out of the
will of God, and have found only failure
and disappointment. What a pathetic
ruin was Saul! There are few pictures
more pitiful or tragic than that of the
poor, perplexed man as he wailed in
his utter godlessness, “God is departed
from me, and answereth me no more!”
What was the secret of his ruin? It was
disobedience—he took himself out of
the will of God.

Not only individuals and nations have
missed God’s best; but the Church too
has fallen “short of the glory of God.”
The present chaos of cults, the confusion
of denominationalism, indicates that
somewhere we have missed God’s perfect
will. Jesus prayed that we might be one,
even as He and His Father are one.
All schism and division is a result of
carnality, our impoverished conception of
God, our unwillingness to be led by the
Holy Spirit. The Church ought to have
more influence upon the world; she ought
to be able to take a war-weary world
by the hand and lead it out of perplexity
and darkness into peace and harmony.
The Church needs to give the world
a demonstration of how men of different
colors, different nationalities, and differ-
ent classes can live together in love and
self-forgetfulness, bound together by mu-
tual love and allegiance to the Lord Jesus.
Inability to do this shows that we have
fallen short of what God intended us
to be. Where have we failed?

The Church has failed m that she has
not built according to God's pattern.
God’s pattern for the Church in all ages
has been New Testament Christianity,
and New Testament Christianity is Pen-
tecostal Christianity. God instituted the
Church and equipped it with Pentecostal
power; the fruits and gifts of the Spirit
were in operation, “God also bearing
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them witness, both with signs and won-
ders, and with divers miracles, and gifts
of the Holy Ghost” (Heb. 2:4). The
record says that “with great power gave
the apostles witness to the resurrection
of the Lord Jesus: and great grace was
upon them all.” The Lord worked with
them, “confirming the word with signs
following.”

The result of this inundation of God's
Spirit was very evident—it caused the
people to live in harmony: “The multi-
tude of them that believed were of one
heart and of one soul: neither said any
of them that aught of the things which
he possessed was his own; but they had
all things common.” They were living
in self-forgetfulness. They felt that they
belonged to God and each other. The
rich shared with the poor; they under-
stood each other; they loved each other;
they had all things in common,

Selfishness is the basis of most of
our troubles; and Pentecostal New Testa-
ment Christianity is a sure cure for self-
ishness. How we need an infusion of the
Spirit in the world today! Then the spe-
cial problems would be solved. Nations
would live together in harmony. There
would be no place for Communism to
show its ugly head, for Pentecostal
Christianity is Christ’s alternative to Com-
munism. The Church as it was in the
first century is the pattern for every cen-
tury. There is a popular opinion that if
any group will contend for Pentecostal
power in this modern day they are either
starry-eyed idealists or mixed-up fanatics.
My defense is this, if I may paraphrase
the words of Paul: ““That after the way
which they call fanaticism, so worship I
the God of my fathers, believing that all
things written in the Book of Acts are
for us today.”

The exhortation of the Word of God
is to contend for the faith once delivered
unto the saints. There are those who
say that to expect Pentecostal power in
these last days is to be dispensationally
misinformed. But Paul’s exhortation to
“follow after charity” certainly is valid
for the Christians of this hour. Then the
Apostle said in the same verse, with
the same breath, ‘“Desire spiritual gifts.”
Therefore, we conclude, if it is dis-
pensationally incorrect to desire the Pen-
tecostal phenomena, it is also incorrect
to follow after charity.

But Peter said the promise of the ex-
perience received on the day of Pente-
cost is “unto you, and to your children,
and all that are afar off, even as many
as the Lord our God shall call.” There-
fore let us not relegate this experience
to some past day, but let us be assured
that Pentecost is available now, not as
a spiritual luxury, but as a necessity to
successful Christian service, The human
spirit fails unless' the Holy Spirit fills.
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The Altar of

Tae Worp or Gop TELLS US ABOUT A
certain priest named Zacharias and his
wife Elisabeth, who lived in the days of
Herod, king of Judea. “They were both
righteous before God, walking in all the
commandments and ordinances of the
Lord blameless” (Luke 1:6). It is a won-
derful thing to walk blameless before
God, and I believe verse nine shows how
it was possible for these two people to
live this kind of life. It was Zacharas’
lot, “according to the custom of the
priest’s office, . .. to burn incense when
he went into the temple of the Lord.”
Then, if burning incense can help us
to walk blameless before God, to live
the victorious life, we want to burn some,
do we not?

