Two ycars ago wc gat hcred at 1\lil· 
\\aul..ee and girded OlL r~ehes for a con­
fli ct ove r specific e nc mies. We adjusted 
the Imeup of ou r Icadcrship team sligh tly, 
rece ived new c ncouragement from our 
Lord and Cap talll and a fresh anointing 
[rom the blcs~cd Ii oly Spirit. Then back 
to our respective battle stations to see 
Cod work. "There is no restraint to the 
Lord to savc . by UIany or by few," sa id 
Jonathan to h is armorbearc r, and we have 
found it so. 

Possibly the area in wh ich we advanced 
most in 1951-53 was the s.1. lient of the 
Sunday School. \Ve rearr:mged our organ­
ization at 1\lilwaukee, In:lking our Sunday 
School dh·ision a full -fledged army dep.1.rt­
ment co-ordmate with the veterans. Un­
der the capablc leadersh ip of Bert \Vebb, 
it moved forumd to its greatest victory, 
the world's largest Sunday School com·en· 
tion in St. Louis in April, 1954. \Vith its 
budget (or 1954-55 considerably restrict­
ed, it has again scored a signal success 
ill th e Regional Conventions of 1955. 
\Vith high courage and daring the de­
partment now announccs the ambitious 
goal. "On to a 1\ l illioll." \Vc have every 
confidence the goal will be reached.

Thl;!y have built and now 
operate se\en publishing plants overseas, 
and broadcast the gospel in the nath·e 
languages of twenty-one countries. A well­
klllt home organll..ation of fo rty·four work­
ers at headquarters, and represen tat ives 
ill e\·ety home district, under the capable 
and inspinng le:ldersh ip of Noel Perkin, 
are doing a magnificent job in administer­
ing th is oldest and strongest of our de­
partments. 

The young people's organization, under 
the able leadership of our newest and 
~ oungest Executive Presbyter, Thomas F. 
Zimmerman, has also achieved notable 
success. Through the O ne-Eigh t Crusade 
fi\'e million tracts have been printed and 
placed in the hands of this many people 
in an effort to wi n them for C hrist. '!1le 
consta nt stream of appropriate literature 
into the hands of our 82,000 young peo­
ple has enriched and stcadied their spir­
itual lives. 'l1leir ministry to th ou5.1nds 
of our men and women in the aoned 
forces and to the eighteen Assemblies 
of Cod chapla ins who serve them is a 
valuable contribution to the moral and 
spi ritual strength of these front line 
hoops. And their ' ·Spced·the.Light" bri­
gade is still performing valiantly for the 
Foreign !'I. liss iolls causc. Under Cod, our 
hope and our joy :Ire the hos ts of Ch rist's 
Ambassadors. 

Just behind the firing line is our string 
of Bible Schools and colleges wh ich are 
busy training volunteer recruits for the 
front ranks. A total of 24040 students are 
stud yi ng and traini ng in our nine theo­
logical schools. The spiritual life of OUT 

lay you ng people is also being protec ted 
by the Pentecos tal academ ic schools 
which our church has pro\·ided. A four-

year liberal arts dL\"i~ioll III ~outhem Cah· 
forma, a lumor college III Texas, a new 
junior college duision III Seattle, and a 
senior college (now III its fll)t year) at 
Springfield are cOll\eniently located for 
our } oung people who are not yet called 
IIIto Christian service. Tne Education De­
partment also mamtams a Correspondence 
School with an enrollment of 4,500 stu­
dents for tho~e unable to attend Bible 
School, and conducts or assists III min· 
i~ters' semmars in the vanous districts. 

