]. HE TONGUE IS A FIRE, A WORLD OF IN-
iquity: so is the tongue among our mem-
bers, that it defileth the whole body, and
setteth on fire the course of nature; and
it 1s set on fire of hell” (James 3:6).

The tongue is an indication of spiritual
health as well as physical health. James
got a shock as he received a Holy Ghost
revelation of the deadly, far-reaching ef-
fects of the sin of tattling, whispering,
evil-speaking, defaming, bearing false wit-
ness, spreading wrong reports, and re-
peating gossip. We need that same kind
of shock today. The pulpit has become
strangely quiet about something that the
Bible emphasizes.

The Bible says, “I'hou shalt not go up
and down a talebearer among the peo-
ple.” There are no extenuating circum-
stances. The command is simply, ““I'hou
shalt not!” You cannot serve God and at
the same time break this commandment.
Paul said this about people with careless
tongues, “T'he poison of asps is under
their lips.” The asp is a snake so deadly
that its poison kills almost instantly and
without remedy. Such is the poison of
scandal and suspicion.

“Behold,” cried James, “how great a
matter a little fire kindleth!” A match
is carelessly dropped and a magnificent
forest is reduced to an ash heap. It is
a terrifying and sickening sight. And yet,
neighbor, to drop a match in a vast forest
and destrov millions of dollars’ worth of
property 1s a shight matter compared with
dropping words which destroy homes,
break hearts, blast lives, and spoil the
work of God for generations to come.

God’s Word says, “Six things doth the
Lord hate: yea, seven are an abomination
unto him: a proud look, a lving tongue,

. a false witness that speaketh lies, and
he that soweth discord among brethren.”

Of all the sermons preached by Brother Ward
on the Revivaltime broadcasts, more listeners asked
for mimeographed copies of THE TONGUE IS
A FIRE than any other sermon.

Iere is a sin that draws the wrath of God
as steel draws lightning! What high carni-
val there must be in hell as devils peering
through the rusty grating watch the scan-
dalmonger pass from home to home and
from person to person sowing his poison-
ous seed! What could be more devilish
than sowing “‘discord among brethren’?

Paul classed the backbiter with haters
of God, murderers, and fornicators, and
he said, ““T'hey which commit such things
are worthy of death.” Let me ask vou,
“Why don’t we see the seriousness of this
thing as God sees it?”" It is not a trivial
weakness. It is a moral collapse, so wicked
that it 1s put into the same class as murder
and adulterv. The Psalmist asked the
question, “Lord, who shall abide in thy
tabernacle? who shall dwell in thy holy
hill?” In other words, “Who is going
to heaven?” The answer follows, “He
that backbiteth not with his tongue, nor
doeth evil to his neighbour, nor taketh
up a reproach against his neighbour.” To
make sure about this, read James again.
He savs, “If any man among you seem to
be religious, and bridleth not his tongue,
... this man’s religion is vain.” As surely
as two and two make four, God’s “holy
hill” is closed to the man or woman who
can’t control his tongue.

Why is this such a deadly sin? God
alone knows the blasted hopes, the broken
hearts, the wrecked homes, and murdered
influence which are the direct results of
this sin. Nothing is sacred to those who
engage in this sin. Neither home, nor
virtue, nor church, nor state, nor reputa-
tion are safe from their attacks. Think
of what this sin will do to you unless it
is confessed and cleansed from vour life.

It will destroy you., “Whoso diggeth a
pit shall fall therein.”

First, it will cause vou to become hard
will

and harsh and cruel. It sear your
conscience,
Second, it will make vou untruthful

and insincere. You will pass along half-
truths as truths. By a knowing wink or a
suggestive silence vou will malign a per-
fectly good character. You will take a
single sentence out of its context and
make it to say something it was never
mtended to say. This sin will cause vou
to watch for opportumties for self-ad-
vancement at the price of another’s mis-
fortune,

Third, this sin will turn you into a
moral coward. Ninety-nine times out of
one hundred vou wouldn’t dare face the
person you have slandered. The Bible
describes 1t like this, “The words of his
mouth were smoother than butter, but
war was in his heart,” It 1s a wonder that
such a person dare profess manhood or
womanhood, to sayv nothing about reli-
gion!

IFourth, this sin will make vou arrogant
and careless. A man who doesn’t bridle
his tongue gets into the habit of appoint-
ing himself as judge, jury, and court.
He brings in his own evidence, passes
sentence, and proceeds to punish the
prisoner without any kind of investiga-
tion. God’s Word asks, “Why dost thou
judge thy brother? or why dost thou set
at nought thy brother?” And again, “I'o
his own master he standeth or falleth.”
And once more, “Judge nothing before
the time.” Neighbor, God has never
given the prerogative of judgment to any

Many are having struggles over nervous
tension, confusion, unrest, anxiety, fear,
frustration, failure, defeat, sickness, and
affliction. Life's problems are very real.
Human hearts are longing to find the
path to deliverance, the way of peace,
happiness, prosperity, success.

But to what shall we turn? Books de-
signed to strengthen will power? Psy-
chiatry, psychology, philosophy? Forms of
religion which too often miss the very
heart of Christianity? Ah, no! These
things in themselves are inadequate. They
will not suffice. We must have something
greater and beyond them all, and we
have it—the unfailing Word of God. And
you can count on it!l God has all the
answers!

One day | was walking down a Chicago
street questioning something, when a
flash came to me like a light from heaven.
The Spirit of God spoke to my heart. It
was as plain as an audible voice: “Be
still, and know that I am God.” These
were familiar words, but never had they
meant so much to me as they did just
then. Let us ponder over them now:
“BE STILLEP

Get quiet in body and in spirit before
the Lord. Think about that scriptural
exhortation, “Studv to be quiet.” Re-
member, “in quietness and in confidence
shall be your strength.” If we can only
learn this lesson, what a blessing it will be!

The rush and roar, the hectic pace
of modern living have been exacting their
toll in many ways: Nerves on edge! Tem-
pers ready to explode! Strained faces!
Physical exhaustion! Perhaps even more
desperate penalties! Confusion rushes in

upon people until they can hardly think.
Difficulties present a tangling maze, seem-
ingly impossible to unravel. Distressing
problems raise insurmountable barriers.
How is one ever to have peace and rest
of soul?

Take yourself in hand. You must have
periods of relaxation and quietness! Make
up vour mind to drop everything and
shut vourself in with the Lord. Shut out
all the disturbing things of life. You don’t
have time? Then make the time. Set
aside a daily time to do this—and do it!

BE still and KNOW! God wants to
give us a revelation of ourselves. And He
waits to reveal Himself to us. Yield to
Him in the stillness of His presence so
that He may be able to show you the
roadblocks which obstruct your pathway.
No one can live a dynamic, winning life
when worry, irmitability, 1ll will, anger,
animosities, resentments, grudges, and
such things clutter the inner being. All
these things must be dealt with and put
away. Get into the will of God. As you
wait upon Him you will hear a tender
voice saying, “This is the way, walk ye
in it.”

Be still and KNOW THAT HE IS
GOD! God has the remedy for every
human ill. Are you perplexed by failure
and frustration? God says, “This book of
the law shall not depart out of thy mouth;
but thou shalt meditate therein day and
night, that thou mayvest observe to do
according to all that is written therein:
for then thou shalt make thy wav pros-
perous, and then thou shalt have good
success.”

Do vou feel vour insufficiency to face
life and meet its demands? There is
freedom from an inferiority complex. Let
these words get hold of you: “I can do
all things through Christ which strength-
eneth me.”

Does the tormenting spirit of fear rise
up like a ghastly specter to strike terror
to vour soul? Heart attacks! Cancer! Sick-
ness! Insecurity! Fear of the future! Re-
verses! Danger! Death! “God is our refuge
and strength, a very present help In

trouble. Therefore will not we fear,
though the earth be removed, and though
the mountains be carried into the midst
of the sea.”

Are you upset, worried, troubled? God
enjoins, “Be careful [anxious] for noth-
ing; but in every thing by prayer and
supplication with thanksgiving let your
requests be made known unto God. And
the peace of God, which passeth all
understanding, shall keep your hearts and
minds through Christ Jesus.”

Have vou been confined in some prison
of trnal? God entreats, “Call unto me,
and I will answer thee, and shew thee
great and mighty things, which thou
knowest not.” Put in yvour calll Begin
to look to God for the answers.

Are vou sick? God declares, “I am
the Lord that healeth thee.”

How marvelously comprehensive is the
Word of God! And full well do many of
us know these Scriptures. But we have
been all too lax in employing them. Still
God has the help we need, the deliver-
ance, the solution, the way out. Ask God
vour questions; but don’t question God’s
answers. Do what God tells vou to do
and victory is certain,

Yes, God is God, great in counsel, in-
finite in wisdom, almighty in power! He
is immeasurably above man, the high and
lofty One who inhabits eternity, vet He
dwells “with him also that is of a con-
trite and humble spirit, to revive the
spirit of the humble, and to revive the
heart of the contrite ones.” As you place
all that concerns vour life into His hands
and trust Him, hindrances will disappear,
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disappointments dissolve, difficulties van-
ish; and you will find there is nothing
too hard for Him.

I sometimes wonder if we Christians
have forgotten to recognize the presence
of the indwelling Christ. We have heard
those words of the Apostle, “I am cruci-
fied with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet
not I, but Christ liveth in me.” Christ—

the One without whom nothing was
made that was made, the Lord of all
power m heaven and in earth—Christ

liveth in me!

