}o len grew wca ry of !-ouch haphazard mcth()(l<; of measurement. 
They d,!cidcd that an official :-.tandard would save a lot of ar· 
gUlllell t, :-'0 e~lch nation adopted lis ()\\!l standard of measurement. 
Finally the \'arious nations met in confcrence and decided upon 
an international l>tandard, which the C. S. adopted officially in 
1893. This internationa l standard of measurement is kept at the 
International Bureau of \Veights amI .\Ieasu res in Sevres, France. 
The U. S. :'\alional Bureau of Standards has a prototype of 
the international slandard··a platinum-iridium ba r known as 
the :\aliclilal Standard of Length. The distance between two 
1)'1ralle l lines eng ra \cd on th is bar is the prima ry standard 
meter (39.37 inche~) for all measurements of length in the 
Un ited States. 

In the spiritual life. too, there is an "official standard." \\'c find 
it in the Bihl{'. God did nCl t want us to measure our character 
by our own "feet," as it werc. II e did not want us to compare 
our~cl\'('s with other people, or to think that if we measured up 
to worldly Mandards we would be safe. The apostle Paul wrOte 
of people who "lllea~lIre themselves by themselves" and "compare 
thel11Selv{'s alllong themselves." but he said they "are not wise." 
(2 Corinthians 10: 12 ). We nceded a higher standard than men 
can proouct:-a standard that is dependable, con!ltant, and ac· 
ceptable to God. Therefore IJ c ga\'e us just sllch a standard in 
the Iioly Scriptures. \\'h{'ther ou r problem he onc of church 
doctrine. l:>crsonal conduct, or moral principle we will find the 
answer in the Bible for it is the official measuring-stick by whieh 
God deals with man. 

An open enemy of C. I I. Spllrgeon once made a remark which 
he ill tcndt."(l as a slur, but Spurgeon considered it to be the highest 
compliment e\'er paid him as a gospel preacher. The enemy said: 
"Here is a Illan who has not moved an inch forward in all his 
ministry, and at the close of the nineteenth century is leaching 
the theology of the first century, and is proclaiming the doc­
trine of Nazareth and j erucoalem curren t eighteen hundred year.s 
ago." :\ Iay this be the kind of "slur" the)' cast at us ! 

A ll men have sinned and come short of God's standard of 
righ teousness. Therefore all must come to Christ for pardon, 
cleansing, and regenerat ion- and then, having obtained mercy, we 
must endeavor to live up to God's standard for the common good.

wonder is the way the Bible answers 
e\'ery perplexity of life, Tn the person 
of God's own beloved Son we find 
the remedy, and every promise becomes 
a golden avenue of blessing! Viewing 
even the alarming increase of mental 
illness (rom this vantage point, wc find 
ourseh'cs looking up, not down-ouL 
lIot in-and longing to lend a hand. 

Let us take a quick glance at the 
mental health picture as drawn from 
scientific research. l\lore than 700,()(X) 
patients crowd our mental hospitals. 
Many marc need this type of care. 
Some of these disorders are C:"lused by 
physical diseases and still others by a 
certain type of severe nutritional defi­
ciency. Many of the cases in these two 
classifications have been successfully 
treated and cured. 

Psychiatry has aided some ha rassed 
persons to make a better adjustment in 
thei r lives. Other patients ha\'c been 
helped temporarily, but the great 
majority admitted ly lie outside the realm 
of med ical know ledge and skill. Their. 
prognosis is one of pathetic hopeless­
ness 1 

Some of these tragic conditions have 
invaded the ranks of born-again Chris­
tians. Fortunately, the percentage oi 
severely deranged cases is small. But 
there is a great host of ou r people who 
are suffering from depression, oppres­
sion, and/or obsession. Still more are 
reacting to the pressure of present-day 
living and testings with fear that they 
cannot longer endure the strain. The 
enemy loves to exaggerate and torment.

old-fashioned term, but then. I am an 
old-rashioned be liever. I have gambled 
everything on my faith in the old-fash­
ioned gospcl-;'Christ died for me." 
I am told there are olher "ways" to 
hl'avcII , but the only one I am absolute­
ly ~urc of is the "Pilgrim \ Vay," the 
hlood-stained Way. the Way of lhe 11an 
0 ' Ca lvary. 

The Pilgrim \\'ay is 110t a soft­
c u ~hioncd way. It is Ilot an easy way 
over which spiritual annicli may travel 
without oppo~ition. 11 is often rugged 

and steep and caJls for all the courage 
and determination we can command. 1t 
i;; a way which appeals to men with a 
fighting spirit, to folk who are not afraid 
to meet difficulties " head-on ," and who 
arc willing to put everything they have 
ill to proving that "God is able." 

It has been my pleasure to walk this 
way for many long years, and now 
with life's day fast drawing to a close, 
1 am delighted to bear testimony to the 
real sat isfaction I have experienced in 
putting first things first, and following 
in thc "footsteps of the flock." 

I had not been long in this way until 
I belicvcd God was calling me very def-
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ini tely to a life of faith. This was no 
mere faney of a young man's mind, but 
all in wrought conviction, a "call" as 
clear as the call to preach-a "must," if 
I wanted to realize what God had in 
store for me in this life. My answer 
was, " I wi!! go with thi s Man. " 

I knew I must renounce all others and 
cleave only to my living L..ord, that I 
must rely wholly upon Him, and be will­
ing to follow, c\'en when I might not be 
able to see one step ahead. All thi s 
seems easy now, but in those early days 
of my pilgrim journey it was different. 

I was a young preache r with lofty am­
bitions; J wanted to be a SlIccess, T 
greatly desired "to go places." The Pil­
grim Way was alluring, but at times it 
was frightening. 

I soon learned that God wanted me 
to depend upon 1 rim for everything, to 
tell Him all my needs, and then wait 
quietly until He saw fit to meet them. 
There was to be no appeal to sympathet­
ic friends, no "sob-stories" of hard times, 
no sly ways of trying to ';get ahead of 
God," but only patient waiting "until," 
staying put, and simply believing that 
what God had promised, He would do. 

1 began by deciding 1 would discon­
tinue all appeals for personal offerings 
and henceforth receive only what God 
sent my way, Little, much, or nothing 
-I would be sat isfied. 1f others fared 
better than 1, still 1 would be content 
with my wages and would never turn 
aside to any questionable method of re­
lieving my situation. 

All this may sound easy "on paper," 
but putting it into practice and being 
true to my call was not at all times 
equally easy. At first I would think of 
certain individuals whom I knew ,vere 
especially interested in me. Often I 
had a feeling that in all probability the 

next \ime they shook hands with me 
they would leave some money in m}" 
hand, but usually they did not and T 
was disappointed. 

Then the Lord spoke to my heart, and 
told me that the way of faith meant dis­
missing from my mind all my friends, 
and forgetting a ll the persons whom I 
thought might give me money, and rely­
ing wholly upon my unseen Lord. H e 
assu red me that if I would do thi s H e 

would never fail me, but I must " learn 
to be content in whatsoever state" I 
found myself, and there must be no con­
fiding even to my dearest friends when 
the way became "pressing." 

