OF' THE Righteous

I N L U K E 2:25-28 (\VILLIAMS' 

Translation) we read , "Now there was 
in Jerusalem a man named Symcon, an 
upright, devollt man; he wa~ expecting 
to sec the consolation of Israel, and he 
was under the guidance of the Holy 
Spirit. It had been revealed to him by 
the Holy Spirit that he should not die 
without seeing the Lord's l\Iessiah. So 
under the Spirit's guidance he went into 
the tempie, and when the parents 
brought the child Jesus there to do for 
Him as the custom of the law required, 
Symeon also took Him in hi s arms and 
blessed God .... " 

R ighteousness is rewarded in this life 
and in the life to come. Nothing is more 
certain or su re than this. God has prom­
ised liS an inheritance, It always pays to 
live for God, both in time and in eter­
nity. 

This passage of Scripture reveals five 
outstanding characteristics about the 
aged Symeon. The combination of these 
five will bring you the desired re\\'ard , 
the fulfillment of yOLr highest hopes 
and aspirations. They will elevate your 
thoughts, sus tain your conv ictions, 
strengthen your ambitions, and develop 
yom faith in God and His W ord. 

F irst of all, Symeon was upright. This 
was the basis of his dealings with his 
fellow men. He was considerate, kind, 
and careful to see that he did not violate 
the rights of others. Symeon knew that 
feel ings run deep in the human family, 
and that wounds inflicted by thought­
lessness or unkindness do not easily heal. 
He possessed integrity of both heart and 
mind, and read the Scr iptures daily to 
better understand God's plan fo r men. 

Too few people today regard sincer ity 
as a desirable virtue . For many it is 
merely a cloak to be worn when con­
venient and laid aside when not wa nted. 
But people who are great in the eyes 
of God are genu ine-always honest and 
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fair in their relationships with others. 
They would rather suffer loss than to 
offend one of God's children. 

To be upright in character means to 
be morally erect, 110t leaning in any di­
rection, It is so easy to lean-to 
compromise in matters of policy, prin­
ciple, and business, Certainly this does 
not mean that one should be stubborn, 
but rather that he should be firm in his 
choice o f right from wrong. 

Symeon studiously chose the things 
which were right. This habit helped 
him to evaluate properly each situation, 
to be true to his cotwictions, and to 
be impartial in his decisions. 

Secondly, he was devout. 1\0 lIlan 
can really know God who does not 
place his relationship with God abovc 
all other' things. This relationship lllt\St 
go deeper than mere theology and 
psychology; it is a life of communion 
with our heavenly Father and it brings 
about a holincss of spirit. How can 
one who is not godly profess to be 
devout? Godliness is not primarily 
an outward piety. It consists of some­
thing more than pious talk, proper man­
ners, and conservative dress. It is an 
inward holiness. God looks on lhe 
heart. 

O ur love, our affections must be 
centered in Christ, our risen Lord. 
"Make love you r aim, and then set your 
heart on the spiritual gifts" (1 Cor. 
14 :1, Moffatt). 

Love has never been defined more 
beautifully than in I Corinthians 13. 
AI! translations of this passage have 
rilei r own beauty, but to me !\Ioffatt's 
seems to be especially radiant and 
sublime: "Love is very patient, vcry 
kind. Love knows no jealousy; love 
makes no parade, gives itself no airs, 
is ne\'er rude, never selfish, never 
ir ritated, never resentful; 10 v e 
is never glad when others go wrong, 

love is gladdened by goodnes~. always 
slow to expose, always eagl'r to bdic\'c 
the best, always hopeful, alway" pa­
tient." 

Srmeoll lo,'ed God and his fellow 
mall. lIis hope was based on the prom­
i..,es of God. promises which were not 
only rel:orded for him in the \\'ord, 
bllt which were revealed to him by 
the Spirit. 

H e was also led by the Holy Spirit. 
It is Otlr privilege today to be guided 
by the Spirit. The Word tells us that 
the Spirit will gu ide us into all truth 
(John 16:13), He will guide us with 
} I is eye ( Psa. 32 :8), and li e will guide 
Our fee t in the pathway of peace (Luke 
1:79) . 

Every day can bring 1Il> a new ex­
perience of fel1ow~hip WIth God. \\'e 
must be very sensitive to the impres­
sions of the Spirit as God guides our 
lives. If Symeon had chosen his OWIJ 
plan for that day when the baby Jeslls 
was brought into the temple, and had 
gone elsewhere, he would have missed 
this long-anticipated eve n t. But 
Symeon was ready, waiting for the 
Christ-<:hild's appearance, worshiping 
God.

