World events jolt us into a realization of the fact that the 

The fires of war have 
been kindled in the ~tiddle Ea~l and a world·wide confljlgration 
may or may 110t be at hand. News headlines tell of war and 
hloo(h,hed in many land... An uprising in Hungary, where people 
had grown tired of tyra nny, has been cruelly crushed with hor­
rible massacres. Israel, weary with years of blockade at the 
hands of her ancient taskmasters, has st ruck against the modern 
Pharaoh and ..... on signal victories. Britain and France, im­
patient with the United N'ations' failure to avenge thei r caust" 
in North Africa, have se ized the Suez Canal. And the US. 
ha~ bc<:ome so alarmed over the situation lhat it has organized 
a military police force of its own to intervene in an allempt 
to stop further bloodshed. 

There is a temptation to speculate on what may happen next. 
The Dible clearly indicates that the J\liddle East is the area 
where the deci sive events of the end-time will occur. Are 
we about to sce an uprising of the entire Arab world? Will 
Russia attack Israel at this time? Will the armies of the 
natio ns, marching beneath U. N. banners, now attempt 10 occupy 
I srael and precipitate the battle of Armageddon? 

We are reminded of the timc when the disciples of ou r Lord 
Jesus grew cu rious and came to Him, ask ing, "What will happen 
next ? Is this the time, !o.lasler? Are YOll at this time about 
to restore the kingdom of hrael?" And J eslls answered them, 
saying, "It is not for you to know times and occasions which 
the Father has fixed in Ii i!; own authority ; yet you will re­
ceive power when the Iioly Spirit comes upon you. and you are 
to be !o.ly witnesses both in J erusalem and in all Judea, and in 
Samaria, and to the very ends of the earth" (Acts I :6-8, 1\lont­
gOlllery). \Vere we to say to Him now, "Master, what will 
happen ncxt ?, no doubt lie would give us a similar answer. He 
would tell us not to worry; our heavenly Father is still on the 
Throne. The schedule of world events is sti ll fixed within Hi9 
author ilY. We need not know J li s timetable; OUf respons ibility 
is merely to wait upon God until the power of H is. Spirit comes 
upon us--thcn to go out among the people as lIis witnesses, 
testifying that lie soon will come again and that sinners need 
to repent and be s.aved before it is tOO late. 

t-.lontgol1lcry's Centcnary Translation puts a new light on Titus 
2: 11 -14. It sets these four vcr:.es off as a poetic quotation and 
gives them a heading, as follows: 

The Grace of God : A Hymn of Hope 

"For God', grace has shi ned fo rth 
Bringing sa h'ation to all men 
And schooling us to renounce impiety and evil passions, 
And to live soberly, righteously, and godly in this presell t age; 
While we look for the blessed hope and epiphany 
Of the glory of our great God and Saviour, Jesus Christ. 
He gave Himself for us 10 redeem us from all iniquity, 
And to purify IIl1to Himself a people zealous of good works."

prophecy of John the Baptist concern­
ing the mighty One coming after him, 
who was to baptize with the Holy Spirit, 
it is remarkable that Matthew and Luke 
both add the words "and with fire." 

Many and various have been the 
testimonies to personal experiences on 
the line of this "fire"; and equally 
diverse have been the attempts to build 
up a doctrine around it. 

Some have even taught that there 
is a separate "baptism with fire," sub­
sequent to the baptism with the H oly 
Spirit. T his we unhesitatingly reject 
as a doctrine, even though we may ac­
cept some isolated personal testimonies. 
We feel ' that these passages plainly and 
simply refer to two features of onc iden­
tical experience. There is no record 
in the New Testament of disciples 
ever receiving any sllch "baptism 
of fire" subsequent to Pentecost, or 
distinct from the various occasions 
recorded of the giving of the Spirit. It 
was on the Day of Pentecost that 
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BY D O NA L D GE E 

"cloven tongues like as of fire sat upon 
each of them," and that experience was 
simultaneous with the descent of the 
Spirit. We shal1 always look with justi­
fiable suspicion upon any doctrine of an 
essential crisis in a believer' s experience 
after the baptism with the Holy Spirit. 
Some bave gone astray into all sorts 
of dangerous pathways on that line. 

Our good brethren in various sections 
of the Holiness Movement (God bless 
them t) have also taught a doctrine of a 
sanct ifying fire connected with these 
words, and bring us their own peculiar 
doctrine of a "puri fy ing bapti sm." Once 
again, and much more heartily this 
time, we can gladly accept individua l 
testimonies, even though we reject what 
we certainly consider to be an unscrip­
tura l doctrine. We have no contention 
whatever with "purifying fire," and 
earnestly desire, with Wesley, that re­
fining fire may go through our hearts 
and purify our souls. Our only dis-

agreement is with confusing this with 
the Baptism with the Holy Spirit. 

There is 110 suggestion whatever in 
Acts 2 that the Pentecostal Baptism 
pu rifi ed the waiting believers; on the 
contrary, our Lord had plain ly said to 
them before Pentecost, "Now are ye 
clean through the word wh ich I have 
spoken un to you·' (John 15 :3). Christ 
never taught that the purpose of the 
Promise of the Father was to purify 
His disciples; bu t He did make it per­
fect ly plai n that the divine purpose was 
to give them power to become I li s wit­
nesses (Acts 1 :8). The hearts of 
Cornelius and his COl1lp.1ny were puri­
fied by fai th in the Lord Jesus ; and the 
gif t of the H oly Spirit was God's wit­
ness to an accompJished fact, not God's 
method of accompli shing it (Acts 15: 
8, 9). . 

The question now remains, however, 
what was the "fire" that should ac­
company the Baptism with the Holy 
Spirit?

But the 
inspiring Spirit( verse 4) was idcntical 
with Hi 111 who ga\-e the inward fire 
to lhe forme r prophets, and who caused 
J eremia h to say, "II is word was III 

mine hean as a burning fire shut up 
in my bones" (Je r. 20 :9). 

It was the fire of ins piration. Now 
the g reat resul t of receiv ing the prophetic 
fire was that it fill ed the recipient with 
God's message. God's prophets were 
always essentially the Lord's mes:.engers 
wi th the l.o rd 's message (I lag. 1:13); 
and such a message is a burning thing,

wate r bapti sm, less about a baptism of 
fire, s till less about a baptism of suff er­
ing and nothing at at! about a baptism 
of honesty, which is perhaps ou r su~ 
prel11c need in the church at this 
mOll1ent. 

Thi s is the bitter truth- if we call 
take it- that 1110st of us could live 
our lives in our present level of spirit­
uality by sheer will power and common 
intelligence. 'We have some of self and 
some of God, less of sel f and more of 
God; but where arc they who can say, 
"None of self and all of God"? 

We have terminology but not tears. 
Affluence but not influence. Interest 
but not intercession. \Ve talk but do 
not work. \l!,' e talk of the blessed Spirit 
but fail to demonstrate the power of 
the Spi rit. We arc loquacious about 
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glowing with heavenly fire, whether in 
love or anger, pi t)" or contempt. com­
fort or courage. Peter wa~ filled with 
just such fire when he preached on the 
Day of Pentecost, and the :;ame latent 
fire was burning in the hearts of the 
cleven who stood with him. He was 
at that hour supremely a man with a 
mes~age. He was in spi red. His soul 
was ahlaze with it. He had been 
bJptizcd wi th the I Ioly Ghost and with 
fire. 

They became, as promised, witnesses 
to Chr ist. T he essence of Peter's burn­
ing Pentecostal "sermon" is alt con­
tained in its climax- "God hath made 
tha t s..1.ll1e Jesus, whom ye have crucified, 
both l.ord and Christ." Al l the others 
who on the Day of P entecost, and on 
su bse(ll1Cllt occasions, rceci'·ed the proTll­
ised Baptism also beca me burning wit­
nesses to a crucified, ri sen, and exalted 
Saviour. Their witness was always 
Per sonal ; it was about the Lord Jesus 
Chr i:.t. They possessed undoubting 
com ictiom about Him, and found them­
selves constrained by an ever-deepening 
love fo r Him. Out of this came the 
irresistible urge to speak to others 
about Him, and to "preach the gospel 
10 every creature." The deepest mot ive 

was a passionate faith . hope and lo\"e 
centered in Jesl1s as both Lord and 
Christ. \\"e helieve that om doctrine 
of the BaJlti~1ll with the Holy Ghost and 
fire docs not a rri'·e at the full revela­
tion of Scripture, even when it empha­
sizes producing a passion for souls. Its 
firstfruit ·has to do with our att itude 
of heart and mind towards Christ Him­
self. All else should come frolll that. 

