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War or Peace? 

T he prospect of world peace in 1957 is dim indeed, and it is 
vain to look to human help for war prevention. The Saviour 
said, "Ye shalt hear of wars and rumou rs of wars" (:\fatthew 
24 :6). The world is destined to suffer the scourge of war 
as long as men persist in sin . 

The gospel of Chri!:ot, preached in the power of the Holy 
Spirit, is the only way a divided wor ld can ever come to unity 
and peace, The curse of Babel can only be lifted by the blessing 
of Pentecost. 

At Babel, God dea lt with a rebell ious world by confounding 
it s speech and div id ing manki nd in to separate language grou ps. 
Prior to Babel there had been much violence between individ· 
uais, but no wars between nations- for the simple reason that the 
whole world was one great nation. After Babel the sin that had 
set individ uals at enmi ty one against another was permitted to 
set nations at war ab.-ainst each other. \Vhence come wars ? 
The Bible says they come frOI11 the lusts of lhe huma n heart 
(James 4 :1-3). 

The Lord weighs the spirits of men. There was a memorable 
night when He cast the ki ng of Babylon into II is balances. Fin­
gers moved upon the wa ll fingers without a hand, without an 
arm, without a body. The fingers wrote, "Weighed and wanting." 
But the wicked king could not read it. Only the prophet of God, 
inspired by the Holy Spir it, cOllld interpret that message. Dan­
iel must have interpreted the wri ting wilh a heavy heart, for it 
was a mess.lge of doom. T hat very night King I3elshazzar was 
slain and his kingdom was taken over by the Medes and Persians. 

Today the finger of God is pointed at the whole world. 
"Tekel" could be written on the wa ll s of our nations, ou r homes, 
our schools, our whole civil iz:ition. T he world is weighed in the 
balanct s of God and found wanting-but the clouds of di vine 
judgment are fringed \vith gold. Beyond the clouds of God 's 
wrath there shines the Sll n o f God's mercy. wait ing to shed salva­
tion and blessing on all who will repent and turn to the Lord with 
all their hearts. 

At Pentecost there was an event mo re dramatic and world­
shaking than the handwriting of Babylon. There was the sound 
of a rushing mi ghty wind from heaven, and the flash of tongues 
of flame-and suddenly a hundred and twenty men and women 
were talking in !:o trange tongues that they had never lea rned, but 
which the multitude of visitors in Jerusalem could understand . 
The prophet of God stood up that day and preached to the mul­
titude in the power of that heavenly anointing, and three thou­
sand men were converted to Christ. 

In that company o f converts there were Parthians and :r..redes, 
Romans and Judeans, Egyptians and Asiatics, r..l esopotamians and 
Arabians.

But he had not reckoned on his 
Christian wife. Opposite in tempera­
ment, she was calm and patient. His 
frequent bursts of irritability she met 
with silence. "What can you do with 
a woman who won't talk back!" he 
grumbled. 

Every Sunday he crowded their ten 
children into the buggy; and with a 
"Giddap, Nellie," they trotted to the 
nearby country chu rch. Latcr a rattly 
old 110del T performed the same mis­
sIon. 

His wife insisted that the Bible be 
read daily. "Dad," though unconvcrted, 
would lay aside his pipe to listen. When 
the children impatiently complained, 
"Why must we have Bible reading every 
day?" the mother replied, "Because it 
is right." 

After breakfast Mr. Madder tended 
his forty head of cattle, the truck garden, 
the horses. J [ things didn't go right, 
the hot-tempered farmer poured a 
stream of curses at his frightened slock. 
At lunch time he gloomily mourned; 
"Mom, something is seriously wrong 
with my stomach; it's always bothering 
me." Long before, she had learned 
it wise not to suggest that hi s ulcerous 
disposition and quick temper were morc 
than likely causing his ailments. Though 
she dared say little regarding spiritual 
matters, her years of godly living made 
deep inroads into his rebellious, hardened 
heart. 

When her husband was fifty years 
old, prayers and patience were at last 
rewarded. During revival serv ices at 
the country church, the ungodly farmer 
whole-heartedly accepted Jeslls Christ 
as his Saviour and Lord. 

Immediately a radical change took 
place. The smoking, drinking, and 
swearing stopped. The deep gloom 
was replaced by exuberant joy. "I be­
came a new creature in Christ Jesus," he 

said. "Even my health improved and 
I seldom complained of my stomach." 
In the days that followed, evcn the 
animals sensed something had hap­
pened to their formerly irascible master, 
for he treated them with unaccustomed 
kindness and gentleness. , 

His life now became characterized by 
an abiding love for the Bible and a great 
urge to witness for his Lord. 

Being convinced of the importance 
of hiding God's Word in his heart, he 
began a systematic program of memoriz­
ing it. "I wrote out the Scriptures at 
night. In the morning I tacked the 
sheet on the wall behind the cows. As 
I sat on the stool and milked by hand, 
T memorized the verses for two and onc­
half hours every night, and for two 
and one-half hours every morning." 

In this manner he memorized seve ral 
ent ire chapters in Romans, many whole 
Psalms, the book of Ephesians, Isaiah 
53 and other chapters; also many 
separate passages and a host of in­
dividual scriptures too numerous to 
mention. For twenty-three ye.'lrs ht: 
diligently continued thi s program. Three 
years ago, at SO, he le.'lrned the entire 
119th Psalm. "My memory isn't so 
keen any more," he aJXllogized, "so I 
learned it by sections." 

".Mom," he often said when the day's 
chores were done, "I'm going to John's 
farm to have a little talk and prayer 
with him." Or it might be Joe, the 
hired man-or Mr. Brown, the milk 
dealer or a passing salesman. 

No matter what the trend of conversa­
tion, whether with Christian or si nner, 
he inevitably directed it into spiritual 
channels. "There's nothing else worth 
talking about," he said. 

He always greeted folk with a boom­
ing "Praise the Lord!" and a vigorous 
handshake. He had a grt:at zest for

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As WE MAKE TfJE TURN INTO 1957, 
the wind of life's adversity has turned 
into a tempest. Possibly never before, 
short of war itself, have human affairs 
been in stich a delicate, dangerous 
situation. As never before we need a 
hiding place and a covert. Thank the 
Lord, we have a Man as a ~rfect 
shelter in this time of stann. 

This Man, Christ J esus, told us long 
ago that just such a situation would 
exist in the last days. Upon the earth, 
lIe said, there would be "distress of 
nations with perplexity; men's hearts 
failing them for fear, and for looking 
after those things which are coming on 
the earth." "And when these things 
begin to come to pass," He said, "then 
look IIp, and li ft up your heads, for your 
redemption draweth nigh." The things 
which have recently come to pass seem 
to be taken directly out of the book of 
God's prophecy. I refer to Russia's 
interference in the affairs of the Middle 
East. 

Tn Ezekiel, chapters 38 and 39, we 
are told of certain events which arc 
to happen "in the latter days." A bat· 
tie of Gog and Magog is there described. 
That this is not the same battle of (jog 
and Magog that is mentioned in Revela· 
tion 20 is easily apparent. That second 
battle of Gog and Magog occurs after 

-the Millennium. It consists of a revolt 
stirred up and led by Satan, who goes 
out to deceive the nations which are in 
the four quarters of the earth and to 
gather them together to battle. They 
go up on the breadth of the earth to en· 
compass the beloved city. Fire comes 
down from God out of heaven and 
devours them. The first battle of Gog 
and Magog described by Ezekiel is of 
a company which comes up out of the 
north parts to a nation gathered out of 
ma1fy people. This company dies by the 
sword and by hailstones as well as by 
fire, and after the battle there is one 
sixth of them left. 

It is the first battle of Gog and 
Magog, as described by Ezekiel, which 
appears to be on the verge of fulfillment. 

The great company coming from the 
north parts is undoubtedly Russia, which 
fills the north part of Asia and Eastern 
Europe. This company is to come into 
the land that is brought back from 
the sword and that is recently gathered 
out of marlY people. This is plainly said

to be "the mountains of Israel." \\lithin 
the past ten years Jews from practically 
every nation have returned to Palestine. 

