Missionary Vision 
God has graciously blessed the foreign missIOnary work 

of the Assemblies of God. During the past forty-three 
years literally thousands of workers in our Fellowship 
have gone abroad and preached the gospel with the Holy 
Ghost sent down from heaven, and the Lord has worked 
with them in a marvelous way. He has confirmed the 
word "with signs following," as shown by the fact that 
over four thOU5.1nd churches have been raised up on our 
foreign mission fields. 

J 11 fact. the Assemblies of God membership on these 
mission fields is practically as large as our membership 
in the U.S., and the work is growing steadily. We say 
with the Psalmist, "This is the Lord's doing; it is marvellous 
in our eyes." 

Great as the past accomplishments have been, we believe 
we arc on the threshold of even greater victories. The 
revivals that God has given in a few places He wants to 
duplicate in every place. lIe is mo"ing by His Spirit 
throughout the whole ea~h. He is using not the mighty 
and the learned, but the humhlest instrumentalities, to do 
His work. ] fe is choosing a people in whom He alone 
will he glorified. He is taking the things that arc weak, 
even things that arc foolish, and is using their weakness 
and nothingness to show forlh the superiority of His power 
over all human power. 

God is especially blessing our national workers in various 
lands. Our missionaries, realizing that the nationals are the 
key to world evangelization, have established fifty-three 
Dible-training schools in foreign lands where throngs of 
promising young pcople arc being trained to be pastors, 
evangelists, and teachers. Already there is a mighty army 
of five thousand trained national workers standing shoulder 
to shoulder with our seven hundred missionaries in the 
battle for sou ls. They are proving their effectiveness. If 
political conditions should force the missionaries to leave 
a cOllntry, the national ministers will carryon the work 
by themselves. 

Our missionary cfforts must continuc. and be intensified 
in the days ahead. \Ve must redeem the time, for the 
hour is growing late and Ollt King will soon appear. 
May God help us to be true to our high calling. Many 
Evangel readers are praying faithfully for the salvation 
of the lost, and the Lord is answering their praye rs. 
Many arc giving gene rollsly and sacrificially to supply the 
funds that are needed for this great missionary enterprise. 
Maya doubl e portion of God's Spirit be the reward of 
each one. Most of our churches take up a missionary of fer­
ing regtllarly every month. But there are some that fail 
to do this. The report of church participation in missionary 
giving in anyone month shows that only about two-thirds 
of our churches havc sent an offering. If every church 
will send an offering every month, even if it is just a 
few dollars, our mIssIonary program can be cxpanded­
and the ranks of the redeemed will be increased all around 
the world. 
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WE MUST NEVER FORCET THAT THE 

heathen are lost, and that they are lost 
now, even though they have never heard 
the gospel. 

If they a re not lost until they 
hear, then we had better lea\'e 
them as they are. If only those who 
definitely reject Christ arc to perish, 
we should never tell them about ] lim. 
Better to leave them in their ignorance 
than to bring them under condemna­
tion. But the teaching of the whole 
Bible is that men without Ch ri st are lost, 
and that their oilly hope of salvation 
is in the gospel. 

Paul speaks of the heathen world 
in these words: "Dead in trespasses 
and si ns, children of wrath, having no 
hope and without God" (Eph. 2:1, 3, 
12). Could language be plainer? That 
is their condition . They are irretriev­
ably and eternally lost apart from the 
gospe l. 

Now there are two Bible passages 
that sett le it once and for all. The 
fir st is Acts 4: 12, where it reads: 
"Neither is there salvatiull in any other: 
for there is none other name under heav­
en given among men, whereby we must 
be saved." None of their gods, none 
of their religions can avail. The names 
of Mohammed, Confucius, Buddha, and 
all others are ruled out. Christ, and 
Christ alone, can save. 

The second statement is found in 
John 14:6 where Jeslls says: ":Ko man 
cometh unto the Father but by !\fe." 
There is 110 other way tQ God. It is 
either Christ or damnation. "I am the 
way," He declares. No one el se can be. 
No one else is. 1£ the heathen are not 
lost, then these two verses do not 
mean what they say. 

But, you say, it is unjust. YOli find 
fault with God. YOll think a God of 
love would not and could not permit it. 
Does God owe us s,,-lIvation? If so, 
then it is not of grace at all ; in offering 
salvation to men He is simply paying 
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be presented, yet here it is 

a debt. But that is not so. We deserve 
nothing. It is all of grace. . 

!\fy friend, yOll can re~t on one 
great statement and it is thi s: "Shall 
not the Judge of all the earth do right ?" 
I do not kllOw what li e will do, but 
1 do know that li e will be absolutely 
just. H e will do right. I can leavc 
it in His hands. And when at la !>t I 
find out what 1 fe has done, I will be 
completely sa tisfied. r will agree with 
the verdict of the angel: "True and 
righteoll s are His judgmellts" (Rev. 16 : 
7). 

Remember, there are degrees of PUIl­

ishment. The Bible speaks of many 
stripes and of few str ipes (see Luke 12: 
47). The heathen, apart from Christ. 
will never get to heaven, but they will 
be dealt with fairly. It is a mystery 
now; it wi ll be plain then. Meanwh ile 
it is our duty and privilege to give them 
the gospel and to do everything we can 
to win them to Christ. 

1t may be that God is ca1ling you 
to be a missionary and that He wants 
you to go abroad with the gospel. If 
so, obey the Spir il. Do not be dis­
obedient to the heavenly vision. An­
swer, "Here am I , Lord, send me." It 
may be that He wants you to selld a 
substitute. I f so, earn as much money 
as you can and put that money h .. "\ck of 
some substitute. Send someOne in your 

place. Do your p,"\rt to c\'angelize the 
world. No doubt H e is calling you to 
pray. Do not fail !lim. Become an 
intercessor. Take missions 011 you r 
heart. Pray the laborers out to the 
fields. Pray the money in. Pray until 
the world has been nangeiized. 

Why waste your life here ill Ameri­
ca? Why settle down to the humd rum 
and the monotony of nmking money? 
\\'hy not get a vision? You can go 
where no one else has gone. You can 
ill\'e~( your life in something really 
worth while. 1£ you stay her~, you 
will be treading on someone else's toes. 
I f you go out there , YOII will ha\'~ 
plenty of elbow room. \\' hy not live 
a life really worth while ? YOll, too, 
can be a pioneer. 

Oh, I know what you are s,,"\y ing. 1 
have heard it said aga in and aga in . 
You are quoting Act s. I :8, but yOIl art 
not quoting it correc tly. Th is is the 
way you quote it: " Ye shall be wit· 
nesses unto l\Ie, first in Jerusalem, then 
in judea : after that in Samaria, and, 
last of aU, to the uttermO!it part of the 
earth ." nut that is not what it says. 
Let me quote it for you now : "Ve shall 
be witnesses unto l\ le boOI in jerusalem, 
and in all Judea , and in Samaria , alld 
unto (he uttermost l:h'lrt of the earth." 
It is IlOt "first" bu t '·both ." And \\ hat 
does the word "both" mean ? It means 
at olle and the same time, docs it Ilot ? 
I n other words, we are to cvangelil.e 
jerusalem, and, at one and the s,,"\me 
time, judea, and Samaria, and the utter­
most part of the earth . \Ve are not 
to wait until we have complet ed the 
work here, before going there. We are 
to work both fields, the home and the 
foreign, together. 

Oh, my friend, let me urge you, in the 
short time that remains, to turn from 
everyt hing el se, and to bend every ef­
fort to send out the gospel , for this 
is the primary task that jesus left lIi s 
Church to do. ... ...

Into All the World

W HEN THE ASSEMBLY OF THE 

Church of Scotland met in 1796, many 
delegates hoped for a quick, smooth 
handling of routine business. They 
wanted to get back to their regular 
tasks. But aillong them was a man of 
vision and courage, a man deeply agi­
tated. To their consternation he intro­
duced an unheard-of resolution-a pro­
posal to ova'lgeli.r:e th e heathen. 

To many the idea seemed chimerical. 
They pointed out that, after more than 
two centuries of effort, the denomina­
tion hadn't even brought its schools 
up to acceptable standards, or occupied 
more than a small part of the home 
field. A counter resolution was quickly 
introduced: "To spread abroad the 
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knowledge of the Gospel amongst 
b..rbarous and heathen nations seems to 
be highly preposterous, in so rar as 
philosophy and learning must in the 
nature of things take the precedency; 
and th •• t, while there remains at home 
a single individual every year without 
the means of religious knowledge, to 
propagate it abroad would be improper 
and absurd." 

The atmosphere was tense as dele­
gates steeled themselves for a long de­
bate. But they were in for another 
surprise. The honored Dr. Erskine arose 
and asked th~ moderator for a Bible. 
The request was granted. Then, in a 
voice that burst upon the assembly like 
a clap of thunder, he read the Great 

Commission : "Go ye into all the world , 
and preach the gospel to every crea­
ture." 

