The Precious Blood 
Some vcry strange theories about eternal salvation are 

being circulated today. One of the most popular ideas 
is that a person can make up for his evil deeds by doing 
some good ones. In other words, God won't let a few faults 
keep a person out of heaven if he's a decent sort of rei· 
low. God will simply put all our deeds in His scales-­
the bad on one side, the good on the other-and if they 
come Ilcaf to striking a balance we have no need to worry. 

People who entertain ideas of that kind don't know much 
about the Bible. What a surprise they will get at the 
Judgment! 

Then there is the slightly less popular theory of en­
deavoring to appease God by giving money to a church, or 
by building a temple. Giving money to a good church is 
a good deed, and a commendable one, but eternal life is not 
for sale. Simon the sorcerer once offered Peter money, 
and the apostle said to him, "Thy money perish with thee, 
IlCcause thou hast thought that the gift of God may be 
purchased with money." 

Tn some lands the worshipers go on long pilgrimages. 
and some even lie 011 a bed of spikes, or hang by a hook 
from a pole, hoping thereby to obtain divine favor. 

A re.!>pectable and refined method is to trust in one's 
character for salvation. That is, a person is born in a 
Christian country, and imbibes Christian principles at home, 
at school, at church. He lives and works in a Christian 
environment, is bolstered by Christian influences on every 
hand, a.nd eventually he takes Chri stian standards and ideals 
into his mind and spirit. Then he caUs himsel r a Christian. 
lIe decides he is good enough to meet God's approval. But 
j f sllch were the case, Christ never would have needed to die 
on the Cross! 

To all who, like the jailer at Philippi, are asking, "\Vhat 
must I do to be saved ?" we would give the Bible answer. 
1t is very simple, very clear, ve ry def inite-"Believe on the 
Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved." It is as simple 
as that. The fact is that eternal life is a gift from God. 
No man can manufacture it. No man can earn it. Tt was 
purchased for us at Calvary when Jesus died fo r ou r sins, 
and we obtain it simply by repenting of our sins and by 
trusting in His grace. 

Have yOtl e~r tried to un lock a door that was already 
unlocked? YOll twist the key, and all yOli do is lock it. 
You shake the knob and wonder why it won't open. Don't 
try to unlock the door to eternal life with the key of good 
deeds. It is already open. Simply enter by faith. 

A long time ago, on the night of the first Passover, the 
Israeli tes received a message from God. It told them exactly 
what to do in order to be saved. God told them to slay 
a lamb and sprinkle the lamb's blood on the doo rposts of 
their houses. He said, "When I see the blood, I will pass 
over you." The New Testament says, "\¥ithout shedding of 
blood is no remission." \Ve are not redeemed with our 
good works, neither with silver or gold, but only " with 
the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb. . . ." Don't 
be fooled by man's ideas. Take God's way. Put your faith 
in His Lamb. Trust in the power of Christ's blood to 
cle.1.nse you from all sin and to make you acceptable in the 
sight of God.

Then, in 1950, she adopted a method 
of prarer which r honestly bc1ic\'e \\'a ... 
the direct cause of my being 5.1,\'ed, She 
began to pray for God to send some 
lost and wayward boy to her door sO 
that she could feed him, attend to his 
needs. pray fo r him, and lead him to 
Christ in my s tead . Like David who 
sa id. "Is there yet any that is left of 
the house of Saul, that I may shew him 
kindness for Jonathan's sake?" my 
mother wanted to show that kindness 
of God to the tramps and bums who 
passed through her town for the S<1.ke of 
her own wayward son . 

Soon after she began, this method of 
praying, the bums began to find her 
door. That within itself was a miracle, 
because the town has rigid laws against 
vagrancy, and it has a reputation for 
enforcing those laws. But in 1950, the 
first one showed up, S he met him 
at the door; she invited bim into the 
house, To use her own words in de­
scribing the treatment she gave him, 
she said, "If President Eisenhower had 
called on me, he couldn't have been 
treated with any greater hospitality 3"d 
consideration than that old bum, 1 
seated him at the table, and cooked 
him a meal. 1 didn't jllst give him 
leftovers, J prepared him a meal 
Then as he sat and ate. I talked to 
him about God, about his soul, and 
offered to lead him to Ch ri st. Then 
after he had prayed and accepted Christ, 
nnd had gi\'en me his hand that he 
would serve the LDrd, I sent him on 
hi s wny with Ill)' blessing, and turned 
back into the rOOI11 and prayed, 'Now 
Lord, J have led that poor man to 
Christ. \ Vill yon please send someone 
to my own dear bo)' that they may 
lead him to Thee?' " 

Seven times in a little more than a 
rea r th is drama was repeated in my 
mother's home. Every time she led a 
man to God she would send him on his 
way with her blessing and then go back 
into the hOllse and ask the Lord to 
please send someone to talk to her boy, 

Finally, in August 1951 th e seventh 
mall appeared . H e was dirty, unkempt, 
sick, tremhling in his weakness. Almost 
all of one hand had been cut off in an 
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acrident Ill' recei\'ed the ..... 1.l1\e royal 
Ireatment Ihat the others had received. 
5he seated him at the table, cooked 11IIn 
a m('al. spoke to him encouragingl~', 
and talked to him abOllt (~od while 
11(' ale hi~ meal. It was a hard battle, 
but my mother ne\'er gave up. She WOIl 

the victory. and Ihen <;enl tl,e man on 
his "-;l\' after he promised he would 
li\'e for God and give his testimony 
10 ... omcone else alit 011 Ihe road, 

:\ext morning's pa,per hrought the 
story of a tragedy, It told ahout a man 
ha\'ing been found just out of to\\'n, 
killed by a train. The man carried no 
identifit'ation, bllt his de"cription fitted 
that of the Illan m)' mother had led to 
Christ the day before, fl had been his 
la"t opportunity, and she was so glad 
that she had Icd him to the Saviour be­
fore the end came.