Revelation 5:8 helps us see what this
mcense is: “And four and twenty elders
fell down before the Lamb, having every
one of them harps, and golden vials full
of odours [incense], which are the prayers
of saints.” This verse shows us that in-
cense is a type of prayer. Again we read,
“And another angel came and stood at
the altar, having a golden censer; and
there was given unto him much incense,
that he should offer it with the prayers
of all saints upon the golden altar which
was before the throne” (Rev. 8:3). We
see from these two passages that incense
represents prayer and praise, or com-
munion with God.

Now that we know the meaning of in-
cense in the Word of God, let us turn
to Exodus to see how 1t was made. “And
the Lord said unto Moses, Take unto
thee sweet spices, stacte, and onycha, and
galbanum; these sweet spices with pure
frankincense: of each shall there be a
like weight: and thou shalt make it a
perfume . . . tempered together, pure and
holy: and thou shalt beat some of it
very small, and put of it before the testi-
mony in the tabernacle of the congrega-
tion, where I will meet with thee: it
shall be unto you most holy” (Ex. 30:
34-36).

The incense and the anointing oil
were the two most sacred things in all
the tabernacle service, and so the incense
was to be used only for the purpose for
which God had ordained it. But how
often we take the most sacred things
and use them for selfish purposes. If we
were more aware of the supreme holiness
of God we would be more careful of our
thoughts and actions in His sanctuary and
in our daily lives as well,

It was the custom of Zacharias as a
priest to burn this incense, There was
only one way in which he could burmn
it, and that was by taking fire from the
altar of sacrifice. And this altar is the
only place we can find God’s real fire,
for it is there that He sends the flame
which consumes the sacrifice. No priest
could put fire on the altar; it must come
down from above. We may possess some
of this incense, but it will never burn
unless we take our coals from the altar
of sacrifice. That is why burning incense
is costly. We would like to burn incense
without sacrifice, but it cannot be done.
The blessings or the experiences we have
which come without sacrifice or suffering
have not much depth to them, and
others easily recognize it. Let a little
north wind blow with its blighting blast
and that soul which lives only on bless-
ings without making any sacrifice will be
carried away. May God help us to go
down deep into Him.

Now let us look at the ingredients
that went into this incense and see if we
can make any in our own lives. The
first element was stacte, meaning “that
which is dropped or distilled.” It was
taken from a small tree growing on the
mountains of Gilead whose gum oozed
out drop by drop; and in order to make



it flow freely, an incision had to be made

in its bark.

I am sure that the Lord is glad to
see grace flow from our lives even drop
by drop, but if we would only allow Him
to cut us it would flow so freely, so
abundantly. Are we willing to have the
incisions made so that the spirnt of prayer
may flow in streams from our lives?
When this is our experience, prayer does
not have to be “worked up,” but it comes
spontaneously as the expression of the
Spirit of the Lord within us.

Jesus Himself received incisions. He
prayed all night in the Garden and
sweat ‘‘as it were great drops of blood.”
He said, “Yes, Father,” and Calvary fol-
lowed—the place where the wounds were
inflicted. The great drops of blood fall-
ing to the ground were not enough to
please the Father, were not enough to
save our souls. There had to be the
incisions, the five bleeding wounds. Not
just one incision, but five bruised the
Son of God; and yet we do not want
to receive even a scratch!

The next component of the incense
was onycha. This was a shellfish found
in the Red Sea which fed upon the nard
or stems of fragrant plants that grew by
the edge of the water. The apothecary
would take the shell of the crab and
grind it up to make a sweet perfume.
This crab did not give off very much
perfume when held whole to the nostrils,
but the delightful aroma was released
when the shell was ground up and burned.

I wonder, if our “shell” were ground
up, if it would make any perfume. Is
there anything about our lives which
carries a fragrance wherever we go? God
needs to grind us up, and He has a
beautiful mill to grind us in, one for
which everyone turns the crank! We
say we would not mind if this sister or
that brother turned it, but that when
a certain other brother or sister turns
it, then it is quite different. “There is
that sister and she is telling all kinds of
stories (and lies, too) about me.” Well,
let her grind; it is God’s mill. You know,
beloved, it is the overcoming life we
need, and that is perhaps the reason
our incense is not burning as it should
—our shells have not been burned up.

The fire was not put to this shell
till it was made into powder, and then it
gave off the most fragrant of perfumes.
And that is the only kind of fragrance
that God 1s well pleased with. It costs
something, but let us have it whatever
the price. If we desire to please God
above everything else we will not always
please people, but there will be a bless-
ing to the needy ones with whom e
puts us,

It was what this shellfish fed on
that made the perfume, and likewise it
is what we feed on that perfumes our
lives. Christ is our example. He said.

“My meat 1s to do the will of him that
sent me, and to finish his work.” His
Father's will filled His life, and He
did always those things that pleased Him.
If our lives were like that there would
be always the sweet perfume emanating
from us.