An important holdlllg function 111 our 
local church units is performed by the 
men's and women's auxthanes. Corres­
ponding departments at headquarters 
(~lell's Fellowship and Women's 1\lis­
~ionary Council) are orgamzed to assist 
these phases of local actl\ity. These de­
partments have forged ahead III their re­
specti\"e assignmenh. This is the fi rst 
full term for the !'I. len's Fellowship De­
partment but it Ids made perceptible 
galllS. A total of 7 H groups have been 
organized locally and are now assis ted by 
"Tea Ill," a periodical just for men, Jnd 
other helpful literature. The \Vl\ JC De­
partment is co·ordmating the work of 
the 3,976 units throughout the country 
and inspiring them in theIT val uable COII­
tribution to our forces at home and 
abroad. 

nle Gene ral Council at .!'I. lil waukee 
issued a few special instructions to your 
headqua rte r brethren. One of these con­
cerned the Ilomc !'I. lissions Department. 
A full-time national secretary was author-
17.ed and a distinct adva nce on the home 
front was ordered. These instructions have 
been implemen ted wit h remarkable re­
sults. A total of 920 additional churches 
have been registered these two years 
of which approximately 700 are b rand 
lIew. Gayle F. Lewis has displayed un­
usual organizing and leadership ab ilit y in 
the remarkable advance wh ich the Il ome 
l\ l issions Department has made in this 
biennium. 

An other of the specific instruct ions of 
the historic l\ l ihvaukee Council was the 
authoriz.1tion to attempt a live network 
broadcast of Revi\·altllne. '111is probably 
was the most daring of. all the forward 
moves which the &Iith of the last Cenera l 
Conncil embraced. In the spirit and faith 
of that actiol1, the contrac t with ABC 
was signed by your Executive Presbytery 
and we were "on the ai r" coas t-to·coast 
and around the world. "111e Radio De· 
p.utment almost sank financially in this 
\ enture. A desperate SOS to our con­
stituency, however, has pulled us out of 
the red and we are now breaking even. 
A steady, effectmt! evangelistic appeal is 
being made e\'ery week over 335 stations 
by our forceful radio preacher, C. M. 
\Vard. The Execu tive Director of this 
powerful department is our capable Cen. 
eral Treasurer, \V. A. Brown.

T roubled though ts are Ilot always an

\\ith Cod-and re l Ihey may be. It is 
our dut y to know wh a! gi,-es rise 10 
these unpleas.1llt experiences. l\lany :md 
\'aried are the f:.J ctors wh ich contribu le 
to a distrcssed slale of mi nd. 

Daniel was ca lied before King Nebu­
chadnezza r to inl erpre t his dream, where­
in he had see n a t ree cut down, and 
the stump bound arou nd \Vith a band 
of iron an d brass. \ Vhe n Dan iel heard 
the d ream, his th oughts troubled h illl 
for one haUT (Dan. ; :19) . nlÎs was 
the saille king wh o once before had 
thre:ltened to kill ail of the wise men , 
including Daniel and h is three friends, 
if they did not bo th recall and interpre t 
his dream of the great image. 

\Vas il fear that ca used Daniel ta be 
alarmed for a t ime? \Vas he afraid lest 
the king threaten again to do violence 
if the d ream \Ve re not inte rpre ted? O r 
could it ha\'e been merely a m tural re­
act ion for one who was sudde nly faced 
\Vith an eme rgency? \Vhate\'er It \Vas, 
Daniel was soon at ease aga in , and by 
the grace and enlightenment of the Spirit 
of G ad he proceeded to expia in the 
meaning of Nebuchadne7.zar's d ream. 

lt is an entirely different picture with 
Belshazz.1T, for he had nothing of the 
supernatural to encourage him when the 
hand began writing slo\Vly but steadily 
on the plaster of the palace wall (D:m. 
5: 5, 6 ) . The terror of BelshaZ7A1r Îs sug­
gestive of a guilty man who sees himself 
being swept onwa rd towards his ruin. 
Il is ama zing Ihat one's thoughts could 
producc the cffect described in chapter 
five: "nIe joi nts of his loins were loosed , 
and his knees sm ote one ag3inst another." 