Beloved fellow Christian, as vou get
still before the Lord, repeat these words
over and over again. You might like to
proclaim them aloud in the room when

you are alone: “Christ liveth in me!
Christ liveth in me! He lives! He lives!
In me! Todav!”

Meditate upon these words. Say them
often. Let them get hold of vou until
faith takes fire, until the very thought
of Christ living in vou fills vour entire
being, and vour soul is shouting within
for sheer glory over His divine indwelling.

Think of it! The Miracle-worker on the
inside! The wonderful Saviour! The Great
Physician! The glorious Victor! The very
life of Christ pulsating through your be-
ing! His light for vour darkness! His
love for your lovelessness! His faith for
vour doubts, His courage for your fears,
His strength for your weakness, His health

for your sickness! He has come to dwell
in you, in that physical body which is
His, to be in vou just evervthing that
vou need. You can say: “His peace is
mine, His grace, His victory. His healing
virtue permeates every cell and fiber of
my body. I am invigorated, renewed; I
am strengthened, I am healed. Thanks
be unto God, which always causeth us to
triumph in Chnst.”

[t was at a moment of heart-hunger for
some little word from the Lord that 1
reached over to the dining table one day
and opened my Bible at random. There
lay before me the Book of Micah, the
third chapter. The Lord directed my at-
tention to a portion of the eighth verse:

Accident Victim

Recovers Through Prayer

On August 23, 1954, 1 was attempting
to move a small barber shop with an
I-20 Farmall tractor. The load was so
heavy that the front wheels of the tractor
would rise up or the back wheels would
spin.

In a final effort to move the shop, 1
lunged forward with full throttle. The
wheels refused to spin. The front end
came high into the air as I fought in vain
to gain control. The tractor turned com-
pletely over on top of me. I was pinned
under the tractor for fifteen minutes.

The doctor checked me at the hospital

and found a broken rib, a broken pelvis,
a broken leg, and internal bleeding in my
stomach. I lay from 2:15 p.m. Monday
until 9 a.m. Thursday before an opera-
tion. A stomach specialist was called, and
the doctors were 3V2 hours performing
the operation.

The doctor called my folk and showed
them eleven feet of intestines that were
taken out, along with all the stomach
muscles. He tried to explain why I
couldn’t live. There were also blood clots
on my lungs formed from the pressure
in my stomach. My arms and legs were

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cold and had turned blue. My eyes were
set, as death was taking its claim on my
body. The doctors could not find my
pulse.

Three medical doctors gave me only
ten minutes to live. But preachers and
laymen alike began to call on God for
my healing. Thank the Lord, He heard
their pravers. God came to the scene and
overshadowed by body with His
and healing power.

On the seventh day from my accident
I walked to the bathroom on the leg
which had been broken. Ten davs later
[ went home. The doctor told me I
would never be able to lift over 45
pounds, but through God’s healing power
[ was working in a milk depot two weeks
later and continued doing an average
man’s work for over a vear. At New Year's
[ quit my job to give my time to preach-
ing and prayving for the sick—James V.
Ieath, Box 28, Kellyville, Okla,

The church needs more Shammahs who will fight sin without compromise,

He Stood His Ground

B UT HE STOOD IN THE MIDST OF THE

ground, and defended it, and slew the
Philistines: and the Lord wrought a great
vietory” - (2 'Sam. Z3:12).

Shammah was one of David’'s greatest
warriors. Of all the soldiers in the king's
army, this man was in third place in
bravery and faith. He was third in rank
among David’s mighty men—and remem-
ber, he did not attain this distinction by
accident.

One day the masterminds of the Philis-
tine army carefully planned a battle
against the Israelites. They made sure
that their men were well trained and
cleverly deployed. They were confident
of victory. However,
in their strategy those
generals  overlooked
the most important
advantage of their
enemy. They forgot
the Lord God of Is-
rael and His ability to
work miracles under
the most depressing
circumstances and in
the midst even of ut-
ter confusion and de-
feat.

Soon after the attack of the Philistines,
those in the front lines of Israel started
to retreat, even though they had been
trained to stand and fight. David’s armies
had been successful for many vears in
many varied battles, but now they were
defeated.

Just how many were in the battle on
Israel’s side that day is not known. It
does not matter. All that matters is that
there was one person present who knew
no defeat and was willing to believe God.
Anything can happen under those cir-
cumstances, and on this day the seeming-
ly impossible took place.

When everyone else in the forces of
his country left the field of battle in
fear and excitement, one man remained
by his post of duty. Shammah didn’t run;
he didn’t turn back. He stood his ground
in the midst of the field, an open field
where the enemy could surround him
and where he would have the poorest

opportunities to defend himself. It must
have been an amazing sight to the Philis-
tines.

Before this event it would have been
considered impossible for one man to de-
feat a whole army. Yet now it was hap-
pening. The rest of the Israelites probably
stopped a safe distance away to see what
would happen to their friend. The Philis-
tines had ceased their drive and were
concentrating on Shammah. The Israelites
shuddered as they realized that there
was no hope for him. Surrounded by foes,
he would be dead in only a matter of
seconds.

Dead? No, not the man who has faith
in God. I believe that Shammah called
on the name of the Lord and placed
his hand in God’s. After all, he was fight-
ing this battle for the Lord and His
kingdom. In the name of the Almighty
God whom he loved and worshiped,
Shammah plunged into the thick of the
fight. He stood his ground. This amazing
Israelite would not accept defeat. He had
faith in God. Others could have helped
him fight the battle if they had wanted
to, but they chose to stay safely on the
sidelines. What could one lone man do

against a multitude? He could defend the
ground; and defend it he did, with such
skill and force that the enemy was com-
pletely taken aback and defeated.

Yes, it was by no accident that Sham-
mah attained to the third position among
the greatest chiefs in the kingdom. He
was honored by David because of his
heroism, and he held his exalted position
in the kingdom until David's death. His
courage did not flicker, but remained
bright with hope and faith. And Sham-
mah’s name is preserved in the Word of
God as one of the great men of courage.

Today’s battles are not all fought with
armies, navies, and air forces. There are
constant pressures being put upon every-
one. The battlefield has become more
complex. There is the battle between
truth and error, between good and evil,
between the spirit and the flesh, between
our longings for heaven and the demands
of earthly life. There are battles in the
fields of politics, economics, medicine,
education. There are a thousand burdens
and problems squeezing a little tighter
upon men, threatening to confuse and
bring about a yielding to sin.

It may be that everyone around you
has released his grip on truth, and says it
isn’'t worth while to buck the tide of un-
belief and error. There are those whose
eyes are dim because of living in darkness,
and they cannot distinguish between good
and evil. No fine line exists for them.
They shrug their shoulders and express
their indifference to those who clearly
mark the pathway between right and
wrong.

Have you ever examined your own
heart and life to determine what part of
yvour nature is uppermost? Is it the spirit
for a moment only, and the flesh the rest
of the time? Do you rise only on rare
occasions to the mountain peaks of vic-
tory, and spend most of your life in those
dull and jaded valleys? My brother, Sham-
mah conquered the flesh; he conquered
his fears; he conquered his desires for
personal safety. He remained at his post
of duty faithfully and received his reward
for heroic action.

Tue PENTECOSTAL EVANGEL
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In the Garden of Cethsemane Jesus
said, “The spirit indeed is willing, but
the flesh is weak.” But too often we use
the weakness of the flesh as an excuse
for laziness, when we could have the
victory if we were willing to pay the price.
The cares of this life keep many a saint
from reaching for greater victories, The
Christian’s desire for God is encouraged
in spiritual meetings, and he makes many
a promise to do better, but only practical
righteousness will receive the commenda-
tion of our Saviour.

A timely word for youth—

Yes, the minds and hearts of men are
a battleground between right and wrong.
With compromise on every hand, we
need men .and women who will stand
their ground, defend the truth, exalt
the Word, honor the Spirit, respect the
brethren, and support the gospel!

Christian friend, vour place in this life
is not with the crowd that ran before the
Philistines from the field of battle. Your
place is with Shammah. Stand with God
for truth and righteousness in your home,
vour church, vour school, your commun-

itv, vour business. Men will respect you
and God will honor you if you will take
your stand. The miracle of victory came
onlv because one man dared to believe
God. Will vou be such a one—one who
stands when others fall? Can God depend
upon vou to hold steady under pressure?
There is a reward for the faithful. “There-
fore, my beloved brethren, be ye sted-
fast, unmoveable, always abounding in
the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ve
know that your labour is not in vain in
the Lord” (1 Cor. 15:58).

NOT WASTED!

Some might call it waste, but in reality Christian

service can yield richer dividends than any worldly pursuit.

WHEN MARY BROKE THE ALABASTER
box of very precious ointment over the
head of Jesus, the disciples said, “For
what purpose was this waste?” The world
often says concerning children of God,
and especially concerning consecrated
young people, “What waste.”” What pur-
pose of value 1s there in that person’s
separating from the world which offers
him so much pleasure or gain? Why
waste such a promising life?

Well do I remember the first step I
took in definite Christian service. Princi-
pally, I did the janitor work in connection
with a hall which had been rented for
a pioneer gospel effort. Meetings were
held each afternoon and night. In the
mornings [ first cleaned the place of
worship, then went to the home of a
tailor, who also grew carnations as a side
business. There I worked until the noon
hour for my dinner.