Then I was called to a Pentecostal 
convention a considerable distance away. 
In those day5 nothing was said about 
traveling expenses. I succeeded in get­
ting there, and preached several t imes 
during the com'ention. At the close I 
was told the people had enjoyed my 
preaching and that I was invited to re­
turn, but no one gave me even one cent. 

I visited a small assembly in a town 
some distance from my home, and the 
dear people seemed to get help under our 
ministry. Of course, nothing was sa id 
about how I got there or how I was to 
get away. The church treasurer did ask 
me how two dollars would do, and I 
replied, "It would be quite all right with 
me." I was certain God would provide. 

I attended, as an invited speaker, a 
"Commencement" in one of our Bible 
schools in the early days of our Move­
ment. Had 1 remained in my home city 
for that week end, T could have filled 
the pulpit in one of our churches and 
would have received, probably, twenty­
five dollars, When it came time for me 
to leave the school, no one sai~ood-bye, 
110 one thanked me for my sel4ices, and 
no one offered me anyth ing even for 
my expenses, but away down in my 
heart 1 had a feeling of deep satisfac­
tion and rest. I was certain I was roov­
mg III God's will and learn ing much-
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needed lessons in the life 01 true faith. 
A Ii\-ing faith in Our li\·ing l.ord is a 

wonderful as~et in one's life. It may not 
he vcry strong at the beginning, hut ij 
properly exercised it will grow; and by 
means of it, eternal things become verr 
real, and we prO\'e that God is not 
trifling with us wben lIe sap, "1£ }e ask 

. 1 wi!! do." God's throne is e~tab· 

lished all faithfulness, and faithfulnec:,s 
encircles H is throne. He cannot and 
will not fail any who dare to put His 
word to the test, "Fear not, only be­
lieve. " 

Living from "hand to mouth" is a 
wortIH\'htle experience. 1 mean from 
God's hand to ollr mouth. God's r(\\"ens 
are not all dead, and in II is book lIe has 
the name and address of everyone of 
His believing children. Do not get im· 
patient if the ravens don't call at your 
house today. They -u.,i/J comt', and in 
the meantime it may prove excellent 
spiritual exercise to fast and pray. 

My first pastorate in the Pentecostal 
).tovement was a village church in a very 
prosperous coun try district. There 1 
learned Illany precious and Illuch·needed 
lessons in faith. The Assembly paid us 
as high as nine dollars per month, SOme­
times seven or eight-and then, one 
month, nothing at all. It was wonder· 
ful to stand by and see God work in our 
behalf. lie is not dependent upon any 
particular group of people. JIis re;;ources 
arc unlimited. lIe can do "exceeding 
abundantly above all that we ask or 
think." 

I was much in need of a new suit. r n 
those days one could get a good suit 
made to order for forty-five dollars, 
but that was a lot of money. I did not 
have it, nor did I have the slightest idea 
how 1 could obtain it. The phone rang 
and a poor widow asked me to meet her 
at a certain place. I did so, wonder ing 
just what her need might be. When we 
met she handed me fifty dollars, the 
price of a new su it, plus the tithe.

Ie principles which should govern the 
life of every Christian is sacrifice. Of 
cour~C this is self-evident to those who 
arc followers of the Lan,b, who is the 
symbol of !:klcrifice. Ilo\\'c\'cr, we need 
to consider what sacrifice rcally is. Lit­
erally the word means "to make 
sacred." Saar ficare arc two Latin 
words which, linked together, ha\'c that 
meaning. God asks us to clc\'ote some­
thing. to make it :.acred, to set it apart 
for II im. All this is lm'oh'cd in the 
thought of sacrifice. 

The Scriptures present the subject of 
false sacr ifice ;n the familiar words of 
Paul's first letter to the Corinthian!; 
(eh. 13)-"And though I bestow all 
my goods to feed the poor. and though 
I give my body to be burned. and have 
not charity [love], it profiteth me 
nothing." t\o man can understand the 
sacrifice of our Lord Jesus Christ in 
Ili s atonement for nlan. unless he per­
ceives the lo,'c that moti"ated it. 

But sacrifice looms so large In 

Christ's life and in the Ji"es of most of 
our heroes that we assume it to be an 
end in itself-something toward which 
we should strive. It was such thinking 
that resulted in the "Dark Ages," that 
period in which asceticism was so widely 
practiced. There are many people to­
day who will sacrifice, fast, and pray 
because they think that fasting is an end 

in itself, but we need to avoid any 
!>uch conceptions. Usually such sacri­
fice is self-imposed and consequently is 
not productive of ally good. 1t only 
breeds a "martyr" spi rit . It may win 
men's approval, but not God's. 

Sometimes missionaries come home· 
from their fields of labor and tell people 
how much they have suffered. They 
like to get credit for the deprivations 
they epdure. They wish people to know 
the hardships that they ha"e undergone. 
Such workers have their reward from 
men, but they have no reward from their 
heavenly Father. Sacrifice that i$ 
pleasing to the Lord Jesus Christ is born 
of fellowship with Him. 

I n this connection let us consider the 
first ordination sen' ice, as recorded in 
;\Iark 3 :13, 14. Christ went up into a 
mOUlltain and chose those whom He 
would. They came to Him, and l ie 
ordained twelve "that they should be 
1.1..itll Nilll." God give us more mission­
aries and witnesses who have had that 
t) pe of ordination! Further we read, 
,. . and that he might send them 
forth to preach." The subject of the 
yerb "should be with" is "they." Christ 
gave them the responsibility of keeping 
close to Him. The subject of "should 
send them forth to preach" is "He." 
Christ Hill/self undertook the respon­
sibility of sending them out to preach. 
\Ve re,"erse this order so that we send 
workers forth to preach and ask Him 
to be with them, instead of charging 
them that their primary responsibility 
is to be with Him. 

If we would ordain our ministers to 
be with Him and would give H im the 
responsibility of sending them forth to 
preach, perhaps we would experience 
less heartache in our mission fields and 
in our assel;,blies in the homeland. We 
would see more of His wiJi accompl ished 
in the world. vVhen we come to know 
Him and walk with Him, will we men-
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that gives them value 

tion our hardships? When we see the 
nail scars in His hands, will we men­
lion the calluses on our hands? Can 
we look at H is thorn-crowned brow 
and talk about our sacrifices? But if 
we ha,·c not been close to Him, if we 
ha\'c not been .. 6th this first r..lissionary, 
we may yield to the tempta tion of the 
martyr spir it and talk about the hard­
ships tha t we ha\'e endured. This is not 
the spirit of sacr ifice that the Lord 
wan ts to see in us. 