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THE TISHBITE 

A br ief sketch of the world's most eccentric prophet

P ERIIAI'S TilE MOST RO;\IAr;TIC CHAR­

acter brad evcr produced is introduced 
to liS in the 17th chapter of First Kings. 
Nothing is said of hi s parentage or of 
his training. I-I e i" presented simply 
and suddenly a~ "Elijah the Tishbite, 
of the inhabitants of Gilead." That he 
was a man at home in desert wastes 
and mountain caverns is clear from the 
inspired narrative. 

His style of dress was not the latest, 
by any means. I t would require a 
great stretch of the imagination to 
fancy Elijah in e\'ening garb. His 
lIlanTler also was simple and straight 
fr0111 the shoulder. Entirely detached 
from the ostentatious society of his day, 
this rugged prophet stands out as a 
,-critable Gibraltar of strength against 
the dark background of almost universal 
apostasy. 

The first item on his program for 
revival in Israel was to conduct a one-
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man prayer meeting. 1 fe then turned 
the key on God's rain barrel , and walked 
straight to Abb and announced' the 
result: "There shall not be dew nor 
rain thcM! years, but according to my 
word." Ahab was 110t favorably im­
pressed with this message, nor yet with 
the messenger; and little wonder, since 
he was accustomed to the polished 
suavity of priests trained to speak 
"smooth things." 

There was room at Queen Jezebel's 
table for 850 of these "tactful" prophets, 
but our hero from the great open spaces, 
with his blunt manner and utter di s­
regard for diplomacy, found it necessary 
to retire to the brook Cherith, where 
ravens brought him "bread and flesh 
in the morning, and bread and flesh in 
the evening; and he drank of the brook." 
Plenty to drink and two "squares" 
a day was suff icient for a preacher on 
vacation; and Elijah was to have a 

long rest while idolatrous I..,rael was 
hting prepared by drought and famine 
for the special meeting at Carmel. 

A fler many month.., the brook dried 
up. but not the preacher. He was still 
in vital touch with God, and in quick 
response to the divine <:'111 he bade 
farewell to his faithful flock at Cherith 
(the ravens), and journeyed to Zare­
phath, where he wa.., to be entertained 
by a certain widow and her son for 
the remainder of his three and one-half 
years of inactivity. 

Let us pause for a moment down by 
the little Phoenician city where hi s new 
hostess (one o f the small remnant who 
had not bowed to Baal), is gathering 
sticks to prepare her last meal. Is 
it a coincidence, or by divi ne arrange­
ment, that the prophet should appear 
just at this crisis? Without presenting 
his credential s, or offering references, 
he asked for "a little water in a vessel," 
and then for a "morsc\ of bread in 
thine hand." This second request 
seemed a little too much for the obliging 
widow. and she countered with a brief 
story of how the depression had reduced 
her to abject poverty. Only "a hand­
ful of meal" and "a little oil in a cruse" 
remai ned. ;lAnd, behold, I am gathering 
two sticks, that I may go in and dress 
it for me and my son, that we may 
eat it, and die." This would have 
been enough to start the average prcach­
er on a hunt for a better boarding 
house, but the extraordinary man of 
our s.ketch replied, "Fear not; go and 
do as thou hast 5.."lid: but make me 
thereof a little cake first, .. for thus 
sa ith the Lord God of I srael, the bar­
rel of meal shal l not waste, neither 
shall the cruse of oil fail, until the day 
that the Lo rd scndeth rain upon the 
earth. And she went and did according 
to the saying of Elijah: and she, and 
he, and her house, did eat many days." 

God's method of supplying the needs 
of His faithful ones during the long 
months of watchful waiting was from 
day to day. Every day there was just 
enough, and so they could sing the 
doxology at ellery meal. Still we can­
nOl imagine that this "hand to mouth" 
program was any strain upon the happy 
household at Zarephath. On the COIl­
trary, it was a source of continuOlls 
wonder, love and praise. 

Conten tment for the worldling re­
quires not only a full dinner pail, but 
also groaning granaries, bursting barns. 
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\\"ho ha;; not dreamed of a per;;onai 
Ltopia, like a certain fool III the 
parable of our Lord who ~aid to him­
sel f. "Soul, thou hast much goods laid 
lip for mally years; take thine ease. eat, 
drink. and be merry"? But God often 
keep;; Hi:. honored instruments shouting 
Glor)' through the hung-hole of a meal 
barrel that is almo:.t cmpty. 

At last the time came for Elijah to 
leave his retirement and face an en­
raged, ignoble nobility. and an apostate, 
idolatrous nat ion. Three and one-half 
years of compar;;nl\'e inactivity had not 
rendered the count ry preacher '·soft.'· 
\Ve shall presently see how courageotl:. 
manhood and heroic faith brought stun­
ni ng defeat to the enemies of the Lord.