\\"hat shall we say to tbese things? 
"The fire shalt e,'er be burning upon 
the altar, it shall never go out." A so­
called Penteco!:>tal testimony, whether 
individual or collective, that loses the 
fire is no Pentecostal testimon)" at all. 
The sacred flame lit at the Pentecostal 
altar must never be confused merely 
with great zeal in service; it is the 
heavenly fire of div ine inspiration COll­

tinually fed by beholding the Lamb of 
God. A Baptism with the Holy Spi rit 
without expression through inspi red 
utterance is not the baptism spoken 
about ill ~1atthew and Luke: and a 
Pentecostal te~timony that ceases to ex­
perience the inward fire of prophecy 
is not "that which was spoken by the 
prophet J oeL ·' We prcach a Christ who 
baptizes with the H oly Ghost and with 
fire.

greatest of all songs-a beauti f ul love 
song with a spiritual meaning. This 
book is different frOIll all other books 
of the Bible; it has a special message 
for us that tells of the sacred, intimate 
communion and fellowship of the 
hea\'enly Bridegroom, Jesus Christ, 
with Ili s Bride, the Church. Surely 
this is holy ground. 

Such fellowship is so preciolls that 
the Lord calls it the "one thing . . . 
needful" (Luke 10:42). To many. 
communion of this type is a lost art. 
Like Martha, they serve God, and yet 
do not know how to commune with l1im 
and worship Him as ~Iary did. 

In our text the Bride is speaking to 
the Bridegroom, and from the depth of 
her soul she cries out to Him, "Draw 
me." . She is not as near to Him as 
she longs to be; and she knows that 
unless He draws her, !'ohe cannot come. 

The Lord revealed a great truth when 
He told the Jews, "No man can come to 
me, except the Father which hath sent 
me draw him" (John 6:44). The faJl 
of man was so terrible that in the nat­
ural we have no real desire to come to 
God. The Dible teaches that we are 
"dead in trespasses and sins" (Eph. 
2: 1). Thus we could not make a move 
toward God if He did not draw liS. 
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Wc have all felt the drawing power 
of God 111 ollr live". \\'hat a thrilling, 
joyous experience to know that when we 
had 110 de~ire whatever for God, J fe 
loved us enough to draw llS to Himself. 
,. For the 5011 of mall is come to seek 
and to save that which was lost" (Luke 
19:10). Thank God that He docs not 
dri\'e us-He draws us. 

i'\ot only before we are saved, but 
all through Ollr Chri:-.tian lives, it is 
ne<:es"ary . for God to draw us. The 
world, the flesh, and the devil contrive 
to draw us away from Him. In these 
perilous times in which we h\'e, sin 
abounds, and the love of many is grow­
ing cold. 

How easy it is for the Christian to 
leave his first love, to grow weary in 
well doing. to neglect his prayer Ii fe, 
to lose his burden fo r the lost. May 
God stir in all of ~IS a sense of our 
need until we, too, wi\] cry to Ilim 
with all Our hearts, "Draw us." 

"Draw me," called the bride, "and we 
will nm after thee." All men are drawn 
to Christ by the love of God shown on 
Calvary, but many harden their hearts 
and refuse to come. 

That was the trouble with the Jews. 
Je~us drew them by His teaching. They 
confessed, "Never man spake like this 
man" (John 7:46). He drew them by 
His mighty miracles. With their own 
eyes they saw 1 rim heal the sick, unstop 
deaf ears, cleanse the lepers, gi\'e sigh t 
to the hlind, and raise the dead; but 
they refused to yield to His claims. They 
hardened their hearts against Him until

\\'hy is it that many of God'~ people 
make such little progress in their spirit­
uallives, do not grow in grace, or bear so 
little fruit? Is it not because they re­
fm.e to run after the Lord when He 
draws them? This is why the children 
of hrael \\andered fort)' years in the 
wilderne:,s when they could have been 
enjoYlIIg the bles .. ing~ of the Promised 
Land. This is al~ the reason why 
many arc having "wilderness" e...xpe­
rience~ today. "Let us lay aside every 
weight, and the sin which doth SO easily 
hes('t liS, and let liS nm with patlence 
the race ... before us, looking unto 
Je~lI", the author and finisher of our 
faith" (lIeh. 12:1,2). 

"Draw me. we will nm after thee." 
pleaded the hride. ~otice how quickly 
her prayer was answered, for in the 
next breath she cries, "The king hath 
hrought me into his chambers: we will 
be glad and rejoice in thee." lie drew 
h('r; she ran; she found herself in His 
chamhers. 

We go places if we run after the 
l..ord when J Ie draws tis. Let us say 
with the writer, "0 be quick, my soul. 
to an!Swl.'T Him; be jubilant my fcet." 
As we run after Him, we find ourselves 
in II is chambers. 1 Iere we see the King 
in all Ilis beauty, glory. and majesty, 
and we are glad and rejoice ill Him. 
The Ps.. ... t1mist said, "A day in thy courts 
is better than a thou .... and" (P"a. 84 : 1 0). 
What, then, would a day in J lis cham­
ber!". be like? This is the ~e<:rct place of 
the Most 1 figh, where we ahide under 
the shadow of the Almighty! 

\Ve have all felt the tug of God in 
our hearts. IIe draws us in different 
w:lys-by His wonderful love; by a 
hunger for a closer walk with God; by 
a divine discontent.

To ~dlOm hast thou uttered 
words? and whose spirit came from 
thee?" (Job 26:2-4) .

of the Lord Jesus Christ. Need I tell 
yOIl, my good friends, tOllight we need 
not operators primarily, although that 
helps; not advertising men and promot­
ers primarily, although that's good; 
not good expository preachers, although 
we'll never forsake our cOllvictions that 
the Word of God is primary in its im­
portance in the mini stry- but we need, 
most of aU, people who can deliver other 
people from the power of the devil and 
win them to Jesus Christ by the power 
of the Holy Ghost. 

Does this leave you somewhat be­
wildered and cold in your heart, and 
do you begin to wonder what I'm driv­
ing at? Let's bring just a few simple 
cases. Here is a boy who comes and 
says he is a victim of bad habits. He 
has developed, in several yea rs, habits 
of life that leave him weak, leave him 
filled with self-loathing, leave him a 
slave to his lusts and practices-and he 
comes along and says to you, "Brother 
Bob, what am r going to do?" 

Well, you turn his attention to the 
Scriptures and you say, "Look at this 
-'I can do all things through Christ 
which strengtheneth me.' Jesus will 
strengthen you, buddy." You turn 
to other scriptures like 1 Corinthians 
1O:13-"There hath no temptation taken 
you but sllch as is common to man: 
but God is faithful, who will not suffer 

you to be tempted above that ye are 
able; but will with the temptation also 
make a way to escape, that ye lllay l~ 
able to bear it." You point him to 
that and you say, "Look, buddy, God 
is able. You can believe Him. He was 
big enough to save you; He was great 
enough to love you and give Christ 
for your ransom; and He is great 
enough to deliver you. Do you believe 

. -" <t. 
He looks at you with eyes filled with 

discouragement and he says, "I've been 
a1l over this a hundred times and it 
doesn't work." 

What are you going to do for that 
lad? Talking isn't going to do it, so 
you get down and pray, and you say, 
"Come on, let's talk to God." You say, 
" Lord, help this man and del iver him. 
Strengthen him." Then you say, "Now, 
buddy, you pray." 

And he tells YOll, "I've done all this 
before and nothing works." 

What are you going to do? Turn him 
over to somebody else to do the same 
thing? Are you going to say, "Well, 
buddy, you haven't got enough faith. 
You need to believe God. You need 
to have more faith"? 

He says, " I 've llsed up all the faith 
I've got. J don't know what else to 
do." 

What you need, my friend, and what 
I need, if I may use the term reverently, 
is a direct wire to heaven so that 
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we can plug the power of God into 
that soul. lIe needs to be delivered. 
He doesn't need a lecture-he needs 
deliverance! 

How is it with you tonight? You 
can run a rally, you can speak, you can 
sing a solo, you can lead the singing, 
you can sing in the choir, you can read 
Scripture-but when you bump against 
the fact that people are helpless in sin, 
and you can't deliver them, you had 
bener ask '<'-'''y. God is demanding that 
we have a ministry of deliverance. I 
had rather have fewer people in Youth 
for Christ, but have that bunch of people 
in direct contact with the Almightiness 
of God. \Vouldn't you?

This text also demands that our minis­
try be prophetic: "How hast thou coun­
seled him that hath no wisdom? and how 
hast thou plentifully declared the th ing 
as it is ?" 

The ancient prophets were noted for 
two things. First, they knew the mind 
of God; and second, they could give 
it out to others. They knew the mind 
of the Lord. Case in point: Samuel 
coming to mect Saul. t\ow, you can be 
very sure that King Saul had ar ranged 
evef:},thing so that he was pretty far 
in front of thc procession and looked 
quite pious; and when Samuel came to 
see him, you can be sure there was 
no evidence of Saul's disobedience in 
sight. You remember the story: God 
had said to smite the Amalekites and 
not leave anyt hing living. "Don't bring 
back any loot or booty," the Lord said. 
But Saul disobeyed. He brought back 
the king so he could brag over him. 
He brought back the slaves so that he 
could li se them. He brought back the 
cattle so that he could have some fresh 
meat in his deep-freeze. 