They shall ascend and come like a 
storm and be like a. clolld to cover the 
Imld. To ascend is to climb, gain 
height, and this is a good description 
of the take·off and climb of the modern 
airplane. These planes are to be so 
thick they are as a cloud to cover the 
land. Already Russian planes have 
flown over Turkey at a great height 
(according to news reports) on their 
way to Syria, next door to Israel. Ship. 
ments of war material are being un· 
loaded at the Syrian harbor every week. 
Also, as the world knows, Russian planes 
and tanks and other munitions have 
been del ivered to Egypt-along with 
Russian technicians! 

But this battle involves more than 
Egypt, the Arabs, the Jews and Rus· 
sia. The merchat/ts of Tar-shish and the 
you ng lions thereof will challenge the 
coming of Russia upon this scene. It 
is accepted prophetic interpretation that 
the merchants of Tarshish are the fleets 
of trading England, and the young lions 
thereof are her colonies and members 
of the British Commonwealth. England 
has become involved with her armies 
at Suez. New Zealand and Australia 
have voted with her in the United Na­
tions concerning her invasion of Egypt. 
While it is true that Canada and Amer· 

ica withstood England in her venture 
into the Suez Canal area, yet Canadian 
soldiers are a l><1.rt of the United Na­
tion forces there. Our President has 
announced that America will fight if 
Russia sends "volunteers" into this 
arena. And well she might, for jf Rus­
sia gets possession of the oil of the Mid­
dle East she will have our allies on their 
knees. The precipitant action of Eng­
land and France has already thrown 
Europe into confusion and renders her 
more vulnerable to Russia than ever 
before. 

It is a delicate moment in world his­
tory. If it \.,,·ere not for the open and 
smoldering revolt of Russia's satellites 
at this critical time, the temptation for 
Russia to move in force into the Middle 
East would be very great. THESE GREAT 

WORLD-SHAKING EVENTS DO NOT RUN 

WILD OUT OF Goo's CONTROL. It could 
be that God let Hungary revolt, and 
Poland assert her rights, and Tito can· 
demn Moscow at this critical moment 
to hold the Russians in check. On the 
other hand, Russia has just now tasted 
blood ( Hungarian blood) and for the 
first time since World War II has sent 
her own troops into battle. She has 
threatened England with a war of 
rockets. Doubtless it was her growl 
which caused England and France to 
agree to a cease-fire, as they did, right 
in the heat of their invasion of Egypt, 
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and before they had reached their ob~ 
jective (the recapture of the entire 
Suez Canal and the overthrow of Presi~ 
dent Nasser). The world rocks with 
agitation and military movement-aU in 
the direction of the battle described in 
Ezekiel, chapters 38 and 39. 

What will be the outcome of this ba.t~ 
tie? God will call for a sword a.gainst 
Russia throughout all the nations of the 
world. Nature abo will make its con­
tr ibution with earthquake, rain ("ov(;r~ 

flowing rain"), great hailstones, fire and 
brimstone. The Lord said, "I ,viii send 
a fire on Magog and among them that 
dwell carelessly in the isles [coasts1." 
God will send a fire on the land of Rus­
sia and upon the coasts of the earth. 
(This could easily refer to atomic fire 
and destruction which is the prepared 
weapon of modern war.) So great will 
be the slaughter that it will take seven 
months to bury the dead. This will 
mark the end of Russia, at least for a 
thousand years. But so deep-seated and 
virulent are the seeds of the atheism and 
rebellion of Gog and Magog against 
God, that they wilt bring forth another 
and final harvest at the end of time, 
just before the Great White Throne 
Judgment. See Revelation 20:7~9. 

This is the first time in all history 
that the stage has been set so accurately 
and completely for the fulfillment of 
this remarkable prophecy. This is con­
firmation not only that the Bible is 
God's very Word, but that we are l i v~ 
ing in the end time. (The events of 
Ezekiel 38 and 39 are said to "come to 
pass in th e latter days." The end time 
means the tribulation and all its hor­
rors.) These surely are some of the 
things which, when they begin to Com\! 
to pass, mean that our redemption 
draweth nigh. And that means the 
coming of the Lord is at hand. A Ma·n 
shall be as a hiding pkJce f rom the wi?ld, 
alld a covert from the tempest. That 
Man Himself shall descend from heaven 
with a shout. with the voice of the arch­
angel, and the trump of God. The dead 
in Christ shaU rise first; then we which 
are alive and remain shall be caught 
up together with them in the douds, to 
meet the Lord in the air. So shall we 
ever be with that Man, the Lord Jesus 
Christ. What a Blessed Hope this is! 
Let us abide in Him throughout these 
critical days.

T o THE KEEN EYES or THE PROP H ET 

Ezekiel there once appeared the moving 
picture of the Almighty coming down 
to search the st reets and dwellings of 
Jerusalem. God looking for a man! 
A man who will lead out, who will re· 
turn to the altars of the Lord, and call 
others to accomp.'l.l1y him! A man who 
will pioneer the way to national revival! 
Amazingly enough, God could 110t find 
that key man. Therefore Jerusalem 
and Judah wen t on to their doom in 
586, spiritually unawakened and un· 
renewed. 

Now change the hi storical sett ing. 
Come down to the present. In place 
of Judah, think of America. I n place of 
Jerusalem, think of your city or mine, 
New York, or Minneapolis, or Los 
Angeles. In place of the T emple, think 
of the Church. Then recall this word 
of Ezekiel's found in chapter 22, verse 
30: "I have looked for a man among 
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them to bui ld up the wall and man the 
breach on behalf of the lane\. " (Mof­
fatt) . 

Are there any broken-down walls in 
the life of our nation? T hink, for ex­
ample, of what is happen ing to the home 
and family life in these forty-eight 
States. Are there not numerous "gaps" 
or "breaches" through which a filthy 
flood is pouring? I f so, then remember 
that God is looking for men-men who 
arc alerted to the peril, men who will be 
fillers-of-the-gap and who will stand 
staunchly for spiri tual recovery against 
all the forces of Antichrist and apostasy. 

The question I now raise is simple and 
search ing; how can we--you and 1-
answer thi s call of God? 

SHOW ALL HER ABOMINATIONS 

First, I should say that if you and 
I are going to be God's key men for 
revival, we must get our eyes open to 

the facts. "Show her all her abomina­
tions," is the command that came to 
Ezekiel with respect to Jerusalem. But 
would Jerusalem be shown? No! She 
preferred to live on in her fool's para­
dise of godless prosperity. Even the 
Temple joined with the market-place and 
the dens of vice in doing outrage to 
the holiness of God, and doing it with 
blind arrogance and complacency. 

Consider these flashes of arraign­
ment from the chapter we are examin­
ing: 

"You are gu ilty of the blood you 
shed, befouled by the idols you have 
made .... The leaders of Israel within 
you have been overbearing .... You 
scorn what is sacred to me, you des­
ecrate my Sabbath. . . . Within you 
men live lasciviously. . . . The local 
leaders are roaring lions that tear their 
prey .... The priests violate my law 
and profane what is sacred to me .... " 

The Spirit of God takes no delight 
in publishing or parading these mean 
and mischievous failures of society and 
the Church. He brings them up for one 
reason only; to ram them home to the 
conscience. We must be stabbed awake 
to them, or the bells of doom" S001l or 
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latl', u.-ill toll ablr"e our Izl'lp/ess lIeads. 
If you arc going to be one of God's 

pioneers for revival, you must begin 
with yourself. One of the Proverbs 
might be taken, with all its bluntness, 
and applied to us who are called of God 
to further revival. It is the statement, 
"The eyes of a fool arc in the ends of 
the earth" (Proverbs 17:24). lIe re~ 
fuses, in other words, to face the reali­
ties of hi s own life. 

A RADICAL CURE 

If we are to have spiritual revival 
in our churches, we must counteract 
the mania for confessing other people's 
sins rather than our own. Our criticism 

of other people is an emotional dug-out 
in which we are trying to hide from 
our own failures. It is deadly to our 
soul's good. It is fatal to re\"i\·al. 