\Vhat was the answer to that? There 
was none--except to obey it. A new 
day had dawned in the history of the 
Kirk. 

"Go ye into all the world .... " What 
is our answer today! 

~lore than 19CX) years have passed 
since Jesus uttered those compelling 
words. Yet in our day, in terms of 
absolute totals, there are more unevan· 
gelized people on our planet than ever 
before. 

We wouldn't think of using the out­
moded argulllcnt against foreign mis­
sions that blindly conservat ive church 
members were using in the eighteenth 
century. Perhaps all of us are theoreti­
cally committed to the cause of world 
evangelization. But actions speak louder 
than words. To be su re, Christians in 
the United States are giving millions 
of dollars annually to missions. For 
that they are to be commended. But 
the total is a mere fraction of what 
is given to operate the church at home. 
1Host of ou r effort is in behalf of ter­
ritory that is already evangelized. 

I am thinking of one local church 
which represents a missionary-minded 
denomination and maintains a much 
higher level of spirituality than the 
average church in America. Its two 
hundred or more members are pay ing a 
good salary to their pastor, a good part­
time salary to their assistant pastor, and 
varying amounts to their music director 
and other members of the staff. Last 
year the local salary budget alone to­
taled over $9,CXX>. Their budget for 
foreign missions was only $416! Of 
the total listed by the treasurer for all 
purposes during the year, scarcely two 
per cent went to evangelize the heathen. 

Fortunately the women of that 
church, through thcir two missionary 
societies, brightened the picture a little 
by raising some hundreds of dollars 
more for the cause. But is it any won­
der that some of the members, appalled 
by the lack of balance between home 
and foreign outreach, were giving reg­
ularly to missions outside of regular 
church channels? 

After hearing the last annual finan­
cial report, that church voted to assume 
the support of a foreign missionary. 
Better late than never! 

Last year fully one-third of all funds 
raised by church people in the United 
States went into buildings-not for the 
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foreign field but for finer structures 
here at home. 

We need buildings in which to wor­
ship the Lord; but there are teeming 
multitudes who have never even heard 
of Jesus Christ. 

\Ve need wo rkers at the home base, 
and they should be well paid; but there 
are vast areas in the world where there 
are no Christian workers at all. 

\Ve need to hear the gospel eve ry 
Sunday, just as we have been hearing it 
all our lives; but multiplied mill ions 
haven' t yet heard it once. 

Music from fine organs may be a 
valuable aid to rel igious wo rship; but 
the heathen hear no music at all except 
wild drums and degrad ing chants. 

A minister whose world vision is so 

contagious that his congregation is sup­
porting dozens of foreign missionaries, 
has llsed a striking illustration to shame 
complacent American Christians. Pic­
ture five thou5..1nd men, besides women 
and children, ranged in tense, expectant 
rows on the grassy hillside near the Sea 
of Gal ilee, waiting to be fed. They 
are desperately hungry. Will there be 
food enough for all? The tweh·e apos­
tles begin passing Ollt the loaves and 
fishes which Jesus is miraculously pro­
viding. The people in the first row re­
ceive their supply and begin to devour 
it; they are so hungry, in fact, that 
before the second row is reached they 
are calling for more. The first row 
is more easily reached anyway. And 
so, while the other thousands still wait,

knowing. Her real name is Maria 
Eugenia Teixeira da Costa . She has 
big, black eyes that snap as she talks, 
and she possesses a unique sense of 
humor- plus the abi lity to express ab­
stract ideas in interesting, concrete, and 
picturesque phrases . 

She is Portuguese but was born in 
Mozambique and spent her youth, un­
til she became 16, in South Afr ica. Be­
cause of her dual contact with the 
Latin and English peoples, she is un­
usually open-minded when it comes to 
accepting the good and ignoring the 
bad in a given culture. 

1 met her one day over a year ago 
when 1 visited two teen-age American . 
girls who were enrolled in her school 
for American children. The girls had 
recently accepted the Lord Jesus as 
Saviour in my Sunday School class. 
One of them had tried to witness to 
Genny, but she had only laughed in 
disbelief at the thought of a personal 
and self-revealing God. 

I was drawn to her vivacious per-

sonality from the start and said to my­
self, as I left the classroom and started 
down the steps, "If that girl would 
own Jesus Christ as Saviour, I 'm sure 
she would be used greatly by the 
Lord." 

From .that day on I began to pray 
that the Holy Spirit in great convict­
ing power would work in her heart. 

Not many weeks after, Ann, one of 
the American school girls, came to our 
home. She was obviously concerned 
over her school work and disturbed 
by the fact that in the science courses 
Genny was teaching materiali st ic ideas 
that left no room for the God of cre­
ation. "Besides that," she said, "she is 
cynical and sarcastic to me and the 
others; she has dizzy spells in the class­
room until she is blinded, and the class 
has to be stopped!" 

Ann and I prayed together then that 
somehow Genny would find Jesus 
Christ and find Him to be all-sufficient 
in her life. I gave Ann a gospel booklet 
and asked her to give it to Genny 
to read. 

the apostles pass more food along the 
first row. 

But stop! Peter, James, John-all of 
you-what are you doing? Don·t you 
see all those other weary rows of hun­
gry people? They haven't had a bite 
yet! Isn't there plenty for all? 

The apostles seemingly hear not the 
protest. They are too busy with their 
front-row duties to give heed. They 
pass the loaves and fishes a third time 
-to the first row. 

What 'would Jesus say! 
"Go ye into all the world, and preach 

the gospel to every creature." When the 
great Day of the Lord comes, we shall 
have to give an account for our in­
credible blindness, our crass compla­
cency, our soul-sea ring selfishness. 

I met Genny on the st reet sometime 
later, and she greeted me with these 
words : "I appreciated very milch the 
booklet you gave me to read. I'm in a 
great turmoil so I don't believe it did 
me much good, but I wish you would 
pray fo r me," Pray for her! To hear 
the word "pray" from her lips was a 
wonderful encouragement. The Lord 
was working in her heart. 

She came to our home one day 110 t 

long afterwards, sat down, and in her 
frank, open way sa id, "I want to know 
all about this business of the Lord·s 
saving people. 1 need spiritual help." 

1 took the Bible in my hands and re­
sponded, "First, before we look into 
God's Word, may I just give a few 
words of personal testimony? 1 have 
the most wonderful peace in . my heart 
because .... " 

And before I could fini sh my sen­
tence, she burst out, "Peace ! Oh, I 
want to have peace, so much, so much !" 

The next two hours we spent in Bible 
study, poring over the glorious mes­
sage for the sinner of reconcil iation 
to God through His Son. Several times, 
when I was trying to explain a truth 
to her, she would stop me by saying, 
"Now, don't give me so many wonder­
ful and deep things at the S.11llC time. 
I ' ll learn those later. Let' s just keep to 
the simple truths, for I'm just a tiny 
baby." 

Before she left that afternoon I en­
couraged her to read God·s Vlord every 
day. 

The next time she came to visit, she 
was beaming. "Why, I never dreamed 
the Bible contained such wonderful 
things. I've been reading it every day,

110t give as we could and shollld. Our 
gifts usually follow our prayers. 

This matter of missionary interces­
sion is a vital life-line. That late apostle 
of missionary accomplishment, A. B. 
Simpson, told the story of a certain 
pearl diver at work down in the ocean 
depths. llis brother came to that part 
of the ship from which the diver had 
descended. Fancying the supply man 
who controlled the oxygen pump was 
a bit negligent, the brother upbraided 
him with st rong words, adding, "He's 
my brother and I want you to tend 
diligently to your business, or you will 
have to reckon with me." 

Out there in a black sea of heathen­
ism, degradation, and bondage our 
brothers, our sisters are battling against 
entrenched powers of evil. They are 
seeking to gather priceless pearls for 
Christ, and our constant business should 
be to pump "divine oxygen" to them 
through prevailing prayer. Some day 
we must reckon with God Himself if 
we are negl igent in upholding them 
before the Throne of Grace. 

There has been shameful indifference 
over this vital need of prayer in some 
places, and we might as well confess 
it to God and one another. There has 
been a grievous lack of earnest, system­
atic intercession in behalf of our mis­
sionaries, national workers, aild believ­
ers; and also for the heathen them­
selves of whom vast hosts are as yet 

untouched by one cheering ray of light. 
Souls have gone out into eternal 

damnation whom someone's faithful in­
tercession might have saved. Revivals 
have been denied-almost brought to 
birth, yet stayed-because there was 
none to travail in soul for the 'visita­
tion of God's Spirit. God looked for an 
intercessor, and there was nonc. Un­
doubtedly promising workers have per­
ished because there was no one to 
hold up their hands in some crucial 
hour. And God's Word plainly says, 
"Him that knoweth to do good and doeth 
it not, to him it is sin:' To which wc 
add Samuel's solemn words, "God for­
bid that I should sin against the Lord 
in ceasing to pray for you" (1 Samuel 
12 ,33). 