HARD WORK CAN BOOST ENROLLMENT 
Churches competing in a six_week Sunday School attendance 

contest sporcsored by Christion I..ife mogo~ine reporled a total 
gain of nearly 170,000 pupils as a result of the competition, 
accordIng to Robert Walker. editor of Ihe moga~lMe . He 
reported that Sunday Schools from 47 Slates and several 
foreign countries entered this yeor's contest. They represented 
40 denominations . 

Grand pri~e winner was the First Presbyterian Church in 
Bremerton, Washington. The church will receive a 48-passenger 
bus, and the pastor will receive on expense-paId flying tour 
of the Holy Land. 

A hundred churches won honors for their achievements in 
the contest. Mony Sunday Schools reported gains of more 
than 200 per cent . One school recorded an increase of 1,649 
per cent. 

A number af Assemblies of God Sunday Schools participated 
in the con lesl.

detected there bas collie in modern times 
a new cross into papillar evangelical 
circles. It is like the old Cross, blLt 
different. The likenesses arc superfi­
cial. the differences arc fundamental. 

From this new cross bas sprung a 
new philosophy of the Christian life: 
and from that new philosophy has COI11C 

a new evangclistic technique. a lIew type 
of mceting, all(\ a new kind of preach­
ing. This new e\,:llIgeli~1Il employs the 
same language as the old. but its content 
is not the salile and its emphasis not 
as before. 

The old Cross would have no truck 
with the world. For Adam's proud 
flesh it meant the clld of the journey. 
\ t carried into eHect the sen tence illl ­
posed by th e law of S inai . The new 
cross is not opposed to the hllman race; 
rather is it a friendly pal, and if under· 
stood ar ight, it is the source of oceans 
of good clean fun :lnd innocent en­
joyment. It lct s Adam Jivc without 
interference. Ilis life motivation is 
unchanged; he still lives for his own 
plcnsure, oli ly now he takes delight in 
s inging cho ru ses and walching I'eligious 
movies in stead of s inging bawdy songs 
nnd drinking hard liquor. The accent 
is st ill 0 11 enjoyment. though the fun 
is now on a hi gher plnne morally. if 
not intellectually. 

The new cross encourages a new and 
entirely different e"nngelisl ic approach. 
The evangelist docs not demand abnega­
tion of Ihe old life before a new life 
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Gill he reccivcd. I Ie preaches not COIl­

tra~b bllt !.imilarilie.~. Ill' ~ecks to key 
into puhlic inlerest by showing thai 
Christianity ll1:1kes IlO unpleasant de­
mands; rnlher. it offers the <;:lme things 
the \\'orld docs, only on n higher level. 
Whate\'er the ~in- l l1nd world happens to 
be clamouring after at the mOlllent is 
cle\'erly showlI to be the \'cr)' thing the 
gospel offers; only the religious prod­
IIct is better. 

The new cross does Ilot slay the 
r:.inncr; it redirects him. 1t gears him 
into a cleaner and jollier way of living 
and ~a\'Cs his self-respect. To the self­
assertive it s.,ys. "Come and assert 
yourself for Chr ist." To the egoti!.t it 
says. "Collie nnd do your boasting in 
the Lord." To the thrill-seeker it says, 
"Come and enjoy the thrill of Christian 
fellowship." The Christ ian message is 
slanted in the d inxtion of the current 
voglle in orde r to make it acceptable 
to the publ ic. The philosophy back of 
this kind of thing may be sincere, but 
its sincerity cloes not save it from being 
false. 1 t is false hecause it is blind. 
It misses completely all the meaning 
of the Cross. 

Tbe old Cross is the symbol of death. 
1t stands for the abrupt, violent end of 
a human being. The mall in Roman 
times who took up his cross and 
started down the road had already said 
good-bye to his friends. He was not 
coming back. lIe wns not going to h:lve 
his life redirected; he was going out 
to h,H'e it ended. The Cross made no 

compromise, modified nothing; it slew 
<111 of thc man, completely and for good. 
It did not try to keep 011 good tcrms 
with its yictinL 1t struck swiftly and 
hard; and when it had finished its 
work. the man \\':lS no more. 

The rare of Adam is under sentence 
of death. There is no COllllllUt:ltion, 
nnd no escape. (jod cannot approve 
any of the fruits of sin,' ho\\'ever inno­
('(,lit they mar appear or beautiful to 
the e)'c_~ of men. God sal\'ages the 
indiddual hy liquidating him and then 
raising him again to newness of life. 
That c\·:lngcli!.m which dra\\'s friendly 
parallds betwcen the ways of God 
aile! the \\ay~ of men is false to the 
Bible nnd cruel to the souls of its 
hearers. The faith of Christ does not 
p;\rallel the world; it intersects it. Tn 
coming to Christ we do not bring our 
old life all to a higher plane; we lean: 
it at the Cross. The corn of ",hent 
must fall to the grol1nd nnd die.