But I fear we have been eating too
many of Egypt’s leeks and too much of
its garlic. The things of old Egypt will
never fill the life with sweet perfume,
no, never. The blessed Word of God is
our sweet nard. When we feed upon it,
how it unfolds our Father’s will to us. It
searches deep and cuts to the very bone
and marrow, for it is a two-edged sword.
And if we will allow it to, it will cut
us away from all the things of this life
which keeps us from sweet fellowship
with the Lord,

The third ingredient was galbanum,
which was a shrub or plant that grew on
the mountains of Syria. The gum from
this plant had a very bitter taste and a
musty, disagreeable odor. It was said
to have the power of driving away vermin
and reptiles. It was not a perfume, but
when it was added to the sweet ingredi-
ents it gave strength to the mixture. And
so we see that even in incense there were
both bitter and sweet elements. We will
find in our prayer lives things that are
not pleasant, things which are cutting
and bitter, but if we will mix them to-
gether, the sweet with the bitter, we
will find God has given us just what
we need.

These ingredients were to be mixed
in equal proportions. If there had been
an undue amount of the stacte or onycha
(the sweet and fragrant) and not enough
of the galbanum (the bitter and musty),
there would have been lacking that which
stands for the strength and power to
resist the enemy and to stand fast with-
out compromise. Also, if there had been
too much of the galbanum compared to
the stacte and onycha, there would have
been a bitterness, reminding us of that
bitter spirit that results from an unyield-
edness, a hard and strong self-will. And
thus the Holy Spirit is working in each
one of us so that our lives may be well
proportioned, that the parts may be
blended together properly.

Then to these three elements frank-
incense was added. This spice is men-
tioned often in Scripture. The root mean-
ing of the word is “to be white,” and
perhaps this name was given to it be-
cause of the pure whiteness of the gum
from which it was made. The tree which
yielded it grew upon almost bare marble
rocks and drew its nourishment from
them.

I wonder if you and I could live in
the hard places and grow even upon the
rocks—if we could draw nourishment
from the trials, the tests, the sorrows. I
am afraid not many of us would even
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try, but we do need the hard places to
make our lives like Christ.

What a beautiful type that is of our
Lord, who came as “a root out of a dry
ground.” He appeared in the wilderness
of this world where there was nothing
of the natural to sustain Him. The cuts
that were made on Calvarv’s hill have
ever kept the great fountain of blood
open for the world lost in sin. And we
should allow our Father to bruise us that
through us others might be brought
to Christ.

God is longing to get His people to
a place where they will stand in the midst
of hard trials and still praise Him. But
it means being beaten small. Now if there
is any place where we can be beaten
small, it is in Pentecost, is it not? For
if vou join this crowd you will not be
popular.

Now that we have seen of what our
mcense is composed, let us think about

ADULATION

EXAGGERATION

ADJECTIVES ARE LITTLE TOOLS OF TER-
minology that we cannot get along with-
out in speaking or writing, But the use
of them can be and is being overdone
in religious circles, by laymen and preach-
ers alike,

There can be no objection to the use
of descriptive adjectives in the proper
place. But surely we are not to string
them out one after another like links in
a chain, or pile them up like layers of a
cake. One would think from the reports
over the air, and from the platform, that
ordinary preachers do not exist any more.
Constantly we hear this evangelist and
the other described as “great,” ‘“out-
standing,” “brilliant,”” dynamic,” “miracle
man,” etc. The meetings too, are “won-
derful,” “glorious,” “marvelous,” “mi-
raculous,” and “great.”” Ordinary meet-
ings where plain preachers preach to
ordinary crowds seem to be non-existent.

We have been in services that we
thought were ordinary. Later, when we
heard an over-enthusiastic preacher re-
port the meeting over the air, and learfied
what a super de luxe service it was, we
hardly recognized it! Some preachers
seem to be vieing with each other to
see who can stage.the most spectacular
meeting. Some of the advertising ma-
terial for these meetings is ridiculous.
Restraints should be exercised in the use
of adjectives; and the field of entertain-
ment should be left to comedians and
professional entertainers. The work of
God is serious business and should be
carried on as such. Let us hear more
about the ordinary evangelists, who lay
no claim to being “supermen,” “miracle
men,” or anything of the sort, but who
consider themselves to be plain preachers
preaching a simple gospel.