TIle gre3tness of a person's thought 
Iife is weil expressed in these words, 

"For as he t1l1nketh Ln his heart, 50 is 
he" ( Pro\". 237). Our thoughts gre.Ltly 
illf1l1enCe our actlOllS, c\ en our entire 
Ines, cllher for good or for e\il. 

1'\0 per~on sins suddcnly, but meclitates 
fir~t upon the suggc~tion \\hich S3tan 
has dropped into his milld. There, if Lt 
is Ilot cast out llllmedl<ltcly, it is nour­
i\hed and 31l0wed ta grow un h l 11 m.IS­
lers the minci, the character, the Iife. 
Eni thoughts will crowd out \Îrtue, hon­
csly, and ail of the God-gL\en graces 
th,lt charactcrize 3 true Chri\lIall.

Compassion for "The Colonel" 

A True Story by Elizabeth Gates 

SAM UEL 11. I It.OLEY, SUCCESSO R TO 

Jerry McAuley of far-famed \Vater Street 
i\lission in New York, contacted many 
ministers and m ission workers In his day 
who, 5.1d to say, did not meet with much 
sUt._ess when it came to winillng souls. 
Sermons, sen ices, and various means and 
methods were used In plenty, but they 
did not ha\'e the effect of drawing men 
and women into the Kingdom. lladley 
realized what was wrong, and remarked 
to a friend that if more Christians would 
experience the love of Christ as portrayed 
in the thirteenth chapter of First Conn­
thians, a revival would follow such as the 
world had ne\'er known. 

Iladley himself had known the disap­
pointment and failure of trying to win 
the lost without this lovc for the ones 
he sought to win. Ilis success lastcd 
only as long as his patience held out. 
1 lis biographer tells of the time when 
he became sadly aware of his lack. 

The re\'elation came dne l\londay eve­
ning. '111e night before (Sunday) a char­
acter known as "TIle Colonel" in the 
Bowery district had come to the peni, 
tent-foml and claimed cOll\"ersion. lie 
had belonged to a ile of the most wealthy 
families in Ohio 'and was actually a 
colonel in the U.S. Anny, but drink 
proved his ruin, and for h\enty-five years 
now he had been a con firmed drunkard 
and common beggar. Ilis condition was 
repulsive. lie was blear-eyed. 1 Ie wore 
a ragged old overcoat, probably picked 
out of some ash bin, and fastened with 
a nail at the front. lIe had neither sh irt 
nor unde rshirt. 1 lis tronsers we re a puzzle 
of holes tied together with st ring and 
some pieces of cloth. I lis feet were tied 
with pieces of carpet. 

After 5.1ying he was s..1ved, "111e Col. 
onel" gave Hadley no peace until he 
secured sufficient money to get a bed 
and a meal. Ilowever, he turned lip at 
the pen iten t-form agai n the next night, 

,\l onday, with a !thow of contritiOIl. lie 
got down, prayed \ery unctuomly, jumped 
up and assured ,\lr. Hadley th.lt he W;lS 

'·&;.l\ed for sure this tlllle!" The Illi~~iotl 
worker had had a tirmg day ,IUd the 
meanness of the man's moti\e~ prO\'ed 
the last straw to his l>Jtience. RepeUmg 
\Vlth d isgmt the old tramp's attempted 
embrace. he pointed to the door. Seeing 
by Il adley's mood that appeal W;l" meless, 
the old man obeyed; but as the poor, 
friendless, miserable figure pa~!ted out 
mto the night the Spint of Cod ~mote 
I ladle:.:. lie saw hlillself-a professed 
soul winner but a st ranger to that lo\ e 
of Christ which would h.lve wept ,md 
struggled for the sakation of jllst such 
a soul as he had sent so coldl y and im­
patiently away. 

That night was a sleepless one for 
Sam l ladley. One thing only possessed 
his thoughts-the poor old colonel. The 
burden \ .... eighed upon his heart until two 
weeks later when he had to attend the 
monthly meetmg of mission workers. TIle 
spe:lker for the afternoon f.liled to apl>ear 
and someone suggested asking l\ 1r. Ilad­
ley. Tne latter replied, "Yes, I have some­
thing to say." 