The tailor permitted me to occupy
a bunk in the rear of his place of business.
One day his daughter said to me, “Why
do you not remain with us and learn
the tailoring trade? You are young and
there is no future in what vou are now
doing. And remember, unless you get
ahead while you are voung, you never
will. When you get older you will find
it to be too late.” She thought my effort
to be waste, and well she might, for I
showed at that time no aptitude as a
preacher.

We may expect such thoughts from
the world, since “the natural man receiv-
eth not the things of the Spirit of God;
neither can he know them because they
are spiritually discerned.” But it was dis-
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ciples who declared Mary’s devotion to
be waste, and there are times when those
of the household of faith may think our
efforts waste also.

If we are to look at things from the
viewpoint of hard common sense, we
must decide with the disciples that it was
waste for Mary to pour forth the oint-
ment so lavishly. Just a little could have
filled the room with fragrance—why pour
out so much? If we are to weigh every-
thing by the value given to utility and
wise distribution, there is that in devo-
tion which to the worldly mind is waste.

Mary, in breaking the box of ointment,
followed her heart rather than her head.
A proper use of reason is necessary, but
let us beware lest reason close the avenues
of distribution of affection. Mary acted
from her heart. If her act was foolish,
it was the foolishness of love. She used
the best means that she knew in seeking
to express her love. Hers was an act of
devotion—and God would rather have
what the natural man might consider
waste, when given in love, than all the
refinements of giant intellects from hearts
which are cold.

Let ordinary believers, and men of the
world, cry against devoted lovers of Jesus;
let them talk about a lack of proper poise
and intelligence; but give us more persons
like Mary, who love Jesus so much they
take delight in bestowing on Him the
best they have.

Some spend much time waiting on
God; the carnal believer says this is
“waste” and nonsense. In worship there
sometimes seems to be waste in mani-
festations and intensified praise. Reason
must not be thrown to the winds—we do
not advocate foolishness in religion—yet
we find that, when lives are deeply in
love with Jesus, they mayv overstep the
bounds of perfect balance. Let us concede
that intensified emotions are not always
signs of deep devotion. With such in-
tensification there may be evidences of
shallowness. The devotion may be not
so much love for Christ as it is love for
personal enjovment. Israel had plenty of
noise and emotion when they danced
around the golden calf—emotion which
was not supported by holy living. But
there come times when the devoted soul
is lost in love—when the human frame
cries for expression, its one desire being
that it might give glory to God by whom
it has been redeemed. Such expression
Jesus loves.

On the other hand, love may be per-
fectly still. Mary showed the same devo-
tion when she sat at Jesus’ feet, listening
to His voice, as when she broke the ala-
baster box of ointment. Both her break-
ing the box and her sitting still were
looked upon by some as “waste.” In the
one instance it was called waste of oint-
ment; in the other it was called waste
of time.

In the eyes of Michal, David’s wife,
it was waste when David danced before
the ark on its return to Zion, To her it
was more than waste; she thought it was

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Understanding God's Program

J Esus sAID, “IHow IS IT THAT YE DO NOT
discern this time” (Luke 12:56)7?

We are living in a momentous time
for both the world and the Church. God
is now setting the stage for the last
stupendous act of the drama of the ages.
For us it is a time when we need clear
discernment and understanding, lest we
become involved in the fear and con-
fusion that envelopes the world. Our
Lord described this day as a time of per-
plexity and confusion, when “men’s hearts
[are] failing them for fear, and for looking
after those things which are coming on
the earth” (Luke 21:25, 26).

I have lived over a long period of
time. | have witnessed the aftermath of
four wars, and in all that time I never
heard so much about peace as I am now
hearing. The cry comes from all the
governments of earth. From pulpits and
platforms comes the cry, “Peace, peace,”
but there is no genuine peace. And there
will be no lasting peace until the Prince
of Peace comes.

The hopes of the world are centered on
the United Nations organization. Multi-
tudes of Christians also hope for peace
from this source. This is a vain hope,
never to be realized. The underlying pur-
pose of the U. N, to bring peace to a
warring world and then to preserve it, is
praiseworthy but it is man’s effort to
save himself without God. Christian na-
tions have entered into solemn covenant
with pagan, godless, God-hating nations.
God’s help and guidance are not sought
and Iis name is never mentioned. “What
communion hath light with darkness?
And what concord hath Christ with
Belial? or what part hath he that be-
lieveth with an infidel?” The U. N. is
doomed to utter and ignominious failure,
and in the meantime it furnishes a cover
and opportunity to the godless to carry
on their wicked propoganda.

I do not pray for peace. I pray for right-
eousness, which will produce peace. But
[ know that in this present age there will
always be many people who will not walk
in the paths of righteousness, and their
course will lead the nations into war.
Therefore I pray that God’s plan for the
nations will be carried out. We are clearly
taught that He has a plan for the nations,
and for the church, and for the ages. I
pray that God will cause the wrath of
man to praise Him, and the wars of man

to fulfill His design. Jesus foretold in
Matthew 24 that in the end time there
would be wars and rumors of wars. These,
[le said, were but the beginning of sor-
rows to culminate in the tribulation that
accompanies war more terrible than any
this earth has ever seen or ever will see
again. For the elect’s sake God will
shorten those tribulation days; otherwise
no flesh would be saved. This is well
understandable in this atomic age.

But this dark picture need cause no
fear or gloom to those who trust in Christ.
These world conditions are but the har-
bingers of a glorious day. Jesus said,
“When these things begin to come to
pass, then look up, and lift up your
heads; for your redemption draweth
nigh.” Hallelujah! What an uplook!

Do not look about you for your hope,
consolation, understanding. “For, behold,
the darkness shall cover the earth, and
gross darkness the people” (Isa. 60:2).
Keep looking up. Light comes from above.

“A better day is coming,

A morning promised long,

When girded right with holy might

Shall overthrow the wrong.

When Christ our Lord will listen

To every plaintive cry,

And stretch His hand o’er every land

In justice by and by.”

We need to understand what God is
doing in the earth today, for a great
movement of spiritual force and power
is everywhere evident. I think it was
Myer Pearlman who said, “In the Upper
Room and subsequently God began the
fulfillment of His promise to pour out
His Spirit upon all flesh, but He has not
yet filled full His mighty promise.” Ever
since the advent of modern-day Pente-
cost I have believed and preached that
there would be a mightier Pentecost and
world-wide revival before the coming of
the Lord. Very few believed it, and some
stoutly opposed it. I am glad that God
has spared and extended my life to see
the beginning of a revival unequalled
since time began. Praise the Lord!

The Lord is pouring out of His Spirit,
and Spirit-filled men and women are go-
ing into lands of raw heathenism and
drawing multitudes of pagans to hear the
gospel of Jesus. By these chosen vessels
and by radio He is fast sending out this
message for a witness to everv nation.

This mighty wave of spiritual power

will increase more and more until it
sweeps over the earth like a tidal wave.
It will inundate the closed lands, the
lands behind the Iron Curtain. It is a
power they cannot arrest, cannot im-
prison, cannot liquidate, cannot brain-
wash.

Practically all great revival movements
in time past have been led by some great
man. Modern Pentecost has never had
any such leader. It has girdled the globe
with salvation and “holiness unto the
Lord” through a host of Spirit-filled peo-
ple, the Holy Spirit Himself being the
Leader. God is not depending on any one
man today.

He is, however, calling out consecrated
men and women of vision and sending
them out to all quarters of the earth,
preaching the gospel of deliverance for
soul and body, just as “Jesus began both
to do and teach.”

I have heard men expatiate quite elo-
quently about Peter's wonderful sermon
in Acts 2, but I never regarded it in that
light.

God, give us understanding. If we are
waiting for or expecting a revival having
no objectionable features we must wait
until the devil is dead or safely chained
in the pit. Let us be careful about dep-
recating and criticizing any work of
God, lest we fail Him in this time of

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world crisis. But let us rather pray earnest-
ly that God would thrust forth more
laborers into His harvest and keep them
so humble by divine grace that they may
continue as instruments through which
He can manifest His divine power, till
earth’s millions are reached and the evan-
gelization of the nations is completed,
so bringing in the King.

Let us laborers of lesser opportunity
see that no taint of envy or jealously
mars our service, for we are highly es-
sential to the success of this mighty spir-
itual movement. Let us remember that
in the early church only two deacons,
Stephens and Philip, and only three apos-
tles, Peter and Paul and John, got their
names in the New Testament’s list of
“Who’s Who;” but that does not mean
that they were the only instruments God
used in turning the world “upside down.”
It took the great army of lesser folk, who

Speed-the-Light Advances

The cover photo shows a historic event in our young people’s
missionary program, Speed-the-Light. Pictured is the 1,000th
vehicle purchased by Speed-the-Light, as it 1s being lowered
into the hold of the M. V. DALOA of the 1.F.C. Lines at New
York on January 12. This Ford station wagon will be used in
Dahomey, French West Africa, by our missionary, James
Chaney. It was purchased with offerings from the South
Florida District.

Speed-the-Light is the missionary program of the Assemblies
of God youth. Since its inception eleven years ago, $1,900,020
has been given to purchase equipment to speed the gospel in
68 foreign countries. These funds have made it possible to
send our missionaries 20 airplanes, 25 boats, 955 land vehicles,
87 pieces of printing equipment, and 350 pieces of radio equip-
ment.

Last year was the greatest yet for Speed-the-Light. Receipts
for 1955 amounted to $259,411. This is $41,570 more than
the year before. Undoubtedly the driving zeal and never-failing
missionary vision possessed by the Christ’'s Ambassadors and
their leaders is largely responsible for the phenomenal increase
i Speed-the-Light giving.