There is no finer presentation of the 
lipirit that actuated the Lord J esus 
Chri st than is found in Ph il ippians 2 :5. 
\ Ve are exhorted (to use modern 
phraseology), " H a\'e thi s spirit in you, 
which was also in Christ j esus: who, 
ex isting in the form of God , thought it 
110 t a prize to be tightly grasped to be 
equal with God." Would you readily 
give up being an Ame rican? Would 
you be willing to become a citizen of 
some foreign land ? Jesus existed in the 
form ( the very essence) of God, but 
H e did not consider being equal with 
God something to be held in His grasp. 
Yet we hold on to being Americans! 
H ow we value the privileges of Amer­
ican citi zenship ! We appreciatc its ad­
vantages, the comfort s and luxuries it 
affords, Vlie consider being an Amer­
ican a priceless possession, especially 
when we are residing in other countries. 
But my Lord did not consider being 
equal with God something to h old in 
His grasp, but emptied Himself, taking 
the form (the very existence-mode) of 
a servant. \,yhat a missionary program ! 
1t rather makes us feel ashamed of 
some of the missionary programs that 
we inaugurate. 

Taking the form of a servant, being 
made in the likeness of men, "being 
found in fashion as a man, he humbled 
himself, and became obedient unto death, 
even the death of the cross. Wherefore 
God also hath highly exalted him." And 
we know the reason why the Lord Jesus

Lord is found in the first chapler of 
John's Gospel. Immediately after the 
h.'lpllsm of Christ, accompanied \\nh the 
supernatural confirmation of the COllllng 

t1pon J lilll of the] Iol} Spirit in the 
form of a clove. the public ministry of 
-'(' .. us h('grlll. lIis first IllInistry was 
not 10 a great throng. but rather to 
two 1I1('n, on(' of \\hOIll was Andrew, 
Simon i'et(-r's brother. This unpreten­
tio\1s man, Andrew, took the news of his 
discovery home to his own brother and 
saId to him, "\\"c ha\-c found the i\lcs­
!'ia s. which is. being interpreted, the 
Christ." Then significautly we find the 
writer of the Gospel declaring. "And he 
hrought 111m to Je~lIs." This first phrase 
of John I :42 is the \'ery heart and soul 
of evangelism. Whether singly, or in 
~ma ll groups. or in a great mass gathcr~ 
ing. the business of evangelism is to 
hi m!>l) :1I1d positivcly bring the indi~ 

\'idual to a personal relationship with 
jeslls Christ. An evangelist is a bringer 
of the gospe l of Christ, and this at 
ol1ce bccomes the b\lsiness of every 
Irllly horn-again follower of the Lord. 
It is the re~ponsibility of each one to 
bring another to J esus Christ the 
Saviour. 

Christ J I imself commanded in Mat­
thew 28. "Go ye therefore. and teach 
all nations. baptizing them in thc name 
of the Father. and of the Son, and of thc 
I-Ioly Ghost: teaching thcm to observc 
all things whatsoe\'cr I ha\'c commanded 
you: and, 10, I am with you alway, cven 
unto the cnd of the world." Also in 
.!\lark 16 the urgent imperative of our 
Lord is aga in set forlll, "Go ye into 
all the world. and preach the gospel 
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ible 
anseli!li ••• 

Our task is sim ply to bring people to J esus­

whether by one's o nd two' s or by the thousands 

to cvcry creature." Great promises of 
hle!'>sing and divine enablement arc 
gn·en. and dire results of judgments are 
pronounced. The only cure is the sav­
ing gospd of Jesus Christ which we, His 
followers. must bring to a necdy world. 

The Scr iptures emphasize a divine 
urgency in this business of winning the 
lost. Jesus said, "I must be about my 
Father's bll~iness." And again I re de~ 
clared, "f /Illlsf work the works of Him 
that sent mc, while it is day; thc night 
cometh when no Illan can work." r n 
Isaiah 55:6 we read, "Seek ye the Lord 
t..hife hc may be found, call ye upon him 
'll,/tilc he is ncar," The dircct infcrcnce 
is that there will be a time when it will 
he too late to call on the name of the 
Lord. Today is the day for salvation. 
A divine "must" should characterize 
all our efforts to bring souls to Christ. 

As indicated in our text, true Bible 
c\'angelism is personal, "He brought him 
to Jesus." Luke 10 tells of a man rob~ 
bed and beatcn and left for dead; and 
though others passed by in unconcern, 
thcre came a Samar itan by that way who 
came where he was, and saw him, and 
had compassion on him, and went to 
him. Jesus was "moved with compas~ 
sion"- l-Ie is our example of evangcl ism. 

John declares, in chapter 4, "Jesus 
needs must go through Samaria." 
Known only to our Lord was the fact 
that a lonely, sinful, despondent woman 
sat at Jacob's well waiting for the 
Etcrnal Son of God to pass that way to 
n~inister to her needy sou l. \Vhat pathos, 
what depth of meaning lay in thc answer 
Jesus gave H is disciples when they re­
turned from the city, " I have meat to 
eat that ye know not of." Inner joy and 
soul satisfaction are to be found in 
the truest sense in faithful service in 
personal testimony. 

On another occasion a despised Jew, 
turned tax gatherer for the hated Roman 

conqueror, is singled out by our Lord. 
lie invited himself to the man's home 
for dinner, and there personally forgave 
the man his sins, and he became a fol­
lower of the Lord from that day for­
ward. 

Onc of the mo:;t striking facts of the 
life and ministry of Christ is that He 
constantly responded to personal human 
nced. This quali ty seems to have been 
evcr present in the ministry of the dis~ 
ciplcs as well. The gospel is a per­
sonal gospel. Each individua l for him­
self must repent and tum to God. 

Even a casua l perusal of Scripture 
will immediately reveal that mass evan~ 
gelistll is Sc riptural. On one occasion 
Jesus fed five thousand men besides 
WOmen and childrcn, and in ~latthew 3, 
"erses 5 and 6, we read, "Then went out 
10 him J erusalcm, and all J mica, and all 
the region round about Jordan, and 
were baptized of him in Jordan, con~ 
fessing their sins." And in Acts 2:41, 
"The same day there were added unto 
thcm about three thousand sou ls." 

I n the glowing account of the mar­
velous revival at Samaria we find th is 
statement, "Philip went down to the city 
of Samaria and preached Christ to 
them ... the pcople with one accord 
gave heed .' and there was great joy 
in that city." It seemed that almost the 
whole city was moved to turn to God 
under the ministry of this anointed dea~ 
can. 

\Ve dare not limit God. Nothing is 
too hard fo r the Almighty. \\'e must 
expect great things for "all things arc 
possible." \Vhile it is true that each 
for himself Illust turn to God, yet the 
history of the Christian church is that 
repeatedly multitudes have been moved 
by the power of conviction through the 
Holy Ghost and all some occasions even 
thousands have been known to turn to 
God in a single day. Vie owe to the 
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world such a powerful go~pel, such a 
demonstration of the Holy Ghost. 