He is 
said /0 have virlually "'Walked over" 
Arkansas preaching Ihe gospel. In 
April 19 14 he attended the historic 
meelillg of millis/ers in Hot Springs, 
Ar~'allsas, at which the decisio,~ to 
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agl'nh irom the C('lIn oj \hah had 
combed the nation for Elijah; and now, 
at the word of the Lord. he went boldly 
to show him~e!f to \hah. 'lere i ... 
drama in real life. :':othin:.r more heroic 
ha~ ever becn cOllcci\"ed by extra\"agant 
pun·eyors of fiction. Their meeting 
was none too cordial. Charge:. and 
cOlllllerf"harges were made; hut 1!1 the 
cnd all Israel was gathered lInto ~h. 
Cannel for the 11I0:.t unu",ual religiolls 
servlee in the history of the world. There 
was .\hab in his purple; 850 fal:.e 
propbets dressed. no doubt. in all the 
:-plendor of their '·e~tmcnts: with Israel. 
de('ein'd and fallen. bringing up a solid 
iron! for the adopted religion of the 
state. On the other side of the battle 
line ;;tood Elijah-:liong with God.

fi rst. For instance, J esll s told :\'ieo· 
denltls that he Illust be born agai n. 
Spiritual hirt h has many of the char­
acte ri stics o f physica l birth. T here is 
travai l in br inging forth a new li fe; 
l i kcwi~c, J C~l1S su ffered on the cross for 
everyone of us, that we migh t be 
brought fo rth as a new spir itual lif e. 
Furt her . when a child is bo rn into a 
family he bea rs the fami ly name, and 
is a membe r o f the family. So, when 
a ma n is " born from above," he joins 
the family of God: he IJccomes a child 
o f God and is a join t hei r with Je!>us 
Chrbt. 

TllII~ it is with the Baptism in the 
lIoly Spirit. \\'e read how John tbe 
ilapti !>t preached thi s doctrine strongly, 
and his words were better understood 
in his day apparently than they arc by 
many in thi s twentieth century. John 
cried , "I indeed have baptized you with 
water: but he shall baptize you witb 
the Holy Ghost" (Mark I :8), and the 
people understood perfectly. 

At a baptizing, the minister and the 
convert stand together in the water. The 
preacher says, "Upon confession of your 
faith in Christ. and your expressed de­
sire to follow yOllr Lord in water bap­
tism J baptize YOll in the Name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the IIoly 
Ghost." And then he immerses the con­
vert in the water. He is covered com­
pletely, surrounded entirely with the 
water. 

Thus it is when Christ baptizes 
us with the H oly Spirit. But who 
is the Holy Spirit. First of all, 
He is a personality. The Holy 
Spiri t is the third person of the 
Holy Trinity. You and I cannot under­
stand the Holy Spirit any more than 
we can understand how the Vvord of 
God could be made flesh and dwell 
among us, or how there can be an eter-

nity without time, beg inning, or end. 
I f we cou ld understand God, ] fc would 
not be God. Our God defies analysis, 
fo r He is in fin ite. Tl is ways and His 
thoughts are above our understanding. 
That is why many educated people, 
puffed up with the love o£ their own 
learn ing. re fuse to acknowledge God. 
They are unwilling to admit that there 
could be anythi ng in thi s world that their 
mortal minds cantlot gra sp. 

H owever, the re is much in the Bible 
which helps us to recogniZf" the person­
ality and workings of the Holy Spirit, 
and it is these glorious passages we shall 
now consider. 

The first chapter o f Ezekiel gives us 
an inspiring picture of the four living 
creatures, darting back and forth con­
stantly ("whither the spirit was to go, 
they went" ) , accompanied by the wheel 
in the middle of the wheel. They were 
full of eyes round about; they constantly 
wenl forth and returned like lightn ing, 
seeing everything, executing the will 
of God everywhere.. T his scripture 
certainly pictures the all-seeing eye of 
God, the all-powerful Spirit of the Lord.' 

1t was this same pO'wcr that Jesus re­
ceived when the Holy Ghost descended 
on Him like a dove. After that ex­
perience, He entered upon His ministry, 
defeating the temptations of Satan, per­
forming miracles, and healing all man­
ner of diseases. Though Jesus cx.erci~~d 
great power, however, it was a different 
kind than the world knows. The dove 
is a universal symbol of peace; so Jesus' 
power in the Spirit was a power of 
peace. He controlled the waves and the 
winds with His "Peace, be slill." He 
fed five thousand from a handful o f 
food. "My peace r give unto you," He 
said, "not as the world giveth, give I 
unto you." 