Saul couldn't fool the prophet Samuel. 
God had revealed the true state of af­
fairs to I1i s se rvant, saying, "Look, 
Saul has di sobeyed Me. He is bring­
ing back some spoil and some loot, and 
you've got to go talk to him." So 
Samuel went out to meet Saul, and I'm 
sure that Saul looked as pious as though 
he were sing ing, "Holy, holy, holy, Lord 
God Almighty, early in the morning 
our song shall rise to Thee." But 
Samuel said, "What have you done? 
What means the lowing of the oxen, 
and the bleating of the sheep ? What 
is all this I head" T don't believe he 
hea rd it with his ears. He had ' already 
heard it with his heart. He looked at 
King Saul and said, "God is through 
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wnh yOtl, old boy, and I fe has gotten 
Himself a king who will ohey Jlim." 

Xow, when David came along he fell 
into dreadful sin one day. God sent 
Xathan the prophet to him, :\athan told 
him a little story about a rich man with 
many flocks, and a poor man with (Inc 
little Jamb. He :-aid the rich man, in­
stead of killing one of hi~ own animals 
to provide food for visitor:-, went and 
stole that little lamb from the poor 
man and used it. David immediately 
lost his temper and said, "That kind of 
man must he killed."' r\athan pointed 
hi" forefinger at the king and said, 
"You're the man!,'

T don't think you need to be a sooti1:-ayer 
or a fortune-teller to be an evangelical 
preacher, but if you're going to win 
souls to Christ you'\'e got to live close 
enough to JC5llS to know the heart of 
God. It's not enough to quote Bihle 
passages. You have to he a prophet! 
YOll have to be able to say, "Thus saith 
the Lord"-and mean it. 

Are you a prophet, or just a talker? 
'Ve need a prophetic ministry. 1 can 
picture Amos with grit under his finger­
nails, and with straggly locks that never 
knew a barber shears. There he stood 
in the. court of lhe king, with his 
whiskers flowing in the wind-stood in 
all his homespun garments and his home­
made sandals. His voice was like. a 
foghorn that creaked as he spoke. The 
perfumed court preacher advised him 
to go home and preach to the chickens 
and cows. Old Amos just fixed his 
eyes on them with a beady stare and 
said, "Listen, you court preacher and 
the rest of yOtl, I am no prophet nor 
the son of a prophet, but the Lord took 
me from following the herd, and the 
Lord said unto me, 'Go, speak in the 
king's court.' So I came; and thou, 
therefore, hear the Word of the Lord. 
Prepare to meet your God!" 

The prophet's authority came frOIll 
the fact that he had been in touch with 
Almighty God. I want a prophetic 
Illillistry-I do. I do-and I want it 
for everyone of you.

Some associate God's will with some­
thing hard, unpleasan t, and difficult to 
accomplish. They think God tries to 
make things distasteful for ti s. We 
nced to realize, however, "that the 
sunri se is a lso God's will." All His 
ways are piea:.antness, and all His paths 
are peace. God's plan for our lives is 
the be:.!, happiest, most rewarding way. 

\Ve need never be afraid God may 
ask tiS to do the impossible. Moses felt 
God was asking the impossible of him 
when He chose him to deliver the people 
of Israel out of bondage. However, we 
sec over and over again in Bible history 
that God made no mistake when He gave 
Moses a pecul iarly hard task. 

Sometime ago, while reading the 
Dible, I noticed how many verses plainly 
.!;late that certain things are God's will. 
I took a notebook and wrote them down 
as I came across them. 

1 found that it is His will for all 
men to be saved. God "will have all men 
10 be s.1.ved, and to come unto a knowl­
edge of the truth" (1 Timothy 2:4).

I learned it is not I1i s will that any 
soul :.hould perish. In 2 Peter 3:9 1 
found these words: H1'he Lord 
is 10ng!Suffering to t1s-ward, not willing 
that any should perish, but that al\ 
should come to repentance." God a l­
ways stretches the opportunity for re­
pentance to its limit. He gives warning 
after warnil1g, not willing to give up 
until a person's continued stubbornness 
and heedlessness makes the situation 
hopeless. 1 f any man is lost, it is not 
because God wills it so. God is so 
anxiolls to see everyone s.aved that He 
gave His Son, who died on Calvary's 
cross tbat whoever is willing to believe 
in 11im shall not perish but have ever­
lasting life. 

You may be sure you are doing God's 
will when you pray for the lost. when 
you witness to the unsaved, when you 
"rescue the perishing." We should 
pray for the s.1.lvation of every human 
being and we s-hou ld work, under His 
direction, at the task of making the 
gospel known to the ends of the earth; 
for it is His will that all mankind should 
hcar the Good News and ha"e an op­
portunity to repent and believe the gas­
pe\. 

"I have never ceased praying for 
you," Paul wrote to the Colossians, "and 
asking God to fill yotl. . with a clear 
kII01J,,'ll'dge of His will, so that you may 
lead live:; worthy of the Lord to His 
full satisfact ion" (Col. 1:9, 10, \\'il­
Iiams Trans-Iation). A clear knowledge 
of His will would clear IIp all confusion. 
1t is right to pray for this knowledge, 
both for ourselves and for others. 

Paul gives us some rules for Chris­
tian li ving in I Thessalonians 5:16-18. 
lIe says, "Rejoice evermore. Pray with­
out ceasing. In everything give thanks." 
On the surface thi s looks like an im­
possible requirement. \Vhile there are 
times when it is easy to rejoice, and to 
pray, and to give thanks, there are other 
times when circumstances are adverse 
and we feel like doing quite the oppo!:rite. 
But Paul added, lest his readers feel 
the admonition was impractical for 
everyday living, "For this is the will 
of God in Christ Jesus concerning you." 
And God will furnish li S with the 
power of His Spirit to enable us to 
do this. 

As YOIl read your Bible, watch for 
the passages whe re God's will is def­
initely stated, and follow His will as 
He enables you. If you will do this, He 
will not leave you in doubt regarding 
any part of His plan for your life.

who earned his living by making ropc.

The "gringo" (foreigner), as 
anyone from a strange country was 
called, could not speak much Spanish, 
for he and his famIly had arrived in 
that little country only recently. ::\'0 
missionaries had evcr gone into this 
area before. 

While the "gringo" was in Teguci­
galpa he gave a New Testament to the 
blind rope-maker who lived there. 

Many years later a missionary and 
his family went to Tegucigalpa to bring 
the gospel to that dark and needy place. 
No missionary had evcr lived there 
before. What a surprise the missionary 
had when he found there a group of 
twenty or thirty born-again Chri!)tians 
who mct every Sunday to read God's 
Word togetber!

During the war I was tra ined as a 
nurse's aid; and when my husband and 1 
moved to Tucson, Arizona, I worked in 
the hospital for a short time. 

r remember well the night a woman 
was brought in who was having great 
difficulty in breathing because of an 
asthma attack. She remained for several 
days even though she was much im­
proved aftcr the third day. The head 
nurse told us, "She's completely neuro­
tic, even imagines she has a bad heart. 
Do what you can for her-but I warn 
you, she'll rUIl you to death if YOli let 
her !" 

One morning I entered her room with 
her bath water, not even realizing that

He gave a Xe\\' Testament to a blind 
rope-maker, and thi!) man p..id a little 
boy out of his meager earmngs to come 
daily and read this "~trange book" to 
him. As the lillie boy read, a crowd 
would gather around the door to listen. 
As a result the blind man and twenty 
or thirty others were saved. 

Who had hecn their teacher? Only 
the 110ly Spirit, taking the things of 
Christ spoken through the lips of a 
$lllaU boy and making the Book li\'e 
to them. 

The blind man had passed into the 
presence of bis Saviour, but the nucleus 
of a church had been established before 
any missionary ever lived there. A. E. 
Bishop, the "gringo" who {.,'<l\·e the New 
Testament to the blind rope-maker, has 
joined him in the heavenly mansions, 
but today a large Christian church ex­
ists in the capital of Iionduras, the city 
of Tegucigalpa. God has promised that 
His \Vord shall not return void. 

I was humming a hymn. She looked up 
quickly. "Honey, why are you singing ?" 

I opened Illy mouth to speak, to tell 
her the reason for my song. 1 t was a 
g.olden opportunity to witness for my 
Lord, for people seldom ask sllch a 
leading question of a Olristian.

PRESENT WORLD 

Vatican Radio Can Reoch Entire World 
New rauio lrall~lllittcrs have hcen built for the Vatican, 

twelve miles north of Rome. according to Prophetic NC'/.lJs. 
These transmitters arc powerful enough to carry broadcasts 
to c\'('ry part of the world, thus spreading Roman Catholic 
doctrines. 

Church Press Grows in W est Germany 
If the ci rculation of rciigiom, papers is any indication of 

interest ill r(,\igiol1, ti1('11 Christianity is growing in \Vest Ger­
many. Latest reports indicate there arc 492 church publi­
cations with a total circulation of nearly 17 million. Re­
ligious periodicals con"titutc the second largest group of pub­
lications ill \Vest Germany, StlfJ:h"lsscd in mlll1bcr only hy in­
dustrial and trade papers. Jlighcst circulation total regis­
tered by religious puhlications in all of pre-Nazi Germany 
was 10,.300,(0) in 1929. 