About 1830 Charles G. Finney was 
the agent of the Spirit of God ill bring­
ing revival to the city of Roche!-.ter. New 
York. and its environs. As a reslllt, 
more than lOO,CXlO per.';()I1S united with 
the churches as newly converted be­
lievers. Perhaps such a man desen'es our 
respectful attention when he declares: 
".\ revival of religion may be expected 
when Chri!>tians begin to confess their 
sins to one another." If no one else will 
support him in that statement, the 
apostle James will. for he said, ';Con-

fe~s your faults one to another, that ye 
may be healed" (James 5 :16). 

Pioneering ior revival is costly busi-
116S. The price must be paid, not by 
the other brother, but by me! "Let us 
he dear once and for all," says Cecil 
nose, "that hone!>t self-examinat ion and 
introspection are not the same thing. 
'Introspection' is looking inside your­
self and doing nothing aOout it. 'Self­
examination' means allO'wj"9 God to 
git·c yo" an ot'crhaul 1i.·jtll a. t/1.l'W to a 
radical ntre." It is the "radical cure" 
that we need. else we shall continue to 
be part of the problem instead of part 
of the answer.

I T IS CUSTOMARY AT T HE BEGINNING 

of a new year, to take stock of one's 
resources. May I suggest that every 
one of li S has a valuable possession that 
we seldoll) take into account at stock~ 
taking time? 1t is our influence, either 
for good or evil. 

This year, add influence to your 
inventory. Set a proper value on it, 
and take it into accoun t in your plans 
for 1957. 

Influence is the most potent force in 
the 'world. It sways men for good or for 
evil. It works quietly, yet with feverish 
industriollsness, day and night without a 
pause. It is helping to populate either 
heaven or hell ! 

The fir st-century Christians exerted 
a mighty influence for good. The power 
released by that Spi rit-endued Church 
was said to have "turned the world up­
side down" (though actually it turned 
the world rightside up ). They had the 
heaven-sent gift of holy boldness and 
went out "into a11 the world" to teach, 
preach, heal the sick, cast out devils, 
and rai se the dead. 

By their works and by their words 
they influenced their fellow-men God­
ward. The greatest leverage in all the 
world is -influence lived and taught. No 
fulcrum force known to engineering 
and no art of persuasion known to 
diplomats can equal this. The effect 

is multiplied immeasurably when con­
trolled by the H oly Spir it. 

The work of teaching is on a par with 
the work of preaching, according to 
the Scriptures. Have we placed enough 
importance upon this ministry? 

Encasing a Bible in fine morocco is 
the task and pride of the publisher; but 
the man or woman who teaches the 
Word of God has a ,wbler art, a finer 
production, and a greater responsibility. 
The teacher is planting the Word within 
the human heart, and moulding char­
acter for time and eternity. \"'hat greater 
work could any mortal ask? 

Can you conceive a more worthwhile 
work than that of teaching a class 
of lively teen-age boys or giggling 
girl s? There is power in the sacred 
pages of the Scriptures. Remem­
ber what happened when Luther 
opened a Bible which he had found 
in the monastery. \;Vhen its brass­
bound covers fell open they shook the 
shambles of unbelief, church-craft and 
formalism all the way to Rome and to 
"the uttermost parts of the earth." 

To open God's Book is important. 
Philip did it and was rewarded with the 
conversion of the Ethiopian. Who will 
dare say that the influence of the con­
version of that single person has ended 
even at thi s late date? And who will 
measu re the effect of the conversion of

one pupil in your Sunday School ? 
Who made the littl e papyrus boat that 

floated one day on the edge of the Nile? 
That well-made little ark was as im· 
portant as Noah's great craft for it 
cradled the future of God's people. 
Fortunately it had been made with care. 

Who made the basket and the rope 
by which Paul was let down over the 
wall, thus escaping death? Unknown 
workers saw the importance of making 
the basket sturdy and the rope strong. 
Thcir work stood up in the hour of test, 
and the apostle was saved to continue 
hi s preaching and teaching. 

The Church and her teachings must 
be preserved at any cost. She must not 
lose her influence. She must commit 
her doctrines " ... to faithful men, who 
shall be able to teach others also" (2 
Timothy 2:2). The Church, to survive, 
must not only teach but must also train 
teachers. She must find men and 
women who are apt to teach; she must 
train them ; she must fill their minds 
and their hands with knowledge and 
skill so that the faith that is worth 
dying for shall never die, but shall go 
on and on until Jeslls comes. 

Then let us teach the Word. Teach 
others to teach. This is scriptural. This 
is essential. H ere is an occupation with 
endless opportunities and limitless pos­
si bilities. 

Do it well! It has been wisely said, 
"I f a thing is worth doing at all, it is 
WOrth doing well." This is all the 
more true when eternal destinies are at 
stake. There is nothing insignificant or

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transitory about this work. \Ve are 
either building or wrecking for eternity. 
If you would build for Christ, learn 
how to do it well-then do it with all 
you r might, and God will help you.

dead. Since the Corinthians had been 
saved out of idolatry and knew this 
custom, Paul seized upon it in his 
teaching, emphasizing that baptism for 
the dead would be of 110 value if the 
dead are not raised . It could be poss-ible 
that some in the Corinthian church 
had brought over with thelll f rom 
heathenism some rite performed in be­
half of the dead. However that llIay 
be, there is no Biblical teaching which 
indicates that God has given in struction 
for bapt izing fo r the dead .

W al it fe r mented wine that Jelul made 

at the m"rri"ge at Cana of G"liIee 1 

1\'"0 one can give a positivc answer. 
Evidence indicatcs, howeve r, that it had 
all the favorable qualities of fermented 
wine. \Vhel1 the gO\'ernor of the feast 
tasted the wine which Jesus had made 
he declared it to be "the best" wine 
of the feast. It must have contained the 
exhi la ration that is produced by wine. 

Is..1.iah spoke of "a vineyard of red 
wine" (chaptcr 27:2). The word here 
translated "wine" is eh clllcr, which 
Young's Concordance defines a s "a 
thick, sticky, sy rup." Some other verses 
where cllelllcr is used are Daniel 5: 
1-4, 23. 

Another Hebrcw word translated 
"winc" is )'oyill, which Young defines 
:t'i "what i'i pres~cd out. grape juice." 
It wa~ on such wine that Xoah became 
intoxicatt'd ... r Xoah I drank of the wine, 
ami was t1run)..; !" n" (Genesi~ 9:21). This 
term )'0,\';11 is used many times for 
f crmcnted wine. 

In thc Xc\\' Tcstament oillos is fre· 
Ciucntl), u~ed. Young defines it as "grape 
juicc," but it is used whell referring 
to fermented grape juice, as in :\Iat­
thew 9: 17, where Jesus said, "Neither 
do \lIeTl put Tlew wi ne into old bottles: 
chI' the bottles break. and the wine 
TUnTlC'th out. ... ,. This breaking of 
the hottles, of cour:.c, would be cau~ed 
by the pressure of the gases in the 
process of fermentation. 

T he apostle ach'iscd Chrj..,tians to be 
"not givcn to much wine," which in­
dicates that wine was used in Bible 
timcs. But this is no reason why Chris­
tians should now usc intoxicants. 
Sla\'ery also was practiced in Bible 
t imes, but, through the grace of God 
a1Ld the power of the gO!'Jpel, s lavery 
is 1I0W abolished in ou r land. \ Vomen 
\\·cre to be veiled whcn they appeared in 
public, but we now ha,'e no such 
custom. There wc:re 110 hospitals. no 
public schools in the days of early 
Christianity . Are we thereforc to dis· 
card these blessings? 

In toxicati ng liq uors o f all kinds are 
det rimcntal, and oftcn damning to the 
soul. Because of thei r evil!'J, and he­
cause of the hold which they get on so 
many, it is best for Christi am. to main­
tain a position of total abstinence . "I f 
mcat make my brother to offend, 1 
will eat no flesh while the world 
standc th, lest I make my brother to 
ofiend" ( 1 Corinthians 8: 13 ). "h i ~ 
good neither to eat flesh, nor to drink 
wille, nor any thing whereby thy !.:rather 
Stlllllbicth, or is offended, or is made 
weak" ( Romans 14:21).

Zondervons Announce $10,000 Contest 
The Zondcrv3n I'uhlishing' I louse, Grand Rapids, :\1 jeh­

igan, has annOllnced a special contcsl to secure Christian 
literature for all fields of endeavor. The contc!)! , wh ich 
will run until December 31, 1958. offers awards of $6,000, 
$2,000, $1,000, $750, and $250 for the best hook manu­
sc ript s submitted in any field of Olristiac significance, fic­
tion or non-fiction. 