Striking examples have reached us of 
those obedient prayer-warriors who 
have heeded the Spi ri t 's prompting even 
in the dead of night, arising from their 
bed to wrestle in prayer for some mis­
sionary. Long afterward they found 
such heaven-prompted intercession was 
exactly timed to an occasion of desper­
ate need, and a gracious deliverance 
granted. "Laborers together"-with the 
glad prospect of rejoicing together when 
the sheaves are laid at His feet. 

"Away in foreign lands they wondered 'how' 
Their simple word had power; 

At home, the Christians 'two and three' had 
mol 

To pray all hour. 

"Yes, we are always wondering 'how' 
Because we do not see 

Someone, unknown perhaps, and far all'3Y 
On bended knee. 

"The hands were steady till the setting sun, 
No need to wonder more 

'How' courage, faith and hope were all sup­
plied 

From heaven's store." 
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All this on the side of our responsi­
bility. But what about our pri"ilege? 
We all recognize that opportunity brings 
responsibility, and e"ery divine respon­
sibility becomes a privilege when we 
consider in this particular case that it 
means the hastening of our Lord's re­
turn. YOli alone, or in company with 
others, can touch the whole world for 
God. Acquaint yourself with the var­
ious fields and the missionaries thereon. 
1£ desirable, make prayer lists, devoting 
certain days to different fields. En­
li st yourself as a definite foreign inter­
cessory missionary. 

Put yourself in each missionary's 
place and try to realize how you would 
appreciate Holy Ghost prayer backing. 
The missionaries are just as human as 
you are, but with intensified powers of 
evi l marshaled to hinder their endeav­
ors. r n any life or church where such 
intercession is emphasized and prac­
ticed there will be spiritual quickening, 
rich enlargement in God. Such prayer 
concern, like a boomerang, alwars tends 
to revitalize and bless the one who 
prays. (See ] sa iah 58:10.) 

An aged servant of God was found 
dead one morning, kneeling beside his 
bed. Before him was stretched a map 
of Africa upon which various mission 
stations were marked; and, e"idently, 
as was his daily custom, the departed 
brother was pouring out his soul to 
God for needy Olles across the water 
in the last moment of his earth ly exist~ 

ence. A close fr iend noted the stations 
marked, and wrote to the workers at 
each concerning the aged brother's 
homegoing, and what hi s habit of pray­
er had been. Later came the answers, 
each telling of special revival at eve ry 
place marked on the map. They knew 
nothing of the faithful intercessor, but 
our God who seeth in secret gave the 
promised open reward. Vve are " labor­
ers together"- with a harvest to be 
shared. 

God help us to know the same conse­
cration, devotion, and obedience in in ­
tercession shown by those in active 
service across the seas. \Ve are "labor­
ers together" in the same glorious task­
tersely but convincingly expressed by 
one brave little missionary thus-

"Two grinding at the mi!1 
To give the hungry bread; 

Two grinding at the mill, 
That dying souls be fed. 

" Hard is the grinding task, 
But we labor not alone, 

Your haud on mine by prayer, 
And so the lost are WOII." 
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REVIVAL OR RUIN

The failure of the Rus!)ian propa­
ganda offensive as evidenced in J lun­
gary and Poland and the growing l1n~ 
rest in other satellites has increased 
rather than lessened the threat of im­
minent global war. Our own military 
leaders fear that a new desperation 
beh ind the iron curtain may result in 
sneak attacks at any moment, for red 
leaders now realize that their only hope 
for world conquest is by military force. 

The Soviet is well prepared for such 
a move. General Alfred ~r. Gruenther 
speaking at a meeting which I attended 
just one week following his retirement 
as Supreme Allied Commander in 
E urope pointed out that the free world 
is superior to the Soyiet only in long 
range bombers and surface ships, and 
that advan tage may not continue. Rus­
sia has the largest land army in the 
world with 175 divisions, more than 
ZO,OCO airplanes which are constantly 
being improved, and over 400 sub­
mannes. 

To understand the significance of the 
red submarine fleet, it should be re­
called that at the beginning of \~rorld 

War II Germany had less than 75 and 
the total submarine strength of the free 
world is now less than 80. The bom­
bardment of American coastal cities 
with submarine-based atomic weapons 
is militarily possible any ·day. 

The seemingly insoluble dilemmas 
facing the world today clearly show that 
hope lies not in military strength or 

diplomatic manuctl\'ering alone. The 
rcal answer is spiritual. and the primary 
need is re,·iva!. \\'e must seek the face 
of God. We must personally apply 
2 Chron icles 7: 1 .. 1. God said, "]f my 
people. who are called by my name, 
sha ll humble themselves. and pray. and 
seek my face, and tllrn from their 
wicked ways; then will r hear from 
heaven, and will forgive their si n, and 
,<"ill liral t/rr;r lalld." 

But even the healing of o'ur land 
which may stay the devastation of war 
is not the deepest Illotive for revival. 
110re important is that we may see the 
will of God done in our own lives and 
lost souls brought to Christ through the 
ministry of a revived church. 

Realizi ng the imperativeness of rc­
"ivai, the Nat ional Association of 
E,'angelicals, in preparation for the 
World Day of Prayer, 11arch 8, has 
chosen 2 Chronicles 7 ;14 as the thellle 
text. Bible-centered worship material 
built around this ve rse and emphasizing 
the need of hum il ity, intercession. wor­
ship and repentance on the part of 
God's people may be obtained by writ ­
ing to the Nat ional Association of 
Evangelica ls, lOS Nor th Main Street.

OPEN HEARTS IN NEPAL 

WE REAO IN REVELATION 3 :8, "BE· 

hold, I have set before thee an open 
door, and no man can shut it, . .. .. 
These words were our Lord's message 
to the church in Philadelphia, yet they 
ring true in present-day circumstances, 
for our Lord opens doors at the right 
time and no man is able to shut them. 
This is true of the door to Nepal 
which has been closed for centuries to 
foreigners as well as nationals who 
would like to bring the glorious meg· 
sage of deli\'erance to men and women 
of that land. 

Within the last few years the new 
government of Nepal has made marked 
social progress. Tt has granted freedom 
of religion by its constitution ... yet 
has restricted foreigners within its bor· 
ders from using this freedom. Even the 
presence of foreigners is limited to 
those who promise to engage only in 
welfare work for the soc ial uplift of the 
natioll. Several missions have already 
taken advantage of thi s provision and 
have established hospitals, dispensaries 
and local schools. But that is as far as 
they can go. 

God works in mysterious ways His 
wonde rs to perform . For forty years 
our own parents and other missionaries

have labored along the borders of Nepal 
waiting for the doors to open to the 
gospel. Well do I recall the hours of 
prayer and streams of tears shed in the 
desire that God would open the door. 
That bu rden has become ours. Through 
the providence of God, ci rcumstances 
brought me into close contact with 
Nepali people. During the second great 
war I had the privilege of serv ing as 
an office r in a Gurkha regiment. We 
know their language, mannerisms and 
customs. Loving these people naturally 
brings us a burning desire that the nine 
million souls in Nepal might be saved. 

We hoped for immediate entry into 
Nepalese work in our first term as mis· 
sionaries but the door remained ada· 
mant. The need for a missionary couple 
in the James Harvey Memorial School 
and orphanage was presented and we 
found ourselves challenged by the task 
of helping to train young people "in the 
way that they should go" ... trying to 
fit them for a life of service to God 
and to their country. God did not erase 
the burden for Nepal but let us have 
the joy of bringing some Nepalese boys 
to the school where God has saved them. 
Some of them are in Nepal today and 
others we trust to see working for the 

Lord in their own country, shou ld Jesus 
tarry 1 God answered prayer and Slip· 
pl ied the · necessary missionary person· 
nel for the James Harvey Memorial 
School, so we are now engaged in Ne­
pal i work along the border. We know 
God is opening the door and we are 
looking for Him to be glorified where 
H e is not yet known. 

It took three months to obtain a ten· 
day visitor's permit. My heart was 
filled with praise to God the moment 
the plane left the ground in India. I 
could hardly wait to plant my feet 
in Kathmandu, the capital of Nepal, 
an hour later. Only ten short days to 
see the country for which so many 
years of prayer have been spent, and no 
bus or railway system in the country 
except in the city of Kathmandu itself 
where there are roads and cars! 

We first visited a large hospital which 
missionaries were permitted to estab· 
lish in the capital. The Roman Catha· 
lies were the first to enter and they are 
operating a large school for boys. An· 
other missionary who had waited eight­
een years to ente r the land was finally 
granted permission to open a girl s' 
school in Kathmandu. Then there is a 
dispensary at Batgaon where two young

American nurses are permitted to work. 
Syrian Christians from South India 
have opened a small hall for worsh ip­
ing the living God in the heart of the 
capital. 