ADULATION

The definition of adulation is “hypo-
critical and fulsome praise, servile flat-
tery.” One hears too much of this super-
ficial flattery these days. Some evangelists
are being eulogized to excess, Evangelists,
too, laud pastors beyond the bounds of
propriety, and the lay members laud
both. Some services seem more like a
Mutual Admiration Society than a reli-
gious service where Christ is supposed
to be pre-eminent. In some services it
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is difficult to tell whether we are there
to worship Jesus or the speaker. Job says,
“Let me not, I pray you, accept any
man'’s person, neither let me give flatter-
ing titles unto man. For I know not to
give flattering titles; in so doing my maker
would soon take me away” (Job 32:21-
SL )

There is nothing improper in compli-
menting a preacher for preaching a good
sermon. But excessive praise and laudation
of the creature is certainly not pleasing
to the Creator. Furthermore, it is dan-
gerous for a preacher to drink in too
much adulation, lest he become exalted
and thereby let himself in for a fall.
Remember Uzziah. Remember also Her-
od who made an oration on one occasion,
and when he had finished the people
lauded him—said it was the voice of a
god. The foolish man drank in all the
flattery. Immediately the angel of God
smote him and he died on the spot.
God will not give His glory to another.
We should stop this glonification of the
servant, and give more glory to the Mas-
ter.

EXAGGERATION

Exaggeration means to magnify beyond
truth or reason. Therefore evangelists,
pastors, and laymen should be careful in

their report of meetings; there should be
greater respect for the simple truth.
Why should Christian workers get into
this despicable practice of exaggeration?
It is certainly no disgrace to report that
only one or two were saved.

Noah’s report would have been very
brief, something like this: ‘“Preached
one hundred and twenty years, no one
saved—ark completed, ready for the
flood.” Jesus preached to one lone woman
at Jacob’s well, and made a convert of
her. At Philippi, Paul preached to a few
women by the riverside—and at least,
one (Lydia) was won by that first ser-
mon. Philip hitch-hiked a ride with the
Ethiopian eunuch, opened up the Word
to him, and the man was won to the
Lord. Thank God for the ones and twos!
It is certainly no reproach to report that
a meeting was just ordinary—with small
attendance and few, if any, being saved.

Can it be possible that an evangelist
exaggerates the results of a meeting.
thinking it will add to his stature as a
successful evangelist? The Lord forbid!
Why must a crowd of a few score be
blown up into hundreds, and a few hun-
dred magnified into thousands? If only
a few were saved, so be it; to God be
the glory. If a few were healed, let it
be a few, not scores. If a report must

people.

Then one day I received a letter from
some fine people at Selvin, Indiana, saving they
had a camp ground thev would like to give me.
I went to see them immediately, and found a five-
acre site as beautiful as any I have ever seen: a
tabernacle, concession stand, ten-room dormitory,
pastor's cottage, shaded by scores of trees, and
plenty of room to build! I just couldn’'t keep
from shouting and ecrying when they said they
listened to our radio broadcast regularly and
when they told how God had laid it on their
hearts to give the grounds to us. I told them
that I did not want it for myself but said I
would be happy if they wished to give it to

the Calvary Assemblies of God Church. This they
did, with a clear deed, and we had our finst
camp on this consecrated groand this sumumer.

Only eternity will reveal all of the results.
We invited all of our Assembly pastors and people
in southern Illinois, southern Indiana, and northern
Kentucky. The response was excellent. Our pastors
felt that God surely had given this camp ground
to us as there is no Assemblies of God camp
closer than 150 miles. It is 200 miles from our
Indiana State Camp.

Hundreds of people came night after night.
Most of the churches in this section are Home Mis-
sions efforts. The pastor of one new church told
me that thirteen of his congregation received the
Baptism at the camp. Other pastors said nine,
some four or five. The first camp was so success-
ful we are making big plans for next summer.
We hope to have a great Home Missions and
Foreign Missions service next vear, if Jesus tarries.
We plan to have a Boys’ and Girls Camp, and
also a Youth Camp, in addition to the regulur
Camp Meeting. Pray for this new Tri-State Camp.
It is a gift from God.

Phonograph Records Banned

The Houston Juvenile Delinquency
and Crime Commission has issued a long
list of phonograph records of songs with
objectionable lyrics which it blames for
the rise in juvenile delinquency, along
with television, movies, comic books, and
pulp fiction. Other communities are pick-
ing up the campaign.

Printing School for Missionaries

Clyde H. Dennis, head of the Good
News Publishers in Chicago, announces
the opening in September of a training
course for gospel missionaries who wish
to learn the secrets of modern printing
methods. Both a beginner’s course and
an advanced course in offset printing
will be offered at no cost to the mission-

ary.
Livingstone’s Passion for Christ

When the motion picture, With Stan-
ley in Africa, was being filmed in Holly-
wood, the director said, “We're having
trouble with this picture. It's not hard
to build up scenes of jungle life, or to
create native atmosphere. But here’s our
main problem—how are we going to get
across to the public the power that sent
David Livingstone out to Africa and kept
him there?”