\Valking up to the platform with shame 
and tears, he confessed his treatment of 
the old beggar. There III the presence of 
his fellow workers, he who had so often 
called others to the penitent-form became 
the penitent himself. The effect was 
powerful. No one suggested prayer, but 
one and all fell to their knees and com­
menced to p ray for "The Coloncl"­
and for lI adley. And as prayer arose on 
his behalf, J ladley, melted in self-abase­
ment, met the Saviour. 

He immediately hastened to \ Vater 
Street I'vlission where he found "The 
Colonel" sitting in his rags and misery 
on the back seat. Throwing his anllS 
around the derelict's neck he wept. l 11e 
bewildered old man was then taken for 

a good me.II. after which hot w,lter, So..lp. 
towels and clean clothes \\ere produced. 
\\-Lth 1m OWIl h.mds II.ldley wa\hed lnd 
dres~ed the poor Oll tca\t. l1lC old colonel 
sta~ed for the meetmg. By this tlllle he 
\\J\ lIh;lklllg With emotion and 1m tears 
fell 011 the floor as he cried. "0 Lord. 
If it am't too late, S.1\C th i~ poor sinner!" 
This continued for six nigith, and I Lldlcy 
wisely left hun to the Ii oly Spirit. On 
the Saturday night, "The Colonel" rose 
\\'lih he;l\en m his face. and ~aid , "\lr. 
I ladley, I am sa\ed ." " And I hclLe\c YOtl ." 
~;Jid I Lldley. throwing his arms arollnd his 
friend. 

The Colonel was transformed from that 
moment Into a true child of Cod. Cod 
lestored to him his intellect ; hi ~ youth 
appeared to return and the tall, dign ified 
Christian gentleman te!ttified in the most 
cOllnllcing manner to how Chri~t had 
leached down and saved him . I ladle}" solid 
of his later Me that the Colonel \\",IS 
one of the most noble specimens of 
hllmanity he had e\'er kno\\"n~ 

A wonderful comersion, yes1 But why 
did it happen ? It happened because some­
one \\:lS willing to humble himself be­
fore Cod; willing to appear as nothing 
in the e)es of his fellow workers; willing 
to die to his reputation as a sllccessful 
rescue worker if he could only get the 
Ic\c of Christ to possess his heart and 
flow out through him to the poor men 
and women in the Bowery. Yes, Sam Ilad ­
ley knew what it meant for the lIoly 
Ghost to shed Divine LO\'e abro.1d in 
his heart, and God used h im to win 
hundreds of men like the Colonel during 
his ministry.

30, 1955, offerings recei\ed for foreign

\Vhile this is an encouraging increase, 
it has been largely offset by rising costs 
due to inflallonary trends and a lower 
\;Iluatlon on the dollar in TIIany areas. 
It is also worthy of note that the total 
increase was in designated offe rings, 
\\hich account for 82% of the total. 
Offerings for the general lllldesignated 
forcign missions funds were $7,790 less 
than in the previous biennium. 'l1lese 
facts have made it necessary for the For­
eign ~ I issions Department to use con­
siderable caution in regard to allY matters 
\', hich would illcrease its financial obliga­
tion. 

The mainte nance and future expansion 
of our missionary work depends entirely 
upon the faithful cO-D)>eratioll of our 
Assemblies m sendmg in IheH missionary 
offerings regularly month by \IIollth. ']lIe 
I'·oreign ~lissions Department receives of­
ferings from between 4,500 and 5,000 
/\ssem bhes each month out of more than 
;,000 Assemblies on our list. Our go.11 
is "A \ Vorld ~Ii%ions Offeri ng From 
I~:ach Assembly Each ~ I ()nth."