South Florida District pledged $16,530 for 1955. Of this
amount $3,800 was designated for the Chaney vehicle. How-
ever, due to freight charges, duty, etc., it i1s costing approxi-
mately $4,200 to deliver this vehicle to French West Africa.
Additional funds for the Chaney vehicle came from South
Texas District (G. L. Johnson, District C. A. President).

May the Christ's Ambassadors, with unabated missionary
zeal, press forward untiringly to speed the gospel light until
it shines in every darkened corner of the earth.

“The war is not over,” he said. “There
are millions vet to be won for Christ. In
the U. S. alone 129 million persons are
not even enrolled in Sunday School.”

T wo interesting features of the
Wednesday night service were the inter-
views conducted by Edith Whipple, Na-
tional WMC Secretary, as she took the
“roving mike” down into the congrega-
tion, and the story by a foreign mission-
ary regarding his “Most Unforgettable
Fxperience.” John Hall, Assemblies of
God missionary to French West Africa,
told of a perilous and adventuresome trip
he took through the jungles in a dugout
canoe. The journev lasted 33 days!

Visual presentations of the home and
foreign missionary program were among
the highlights of the morning services.
Twenty-four different workshops were of-
fered in the afternoon sessions.

On Thursday night a piloneer pastor
told the story of his “Most Unforgettable
Experience.” He was Brother W. ]. Hig-
gins of Bostonia, California, who has start-
ed 25 churches in 23 different states in
the past 44 vyears.

Some 2,500 gathered for the closing
service and listened as Willard Cantelon,
an outstanding evangelist with a wvision
for world missions, traced the recent up-
rising of the Mau Mau in East Africa
to a spiritual rebellion against Christian-
ity. Brother Cantelon spent three months
in Africa last year. He warned that forces
of unrest are at work in the Dark Con-
tinent, and said that although Mau Mau
gangs have been broken up by the British,
the spirit of Mau Mauism lives on.

He pointed out that during his cam-
paigns in India, too, he found conditions
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very unsettled. He said that the future
of missionary work in many parts of the
world is very uncertain; therefore it is
imperative that our churches mobilize all
their forces for a great missionary advance
without delay.

A poster contest for teen-agers, based
on the convention theme, “l'ake Christ
to the World,” was won by Bervl Brnur of
Fresno. She was presented a hand-carved
ebony miniature bust from Africa. The
second-place winner was Gloria Gimble
of Turlock, who received a hand-carved
miniature elephant from India.

The Iresno convention was the first of
eight regional World Missions conven-
tions being held this vear i quick suc-
cession. By the time this report reaches
the EVANGEL readers, the conventions
at Portland, Denver, and St. Paul will be
over.

Russia Rejects Prayers at U. N,

The Soviet Union rejected a U. S. suggestion that sessions
of the United Nations Ceneral Assembly be opened with
audible prayer. The Soviet delegates asked the Assembly to
continue the present practice of opening and closing each
annual session with a minute of silence for praver or meditation.

Movies Drawing Less Patrons Than Formerly

Eric Johnston, president of the Motion Picture Association
of America, has revealed that attendance at movies was 20
per cent lower in 1955 than it had been the previous year.
One reason might be that more people are going to church;
another reason might be that people don’t need to go to
theaters to see movies since there are so many on television!

Television’s "“School of Sin"

What might be called education in evil 1s now obtainable
at the twirl of a knob on a radio or TV set. A Baptist editor
says: “We wonder whether television sponsors know what they
are doing to American youth.” They are propagating a mixture
of good and evil which is giving youngsters a liberal education
in worldliness and crime. The National Association for Better
Radio and Television 1s alarmed. “Murder, torture, sadism,
morbid suspense, and other fear and tension-inducing elements
are saturating children’s minds.” 'Television is changing in-
dividual lives, home life, and community life and the change
is not for the better.

Lutheran Minister Denied Citizenship

A Lutheran clergyman’s refusal to promise to bear arms for
his country kept him from obtaining citizenship. Judge Bailey
Aldrich in Federal District Court denied the application of
Frederick N. Nisson, a German of Methuen, Mass., who came
to this country almost thirty years ago and has been a Lutheran
minister since 1939,

The Judge pointed out that the law grants exemption from
the oath to bear arms only to persons who are opposed to
performing any type of military service by reason of religious
training and belief. The clergyman had conceded that his
scruples were personal and not due to any religious training
or church doctrine.

Methodists Called to Win “New America” for God

Dr. Harry Denman, executive secretary of the Methodist
Board of Evangelism, has called on his fellow-Methodists to
win a “New America” for Christ. He said that two million new
family units will be established in the U. S. in the next ten
years. Forty-two million babies will be born. There will be a
net increase in the national population of 2,500,000 per year.
This nsing generation, he said, must be evangelized and the
Methodist Church must have a large share in reaching this
“New America” for God.

At present, he said, 69 million persons in the U. S. have
no church affiliation. Nineteen million of these are vyouths
from 12 to 23 vears of age. “Every Christian must become a
witness for Christ,”” he said. “Our church members need an
experience with Christ until they have a concern for every
unchurched person in the community.”

Bible Reading Law Challenged in Tennessee

The Tennessee Supreme Court has been asked to rule on
whether or not a state law requiring daily Bible reading in the
public schools is constitutional.

Massachusetts Chaplains Oppose Capital Punishment
The Protestant, Catholic, and Jewish chaplains of the Mas-
sachusetts State Prison have urged legislators to abolish capital
punishment in their State. They claim that scientific investiga-
tion and statistical compilations indicate the death penalty is no
more effective than life imprisonment in deterring murderers.

Protestant Seminary Closed in Spain

A Roman Catholic newspaper in Geneva has joined with
evangelicals in protesting the closing of the Evangelical Theo-
logical Seminary at Madrid, Spain. The editor said that the
Spanish government’s action 1n closing the Protestant seminary
without legal cause would embarrass Catholics in various parts
of the world who were insisting on their right to maintain
Catholic schools.

Giant Radio Transmitters Purchased by F. E. B. C.

Two giant radio transmitters have been purchased by the
I'ar East Broadcasting Company, the Christian radio station
that sends out the gospel from Manila in many languages. The
new transmitters, 50,000 and 100,000 watts respectively, were
obtained from the U. S. government on sealed bid for less than
one-twentieth of what they cost. They cost the U. S. Informa-
tion Agency nearly $750,000 but F. E. B. C. was able to get
them for $30,500, The addition of these new transmitters to
the present equipment will give I. E. B. C. a radio voice as
powerful as the international government stations.

Birth of American Foreign Missions Being Celebrated

The churches of Williamstown, Mass., are celebrating the
Sesquicentennial of the birth of American Foreign Missions.
It was a rainy afternoon in the summer of 1806 when five
students from Williams College met in the lee of a haystack
near the campus to consider the future of the world and their
part in it.

After a heated discussion and much prayer, they decided
to dedicate their lives to the well-being of people in foreign
lands. Out of this decision grew the American Board of Com-
missioners for Foreign Missions, the first organization to send
missionaries from America across the seas. (See Encyclopedia
Britannica—"“Missions.” )

In the 150 years since that time, Amenc‘m churches have
sent abroad thousands of devoted Christian workers with the
gospel and all the attendant blessings that its life-giving mes-
sage brings. Today there is a monument on the spot where the
havstack stood. On the top of it 1s a globe, under which 1s the
inscription, “The Field Is the World.” The names of the five
students are also inscribed: Samuel J. Mills, James Richards,
Francis L. Robbins, Harvey Loomis, and Byram Green. The
Haystack Monument, as it is called, stands in the center of
Missionary Park, a mute reminder of the missionary spirit which
was born in five young men so long ago and which still grips
the hearts of thousands of Christian youth today.
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Roman Catholics Canvassing All Indiana

Roman Catholics have launched a state-wide canvass of
Indiana. Catholic laymen plan to visit everyone of Indiana’s
1,200,000 households to take a religious census in the hope
of increasing attendance at their parish churches.

American Missionary Killed by Shark

An American missionary in Costa Rica, Lester Burton, was
killed by a shark in a river at the border of Nicaragua and
Costa Rica. His parents, Mr, and Mrs. Gordon L. Burton of
Grand Rapids, were informed of his death by a relaved short-
wave radio message from authorities of the Latin American
Mission.

Burton was driving back to San Jose along the Pan American
Highwayv, after completing a nine-month furlough. He was

delayed at the Nicaragua-Costa Rica border by customs author-
ities, and decided to swim in a nearby river with his fourteen-
year-old son Charles.

Upon entering the river, Burton was attacked by a shark that
severed his right leg at the knee. He made his way to shore
but died from loss of blood. With him at the time of the
tragedy were his wife, Helen; son, Charles: daughter, Susan,
2; and son, Richard, 1.

“The Church, Edifying Itself in Love,” will be the conven-
tion theme (Ephesians 4:15) and the subject of a keynote
address by Henry H. Savage, the NAE President. Other speak-
ers will include Paul S. Rees, pastor of the First Covenant
Church of Minneapolis; C. Stacey Wood, General Secretary
of Inter-Varsity Christian Fellowship; William Ward Ayer,
evangelist and radio speaker; Howard Ferrin, President of
Providence-Barrington Bible College; and Clyde W. Taylor,
Secretary of Affairs of the NAE.