True e,'angelism is Bible·ccntered. 
Paul declared, "I am not ashamed of 
the gospel of Christ, for jt is the power 
of God unto salvation." The very heart 
and soul of the great Samaritan revival 
.!Jeems to be that "Philip went down to 
Samaria and preached Christ," the lil·· 
ing Word of God. Paul admonished 
T imothy, "Preach the V/ord." And 
again we read, "Thy word is a lamp un· 
to my feet and a light unto my path· 
way." The Word of God Quickened by 
the Holy Spirit is indeed the strength 
of lasting e\'angelism. \\'hether in 
pri,'ate or in public, God's eternal Word 
becomcs the powcr of God unto salvation 
to all who will believe, \Ve need no ex· 
aggeratcd claims, no pretense of sup· 
posed results. A statement of fact, a 
testimony of experience, coupled with 
the anointing of the Spi rit upon God's 
Word , has always produced marvel­
ous, tangible, lasting results. Souls are 
savcd, people miraculously healcd, 
believers supernaturally filled with the 
Spirit, chu rches spring into existence 
when God's \·Vord, preached in power, 
becomes operative to the confusion of 
the enemy and the blessing and eternal 
salvation of the souls of men. I t is our 
business, responsibility and privilege to 
bring thc lost to Christ. 

Finally, the entire Book of Acts is a 
running account of ordinary people 
anointcd with the H oly Ghost going 
about doing the work of evangel ism. 
\Ve may have all of the attributes and 
requirements, but there remains the onc 
absolute, dcmanding imperati\'e and 
that is that wc be activated and anointed 
with the Holy Ghost and fire if we 
are to accomplish our miSSion. Time 
after time church history records that 
men "full of the Holy Ghost" went 
about accomplishing miraculous things. 
Needs were met , longings sati sfied and 
the work of the Lord advanced exactly 
in proportion to the measure of super­
natural anointing which came upon 
them. 'We need to obey the command in 
Ephesians 5: 18, "Be not drunk with 
wine, wherein is excess ; but be filled 
''lith the Spirit," and evangelize in the 
power of that infilling. 

E very Christian should use his Bible 
as a fuJl~l ength mirror, with this motto 
before him: " Before you go out and 
tell anybody that you rcpresent Christ 
and the Church, look yourself over and 
see whether you do or not."

Russia Permits Rabbis to Visit There 
The So\- iet Union has granted permission for five ortho­

dox rabhi s from the U. S. to visit Russia and "meet with 
represcntativcs of the Jewish community" there- the first 
time since 1917 that such permission bas been granted. 

Egypt Expels Two Pr~testant Mission Teachers 
Two British Protestant mission school teachers were or­

dered cxpelled from Egypt for teaching Christianity to 
Moslem students. They werc charged with violating a law 
p .. "'l.sscd last December forbidding pupils in any pr ivate or gov­
ernment school to be taught a religion other than that prac­
ticed by their parents. 

Pope Wonts New Dogma About Mary 
Acco rding to a report from Rome, Pope PillS XlI has in­

structcd three committees of theologians to study a ncw 
dogma concerning the Virgin !\lary. The Pope desires a 
dogma which will be defined as "Mary's Universal Media­
tion." Such a dogma would direct that all prayers must 
reach God through the Virgin :Mary only. 

Opera Star Becomes Active Gospel Worker 
Jerome Hines, bass soloist of the New York Metropolitan 

Opera Company. has become an active gospel worker. For 
two years Mr. Hines worked on an original Life of Chr ist 
opera before he yielded hi s own heart to the Saviour. Now 
both he and his wife regularly join Salvation Army workers, 
smglllg and witnessing for Christ in New York's Bowery 
area.

An announcement from scholars 
at the University of Manchester in England, who had exam­
ined two copper scroll s found nea r the Dead Sea, touched 
off the treasure hunt. They £aid the scroll s gave information 
concerning 200 tons of gold and silver hidden in the area, 
but the scholars expressed doubt whether such treasure ac­
tually exists . They said, however, that the treasure hunt 
may uncover other ancient scrolls of great value. 

120,000 Children March in Sunday School" Parade 
About 120,000 Protestant children and their teachers 

marched in theJ27th Anniversary Day parade in Brooklyn, 
New York, last month celebrating the founding of the 
Brooklyn Sunday School Union in 1816. Publ ic elementary 
schools were closed for the day. The huge Sunday School 
parades in Brooklyn have been taking place every year since 
1829. The theme of this year's observance was "Christ, 
the Word of God." The motto was inscribed on paper 
shoulder bands worn by the youngsters, and also appeared 
on many of the floats that accompanied the marchers.

Sunday Observance Campaign Is Spreading 
Across the country thcre is an c\,cr-lIIcreasing demand 

that all nonessential businesses be closed on Sundays. Il ere 
are a few recent developments: 

In Cle"eland, Ohio, Police ProseclLtor Bernard Conway 
is now arresting presidents of firms that do business on 
Sunday in violation of the state law. Previously the po1icc 
had arrested the cashiers or clerks of offending stores, but 
':\1r. Conway decided that "the only way to stop these viola­
tions is to charge the person who causes the store to he 
opened." 

In Akron, Ohio, Law Director Edward O. Erickson asked 
a 43-member Sunday Obse rvance Committee-which in­
cludes representatives of Protestants, Catholics, labor unions, 
and merchants organizations- to fornmlate a policy to guide 
his office in pursuing the course of strict enforcement re­
quested by the group. 

:\1eanwhilc, clergymen in Toledo, Ohio, were campaigning 
against business on Sunday. Protestant clergymen in Ih ­
cine, \,\lisconsin, preached sermons against descerating the 
Lo rd's Day not on ly with business but with parades, sports 
events, etc. And at South Holland, Ill inoi s, the citizens 
went to the polls and decided, by a vote of 1345 to 173, to 
adopt an ordinance that will require all motels, restaurants, 
service stations, and drug storcs to be closed on Sundays.

New Churches in Tennessee

lation and its 743 ci ties and cOllulltlll i . 

lies offe rs a real challenge to consec rated 
worker~ to help establi sh churches in 
our stal(', T here arc 90 As~('mbl ics 
of God churches in Tennessee, with a 
Sunday School en rollment of 10,522 
mcmbers. 

We ha ve churches in approximately 
65 cities, leaving the number of un· 
rcached communities at over 650. 
Among these arc cities which range in 
population from 1,@ to 40,000. 

We have made slow progress in the 
past few years. H owever, in ten months 
we have opened ten new works and 
many of these are showing real growth. 
Souls arc being saved and Sunday 
Schools arc 0 11 the increase. Young peo­
ple from many of our Bible Schools have 
heard the call of God and responded, 
but there is much yet to do. 

The di strict officials and the Home 
Missions Department are doing much 
to help us. We are encouraging all our 
churches to co-operate with the World 
~Ii ssions program. We have inaugurated 
a Church Extension Fund and built 
our fir st church. \Ve have set our goal 
to help at least one new church a year 
from Ihis Extension Fund. Recently on 
a district tour we received enough in 
pledges and cash to start another church 
thi s year. 

Here are reports from some our 
newer churches. 

MAYNARDVILLE 

1n October of 1955, Louis C. Kola 
with his fam ily came to Tennessee to 
fu lfill the caU that God had la id on their 
hearts some time before. 1\1 r. Kota 
graduated from South-Eastern Bible 
J nstitute in Lakeland, Florida, and came 
directly to Tennessee.