The H oly Spirit is also the Comforter, 
the parae/ete, "the one called alongside 
to help." He is available to eve ry born­
again Christian, if we will but ask-what 
a pity that all do not have H is comfort ! 
On the night before His trial J esus 
lovingly told H is disciples, "Neverthe-
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less .. il is expedient f good I for you 
that I go away: for jf I go not away, 
the Comforter will not come unto you; 
but if 1 depart, I will send him unto 
you. " 

Did you ever stop to think how won­
derful it woule! he to have Jesus right 
\I·ith you ('\'ery day----<.:ounseling you in 
time of distress, healing you when ill, 
miraculously pro\'iding the necessities 
of life when there was no proyision in 
sight? How thrilling to !i\'e in the same 
house with II im, to hear 1-1 is gracious 
words, to bask in the sunshine of the 
presence of God Himself every day! 
The disciples had it thus, and so they 
were sorrow ful aT Ihe thought of Ilis 
going away and lea\'ing them. They 
wanted Him to stay with them forever. 
Can you blame them? 

But Jesus said, "If I depart, Twill 
send him [the Holy Spirit] uoto you. 
And when he is come, he will reprove 
the world ; he will guide you into 
all truth ... ; he shall glorify me.. " 
T he Representative! The Replacement! 
Jesus' own provision for His disciples! 
Oh. how can anyone who has the love 
of Christ in him fail to seek the Com­
forter whom Jesus said He would send 
in His place? 

We also see the Holy Ghost as the 
glor)' of God. At the transfiguration 
a "bright cloud overshadowed them: 

'and behold a yoice out of the clol1d, 
which said, This is l11y beloved Son, in 
whom I am well pleased; hear ye him" 
(~I[att. 17:5 ) . Thi s cloud was the 
Shechinah, the manifest presence of God 
through the Holy Spirit. 

This same cloud is mentioned many 
times in the Old Test~ment. \;Yhen the 
Lord called Moses lip to lhe top of 
Mount Sinai, "there we re thunders and 
lightnings, and a thick cloud upon the 
mOllnt . and mount Sinai was al~ 
together on a smoke, because the Lord 
descended upon it in fire; and the 
smoke thereof ascended as the smoke 
of a furnace, and the whole mount 
quaked greatly" (Ex.

God's \Yord, "then a cloud co\'ered the 
tcnt of the congregation, and the glory 
of the Lord filled the tabernacle. And 
:\foses was not able to enter into the tent 
of the congregation. bemuse the cloud 
abode thereon and the glory of the 
Lord filled the tabernacle.. . For the 
cloud of the Lord was upon the taber­
nacle by day, and fire was on it by night, 
in the ..,ight of all the hOt1!>e of Israel" 
(Ex. 40:34. 35. 38). 

Did not John the Baptist declare, 
"lle shall baptize you wilh the Holy 
Ghost. and with fire"? Then it is not 
enough for a Chri:,iian to be saved 
through faith in the Blood of Jeslls. 
Even though one has repented of his 
sillS and ha!:i been baptized in water by 
his minister, there remains for him the 
promise of hi ... Lord, "But ye shall be 
baptized with the 1I01y Gltost." 

liut can he stand it? The children 
of Israel could 110t come near the glo­
riotts presence of God, lest they die, 
What of that glory, the fi re, the power? 
Can his frail frame stand the love of 
God or the peace that passes all under­
standing? 

:\foses could stand it. He was able 
to ente r the thick cloud and live. H e 
was able to have the glory shine f rom his 
face without dying, 13tH there was a 
reason: .. ~o\\' the man :'Iloses was very 
meek, above all the men which were 
upon the face of the earth" (~1l1l1. 

12 :3 ). 
The Lord desires to manifest His glory 

to His children today. And so Jesus 
said, "Tarry ye . lIntil ye be enducd 
with power from on high." A lot of 
people don't want to do much tarrying 
these days. They demand a quick re­
cipe. Ts it any wonder then that we 
do nOt see more people genuinely bap­
tized in the Spirit ? It is the mercy 
of God that withholds the Baptism from 
some folk. The glory would kill us if 
we were not ready for it.

Colorado, was withdrawn by !\lajor 
GClleral ThomasF. \Vatlington, commander of thc 30,000-
man post. He said he would amend the order to encourage 
church attendance rather than make it mandatory.

Florido Schools to Teoch Morol, Spiritual Values 

A state education department official announced that a 
guidebook for teaching moral and spiritual principles will be 
used in Florida public schools 011 an experimental hasis dur­
ing thi s school year. 

Dr. Sam ~roorer, director of instruction field services for 
the education department, said he thought the interdenomina­
tional committee that prepared the guidebook had worked out 
"acceptable procedurcs" for snch instruction. He pointed out 
that ';this nation was founded on spiritual and moral value~ 
that ha\·e thei r origin in a belief in God. [t is necessary 
to discuss those values in teaching the concepts of democ· 
racy," he said, "and it amounts to a distortioll of history to 
omit thel11 from the cOlll"se of study." 