East Germans Protest Atheistic Propaganda 
Church officials in the Soviet Zone have protested to East 

German authorities ag:linst an intensive atheistic propaganda 
campaign they say is being promoted in the newly-formed 
East German Army. The religiolls leaders also charged 
th at Christian clergymen arc being prevented from ex­
ercising pastoral care of (he soldiers. 

Communists Seek World Atheistic Co-operation 
Hussia's top organizat ion for atheistic propaganda has an­

nounced a campaign for co-operation with similar groups in 
other cOllntries, according to a report on Moscow Radio mon­
itored in 1.ondon. The organ ization is the All-Union So­
ciety for the Disscmination of Scielltific alld Political Knowl­
edge. This society, which claill's a membership of 340,()()(), 
is the successor to th e League of Militant Atheists, which 
fuuctioned for sixteen years in its fight against so-called 
" religious superstitions." The League of Militant Atheists 
was dissolved in 1941 when Russia adopted a more tolerant 
altitude toward religion in order to get religiolls believers 
to su pport the war effort. Now this new atheistic society is 
operating and wants to branch out into other countries. 

War Prisoners Hand-Copy New Testament 
A German prisoucr of war, rccently released by the Rus­

sians, related this uTlusual incident of how the Scriptures were 
circulated in Russia. \Vhen he was taken captive, accord­
ing to Bible JOUYMI, this young man successfully retained 
his New Testamen t. Other pri soners heard about it ancl 
asked to borrow it so they could make copies for thei r own 
usc. The absolute dearth of writing paper made this im­
possible until some old cement sacks made of heavy wrapping 
papcr were discovered. 

Little by little, ten hand-written copies of the New Tes­
tament we re made secretly by the prisoners during their 
spare time. The copies were then handed out to other pris­
oners when they met in deepest secrecy for an occasional 
meet ing of worSh ip and prayer. 
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Evangelical Chinese Pastor Sentenced by Reds 
Pastor Wang ~Iing Tao, an evangelical Protestant church 

leader in China, and his wife have been sentenced by Chinese 
Communist authorities to 15 years imprisonmcnt. lie has 
been denounced for "opposing democracy," "deceiving the 
masses," and considering "dogma" to be "more important 
than patriotism." A number of other faithful Christians, in­
cluding 18 or more students,. were arrested in August at the 
same time as Pastor and 1\lrs. \Vallg. 

Asks Re ligiou s Freedom Guarantee from Tito 
A member of the House Foreign A Hairs Committee urged 

President Eisenhower to insist on "a positi\'e guarantee" 
from Marsha!! '1'ito that full religious freedom will be re­
sto red in Yugoslav ia, as a condition to furt her American mil­
itary and economic aid. Representative Thomas J. Dodd, 
of Connecticllt, said tbat "it is not fair or just to expect the 
American people to support a government which practices 
religious persecution." He charged that 110t only are Roman 
Catholic priests and laymcn in Yugoslav prisons "r ight now" 
but other Christians also "are constantly persecuted because 
of their rel igiolls bel iefs." 

If H.cpresentative Dodd's suggestion becomes a part of 
American policy with Communist-con troll ed countrics, we 
hope that the same principles will also be applied to American 
aid to countries like Spain, where the P rotestan t minority IS 

being pe rsecllted by the Roman Catholic majority. 

Large Group Honor Zondervan Brothers 
Over two thousand persons attended Open House at the 

twenty-fifth anniversary of the Zondervan Publi shing House, 
publishers of Christ ian books by authors of most Protestant 
denominations. The publishers, B. D. and P. J. Zondcrvan, 
recalled how they began their publishing work in a back 
bedroom of the parents' farmhouse in 1931. Today they 
have an imposing business with 120 employees. 

Claim Most Tax Maney Goes for the Military 
The F riends Committee on National Legislation reports 

that the federa l govcrnment is spending only 22 cents out of 
every tax dollar for nonmilitary purposes . The Quaker 
group said that 69.8 per cent of all government cxpendi~ 
ture is marked for military preparations, and 8.1 per cent 
will be used to pay debts of past wars. Only 22. 1 per cent 
will be spent on the ordinary civil ian purposes of government. 

Armed Forces and Religion 
Of the three million men in the armed forces of the U. S., 

57 per cent have had some degree of religious background, 
while the other 43 per cent have had no prev ious association 
with any religious body, the Government says. These fig­
ures seem to indicate that chu rches today are reaching only 
about half of the young people at all; but they give no in­
dication of how many of those rcached are kept by the 
churches.

General Secretary of the association 
js Dr. Clate Risley of Chicago. 

The National Sunday School Convention met at historic 
Moody ).lemorial Church in Chicago on October 10-12, and 
att racted some 4,0Xl delegates frOIll 45 states. Pastors and 
Sunday School workers from a number of evangelica l de­
nominations were inspired by the messages and workshops 
of the gathering. 

The National Sunday School Association, a branch of the 
1'\ational Association of Evangelicals, was founded in Chi­
cago in 1946. Serving more than a score of denominations, 
the asociatioll has experienced a rapid growth. 

Roin Comes After Oklahomans Pray 

A soaking rain-the first genera l downpour III the state 
in nearly four months-feU throughout Oklahoma a few 
hours after prayers for relief from the drought had been of­
fered in the churches. 

Governor Raymond Gary had called upon Oklahomans 
to join in prayers for rain. The governor said he would not 
"presume to label the downpour a direct answer" to the 
prayers, but pointed out that the pleas had been offered 
by a ';Christ ian state whose people believe strongly in God." 
H e 5<1 id, "I know the people of the state are very grateful. 
I am very thankful , and r am confident we will receive more 
rain." Governor Gary is a prominent Southern Baptist 
layman. 

Alcohol-Related Offenses Keep Pol ice Busy 

Over 60 per cent of all arrests reported to the FBI for the 
first six months of 1956 \"'ere alcohol-related, according to 
figures published in the Bureau's semiannual uniform Crime 
Report. Out of 2,945,216 arrests reported from 1,77l cities, 
1,786,547 were for the four liquor-related offenses of drunk­
enness, disorderly conduct, driving while intoxicated, and 
liquor law violations. T he percentages do not include ar­
rest figures on charges of assault, rape, vagrancy, and of­
fenses against family and children. Liquor is often a major 
factor in these crimes. 

These FBI figures give a rough idea of the amount of time 
spent by our police forces to control drinkers and those who 
sell to them.

ON TilE NORT HEAST COAST Of> H OK­

kaido, the northern island of Japan, 
lies a fishing cit)'. It is nestled between 
a mountain range on the south and the 
cold Northern Ocean that surrounds it 
on three sides. For sollle strange rca­
~OI1 the sa lt conten t of the ocean has 
little effect to combat the Arctic cold­
ness so that the entire harbo r turns to 
a thick, hard layer of ice in winter. 

The city was nallled 11 QmbcLSu (gate­
way to the ledge ) by the Ainu Indians 
who once inhabited nl) o f thi s area. Tt s 
main industries arc dependellt upon the 
fish and water products. The 53,000 
inhabitants arc stuffed together in 
fragile litt le frame hOllses. 

Protestant Mi s!; ions, though \",ork­
ing over a hund red years in Japan, ha\'e 
somehow overlooked this fertile area. 
It has been le ft to lie in its heathen 
worship with "no salt to savor" the 
li ves of the populati on. Ten huge 
temples are crowded between the homes 
and waterfront, so that the whole com­
munity revolves around the "gaudy, 
painted stone gods" of Shintoism and 
Buddhism. The inhabitants are chained 
with superstitions; the low state of 
morals defies imagination, and the 
young men and women !>pend their 
meager earnings and spa re time be­
twecn gambling houses and rice wine 
shops. 

Paul Berg and myself, with threc 
Japanese workers, pitched our gospel 
tent in August and started the first serv­
ices in this city. Not willing to limit 
ourselves to this small area, we launched 
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Ainu Indians-the aboriginols of Japan 

out in to t wO or three open-air sen' Ices 
daily. Many times hundreds would 
gather to hear the Good Kcws. In the 
cvening 'tent meetings, crowds !-.tepped 
out in d«ision for Christ. An invita­
tion came from the fishing factories 
to come during the lunch hours and 
hold serv ices on the pier; the schools of 
the city opened their doors. Never have 
we felt such a challenge. 

As a result of so ImllJy decisions for 
Chri st, we found it neccssary to send a 
nat ive pastor and his wife into thi s area 
to li ve and work. God has arranged so 
that a home was rcnted at little cost for 
a temporary mecting place. 1 rowcvcr, 
thi s p.:lstor and hi s new work must be 
su pported for at least a year until the 
people themselves can ca rry the finan­
cial responsibilities. The Slim of $35.00 
a month would help support and furnish 
fuel for the winter season. \\'hen Jesus 
pla inly stated in His \Vord, "Ye are the 
sa lt of the earth," we cannot turn our 
backs on thi s city with sllch a dire need 
of "salt."

11is tiny 
tent church is too small for his people, 
and the people are poor, so he had writ­
ten to a..,k liS for help but received none. 