British Missionaries in Egypt Unde r Arrest 
SOll1e sixty Briti sh missionaries were placed under house 

arrc !:> t in Egypt preparatory to heing expelled from the coun­
try. This was disclosed by missionary officials at a meeting 
in Blick Ilill Fall s, Pennsy lvania . French missionaries in 
Eg)'Pt, who are few and mainly Roman Catholic, likewise 
face expulsion, said the Protestant church officials. They 
predicted that Briti sh missionary effort in Egypt is "about 
fini shed. " The work of the Briti sh missionaries is being 
ta~en over by Egyptian ministers and American mission­
aries. 

The missionary officials added that mission work in gen­
eral in the l\liddle East has "suffered a serious set back." ]n 
Syria. they reponed, the twenty-fi\'e British missionaries to 
that land have left the count ry. • 

Victory for Spanish Evangelicals 
Evangelicals have noted with keen interest a decree 

issued by Sp..'l.in's General Franco regarding marriage. Stat­
ing that "certain adjustments of present orders have to he 
made within the framework of the Concordat with the Vat­
ican, in relation to the civil marriage of persons who do not 
profess the Catholic religion," the decree says that civil 
marriage will now be authorized for those who can prove that 
they do not profess the Catholic religion. It is hoped that 
this will alleviate a very serious problem in evangelical Span­
ish life. 

During most of the Franco regime it has been practically 
impossible for evangelicals to marry. The government has 
permitted civil marriage only to persons who have never been 
baptized in the Roman Catholic Church. In the majority of 
engaged evangelical couples at least one party is a COllvert 
from Roman Catholicism. Because they were baptized 
in the Catholic Church, they were not permitted to contract 
marriage outside the chu rch. Now, according to the new 
decree, anyone who can submit "documents" proving that 
he does not now "profess the Cathol ic religion" is eligible 
to be married by a judge instead of a priest. 
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Says Religion Flourishing in Romania 
A five+man delegation from the Lutheran State Church 

of Denmark returl1(:d from an IS-day visit to Homania and 
said that religious life was flourishing in that COUlltry despite 
strict government cOl1trols. 

Severe Restrictions in Estonian Churches 
The chl1 rch in predominately Lutheran Estonia is operat+ 

ing under Sevcre restrictions under COlllllluni sm, according 
to the report of a Finn ish pastor who visit ed there recently. 

The co untry's only theological seminary has heen shut 
down. the re i~ a !:>hortage of Bibles and other Christian lit­
erature, and there h.'l.S been vi rtually no new church 
building since World War J I. There are no Bible study 
classes, Sunday Schools. or Christian student meetings be­
cause the Communist governmcnt prohihi ts any church 
gatherings except for the purpose of worship. 

Communists Active in Africo 
In two to four years from now the \Vestern world is 

likely to be surpri sed by a new and very vocal crop of 
young leaders in Africa talking in l\larxist phrases ant! 
shouting the praises of the Soviet Linion, reports Frerdom's 
Facts. The reason is that today, and for the past seve ral 
years, the Reds have been conducting a majo r propaganda 
and agitation effort in secondary schools and colleges in that 
continent. 

An observant educator who made a tour of Africa in 
1952 reported six Communist organizations with substantia l 
student memhership in Egypt. Among colleges in other 
parts of Africa there we re reports of "professional students" 
- those attending school for the sole pu rpose of spreading 
Communist propag-anda. A church representative just 
back from a tour of African mi ssions reported that the 
amount of such propaganda directed at secondary schools in 
Africa is tremendou s. 

Keeping Christ out of Christmas 
\Vhile Americans were busy with campaigns to "Keep 

Christ in Olristmas" last month, East German Communists 
were sending directives aimed at keeping Christ out of 
Chri stmas. East Germans planning office Ch ri stmas par­
ties were ordered to make them expressi\'e of lhe "new deep· 
er meaning Christmas has in the \\'orkers' and Peasants' 
Republic." Christmas songs and poems, the directi\·e said, 
were restricted to those "which tell of the democratic unity 
of Germany, peace, friendship, and a prospe rous socialistic 
future." Chri stmas plays had to feature "only stich themes 
as the possibilities of a peaceful use of atomic energy and 
the discovery of outer space." The directive charged that 
previous Christmas festivities "quelled the working people's 
joy of life" because they were "rooted in mysticism and pro· 
Illoted super~tition. " 

All that remains now is for the Communists to change the 
name of the celebration. 
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Will Hungary's Rebellian Bring Religious Freedom? 
Reports rccei\'td hy the Luthcran \\-orld Federation in­

dicate that Church kadcrs in Hungary consider the po­
sition of the Luthcran Church after the recent fighting as 
"favorable." The Church is said to ha\'e recovered its frt'c 
dolO and reporh no intericrcllce with church life. Reports 
say that it is possihle to resllllle "piritu~l c.'l.re in hospitals 
and to gi\'e religiou~ instruction in schools for the fir"t limc 
in many years. Damage to churches has not been great. 

But a pa ... tor who wa ... among the Hungarian refugees 
reaching Am('rica took a less optimistic dew of the situa­
tion. He said the nt'\\' Communi"t government has heen 
too husy putting down the rebellion to have time to in­
ter fe re with church life in flungary. hut predicted that it 
wi ll not be long until churches havc been robbed of their new­
found freedom.

colleges to comider ways of encouraging more students to 
enter government service. Represen tatives of 70 colleges 
and seminaries affil iated with the evangelical denominations 
are expected to attend . Speakers will include government 
officials.

s.'l. id, " \\'e hope that the educators and coullselors of our 
Chr ist ian schools will catch a new vi sion of the imporlance 
of leadershi p in government, and thus assist in channeling­
their graduates into government service." 

Bible Society PIons Expansion Program 
The Ad viso ry Council of the American Bible Society, rep· 

resent ing scores of Protestant denominations. was told of 
plans fo r extensive expansion of the Bible Society during 
the next 25 years. Dr. Eugene A. Kida, associate secretary 
in charge of translations, told the Advisory Coullcil at its 
annl1al meeting that within the next quarter-century the 
Society "likely" will make 110 revisions of whole Bibles, 
150 translat ions of Old Testaments, 200 translations of t\ew 
Testaments, and 225 translations of Gospels into new lan­
guages. This expansion program is necessary, hc said, 
because of the llnprecedented increase in world literacy and 
a growing nat ionali sm which makes Bibles in so-called 
"trade or colonial" languages unacceptable.

The translation of 
excerpts follows: 

"Praise the Lord; and thank you, 
dear friend s in Christ, for the remit­
tance. Many families were enabled to 
payoff their indebtedness for food 
purchased on credit, and the most needy 
families were helped to purchase at least 
one-half of the monthly ration of flour, 
rice and salt. These arc our only food 
commodities to keep us from starving. 

"The meager diet causes many to 
grow weak in body. Especially the chil­
dren and the old people are getting sick. 
It is a terrible sight to look at our chil­
dren; their bodies are covered with sores 
from malnutrition; some have swollen 
heads and stomachs ; their arms and legs 
are but skin and bone. 

"We are like the beggar Lazarus, who

OF PRAYER 

REAL PRAYER IS A BUSINESS 

TRANSACTION BETWEEN MAN AND GOD. 

IT REQUIRES MUTUAL PARTICIPATION. 

T liE TROUBLE WITH SOME CHRISTIANS 

is that they think of prayer as a ritual 
instead of a business transaction. When 
we really pray we are doing business 
with God. Let me illustrate: 

A certain woman, who knew how to 
pray, had in her employ a neighbor who 
was quite poor. One day as she ,vas 
doing some cleaning. this neighbor re­
marked, "If the frost would only hold 
off, we would have enough green beans 
for the entire community." 

The employer knew that this woman's 
family had meager means. No doubt 
the beans were badly needed fo r food 
during the winter. So she asked, "How 
much longer do you need to get your 
crop in?" 

"Two or three weeks, ma'am. vVe 
were late getting them planted." 

The employer looked at her calendar. 
It was the first week in October. Kill ­
ing frosts might come at any time in 
that locality. They had been known to 
occur in September. 