All missionaries wishing to enter 
Nepal must do so under one Mission 
called "The United Mission to Nepal." 
There are now twelve missionaries of 
various faiths ... yet not one Pente­
costal worker as yet. 

The territory around Kathmandu is 
covered with temples and the people 
are filled with superstitions and fears. 
Hinduism is predominant although there 
is also a large element of Buddhism. 
\~re have visited many temples in other 
countries and have seen idolatry prac­
ticed, but never have we felt the power 
of evil spirits more than in Kathmandu. 
It is no wonder, for the devil is wor­
shiped in various hideous forms with 
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sacrifices of blood. Satan has done 
a devastating work ... but where sin 
abounds the grace of God still more 
abounds. How God's heart must bleed 
for these people! We who are St'wed by 
the blood of the Lamb must present the 
message of deliverance before it is too 
late. 

Leaving Kathmandu, we journeyed 
to a place called Pokhara where some 
English lady missionaries have built 
qu ite a la rge hospital out of quonset 
huts. These huts were flown into Nepal 
piece by piece by a pilot who wished 
to do something to help. H ere in Pok­
hara, quite apa rt from the hospital 
work, an ind igenous church is in opera­
t ion, The people smashed thei r monkey 
god idol and ha\'e cal led their village 
" Antioch," because it is the place where 
K epalese were firs t called Christians 
in Nepal. T hese two missionary ladies 
had labored on the border in India for 
fifteen years without seeing results, 
but now within a few years God has 
saved an enti re village. The villagers 
built their own house of worship, and 
now support their own native pastor 
with such food and grains as they have 
themselves. 

A gazette order, passed recently, 
states that where conversions take place 
from the Hindu religion, the convert 
will be fined Rs. 100- (01any months' 
wages) and then go to prison for three 
years, after which time he will be 
entered into the lowest caste of Hindu­
ism, This has been done to reta liate 
against those who have bcrome Christ­
ians in "Antioch." The gazette order 
has not yet become law. The Chr istians 
are preparing for this eventuality by 
committing vast portions of Scripture 
to memory in case they must go to

prison without the \Vo rd of God in 
their hands. 

The door that has begun to open 
appears as if it may aga in be shut. 
But no one can shut the door against 
the Lord's will ! It is ti me for the 
Christian world to pray fo r Nepal 
earnestly. \\'e believe in our hearts that 
this is the hour for Nepal's salvation, 
and that Nepal needs a Pentecost. Will 
you not pray that we, too, may take 
the wondrous message of the gospel 
right into Nepal? T he time is short. 
Jesus' command was to go and preach 
this message to all natio.ns-and that 
includes Nepal.

Not only the brethren of CUlCO ha ve 
received this help but also brethren or 
Apurimac wh ich is another di strict that 
was also affected by the drought. \Ve 
have just returned from a trip through 
this province. The people are in stich 
a sad situation, as they have had no 
harvest, We made the effort to take 
a little corn and rice and we gave it 
to the poor.

Teaching East Africans 
To Read God's Word 

N leHT AFTU. NIGJlT G()(;O TRllIES­

men in Tanganyika, East Africa, stole 
their ncighbors' cattlc. The raiders 
werc seldom callght and, if captured, 
they were not conv icted. Why? They 
paid tribute to their slIb-chief who kept 
them out of jail. 

Theil a Chri ... tian missionary moved 
into the area and began working among 
the nati\'cs. She and some African as­
sistants began a literacy campaign 
among those who could not read and 
write-the honest and the dishonest. 
She taught some 1,600 natives to read 
the Bible and C1iristian literature. 
r.lcanwhile, cvangdi.,ts were busy 
preaching the Word of God. 

The comhinat ion of the written and 
spoken Word was unbeatable. Thievery 
stopped; natives gave up drinking ba­
nana liquor and ot her alcoholic bcver­
age~; sexual imlllorality decre:l sed; the 
whole moral tone of the area greatly 
improved as the natives were pointed 
to Jesus Christ. 

Miss Beryl Long, Austr:llian mission­
ary who supervised that literacy cam­
paIgn, and leaders of other denomin­
ations have Illet since to prepare for 
an all out mass literacy campaign for 
East Africa. Taking p..1.rt in the three­
month conference were missionaries, 
educators, laymen, and officials of the 
senior social depmtment of the Tan­
ganyika government. This group, 
which pooled ideas and experiences, in­
cluded Mrs. Alice Udd. She and her 
husband, Ragmar, arc Assemblies of 

God missionaries in I\yasaland. One 
of the leaders in the conference was 
a well-known American religious 
journalist, James \Y. Carty, Jr., of 
Nashville, Tennessee. 

These participants were faced with 
a major problem that exists in most 
countr ies in what is known as the 
"Dark Continent": illiteracy prevents 
church members and new com'erts from 
reading God's Word. They can become 
stable Christians only as they arc 
grounded in the \\'ord. Gospel litera­
ture is also an effect ive eva ngelist in 
areas where the natives can read. 

Approximately 90 per cent of the 
adults in the 120 tribes in Tanganyika 
are illiterates. The proportion of those 
able to read is, of course, higher in 
some tribes and lower in others. For 
example, among the llamba and Turu 
tribes, only two per cent of the adults 
can read. 

Therefore, the work of the confer­
ence centered primarily in how to teach 
the natives to read. However, those 
attending were also instructed on how 
to write more inspirational and im­
provement materials that will be needed 
in the future as more adults learn to 
read. 

Teaching the Africans to read is one 
way of opening their hearts to the 
gospel, for Christian literature and the 
Word of God can help turn Africa to 
God. The Bible is also an indi spensable 
anchor for new converts, keeping them 
from returning to their old supersti ­
tions and paganism. 

WHAT IT MEANS TO BELIEVE 
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When the grea t missionary, John C. Paton, was t ranslating the Scriptures for 
his Sauth Sea Islanders, he found that appa rently there was no word for "believe" 
In thei r native tongue. For a long while he was baffled. Then one day a native 
come into his study who was tired out. The native flung himself down on a choir, 
placed his feet on another choir, loy bock full length, and sold it was so good to 
leon hi. wholo weight on Those choirs. InstanTly Dr. Poton noted the word the mon 
used for "leon his whole weight on." The missionary hod his word for "believe." 
He used thot word in translating the Scriptures. Try it for yourself, in any verse 
where the word "believe" appears, ond see how well it fits.

verse of Scripture which to a great ex· 
tent revolutionized my outlook on mis· 
sion work, one that made clear to me 
the victory of Calvary: "Now thanks 
be unto God, which always causeth 
us to triumph in Christ, and maketh 
manifest the savour of His knowledge 
by us in every place" (2 Corinthians 
2 :14). 

In the \Veymouth version it reads, 
"But to God be the thanks who in Christ 
ever leads us in His triumphal proces· 
sion, displaying everywhere through us 
the sweetness of the knowledge of Him." 

I believe the apostle Paul here takes 
a simile of a Roman general who, having 
led his army victoriously in battle, re· 
turns to Rome to take part in a great 
triumphal procession or victory parade. 
Leading the procession is this great 
general, either seated on a beautiful 
charger or riding in a victory chariot. 
As he dri"es up the great streets of the 
capital city, cheer after cheer comes 
from the populace. 

Just behind him are the soldiers of 
his victorious army bearing their glit. 
tering armor. After them there comes 
a defeat ed army, the men who fought 
against Rome and were vanqu ished in 
battle. They arc the picture of mise ry, 
dejection, and hopelessness. These men 
- their wounds unwashed, their blood 
still clotted upon their bodies, their 
garments st ill stained with battle­
trudge along, weary and filthy from 
the long journey. This is the hour of 
their humiliation. The cheers of the 
populace turn to jeers as thi s defeated , 
broken army is led along. After they 
have been mocked by the people, the 
defeated soldiers are appointed either 
to slavery or to death, according to the 
whim of the Roman general. 

The apostle Paul saw in that a pic­
ture of the Lord Jesus Christ, leading a 
host of captives. Christ did not conquer 
these men and women by the spear and 
the sword, but by His love. He over­
mastered them when He bled for their 
sins upon the cross of Calvary. You and 
I were in rebellion against God, but 
J eslIs subdued us by His love and His 
compassion. He brought us into cap­
tivity and then led us in this victory 
parade.

Oh, thank 
God for the blood of the Cross, where 
our rebellion was completely broken, 
and we became the love-slaves of Jesus ! 

In that ·victory procession 1 see an­
other group---a great host of malignant 
forms with dark, sullen faces. They 
are the evil spi rits, defeated but st ill 
defiant. In Colossians 2 :15 we find 
$omething of what the victory of Christ 
meant upon the Cross: "And having 
spoiled principalities and powers, he 
made a shew of them openly, tr iumph. 
ing ove r them ill it." The 'Weymouth 
version reads thi s way, "And the hostile 
princes and rulers He stripped off from 
Himself, and boldly displayed them as 
His conquests, when by the Cross He 
triumphed over them." 