Perhaps the answer which Hollywood
couldn’t fathom can be found in Living-
stone’s entry on his second-to-last birth-
day: “My Jesus, my King, my Life, my
All! T again dedicate my whole self to
Thee!”

Wesleyan Methodists Reject Merger

The proposed merger between the
Wesleyan Methodist and Free Methodist
Churches was voted down at the quad-
rennial general conference of the Wes-
leyan Methodist Church this summer.
The Commission on Merger was dissolved
after twelve vears of study.

Delegates voted in favor of a “friendly
and co-operative” relationship between
the two denominations in the exchange
of convention speakers, union evangelistic
services, and the possible establishment
of a jointly-operated seminary.

Syrian Students Converted

Evangelicals in Lebanon report that a
genuine revival has broken out in the
predominantly Moslem student body at
the American University in Beirut. Some
250 decisions for Christ were reported
among the 3,000 students who attended
special meetings.

Religious Bookstores Increasing

According to Christian Life, there are
now about 3,000 religious bookstores in
the U. S, as compared with a mere
sprinkling ten years ago. About one-
third of all bookstores are religious. The
Christian Booksellers Association, founded
in 1950 with eighteen members, now has
a membership of about 400.

Learning Hebrew in Israel

Israelis are learning basic Hebrew at a
rapid rate—more than 40,000 in the past
six months. This i1s the estimate of Israel’s
Ministry of Education.

It took an American Jew with a G. I.
background to devise a new system of
teaching “Hebrew without tears.” Yehuda
L. Shuval uses the American Army's
World War II system of teaching foreign
languages and does not bore his students
with grammar. Instead he teaches basic,
simple Hebrew, consisting of 1,000 words,
cutting out all the verbiage and gram-
matical niceties. Now even the older
people are mastering the hard-to-learn
Hebrew language.

Hebrew 1s the national language, and
about two-thirds of Israel’s population
can use it freely. Several evangelical
groups are distributing gospel literature
for these new readers.

A Puritan Mother

A statue of a Puritan mother has been
erected at Plymouth by the Daughters
of the American Revolution. The moth-
er's head is bowed in modesty. Her
clothes are the hood, full skirt and
buckled shoes of her day. In her hand
there is a Bible. At the base of the
statue are these words: “They brought
up their families in sturdy virtue and a
living faith imm God, without which na-
tions perish.”

Airlift to America

A group of 73 Lutherans larded at
Chicago's Midway Airport last month after
a 25-hour flight from Munich, Germany.
It was the first plane to bring immu-
grants directly from Europe to the Mid-
west under the Refugee Relief Act.

Universal Military Training

Religious groups opposing universal
military training claimed a victory when
the Defense Department gave up its
fight for even a token start on a six-
month training plan for 17- and 18-year-
old boys.

Church Attendance Analyzed

The increase in church-going through-
out America can be traced to one dom-
inant factor, in the opinion of three out
of every ten Americans questioned in a
nation-wide survey by the American In-
stitute of Public Opinion. That factor
is public unrest and concern over the
future. The second major explanation ad-
vanced by the public is the renewed
faith of Americans in God as a Supreme
Being.

In a recent survey of U. S. church
attendance, the institute found that 46
per cent of the nation’s adults attended
church on a typical Sunday. Four years
ago the figure was 39 per cent. Fifteen
years ago it was 41 per cent.

If only 46 per cent attend church on
Sundays, it means that over half the
adults in America do not go to any house
of worship. They are missing out com-
pletely on the benefits that could be
theirs through visiting the house of God.
There were eight different workers in
charge of the church at various times
during the first five years.

The Christian Home

Here is what a newspaper, The Balti-
more Sun, says about the Christian home:

“Why is the Christian home such a
fine and precious thing? Because it is a
garden of the Lord, a nursery for human
lives to grow in. Its seclusion, its shelter,
its wise and careful culture are invaluable
to growing souls, and nothing can make
up for the lack of them. The home is
the God-appointed educator of mankind.
We have a multitude of institutions
which we call schools: but the real
schools, where the real lessons of life
are learned, are the homes of America.
We still hear a good deal about the
higher education, the highest that can
be had. It is found in the lofty lessons
of self-control, self-sacrifice, sublime faith,
and splenaid trust which home life has
such a marvelous power to teach. There
is no training tc be had in school, or
college, or anywhere in the world which
can take the place of discipline of the
home. Every true Christian home is a
university, fully equipped, amply en-
dowed, and able to give the highest
education which can be got in this
world.”

the best time to burn it. Aaron was to
burn incense in the morning when he
dressed the lamps and in the evening
when he lit them. So we need to give off
fragrance while our Priest is trimming us,
although sometimes He cuts off so much
of the wick that it hurts us. But if we
are burning incense while He is working,
we will never grumble nor find fault nor
fear.