The Cry for "Co-existence" 
William Farrand, Missionary to Ceylon, 

Compares World Conditions with Bible Prophecy 

"CO-EXIST OR. PERISH:' WAS TilE RE­

cent cry of :J world-famous dIplomat:' 
TIle possibility of rival world powers 
agreeing to disagree would have been 
ridiculed a few short years ago. T oday 
it is hailed as the on ly way to eSC:lpe 
mass destruction. 

That two powerful politica l forces, ad­
\'erse in ideology. should co-exist in a 
Genti le world empire was an enigma to 
the students of Bible prophecy prior to 
the present atomic sta lemate; bllt it is 
clearly predicted in Cod's wonderful 
\Vord. 

Daniel said, when he in terpre ted Neb­
l1chadnezzar's dream of the great image: 
"And, whereas, thou S3west iron mixed 
with mi ry clay, they shall mingle them­
seh'es with the seed of men: but they 
shall not clea\'e one to another, even as 
iron is not mixed with clay" (Daniel 
204 3) . 

llideous modern weapons, though cer­
tainly inspired by Satan, h;I\'e not been 
developed without divine permission. God 
has permitted men to delve into some 
of the secrets of l1is uni verse and to 
make discove ries that remained hidden 
throughout all their puny probings si nce 
creation. The reason is obvious: God is 
allowing these discoveries to be made to­
day in order that His \Vord might be 
fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet 
Daniel so long ago. 

The enigmatic iron and clay empire is 
progressively developing before our very 
eyes. And, if the prophecy of God's in­
fallible \Vord ended there, we also 
would struggle as does this diplomat to 
induce men to compromise their ideolo­
gies and ]j\'e in peaceful co-existence; 
for it is clear that another all-out war 
with modern weapons would destroy our 
present civiliz.1tion , But there is more to 
the p rophecy. 

In the following \'erse (Daniel 2:+4 ) 
the prophet 5.1id that in the days of th is 
iron-and-clay empire the God of heaven 
should set up a kingdom that shall never 
be destroyed. G od's kingdom is likened 
to a great stone which falls lIpon the b st 
Gentile world empire to break it in pieces 
and block the final attempt of Satan­
inspired men to set up their empire on 
earth. 

There is another event, peculiar to 
New Testament revelation, that must 
take place before the full development 
of the last Gentile world empire. It is 

the removal of the Church TIle Gentile 
kmgdom, being under Satan, is de~tllled 
to receive the full measure of the wrath of 
God. Those who ha\e already undergone 
the wrath of God at Calvary (by being 
crucified with Chri!.t) are not appointed 
to further wrath but are "Pl>ointed to 
obtalJl 5.1h·ation through Ilim ( FI~t Thes­
salonians 5:9). Christ Hilllself has prom­
ised that they shall escape the hour of 
trial ( Re\elation 3.10). 

T he means of escape is gi\en in det'1I1 
in Paul's Epistle to the Thcssalolll,IIIS, 
where he describes the rapture of the 
saints. "Vor the Lord II mlself shall 
descend from heaven with a shout," he 
5.'1}'S, "with the \'oice of the archangel, 
and with the trump of God: and the 
dead in Christ shall rise first: then we 
which .are al\\e and remain shall be 
ca ught up together with the m III the 
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: 
and so shall we ever be with the Lord." 

'l11e cry for co--exislence that is ringing 
th rough the council chambers of the 
world today is certainly .. solemn warning 
of im minent doom to those who persist 
in living in rebellion ag:lInst God. When 
they shall say, " Peace and sa fety," then 
sudden destruction shall comc upon them, 
th e Bible says. But the cry should quicken 
the pulse of the b ride of Ch rist; for 
she knows that 111 the days of the empirc 
that is today hastening tow;m\ consumma­
tion her union with the Bridegroom is 
foreordained t@ take place. 

Surely the rapture of the Chllrch, the 
bride of Christ, is nearer than we realiJ;cl 
Let us be sure we are washed in the 
Blood, and filled with the SPlflt, and 
ready momcntarily for that blessed event.