During the convention the various groups related to the
NAE will meet; namely, the National Religious Broadcasters,
Women's Fellowship, Evangelical Foreign Missions Associa-
tion, National Sunday School Association, and the Commissions
on Education, Evangelical Youth, World Relief, Chaplains,
Social Action, Evangelical Action, Evangelism, and Church
Extension.

Delegates will represent some 40 NAE denominations and
many additional individual churches. Each affiliated church
will be entitled to one delegate for each 500 members or frac-
tion thereof.
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Alcoholism Found to be Increasing

[n the last thirteen vears, rates of alcoholism have risen
45 per cent among men and 52 per cent among women, ac-
cording to a survey by the Yale University Center of Alcohol
Studies. The most recent estimates are 4,589,000 alcoholics
in the U. S., of whom 705,000 are women.

86 Million Barrels of Booze Consumed

About 86 million barrels of beer and ale were sold last year
in the United States. The president of the U. S. Brewers
Foundation estimates that two out of three American families
serve beer or ale in their homes. Beer drinkers consumed an
average of 23.3 gallons each during the year (over three pints
a week) which was 1.7 per cent more than in 1954.

Free Liquor Served at Taxpayers’ Expense

Free champagne and liquor are being served on trans-Atlantic
passenger planes operated by United States airlines. At a hear-
ing of the Civil Aeronautics Board it was brought out that
American taxpayers are paying for those free drinks, since
overseas flights operated at a loss are subsidized by government
funds.

Christians Asked to Write Their Congressmen

Temperance leaders are asking Christians of all churches
to write their Congressmen urging them to do all they can
to pass the legislation now pending in Senate and House that
would outlaw all alcoholic beverage advertising in newspapers
and magazines, and on radio and television. Congressman
Fugene Siler, sponsor of a House bill to this effect, 15 quoted
as saying:

“Twenty million homes in the United States are offended
every day by alcohol advertising that comes consistently and
continuously without even knocking at their doors.

“They enter the impressionable minds of boys and girls
with the obvious purpose of making more customers for an
industry that destroys, dooms and damns human personality
as it rolls along.”

Telephone “Inspirations’”” Becoming Numerous

Telephone services where a sermonette, a prayer, or just
a bit of cheerful philosophy may be heard simply by dialing
the right number, are spreading across America, YMCA’s,
churches, or other religious groups are sponsoring the auto-
matic services which are now offered in dozens of cities
from coast to coast.

The automatic services do not offer an individual message,
as 1s the case at St. Paul's House in New York City (see story
on page 26). The operation is strictly mechanical. The ma-
chine that makes the service possible is the Automatic An-
swering and Announcing Set developed by the Bell Telephone
System. It is similar to the set that enables people to get time
signals, weather reports, baseball scores and other information
by telephone. About the size of a portable tape recorder, the
machine contains mechanisms for tape-recording a message
of up to several minutes in length. This 1s placed in position
and the unit plugged into the telephone switch so that when
the number 1s called the message 1s automatically repeated to
the caller.

Most church groups using the device change the recorded
message daily. Some of them place an advertisement in the
newspaper inviting people who need spiritual help to call a
certain number. If the answer they get is a series of Scripture
texts explaining the way of salvation, or a gospel sermonette,
the service can be a powerful soulwinning agency; but in
many cases it 1s just a prayer, and we fail to see how a re-
corded praver can be general enough to cover every case and
vet specific enough to be of much value. We have heard of
praving by means of windmills and water wheels in heathen
lands—now we have praving by tape in so-called Christian
America.

Jesus Wasnes tue Discreres’ Feer—John 13:3-17

This portion of Scripture contains part of that last talk be-
tween Jesus and His disciples. There had been a strife among
them as to who would be greatest (Luke 22:24). Pride and
self-seeking were in evidence. Not one of them would take the
lowly place, but He shocked them all by washing their feet.

Peter protested, but Jesus said, “If I wash thee not, thou
hast no part with me.”

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SUNDAY’S
LLESSON

JESUS WASHES THE DISCIPLES" FEET

Sunday School Lesson for March 4, 1956

John 13:3-17

Chapter twelve of the Gospel of John marks the ending of
Christ’s public ministry. Entering the thirteenth chapter may
be compared to passing from the public court into the “holy
place” of the Tabernacle; for in it we see Christ alone with
His disciples. His last teachings before the Cross are given
privately to these men who have companied with Him for
the vears of His ministry, They withdraw to the privacy
of the upper room. There He manifests His unchanging
love, He observes the Passover with them, He institutes the
Communion, and He washes the disciples’ feet.

1. THE MIND OF CHRIST

“Jesus knew that His hour was come!” (John 13:1). Here
an amazing glimpse is given to us into the mind, and the
thoughts of Christ.  Throughout Iis ministry the Lord
Jesus had been conscious of the meaning and the purpose
of His coming into the world. In Cana, where He performed
His first miracle, consider the weighty and unusual answer
He gave to His mother, “Woman, what have I do to with thee?
Mine hour is not yet come!” (John 2:4). Nearly three and
a half years have passed since that day. Now Christ is aware
of the fact that the long-awaited hour was upon Him. He
had come from the Father, and now shortly He would return
to the Father. And He knew how He would return to the
Father. For the last six months of His ministry He had told
His disciples again and again about the Cross. They had not
understood.  And now they were frightened. Christ said
to them, “Now is my soul troubled; and what shall 1 say?
I'ather, save Me from this hour: but for this cause came I
unto this hour!” (John 12:27). It was the hour of the
ages! Everything from Genesis 3:15 pointed to this hour.
It was the hour of fulfillment for all the types and the shadows
of redemption in the Old Testament. The hour for the
sacrifice of God’s Paschal Lamb had come.

“Having loved His own . . . He loved them unto the end.”
Christ’s unchanging love is love that reached to the uttermost.
A beautiful rendering of these words reads, “He loved them
all the way through!” Through every experience of life, His
love remained true: in sickness, “n health; in success, in failure;
in darkness, in light, (Jeremiah 31:3; Ephesians 5:2; 1 John
4:19; Revelation 1:5).

“His love no end or measure knows,
No change can turn its course;
Eternally the same it flows
From one etermal Source.”

G. Campbell Morgan translates this verse: “Having loved
His own, He saw it through!” Christ’s love for His own caused
Him to see the plan of redemption through to its fulfillment.

What tender words—“His own!” (John 13:1). In the
first chapter of John these same words are found in the be-
ginning of our Lord’s ministry. “He came unto His own,
and His own received Him not!” He came to His own peo-
ple, after the flesh; to His own city, Jerusalem; and to His
own Temple. They rejected Him. “But as many as re-
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ceived Him, to them gave lle power to become the sons
of God"” (John 1:12). And tb e are the people now spoken
of as “His own.” They are His own (1) by creation; (2) by
redemption, for He bought them with His blood; (3) by
gift, for He spoke of them as “the men Thou (the Father)
gavest Me out of the world” (John 17:6); and (4) by re-
lationship—*I am the vine, ve are the branches” (John 15:5).

2. AN ILLUSTRATED LESSON

While Christ’s mind was filled with the thoughts of His
hour, and His return to the Father, the disciples quarrelled
among themsclves! It scarcely secems credible! Luke says,
“And there was also a strfe among them, which of them
should be accounted the greatest” (Luke 22:24). Their minds
were filled with thoughts of gaining pre-eminence and posi-
tions of power! Had not the crowd acclaimed Him as King?
Soon He would come into His kingdom! And they, His faith-
ful disciples, would share in the glory of His reignl Two
of His disciples were convinced that they should occupy in-
fluential positions, one on the right hand, and the other on
the left hand of the King. They succeeded in getting their
mother to make this request of Christ. When the ten learned
of this attempt, they were angry. Quite likely they were
angry because they wanted those positions for themselves!

How could Christ teach these quarrelling disciples that self-
sceking and pride would keep from them the very honor and
glory they desired? They were observing the Passover in an
upper room (Luke 22:12, 13). No servant had met them
at the door to wash from their feet the dust of the way.
Christ therefore took advantage of the situation. He rose
from the Passover table, took a basin of water, girded Himself
with a towel and prepared to wash the disciples’ feet. Tradi-
tion says that Hc went to Judas first, but there is nothing in
the Scriptures to bear this out. When He came to Peter,
he vehemently refused to allow Christ to perform a slave’s

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task. The Lord Jesus was equally emphat-
ic! “If I wash thee not, thou hast no part
with Me!” And as a pendulum swings
from one extreme to the other, Peter
cried out, “Lord, not my feet only, but
also my hands and my head” (John 13:9).

One of the most arresting things which
Christ said to Peter is found in John
13:7—“What I do thou knowest not
now; but thou shalt know hereafter.”
Why did Peter not understand right then?
Wasn’t it obvious what Christ was do-
ing? He was washing their feet! Is
there more to be understood than this?
The Lord Jesus said, “You don’t under-
stand just now, but vou will understand
later.” Peter did understand later! Read
1 Peter 5:4, 5—“And when the chief
Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive
a crown of glory that fadeth not away.
Likewise ye vounger, submit yourselves
unto the elder. Yea, all of you be sub-
ject one to another, and be clothed
with humility.” The revised translation
reads, “Gird yourselves with humility.”
No doubt, as Peter wrote these words,
his mind went back to that night in
the upper room when he saw Christ
gird Himself with a towel!l The King of
glory girded with the towel of a slave!
The Christ of God girded with humility.

The disciples had been quarrelling
about greatness. Christ indicated that
the way to greatness in His Kingdom
is the path of humble service. This was

the lesson that Peter learned! And he
wrote, “God resisteth the proud, and
giveth grace to the humble. Humble

yourselves therefore under the mighty
hand of God, that He may exalt you in
due time” (1 Peter 5:5,6).