The Lord led them to Maynardville 
where they held prayer meetings 
throughout the winter. In January this 
year the people purchased five acres 
of land on the main highway leading 
into ;"Iaynardville. 

A portahle tahernacle owned by tbe 
Knoxville Section of this district was 
moved to the property. This taberna­
cle, which is 32 by 48 feet, is complete 
with platform, benches, oil heaters, piano 
and altars. Two loads of shavings were 
put down for flooring and Sunday 
School was Slarted. The first Sunday 
they had an attendance of twenty-five 
and by the end of February the Sunday 

School a\'erage was thirty-three. 
Services were held only on weekends 

at fir~t but now they have a mid-week 
!-.en·icc, regular Sunday services and 
Sunday School. Several have given 
their hearts to the Lord and God i~ 
wonderfully blessing. All lhe needs art' 
being met and the people are looking to. 
God for greater things. 

.lfANCIIESTER 

It was around May I, 1954, that O. L. 
Jolley, pastor of the Assembly of God 
at Smartt Station, Tennessee, came to 
).Ianchester to conduct a prayer meeting 
in the home of W. 11. Cook who had 

Temporary home of the Manchester (Tenneuee) Assembly, started in 1954 
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moved here from Georgia. Brother Jol­
ley continued these prayer meetings for 
a1)()ut six weeks on nights when it did 
not interfere wi th his pa~toral work. 
T hey were temporarily stopped becau!.e 
of Boys and Girls camp. Brother Jolley 
went to camp with the prayer in his 
heart that God would dircct him to !.ome­
one who would come to 1lanchester on 
a full-time basis. Robert Webb was ap­
proached about coming, and God seemed 
to direct him and )'1r5. Webb to this 
field of labor. 

The tent owned by the section was 
erected and serv ices got under way July 
11, 1954. These senices continued 
(without Sunday School) until Octo­
ber 1 when the group rented a yacant 
funeral home building. The Sunday 
School was begun in October, 1954. 

J\[r. \"'ebb remained as pastor of the 
church until August 1, 1955, and the 
church showed marked gro\\·th under 
his able leadership. 

Jerry J ones became the new pastor, 
and just prior to hi s coming the con­
gregation moved to a church building 
vacated by Baptists. T he Sunday School 
averaged 41 the first year, and boasts 
an average of 52 for the first five months 
of the new Sunday School year. The 
church is self-supporting and efforts are 
heing made to obtain property on which 
to erect their own church. 

MURFREESBORO 
Accompanying this article is a picture 

of the first unit of construction of the 
F ull Gospel Assem bly in l<.Iurfreesboro, 
Tennessee, where L. i\.I. Hadler is pas­
tor. This is the first church to be bttilt 
with a loan ($2,500) from the newly 
formed Tennessee District Extension 
Fund plan fo r the construct ion of home 

miSSions churche~ in this state. Tilt' 
Extension Fund i" operated in much 
the same way as the national llli.;"ion 
C. S. A. Share Plan Loan Fund, only 
on a district basis. 

It was possible to begin cOllslrurtlon 
much sooner because of the loan rc­
ccived from this fund. In fact, had nOl 

such a loan been available. the ~lurfrees­
boro Full Gospel Assembly prob.1.bly 
would still be in the planning ~tagc 
rather than actually under constructiOIl. 

The local congregation has raised :lp­
proximately $2,400 to add to the :.lmount 
rcceived from the district. By the time 
you read this. the congrcgation ~hould 
be ill its new quarters. The loan will 
be repaid in monthly installments to the 
Extens ion Fund so that other home llllS­

~ions churches can be built. 
The churches of the Nashville 5('C­

tion and the Tennessee District ha\'e 
helped in many ways. Tennessee is try­
ing hard to do its ,hare in the nation­
al I,OO)-Church Crusade. 

JOHNSON Cln" 
Fred D. i\fcDaniel writes: "rn 

August, 1955, we began a new churrh 
in Johnson City . Upon arriving here we 
found about eight or nine people inter­
ested in the building of a ncw work. 

'·\Ve began by having prayer ll1eeling~ 
in homes which we continued for about 
ten weeks. At that time we wcre able 
to start the basement for the church 
in an excellent location within the city 
limits. \Ve had Sunday School in a 
home for three weeks prior to the time 
of moving into the new basement church. 
Now we are in the church, which is 
Ycry nicely decorated, and the Lord is 
blessing. 

"The church is growing. \Ve had an

\\'hen we pray He is a Father! 

Ollr Fulhrr, whic11 art in "eave'l 
The king may awe his subjects with 

hi s majesty. But when his son comes 
to sit on his lap he seems like any com­
mon maTI. The scientist may confound 
us with his wisdom of mathematics; but 
when his little girl puts her arms about 
his neck he is just a parent! The mighty 
Industrialist , the great labor leader, the 
empire builder-all these relax their ser­
ious faces in the presence of the chil­
dren that smile upon them! 

Jesus docs not say we should come 
to God with ponderous titles on our 
tongue. \Ve approach Him as a Parent. 
That is, if He is ou r Father! We must 
not o,rerlook the importance of this per­
sonal relationship. Only in a creative 
sense is He Father to all men. There is 
a particular, intimate way in which He 
becomes a Father to the disciples, those 
who come to Him through the grace 
of His 5011. Those who come in such 
manner are "born from above." They 
have received "the adoption of sons." 
"God hath sent forth the Spirit of His 
Son into their hearts, crying. 'Abba. 
Father.''' They are "the children of 
God: and if children, then heirs; heirs 
of God, and joint heirs with Christ."

The Church is more than an organiza­
tiOl1, more than a fellowship. It IS a 
family! 

This idea that Christiani ty is a "fam­
ily affair" in the disciples' relationship 
to God is extended throughout the pray­
er Jesus taught us to pray. Tn fact, it 
is borne out in all the New Testament. 
Let us look at the prayer in this light. 

Hall<nl'ed be Tlly "allle. 
1 s it not natural for a child to praise 

his parents-if they be parents worthy 
of the Ilame? A ch ild that coukl not 
brag on his mother and father has lost 
something he can never regain; so ha-.1e 
the mother and father! How can we 
help but praise someone dear to us, and 
whom ,,,e love? Let Christians be not 
too quick to su rrender the "old-fash­
ioned" idea of praising God 1 His 
praises are like a thousand bells 
throughout the pages of the New Testa­
ment. 

A friend told me he was sitting 
in his home office when his little girl 
came in and stood gazing at him. He 
sa id, "\\'hal do you want, honey?"' She 
said, "1 just want to look at you-you 
look so nice!" Well! Is there a Christian 
who docsn't want to "look" at his 
Father, noting how wonderful He is? 
Let us hallow I-li s dear Name. 

Thy ,.ill be dOlle. 
What child does not recognize the 

authority of a true father? Any boy 
expects to be disciplined by his parents. 
Real parents know that discipline is 
necessary for true training of their chil­
dren. It gives a child great pleasure 
when he pleases his father and mother. 
There are two things every child needs: 
love and discipline. When Billy Gra­
ham's mother thought she might have 
"taken Billy 10 the woodshed" too often, 
Billy was the first to remonstrate! It 
was good for him, he said! Discipline, 
as the writer of Hebrews slales, is not 
plcasureable when it is happening, but 
ajlcrZl..'ards it brings forth good fruit! 
And if you suffer no chastisement, says 
the same writer, you are not God's son! 
To have God's love we must also ex­
pect His discipline. 