The instruction will be giyen en a local basis, and studen t 
participation will be voluntary. 

Bible Reading Is Successful in Schools 

It is reported that the public schools in Pennsylvania are 
observing: the state law requiring Bible reading, with good 
results. Dr. R. H. i>.lartin, president emeritus of the Na­
tional Reform Associatioll, says he made a survey recently 
which convinced him that other states ought to pass a sim­
ilar law. 

Dr. i\lartin sent out 325 questionnaires to county school 
superi ntendents, district superintendents, and super vising 
principals in Pennsylvania. He received 233 replies-all of 
thclll rcporting that the Bible is read. 

The 43-year-old statute requires that "at least ten verses 
from the Holy Bible shall be read or caused to be read, 
without comment, at the beginning of each school day by the 
teacher in charge." T he survey showed that about one-half 
of the time the reading is done by the teacher; the rest of 
the time the pupils do the reading. 

Dr. !\lartin said the replies disproved a common assertion 
that Bible reading in public schools results in religious con­
troversy . "Of the 233 replies received, ·218 say there is no 
adverse reaction from any source," he said. " In the re­
maining 15 there is no evidence of serious opposition." 
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The Evil Harvest of Communism

state-wide dri\"e to rid drugstores of indecent literature. 
Hetail Drugghits throughollt the state have been mailed kit-; 
from the state group which include window decals and signs 
pledging "better reading material for our children." 

Druggists will be asked to IXht copies of this statement: 
;'The pharmacists of \\'isconsin pledge their co-operation to 
prohibit the sale of obscene literature in drugstores. Occa­
sionally some objectionable material Illay be overlooked. 
Therefore, please call our attention to any item you think ob­
jectionable: It will be removed immediately and its sale dis­
continued." 

Arrests far Bootlegging increase 
"Remember how the repeal of Prohibition was going to 

end bootlegging?" asks COVClI(lIIter Wit"ess magazine. But 
here arc the facts: (I) The I mernal Re\"ellue Department an­
uounced that in the fiscal yea r ending June 30, there were 
11,380 arrests for illicit distilling-an increase of 6 per cen t 
over the previous year. (2) Government agents confiscated 
14-,498 stills, destroyed more than 250,CXX) gallons of liquor 
and 8,6OJ,CXX) gallons of mash-a 20 per cent increase in 
liquor destroyed over the previous year . 

The increase in arrests Illay be due to better enforcement 
of the laws now that the Alcohol and Tax Div ision has in­
creased its investigating sta ff to nearly I ,()(x). But ap­
parently the repeal of prohibition wasn't the answer! 

Nat Ready ta Change Ministerial Designations 

A mOlion 10 change ministerial designations in the Church 
of God (Cle"eland, Tennessee) was sheh'ed by the denom­
ination's Ordained ;\ Iin isters Council at its annual meet ing 
in !\Iemphis. The Counc il met in conjunction with the Gen­
eral Assembly of the Church, attended by some IO,OCXl dele­
gates. 

Under the rejected plan, the official title of "clder" would 
be given to all ordained ministers, while licensed ministers 
would have been designated "deacons." However, the sug­
gested title of "deacon" drew strong opposition. A proposal 
to give the tit le of "bishop" to members of the denomina­
tion's executive committee was also sent back for further 
study. 

The General Assembly elected H Oll ston R. Morehead to 
be General Overseer for the next two years, succeeding Zeno

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Dr. George W. Crane, who frequently 
writes a column for the newspapers, has 
a testimony as to the value o f prayer. 
Asked the quest ion, "Do you really be­
lieve that prayer accomplishes any­
thing ?" he answered, "Yes, indeed. It 
isn't difficult for us physicians to see 
the power of prayer. Experienced 
doctors often witness actual miracles of 
recovery in patients who, by all medical 
findings, would be pronounced hopeless 
cases." 

The simple act of "tuning in to God ," 
he says, produces serene contemplation 
that often leads to dramatic miracles, 
Discussing one's problems with God in 
prayer, or with a clergyman or medical 
adviser, immediately divides the load. 

Fears lose much of their terror, Dr. 
Crane insists, when faced and named, 

Prayer, too, according to this physi­
cian, opens the windows of the soul, of­
fering a new vantage point from which 
we may discover that what we may often 
want is not what we should have. 

Another finding of doctors like Dr. 
Crane is that the more time a. person 
spends in the act of worship in the 
Church of Jesus Christ the less time 
he will spend in doctors' offices. Then, 
too, the $58 million now spent on sleep­
ing pills could go into the treasury of the 
church for purposes that would pay of{ 
spiritually, rather than merely to induce 
sleep.