"lie was nry discouraged. IIis 
mother had become sick and needed an 
operation. Since he was the oldc~t son, 
it was his responsibili ty to care for 
her. li e sold c\'crything he possessed 
to pay the hospital bill. Then other 
members of his family look sick. :\Jcm­
bers of a Preshyterian ChuTch came and 
asked bim to be their pastor. promis· 
ing to give him a good salary and build 
him a nice chu rch . He refused, saying 
that he was S(lved and filled with the 
Holy Spirit ill the Assemblies of God 
and felt he should not compromise. 
Nevertheless, he was discouraged. 

"He had been taught in our Bible 
School to trust God for everything, and 
said that he didn 't want to tell me hi s 
troubles. However, because the burden 
of the church and his family weighed 
so he."",ily on him, he just had to un· 
burden himself to someone. Fortunately 
the day before this- I had received a 
check f rom a sisteT in the States who 
sa id that God spoke to her heart to 
immediately send me $50.00 for some 
special need . As I told this to the 
discou raged worker, he just broke down 
and wept; but he is st ill in much need 
of money for hi s personal need besides 
wanting lumber for his church. His 
people will sacTifice to buy the rest of 
the materia l for the church. 

"The same day another worker, also a 
graduate from our school, who is 
pioneering in the north, came to talk 
with me. I-li s len l church burnt down 
and hc needed help to put up another. 
Then a third carne to say that his tent 
church was destroyed by Ihe recent 
typhoon that damaged Okinawa and hit 
the eastern par~ of Korea.

"I notice that we received $29.60 for 
the orphanage for this momh. How 
can we ever feed twenty-four babies and 
pay the nUTses and caretakers with this 
amount ?" 

\Ve, ill America, forget very quickly. 
\ Vhile the newspapers and radio kept 

us daily reminded of the war ravages 
in Korea, many friends supported Ihe 
work there gencrously, Since we no 
longer have these reminders, it is easy 
to forget that Our Korean friends still 
need our assistance.

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A REPORT OF THE FIRST ASSEMBLIES 

OF GOD CONVENTION FOR THE DEAF 

T HEY CA~IE FROM FAR AND TilEY 

came from ncar, from the cold north, 
the :-.unny sollth and the fr iendly mid­
we~t. But ('"ery person who altcnded 
the fir!>! As~cmhlics of God Deaf Con­
yent ion carried with him the same bur­
dell 011 his heart-to win America 's lost 
Deaf for the Kingdom of God. October 
18-21 marked the dates of this important 
meeting held at Cen tral Bible Inst itute 
in Springf ield, :\Iissouri. 

From the very beginning of the meet­
ings 011 Thursday eYening a special sense 
of God's blessing was present. There 
were limes when God's Spiri t swept 
in like a flood as the people's hands and 
hearts were li fted in adoration and 
p raI se. 

Assemblies of God min ist ry a illong 
the Deaf has sprung from sm all be­
ginnings, and with Ihe exception of a 
few pioneer works littl e was done until 
1948. I n that year a Sign Language 
Class was begun at Cent ral Bible Insti­
tute, and from these classes and those 
conducted in three other Bible Schools 
have come our present home missionaries 
to the DeaC- 38 in number. H ow we 
praise God for His faithfulness and 
blessings upon those who have con­
secrated themselves to the all-important 
task of rescuing from sin those whose 
physical ears are closed but whose 
spi ritual ears hunger for the satisfying 
portion of God's Word. T o date there 
are 72 Assemblies o f God deaf groups 
and Sunday School classes in the United 
States. 

"WORKERS TOGETHER," the 
appropriate theme for the convention, 
Wa.9 aptly woven into the many dis­
cussions led by various workers, and 
into the devotional messages. In one 
session encouraging reports o f God's 
victories and blessings were given by 
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Ihe workers present. Comhined with 
Ihe reports of workers were the soul­
stirring te~till1onies of deaf people thelll­
selves who have been gloriously lifted 
tip from lin's of sin, wa4ed in the 
Blood of the Lamb. and baptized in 
the 110ly Spirit. Their testimonies 
and silent singing were sources of en­
couragemcnt and blessing, and served 
one specific purpose-to further fan 
the flame of passion for lost deaf souls 
that was kind led in every heart. 

Special consideration was- given 
during the meetings to planning the 
1957 camps for the Deaf. Plans were 
made for six camps bigger and better 
than evcr before. l\Iiss :\laxine Stro­
bridge, minister to the Deaf from i\1ich­
igan, led the discussion and planning 
pcr iod. Another specialized conference 

was conducted 011 local church ministry, 
visitation, and tracts led hy Croft Pentz, 
minister to the Deaf in New York and 
Xew Jersey. Brother Pentz gave report 
of good result!t of ministry in the 
Eastern states. J {e also reported pro­
gress in the Sign L1.nguage classes at 
Eastern Bible Institute. 

Julius Hoffman of :;\finneapolis, 
~I innesota, a special guest du ring the 
convention, had many inspiring and en­
couraging words for those present. 
Brother Hoffman is a deaf man and 
president of GOSPEL WITNESS 
FOR TJlE DEAF. Thirteen years ago 
he began a tract ministry by mail to 
the Dca f with a list of only 38 people. 
H is ministry has grown steadi ly through 
the yea rs until the mailing li st of deaf 
friends has reached the 42,000 mark.

There comes Q time to spare the rod and not spoil the child 

rr liE H[flL~: SAYS, "FATHERS, PROVOKE 

not your children to oliger, lest they be 
discouraged" (Colossians 3 :2). The 
italics show that the words "to anger" 
arc not in the original. The verse really 
reads, "Fathers, provoke not your chil­
dren lest they be discouraged." The 
idea Paul had in mind was, "Lest they 
he discouraged from doing what is 
right." J. n. Phillips has translated 
this verse as roflows: "Fathers, don·, 
over-correct your children or they win 
grow up feeling inferior and frustratc<.l." 

I t is possible to give a child too m:l.Ily 
rules to follow. God gave the Israelites 
ten commandments, but many parents 
have issued far morc than ten regula­
tions for their children to obey. The 
thunder of Sinai lasted one day, but 
some parents keep up the thunder day 
after day shouting commands in a loud 
voice until their children learn to hate 
all commandments. It is best to for­
bid as few things as possible, and then 
soundly to enforce what is forbidden. 

Often the father represents God ill 
the mind of the child. If the latter 
feels his father is a tyrant, he is apt 
to regard God the same way and to ac­
quire a hatred of Christian things. 

Some parents are over-exacting in 
their demands and too hard to please. 
Children love to be praised, and they 
are very disappointed when, after seek­
ing to do something spec ial for their 
father or mother, instead of being 
praised they are scolded for some small 
matter they had overlooked. 

How do you suppose we shou ld fare 
if our heavenly Father should treat 
tiS just as we have treated our chil­
dren? When a child does wrong, it is 
right for us to show our d ispleasure. 
But there is such a thing as holding dis­
pleasure too long. The prOdigal's father 
hastened to meet him, offer him for­
giveness, and welcome him back to the 

former fellowship of the home. 
Similarly, a parent must be slow in 

accusing a child of wrongdoing, for 
much harm can result r rom hasty and 
false accusations. A child who is con­
stantly being accused of lying, will 
eventually begin to feel he must live 
up to his reputation. 

!\Iany mothers worry too Illllch about 
the health and safety of their children. 
They are forever cautioning them to 
keep away from this, that, and the other. 
The child begins to feel that he is in a 
continual torment of suppression. His 
happiness is constantly clouded by the 
thought that he must be ca reful not to 
play too hard, or run too fast, or make 
too much noise. A parent \\'ho is super­
cautious and always nervous and anx­
ious about the children robs them of 
some of life's most valuable lessons. 
'vVe must pray for our children, and 
then trust them to the care of our 
heavenly Father. It is not always best 
to keep a child away from danger; 
rather, he must be wisely trusted to the 
danger and shown how to conquer it. 

Finally, let us remember not to give 
our ch ildren tests of character that arc 
inappropriate for their age. Vlfe must 
not expect too much of them. When 
they do that which is wrong let us not 
discourage them by harping on it, but 
rather show them God is ready to help 
them and forgive their faults. After 
all, what is the difference between the 
child who wants to play on Sunday and 
hi s father who, too old to play, sits- in 
church and plans his secular work for 
the week? Let us not test Our children 
by a set of rules by which we ourselves 
would not like to be judged. 

"Parents, don't over-correct your 
children, or they will grow up feeling 
infe rior or frustrated."

THE MARK OF CONSECRATION 
Sunday School Lessoll for December 2, 1956 

LUKE 18,18-30 

To consecrate means to "set apart as sacred," "to make 
clean," "to ~anctjf)," "to dedicate to the sen-ice of God," 
"the act or ~tatc of setting apart for a sacred usc or cause." 
In view of the"l' dcfinition~, consecration as it is spoken of 
In the Bible may he defined a" the act or state of being sep­
arated frOIll all that is unlike God and of being completely 
clcdicatt'c\ and devoled to the Jlerson and sc rvite of the Lord 
Jesus Chri-,l. It was just such a consecrat ion which Jesus 
sought from tht' rich young r!ller who carne to Him inquiring 
abou t eternal life. 