"I know you need your beans," she 
said. "You keep on cultivati ng and car­
ing for them. I 'm going to ask the Lord 
to hold off the frost until you harvest 
them." 

In the following days the weather 
turned cold several nights, and warnings 
of killing frost were issued by the 
weather bureau on each occasion; but 
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it failed to come. Even though some 
snow fell, the needy people got their 
bean crop. 

"This is the fir st time I ever picked 
beans out from under the snow," the 
husband told his wi fe's employer. 

"What did 1 tell you?" she replied . 
"I asked the Lord to give you a bean 
crop." 

"But we didn't have the faith you 
had," he answered. 

They sold twenty-two bushels of 
beans, had all they could use and can, 
and gave away quantities. The first 
killing frost came on the night of 
October 31. It's thrilling to do business 
with God. 

CHECK YOURSELF 

To be effective, prayer must be based 
on a right relationship between the 
asker and the Giver. That relationship 
comes through accepting Jesus Christ 
as our Saviour. Though God in His 
grace may answer some prayers of sin­
ners, the only prayer of the sinner that 
H e has obligated Himself to answer is 
the prayer for salvation. The promises 
of God are for members of His family. 

Added to this right relationship, there 
must be a correct attitude toward prayer. 
To conceive of prayer as a means of 
battering do,,,n God's resistance or a 
method of coaxing indulgences out of 
Him is to misunderstand entirely the 

function of prayer. Such concepts are 
heathenistic. 

God's Word assures liS that He desires 
that we have abundant lives. He is 
anxious to give that which is for the 
best interests of those concerned. 

But we often ask God to do things 
which He knows are not for our good. 
Parents must withhold from children 
those desires which, if granted, would 
ultimately harm them. Likewise parents 
also withhold privileges which their 
chi ldren are not mature enough to 
employ wisely. Similarly, God in His 
loving mercy must sometimes withhold 
f rom us our ill-advised desires. Probably 
the worst thing that could happen to us 
would be for God to grant us every 
wish we express to Him. One man put 
it this way: " I thank God for His wis­
dom in not granting all my foolish 
prayers." 

One woman had the custom of writ­
ing out at the beginning of the year 
her ambitions for that year. She made 
a note of the changes or experiences 
she wished might come to pass in her 
own Ji[e and the lives of loved ones. 

As years passed and she looked back 
on the record of ambitions of previous 
years, she could not escape laughing at 
some, blushing at others, and shak ing 
her head at most of the rest. Only a 
few were really worthwhile. And how 
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often this is true with our prayers. 'Ve 
cannot always act wisely. hut God 
e\·alllates our desires. Out of H Is 
kindneflfl, He does not fulfill all of them. 

There are also petitions that God 
cannot grant becaufle, e\'en though the 
object may be legit imate, our Illotives 
a re not pme. For example, a person 
might pray for promotion for a neigh· 
bor, not because he sincerely wanted to 
see hi m advanced and prospered, but be· 
cau~e promotion would mean a change 
of location ! Or one might ask God for 
skill as a musician, not because he wanted 
to glo ri fy God and bring pleasure and in. 
spiration to others, but because he 
wanted personal prestige. T he asker 
needs to analyze his motives in prayer. 
1t may be that his motives need to be 
purified. 

PRAYER CHANGES THINGS 

Prayer is one o f God's methods of 
developing Christian personality. This 
is shown in the fact that prayer results 
in a change in the asker rather than in 
the Giver. T he Bible decla res that God 
is unchanging- the same "yesterday, and 
today, and for ever." God will not be 
wheedled into doing anything. Prayer 
does not change God, it changes us. 

It has been well said that God nl1.vays 
lightc,!.S the burdcn or strcngthens the 
back. Most prayer requests seek to have 
God lighten the burden. God o ften 
favors us by strength ening our backs 
instead. Too few of us accept ou r 
trials as capital on which dividends may 
be drawn. We forget that wi nd· blown, 
stornHossed trees develop the most 
beautifully grained wood. So, mistaken· 
Iy we try to pray our trials away, instead 
of praying that God will help us to 
profit from them. 

Prayer develops our Christian lives 
by making us conscious of the needs of 
others as well. The wi fe and co·workers 
of a missionary on a foreign field di s· 
cerned that he needed a rest. They 
offered up prayer for him, since there 
were no funds to finance such a respite. 
From across the sea, from persons who 
knew nothing of the need, come a check 
to this man with these instructions : "Use 
this for something for yourself per· 
sonally." 

In effect the wife and co-workers had 
said to the Lord, "We're willing and 
anxious, Lord, for Thee to bestow a 
blessing on our fellow·laborer." God 
honored their prayer, and who can ques· 
tion that they were blessed as much as 
the object of their prayers, if not more. 
Certainly praying for others develops 
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us spiritually. To dr<;ire prosperity 
and good fortune for others makes us 
po:;ith·e in nature and more Christlike. 

AN UNLIMITED FIELD 

One of the riches of prayer IS that 
it can involve any area of life. Thrre 
is no limit to what can be asked and 
received through prayer. 'Ye can do 
businesfI with God in the phpiica l realm 
of health and healing, the mental realm 
of mastery or acumen, the emotiona l 
realm of courage and tm;;t. the material 
realm of finances and producing in· 
come. the domestic realm of child·rear­
ing and home-making. or any other 
realm of life. Ko matter what the scope 
o f our problem, we can do bU!'iness 
wi th God. 

T his points up another fact: there are 
no situat ions too trifling to take up with 
God. After all. \\ ho can say when 
something is " little." Due to the ten· 
sions and conflicts among people today, 
an apparent ly small item can explode 
into a major catastrophe. God wants 
us to consult J lim about all matters, 
whether they seem minute or colossal. 

A businessman made it his custom to 
consul t the Lord about his buying and 
sell ing. Once he had the opportunity 
to purchafle a facto ry c1o!'e·out stock 
of parts for old model automobile 
motors. Afte r praying about it, he 
fel t impressed to buy it. T he manu· 
facturers later con fessed they thought 
they were unloading something on him 
which he would never sell. 

T hen c..l!l1e war, un foreseen at the 
time o f the purchase, accompanied by 
a shor tage o f transporta tion. Old models 
were reclaimed from the junk heap and 
pressed into service, creat ing a lively 
demand for the very replacement parts 
the man had stocked. The manu· 
fachtrers were forced to refer all their 
customers to him, and he was well prof­
ited by his transaction-one which 
was the direct result of doing business 
with God. 

ACCEPTING GOD'S BLESSINGS 

God docs not force His blessings upon 
tts. By prayer we assure Him that we 
are willing to have Him participate in 
our affairs. 

A couple received the offer of a new 
type of occupation in a new locale. It 
meant disposing of their holdings and 
moving to a distant state. 

"Lord," they prayed, "if You want 
us to go to this new occupation and 
location, send us a buyer by or before 
a week from Friday." (There was a 

time limit on the ofier that had been 
made to them.) 

The intervening- ten days elapsed. 
Frida~· carne without a word {rom the 
prospect from their own city who had 
l)(!tn ·'dicker ing'· with them for their 
business. The.v were about to ret ire 
for the night when the phone rang. It 
W:lS a long distance call from a western 
st:tte. and the caller sa id. '" know you 
u:-.ually close at noon On aturday, but 
wait for me until I get thl're tomorrow 
J am coming hy plant" to buy your bue;· 
ine~s :tnd will make the deposit as soon 
as I arri\·e." 

This man had inspcctl'{l the place 
scvl.'ral month~ previ<)usly, but had not 
at that time, or ;;ince, IIld icated any 
interest in bUYing. i\ow he suddenly 
appeared and purchased the business 
for several tbous.,nd dollars cash, to 
the advantage of the couple. They 
ha vc never had any reason to believe 
other than that God arranged the deal 
for them. 

DON 'T FORGET THANKFULNESS 

Finally, our prayers shou ld always 
incorporate thanksgiving Businessmen 
cOIl!;tantly use the phral;c , "Thank you. " 
It is one of the fIrst expre>.sions most 
children are taught. Should we be 
less courteous to God than to each 
other ? 