I would like you to see the Cross as 
the scene of the greatest conflict of 
the ages. There Satan, the prince of 
darkness, came to the Son of God. He 
came to destroy Him. He came with 
his rulers and with his princes in order 
that they might leap upon the Chri st 
of God in the hour of His weakness. 

At the last moment, as the blood 
was draining from the body of Christ, 

as His body was wracked with ex· 
t'ruciating pain and fever, the evil one 
drew near the Cross and said to the Son 
of God, "~TOW you are finished. This 
is the hour of my triumph." He was 
about to take the life of Jesus and be· 
come the king of death.

W esleyan Methodist Pr inti ng Plont Dest royed by Fire 
An all-night fire, described as the worst in the history 

of Syracuse, New York, did $500,000 damage to the First 
Methodist Church and the headquarters of the \V~sleyan 
Methodist Church. According to press reports, the publish­
ing house of the \Ves]eyan Methodist denomination was 
completely destroyed. 

Nile Mission Presl Closed 
A fter a long and noble history of Christian mI SSIonary 

service among the Arabs, the Nile Mission Press has been 
closed by edict of the Nasser government. Its big print­
ing works are padlocked and the property has been se­
questered by Egyptian authorities. 

Rabbis Protest Desecration of Wailing Woll 
Israel's two Chief Rabbis registered protests at Jeru­

salem against the desecration of the Wailing Wall, which 
stands in jerusalem's Jordan-contr,.lled Old City. The 
Wall, the only remaining part of the ancient Jewish Temple 
area, is called "the holiest site in Judai sm." The Chief 
Rabbis charged that Communist propaganda posters had been 
pasted on the Wall, and called upon Jordanian authorit ies 
to take effective measures against the "defilers." 

Prisoners Plan to Enter the Ministry 
Eigh t inmates of Draper Prison, Speigner, Alabama, have 

decided to enter the mini stry after they complete their-prison 
terms. The men range in age from 24 to 40, and are 
serving terms ranging from 5 to IO years, indicat ing they 
will yet be able to give much time to serving God. The 
Illen currently are active in the pri son's rel igious programs. 
The chaplain of Draper Prison reported 365 conversions 
last year.

J uve niles Sente nced to Atte nd Churc h 
Seven youths who bombed a synagogue at Skokie, Illinois, 

last Hallowe'en have been sentenced to a year of church­
going and religious instruction. The judge ordered them 
to attend church every Sunday and meet with clergymen of 
their choice fo r weekly instruction in religion. 

The youths planted a homemade bomb in a synagogue in 
the Chicago suburb-just for fun-causing damage estimated 
at $3,000. They pleaded gui lty to charges of destruction of 
a public build ing. 

World's Hottest Fu rnace 
An announcement from \"lashington, D.C., says the 

air force plans to use the sun for energy to fire "the hottest 
fu rnace known to exist in the world today." The projected 
solar furnace, to be built in New Mexico, will use mirrors 
to attain tempe ratures from seven to eight thousand degrees 
Fahrenheit. Such terrific heat is needed for research and 
testing of materials for high-speed, high-altitude aircraft 
and for duplicating the effect of nuclear weapons. 

This announcement brings to mind another f ire-an 
eternal lake of fire prepared for the devil and his angels, 
the destination of all who refuse to accept God's Son 
as their means of salvation. We do not know the tempera­
ture of the lake of fire, but we do know that the Bible 
says o f the God-rejectors who are sentenced to it: "The 
smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: 
and they have no rest day or night" (Rev. 14 : 11). If you 
wish to avoid such a fate, accept Christ as your personal 
Saviour today. 

Minimizing the Work of Christ 
From the pen of Bishop Fulton J. Sheen, Roman Catholic 

radio and televi sion speaker, comes this startling item: 
"St. Gamma Galgani, of modern times, one day was 

interceding with Our Saviour for the soul of a certain 
sinner. As Gamma pleaded for mercy, the Saviour re­
counted one by one his frightful and abnormal sins. After 
the Saviour had refused three times, St. Gamma Galgani 
said: 'Then I shall ask your Mothe r.' Our Lord answered: 
'In that case I cannot refuse.' An hour later the sinner 
in question came to the confessor of the saint and made his 
full con f ession." 

This item appeared in the September 1956 issue of 
Prophecy M olltilly, with the following comment: 

"This worship of Mary necessarily involves a minimizing 
of the work of Christ and His mercy. H ence Roman 
Catholic write rs and speakers, such as Bishop Sheen, 
are driven to the place where they must picture the Saviour 
as stern and austere, while Mary is compassionate and 
tender. I s it anyth ing but blasphemy to declare that Jesus 
Christ is unwilling to hear prayer while Mary stands anxious 
to intercede for us? Such a shameless caricature of the 
P erson of the Lord must be repulsive to all who know 
Him." 
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Gift Packages Can Now Be Sent to Hungory 
The government says that mail service to Hungary has 

been resumed and the Communist government has agreed to 
let gift parcels come in duty free. Gift packages worth 
up to fifty dollars can be mailed from this country direct 
to individuals or to religious or charitable organizations 
in Hungary, without applying for export licenses. 

Evongel icols Oppose Visit to Red Chino 
A number of church leaders and editors in Evangelical 

circles have come out st rongly in opposition to the proposed 
visit of American clergymen to Red China. They feel that 
such a visit would be a source of great discouragement to 
the leadership of the vital evangelical segment of the 
Chinese Church. 

Dr. Clyde \V. Taylor of the National Association of 
Evangelicals pointed out that evangelicals in the U.S. 
supported "over 2,000 Christian missionaries in China prior 
to 1949 when missionary activity on the Chinese mainland 
became impossible." He added that these missionaries left 
a "vigorous body of evangelical Christians" who had refused 
to "collaborate \vith Communism," whereas the "liberal 
segment of Chinese Protcstantism submitted itself to the 
Communist ideaology" and thus had become the "govern­
ment-approved" church. Any visit of Protestant churchmen 
to Communist China would be in conjunction with the pro­
gram of this "government-approved" church, he maintained. 

City Reconsiders; Issues Street Meet ing Permit 
A City Council committee of Greensboro, North Carolina, 

voted that Thomas Hardy, a Baptist layman, should have a 
permit for street preaching after all. Hardy had been 
arrested for preaching on the st reet without a permit. 
When convicted, he appealed to a higher court, contending 
that the city's ordinance was unconstitutional because it 
limited freedom of speech. 

The city fathers reconsidered the matter and decided 
that if Hardy would comply with certain restrictions, he 
could have a permit. He will have to refrain from preaching 
closer than fifty feet to a corner, and must limit his preach­
ing to the evening hours between six and nine. He must 
not interfere with vehicular or pedestrian traffic, and he 
"must not conduct himself in a manner so violent as to 
frighten children." Mr. Hardy agreed. 

Introduce Bill to Bon School Sports on Sundays 
A bill to ban the holding of school sports events on 

Sundays has been introduced in the Massachusetts legisla­
tUre. Church leaders have pointed out that Sunday games 
have become very common in f\'Iassachusetts in recent years. 

Forty-four states now prohibit school sports events on 
Sundays. T he only states that do not are Louisiana, New 
Jersey, New Hampshire, and Massachusetts. 

What About Personal Holiness? 
The future moderator of the Church of Scotland, George 

McLeod, is disturbed because the BiUy Graham type of 
evangelistic campaign seems to have stimulated a growing 
desire for personal holiness among religious people. He 
said that he considers the Biblical concept of holiness to do 
with righteousness, politics, and public affairs and feels 
it shouldn't be watered down to a mere personal piety. 

We wonder, however, how it is possible to have holiness 
in "politics and public affairs" without having personal 
holiness. No group is eve r stronger than the individuals 
who make it up.

HUNGARIAN REFUGEES SAY . .. 

"We Want Bibles" 
There probably has never been a greater evidence of the power 

and need for The Bible than hos been shown by the thousands of 
requests far Scriptures received by the American Bible Society from 
the desperate and homeless Hungarian peoole. 

"The very first convoy of trucks driving inta Budapest faund terrible 
depredation--obsence of bread, loss of great stocks of clothing­
bUT the cry was for on adequote supply of Scriptures," according to 
a report mode to the Bibte Society by a reliable source. 

As soon as the refugees began crossing into Austria all available 
supplies of Hungorian Scriptures in Western Europe were rusked to 
Vienna for free distribution. But the severol thousand available 
volumes were not enough for the one hundred thousand refugees. 
More Bibles were needed . Arrangements were quickly mode to ship 
60,000 Hungarian Gospels of John from American Bible Society 
stocks in the United Stotes. Through the co_operotion of the Federa­
tion of Swiss Bible Societies 100,000 copies each of Luke and John 
were to be printed in Zurich for delivery by December 15. Before 
Christmas the Society planned that there would be enough Gospels 
on hand for free distribution to every refugee so that he could reod 
the Christmas story himself. 