It also says here that “he shall burn
incense upon it [the altar], a perpetual
incense before the Lord throughout your
generations” (Ex. 30:8). It would take
a good deal of incense to keep it burn-
ing like that, but we can do it with
His help. Caleb said when facing a seem-
ingly impossible task, “We are well
able” (Num. 13:30). He could say it
because he believed God. He did not
look at the walled cities or the Anakims,

but rather at his God; and that is the
path to victory.

There is one more truth about the
burning of incense that I want us to
notice particularly. We have often said,
“Oh, for a vision of Jesus!” Note where
Zacharias received his vision: “The whole
multitude of the people were praying
without at the time of incense. And there
appeared upon him an angel of the Lord
standing on the right side of the altar
of incense” (Luke 1:10, 11). Note where
the angel was standing—at the right side
of the altar of incense. That is where
the Lord always stands, and that is why
some of us never see Him. We are stand-
ing around the altar of sacrifice all the
time, watching our poor little offering
burn and weeping over it. Rather we
should bind it to the horns of the altar
and then take the coals of fire from
there and go to the altar of incense and
worship God. If you have never tried
this, do it now, and see what will happen.

The Lord appeared to Zacharias to
give him a message, and that message
was, ‘“Thy prayer is heard.”” Have you
been praying for loved ones and it seems
there is no answer? Go to the altar and
begin to burn some incense; make its
smoke fill heaven’s courts, and soon you
will see by that altar the same vision
and hear the same message, “Thy prayer
is heard.” And that vision and that mes-
sage will repay you for all the hard
days of suffering and toil.

So let us keep the incense burning
on our altars continually.

How to Win a
Child to Christ

Think of him as a soul, not as “merely
a child.”

Love him sincerely, and let him know
that you love him.

Be interested, not only in his soul,
but in his present life, and show this
mterest at all times.

Think of evangelism as a constant
effort, and never limit it to a specific
occasion on which you speak definitely
to the child of his salvation.

Tell him the simple gospel story in
your own words, never seeking to talk
down to him, and yet avoiding terminol-
ogy and symbolism which he may not
comprehend. Emphasize the love of God,
the sacrifice of Christ, and the responsi-
bility of each person for his own sin.
Invite him to attend regular services,
and sit with him during these services
if at all possible.

Suggest helpful Bible readings to him
and try to lead him into greater Bible
appreciation.

Encourage him to feel at home with
you, to discuss his problems, confide his
doubts, and ask questions.

Live before him an example of happy,
purposeful Christianity.

Pray for him, and seek opportunity
to pray with him.

This simple but significant truth sums
up why Victor Trimmer, National Home
Missions Secretary, is convinced that
church extension is one of the most im-
portant ministries of the Assemblies of
God.

Every pioneer pastor present that night
will sit in a reserved section.

In other
places there are regulations against using
tents.

They need plans for buildings which can
be added to and expanded as the church
grows. To meet this unusual need, home
missions officials have decided that the
Saturday night offering should be used
exclusively for this purpose. Pastors who
wish to do so are urged to bring offer-
ings from their churches to General
Council for the blueprint offering. Mis-
sionary credit will be given.

The entire day, September 3, will be
emphasized as Home Missions Day. All
of the day’s activities, which include a
banquet honoring the pioneers, will be
centered around the theme, “Pioneer!”

Pastors who have opened a church at
some time during therr ministry are asked
to register at the Pioneer Booth in the
exhibit room. Tickets for the pioneer
banquet will be on sale for $1 at the
Pioneer Booth. The banquet will be held
at the Kiwanis Hospitality Home at 5:30
p.m.

TOO MUCH
PEACE OF MIND?

“Religion may be popular but repent-
ance never is,” Stuart Grizzard told stu-
dents at the University of Richmond. He
said many Americans are “trying to turn
God into an aspirin tablet and Christian-
ity into soot! ag syrup. All true religion
involves sacrifices. It is immoral for us to
think that we can get something for noth-
ing.” Christianity, said Mr. Grizzard, re-
quires “a sincere turning from sin and a
genuine contrition.”

A psychoanalyst, Dr. Erich Fromm, said
im Washington recently that the revival
of religious interest in the United States
is “as superficial as the wave of atheism
twenty years ago.” It is trying to “com-
bine the ideas of the Judeo-Christian
religion with the ideas of Dale Carnegie.”

Said Dr. Fromm: “One is encouraged to
use the ideas of the Bible to sell oneself,
rather than see the profound cleavage be-
tween the teachings of the Bible and the
materialism by which everyone lives
today.”