The life of Paul affords us a beautiful
example of growth in grace and in hu-
mility. When he began his ministry, he
said, “I suppose I was not a whit behind
the very chiefest apostles!” Later, he
declared himself “unworthy to be called
an apostle.”” As time rolled on and he
grew in grace, he cried out, “I am less
than the least of all saints.”” And just
before his martyrdom, he exclaimed, “I
am the chief of sinners!”

3. MAINTAINING UNBROKEN FEL-
LOWSHIP

“He that is washed needeth not save
to wash his feet, but is clean every whit”
(John 13:10). Our Lord deals with a
fine point of teaching concerning the
important matter of cleansing. In order
to have unbroken fellowship with Christ
we must walk in the light as He is in
the light (1 John 1:7). But what about
our failures? What about those times
when we do not walk in the light? What
then? The Lord Jesus answers this ques-
tion by using an illustration of the public
Roman baths. As cleansed men walked
from the bathing place to their homes,
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their feet contracted dust by the way.
As they entered their homes they washed
their feet to remove the dust, and thus
they were entirely clean. The Christian
is one who is cleansed by faith in a
crucified Saviour; however, he walks
through a defiling world. It is an ab-
solute necessity that he shall have a

continuous application of the precious
Blood of Atonement in order that he
may be entirely clean. Sins and failures
are to be brought instantly to Him who
can and will cleanse from every stain.
Thus, unbroken fellowship with God is
maintained.

Continvous REevivaL

Do you want to have a heart always on
fire for God? Do you want to know the
continuous anointing of the Holy Spirit?
Do you want a perennial revival in vour
own heart, so that you will never lose
vour first love, vour early enthusiasm?
Well, here is the secret. Perennial revival
is only possible where there is continuous
brokenness of heart. How did Finney
achieve perennial revival? Remember, to
the very day of his death he was a re-
vivalist. Every day of his life he made
it a point to be alone with God. Every
day he made time for prayer. That is
the answer.

May I say that for many years I have
observed the morning watch. Morning
after morning 1 go to my study and wait
upon my Lord. First of all I pore over
the pages of the Sacred Book, and then
I give myself to prayer and supplication.
Thus, I meet God before meeting men
and He solves my problems before I
come to them. The morning watch has
meant everything in the world to me, and
my ministry would be weak, powerless
and ineffective without it.

Have you a time to meet God? Have
you a place to meet God? My friend, if
you want to maintain the spirituality that
God has given you, you will have to learn
to meet the Lord Jesus Christ from day
to day. There were times when Iinney
felt that he was getting cold. At every
such time he resorted to extra hours of
praver. One time he spent a whole winter
never reading anything else but the
Bible, and that he read on his knees.

He wanted to keep a spirit of revival
burning in his soul, and that is how he
did 1t. Again and again, he says, he re-
ceived fresh baptisms of the Spirit of God.
Time after time, the power of God came
down upon him until his heart was
warmed and set on fire once more. Then
he went out to hold revival services and
once again he saw conviction fall upon
the people so that hundreds were con-
verted.

One of the greatest dangers of the
ministry is to know the power of God
in youth and then to lose it. It is easy

to settle down in a comfortable pastorate
and then lose your burden for souls. It
1s so easy for any Christian to lose the
passion for souls and to become mechan-
ical. To be on fire when vou are young,
then to grow cold as the vears come and
go, is an experience that should never
be yours. The way to maintain the spirit
of revival is to see to it that there is
continuous brokenness of heart.

THE BLIND
GIVE THANKS

by ELVA JOHNSON

Six YEARS AGO GOD SPOKE TO A WISCON-
sin farm woman, member of the Water-
town Assembly of God, and commissioned
her to put Pentecostal literature in
Braille into the hands of the blind. With-
out any previous experience with Braille,
and without knowing one blind person,
she took steps to master the art of writ-
ing Standard English Braille, and began
to transcribe Pentecostal literature for
the blind.

Her husband is very sympathetic with
her work and gave her a Braille Writer
on their wedding anniversary i 1954.
Requests from the blind for EVANGEL
articles in Braille began coming in and
the volume has steadily increased.

In 1955 the work was incorporated
under the name, “Pentecostal Publica-
tions for the Blind, Incorporated,” with
headquarters in Watertown, Wisconsin.
The Watertown WMC's paid the $26.50
fee for incorporation. Mr. and Mrs. Floyd
Ripley co-operated in the publication of
“The Pentecostal Digest” by operating
a press which produced the magazine
from a matrice made on the Braille Writ-
er. Young people from the church also
assisted in the project.

A new Braille Writer which makes
better matrices is on order, but has not
yet been delivered as it is being specially
made. The press was overhauled by
Henry Kottwitz, also of the Watertown
Assembly. The Adult Student Quarterly
has been added to the list of publications.

The blind people who are enjoying
the benefits of this labor of love are
deeply grateful. A Brother Carson of
Mansfield, Ohio, who 1s both blind and
deaf, was the first person to request
Braille Pentecostal literature from Sis-
ter Whitney. He was unsaved at the time,
but his daughter’s Sunday School teacher
contacted the family with the gospel.
Now he writes: “We both (his wife and
he) read the Bible every day and pray
every night. We have been asking God
to help you in your Braille work. . .. God
has been very good to us since I stopped
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drinking and we have been trying very
hard to be what He wants us to be.”

A brother in Lancaster, Pennsylvania,
sent two new names and writes: “T'hank
you for the very mice Sunday School
lessons that you have sent me. I appre-
ciate them very much. Truly I like the
lessons much better when 1 have them
before me in the Sunday School class
and can follow what they are studying.
I think it is just grand that you are doing
this work for the blind.”

A sister in Qakland, California, wrote:
“The material you sent was so wonderful
that I have already read it twice and
expect to read it often. It was such a
blessing to me. Without the blessed
hope of Christ’s return, things would be
unbearable for me and the darkness in-
describable. But with that hope we know
that joyv will come in the morning after
the long night of weeping and hard-
sHIps: v vv.

c‘ HEN THE APOSTLE PAUL SAID THAT

he was not ashamed of the gospel of
Christ he gave a reason. He said 1t 1s
because the gospel is the “power of God
unto salvation to every one that believ-
eth” (Rom. 1:16). He spoke of the
divine power, which is present to save,
to heal, to fulfill all the “exceeding great
and precious promises,” by which we
are made “partakers of the divine nature”
(2 Peter 1:4). ¢

Whenever the gospel 1s proclaimed,
this power is present. God is a Spirit and
He is everywhere. ‘“T'hey that worship
him must worship him in spirit and in
truth” (John 4:24). The prophet Jere-
miah brought this out—"“Can any hide
himself in secret places that I shall not
see him? saith the Lord. Do not I fill
heaven and earth? saith the Lord” (Jer.
23:24). His loving provision embraces all
the earth; “for God so loved the world,
that he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have everlasting life” (John
3:16).

Now, Christ came especially “to seek
and to save that which was lost” (Luke
19:10). We must remember that the
greatest of all gifts is the gift of God,
which is eternal life through Jesus Christ
our Lord. And we are workers together
with Him to bring to others the glad news
of this salvation.

When we believe on Christ and accept
Him as our Saviour, we are to begin walk-
ing i newness of life.

When Jesus gave the Great Commis-
sion in Mark 16 He said, “Go ye into all
the world, and preach the gospel to every
creature. He that believeth and is bap-
tized shall be saved....And these signs
shall follow them that believe....” We
must particularly consider that all the
promises which follow were given to all
who believe, not to a select few. This
means that all who believe have authority
to claim these promises given by Jesus:
“In my name shall they cast out devils;
they shall speak with new tongues; they
shall take up serpents; and if they drink

any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them;
they shall lay hands on the sick, and they
shall recover.” The ministry of healing
has also swept over the world whenever
the Pentecostal or Full Gospel message
has been proclaimed, and many miracles
of healing have taken place. It is evident
that we will see great signs and miracles
of healing in these closing days.

We must not stop praying for the
sick, if we have prayed once or twice and
the healing has not yet taken place.
Elijah praved seven times for rain before
it came (1 Kings-18:42-46). Jesus prayed
twice for a blind man before he could
see clearly (Mark 8:23-25). Jacob held
on in prayver and would not let the angel
of the Lord go until he blessed him.
Then the Lord said, “As a prince thou
hast power with God and with men,
and hast prevailed” (Gen. 32:28). Job
said, ““Till T die I will not remove mine
integrity from me” (Job 27:5). This
steadfast, unwavering determination ob-
tained divine favor, and in the end Job
got twice as much as he had before.

“The effectual fervent praver of a
righteous man availeth much” (James
5:16). When the Lord was about to
destroy the whole nation of Israel, Moses
prayed and God spared His people (Ex.
32:9-14). The Lord spared Hezekiah's
life fifteen years because he prayed (2
Kings 20). We have often fallen short
in our efforts. Our faith is not vet per-
fected, and there are many things we
do not understand. Many times we have
found that God would heal or perform a
miracle beyond our expectation. Again,
others did not obtain their healing. Let
us remember that the Lord works with us
(Mark 16:20).