Give us t/lis day ollr daily bread. 
The boys and girls who sit at a table 

and look at their parent are aware that 
he has provided them with food. They 
expect this from him, though they are 
grateful, if they be worthy children. 
To be a parent is to pledge support 
and protection for one's own. This is 
the way of life. even among most birds 
and beasts. There is nothing strange 
about God looking after His ch ildren ! 

It is possible to carry this idea into 
absurdity. There is often a trend to 
make God a part of "good business" 1 
Christ gave no pledge that Christians 
should have Cadillacs or mink coats. 
He promised bread! A good father 
does not make a spendthrift out of his 
boy; neither does God make one of His 
son! 
Forgive 1I.s ollr debts, as we jorgive aliT 

debtors. 
When little Johnny and Mary do 

wrong they must ask forgiveness. It 
has been said that until we know for ­
giveness we cannot love. There is no 
strong affection between a man and his 
child when the latter has not asked 
for and received forgiveness for a 
wrong. We do not truly love God until 
we are conscious He has fo rgiven us 
our sms.

But it is not enough that Johnny 
a~ forgiveness of hi" daddy If he ha" 
harmed ~[ary he must make amends to 
her, too. And !'he must forgive him. 
Else the family cannot remain intact. 
Is there anything more embarrassing to 
us than to have children that fll"':' and 
hrawl? l!i it not also emh.;urassing to 
God to have a bickering and quarreling 
Church? 

I t is not enough that we a!ik the 
Father to forgi\'e our debts.

Jesus Him5C1f was 
tempted like as we are. And 1 Ie was 
God's unique Son. Parents stand watch­
ful when baby begins to walk, to sustain 
him if he stumbles and fall s. But later 
when he can walk alone they are less 
watchful. Ah, but let the son or daughter 
come to great grief or danger, even after 
the years have passed, and the parents 
will run to their aid! The eternal 
Father will not be less considerate of 
His own. 

Tn answer to the request of the dis­
ciples that Christ teach them to pray, He 
gave them this masterpiece, this great 
prayer. And at the heart o( it is the 
idea of a Father gathering with His 
family in communion. All the aspects of 
God's awful power, His earth~shaking

T RL'E CHRISTJ..\:>;S LOVE TO SI:>;G. Al.L 

do not have beautiful voice:'-. but they 
10\'e to praise the Almighty in a ml'lodic 
way ... \nO Christians do have something 
to sing aboul. 

The Bible has much to say ahout 
singing. Earthly music had its inception 
some six thousand years ago with J u­
bal, "the father of all such a.s handle tilt' 
harp and organ" (Gen. 4:21) . It I'" 
interesting to note in pas:;ing that tht' 
name "Jubal" is synonymous in sonorilY, 
if not in fact, with the word "jubilee" 
in our language. What would a jubilt'e 
be without music? A jubilee to the 
Jews was a time of festivity. Every fifty 
years they celebrated a jubilee in COIll­

memoration of the deliverance of their 
forefathers from Egyptian bondage. 

One of the most poignant and touch­
ing scenes of hYllln-~inging is implied 
in },Iark l4 :26. Jesus had just in~ti· 
tuted the Lord's Supper; the bread harl 
been broken and eaten, and the fruit of 
the vine had been poured, and all had 
drunk from the cup. "And whell they 
had sung an hymn, they wenl out into 
the mount of Olives." \\'hat Psalm 
they sang mllst be only a matter of con~ 
jecture, but quite pos~ibly it was one 
of gratitude. 

The Psalms are filled with injunctions 
for the believer to sing prai~es to God. 
The Psalmist entreats us to "sing forth 
the honour of His name" (Psa. 66:2). 
AI;d he declares, "I will praise Thee, 
o Lord, among the people: and I will 
sing praises unto Thee among the na­
tions" (Psa. 108:3). 

One verse in the Psalms is p.."lrticl1-
larly interesting to me: "Sing unto II illl 
a new song" (P5.."l. 33 :3). How is it 
possible to sing a "new" song to God? 
i\lost often we are bound by our hym­
nals, which we love very much; and al­
though the songs never seem to lose 
their appeal we cannot truthful!y say 
in every sense of the word that they 
are "new."

DELEGATION from RUSSIA

o N :-'lo~mAY Jt:NE 4, 1956, r HAD 

the privilege of a personal interview 
with the H.us!1ian delegation from the 
.\I1-lJnion Council of Evangelical Chris­
tians-Baptists. f .cading the group was 
Jako,' Zh idkov, president of the Coun­
cil. The other members were Nikola i 
Lcvindanto. vice president, Jlya l vanov, 
trrasure-r. Alexander Karev, and Miss 
Klaudia Tyrova, a youth worker in the 
Baptist church in l\ loscow. 

J mmt admit that I did nOt know 
ju"t what to expect frolll thi s group be­
cause of preconceived ideas frOIll read­
ing the papers and hea rsay. I was 
amazed at the fervent Christian love 
that flowed so freely from these friends. 
1 t was like meeting with fri ends yotl 
had lo\'ed dearly and had not seen for 
a while. They made one to know im· 
mediately that Jesus was real to them 
and that the fire was burning in their 
hearts. 

The reason for thi s interview was 
to inquire conce rning our Pentecostal 
brethren in Russia. Some years ago it 
was necessary for our brethren to unite 
with the Baptists and othe r evangelicals. 
Brother Zhidkov told me that at the 
time they united, there were two groups 
of Pentecostals that came in with them. 
One of these groups practiced foot 
washing. white the other did not. He 
assured me that our brethren were loved 
and appreciated and are given equal 
privilegcs in the church. Brother 
Ponomarchuk, who is Pentecostal, is on 
their board of administration. They 
plan soon to expand this board so that 
the brethren of our faith may have a 
fuJI representation on this governing 
board. 

To be with these brethren and hear 
them speak is to know that our Pente· 
costal brethren have had a great influ· 
encc. In fact. I heard one of their 
group speaking in a Baptist church tell 
the congregation they needed to be 
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"immersed or baptized in the Holy 
Spirit just as they were immersed or 
baptized in waler." They also men­
tioned in the open meeting, \vith a feel­
ing of joy, that the Pentecostals had 
un ited with them. 

They told me that there is no way 
to really determine how many Pente­
costal people there are in Russia. They 
are fully united with the Baptists in 
every way. They have no separate (lr­
ganization of their own. Our brethren 
who are pastors and e\'angelists have 
equal rights and privileges with the 
other ministers. They pastor churches 
and fill the pulpit just as the other 
brethren do. I n other words, our Pen­
tecostal churches are known and op· 
erate as Baptist churches. They have 
no separate organization within the 
Baptist group. 