Silas Rexroat, 
district superintendent, and Charles 
Slate r, director of the camp. also con­
tributed much to the success of the meet­
mg. 

Each night several were at the altar 
fo r salvation and a lasting work was 
done in many hearts. 

A severe wind and rain!;torm blew the 
tent dOWI1 one night during the scn·ice. 
Although it was filled almost to capacity 
that nigh t, there were no serious in­
juries. An e\'cn larger crowd was pre­
sent the ncxt night when it became nec­
es:-.ary to lower the tent again. The fo l­
lowing two days special effort was put 
forth on the building, and the camp was 
continued by having all services in the 
church. 

One of the 1110St outstand ing camps 
was held on the Navajo Reservation at 
S honto Trading Post, Tonalea, Arizona. 
Brother and Siste r Lyle Wolverton, 
missionaries there, were in cha rge of the 
camp. They report that r rom the very 
beginning the Lord blessed the camp. 
In the fi rst week seven teen Navajos 
were filled with the IJ oly Spirit, and a 
total of thirty were filled during the 
entire camp. :-orany were sa\'ed, but it 
was impossible to keep count, for each 
night when the altar call was given the 
whole audience moved forward. Evan­
gelist Gladys Pearson and party were 
present (0 minister and provided the 
tent for the meeting. 

T his camp also involved some build­
ing. During the camp two hogans were 
donated for a church building, and 
the men worked hard learing them down 
and building a large hogan for a church. 
The hogan-church is now in usc, and 
the Sunday School average for July was 
eighty-one. 

The Woh'ertons write: ".l\Iany of 
the i\'avajos moved in and camped under 
the cottonwood trees in their makeshi ft 
tents-just a canvas over a pole. , ;V ish 
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you could have seen them cooking o\'cr 
a camp fire beside their wagon~. Some 
who lived closer came to the services 
either by wagon or on horseback. They 
were happy, e,'en with the wind and dirt 
hlowing. \\'c could hear them singing 
hymn,; as they worked. 

"On Sunday, June 24, we had a bap­
tismal sen'ice. It was difficult to find 
enough water on the re!:tervation so we 
dug a large hole at Shomo Spring where 
we baptized forty-one . . Many te~tified 
that they were gratcf ul that we had 
brought the gospel to them, for now 
their lives have been changed and they 
are no longer living in darkness. 

"Several other missionaries attended 
the meetings. The T, L. Johnsons of 
Tuba City made severa l trips, bringing 
some of their J ndian people each time. 
One lady from Tuba City was filled with 
the H oly Spirit." 

At Phoenix, Arizona, Indians of var­
ious tribes met for a great camp under 
the leadership of the Clarence \\'ash­
burns, pastors of the T ndian Assembly 
there. Several souls were saved as John 
)'1cPherson, 1 ndian e,'angelist, brought 
the evening messages under a hcavy 
anointing of God's Spirit. 

The Southern Section Indian Camp 
meeting (Ajo, Sells, and Tucson, Ari­
zona) was held at Tucson, with ~[r, and 
Mrs. Ellsworth Kennedy as host mis­
sionaries. They report that souls came 
to the altar for salvation every night 
dming the camp, 

Speakers at the camp were Manuel 
Cordova, a Palllo I ndian brother, Leroy 
Cloud of Phoenix, and Inez Bryant, 
children's worker from Whittier, Cali­
fornia. 

They were able to hold the services 
in the new church, even though the 
building is not yet finished. Mission­
aries Blanche Carpenter, {rom Ajo, and 
Mary Adams, f rOI11 Sells, brollght a 
good delegation {rom each of their 
churches. Many Apache friends came 
from San Carlos and forty or more 
Indians were there from Phoenix. 

Brother Kennedy reports: "L. G. 
Gilmore, who is pastor of the First As­
sembly in Tucson and also district 
presbyter, assisted in many ways, giving 
us the cooler for the church, loaning 
uenches, and attending services as often 
as possible. Joseph Bana, pastor of the 
Spanish church here, brought two of 
his boys over and worked with us on the 
building, getting it in readil1ess for the 
camp. 

"The sweet spirit of the camp has 
never left our church."

Revival Fires Burn in 
Summer Deaf Camps

I N SIGN LANGUAGE THEY SA.ID, "IT 
\\·as wonderful." "I'd like to !;tay an­
other week!" "God's ulessings were so 
real to us." "I like to talk and learn 
about Jesus Christ." The people's enthu­
siastic expressions of appreciation were 
mingled with f;ad words of parting as 
several camps for the Deaf came to a 
close this summer. 