I. TilE NeED FOR CONseCRATION 
Two questions asked hy the rich young ruler re\'ealed his 

spi ritual need: 
( I ) "\Vh:H shall 1 do to inherit eternal life ?" His was a 

comlllon mistake. J re thought eternal life was to he gained 
by his own g-ood d<!cds! But "by thc deeds of the law there 
shall no flesh be jU'3tificd in his sight" (Rom. 3:20; sec also 
Titus 3:5; Eph. 2 :8, 9.) 

(2) "What lack 1 yet?" In response to the young man' s 
first quest ion, J esus reminded him of the ten commandments 
- not bec:l.use they could save him, but to pro\'e their in­
sufficiency to save. This insu fficiency the young man ad­
mitted. Think of it! The young ruler did not lack zeal, 
reverence , si ncerity, morality, or outward reli gion. But he 
did lack one thing without which all el se was vain- full 
su rrender of hi s heart to Ch ri st! 

lJ. TH E CALL TO Co.NSECRATION 
"Sell all th at thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and 

thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me." 
Christ was not teaching tbat eternal life can be bought by 
charitable deeds and benevolence. His demand was not, and 
is 11ot, made upon all rich men. Eternal life is secu red 
th rough personal relationship to Jesus; and Chri st, who 
knows the hearts of all men, was silllply tryi ng to re­
move from the. you ng man the thing that hindered him from 
relationship to God- his love of money. 

lll. THE REFUSAL OF CONSECRATION 
"And when he heard this he was very sorrowful. " Mat­

thew adds, "l ie went away sorrowful: for he had great pos­
sessions." The fact really was that hi s possesions had him. 
He kept hi s possessions, but he lost Christ. That he made a 
bad bargain is evident from the fact that he went away, not 
satisfied but sorrowful! 

Poverty is not a mark of godliness, neither is it wicked 
to be rich. But Jesus made it quite clear that it is very dif­
ficult to possess riches and not allow them to possess you! 
H owever, there are many other things which hinder men 
from salvation and consecration to Christ, such as a home, 
a hobby, one's business, one's family, recreation, etc. Good 
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and legitimate things must be kept ill their rightful place, 
being subject to the will of God. 

IV. THE REIVARDS OF CONSECRATION 
"Then said Peter, Lo, we have left all, and followed thec." 

It is easy to follow Peter's thoughts. lie realized what the 
rich young man had lost by refusing to give up all to Christ, 
and he began to wonder how great would be the reward of 
the disciples who had gladly given up all. 

Christ very generously assured Peter that all sacrifices 
made for the glory of God would be rewarded in this life and 
in the life to come. Those who give up relatives or friends for 
Christ's sake will be rewarded with the love and fellowship of 
brothers and sisters in the Lord. Those who sacrifice ma­
terial things for Christ's sake will be rewarded with spiritual 
hles'3ings which money cannot buy! 

"But many that are first shall be last; and the last first." 
There had becn a trace of pride. complacency, and boast­
fulness in Peter's words. Hence Christ threw out a word of 
warning and said, in effect, "Peter, do not be deceived. Be­
cause you were among the first to follow me docs not neces­
sarily mcan your reward shall be greatest. I'\either are the 
sacrifices you make as important as the moti"·e behind them, 
If pride or desire for personal gain should moti vate yOllr sac· 
rifice, you will lose you r reward. 1'.1en like the rich you ng 
rul er, jf they repent in all humility and su rrender to my 
claims, Illay reap a reward which would be greater than 
yours." 

I II the final ana lysis, consecration and the sacrifices it 
ilwolves arc not Jor any purpose, howe\·cr noble, but for 
Jeslls ] limself. ".My goal is God Hi mself," said a great 
saint of another age. This, too, is the goal of consecration.

Self-will, ava rice, love 
for the world, grced, laziness, your ir­
ritation at not having your own way, 
your towering ambition to be somebody 
-these are the thi ngs that cOllle from 
your own spirit. "\OVhose spirit camc 
from thee?" 

Let me s..'ly to you, my friends, that 
in our contact with people the Lord 
expects the I {oly Spirit to be flowing 
from us at all times. Thc Lo rd Jesus, 
on the grcat day of the feast, stood 
and cried, s..'lying, "If any man thirst, 
let him cOllle unto ~I et and drink. H e 
that believeth all Me, as the Scripture 
hath said, out of his belly shall flow 
rivers of living water. (But this spake 
He of the Spirit, which they that be­
lieve on II im shou ld receive: for the 
Holy Ghost was not yct given; because 
that Jesus was not yet glorified.)" 
Whose spirit came from thee? 
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You are responsible for the impres­
sion you make upon people. You meet 
them just for a moment on a bus, or 
t rain, or streetcar--or per haps it is a 
conversation in the hall, or in a store.

1n that bri ef moment, " T o whom hast 
thou utte red words? and whose spi r it 
came from thee?" \Ve' re responsible 
fo r the words we say and for the spirit 
we give out. 

lt's not enough that we meet together 
to view certain thi ngs with alarm, a nd 
make resolutions, and appoi nt com­
mittees, and try to expand our orga niza ­
tion across the world . You and I a re 
responsible fo r the 5..1. lvati on of the lost. 
God says so. lIe says th rou gh E zek iel, 
" I have set thee a watchman untO the 
house o f Israel. . . When I say unto 
the wicked, 0 wicked man, thou sha lt 
surely die ; if thou dost not speak to 
warn the wi cked frOIll h is way, that 
wi cked man shall die in hi s iniquity; 
but h is blood will I require at thine 
hand." 

I pl ead with you- before you com­
promise, think of the responsibility. Be­
fore yOI1 get careless and lazy about your 
rall y program, think of your responsi­
bility. Before you lose your temper, 
or hinder your testimony, or sell your 
soul for sin or lu st or greed or money 
or whatever it be, think of your re­
sponsibility before God. 

If you have a respons-ible m1!l1stry 
you won't go to the joints that the world 
has opened. I f you're respon sible YOll 

won't go to some of these questionable 
places- where some weak little Christian 
looking in would say, "Oh, look who 
is in there; it must be all right for me 
to go." If you're a responsible Chris­
tian you'll dress like a Christian, you'll 
talk like a Chr istian, you'll act like a 
Christian, you'll pray like a Christian, 
you'll sing like a Christian.

O ur place o f spiritual 
rest is in our reliance on what J esus has 
done.

A GREAT TEACHER PASSES ON THE SECRET OF GENUINE CHRI STIAN GROWTH

"Sit sti!!, my daughter ... for the man 
will not be in rest, until he have finished 
the thing this day" (Ruth 3 ')8). 

U NLESS TilE HEART IS AT REST, IT 

will not be possible to minister the real 
health and comfort that those around us 
need. \ ,Ve must learn the innermost 
secret of Him who bade the weary 
and heavy·ladcn to rest. Christ's secret 
is not to rt:licve llS of our labor or our 
responsibilities, bllt to give us the 
secret of tranquillity. 

We will borrow an illustration from 
the Old Testament, which will light up 
and enforce ou r lesson, and then con­
sider how the heart may beat quietly 
in respect to all the prayers, problems, 
and purposes of life. 

Outside the little town of Bethlehem, 
situated on the brow of one o f the Ju­
dean hills, was a piece of land. which 
was an eyesore and a lluis."Ulce to the 
neighborhood. For years it had lain 
neglected. Thistles, rubbish, and rank 
growth covered it, the seeds of wh ich 
were scattered far and wide. 

It was the property of two women­
the cider, a lone widow who had recently 
returned from Mo..'lb, whither her hus­
band and she had gone in a fit of 
unbelief some years before; but she 
returned, leaving three graves behind. 
A young woman had accompanied her, 
cleaving faithfully. Qut of pure syl11-
pathy she had turned her back on hOlne 
and friends, the land of her birth, 
and the temple of her god; had crossed 
the mountains, with her sacred charge, 
and had adopted her p.eople, her father­
land, her God, little dreaming that her 
name wou ld become indissolubly con­
nected with Bethlehem's greatest Son, 
and with the Saviour of the world! 
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As these two, late one afternoon, 
walked along the main st reet of Bethle­
hem, the women sitting at their cot­
tage doors recognized in the elder wo­
man the playmate of their girlhood. 
They had last seen her as a happy wife 
and mother, and wished her well as she 
was starting for Moab; but they shook 
their heads with sad forebodings after 
she had padded by. Probably the old 
home had remained untenanted, and 
there the twO sheltered themselves, de­
pending for their food on the result of 
the younger woman's gleaning in the 
neighboring fields, where the barley 
hanest was being reaped. 

There she had good success, but 
permanent improvement of their posi­
tion could come on ly through some ar­
rangement concerning that piece of land 
and the disposal of the young girl 's 
life, in accordance with Hebrew law 
and precedent. So far as Naomi under­
stood the case, the future of both lay 
at the discretion of a leading citizen, 

a near kinsman of her husband, Boaz 
by name, who had reached middle life, 
was still unmarried, of great wealth, 
high ideals, and llniverSt111y respected 
and beloved. His presence in the coun­
cils of his people was a guarantee of 
order and righteousness; and his word 
was his bond. 