Our gra titude ev idencts maturity 
when it reaches beyond thankfulness fo r 
the gift and becomes appreciation fo r 
ihe Gi ver. Some people have prayer 
lists-records of persons and things to 
be prayed about. Certai nly there is mer it 
i ll this. But onc individual has gone 
beyond that. She keeps a. praise list 
on which she writes olle or more things 
each day for which she is grate ful. She 
praises God for answered prayers, for 
the "over·and·above'· boun ti es which He 
has lavi shed from H is storehouse of 
love. But even more than that she finds 
herself worshiping God for what He is. 

1£ you wish to tran!'>act business with 
God success fully, recheck these points: 
Are you rightly related to Him through 
accepting Christ as your Saviour ? Do 
you have a correct attitude toward 
praye r, and pure motives in prayer ? 
Are you willing to allow God to develop 
your Christian personality through your 
prayer experiences? Do your prayers 
include intercession for others, and 
gratitude as well as petition? If you 
can answer these questions in the af· 
firmative, then you have thi s promise: 
"The effedual fervent prayer of a right­
eous man availeth much" (James 5: 16). 
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SUNDAY'S 
LESSON 

CHRIST, THE WILLING HEALER 

Sunday School Lessa,. Jor January 13, 1957 

LUKE 5: 12-26 

The subject of Qu r lesson today is a vital one. Is Christ 
really willing to heal all who are sick today? Many Chris­
tians find this difficu lt to believe. But where are we to go 
for the answer? Surely not to the realm of human ex­
perience! But "what saith the Scriptures?" T he Word of 
God is the source of truth! 

THE HEALING OF THE LEPER (Luke 5,12-15) 
Tile leper's dOllbl. "Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst make 

me clean." This man was convincC(j of Christ's ability to 
heal him, but he questioned Chri st's u.:illingness to do it. 
And thousands of Chri stians today arc just like him! 
Yet how would any of us feel if one of QlIT friends were to 
say to us, "I kItow you can help me, but 1 am not so sure 
that you will do so"? Would we not far ra ther have that 
friend doubt our ability rather than our willingness? Faith 
in Christ's ability to he.'ll is not enough-even the devil 
believes that! I t is faith in Chri st's willingness to help us 
that defeats Satan and brings victory I 

The Lord's 'Willillgness. "And he put forth his hand, and 
touched him, say ing, I will: be thou clean." The very sud­
denm':ss with which Jesus healed the leper seems to em­
phasize the fact that there is no question concerning Christ's 
willingness to heal. Space will not permit a lengthy treat­
ment of Ihe question, "Is Christ willing to heal all who 
are sick ?" We, therefore, su bmit the following suggestive 
thoughts in regard to the matter: 

I. Matthew tells us that Jesus atoned for our sick­
nesses as well as our sins (Matt. 8:17). If Jeslls died for 
the sins of all, did He not also die for the sicknesses of all? 

2. Many instances of healing in the Old Testament oc­
curred in connection with types of the Atonement (see 
N urn . 21 :6-9; John 3: 14, 15) . If healing is not in the atone­
ment, and therefore not for alJ, then these types are mean­
ingless. 

3. God revealed Himself to His Old Testament people as 
"Jehovah-Rapha"- "I am the Lord that healeth thee." And 
there was a time when the entire nation of Israel enjoyed 
divine health (Psalm 105 :37). God says, "I am the Lord, 
I change not" (Mal . 3:6). 

4. More than two thirds of Christ's ministry on earth 
was devoted to healing the sick. In the Gospels no one who 
ever came to Jesus for healing failed to receive it. 

5. Christ promised that all followers of His who believed 
in Him would heal the sick (Mark 16:17, 18). 

6. Christ placed the ministry and gifts of healing in the 
church and left directions for them (1 Cor. 12:9.10; 
James 5 ,14). 

7. God's Word promises long life, and seems to indicate 
that there is no reason for people dying prematurely. (See 
Psalms 91,16; !/(UO; 102,24; Eccl. 7,17). 
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THE HEALING OF THE PARALYTIC 

(Luke 5 ,16-26) 
Jesus alone was responsible for the healing of the leper . 

The semnd portion of our lesson shows how very much 
Christ's followers may be able to help needy men and 
women find Christ as their Saviour and H ealer. The 
story of the healing of the paralytic may be developed prof­
itably according to the following heading-"How any church 
can get men to Christ." 

I. By having a divine concern and compassion for others. 
These four did not go to church thinking only of blessings 
for themselves. Their hearts went out to their crippled 
friend whom they had sought out. 

2. By reaii::illg the 'lIallfe of perso1lal cotl tact. The para· 
lytic could not have come to church of his own accord . His 
friends brought him to Jesus. !l.lore souls are still WOIl 

th rough friendly personal work than through any other! 
3. By posussing =eal and energy u:flich refuses to give 

"p in the face of difficulties. Faith and love found a way­
down through the roof! We need more of th is spirit! 

4. By a spirit of co-operatioll which endures untIl the goal 
is accolJlplislud. Each man held up hi s corner of the para· 
lytic's cot; each man was important to the success of the 
task. Such co-operation still builds churches today! 

5. By exercising corporate faith. "\Vhen he saw their 
faith." The pa ralytic was not saved and healed due to hi s 
faith alone, but to combined faith. If there is power in in· 
dividual faith, think of the possibil ites in corporate faith. 
Those who are weak in faith may receive help from God 
as a result of the faith exercised by others!

life and lived it fully, but only in rcla­
tion to the spiritual. To him, nothing 
else was important. 

In 1924, eighteen years after his COIl­

version, he received the fullness of the 
Holy Spirit in a little Pentecostal church. 
If his cup had been filled before, it 
overflowed beyond measure now. His 
joy knew no bounds! 

After ten years on the farm, the 
family moved into the city where he be­
came a milkman with Milk Producers 
Association. He continued memorizing 
and fearlessly witnessing to fellow work­
men and employers alike. 

"With the bosses I went slow, but I 
gave them my testimony and they re­
spected me. After I received the bap­
tism in the Holy Spirit , I became bold 
as a lion. One time the Lord en­
abled me to testify to sixty milkmen 
at a union meeting." 

One day he was called into the office 
of his superior. "Jim," Mr. Van Alstine 
said, "there have been complaints from 
some of our customers that you are 
preaching too l11uch religion. 1 suggest 
that you be careful about that in the 
future. Confine yourself to selling milk." 

"Well, Sir," the milkman replied 
dubiously, "that will be a difficult thing. 
I'm so full of the joy of the Lord that 
I can't help talking about it. The Bible 
says, 'If any man be in Christ, he IS a 
new creature: If you will pardon me, 
Mr. Van Alstine, you need this sal-
vation, too, and.. " 

"All right, Madder, enough of that. 
Remember what I said about sticking 
to selling milk." 

"YeS, Sir, I'll try." 
He tried, but was only partially suc­

cessfuL The irresistibly bubbling joy 
popped off the lid and impelled him 
to give the Good News to needy souls. 
However, after two more warnings to 
"either peddle milk or preach the gos­
pel," he was more careful and less in­
discriminate. He spoke only to those 
who' displayed spiritual hunger. 

He was so irrepressibly full of the 
glory of God and the memorized Word, 
that when he began to testify in a 
church service no one knew when and 
where he would cease. He quoted long 
passages of scripture and made COI11-
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ments. "Oh, how I love thy law; 
it is my meditation all the day J" (Psalm 
119 :97) was fully true of him. 

Frequently during a testimony meet­
ing his good wife leaned over and 
whispered; whereupon he would reply: 
"] see I'm talking too long; my wife 
is pulling my coat. Well, hallelujah, it's 
wonderful! I could go on and on; bllt 
before I stop, let me quote the 15th 
chapter of John. It was an inspiration 
to me today ... !" 

One of his favorite church testi­
monies was this: "I was born sixty 
years ago and born again ten years 
ago, so that makes me only ten years 
old. I'm so happy, I feel like a kid! 
Glory!" He was ready to bounce for 
JOy. 

If the atmosphere was heavy in a 
meeting artd no one seemed responsive 
or thankful, Mr. Madder was. "I can 
always testify that. I'm saved and on 
my way to heaven. 1f you don't have 
anything to be happy about, just stan 
talking to people about the Lord; and I 
guarantee you'll soon be shouting." And 
he conduded with a booming, "Hallelll~ 
jah !" 