Presses in England were already printing 10,000 Hungarian Testa­
ments for the British and Foreign Bible Society, and authorization 
was given to increase the edition 10 20,000 volumes. These Testa­
ments will be ready by Morch 15. And what about whole Bibles? 
The Bible Society learned that printers in Holland hod poper and on 
available press. Printing of 30,000 Testaments and 15,000 Bibles 
could begin immediately. Delivery of these books has been promised 
olso for Morch 15, thanks to the modern method of printing from 
photo-offset plates. 

Faced wilh this unexpected crisis it was only a motter of doys 
before a program of printing, shipping and distribution involving six 
countries and four Bible Societies was Initiated. Already delivered or 
on the presses for delivery within a short time ore 260,000 Gospels, 
50,000 New Testaments and 20,000 Bibles. The American Bible 
Society is responsible for 80 per cent of this production and free 
distribution. Its expenditure so for is about $35,000. 

Scriptures are also being supplied for Hungarian refugees arriving 
in the United Stotes. Secreto ry Richard H. Ellington has been meet_ 
ing the refugees at Camp Kilmer, New Jersey, and personally and 
with the added help of the Chaplains at the Camp offering them 
either a Hungarion Bible or a New Testament. These Scriptures 
hove been eagerly received. 

Since 1953 Hungarian Scriptures have been printed in Hungary. 
The American Bible Society has sent 110 tons of paper to the 
Hungarian Bible Counci l, whick has published about 125,000 volumes 
for distribution throughout Hungary.

The majority of the Hungarian refugees settling in the 

U.S. are younger men; most of the remainder come as 
famil ies.

They knew t here was no church of 
any kind for the Deaf in Phoenix. And 
finally, in response to the leadersh ip of 
the H oly Spirit, this deaf lay-couple 
moved back to Phoenix with their t\\'o 
boys. They were not preachers-just

consecrated la)'mcn who felt a responsi­
bility to share the good news about 
Christ and His power ta save. They 
knew that man)' were in darkness and 
did not understand the gospel hecause 
they could not hear. 

They 'Hote to the N'ational Home 
l\lissions Dcpartment and asked if a 
ministcr ta the Deaf could cOllle to 
Phoenix. Meanwhile, Pastor Ernest V. 
Shores of Phoenix First Asscmbly 
showed a keen interest in their desire 
to reach the Deaf for Christ. \Vith his 
help and cooperation a Sunday School 
c1ass for the Deaf was soon estab]ished 
in his chu rch. Start ing from nothing, 
the c1ass has now reached an average 
attenclance of 22. During a rccent re­
vival meeting, nightly attendance aver­
aged 35-and approximately 14 have 
accepted Chr ist in rccent months. 

Pastor Shores pays the following 
tribute ta the work of the Peeples: 
"From the start the c1ass was a success. 
This is due largely to the work of the 
Peeples and the high regard the Deaf 
have for them. Sister Peeples is the 
teacher and does an excellent job with 
the c1ass. Brother Pecples helps in many 
ways , and supplies as teacher when for 
sorne reason she cannat he present. 

"From time to lime an evangclist 
for the Deaf has visited this c1ass, and 
re" ival services are conducted in the 
Christ's Ambassadors chape!. On these 
occasions several have becn saved. 
S urely this is the result Qf the sowing 
of the good seed by Brother and Sister 
Peeples. 

"The attendance of the c1ass' has al­
ways been good, reaching a high of 30 
or above. It is the desire of the c1ass 
and the Peeplcs to have a hearing per­
san come and interpret for the regular 
meetings in the church. They feel their 
need of this ministry and are hungry 
for this spiritual blessing . ... " 

A Ictter recentl)' written ta the HOllle 
l' li ssions Department by S ister Peeples 
shows their great love and carnest de­
sire to reach the Deaf for Chri st. In 
the Ictter she tells of a young Catholic 
boy whom they had vi sited in the Statc 
Hospital last year. Later he came to 
their home ",ith two iriends and ques­
tioned them about the Bible. She says, 
"He rcad and stud ied my old Bible for

Sunday, November 4, 1956, was a day 
of rejoicing for Pastor Paul R. Keeth and 
the people of the Assembly of God in Paso 
Robles, California On that day they dedi­
cated their lonly new church building to 
the Lord.

In spite of hea\'y expenses during con­
struction, the church doubled its usual mis­
sionary offerings by giving a total of $5,000 
last year.

The main auditorium and balcony will 
comfortably seat 530 persons. The church 
has both a nursery and a toddlers' room, 
and a full basement with Sunday School 
rooms, A large basement auditorium can 
also be converted into S unday School rooms 
by means of folding doors. There is a large 
prayer room back of the platform on the 
main floor.

and it has opened a new world to me!" 
From the other things she said, il 

seemed that she was ready to make a 
deci sion for Jeslls Christ. We studied 
the same passages of Scripture together 
again. The lIoly Spirit was revealing 
God's \Vord to her in a marvelous way. 

I can still remember the prayer she 
made 0,\ that day as we bowed our 
knees before Him. It went like thi s: 
"Lord, I'm slIre that my words are 
going up to You.

1 
want to thank You for cleansing away 
my sins with your blood. T accept You 
now into my heart as Saviour. Oh.

"But my heart and soul were grow­
ing weak and old because of the lack of 
spiritual food, and I began to sense a 
vacuum in my life. l-.Iaterially my life 
was prospering, and it was hard for 
me to understand why everything made 
me unhappy and why any little irritat­
ing experience made me feel as if I 
were the most despised human on earth. 

"1 began to rebel against it all, and 
the bitterness I experienced was so great 
during that time that I began to be­
lieve that it would be very easy to go

"But God is great, and I saw that 
His eyes so full of mercy were upon 
me.

P RISON IS A LONELY PLACE. Til¥.. 

despair of loneliness settles clown upon 
a man's <iou l and he asks himself, "Is 
life worth living?" Scores of men and 
women that t know have answered in 
the negative. 

But I have good news for my fellow 
pri50ners. God did not create us to be 
defeated, discouraged, frllSlratcd, wan­
dering souls seeking in vain for peace of 
heart and peace of mind. He has a 
larger orb and a greater life for us. 
The answer to your problem is as near 
as yOUT Bible; as simple as first-grade 
arithmetic; as real as your heartbeat. 

The Bible says, " I n all these things 
we aTC more than conquerors, through 
Ilim that loved liS" (Romans 8 :37). 

The Bible teaches that "whatsoe\'er 
is born of God ovcrcomcth thc \\orld: 
and this is the victory that ovcrcolllelh 
the wo rld , evcn ollr faith" (1 John 5 : 
4). 

Upon thc authority of God's V·lord I 
declare unto you that Christ is thc an­
swer 10 every baffling l>erplcxity. 
Tn 11ill1 is found a cure for care, a 
balm for bereavement, a healing for 
hearts torn to bits because of bad news. 

Thousands have found that Christ is 
the answer for loneliness. You could 
be in a great city like New York or 
Los Angeles, and still be lonely in the 
midst or a crowd. if you did not know 
Him. 

The English poet, Rupert Brooke, 
was sailing from Liverpool to New 
York. He noticed that everyone else 
had friends to bid them farewell , and 
he was overcome with a feeling of 
loneliness. Then he noticed a li ttle dirty­
faced boy on the wharf. He rushed

The little fellow nodded in the affirm­
ative.

Brooke said he ne\'er forgot this little 
urchin who, wa"ing with a dirty hand­
kerchief, took from him his loneliness. 

Many prisoners are living lonely lives 
that seem unbearable. The world to 
them is shut off. They are locked be­
hind walls, away from the pleasures of 
outside living. Social barriers have pre­
"ented them from doing what they wish 
to do. Personality barriers thwart and 
hinder them. They suffer in a world of 
blighting sol itude. Perhaps loved ones 
have forsaken them just because they 
arc in prison. But lonel iness invades thc 
hearts of people on the outside, too. 

Queen Victor ia said , after thc death 
of her husband, Albert: "There is no 
one left to call me Victoria." Even 
though she was a queen she knew the 
pain of loneliness. 

Many turn to dri nk because of lone-

)jness; others lose their sanity; and 
some commit suicide. But Christ said. 
"Lo, I am with you alway, even unto 
the end of the world" (Matthew 28: 
20). 

The Hebrew youths were not alone 
when they were hurled into the fiery 
furnace. One was with them like unto 
the Son of God. 

~Ioses was not alone in the desert 
when God came to comfort and call 
him to a wider ministry. Elijah was not 
alone at the cave for God was near and 
He spoke with that still, small \'oice. 
Paul and Silas were not alone in the 
Philippian jail for God came down and 
gave them a song at midnight. 