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MONDAY, August 15
NatuAN Resukes Davip—2 Samuel 12:1-9, 13, 14

“And David said unto Nathan, I have sinned against the
Lord. And Nathan said unto David, The Lord also hath put
away thy sin; thou shalt not die” (v. 13).

This brief exchange of words contains the fundamental
principles of salvation—man’s confession of sin, and God’s
willingness to forgive. Every born-again Christian has expe-
rienced the emotions which must have possessed David at this
moment. First there was the overwhelming, crushing sense
of guilt—the deep, tearing regret which is one of the greatest
agonies a2 human being can know. But the next emotion—
David’s salvation depended upon what that emotion would be.

It could have been cowardly shame or defensive pride,
either of which might have led to attempts at self-justifica-
tion. He could have turned away in defeat and self-pity, de-
ciding that he was too bad to be saved. He could have risen
in anger against his accuser—could have tried to bury his in-
ward shame in outward arrogance, But David’s immediate re-
action was one of humility and honest, straightforward
confession: ‘I have sinned against the Lord.”

God’s immediate reaction to sincere sorrow for sin and
honest confession of it is always the same. He will “put
away” sin from His sight and from the life of the new-born
Christian if the Christian will feel as sorry for it, face it as
honestly, and confess it as humbly as David did.

“Send me Uriah the Hittite” (v. 6).

Veiled in this simple, personal request was the intent of
David's diabolic crime. How innocent the request appeared
to the unsuspecting. Love covers a multitude of sin, but one
sin can affect a multitude of people.

Oh, who can know the evil heart? Jeremiah said, “The heart
is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can
know it?” (Jer. 17:9). Even the advanced knowledge of
modern science must still confess that the veiled depth of
human personality holds many mysteries—many of them mys-
teries of evil.

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there be any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way
everlasting” (Psa.

DisPLEASING TO THE LOorRD—2 Samuel 11:18-27

David, God’s anointed, lusted in his heart and committed a
great sin. The message of Joab to David was that the destruc-
tion of Uriah had been completed. This pleased David, “but
the thing that David had done displeased the Lord” (v. 27).
After much sorrow, repentance, and loss on the part of David,
he was forgiven and his anointing was restored.

There are many ways in which even Spirit-filled people may
displease the Lord. One sin is described by Paul in these
words: “Are ye not carnal, and walk as men?” We must live
with a rich anointing of the Spirit upon us constantly if we
would please God and be ready to be used in His service.

Once a Christian worker in the slums met an old Jewish
woman peddler, who later was hospitalized and called for her.
The peddler said, “You're a good lady, or you wouldn’t try
to help those bad girls. Your church prays for the sick—
please pray for my leg. They want to take my leg off; but if
they do that I can’t peddle and will starve.” When the worker
tried to point her to Jesus, however, she wasn’t interested in
being saved. She only wanted to be healed. “Oh! Don't
bother me; please just pray for my leg.”

As the Christian worker looked down into the hard old face,
full of agony, she felt helpless. She cried to God for help, and
instantly there poured from her lips-a strange language. The
old Jewish woman sat up and asked, “Where did you learn
that? That was my mother tongue in Arabia; I have never
heard it spoken in America.” The worker explained that this
was a miracle, and that Jesus was speaking to her. The Jewess
at once cried out to God and believed Him to save her soul.

A PrAYER FOR PArRDON—Psalm 51:1-17

David saw sin in its true character. He
realized the exceeding sinfulness of sin,
which corrupted him from his very con-
ception (v. 5).

Note his deep contrition: “My sin is
ever before me” (v. 3). This confession
blotted out all thought of his own noble
and meritorious deeds.

David took the right cure for sin, mak-
ing no attempt to cover it. He cried
not for a mere washing, but for a thor-
ough purging (v. 7) to remove the filth
penetrating the very fiber of the sinner’s
being (v. 10).

David saw God in His true character—
as One great in “tender mercies” (v. 1).
That redemption from such a hopeless
condition should be possible is almost in-
conceivable; but David experienced the
glorious reality of it, as do all who come
to God in true contrition.

From childhood David knew the pur-
pose of the sacrifices. Here he names an
important ingredient which the sinner
must contribute in order to make Cod’s
part of the sin sacrifice effective: namely,
“a broken spirit: a broken and a con-
trite heart” (v. 17). Without such an
attitude all prayer for pardon is useless.

“Let the wicked forsake his way, and

The Thrill of the Pioneer

What Bible School student doesn’t
dream of the day when he will be able
to step into his first church and preach
to the fine assembled congregation? What
he does not realize is that there are a
few hundred other students who have
the same idea and that there just are
not enough organized churches to go
around.