Jesus said, “Behold, I give unto you
power . ..over all the power of the en-
emy’ (Luke 10:19). Peter and John
praved, “Crant unto thy servants, that
with all boldness they may speak thy
word, by stretching forth thine hand to
heal; and that signs and wonders may
be done by the name of thy holy child
Jesus” (Acts 4:29, 30). Be steadfast,
then, and do not be discouraged if some
of the sick are not healed. We read that
when Jesus was here He “healed all that
were sick” (Matt. 8:16) on some oc-
casions. On other occasions He healed
only one among a crowd, as when le
said to the sick of the palsy, “Son, thy
sins be forgiven thee. ... Arise, and take
up thy bed, and go thy way into thine
house” (Mark 2:5, 11). When He came
to His own country, “he did not many
mighty works there because of their un-
belief” (Matt. 13:58). The gospel of
Christ 1s all-powerful and will continue
to be so to the end, but the promises are
reserved for those who dare to believe.

“I don’t doubt that,” answered the
minister.

Then the man changed his tone and
said, “Well, I'm glad I got the wrong
number, for you have done me good.”

Daddy Hall hung up the receiver, but
not for long. A few minutes later there
was someone else on the phone saying,
“A friend of mine gave me your number
and said you had a message for me.”

So again J. J. D. Hall gave the message
that the Lord had laid upon his heart.

By the end of the day fifteen people
had been ‘“preached to.” And that is
how the telephone ministry began.

Surely it'was the Lord who arranged all

this. Year by vear the telephone ministry
has increased until as many as 1,700 calls
have been received in a single day.

Of course, it takes more than one per-
son to handle a job of this scope. There
are now four phones, with someone sitting
at each phone ready to answer immedi-
ately.

One day there were many more calls
than usual, and the staff at St. Paul’s
began wondering what had happened.
They learned that a columnist had insert-
ed just a sentence in his Daily News fea-
ture, saying, “If you dial CO 5-5432 you’ll
get a capsule sermon for your dime.”

Not long after that, another avalanche
of calls came when a certain radio per-
sonality told his listeners that he had

The present staff of workers at St. Paul’s
House. The group recently celebrated the
sixteenth anniversary of their telephone
ministry
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just called CO 5-5432 and had heard a
fine sermon. “I hope some of you will
do the same,” he said to his radio audi-
ence—and they did, by the hundreds!

Here is a typical “sermon”:

“The Lord Jesus stands at the door of
your heart and knocks. The latch is on
vour side of the door. If you will open
the door, He will come in to you. Hol-
man Hunt painted a famous picture of
Christ standing at the closed door. A
critic said, “There is no knob on the out-
side,” Christ waits for you to open the
door. Your will is the bolt. You can let
Him come in, or you can keep Him out.
Have you neglected or rejected the Sav-
iour? If you have, won't you open the
door of your heart and let Him give vou
victory over sin?”’

Of course, the message is constantly
changing. Each caller gets a personal
message, and the speakers always trust
the Lord to give them just the right words
for the individual case.

Does it bring results? Yes. A man just
released from prison called the number,
After listening to a telephone sermonette
he expressed a willingness to come to St.
Paul’s House for a personal interview,
When he came, the workers talked to
him and he was greatly relieved to learn
that Christ died for his sins. The thought
that God would remove his sins as far
away from him as the east is from the
west, and would remember them against
him no more, put hope in his heart, Ile
prayed the penitent’s prayer, “God be
merciful to me a sinner,” and went away
rejoicing in salvation.

Then there was the Jewish man who
kept calling the number day by day.
Each time he called, the workers would
give him some further light on the gos-
pel, and each day he promised to read
certain chapters of the Bible. This man
has not vet told his family about his new
faith, but he has told others that he is a
Christian believer,

All kinds of people call. Some are
Christians who desire spiritual encourage-
ment. Others are church members who
are not quite sure whether they are
saved. Many are people who make no
profession of Christianity. Some of them
are in distress, A number have admitted
that they were ready to commit suicide
when they phoned the mysterious num-
ber, and were kept from doing away
with themselves by the kind words of
hope that came over the telephone.

In many cases, people call because
someone gave them the number. They
do not know to whom they are speaking
until the voice says, “We have a message
for everyone who calls.”

Daddy Hall is now gone to his heavenly
reward, but the work goes on. Creighton
Dunlap, who was won to Christ by Daddy
Hall’s outdoor evangelism, now has charge
of St. Paul’s House, and the work has
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NEW HOME OF BETHEL ASSEMBLY IN JUNEAU, ALASKA

Bethel Assembly of God in Juneau, Alaska’s
capital city, now has a new home. It 1s a most
attractive building with hot water heat to keep it
comfortable in the coldest weather. An air
exchanger unit provides a constant flow of fresh
air that is pre-heated and kept at an even tem-
perature.

The pastor’s apartment is on the second floor
at the front of the building. Below it the visitor
finds a fine nursery, a large classroom, and a
cloak room for his heavy wraps. As he passes
on into the auditorium he finds an auditorium
with 250 opera seats, asphalt tile floors, carpeted
platform and altar space, with folding doors open-
ing into the large classroom to take care of
an overflow crowd.

The full basement contains the pastor’s study
and a large assembly room with classrooms on
each side.

The main walls are made of marine plywood
sheeting covered outside with stucco. The pro-
jecting areas are finished with dark brown “planked”
plywood. The large windows are of fiberglass.
The building is valued at $125,000 but the cost
was much less due to the fact that the Men’s

spread to other cities. There is a branch
in Philadelphia managed by Mis. Helen
[all. There is a telephone ministry at
Memphis which was started by Daddy
Hall, and another in Brooklyn. Someone
who witnessed for Christ on St. Paul’s
phone went to Washington, D. C. and
started a ministry of this kind in that
city. The same thing happened in Los
Angeles and other places; in fact, there
are over a dozen cities scattered across
the country where people are evangelizing
by telephone as a direct result of the
example set by Daddy Hall and his co-
workers.

No soliciting is done by St. Paul’s,
for that is not necessary. The work goes
on through a never-ending chain of “satis-
fied customers” who pass the word along
and get their friends to call. Catholics,
Jews, Mohammedans, and people from all
walks of #ife dial the number.

Not all of the telephone calls are
answered by staff members. Volunteers
help, too., While visiting at St. Pauls
House last fall I had the privilege of giv-
ing out several messages over the tele-
phone myself. In one case I answered
as usual and gave a Scripture verse, but
when I asked whether the person calling
was saved or not I heard a click at the

Fellowship donated 2,000 hours of labor to the
job. The men poured the cement, did the
roofing, and helped on many other parts of the
work

I'he church was founded many years ago by
Charles Personeus. The succeeding pastor, Ralph
Baker, built a downtown church to accommodate
the growing congregation. After Harold 1. Malev
became pastor in September 1951, the church
continued to grow and it became necessary to plan
for a larger building. A site was obtained in
a newer residential area, and by last November
the new church was sufficiently finished to have

other end of the wire. The caller was
gone. Some do get angry and hang up,
but most callers are attentive and will
answer questions or engage in a con-
versation. The fact that the call is anon-
vmous causes many to listen to a tele-
phone sermonette who would not be
seen in a gospel meeting.

Very soon after the Philadelphia
branch of the telephone ministry was
launched, a man walked into a certain
church and told the pastor he wanted to
enter into fellowship with the congrega-
tion. He explained that he had been con-
verted on the telephone. The pastor was
taken by surprise. e questioned the
man, and learned that the man had been
saved through the Philadelphia phone
that had been rented by St. Paul’'s House.

The telephone ministry is only one
avenue of gospel service for St. Paul's
House. The workers go out in preaching
bands carrying signs that say, “Jesus
Saves.” They witness on street corners.
They distribute gospel tracts in large
numbers. They have caught the spirit of
the apostle Paul himself, who was wholly
dedicated to God and who was able to
say, “As much as in me 15, I am ready
to preach the gospel....”

vulgar. But it was acceptable to God,
since it was David’s effort to express to
Him the emotions of his heart.

Sacrificial service for God is looked
upon by some as waste. A young couple
leaves home and employment that they
might give their lives to work for Jesus.
They labor with very small results. No
one comes forward to meet their financial
needs. They sacrifice and struggle; they
fast and pray, and do without. Then dis-
couragement comes. The enemy says, “To
what purpose is this waste? Why not re-
turn home and build for yourselves re-
sources such as others have?” We sym-
pathize with those passing through such
valleys. We have been through some of
such ourselves, Let those passing through
“the valley of weeping” remember that
Jesus takes note of every falling tear, of
every heartache, when the sacrifices are
made out of devotion to Him. He is not
forgetful of their “work of faith and
labor of love.”

“Waste” has brought the Pentecostal
Movement to where it is. Those who now
share its bounties of prosperity build on
the sacrificial “waste’” of those who laid
the foundation. Jesus said to His disciples,
“] sent you to reap that on which you
bestowed no labour; other men laboured
and ye have entered into their labours.”
There was little “waste” to the disciples;
they were reaping the harvest which
others had toiled to plant.

We turn our attention to the accept-
ance, or lack of acceptance, of the “waste”
of love. There is but one answer. It was
answered in behalf of Mary. Jesus knew
her heart, the loving purpose which she
had in breaking the box of ointment
over His head. Facing those who would
cry “waste,” He rebuked them with the
words, “Why trouble ye the woman?”
Away with unholy criticism—“She hath
done what she could.” No one could do
more. She gave the best she had; she
did it in the best way she knew; she
gained eternal favor with Christ. Let
carnal folk say what they will.