As to whether any of ollr brethren 
might visit the churches in Russia, I was 
told that thi s is a comparatively easy 
matter now. It would be best to go as 
a touri st, they said. Cook's Travel 
Agency of Chicago has already booked 
passage for many Christians who are 
going as tourists this summer for the 
purpose of visiting the Christians and 
the churches in Russia. The president, 
Brother Jakov Zhidkov, made me to 
know that our Pentecostal brethren from 
America would be warmly rcceived by 
the Baptists. 

In their churches they have five serv· 
ices each week with a minimum of two 
sermons; often there are five se rmons in 
one service which usually lasts for 
five hours. They have 520,(0) bap· 
tized members and are increasing their 
membership at an average rate of from 
10,(0) to 12,0)) each year. They have 
5,OCO pastors. However, they have no 
Bible schools nor seminaries. It is left 
up to each individual church to train and 
prepare new ministers. 

No one is baptized in water under the 
age of eighteen. They have no Sunday 
Schools in which to teach the ch ildren 
and young people. I was to ld, however, 
that the pastor is permitted to go into 
the individual homes and teach the chil · 
dren and, of course, the paren.ts ha ve the 
privilege of teaching the children can· 
cerning the Lord at home. 

Their churches arc filled beyond ca­
pacity. One of them made the state­
ment that "if you dropped an apple 
anywhere in the building, it would surely 
hit someone." Another said, "Our 
building is filled from wall to wall. We 
have no ai sle space." They spoke of 
revival in Russia and their lives ex­
pressed the spirit of revival. Their 
young people arc very zealous for the 
Lord, witnessing everywhere. Some are 
entering the field (If higher education in 
order that they might have the oppor­
tunity to witness for Christ among their 
associates. The young people are very 
active with the choir and music. To 
quote one delegate, "Jesus means ev· 
erything to them." Another interesting 
fact is that the young people corres­
{XInd very freely with each other to en­
courage each other in the Lord. I was 
assured that correspondence from us 
here in America would be welcomed.

AN APPEAL FROM CHINA-

A Russian Refugee's letter 
by CONSTANTINE SHEVCHENKO, Shanghai 

P EACE BE TO YO 1:, DEAR BRETIIREl", 

and sisters in Christ! I send greetings 
from a group of twenty-five families, 
160 'souls in all, who arc Pentecostal 
believers fronl Russia now in the refugee 
camps in Tiensen in the city of Kuldge. 
\Vc are fanners and tradesmen who long 
to emigrate to your fair Jand. How­
ever, this is impossible at the present 
til11e. 

I was born in the ukraina (USSR) 
in 1926. j\1y family moved across the 
border into China in 1933 and settled 
in Kuldgc, where we have lived for 
twenty-three years. My father was 
a Christian having been saved in his 
early youth. He went to be with the 
Lord in 1946. Like Ilim, 1 found the 
Lord in my youth, praise God! 

For the past two years I have lived 
in Shanghai, where 1 went to find 
work. Being a carpenter, I found it 
most difficult to get work as it is im­
possible to do any building unless one 
belongs to the ruling party. 

This situation makes it very hard for 
us. Poverty and hunger met us on our 
arrival. Among the twenty-five fam­
ilies of us, there is not sufficient to rent 
a room in which to make our ch ildren 
warm and comfortable. Truly our con­
dition is desperate and grows worse 
each day. In our desperation we are 
turning to you for financ ial help. Per­
haps you could help us through Shtumna 
[an organization through which help 
can be channeled]. We have not re­
ceived any help through this organiza­
tion yet, though others, who arrived 
before we did, have done so.

\\'e a:;k that you help us materially 
and spiritually. Do pray for liS, your 
brethren in the Lord. YOll can also 
help by sending spiritualliteralurc to us. 
1 t will mean much to yOllng and old. 
\\'e will be glad to pass such literattlre 
around here in Shanghai. 

In the accompanying picture you :;ec 
the Assembly in Kuldge. That is where 
we came from and where we were born 
of the Spirit. All shown in the picture 
are refugees without a COllntry and 
without citizenship. 

A number of refugees returned to the 
USSR. The Baptists among us also re­
turncd so that only the Pentecostal be­
lieycrs remain. Whatever Christian lit­
erature you can send us will help so 
Illuch in the teaching of the believers. 
We would appreciate Russian periodi­
cals put out by the Russian Branch of 
the Assemblies of God, and other good 
tracts and books which you think would 
help us. 

Whatever is sent should be sent to me 
at Shanghai and T will forward it to the 
other Christians. The church in 
Kuldge has received no literature from 
any source as there was no channel 
through which it could be sen t. The 
young people, having no Christian lit­
eraturc, have been reading worldly 
material. We did receive Bibles from 
A rgentina, which I gave to the church, 
but no literature other than that has 
come from there. 

Brother Kolb in Australia sent twen­
ty-five songbooks which were grate­
fully received. Whenever I receive the 

address of a belie'er, I write for ..ome 
spiritual literature. 

1 wish we could send you money for 
Bibles and literature, but we haven·t 
any to l>end. The belic,·ers in Kuldg-e 
did manage to send twenty rubles for 
Bibles. Hut we can do no more. 

1 f you can help us financially we <,hall 
be sO grateful. Some of our brethren 
find it nece..;sary to beg in order to live, 
begging from one person this week 
and from another the next week. Tht, 
need is great, to which God i~ our "It­
ness. 

Please do not leave our petition un­
heeded. .\nswcr us :;oon!

Our lesson, an incident frol11 the life of good King Jc­
hoshaphul , IS a wonderful iliu!)tration of the principles and 
actions by which al1 of us can win spiritual victories today. 

The Opportllllit}, for Vutory (2 ehron. 20:1,2). "There 
cometh a great multitude against thee," This an opportull­
Ity for victory? Indeed so ! Trial and trouble a rc per­
mitted of God not for the purpose of th scotlraging liS OT 

c<lusing liS pain, but in order to bring tiS spi ritual enlarge­
ment and blessing and experimental knowledge of God's all­
sufficiency. This means that trouble hecomes OllT servant 
and not Ollr master. 

The Prayer of l'iclory (2 Chroll. 20:3·12). "Jeho!:ihaphat 
feared ." Fear which paralyze!:i faith and produces doubt is to 
be avoided ; but fcar which drives us to God in faith is a very 
wholesome thing! 

"Jchoshaphat ... se t himself to seek the Lord." \Vise 
Jeho!:ihapbat! Instead of making prayer hi s last resort, 
he put it first. Why are we so s1O\\I to do likewise? 
Jehoshapbat al so enli sted the nation in united fasting and 
prayer. Today we dtplore the extremes to which some 
have gone in their teaching on fasting; but do we not likewise 
err and llliliS God because many of liS ignore it entirely? 

There iii a great deal of difference in the "Way people pray. 
Observe how Jeholihaphat went about it: 

( I ) 1 lis prayer recognized God's power al1d sovereignty. 
(2) 1-1 is prayer recognized his relationship to God. 