"Let the people praise thee, 0 God; 
let all the people praise thee. 0 let 
the nations sing for joy: ... Let all 
the people praise thee" (Psa lm 67 :,3..5), 
Yes the Deaf are praising Him too. 

The presence of the Lord and the 
blessings of the Holy Spirit were abun­
dant as Assemblies of God Deaf ..camps 
convened in Kansas, J ndiana, and 
l\'lichigan, In total, approximately 
twenty-fi\'e found Christ as Saviour, 
seven were filled with the I ro!y Spirit 
speaking with other tongues, lOany were 
healed of various illnesses, and many 
others were reconsecrated and refilled. 

One of the outstanding testimonies 
of the camp in Kansas was that of Mrs. 
Ethel Brown of Wichita. Let her tell 
it in her own words:

Some 
camc to the altar~ to r('pent. others 
found Christ ill their cahin!> aided by 
cOllmelors, and "till other~ ran from 
the dining room to find a place of prayer 
and repentance. Fi ve of the campers 
were gloriously filled with the Spirit 
as the power of God swept th rough the 
Chapel. The Spirit of God did a deep 
work in each life. Some prayed around 
the dock Or through the night. In the 
wec hou rs of the morning there would 
come :-,Quntis of prayer and prai~e from 
individual cabin~. Through all o f the 
acti\'ities, rC(Teatiol1, and handCl'aft 
period s, the rich bond of hrotherhood ill 
Chri st was noticeably st rong---(!vell 
while washing dishes or peeling potatocs. 
It was real!

HEI3RFWS 11 :1-3,8-10,23-30 

Our nc\v quarter contains a series of topical lessons titled,

perience. Since faith is the prcrcqui~llc quality of all spIr­
itual lire and progress, it is logical that our first lesson "huuld 
be, "The :>'lark of Faith." 

THE DEFI.\'ITIO.\' 0 1' 1'.11 Til (Hcb. II :1) 
";\ow faith is a well-grounded assurance of that for which 

we hope" (Weymouth) ... "the proof of the reality of the 
things we cannot sec," (Wi lli ams). Dr. A. B. Simpwll hns 
made the followillg COlllments upon faith as dci incd in 
Il cbrcws 11 ; 1 : ( I ) fa ith is not a mere sentiment , but .1 sub­
s tantial rcality; (2) faith is 110t a future hope, but a pre:.cnt 
fact ; (3) faith is 110t vision, but it lin:'s in the lInseen; (4) 
faith is lIot probahility, bu t certainty. 

A little girl says to her mother, "1 need a new dre:--s.'· 
Il er mother answc r~. "AII right, Dear. whcn T go to town 
today, I shall gct you one." I le I' words arc a firm g round 
of a ssu rance to her little daughter who runs outside and hap~ 
pily tells her playmates about the lIew dress she is getting! 
She has " proof of the reality" of the dress wh ich she does 
not see ! 

A nd what is the ground of our assurance of the reali ty of 
things spiritual, of the provision o f all our needs for body, 
soul, and spi rit ? The fact that God has spoken! His \\'on\ 
is the unshakable ground of our faith. Our fai th is believ­
ing what God says and acting upon it! 

TilE PERCEPT/ON OF FAITH ( Hcb. II :3). 
Though rcason mal suggest ii , though the Bible dQ{'s de­

clare It, it is only "through faith" that we really know that 
" the worlds came into bei ng, and still ex ist, at the command 
of God, so that what is seen docs not owe its existence to 
that which is visible" (WeYlllou th ). See I Corinthians 2:14. 

TilE OBEDIENCE OF FAITH (Heb. II :S-IO) 
Faith and obedience are insepa rable. 1\1en of faith, such

Symeol1 was a worshiper of the Lord. 
It is in an atmosphere of worship and 
communion that God speaks. He had 
revealed to His servant that he should 
not die unti l he had !icen the Lord's 
:\les5iah. What a revelation! Saints 
had been waiting for thousands of years 
for the ;"[essiah to come. The prophets 
had longed for the day. Many a prayer 
had gone up from eager hearts, longi ng 
for the advent of the Promised One. 
Finally the hour of His coming had 
arrived-and when tllC hour came, 
Symeoll was in touch with God, ready 
to receive the rc\'elation. 

One. can imagine the effect that thi s 
revelation had upon Symeoll. It na­
turally produced the fifth characteri stic 
--expectancy. lie "was expecting to sec 
the consolation of Isracl." Just as the 
prophet Samuel looked with keen an­
ticipation 10 ilnoint one of the sons 
of Jesse to be the future king of Tsrael, 
and passed them by one by one as 
God rejected them until finally David 
was brought before him, so I think 
Symeon Illust have looked upon each 
little child that was brought to the 
temple, with the thought in his mind 
that perhaps thi s one wou ld be the 
Lord's Messiah. 