Secretly the mother's heart was con­
stantly turning toward this man. She 
knew that he could be trusted, and re­
joiced when Ruth returned with warm 
praise of the kind words he had ad­
dressed to her, the only doubt being 
whether he would be willing to do the 
kinsman's part, Or would devolve it 
011 a more distant member of the clan. 

She was overjoyed, therefore, when 
she learned that he was prepared to do 
all that might be necessary to save the 
name of the dead, and rehabilitate the 
family fortunes. One further difficulty, 
however, had to be faced. There was 
a nearer kinsman, who might assert 
his right. Owing, however, to some flaw 
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in the leasehold of the property, and 
also to his reluctance to marry this 
:\[oabite girl, no further obstacle blocked 
the bene"olcnt plans which, beneath the 
guidance of God's Spirit, had formulated 
themselyes in the mind and heart of 
Boaz. 

The solution of the matter, \vhich was 
.being settled in the city gate by a coun­
cil of elders, hastily summoned, in­
volved considerable delay . Hour after 
hour passed in the leisurely formalities, 
and it was probably the late afternoon 
when the matter was settled, In the 
meanwhile the two women awaited the 
verdict. The older woman had read the 
evident leadings of Providence, and was 
morally sure of the issue. She knew 
the character of Boaz, and was con­
fident that he would not fail in this 
CrlS]S. But Ruth found it hard to be 
patient. 

She was constantly rising to her feet, 
going to the door, looking up and down 
the street, feveri sh with excitement, 
unable to control hersel f amid the lights 
and shadows that chased each other 
across her heart. Presently the elder 
wOman interfered and said: "Sit still, 
daughter; we have placed the whole 
matter in the hands of Boaz. He is an 
honorable man, a man of his word, a 
man of decision and dispatch. 'Vhat he 
has undertaken he will carry out. The 
man will not rest till he has finished 
the thing this day. Let us reckon 
on him, and be at rest. Sit still! Sit 
still !" 

So the day passed on. At last they 
heard steps in the silent street, and 
Boaz entered the cottage with a kindly 
look on hi s face, saying: "It is aU settled. 
The next kinsman prefers not to pre­
judice his present position by assuming 
the tenure of Ihis piece of land, the 
title deeds to wh ich are not very reliable. 
I therefore will assume his place, take 
the land under my care, and to you, 
Ruth, I of fer my hand in marriage," 
The story is a beautiful one. As Boaz 
claimed that estate, and made it a valu­
able addition to his own holding, so 
we may dare to believe that Jesus Christ 
will never rest till this sin-stained, dis­
t racted, and devil-cursed world is re­
stored to its primitive order and beauty! 
Let each repeat to his or her troubled 
and anxious heart those words of 
Naomi, giving them their furthest ref­
erence to our great Kinsman, Christ! 
"Sit still! Sit still! Jesus will not 
be at rest unt il He has finished the 
work which the Father has given Him 
to do, and to which, in the eternal coun-
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cil chamber, with the Father and the 
lIoly Spirit, lIe pledged Him: .. elf." 

He is our near Kinsman by His 
definite choice to descend to the cradle 
at Bethlehem and become Jlesh of our 
flesh. He went so far a..; to die for our 
redemption! His bloody sweat and the 
blood and water of His broken heart 
ha\'e consecrated His union with our 
race. He carried our nature to 
Heaven, and that is the indissoluble 
bond between Him and us. 

I. OUR PRAYERS 

But there is a personal aspect of the 
matter, on which we desire to insist. \\'e 
must calm our anxious, restless, 
tumultuous souls by reckoning on Christ 
in respect to our personal needs, \\'hen 
once we ha,'e thoughtfully, deliberately, 
and prayerfully handed ove r to Him 
some matter of vital interest, we must 
dare to belicyc that lIe has taken it in 
hand, and that lIe will. not be at rest 
until He has fini shed it. "The Lord 
will perfect that which concerneth liS; 

His mercy endureth for ever, and H e 
will not forsake the work of His o'\ln 
hands." 

There are three levels in prayer, 
which correspond with the three levels 
of life: the child, the wrestler in mid­
current, and the mature believer. 

The first of these is unfolded in the 
Sermon on the :MOUllt. 'Ve ask for 
things we need. \Ve seek for truth 
and right understanding, as a man seeks 
for pearl s. \Ve knock far admittance 
into personal fel10wship and communion. 
All through our li fe we require these; 
but they are very characteristic of the 
child's simplicity. 

The second we find in the story of 
the widow's conflict .... ·jth the unright­
eous judge. She united herself with 
the authority of his judicial position 
against the high-minded injustice of 
her oppressor. 

The third we find often referred to 
in the closing months of our Lord's life. 
"',Vhatsocver yc shal! bind on earth shal! 
be bound in heaven"; "He shall have 
whatsoever he saith"; "Believe that ye 
ha,·c received, and ye shall have"; "Have 
faith in God," which, as Hudson Taylor 
,vas wont to say, is equivalent to 
"Reckon on God's faith or faithfulness 
to you." These latter quotations clearly 
indicate that there is something more 
in prayer than ,ve have been accustomed 
to think. 

Prayer is the co-operation of the 

human <;pirit with the Di"ine. As a 
~Iight noise will sometimes dislodge 
an ayalanche, <;0 the prayer of faith 
sets in motion the power of the ascended 
Chri~r. Belie"ing prayer supplies the 
.·\llllighty with the fulcrum on which 
He reSh the le"er of His ol1lnipotence. 

But prayer of this kind has twO 
characteristics. First. we wait for the 
Holy Spirit to teach us what to pray for. 
He must make interces!)ion for the 
saints according to the will of God. 

Second, we cea .. e 10 worry. How­
ever long the interval, however strong 
the combination of adverse circum­
stances, we can sit st ill , with the patience 
of an unwavering faith, being a~sured 
that Christ wi\[ not rest ulltil He has 
finished the things with which we have 
entrusted Him. The climax of the life 
o f prayer is that sense of fellowship 
between Christ and ourselves. It is 
the communion of the Holy Spiri t. 'Ve 
reckon on God's faithfulness to so large 
an extent th .. 1.t definite asking ]S ex­
changed for quiet waiting. 

2. OUR LIFE PROBLEMS 

They are sct before us to teiit us. 
Each has its purpose. Some m\lscle 
or aptitude has to be tested and strength­
ened by usc. It is thus that cha racter 
is de,'eloped and impulses become prin­
ciples. 

F rom the ex perience of a long life I 
urge that the hest confidant and adviser 
is Christ Himself. The wisest and safest 
course is to place the whole case in 
1 J is hands, asking JI im to advi se and 
control. 

There is an immense realm within 
us, known as the subconscious setL It 
has been suggested that as much of 
this is concealed as seven-eighths o f an 
iceberg is concealed beneath the sur­
face o f the ocean. By our su rrende r to 
Him, ou r Lord has access to this vast 
capacity of knowledge, and in these 
depths can formulate re solution, de­
cisions, and judgment which are ab­
solutely right. 

'Vhen once a deci sion has been ar­
rivcd at which is con firmed by some out­
ward incident and the teaching of Scrip. 
ture, be sure to follow it out, though the 
heavens threaten to fal\. The late Bish­
op Tcmple said truly that "al1 true 
guidance consists in calling up from 
within the souls of men the powers that 
are living and working in the secret 
abysses of their sollls."

ChriSlian love and greetingi to all of our 
dear Pentttostal folk in the L'nitffi States. 
I had the wonder ful pril'ilegt: recelltly of 
making a missionary trip to tha t land. The 
As~embly in Goteborg, Sweden, made it 
possible for me to take the ai r mail route 
to Iceland, thus eli minating a ha~ardolls five­
or six-day jourm.~y alxtard a fi~hillg ve~sd 

through storm-to~~ed wattrs, 
Arr; I'ing in Reykjav ik, the callitai city 

of Icdaml, I was warmly welcomed by a 
fellow miHionary, After dinner at the 
pastor's home we dro\"C to Kdial'ik and Ihere 
di~lributed Engli~h and Icelandic trac t~ and 
literature among the sOldien and nati"e Ilork­
ers. There are some 10,000 on duty at the 
army base, incl uding nali l'e workers who 
sen'e in construction oJl"eration~, hangars, and 
various army divisions. We ..... ere glad for 
the E ,'angcls, tracts, Sunday School papers 
and pictures that had been sent us, and 
began distr ibut ing these among the workers 
at the army base, refrigerating \llants, 
trawlers, and other freighters in the harbor, 
thanking God for the opportunity of placing 
the Word of Life in the hands of so TIlany 
II ho are on the broad way to a Christleu 
eternity. The army chaplain s and other

ofiicers received us warmly. When ..... e spoke 
I.., the whole Boy Scout troop about Christ, 
many of them raised their hands to indicate 
that Ihey ..... anted to take Jesus with them 
and give Him their hearts. 

We had the privilege of witnessing to 
many workers at the fi sh-packing plant~ 

and evaporators in Kefl avik. In the evapora­
tors, offal is reduced to fi sh meal for fert ilizer, 
sacked, and sent to all parts of the world. 
Great cylindrical retorts s ..... allow ton after 
ton of offal and reduce it to powder. 