So for th irty three years, Mr. Madder 
has been diligently memorizing the Bible 
and joyfully prodaiming its message. 
He retired at eighty, declaring cheer~ 
fully: "Now I will have marc time to 
peddle the sincere milk of the Word." 

Vigorous and hardy, he still prefers 
his bicycle to the car and enjoys a 
swim in nearby Lake Michigan. "Last 
summer when the water registered 50 
degrees, I swam to the end of the pier 
when the young people shiveringly rc· 
fused to go in, he chuckled. 

His good health he attributes to his 
joy in the Lord . "Proverbs 17 :22 says, 
'A merry heart doeth good like a mcd· 
icine,' and Psalm 92 :14 states, 'They 
shall still bring forth fruit in old age; 
they shall be fat and flourishing: It 
is actually true in me. I have no dis­
tress of any kind; I haven't got a corn 
or a bllnion on my feet; I can sec well 
and hear well; T no longer have stomach 
trouble. The joy of the Lord is my 
strength and I'm happy all the time. 
There's nothing like it. Hallelujah!"

A nd as long as H e gives me strength, 
I will continue memorizing His Word 
and declaring His glorious salvation." 
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holiness we realize how unclean we are. 
God gave Isaiah such a vision. He saw 
the King high and Ii fted up and saw 
himself unclean and undone. Oh, for 
a vision of the holiness of God today 1 

Beloved, have we repented? Have 
we turned from our sin? :May God 
help us to drop every sin which besets 
us, as though it were a red-hot brick. 
Any sin we arc hugging to ou r bosom 
will take us to hell. It costs too Illuch 
to keep sin in our lives. 

ROCKBOTTOM REPENTANCE 
How can we have a revival of re­

pentance? First of all, let me say that 
1 speak to myself and perchance to 
my Brother-Preachers. I have been 
deeply impressed by the book of Jonah. 
V·le find that Jonah went to Nineveh to 
preach repentance. Tn three days he 
got Nineveh on its face before God. But 
first of all a terri fic repentance had 
come into Jonah's heart while he was in 
the bottom 0 f the sea. 

We will not see real repentance until 
the Church repents. Four out of seven 
churches mentioned in Revelation were 
commanded by the Lord to repent. When 
the Church repents the world will re­
pent. Oh, may the Lord give us re­
pentance in Zion, a time of deep heart­
searching until we have a revival of 
repentance. I am convinced that much 
of the lack of depth in our COnverts 
today is the result of the lack of depth in 
llS preachers. Spiritual children take 
after their spiritual fathers. When the 
Church produces the right kind of 
preachers she will have the right kind 
of children. 

The Church needs a Spirit-anointed 
ministry. We need the Spirit to preach 
judgment and I am sure we ought to be 
preaching judgment. I have heard some 
preach judgment and it was like the rat­
tl ing of an old tin can. I believe we have 

to preach it with a lump in our throats 
and tears in our eyes. Then we will see 
results. 

GOD'S OVERRULING 

I shall never forget a Sunday night 
in Finland. I had read of \Vesley and 
"Vhitefield and how sinners were cut 
by the Word, and I had a longing to see 
God working that way today. 

God granted my desire while I was 
in Helsingfors. While waiting on the 
Lord for a message I felt impressed to 
speak on sinning against the Holy 
Ghost. The pastor was anxious to have 
a good meeting for the last night, 
and when I announced Illy subject his 
face became long and he said, "Do you 
not think that is a mistake for to­
night?" 

But the Word went forth as a sword 
of the Spirit, and in all my ministry 1 
have never seen such a meeting. The 
people were cut by the \Vord. One 
woman cried out, "Oh, Lord, save me 1" 
And when the altar call was given they 
simply rushed to the front. Oh, such a 
night! Men and women were sobbing 
because their hearts had been broken 
by the Word of God, and altar work­
ers were going about with tears of 
joy running down their faces. I am 
constantly seek ing God to work in that 
way. 

LORD! SEND A MELTING FIRE! 

There is a difference between re­
morse and repentance. Remorse is a 
fire that burns and destroys. Repentance 
is a fire that melts. Today may the Lord 
send a melting fire into our midst. 

It is the "goodness of God" which 
leads men to repentance. I know only 
one way to become repentant and that 
is by the Spirit of grace. Let us pray 
down the Spirit that melts our hearts 
to repentance and then we shall see God 
working in revival power. Have we 
lost the anointing? Let us stay on 
Our faces before God llntil we have 
again the unction from the Holy One.

Evangel College Obtains 
Certification by State Committee 

Evangel College, newest school of the 
Assemblies of God, has been granted certi­
ficate privilege, a prelim inary step toward 
full accreditation, according to Dean 
Richard Strahan. 

Approval by the University of Missouri 
Committee on Accredited Schools and Col­
leges means the new college, which opened 
less than two years ago, may receive vet­
erans on the GI bill, starting with the 
second semester which begins later this 
month. 

Other privileges received by virtue of 
recognition include: (1) qualification to ac­
cept s tudents under the state rehabilitation 
program ; (2) State Education Department 
approval of hours toward the teaching certi­
ficate; (3) en rollment of the college in the 
U.S. Department of Education's Directory 
of Higher Education; and (4) transfer-of­
credit privileges for st.udents who wish to 
continue train ing in othe r colleges of higher 
learning. 

Eva ngel College already has one student 
who will r eceive state aid under the rehab-
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ilitation program. Applications from ap­
proximately 25 veterans are also on hand 
awaiting the final nod from the Veterans 
Administration. 

Members of th e Un iversi ty of Missouri 
Committee on Accreditation visited Evangel 
College several weeks ago to review courses 
aud inspect facilities. Heading the com­
mittee was Dr. Edward Palmquist, chair­
man of the committee and associate dean 
oi t.he University's College of Arts and 
Sciences. 

According to the statement o n certificate 
pri vi leges, courses satisfactorily completed 
at Evangel College will be "extended the 
same recognition and accept ed on the same 
basis as work in an accredited junior col­
lege." 

Dean Strahan of Evangel College was t old 
by the accrediting committee that certi­
ficat e privilege is the highest recognition 
granted to colleges on the first visit of the 
committee. The program will be subject to 
r eview in 1957 when the college's third 
year is added. If progress continues, the

'INc do nOt intend to cover the ground 
which has been ably dealt with by 
many conservative Christian scholars. 
However, let liS state briefly, that from 
our own knowledge of the Hebrew 
Dible we are absolutely conv inced that 
"Almah" in the famous passage of 
Isaiah 7: 14 means "Virgin" and not 
"young woman," 

studied, requested of the inhabitants 
of Jerusalcm to have their works trans­
lated into the Greek; but as they were 
yet subject to the :'Iacedonians, they 
sent seventy of their elders that were 
best skilled in the Scriptures, and in 
both languages, to Ptolemy. and thus 
Providence favoured his design."­
Eusebius' Ecclesiastical History, Book 
5, Chapter 8. 

The Septuagint translates Isaiah 7 :14 
in the following manner: 

"Thcrefore the Lord himself shall 
give you a sign ; behold a virgin [Greek 

'parthenos'J shall conceive in her womb 
and bring forth a son, and thou shalt 
call his name Emmanuel." 

It follow~ clearly from the above 
that cvcry se riOllS student of the He­
brew Bible may say to those who do 
not trans.late "Almah" as "Virgin": 

"Look here, gentlemen, if I have to 
choose between the contemporary tram­
lators of the Bible, somc of whom 
are definitely biased against the Virgin 
Birth, and between thos.e ancient Jew­
ish Scholars of 280 n.c. who had no 
axe to grind, and who knew their He­
brew far better than any modern trans­
lator can ever hope to know it, I 
prefer to follow the authority of those 
ancient Hebrew scholar~." 

And if the testimony of the Septua­
gint and of other early Christian schol­
ars is not sufficient, we also have the 
testimony of the Jewish Evangelist of 
the Fir ~t Gospel who wrote: 

"Behold, a 'virgil/. shall be with child, 
and shall bring forth a SOil, and they 
shall call his name Emmanuel, which 
being inte rpreted is, God with us" 
(Matt. 1 :23). -from "Israel .Ify Glory"

We wish to bring to your attention

The Promises of God 
The famous F ourth Century church 

historian, Eusebius, (died around 330 
A.D.) in his Ecclesiastical History, 
gives a significant quotation from Justin 
Martyr, a Jewish Christian of the mid­
dle of the Second Century. 