\Vhoever you are. Chr ist can give you 
comfort and cOIll)>a.nionship. \Vhatever 
your color, race, or creed, your heart 
yearnings are the same. The lonely . 
aching spot can be filled by Chri st if 
you will open your heart and let Him 
in.-Tht Happy Harvtsttr. .. ..

THE IMPORTANCE OF CHILDLIKENESS (vv, 1-4)

childish is to be immature, silly, foolish, thoughtless. A 
chi ld is expected to grow out of those undesirable traits. 
To be childlike is to possess a child's fine r qualities, those 
qualities which are to be retained and cultivated all through 
life. A child is believing, trustful, simple and implicit in 
its faith; a child is dependent and must lean upon its 
parents. So ought a child of God to be in his relationship 
to his heavenly Father and ::0 Christ.

child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven." The 
quality of true humility, which is so characteristic of child­
hood, is essential both to entry and to greatness in the 
spiritual realm. \Vhy is it that "not many wise men after 
the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble" arc saved? 
Because intellectual pride, self-esteem. and self-love prevent 
them from humbling themselves 10 admit spiritual need! 

True humility does not "try to be humble." Neither is 
it self-depreciation. A child is free from self-consciousness 
and self- im portance. \\fhen he loses these qualities, he loses 
some of the most beauti f ul and desirable of all childlike 
qualities, Likewise, in the spiritual realm, the greatest, 
the Illost spiritually influential, a rc those Christians who 
are the most self-forgetful and God-conscious. 

OUR ATTITUDE TOWARD CHILDRES (n, 5-10) 

"Whoso shall receive one such little child in my name 
receiveth me." The child is the representative of Christ. 
Jesus is saying, " I regard your treatment of Ihe child as 
your treatment of Me." Children are the men and women 
of tomorrow. They are easy to influence and easy to mold, 
As parents, teachers, or friends of chi ldren, we control the 
destiny of the world. Let us ne,'e r belittle the importance, 
dignity, glory, and possibilities of the mini stry of parent­
hood, or the mini stry of teaching ch ildren! 

In verses five through ten, Christ points out the serious­
ness of doing spiritual harm to children. Such harm is 
done to children in four ways: 

(1) Through falsc docfri"c or leaching. 
(2 ) By ungodly or j'ICO'lsisll!llt examl'lc. llow much 

harm is done to children by the wickedness of un­
saved parents, or the inconsistent and un-Christlike con­
duct of Chri st ian parents, Sunday School teachers, and 
Christians in general! 

(3) By improper discipline. "Fathers provoke not your 
children to anger, lest they be discou raged," bUI "bring them 
up in the nurlure r discipline 1 and admonition of the Lord." 
As parents we must not be fOOlishly indulgent and unwilling 
to correct our children, but neither are we to be harsh, im­
patient, and irritable. \ 'Ve ought to treat our children re­
garding discipline as we want our heavenly Father to treat 
ll S. 

(4) By lIeglect of spiritual trai'l:illg. Parents, pastors, 
Christian workers, " take heed that ye despi se not one 
of these little ones," by neglecting to lead them to Christ 
and fail ing to give them the best poss ible spiritua l training. 
I f God values them enough to assign them guardian angels, 
we must give them the love, time, attention, and spiritual 
tra ining they need. 

GOD'S ATTITUDE TOWARD CHILDREN 
(vv, 11-14) 

Let those who disapprove of attempts to lead children 
into spiritual experiences (5.1.lval ion and the Baptism in 
the Spirit ) take notice that this special edition of the 
parable of the lost sheep was spoken in relation to the 
children. These verses emphasize the following points: 
(1) Children need saving, for they are " lost" and there 
is the possibility that they may "perish. " (2) Chri st 
is eager to save them. W hen? As soon as they are lost, 
which means as soon as they are accountable. And since 
we do not know just when they become accountable, we 
ought to lead them to Jesus as soon as they are able to 
receive Him! - I. Bashford Bishop

I N TilE fIELD OF MISSIONS AND MIS­

sionary endeavor the difference be­
tween a li fe of imitatio1l oj Christ 
and participatioll with Christ is most 
telling. It is here that I have myself 
put to the test this principle of iden­
tificat ion with Christ in death and res­
urrection. The result has been so over­
whelmingly satisfying, so fnrrenching, 
so incalculably blessed, that T look upon 
the years prior to the experiencing of 
the power of the Cross, as well-nigh 
wasted . I walked with an uncertain 
step; I aimed at an uncertain goal; I 
employed uncertain wcapons ; I garn­
ered exceedingly unsatisfying fruits. T 
see now that much of my Jabor was not 
only unsatisfactory, but positively harm­
ful. 

I preached Chri~t 10 the power of a 
"self-originated" fen'or and conlOe· 
quently mutilated Him. It gave llil11 
no chance to re\'eal His true self. Christ 
must be preachcd in the powcr of a 
Christ · centered, Christ· possessed, 
Christ·empowcred life. Christ is never 
truly preached until the one who bears 
the message is himself so hidden away 
with H im in God, that it is no longer 
the messenger who speaks, but Christ 
speaking through him. He (the mes· 
senge r ) must learn to bury himself in 
the Saviour's wounds, so to speak, and 
die to his own life, if he would present 
Christ in apostolic fashion to perishing 
souls. 

Rivers of living water must ac· 
cOI11I),1. ny the message-the listener must 
he inundated in a Divine life, if he is 
to be given a chance to appraise the 
Christ of God, and see Him in His 
true glory. Unless the gospel is 
preached with " the power of the J loly 
Ghost sent down from heaven" it is 
not the gospel at all, no matter how 
true one might be to " the letter." "The 
letter killeth- it is the Spirit that giveth 
life," 

11ission secretaries and JXlstors ill 
aU lands arc painfully aware that mi s· 
sioos today arc passing through a crisis. 
The triumphant note is gone. The 
great expanding machinery moves as 
never before since the Great Commis· 
sian, and yet missions are not breaking 
the power of heathenism. The crux of 

it all is that we have not exalted the 
Cross. A watered-down gospel wins 
adepts and experts among the heathen, 
but it can ne\·er bring the results the 
Lord seeks, nor cope with the subtle 
forces of heathen ism and break thei r 
power.

vorce and remarriage are common. 

But the Bible·believing Christian does 
not approve, much less practice, this 
flouting of God's laws. He condemns 
divorce and remarriage for he knows 
what the Bible says. 

3. THE ROBBER 
This third man , surpri singly, claims 

to be a Christian. I have heard him 
testify to the fact that he has been 
sa\'ed and filled with the Holy Spirit. 
He is highly respected by his family, 
neighbors, and all who know him. Cer­
tainly he would not stoop to adultery or 
murder. He would not think of steal­
ing wives, or stealing lives-but he is 
guilty of tile theft of tithes. 

He is the kind of person God was 
talking to when He said, "Ye have 
robbed Me. But yc say, Wherein have 
we robbed Thee? In tithes and offe r· 
ings" (Malachi 3 :8). This man, evi· 
dently, is robbing God. 

4. THE TITHER 
The fourth Illan of my story is one 

I met just the other day. He is a 
cheerful fellow, and I soon discovered 
why. He is a tithe-paying Christian. 
He is not a robber of lives, wives, or 
tithes. H e has yielded himself, purse 
and person, to Jesus Christ. In fact, he 
is not only giving one·tenth of his 
income to his church but he is giving 
an additional tenth to support the Re· 
vivaltime radio broadcast. He is a 
really happy man. He is living it 
st raight and the Lord is blessing him. 

I have not written this article to 
condemn anyone. God will forgive the 
murderer if he repents. 1 [e will also 
cleanse away the sin o f the wife-stealer 
if he confesses hi s si n and receives 
Christ as his personal Saviour. He will 
deal with the tithe-dodger the same way. 
If you have been robbing God of His 
tithe, you need to repent and ask His 
forgiveness. Believe me, it pays to 
tithe. I f you doubt thi s, read Malachi 
3:10 and Luke 6:38.

Crippled Nervous System 
Becomes Normal 

From the time J was a small boy T 
had not been well. I would vomit 
whenever r iding in a car or playing 
in a swing. As I grew older I began 
to real ize what a difficult lime I would 
have because of my impaired health. 
I was not able to exert myself without 
becoming i ll. After I finally finished 
school I found that Illy physical con­
dition made it d ifficult fo r me to work 
any lengt h of time. 

In the faU o f 1941 we went to Cali­
fornia. T secu red a job in an aircraft 
plant, but 50011 T began to lose weight. 
I was sent to the plant doctor, who 
adv ised me to take ill shots-about 
20,000 un its a week. I took these every 
week for a year. Even so, I would be 
so completely exhausted when I came 
home from work that I could hardly 
walk into the house. I could hardly 
speak above a whisper, or eat a meal 
and keep it down. This doctor also 
gave me strong drugs to help me sleep 
--Qlle kind and then another, until I 
felt like a walking drug store. 