All churches must have a beginning.
They don’t just emerge by themselves.
Wherever one finds people worshiping
the Lord in Pentecostal fashion he can
be sure that some consecrated servant
of God travailed in blood, sweat, and
tears. Someone had a vision for the
church in which you worship, and some-
one, under God, worked faithfully until
it was established.

Every pioneer is aware of the trials,
heartaches, and discouragements peculiar
to the work. Lest some be frightened
by the negative side, however, let us
hasten to declare that the blessings far
outweigh the burdens. There is a romance
and thrill associated with missions. Who
has not sat in a missionary convention
and felt the charged atmosphere as the
workers related their experiences? The
challenging spirit of the service affects
one even to the emptying of his pocket-
book. My wife and I while attending a
home missionary meeting several vyears
ago were sitting in different parts of the
congregation. As a plea was made for a
certain need we both, unaware of what

the other was doing, emptied our pocket-
books.

[ wish to suggest a few of the thrills
that are associated with being a Pente-
costal pioneer.

First, there is the thrill of trusting
God for your needs. What pastor does
not like to relate personal incidents of
how God miraculously provided in the
hour of need? How I rejoice when I
remember leaving a job paying ninety
dollars a week to go into a little pioneer
work where | received fifteen dollars a
week. Those were wonderful days. God
was very real. Jehovah-pireh was not a
cold, theological term, but a personal
reality. Pioneer workers know the joy of
“praying in” their needs. How thrilling
to hear their testimonies!

Then, there is the thrill of seeing
your first convert. We are living in the
days of mass evangelism. Thousands are
being saved. We rejoice in these wonder-
ful reports. However, there is no greater
rejoicing in heaven or on earth than
when the pioneer worker sees his first
convert weeping his way through to God.
Then there is the moment when someone
receives the blessed baptism in the Holy
Spirit. What a thrill to know that you
have been instrumental in bringing the
Pentecostal fullness into the community.

There is the thrill, too, of building
your own foundation and training the
people. Every preacher has his own ideals
of church operation.

SCORPION BITE

On April 22, 1955, I was stung on the
back of my right shoulder four or five
times by a poisonous scorpion. It had
crawled into my dress which was hanging
on the door of the bathroom while 1T was
taking a shower. I immediately pleaded
the blood of Jesus over the area and ap-
plied ice to it to localize the poison.

Lina O'Donnell, pastor at El Mirage,
Arizona, was visiting us. We all prayed,
and then in obedience to the law we went
into Phoenix to the emergency ward of
Memorial Hospital for examination, Our
home is thirty-five miles from the city,
so it was well over an hour before we
reached the hospital.

Scorpion stings can cause very distress-

ing reactions—convulsions, numbness,
nausea, and, in delayed treatment, death.
To the praise of our Lord I can truthfully
say 1 had absolutely no reactions. The
doctors and nurse could not seem to com-
prehend this. They had me remain there
for some time in order to watch me and
to see if any ill results would develop.
None did.

I was, however, having pain in the sting
area. It felt like many red-hot needles
piercing me! All unasked for by me, I
was given two hypodermics by the nurse:
cne for the pain and one to help me sleep
that night. Neither one worked! God
did the whole job of healing me.

The following day, Sister O’Donnell
talked by telephone with the doctor ia
charge of the emergency ward and he told
her he had been studying my record. He
could not understand why I was not in
convulsions when I reached the hospital.
She told him of myv using the ice, but
he insisted that the stings ought to have
produced convulsions in spite of the ice.
Then she told him of our prayers, and
he replied, “That is the answer.” Praise
God! It was. We have a wonderful

My hip sockets were filling with
calcium so that in time it would be

impossible for me to walk.

I had put myself in our Saviour’s
hands before I went to the hospital, so
when I left I said, “Lord, I am still in
yvour hands to heal me or to provide
for me.”

After returning home I phoned the
home of R. A. Mason, pastor of the
Berean Chapel. Mrs. Mason answered
and told me that Brother and Sister Piper
were holding a meeting for them at
Berean Chapel, and that the power of
our Lord was being manifested in the
healing of the sick.

School to add a course of college work in the
Liberal Arts field.

Southwestern Bible Institute at Waxahachie,
Texas, has operated a Junior College Division for
the past ten years, along with a Senior High
School and a four-year Bible training program.
The Junior College is accredited by the State De-
partment of Education and its graduates may re-
ceive sixty-hour teaching certificates from the State.

The other Bible school offering Liberal Arts
work is the Southern California Bible College at
Costa Mesa, Calif. It offers a four-year program
and its graduates may receive teaching certificates
upon the completion of a few extra hours of work
at a state university or college.