Jesus saw what man cannot see, the
heart. He saw even deeper than Mary
saw. He affirmed that in this anointing
she had come beforehand to anoint His
body for burial. Man, who looked on the
outward appearance and not on the heart,

did not see the crushed heart of Jesus
which was carried under a brave exterior.
Mary’s ointment, which was looked upon
as waste, was entirely in keeping with
the unseen heart of the suffering Saviour.
It bore with it an expression of both
love and sympathy, while cold, calculat-
ing man looked on with critical and
covetous eyes. Men who looked on out-
ward appearances, and not on the heart,
did not see the yearning in the heart of
the Lord for love and spiritual fellowship.

Disciples and throngs were looking for
miracles, while Jesus was looking for one
who would love Him for what He was,
rather than for what He might be able
to do. Mary’s love did more than anoint
His body—it ministered to His heart.
So great was the appreciation of Jesus
that He said, “Wherever this gospel is
preached in all the world, that which this
woman hath done shall be told as a
memorial of her.”” What a benediction
on Mary—what appreciation for love!

And what of those who, because of
love, toil and sacrifice with little com-
pensation in visible results or in material
gains? Be of good cheer. Jesus knows the
devoted heart., He understands, whether
outward observers understand or not. For
such devoted living and service He gives
two great promises. One promise i1s for
the present—*“I will never leave thee, nor
forsake thee.” The other is usually rele-
gated to the future—"“Well done, thou
good and faithful servant; thou hast been
faithful over a few things, 1 will make
thee ruler over many things.” The faith-
ful may not see his work rewarded im-
mediately, but of this he may be sure—
a reward is coming. At the end of pil-
grimage, sacrifice, and sorrow are the
assuring words, “Enter thou into the
joy of thy Lord.” We think of this as
the joy of eternity; may we not also think
of it as the joy of being “workers together
with Him,” serving in devotion because
of love for Him? We may enter into
His joy here and now.

Jesus is looking for spiritual fellowship
with His followers, and for service which
rises out of love. Such service 1s the only
service which He desires. All other service
is tainted with self-interest and self-love.
May we give our best to the Master be-
cause we love Him with all our hearts.

of us. A day has been appointed when
God shall judge the secrets of men by
Christ Jesus.” Motives must be investi-
gated, circumstances must be taken into
account, and all the facts made bare.
For fourteen years Joseph was thought
to be guilty of a horrible sin. All the
evidence seemed to prove him guilty.
He went to prison as clean in heart and
life as an angel, and waited through the
weary vears for vindication. It’s bad busi-
ness to start judging people.

Fifth, there is a tendency to lose all
sense of high honor. The most sacred
confidences are betrayed. Names are
mentioned and matters passed on when
there is no possible reason for doing so.

Sixth, the person who indulges in
this sin will begin to deceive himself.
He will say that he is only repeating such
and such a matter for the protection of
the work of God. Otherwise he wouldn’t
think of mentioning it. His logic becomes,
“Let us do evil, that good may come.”
One might as well say, “Let us serve the
devil, that Jesus may be glorified.” Or,
“Let us broadcast throughout the land all
the faults, failures, weaknesses, misfor-
tunes, and sins of Christians and ministers
for the protection of the work of God!”
Any out-and-out sinner knows better than
that. The Bible says, “An ungodly man
diggeth up evil.... A froward man sow-
eth strife.” Let me tell you right now,
Friend, that nobody ever did spread scan-
dal in the interest of holy living or the
protection of the work of God. The
Lord says, “If a man be overtaken in a
fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such
an one in the spirit of meekness.” Never
forget that you can kill your neighbor
with your tongue—you don’t need a re-
volver!

What is the source of this sin? Jesus
asked this question, “How can ye, being
evil, speak good things? for out of the
abundance of the heart the mouth speak-
eth. A good man out of the good treasure
of the heart bringeth forth good things:
and an evil man out of the evil treasure
bringeth forth evil things.” Our heart
is the source of our conversation. It is
the power behind our words. The color
of our conversation depends upon the
condition of our heart. Character decides
conduct. A wrong condition of heart will
be indicated by a wrong use of the tongue.
Jesus put it this way, “Every good tree
bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt
tree bringeth forth evil fruit.” Paul put
it this way, “For whereas there is among
you envying, and strife, and divisions,
are ye not carnal?” Every writer in the
Bible agrees that an outward evidence
shows an inward condition. If you have
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been gossiping, it i1s because your heart
isn’t right! Friend, if this is your sin, if
this is your trouble, you need to get right
with God and then get right with your
brother!

You ask, “What is the remedy?” You'll
need more than an outward poultice to
cure this disease. It will take something
more than an outward lancing of fester-
ing sores. This poison is so deep that
your very soul must be cleansed. It must
be the work of “the very God of peace,”
who can “sanctify you wholly.” Your
body must become literally the temple
of the Holy Ghost.

You say to me, “Brother Ward, can I
really be changed like that?” My answer
to you is this, “The Bible says so. It
says, ‘A new heart also will T give you,
and a new spirit will I put within you. . ..
[ will put my spirit within you, and cause
you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall
keep my judgments, and do them.”
That is plain enough. God says He will
do it for you. Therefore believe Him.
Turn toward God now. Turn toward Him
because vou cannot save vourself. Yon
have tried many times before to be dif-
ferent, and you have failed each time.
Realize that only God can miraculously
change your heart. A new heart will soon
produce new habits. The Bible says, “The
Lord thy God will circumecise thine heart,
...to love the Lord thy God.” Love is
the remedy for this sin. And God is the

Author of that love. A nasty, critical,
fault-finding life ‘can be changed only if
vou will yield yourself to God. The love
of God will do for your heart and life
what a mother’s love does for a woman.
You could hardly imagine a mother telling
abroad the sins, failures, and bad habits
of her own children.

You say, “Brother Ward, do you think
the Great Physician will take my case?”
Yes, 1 know He will, upon these condi-
tions:

First, you must repent. That means
confession and, as far as possible, restitu-
tion. Help the person you have injured
and repair the damage as much as you
can. Don’t just skim it over. Get to
the bottom of the thing. Tell God that
vou have been a sinner. Don’t excuse
yourself. Take all the blame. Ask for
mercy and forgiveness. Stay on your knees
before God until you know that vou have
a clean heart.

Second, out of a clean heart you must
develop clean habits. Decide that from
now on you will talk about no one behind
his back. From now on you will take the
Bible way and go to your brother and
“tell him his fault between thee and
him alone.” Covenant with God before
you leave your place of prayer that from
now on you will keep the other person’s
name and reputation as sacred as you
would have them keep yours. David
worked at this virtue. He said, “I am

purposed that my mouth shall not trans-
gress. ...l will take heed to my ways,
that I sin not with my tongue.”

Learn to weed your thinking. “What-

soever things are true,...honest, ...
just, ... pure, ... lovely, ... of good re-
port . . . think on these things.” And stay

away from talebearers; they are carriers
of moral contagion. They are scavengers.
Avoid them as you would avoid the devil.
Cultivate a hatred for sin. Learn to hate
what God hates. The Bible says, “Ye that
love the Lord, hate evil.” Get on God’s
side of this question and stay there.

Decide that you want to live like
this, and I assure you that the Great
Physician will take your case this very
hour. Neighbor, you don’t have to live a
stained, unclean, and morally degenerate
life. Thank God, you may be born again
this very hour. God has a life of holiness
for you. His power can make you what
you ought to be. God will undertake for
you the moment you ask Him in faith.
Ask now!

It is better to walk in the dark with God
Than to run in the light alone.
Yea, better the thorniest path ever trod,
Where the briers are thick

and our feet unshod,
If only we follow His voice and His rod,
Than without Him to march to a throne.

OLD CHURCH COVERED OVER AT DOWNEY, CALIF.

A new church building is under construction at Downey,

California, and it 1s covering over the old one. While the new

5,000-square-feet structure is being built, services continue to
be held in the old hall which is 20 by 30 feet in size.
The new building will include an auditorium seating 260,

with twelve new classrooms at the rear. It will adjoin the front
section which contains lobby, offices, and classrooms.

Eventually the church plans to completely rebuild the front
section, adding 6,500 more square feet of floor space. Ray I'.

Tm-; HANDS ARE OFTEN AN INDEX TO
many things about a person: his occupa-
tion, his character, his emotional security
or instability, his strength or weakness.
By reading of the many times Jesus used
His hands to help others, we get an in-
sight into His personality and character.

His are the hands that wrought faith.
Doubting Thomas refused to believe the
fact of His resurrection and the Lord said
to him, “Behold my hands.” The sight
of those hands which Jesus had exercised
to heal and make happy -many people
was enough to dispel doubts and Thomas
said, “My Lord and my God.”

His hands wrought light. Putting spit
on the eyes of the blind man and laying
His hands on him, He asked what he saw.
The man replied he saw men as trees
walking. When Jesus had repeated His
action the man testified that he saw
clearly. Eyes darkened by many causes
and for various lengths of time have
received light. So may those hands bring
light today to many a man who sits in
darkness. In the blackness of loneliness,
gloom, and discouragement, in the tunnel
of despair, His light will shine.

His were tender hands. Though capable
of holding a rope lash to drive money
changers out of the temple, His hands
could receive a child from a worshiping
mother to give it His benediction and
blessing. Here are the hands that make
new, straightening the body of a woman
with an eighteen-year infirmity; hands
that were lifted with the saluation, “Peace
be unto you;” hands that are freighted
with limitless authority, for the Father
had delivered all things into His hands;
vet thev were hands of humility that
washed the feet of His disciples, and
held the reed placed there for mockery
like a monarch.

The character of Jesus is clearly seen
as we view His hands.