"Thou art OUR God." And this was the basis of his faith! 
(3) lIi s prayer recalled God's cove!la!lt~promises to 11i s 

people. God has entered into a "better covenant" with tiS 

through Chr ist. By the terms of that covenant we have been 
promi!:icd deliverance for tbe sou l, mind, spirit , and body. 

(4) lIi s prayer contained awareness of human inability. 
"We havc no might against this great comp~ny." With all 
Ollr modern means of assistance in gospel work--organiza~ 
lion, better methods, radio, telcvision, and so all- we do well 
to remember our own human helplessness! 

(5) I li s prayer confessed lack of knowledge. "Neither 
know we what to do ." Happy admission! Nothing here of 
carnal dependence upon one's own intelligence or ingenuity! 
1n tbese dayS of religious confusion, deception, and com~ 
plexity, we need definitely to seek the Lord for the wisdom 
from aLovc which lJe waits to bestow, 

(6) 1Iis prayer was focused on God alone. "But our 
eyes aTe upon thee." Here is the source of faith-God Him· 
self! The only faith wh ich accomplishes anything in the 
spiritual realm is a faith which is centered in God through 
Jeslls Christ 1Iis Son! "Looking unto Jesus, the author and 
fin isher of our faith," is the abiding p rescription for the 
faith wh ich wins victories and docs exploits 1

moods. It is difficult for us to grasp 
the vi sion of the high place to which 
God has raised uS in Christ Jesus. \\'e 
are no longe r of the earth, earthy. OU!' 
ancest ry is no excuse for bad temper or 
wrong action . \Ve have an inheritance 
in Him and H e in us! F eelings and 
moods must not dominate. They may 
change, but the Word of our God shall 
s tand forever! ITe would have us 
measurillg and reason ing all things br 
the Scripture. 

He tell s us that His strength is made 
perfect in weakness (2 Corinthians 
12:9). He also promises that as Ollr 
days, so shall ollr strcngth bc (Deu· 
teronomy 33 :25) . 1 re \\'i11 forg ive all 
our iniquities, heal all our d i ~eascs, and 
redeem our Jives from destruction 
( P salm 103:3,4) . H e will supply all 
our needs according to His riches in 
glory (Ph ilippians 4:19) . We live and 
move in an enti rely new realm. Our 
citizenship is in heaven, and we arc 
commanded to mind heavenly things. 
'vVe are the body of Ch ri st; bone of Hi s 
bone and flesh of His flesh .

Tlli:> i~ the 
condi tion to be fulfilled: "Submit your­
sc1\'e~ therdore to God." ~ l al1Y people 
ha\'e little resistance again::.t the de\'il 
because their submission to God is in­
complete or sporadic. An army that 
is in rebellion against its COlll1l13nder­
in-Chief is easy prey for the enemy. 
H ere it i::. well for us to take inventory. 
Is our a1l la id on the altar of sacrifice? 
b our property at God's disposal? Our 
bank account? Our loved ones? The 
time to lay each treasured posscssion 
down at the I\laster's feet is whcn all 
is goin g well. Then if God should 
choose to take any or all of that which 
i::; ilis, wc will not in any wise become 
embittered. ( Uaving given back to Him 
tlwt which is rightfully Ili s, we can­
not reseh t H is doing with it as H e will.) 
Consecration and committal in them­
selves will solve many of our problems. 

Let us look at Jesus' life for a-nlOll1cnt. 
Did cver mortal lay a side so much to do 
the Father's will ? l ie made Himself 
of no reputation. 1\[ uch of ou r d if­
ficulty lies in trying to bc someone, o r 
s truggling for recognition. We are un ­
willing to be overlooked. J esus 'was 

somcone, but H e chose to humble Him­
self. God Himself resists the proud. 
Few realize that self-pity is a form 
of pr ide. The truly humble wi!! never 
cry "Why did thu s and thus happen to 
mer" Why not? I n our flesh dwe!!cth 
no good thing: and in ourseh'es we 
deserve no good thing.

On Sunday morning, May 21, 1738, 
a young Englishman lay sick in bed. 
He tossed and turned, gripped by doubt s 
and fears. If he should die, would he 
be saved? How could he be sure of 
salvation? He tried to pray, He tried 
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~ecration and maintained his spiritual 
seme of \·alues. Christ was stili the 
prize that wa" worth anything to ob· 
tain. When we read the c;ixth chapter of 
~econcl Corinthians, we realize that by 
comparison we are bowled o\"er by SO 
little! God can give us grace even to 
forgive tho!>e who might stone us to 
death, as Stephen did, or to pray as 
Jesus did, "Father, forgive them, for 
they know not what they do." 

"Finally, brethren, whatsoever things 
are true, whatsocver things are honest, 
whatsoever things are just, whatsoever 
things are pure, whatsoever things are 
lovely, whatsoever things are of good 
report; if there be any virtue, and if 
there be any praise, th ink on these 
things" (Phi lippians 4 :8). Right 
thoughts are extremely important; there· 
fo re the Word becomes \'ery specific. 
It shows that truth alone is not a suf· 
fident test 10 apply to a mental sugges· 
tion. !'.Ieditating solely uJX>n some­
thing trlle could lead us into avenues 
of horrible and depressive th inking. But 
ii the subject is not only tru e but also 
hOliest, j ll st, pure, and lovely we may 
meditate upon it with profit. Thoughts 
that are pure and lovely will protect li S 

from the unholy things that bomb.ud 
us from the billboards, magazines, tcle· 
vision and radio. They will establish us 
in a pureness of heart that will some 
day enable us to see God! Proper 
thinking will reach back into memory's 
casket for prec ious and beautiful memen· 
tos of the past; it will beautify the 
present; and it will inspire us to face

As strength from 
above filled her, she opened her mouth 
and spoke: "In the name of Jesus of 
Nazareth, arise and believe, and thou 

the iuture with joyous anticipation.

"are of good report" - to think the 
kind of thoughts we could divulge with· 
out shame. "If there be any virtue, and 
if there be any praise, think on these 
things."

Surely if we can trust ou r never·dying 
souls to H is keeping we call trust our 
lives to His care for lime's short span! 
We are persuaded that He will carry us 
safely across the chilly waters of Jor· 
dan; or, if He comes before we die, He 
will rebuke the law of gravity and gather 
us unto Himself. We know He will 
hold us in the hollow of His hand when 
heaven and earth shall 1).1.SS away, and 
keep us through all eternity. Then cer­
tainly we can trust H jill to protect us 
now, and can rest in the blessed as· 
surance that He will bring us through 
every test and deliver us from all that 
plagues us in tbi s present day. 

shal t be healed of all thine infirmities." 
To the young man the words seemed 

to be spoken by God Himself. Faith 
took hold in his heart. He believed. He 
was healed. Peace flooded his heart and 
he went forth with a new ringing mes­
sage-salvation through faith! 

Today the whole world knows of 
the mighty revival that swept England 
through the preaching of Charles Wes­
ley (and his brother, John). Charles 
Wesley's hym ns are sung in every de­
nomination. Historians, however, are 
not even agreed as to the name of the 
woman who spoke the faith· inspiring 
words to him. She was but an obedient 
instrument in the Master's hand, a voice 
at the door!