T hi s elemen t of faith caused him 
to be watchf l1l lest he shou ld miss the 
One for whom he was waiting. He did 
not let d iscouragement nor slumber de­
fcat him, but he maintained an active 
watch for His coming. 

We ne~d this same attitude today. H e­
brews 9 :28 tell s us that Christ shall again 
appea.r to " them that look for him."

Thc Roman Catholic Church cla ims 
that, since it is the slIccessor of Peter, 
it, and it aiol1e, is the cUl;todian of all 
Christian tTuth .

But it a lso defends 
itself by claiming that, while there call' 
be no Chri!>t ian t rut h other than that 
propounded by it , there Illay be ;<a pro­
gress of deve lopmen t in our lmdcr"land­
ing of it." 

T his appears to be an admission that 
the C'ltholi cs did not have a full and 
clear revelation of Chri sti an truth in 
their beginning. a nd certainly leaves the 
way open for them to add to their teach­
ing at any lime doctrines which seem 
desirable or expedient. Thi s is done 
on the prcmi!>e tha t th~y havc always 
had the truth but h .. 'ld not dC\'eloped in 
understanding it. 

If the Catholic Church has the right 
to claim "progressive understanding," 
certainly Protestants have the same 
right.

Indulgences were, and are, supposed 

to be granted to those believers "who 
ness: that he l God J might be just, and 
the justifier of him which believeth in 
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ha\'e given e\'idence of heartfelt super­
natural sorrow for all previous sin. with 
a firm purpo;.e to offend God no more." 
In some in::,tances almsgi\'ing, etc., may 
bring "indulgence" from "temporal" 
puni~hment. Tbi~, as 1 understand it, 
means freedom from purgatory. The 
one who is granted an indulgence thus 
has his "\-ellial sins"-!>ins for which 
there is forgi\'eness-remitted by the 
church. (There arc also sim which the 
Catholic Church calfs "mortal sins" ; 
for these it says there is no forgi\·e­
ness.) 

An indulgence is defimtd as "the re­
mission by the church of the whole or 
part of the temporal punishment due 
10 sin, valid before Cod because of the 
di\'ine authority Christ gave to the 
church." The Catholic Church claims 
that "by the di\'ine power that jeslls 
gave to Peter and the Apostles in union 
with Him," it can "free thc repentant 
si nner from e\'erylhing thai hinders his 
ent rance into heaven." 1n the time of 
l\ lartin Luthe r, Popc Leo X encouraged 
indulgences for those who would make 
gifts for the erection of St. P eter 's 
Cathedra l at Rome. Shameful uses 
were made of this Ullscriptural doctrine. 
Since the Catholic Chu rch has never 
repudiated the teaching of indulgences, 
it is possible that the practice continues, 
a lthough perhaps not on such a vast 
scale.

When Paul said we are "justified 
by faith without the deeds of the law," 
he was emphasizing that snlvation is 
entirely through what Christ has done. 
We obtain salvation through full de­
pendence on Christ, entirely independent 
of our own merits or demerits. \Vhen 
we accept our Lord Jesus by faith, all 
H is merit is pu t to our account. "To 
declare, I say, at thi s time his righteous-

je ... us. Therefore we conclude that a 
lIlan IS jU!)lified by faith without the 
(h:ed::, of the law" (Romans 3:26, 28). 

The belie\'er must alwnys see that he 
ha~ a perfect sah·ation in Jesus, and 
must e\'er depend on Christ and Him 
alone. 

But in sah'alion God imparts the life 
of the Holy Spirit to us that we mav 
"live unto God." To li\'e carelessly 
and presumptuously is to forfeit our 
place in Christ. The faith that saves 
liS al"o bring::; into our li\'es tbe abili ty 
to li\'e "~ber1y, righteously, and godly 
in this prcsent world." 

Paul used Abraham as an example 
of "justiiication by faith." "Abraham 
be/iet/cd God, and it was counted unto 
him for righteousness" (Rom. 4 :3). 

james takes this a step further nnd 
shows that when a person has acccpted 
Christ as Saviour by faith, thi s saving 
faith is proyed by obedience to the 
known will of God. "\Vas not Abraham 
OllT father justified by works ... ? 
Secst thou how faith wrought with his 
works, and by works was faith made 
perfe<:t?" (James 2 :21, 22). 

While it is the duty of Christians 
to "show their faith by their works," 
let us e\,er remember that we are finite 
and "compassed by infirmities." \Ve 
must a lways depend wholly on Christ, 
never on self. Our title to heaven is 
"the redemption which is in Christ 
Jeslls." H e alone is the perfect One. 
\ Ve must see ourselves "complete in 
Ilim. "