In the mighty container fo r extracting oil 
there wcre more cod li\'ers cooking than one 
could imagine the world contained. T he 
.... aters about Iceland teem wilh great schools 
of cod, and traw lers someti mes edrn a thou­
S<lnd crowns in a sing le night. L""nfortunately, 
howel'er, the men frequently spend Ihei r earn­
ings for strong drink. It was a special 
JOY and satisfaction to give Ihese men tracts 
and gospel portions. May God grant an 
abundant harvest from the gospel seed sOwn 
ill this place, 

\\ 'e ha,'e the same fervent prayer fo r our 
short period of service farther north in 
Isafj ord, where another. missionary and I 
.... ent among the natives wilh gospel portions, 
Iracts, and literature, speaking to them of 
Jesus wherc\'er possible. He contacted one 
lYell ·known opera singer, \,ho said, "Icelanders 
do not think much of religion," but who ac­
knowledged that not many of them give God 
a chance 10 do anything for them, After a 
friendly cOllversation with my friend, the 
singer received the tracts and really seemed 
to ha\'e changed his mind. 

On Sunday night we went aboard two ships 
at the docks, one Norwegian and the other 
Danish. It was wonderful to see thOSe fellows 
.... ith grimy hands receiving the tracts and 
literature we gave tllC~m . They listened 
re\'erently to a message from the \Vord and 
a song from my friend's phonograph, and 
..... ere so still when we llrayed for them. The 
next day we met a number of them on the 
street, and they stopped and spoke in 50 

friendly a manner one cannot help thinking 
that this service for Jesus was well worth 
while. In Isafjord, as in other places, we 
took the opportunity to give lillIe childreJ] 
small picture cards with a few verses of 
Scripture to take home to their parents. They 
flocked around liS and followed us all the way 
home, even though we had told them to go 
home to their parents. \Ve trust that many 
of them, as well as their parents, will find 
Christ through the picture cards we gave out. 

The last Sunday in Reykjavik a brother 
invited some of us to ride into the country 
to see the hot springs and other places of 
interest. In that locality the hot springs are 
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scattered all about. \\'e came to one and it 
was sending out just a little steam. We \Iere 
told it \Ias not t ime for it to boil Ol'er, but 
as we stood and watched, it began to send 
up steam and soon was boiling furiously and 
sending up a column of scalding water and 
stearn. It \Ias in this place that we went into 
a great greenhouse with a really tropical. 
moist atmosphere and there saw row after 
ro\\' of banana Irees with great bunches of 
fruit. There were also grapes, mclon~, and 
cucumbers, which were grOwn with I)rofit 
iTom the natural hot springs even in the midst 
01 winter storms and blizzards. This visit 
was climaxed by the dis tribution of tracts 
to those whom we may never meet again. 

On the way home we stopped for a bi t of 
refreshment. \Ve dist ributed tracts to all 
in the dining room. After the meal we found 
a young Scottish man out in the hall who 
had received one of our tracts. He had 
been a drunkard, and his young wile had 
forsaken him and married another because of 

his drink habit. :\ow ht had rcfornwd and 
\Ia~ not far fmm the Kingdom. I did Ill)" 

he;,t to comfort him in hi, di~tre,s and til point 
him to God, who alone can help him. He 
promised to se<!k the Lord. He ,ai,l he \Ias 
going to Eugland and would ~o much like to 
!Iie<!t me again. God bless and help him find 
llis way to Call·ary. 

On thc way homeward we pa~~etl ovcr the 
"\\'ell of Death," IIhere for 300 p:ars all the 
death-doomw. criminals were tied ill sacks 
and thrown ali.e IIlto it:. ic), depths.

As 
we drove over the bridge and looked into its 
dcpths we wondered how many had mct 
tr.dr fate there, and if some had not repented 
evell as the thief 011 the cross and received 
forgiveness from a gracious God \\ ho, for 
Jesus' sak(', C\'en in the very last moment 
forgives those \\"ho call UI)()1l Him.

The idea caugh t like a fire in a spruce 
forest. Everyone, from the primaries 
to the adults, seemed to be enthused. \Ve 
sent lellers to friends and loved ones, 
explaining that there would be no ex­
changing of gifts since this Christmas 
the gi ft s were going to the One whose 
birthday we were celebrating- Jesus! 

Jlard on the child ren? The greatest 
reluctancy was among the adults, not 
the ch ildren! Childish attitudes are but 
the product of training. lsn't it t ime 
we teach them true values? 

That Christmas there was freedom 
from shopping, freedom from aching 
bones, freedom from rllsh and worry, 
f rcedom from a stricken conscience. Our 
nerves were 110t on edge, and there was 
a place in Our heart s for the peace of 
God to enter and abide. 

On Christmas Day, as we placed our 
gi fts of money for missions in the boxes 
at the altar, we suddenly understood why 
the shepherds returned from Bethlehem 
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pralsll1g God. To us that money rep· 
resented a people who needed the gospel 
message. It symbolized self·denial. It 
stood for the spon taneous co·operation 
of the children. It was what would 
have gone into trees and gifts and 
ornaments-sacrifices that God knew 
about and understood. This was the 
true spirit of Chri stmas. Only eternity 
will reveal how many people heard the 
gospel because of the united, consecrated 
action that year. 

And now 1956! Christmas is just 
ahead of us. Are we, the churches of 
America, going to sllccllmb again to the 
spir it of our age? Will we again draw 
names in our Sunday School classes to 
exchange a gift that costs twenty· five 
or fifty cent s, and receive in return 
something that we neither need nor 
want? \Vould that some historian of 
the f ulure might di p hi s pen and write 
as follows: 

"It was in the year 1956 that the 
churches of America had a mighty 
awakening. Whereas there had been 
much spending and exchanging of gi fts 
at the festival called Christmas which 
celebrated the birth of the Lord Jesus, 
now they left off this and instead 
brought large gi fts of Illoney into the 
churches all Chri stmas for the printing 
of Bibles, for the sending forth of l11is· 
sionaries, for the building of Bible 
Schools in heathen lands, and for the 
work of the Lord everywhere. Be· 
cause of this, the message of the gospel 
was spread abroad to the ends of the 
earth, and the return of the Lord to the 
earth was immeasurably hastened."

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MINORITY RIGHTS MUST BE PROTECTED, BUT 

NOT FAVORED AT THE EXPENSE OF MAJORITY RIGHTS

of Education in a town which we shall 
not name, for withdrawing, canceling 
and destroying a bulletin sent to the 
Principals hy the Superintendent of 
Schools. 

The bulletin declared that in various 
parts of the State there was a growing 
feeling against "the celebration of 
Christmas by special observances and 
exercises in public schools." Principals 
were advised to fe-plan Christmas pro­
grams to dc-emphasize the religious as­
pect and to emphasize "folklore values." 
They were advised to use folk songs 
instead "of the more religious type songs 
which are generally used." 

The bulletin predicted that within a 
few years the Courts would forbid "spe­
ci fically religious aspects of the celebra­
tion" and that it will become illegal to 
lise some of the hymns and anthems that 
are nO\\I quite common, and that it will 
become neceS.5<'lry to avoid pageants in­
vOlving the Nativity, angels, and similar 
;'props." 1t was suggested that it might 
be well to begin to re-plan the Christ­
mas program in this direction so that the 
change-over is so gradual as to be un­
noticeable to the general public over a 
period of years. 

So the ground is being prepared to 
rub out the religious significance of 
Christmas in the public schools. A 
sacred day in which spiritual values han 
always been emphasized is to be wholly 
secularized. This is to be done so grad­
ually and carefully that the people will 
110t know it. (What an estimate of the 
intelligence of the people!) 

OstenSIbly this is being done to avoid 
offending minority groups. The point 
is not well taken, ill our judgment, as 
these minorities need not be required 
to part icipate and might well be accord-

ed a place in school programs for the 
presentation of such folklore singing and 
other activities as they consider appro­
priate. 

It is assumed that the Christian ma­
jority will not be offended by the sec­
ularization of Christmas. Why, there­
fore, should the minority be offended 
by the exercises which the Christian 
majority consider appropriate? 

\Ve have vegetarians in OUT schools 
but we do not give up the practice of 
sen·ing meat in our school lunches. \rVe 
do not require vegetarian children to eat 
meat, but we do not take it away from 
other children. 

\Ve ha\'e Christian Science children in 
our schools who seek exemption fr0111 
medical practices therein carried on, but 
we do not discontinue such practices on 
that account. 

Small minorities should not be allow­
ed to destroy sacred values which the 
Christian majority believe to be of great 
importance. The rights of the minor­
ities 110t to participate must be fully rcc­
ognized and protected, but there is no 
reason to accept and practice a minority 
point of view when it means the de­
struction of values which the overwhelm­
ing majority consider of vital impor­
tance. 

This is one small evidence of what 
we believe is a wide-spread, well-planned 
c a 111 p a i g n to de-emphasize Chris­
tianity. Even as we defend the right 
of all people to exercise complete free­
dom in religion, so we believe the Chris· 
tian majority should not be restricted 
nor hampered in its time-hallowed 
Christmas observances. \Ve congratu­
late this School Board and hope its ex­
ample will be followed throughollt the 
land.