"God," said Justin Martyr, "became 
man, and the Lord himself saved us, 
giving us the sign of the Virgin. But 
not as some say, that now presume to 
interpret the Scriptures, 'Behold, a 
young woman shall conceive and bear 
a son,' o.S Theodotian of Ephesus and 
Aquila of Pontus have translated, both 
of them Jewish proselytes [Greeks who 
became Jews}. Whom the Ebionites 
following assert that Jesus was be­
gotten of Joseph." After a little, he 
adds: "For before the Romans estab­
lished their empire, whilst yet the :Mace­
donians had possession of Asia, Ptolemy 
the son of Lagus, being ambitious to 
adorn the library established by him 
in Alexandria with the works of all men, 
as many as were worthy of being

The Bible contains many precious 
promises made by God to man. Every 
book in the Bible contains such prom­
ises, except Titus. The hooks o f I saiah, 
Jeremiah, and Ezekiel have the most; 
they contain slightly over a thousand 
promises each, a total of 3,086 in the 
three books. Most of these are of a 
prophetic nature, such as, " Behold, a 
vil'gin shall conceive and bea r a son." 

Many verses have more than one 
promise. For example, Isaiah 40:31 has 
four: "They that wait upon the Lord 
shall renew their strength; they shall 
mount up with wings as eagles; they 
shal l run and not be weary; and they 
shall walk and not faint." 

The chapter with the most promises 
is Deuteronomy 28, with a total of 133. 
These have to do with the blessings and 
cursings God promised the I sraelites 
when they would reach Canaan, ac­
cording as they would obey or disobey 
His commands. 

These are some of the facts dis­
covered by Everek R. Storms, editor of 

The GosPel Bmmer, during a su rvey 
of the Bible promises. H e rated Psalm 
37 as the most wonderful chapter. H e 
fou nd it contains 43 precioll s promises. 
such as, "Delight thyself also in the 
Lord, and He shall give thee the desires 
o f thine heart." 

Summing up his su rvey, Editor 
Storms said: "These promises are ours 
for the asking-7,487 of them made by 
God Himself. They are waiting for us 
to test and prove them. \Ve go to 
church all(l sing, 'St:'lIlding all the Prom­
ises,' but most of us are simply sitting 
on them. These arc perilous times in 
which we are living. Recent develop­
ments in Europe and the l\'Iiddle East 
emphasize this all too clearly. But the 
reply which Adoniram J lIdson gave his 
mission board when they inquired about 
the prospects for the future of God's 
work in Burma is st ill true for all of us: 
'The future is as bright as the prom­
ises of God.' Each of us can count 
on the promises of God. Why not try 
some of them and see?"

You 
will find them in Acts 16:21, "Bel ic\"c 
and be saved," and 2 Corinthians 6:17, 
"Come out and be separate. " 

1. Believe and Be Saved 

To believe is to renounce all depend­
ence on heathen religions, as well as 
Jewish, Catholic and Protestant, and to 
trust Jesus Christ and Him alone for 
salvation. To turn from all works, cere­
monies, sacraments, self-righteousness 
and deeds of merit, to Christ, the Son 
of God, who died for you r sins and 
rose for your justification. To receive 
Jesus Christ as your own personal Sav­
iour, and give yourself-body, soul and 
spirit, for time and eternity-to Him. 
Thus you will pass out of death and 
into life, from the kingdom of darkness 
to the kingdom of light, and from bond­
age to freedom. YOll wiJl be born 
again, born from above, born of the 
Spirit of God. 

There must come a definite moment 
in your life when this happens--when 
you open your heart to Jesus Christ 
and become God's child. "As many as 
received him, to them gave he power 
to become the sons of God" (John 
1 :12).

If you served liquor, you will refuse to 
serve it again. If you were a drunkard, 
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you will become sober. 1f you were 
a thief, you will henceforth be honest. 
I f you used tobacco, you will use it 
no more. If you were immoral and un­
clean, you will become pure. J f you 
danced you will give it up. If you 
gambled, you will gamble no more. If 
your language was filthy, it will hence­
forth be clean. If you used to swear, 
you will swear no more. If you dressed 
immodestly and worldly, you will dress 
like a Christian. You will not leave 
yourself open to criticism. There will 
be no appeal to the flesh. You will not 
be a stumbling bleck. As you once 
se rved the Devil, so now you will serve 
God. You will go to no place where 
you would not want Christ to find you 
when He comes. 

The world will no longer attract you. 
To be a friend of the world is to be 
the enemy of God. You will not be 
a good mixer, you will be a good 
separator. If you cannot maintain your 
former position in life by working fo r 
an honest living, you will do what 
Christ told the rich young ruler to do­
you will sell what you have and be 
content to live in a humble home on a 
modest income. Like conver ted drullk­
ards, you will give your testimony (ree­
Iy. Never again will you feel at home in 
the world that crucified you r Lord. 

All this may sound negative. It is 
not. It is "the expulsive power of a new 
affection." These former things will 
drop off like the autumn leaves. You 
will not have to give them up. you will 
not want them. As Christ comes in, 
the world goes out. When you have 
tasted the fruit of Canaan, you will 
crave no more the manna of the wilder­
ness.

The Lord is not interested 
in mere quantity production. We call 
often do more by doing less. It is no 
mark of godliness to be forever running 
about in a fever, our tongues hanging 
out, in a glorified St. Vitus' dance. 
These dear souls who argue that the 
Devil neve r takes a vacation should 
remember tha t we are not expected to 
imitate the Devil. We follow the Lord, 
who was unhurried, and who said, 
"Come ye yourselves apart . . . and 
rest a while." 

It is high time we learned that in this 
nerve~racking, maddening modern rush 
we have let the spirit of the times rob 
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us of meditation, devotion, rest, the 
passive side of our Christian experience, 
without which we cannot be active to the 
glory of God. There is no depth to us. 
We are whizzing around from preacher 
to preacher, meeting to meeting, with 
pad and pencil, hiding the Word in our 
notebooks instead o f in our hearts. A 
lot o f our Christian life and work is 
frothy, supe rfi cial, thin. We are grow~ 
ing mushrooms, not oaks. 

LEARN TO SAY " HO" 

I have learned long since that when 
I arrive in a place and caUs descend 
li ke locusts for me to come to thi s 
meeting, grab a sandwich and hop to 
another, address the "Whoozits" at 
ten and the "Whatsit s" at eleven, on ly to 
arrive at the main meeting woozy and 
exhausted, part of a preacher's best 
equipment is a good healthy No. 
It is a subtle snare, and both we and the 
people who invite us are unwittingly 
decei ved by it. I f either we or they took 
second thought, we could see that we 
defeat ou r own purposes when we 
spread ourselves too thin, striking every­
where and hitting hard nowhere. We 
Christians often lead dissipated lives, 
squandering our energies but becoming 
so exhausted that none of it counts for 
much. 

The temptation is great for an ag~ 

gressive preacher to run a church, hold 
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outside meetings, carry a radio program, 
edit a magazine, write books, and from 
there on add a new sideline every little 
while, until he ends up in a hospital. 
Once in a while there is a Hercules 
who can stand it, but is it the best 
way? The old saints did a few things 
well, as a ru le. They took time to be 
slill, and we go back to them now to 
feed our souls. They produced cream, 
and it takes time for cream to rise. 

TAKE TIME OUT 

If our lives and ministry count for 
anything today, we must solemnly 
resolve to make time for God. It is 
not easy. Some people won't like it, 
but somebody else wouldn't like it if 
we did some other way, so that doesn't 
matter. We must make out a schedule 
and work out a program at all costs that 
will eliminate the nonessential (includ­
ing a lot of things which some dear 
souls will think are very essential), put 
first things first, and make a lot of 
second-rate things stay in line, no mat­
ter how much they clamor for first 
place. 

It is the best way to get to heaven 
without detouring by an insane asylum. 
You will make a life as well as a living, 
and stay not only clothed but in your 
right mind.