I li ved like this for about eight and 
a half years. At last it became so bad 
that I would awake in the morning, 
turn my head, and vomit. I just could 
not work! My wife had to get a job 
to supplement the family budget. This 
was not easy on her, with four small 
children to care for, and it was de· 
moralizing for me. 

Finally my wife and I paid our doc· 
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tor another visit. He told us that there 
was no use taking the vitamin shots 
any marc, as they had worn themselves 
out on me, Also, I should not take 
any more drugs, as they had failed. 
He said that one person out of every 
thousand is born with a crippled ner· 
VallS system and cOllld never have a 
well day; and that such a person should 
reall y be on pension, He said I was 
one of these ! 

Now 1 was desperate! I felt I had 
no future, so as a last reso rt I went 
to my pastor and asked that he and 
some of the members pray for me. 
To my amazement they made fun of 
it, and said that jf I could be healed 
I would never have to die, 

Helpless , hopeless, and almost faith· 
less , I made up my mind to end it aiL 
I would commit suicide! I began to 
drink wine, and always kept a sharp 
knife with me intend ing to slash my 
throat, but though J often put the knife 
blade to my throat I never seemed able 
to go through with the act. Oh, the 
mercy of God! 

One morning I awoke feeling much 
worse than ever . I vomited from four 
in the morning until late afternoon, I 
gagged so much and strained so hard 
that I walked stooped for the next 
three days, My eyes were so swollen 
and black that I appeared to have been 
in a fight. I decided firmly that if I 
ever had another spell like this, nothing 

would stop me from taking my life. 
Several mornings later I felt as mis­

erable as before. I told my wife as she 
left the house that morning that I 
would not be alive when she came home 
from work. After she left I managed 
to get the children ready for school. 
Then I pulled all the shades, locked all 
the windows and the back door, to be 
ready to turn on the gas jets as soon as 
the children had left the house. 

At eight-thirty, when I put my hand 
on the door knob to escort the chi 1· 
dren out, there came a rap on the out· 
side, I opened the door and there 
stood a Christian woman in tears. She 
said to me, "There is something wrong 
here, I have been praying since early 
morning, and all I could see was thi s 
front door of yours." (She knew 
nothing of my plight,) 

I said, "Yes, I am going to end it all. 
There is nothing to live for. I intend to 
turn on all the gas jets, as soon as the 
ch ildren leave for schoo!." 

She cried, "No ! No!" Then she 
gave me the phone number and address 
of a Pentecostal minister whose life 
and ministry was devoted to helping 
people in distress, I called and made 
an appointment with Aubrey Lee, the 
"Sky Pilot," as he is known to radio 
li steners in Los Angeles, 

My family and I drove to hi s home 
late that afternoon, I was the only 
one who went in. He talked to me for 
a short while, and it did not take him 
long to detect my condition. He then 
read the Bible verse, "That if two of 
you shall agree on earth as touching 
any thing that they shall ask, it shall 
be done for them of my Father which 
is in heaven" (Matthew 18: l9). I then 
read the verse to him. He prayed 
earnestly for me. He told me, "Remem­
ber that, whatever you do, wherever 
you go, or whatever may happen, 1 will 
be praying for you," 

This gave me a real ray of hope. He 
asked me to keep in contact with him, 
but because of fear and fal se impres· 
sions created by our church I failed to 
do so. 

We had been listening to another 
radio minister whom my son (five 
years old at this time) liked to hear 
and seemed to have faith in, He is 
Brother Glover of Los Angeles, My 
boy asked hi s mother to help him write 
a letter to thi s man of God, He said 
simply, "I believe that if you pray for 
my daddy he will be healed." 

vVe listened to the radio as Brother 
Glover read that simple letter and 
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prayed. In a few days I received a 
letter with a prayer cloth. I looked 
at it with a rather sarcastic grin, but 
on turning it over I not iced a Bible 
verse printed on it. My attitude 
changed, as I had respect for the Bible 
and what it might do for people. I 
looked up to heaven and said, "God, 
in case there is anything to this, I will 
wear it over my heart until something 
happens." 

During this time I had secured em­
ployment again in an aircraft plant 
on the night shift. One even ing wh ile 
at work I felt a change take place 
ill me. I fe lt fully relaxed and at 
ease . Many of the wo rke rs around me 
noticed the change and said , "What's 
happened to you? You arc different 1" 

I went back to myoId doctor, who 
had pronounced my condition hopeless. 
and asked him to check me over and 
see if something had happened. H e 
told me the condition that had troubled 
me all these years was gone ! 

It had been about eight months now 
since I had fi rst \'isited Brother Lee. 
So we decided to visit his church. r 

felt so well and was such a picture of 
health that he did not recognize me. 
After the ser\'lce 1 made myself 
known, and Brother Lee invited me 
back to the e\'ening service to gi\'e my 
testimony. :-01)" how the church re­
joiced that night! 

I had been skeptical of Penteeost 
when J \'i~ited the church, but I found 
that the things I had been told were 
untrue. I have rccei\'cd the Baptism 
and know from my own expcrience 
that Pentecost is real and the Bihle is 
true. God has also led my brother and 
his wife, my sister and her family, 
and my mother and step-fathe r into 
Pentecost as a result of my healing. 

For the past eight years I have 
been well. I have been able to work 
hard and to cat anything I wanted. 
I am a living te~timony of God's power 
to save, heal, and baptize ill the Holy 
Spi rit.

I was awakened to find myself very 
sick. I became unconscious, and my 
wife immediately called some folk ill 
to pray for me.

In the latter part of July 1956 I 
went to a specialist for a complete check 
up which included heart-a-gram, X rays, 
and all kinds of lab tests. A her a few 
hours the doctor sent me home. In 
three days he called me back to hi s of­
fice to have more X rays and tests. I 
told the doctor I wanted to know just 
what my trouble was. He had called

in another doctor to look at the X rays, 
and they told me that 1 had knots at 
the region o f my hea rt. All the symp­
toms indicated malignant tumors of the 
lung, which could not be removed by 
surgery. 

The doctors wanted me to go to the 
hospital for surgery so they could take a 
lab test from the hmg to determine if 
the X ray treatments would help d ry 
the tLlmors back fo r a while. They 
thought J could 110t live more than 
two or three months. So I was sent to 
a chest su rgeon to arrange for surgery. 

That night I went to my church, and 
after I had preached I asked my deacon 
board to anoint me with oil according 
to James 5 :13-16. I wanted to do what 
the Bible teaches us to do when we are 
sick, even though my faith was weak. 
My body was tired, for 1 ' ... ·as cough­
ing, and 1 had been spending sleepless 
night s. I had lost twenty pounds.

The men be­
came so angry they caused Pau l and 
Silas to be publicly flogged and cast 
into prison. 

Now that didn't look like victory; 
it looked like absolute defeat. For a 
while, perhaps, Paul and Silas s<1.1 there 
in silence , not knowing what to say. 
Then they got their eyes 011 Jesus, and 
they began to pray. 

At midnight, while they were praying 
and praising God, the old prison began 
to shake and their hands and feet were 
liberated. And when the jailor came 
in and wanted to kill himself, the Apos­
tle said, "Do thyself no harm: fo r we 
arc all here." Then, yOll remember, the 
jailor repented and asked, " \Vhat must 
] do to be saved?" The prisoner became 
the warden that night. "-nd the warden 
became the prisoner. And the apostle 
Paul came out of thc prison not only

with glorious victory but also with a 
little group of people who had been 
savcd as a result of that very trial. 

And so the apostle Paul writes about 
this victory procession, in the fourth 
chapter of Second Corinthians: "On 
every side [we are] pressed hard but 
not hemmed in, without a way but not 
without a by-way, pursued bllt not ab<1.n­
doned, thrown down but not destroyed" 
(Rotherham trans. ). Oh, friends, God 
in lIis in fi nite grace has allowed us not 
only to share the victory of Calvary 
with Jesus but also to share the suf· 
ferings of the Cross. And so in thi s 
victory procession we drink of the 
cup of which Jesus drank. We begin 
to suffer with Jeslls. His shame, Jlis 
reproach, something of the per~ecution 

that came upon Him, becomes the 
portion of J I is people. But again and 
again, just when it seems that the enemy 
has overcome us, just when it seems 
that we' re down, God comes and de­
livers us. 

"To God be the thanks who in Christ 
ever leads us in His triumphal pro­
cession .... "\,Vc need not be defeated by 
the world and powers of darkness. God 
is calling upon His people to rise up in 
the power of the l lo!y Spirit and claim 
the victory of Calvary. Claim it in 
you r body, claim it in your busi ness, 
claim it in your mini stry, claim it in 
every circumstance of life. Jesus over­
came Satan and we too Illay overcome 
him by the blood of the Lamb and the 
word of Our test imony ......
