It was a well·deserved rebuke-but we wonder how any· 
one can be a real Chr istian without being a true gentleman 
or lady. The Bible says, "Be courteous" (I Peter 3:8). 
It is diff icult to reconcile a Christian profession with dis­
obedience to Ih is clear command of Scripture. 

A Christl ike spi ri t is always a courteous spirit. J !owevcr , 
religious zeal may sometimes overcome our better judgment 
if we are not careful. 1n our desire to be aggressive Chri s­
tians we llIay actually become un-Christian. Two disciples 
o f our Lord were so zealous that when certain people handed 
H im a rebuff they wanted to call fire down from heaven 
to destroy them. tillt Jesus rebuked them, saying, "Ye 
know not what manner of spi rit ye arc oL" A marc ef­
fective way to destroy one's enemies is to turn them into 
friends-by heaping fiery coals of kindness upon their 
heads. Qne thing is certa in: we will never win souls to 
Christ by offending them. We need to learn how to be 
bold in soul-winning without be ing brazen. 

O n the other hand, we wil l ncver win souls by avoid­
ing folk, either . l\lore people arc offended by our lack 
of interest in them, probably , than by our efforts to convert 
them. ;\1any of \IS arc so wrapped up in ourselves, our fam­
ilies, and our close fri ends that we seem di scou rteous in the 
eyes of others who llre longing to be invited into the circle 
to share some of the blessings we enjoy. 

A church member had a dream in which he met the Lord 
je!:> lI s Christ and conversed with I-Jim. He noticed a 
grieved expression in the eyes of the !\faster. "Lord, why 
are you sad ?" he asked. And Jesus replied: "] came to your 
church but you did not show Me the courtesy T expected. 
I was al one, and ] hoped you would Illove over and make 
room for 11e in your pew, but you seemed determ ined to hold 
that scat by the aisle; so I sa t by 11 yself in the pew behind 
you. 1 had no songbook, but you did not offe r Me 
one. And] hoped that at the end of the service you would 
extend your hand and invite me back to church, bu t you were 
too busy talking to your friends to shake hands with a 
Strange r."

N<,wy defense experts want the 
United States to spend fifteen to twenty 
billion dollars to bui ld a nation-wide 
network of underground shelters against 
an lJ -bomb attack According to the 
Naval Radiological Defense L'lbora­
tory of the San F rancisco NavaL Ship­
yard, 99 ou t of every 100 U nited 
S tates citi zens could survive an a ll-out 
H -bomb attack if these shelters we re 
bui lt. John descri bes it this way in 
Revelation 6: I 5 : 

.. And the ki ngs of the earth, and 
the g reat men, and the chief captains, 
and the mighty men. and every bond­
man, and e\'ery free man, hi d themselves 
in the dens and the rocks of the 
mountains." 

Already an industrial survey has been 
made in this nation to locate every 
subter ranean passage suitable for un­
derground factory operation .

And abo\"e all-thc nation of Israel! 
\\"hat do the prophets say? I want you 
to cOntrast what the prophet Ezekiel 
says with what the prophet Zechariah 
says. Their prophecics are complemell* 
tary. Both speak of world war. Both 
speak of casllalities in the multiphed 
thousands. But do both ~peak of the 
same gigantic struggle? 

In chapter 37 Ezekiel descrihcs exact­
h' the rc\"i\'al of the nation of Israel in 
~ \'ision which hegins wi th the div ine 
challenge, "Can these boncs li\'e ?" Thus 
that chapte r is iden tified with our gen­
eration and the year 1948 at which 
time the 1.;nited States, followed by the 
United !\'ations. recogn ized hrael as a 
nat ion.

One is head* 
cd bv "Rosh" and the ot her may be 
easi l): distingui ... hed by what we know 
today as the Western Powers. Ezekiel 
sees world confl ict as the result. 

Remember this ! Israel is :tlways the 
geographical ('elller of the Bible. T he re­
fore eve rything is always eit her north or 
south, east o r west of T srac!. 

r nced not remind you that the 
"Eisenhower Doctrine" has served nO­
tice on "the northern confederacy" that 
should any nation in the l\liddle East 
ask for assistance to repel Commun ism 
we will send military strength into the 
:-'lidd le East for that purpose. Ezekiel' s 
prophecy is meticuloll sly correct. I t is 
now a questi on of sun'ival for Israel. 
The die has been cast. The line has 

heel1 drawn in the :-.riddle E:l'>t. ,\ 
world-\\·ide conflict betwcen the \\'e~t­
ern Power,.; and "the northern cOllred­

The American Institute of Public 
Opinion (Gallup Poll) reports that 
church attendance in the U.S. during 
1956 showed a drop of 470 o r 2,100.000 
and at the same lillie the population 
of Ollr nation wa" increasing by al· 
mOst 8,000.000 people. 

Part of ou r jl1\'enilc delinquency prob­
lem can be explained by the fact that 
only 5-1-% of the homes around our 
churches have a cOllllection wit h any 
church and that for mally of these the 
connection is merely nominal.

Lord J esus Christ as m)' personal Say· 
lour, one of my fellow-workmen asked 
me how anyone cou ld know he is saved. 
I was unable to answer that question 
either to his satisfaction o r to my own 
sati sfaction, at the lime. 

Bill I began to study the Bible, and 
in First John 5 : 13 I found these words: 
"These things have r written unto you 
that believe all the name of the Son 
of God; that )'C may know that ye have 
elernal life .... " Tt docs not say, "That 
yc lIlay hopl' that yc will receive eternal 
life ." It says, "That yc may bzow (for 
a certaint),) that ye /lavr eternal life"­
you have it here and 110W. 

The more I st udied the Bible, the 
more clearly J saw that a majority of 
church members are basing their hopes 
on cntirely false ideas. Some are say­
ing, " I joined the church and was bap­
tized, so J'm all right." Others are say­
ing, " I was brought up in a Christian 
home and I believe in Christianit y." Or, 
,., am a law-abiding citi zen and I give 
liberally to charitahle causes." They are 
~ t ak il1g their eternal future on the as­
stullptiol1 that these are the factors that 
determine one's salvation because they 
ncvcr have comc to an understand ing 
of the th ree basic facts o f the gospel, 
which are: (I) all have sinned; (2) 
Christ died to save all sinners; (3) each 
individual Inust "repent and bc COI1-

vcrted" in order to be saved. 
In thi s article I should like to list 

SI X reasons why I know I am saved.

When the Holy Spirit convicted the 
jail keeper at Philippi of his sins, he 
asked the apostles, "Sirs, what must I 
do to be saved?" The answe r which 
Paul and Si las gave to that jailer's 

question bring~ assurance to my heart, 
just a.., it did to his: "Believe on the 
Lord Jesus Christ, ami thou shalt be 
!':a\'ed, and thy house" (Acts 16 :30, 31) .

We read in Acts 17 :30, 31 that God

My natu re has been changed, Vvc 
read in Second Pctcr 1:4 about being 
"partakers of the divine nature," This 
has been true in my case .

please In)' Heavenly Father. 

The reason my life and nature are 
different is that I experienced a new 
!ipiritual birth. Je!ius explained this 
·'Xew Birth·· to :\icodemus when He 
said: '·That which is born of the Oe"h 
is Oe,..h; and that "hich is born of the 
Spirit is spirit. ~Iarvel not that 1 said 
unto thee, Ye Illllst be born again. The 
wind bloweth where it listeth. and thou 
hearest the sound thereof, but camt not 
tell whence it cometh. and whither it 
goeth: so is evcry one that is born of 
the Spirit" (John 3 :5-8) .

for steadfast perseverance in godly liv­
ing or it may be hea,'en's punishment 
for prolonged sinfulness or neglect. 
When graciolls Christian behavior is 
habitual, effortless, almost automatic, 
we may forget that its attainment has 
come only through strenuous, pa­
tient, persevering self-discipline. 

P sychologists point out that the 
more we hand over the details of 
life to the effortless custody of ha­
bit, the more we free our powers for 
creative living. They have formulated 
pr inciples by which we may harness 
the power of habit to our loftiest as­
pirat ions. \Vhen men of science an­
nounce their findings, the last word 
has not necessarily been spoken; bu t 
when these findings accord with our 
experience and observation we receive 
them with confidence. And when these 
findings are confirmed by the Word 
of God, we can not but give heed. 
These find ings rUIl closel)' paral1el to 
Scri ptural principles for launching a 
life of godliness, and cultivating habits 
of godliness, and mak ing habit an a id 
to godl iness. 

It is necessary that the Christian li fe 
be launched with the strongest possible 
initiative. I ndecision is the bane of 
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love everyhody. I wa ... afflicted with 
jealousy, re~entlllellt. aTHI my full ~hare 
of di~likes tClward otht.'r people.

8:29). The transgressor might say, "r 
won't count thi s one"; bllt his human 
nature will, and will usc it against him 
at the vc ry next temptation. 

Ilahi t, as an aid to godliness, llluSt 
be kept ,-ital by continuous exercise. 
Let Ihe believer "take up hi s cross 
daily" ( Luke 9:23). "Exercise thy­
self unto godliness," says the apostle 
Paul (1 Timothy 4 :7). The word 
"excrcise" stems from the Greek term 
"gumnazo," frolll which the word 
"gymnasium" is derived, implying stren­
uous effort. Habits of godliness are 
110t achieved on the plane of case. 

Godliness is never secllre until it has 
become habitual. But how infin itely 
rewarding is the habit of godliness, 
once it is established! What wear and 
tear it saves! What spiritual hazards 
it removes! What peace it brings to 
the soul!

Jazz. 

Bishop Cloims Greater Freedom in Hungary 
Lutheran Bishop Ordass of J Illngary told the people of 

Denmark that hi s Church "has been given more liberty and 
the clergy can preach in frecdom." Speaking over tire Copen­
hagen Radio during a visit to Denmark, the Lutheran 
leader &1.id relations between the Hungarian government and 
the Lutheran Church are now "without friction." He said 
that Sunday School work is now permitted. 

No Lice nses Needed for Meal-Serving Churches

a bill exempting church dinners from state licensing and in­
spection rules_ Previously a state agency had imposed a 
license fcc on meal-se rving churches when restaurants 
complained of unfair competition . 

Fertile Farmland Replaces Israel Swamps 
Geographers will have to change their maps, reports 

Israel Digest. Lake Hulch and the malaria-breeding marshes 
surrounding it are disappearing from the land of Israel. 
Through the Ht1leh reclamation project some 15,000 acres 
of fenile farmland and three major drainage canals which 
drain the stagnant waters of the area are replacing them. 

The Htlleh basin lies in the northeastern corner of I srael. 
It is a narrow triangular val\cy co\"cring 45,000 acres. Here 
three st reams merge to form the Jordan River. The south­
ern part of the valley is covered by a huge, 7,000-acre 
marsh and the shallow, muddy 3,500-acre Lake HlIleh. 

\\fork on the project was started in the fall of 1950. 
When final drainage projects haye been completed. 200 new 
farming units will be estahlished in the area. These new 
settlements will be free of the anopheles mosquito of the 
marshes which has plagued the area for centuries. About 
27 million gallons of water, previously lost through evapora­
tiOIl, will be available for irrigation. 
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The PreYalence of Alcoholism 
The National Committee for the Prevention of Alcoholism 

reports that alcoholism has hecome a major heahh problem_ 
It is 155 times more pre\'alent than polio, II times more 
pre\'alent than tuberculosis, and 6 times more prevalent 
than can(('r. One ou t of e"ery nine persons who drink will 
become an alcoholic. 

I f the number of alcoholics continues to incrcase during 
the next ten years as it has in the past ten. the organization 
predicts that alcoholism win soon affect every family in 
the U.S. 

Gross·Roots Support for Anti·Liquor Laws 
Congress is recei\'ing petitions from religious and temper· 

ance groups asking the enactment of legislation to restrict 
alcoholic bnerage advertising. particularly on radio and 
tele\'ision. Congressional obsen·ers said the number of 
these petitions is the greatest of any year since the post· 
prohibition era began in 1933. 

In other temperance news, the president of the Xational 
\\'omen 's Christian Temperance Union, ;\rrs. Glenn G. Hays, 
has charged that " some go\'ernment agencies arc blocking 
the public's right to know by submerging information" on 
liquor consumpt ion. She stated that the Department of 
Commerce now releases certain statistics on drink con· 
sumpt ion only when asked for them. 

;\l.s. Hays also charged that the advertisers of alcoholic 
beverages are trying to "brain wash" the American people. 
The \vCTV head claims they are even flooding puhlic 
sc hools with alcohol propaganda textbooks in an attempt to 
"break down and replace unbiased, scientifically basic texts 
than warn young people against drinking." 
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Presbyterions Condemn Liquor Advertising

Religious Leaders Support Foreign Aid Prog ram 
TIl{' \\'hite I fouse has made puhhc the texts of lI1es~,ages 

recei\·cd from Protcstant, I~oman Catholic, and Jewi ... h 
leaders endorsing President Eisenhower·s plea for continued 
foreign aid. Obsen·ers saw this llllusual action as an 
indication that the President would force a showdown with 
Congrcs ... ional critics of the admini:-.tration·s foreif.,'l1 :lid 
policy. 

In another unusual step, the Hou:-.e Foreign Affairs Suh· 
committee heard te:.timony from religious leaders concerning 
the religious and moral founclation~ for continued and ex· 
panded American aid to underdc\·eloped nations. Thirteen 
clergymen representing the major faiths testified during the 
three days of hearings. They were virtually unanimolls III 

expressing their conviction that America's moral leadership 
in the world requires a continuance of the o\·erscas aid pro· 
gram. 

It was the firs t publ ic hcaring evcr conducted by a 
Congressional committee de\'oted exclusi\·ely to the testi· 
mony of rcligious leaders on any matter of national policy. 

\Ve wonder what place religious leaders have in express· 
iug official opinions about sllch things. Americans arc 
sharply divided in this matter. To a recent Gallup Poll que!)· 
tion, "Should churches speak out on political and soc ial ques· 
tions?" American Protestants answered: yes--tS per cent; 
n0--43 per cent; no opin ion-9 per cent. Catholics answered: 
yes-50 per cent; n0--44 per cent; no opillion--6 per cent. 

Representative Hays Heads Southern Baptists 
Representative Brooks Hays, Arkansas Democrat and a 

very ac:i\·e Baptist layman, was elected president of the 
Southern Baptist Convention at its annual meeting in 
Chicago, One of the few laymen eve r chosen to head the 
112·year-old body, he succeeds Dr. Casper C. Warren of 
Charlotte, North Carolina. 

At the convention, delegates heard that foreign missions 
income increased four million dollars over the previous year 
to twelve million dol lars. They also learned that during 
1956 a total of 121 new missionaries were appointed to 
overseas work, making a total of 1,113 in active service 
during the year. 

The convention, in othe r business, voted to establi sh a 
new seminary in Kansas City, Missouri . It wi ll be the 
Southern Baptists' sixth theologica l school.

ing a church in ] taly! This unique 
project is bcing carricd 011 by the 
As!>cll1bly of God in Broken Arrow, 
Ok!a. with wonclcrful cffects in the 
home church as weil as in the ltalian. 
chu rch. 

ltaly is the scene of grcat Pente­
CO!1ta\ rcsuhs. The \\"ork in that country 
Com1llellcer! in 1908, lccl by an 1 talian 
\\ ho hnd rcccivcd the baptislll in the 
1 [oly Spi rit while residing in Chicago. 
Sc veral churches wcre establi.,>hed and 
olher nation ais and ltalian-Americans 
joillcd him in this ministry. A grcat 
dc\'clopment of tbe work was dur­
ing the years of 1927 to 1934-. 

reorganized, and Ît sprcad rapidly. 
ln 1944 a large 1ll1lnher of the Pente­

('o~tal cburehes were organizcd under 
the nall1c of The Assemblies of Gad 
of Italy. The Chri stian Church of 
Xorth Amerie:l, the ltalian Pentceostal 
(hureltes of Ca1lada, and the Jtalian 
Hranch of the Asselllblies of Gad in 

the CS.A. ail work together \Vith the 
.-\::.,:,emblies of Gad in Italy to do a 
greal work for the Lord. 

,\hhough persecutions dÎd Ilot d ie 
out llUl rather increased aga in, relief 
came in~lay 1954 when the Supreme 
Court oi Italy opcned the way for 
future official recognition of the As­
scmblies of God in Ital)' as a spi ritual 
and mo ral entÎty. 

Among these churches is the As­
sembly at And ria. The commencement 
of this work was through the instru­
mentality of Hiccardo Se lvarolo, who 
was &'l\'ed while in Rome. The work 
ha(1 a humble sla rt and in the year 
lY50 the Tlumber of the faithful was 
twellly-five. But a rcvival came and 
many miracles of healing were expe­
riCllced. As a resu lt, many came and 
\\cre sa"cd alld baptized with the lloly 
Spirit. Iargcly through the fervent tes­
timony of A nn e Postiglianc, an As­
sClllolies of God mini ster. 

Another .\sscmblies of Gad miIlÎ!>ter, 
:'Ilauro Xesta, \\"as used in teaching the 
congregation, which had growll ta 250. 
Others from lIal r and America, in­
duding Brother Giancaspero, were aise 
uscd in the edification of the bclievers. 
The present IXlsto r is Gui seppe l\1ari­
nelli. a capaole sen'ant of the Lord. 

\\'e now turn our attention to the 
Broken Arrow Assembly and how the. 
people thcre became interested in the 
\\'ork at Andria . 

The Assembly in Broken A rrow was 
chanered as an Assemblies of Gad 
chu rch in 1916 under the ministry of 
f. I~. E\'ans, who \\"as later Secre­
larr-Trcasurer of the General Council 
of the Assemb1ies of Gad. Through 
the years, a succession of fine pastors 
have filled the pulpit of Ihis church. 

The Fascist persecutions which fol­
lowed c!osed the churches, and the 
Pentecostal work had ta go under­
ground to sun'ivc. Meetings were held 
in caves, cellars, open fie lds, or in 
privatc homes bchincl barred doors. 
Pastors were ill1prisoned and sent to 
concentration camps. Then in 1944, 
with the army of lihcration, came (rce­
dOIll. \Vithin two years the work "'as 

Aher rebuilding the new church in Broken Anow, Oklohomo hhown obovel, the 
people sponsored the building of a new church in Itoly. 
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BUildings at AudriO, Italy were rozed to make way for the new church 

r..lr. and :o.[r5. James c. Dodd, the 
presen t pastors, came to Broken Arrow 
in ::\ovcm ber, 19-t2. They found a 
lovely little congregation of people who 
were wil!ing and ready to be led into 
greater things for God. They were 
an aggressive group. 

In No\'ember 19.(..1., an cight *J><1ge 
monthly magazine called Tidings of 
Pella went to press for the first ed i­
tion. Regularly each month since that 
time this magazine has been distributed 
free of charge to every house in Broken 
Arrow and to every rural box holder. 
At the present time, in addition to local 
distribution, this magazine is going to 
Illany throughout the United States, and 
some copies a rc sent overseas. Nearly 
one-half million copies have been di s­
tributed to date. 

Ten years ago, an on-the-spot radio 
broadcast was inaugurated over Sta­
tion KAKC in Tulsa. This broadcast 
is still being heard (now over KTUL, 
I·HO on the dial) 9:15-9:45 Sunday 
mornings. Many people have been 
reached through this radio ministry; 
whole families have been brought to 
church and to Christ. Soon after the 
beginning of this broadcast the Assem­
bly began to show a phenomenal growth. 
Scores were saved in the regular serv­
ices of the church and became members 
of the congregation. 

In 19-19 the congregation voted to 
bui ld a new church and in April 1950 
titis lovely new structure was dedicated 
by Wesley R. Steelberg. Dy November 
1952 this building was paid for, and 
an air conditioning unit had been in­
stalled. Onc Sunday a newall-time 
record of 937 in Sunday School attend-
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ance was set, but brjan: I"r 1I rxl 
morlling Ilu"s brulllijJl! church '<l.'DS (om­
/'leidy burned to lite ground! 

Before the ashes were cooled, the 
men of the church were clearing away 
the dehris, and plans were being form­
ulated for tbe construction of a mllch 
larger building. Just seven months 
later a fine new church with a valua­
tion of over $200,(X)() was dedicated to

THE DIVINE PREROGATIVE 

It j" in these vcry passages in Isaiah 
that God Jays down the principle. In 
II IS controversy with the false gods 
and their prophets, j Ie throws down 
the challenge: "Produce your cause, 
"aith the Lord; bring forth your strong 
rca..,OIlS, saith the 'K ing of Jacob. Let 
them bring them forth, and show us 
what shan happen; let them show the 
former things, what they be, that we 
lIlay cons ider them, and know the latter 
cnd of them; or declare tIS things for 
to come. Show the things that are 
to come hereafter. that we may know 
that ye are gods" (Isaiah 41 :21·23). 
Again: "The things that are coming, 
and shall come, let them show unto 
them" (Isaiah 44 :7). And thell immedi­
ately God answers Ilis own challenge; 
lie leaps over some two hundred years 
amI predicts the cOllling of Cyrus, an­
nouncing him by name. Thc argumc"t 
loSl's its pojll/ if <t'Til/clI after thl' roCllt. 

I t is these long·range prophecies in 
particular which are the peculiar pre­
rogative of God. There are prophec ies 
concerning the fate of nations, such 
as the "burdens" of Isaiah, chapters 
13 to 23, or others of more limited 
scope, as of Nahulll and Obadiah, 
most of which ha\'e now come to pass, 
though in some cases the complete ful­
fillmellt is not ),el. But specially are 
there prophecies concerning the Lord 

JeslIs Christ. concerning I-lis l;irth, His 
ministry. Hi s sufferings and death, lIis 
glorious resurrection and coming 
glory- prophecies that begin with Gen· 
('<;is 3 and range through the Psalms 
(Psalms 8. 22, 110, 11 8). They rise 
to a mighty crescendo when we cOllle 
to lsaiah and the other prophets. 

It is not merely that prophecies were 
given long in advance of the event, 
spann ing hundreds and even thou53nds 
of years, but al so that they are so full 
of detail, some of which appears al· 
most trivia\. The prophets Illust have 
had a wonderful faith in the Source 
of their inspiration to preserve for us 
so much that must have been uttcrly 
incomprehensible to them. J n us who 
read the records in the light of their 
fulfillment they evoke awe. 

Th is is a matte r the most skcptica l 
critics cannot evade. Date the pro­
phecies as late as they will, there yet 
remains a mass of prediction that on 
any showing preceded by long ages 
the time of fulfilment. 

THE TEST OF PROPHECY 

Long before the era of the prophets 
(but not before prophecy began, for 
that goes back to the Garden of Eden) 
the principles were laid down by which 
prophets and thei r prophecies were to 
be tested. There were two principles. 
First , did the th ing predicted come to 
pass? Second, was the prophet faith. 
ful to the worship of Jehovah, or did 
he seek to seduce the people from their 
allegiance? 

Did the prophecy come to pass? 
;'The prophet, which shall preSllme to 
speak in i\Iy Name, which I have not 
commanded him to speak, or that shall 
speak in the name of other gods, even 
that prophet shall die. And if thou 
say in thine heart, How shall we know 
the word which the Lord hath not spo-
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ken? \\'hen a prophet speaketh ill Ihe 
Xame of the Lord. ii the thing' fol ­
low not, nor came to paas. that is 
the thing which the Lord hath not 
spoken. hut the prophet hath ~poken 
it presumptuously: thou !'halt not be 
afraid of him." 

This principle of course, is applicable 
only to short- term prophecies. It is 
easy to predict something that will not 
cOllle to pass in the lifetime of the 
hearers; no one can test whether it is 
true or not until the prophet has passed 
on. Out the prophets of the I.ord had 
their credentials established by the ac­
curacy of their predictions which could 
be tested. so that whell they spoke the 
things still far d istant they might be 
believed. ] nstances will readily spring 
to mind. 

Was the prophe t faithful to the Lord? 
This is the second testing principle. 
It is already ment ioned in the passage 
just cited, but more fuJly in the fol­
lowing passage: ,. rf there arise among 
you a prophet, or a dreamer of dreams, 
and g iveth thee a sign or a wonder, 
and the sign or the wonde r come to 
pass, whereof he spake lI nto thee, say­
ing, Let us go after other gods, which 
thou hast nOl known, and let us sen'e 
them ; thou shalt Ilot hearken unto the 
words of that prophet, o r that dreamer 
of dreams; for the Lord your God 
proveth you, to know whether ye love 
the Lord your God wi th all your heart 
and with all you r sou! ... and that 
prophet, or that dreamer of dreams, 
shall be put to death; because he hath 
spoken to turn you away from th e 
Lord your God" (Dellt. 13:1 -5). 

It is not to be denied that on oc­
casion a fal se prophet may gi,·e a pre­
diction that does come to pa!;s, and 
that God allows it to he so. But s\lch 
prophecies or predictions have not the 
scope, range or detail tha t characterize 
the great prophecies of Scripture. 

GOD' S PLAN REVEALED 

Prophecy in Scripture fulfil s many 
purposes. But one puqXlse it does not 
fulfill is to sa tisfy id le curiosi ty. That 
God ne\'e r does: witness our Lord's 
reply to those who a sked, "Be they 
few that be saved?" or again, " Lord, 
wilt thou at thi s time restore again the 
kingdom to [srael ?" Prophecy was 
ne,'e r given so that we might amuse 
ourseh·es with it, a s with :I. jigsaw 
puzzle, and fit all lhe pieces together 
into a pat tern or map of the future. 
To attempt to lise it in this way is 
to misuse it. The schemes that have 
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thus been huilt lip will prove in tll(' ('\(~IH 
to be a .. br irom the truth as the 
Jewish ml:'-ConceJ>lIl)J1~ a·lating to the 
).1 e~~iah. 

Prophecy re\"eal~ the 1'lan~ anel pur­
pose" of God_ It i~ God's will that 
we should understand His plan, in"ofar 
a~ it relates IIJ our redcmptinn. '·He 
made known HIS way~ unto ;\lose5;

ft'/,oiachill reccives plIIlisllmcllt ( 2 Kings 24:8-16). Je­
hoiachin became king when eighteen years old, and, like 
J ehoa haz. he held the throne only three months. But that 
was long enough for him to do " that which was evil in the 
sight of the Lord" to .!ouch an extent as to incur the wrath 
of God. The day of Illtrcy for Judah as a nation was past. 
Nothing remained hut "a certain fearful looking for of judg­
ment and fiery indignation." 

Ncbuchadnczzar, the king of mighty Babylon, returned 
with his army to J er usalem. Jchoiachi n &.1.W that resistance 
was hopeless, and to save hi s nati on from needless slaughter 
he and the other members of the royal hOllse marched Qut ­
side the city in proces~ioll and \'oluntariiy surre ndered. 

Ili s su rrender did !>ave Jlla lly lives, hut it could not 
save the city from being ransacked and plundered, nor its 
inhabi tants frOIll being capt ured. The king and at least ten 
thou sand of the inhabitants of judnh- Ihe nohlest, bravest, 
wealthie~t, and most sk illed- were torn from their homes 
and taken to Babylon, where , accordi ng to i\'ebuchadnezlar's 
purpose, tbey should con tribute to the stren gthening of 
hi s own kingdom. A remnant, consisting o f "the poorest 
of the people," were lef t behind to farm the crops. Thus 
J eru salem was denuded of more than hal f her poplllation 
and le ft to "sit solitary" and to weep "sore in the night."

lehoiach iJl obfai11s lIlercy (2 Kings 25 :27-30). A fter 
thirty-s ix yea rs in a prison cell, Jehoiachin experienced 
a wonderful change of circumstances.

ing which went with the birthright. he 
found that Jacob had already reeeh'ed 
it. Then Esau besought hi~ father with 
tears for a hles"ing, finally asking if 
he did not have another hlessing he 
could bestow upon him (Genesis 27: 
30-37) . 

The spiritual lesson is that we have 
in Chri:;t the blessing of sah·a tion. Let 
us not despise it. lest. when we feel 
our Ileed of it. it may he too late to 
receive it.

We may be sure that "the Judge of 
all the earth will do right." Man is re­
sponsible for that which he has, and 
not for that which he has not. Even 
among those whose intelligence is con­
sidered normal, not all have the same 
capacity. Some bring forth thirty, some 
sixty and some an hundredfold (Mat­
thew 13 :23). A baby is accepted of the 
Lord because it has no consciousness of 
evil done.

gives ~..ay, He Ihen is all my hope alld 
slay." 

These seamen were lost. for it was 
dar.k "and ... neither sun nor stars in 
many days appeared" (v. 20). Fourteen 
days they were driven lip ami dowlI in 
the Adriatic Sea in pitch darkness, wi th 
not a ray of light. Remember, ancient 
mariners depended upo n the position of 
the sun and stars to get their bearings, 

They had no charts. compasses, or 
nautical instruments, such as lI'e have 
today. Yet ill this desperate situation 
the apostle could say, "I believe God." 
Let LIS belie\'e God when all arou nd liS 

is dark. "Who is among you ... that 
walketh in darkness . and hath no light? 
let him trust ill the nallle of the Lord, 
and stay upon his God" (I saiah 50:10). 

Fina lly, "all hope that we should be 
saved was then taken away" (v. 20). 
So we see that hope is not faith. )Iany 
have hope. without having faith. 
Whar is faith? It 'is believing God in 
spite of what yOll see or how you feel. 
1 t is relying Oil God even though every­
thing seems aga inst the fulfillment of 
God's Word, It is to have an unhesitat­
ing assurance of the truth of God's 
Word, even though it is unsupported by 
ally other evidence. It is said of Abra­
ham that against hope he believed in 
hope (Romans 4-: 18). ] Ie bel ieved God 
when there seemed little hope for him to 
have the promised son. May God enable 
liS thus to rely upon His \ Vord in spite 
of the storm and darkness, 
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Xotice now the ground of Paul's 
faith: it was a me":->..'tge from God 
brought to him by an an~el (n. 23':?6) 
Xothing can stop the angels' coming, 
however dark the night or wild the 
!'torm, The angel brought a mes~age 
from God. "Ft'ar not, Paul, tlloll IIlIIst 
be brollght briore Cat'sar." Caesar was 
a thousand mile::; away, but Paul IIl1lst 
come to Rome and Cae"ar. In spite of 
the howling winds and fierce ~torms 
they "came to Rome," it reads in Acts 
28: 14 (AS\'). A special grant was 
made to Paul, so that lhe 2iS others 
sail ing with him were mercifully spared 
from death. 

Jt was better to !'ail with Palll than 
with Jonah, Jonah brought a s.torm on 
the others. Paul brought all to safety, 
On th is word from God Paul rested 
when other::; were in fear and despair. 
He believed God that it would be as 
it was told him. 

This is the dar when mens' heart:; arc 
fai ling for (ear. We need the man of 
God to step forwa rd with the Word 
of God, amid the da rk and hopeless 
scene, bidding men to he of good cheer. 
God is still on the throne. 

Notice the effect of Paul's faith, It 
produced confidence among other s, 
''Then were they all of good cheer, and 
they al so took some meat," says \'erse 
36. Olle mall of faith was able to ill~ 
sp ire to call rage thai fear ful, Iwp ele.s.s 
company of 276 mell. 

The story had a happy ending, "And 
so it came to pass, Ihat they escaped all 
safe to land" (v, 44) . God's Word is 
true in spitc of Euroclydon and all hcll 
combined, Let us say in the time of 
storm, as did Pal'!. "I believe God, that 
it shall be c\'en as it was told me,"

at work by the wayside with his revolving wheel. I [c put~ 
a lump of clay on the wheel and moulds it into the vessel 
he desires to make. 

T he Lord la id Jeremiah to go down to the potter's house 
that he might gain an understanding of God's \Vorcl. Let 
ti S go down with him and see what lessons we can learn . 

When Jeremiah arrived he found the potter busy at 
work, moulding' a \'essel of clay all the wheel. A nd as he 
watched him, he saw that the vessel was marred in the 
pott er 's ham!. At that very moment the Word o f the 
Lord came to J eremiah. "0 hOllse of 1 sr3ci , ca nllot I do 
with yOll as Ihi s potter? sa ilb the Lord. Behold, as the 
clay is in the potter's hand. so are ye in mine hand, 0 house 
of Tsrael" (Jeremiah 18 :6). 

In the Book of Tsaiah God compares all fl esh to grass; 
here lIc compares li S to clay. Now, what can God expect 
from a lump of clay? Just one thi ng-yieldedness. That is 
the fir~ t lesson that He want s liS to learn in the potter's 
house. Th is is the sec ret of living a victorious Chr istian 
li fe. It is written, "To obey is better than sacrifice, and to 
hearken thallihe fat o f rams" (I Samuel 15:22). 

Let tiS face it. T o obey God is the hardest lesson for LI S 

to learn. There are not many men and women who will 
yield to the Lord in absolute surrender, like the clay in the 
kinds of the potte r. God is looking for people who will 
yield to IIim. 

"And the ,'esscl that he Illade of clay was marred in the 
hand of the potter." The vessel was marred , not because 
of any fault of the potier, but because there was something 
ill the clay that would not yield. The clay must yield to 
the potter's hand; otherwise he cannot mould it into the 
vessel he desires to make. 

IJow many of us are like unyielded clay! How 111any 
precious years are wasted because of our disobedience! 
The Israelites wandered forty years in the wilderness when 
they might have been in their Promised Land enjoying 
the milk and honey. What beautiful and useful Christians 
our heavenly Potter would make of us, if we were wholly 
yielded in His hands ! 

However, if we have failed God we need not despair 

or hc discouraged. There is still hope, for when the vessel 
was marred in the hands of the potter, "he made it again 
another vessel, as seemed good to the potter to make it" 
(Jeremiah 18:4). 

A fler the "essel has been shaped it is heated gradually 
in thc furnace: sudden intellSe heat 'would break it. Thc 
ves.,el is not fit for use until it has been baked. \Ve won­
der sometimes why we are tempted and tried. God is putting 
us through His furnace to train us for service. \Ve cannot 
comfort people in their afflictions until ye know what it 
means to be afflicted. Jesus was tempted in all points as 
we are, yet without sin, and "in that he himself hath suffered 
being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted" 
(Hebrews 2;18). 

God's furnace of affliction accomplishes what nothing 
else can. There are some things to be burned out of us and 
other things to be burned in. Hand-painted china bas to 
be placed in the furnace in order to have the design burned 
into it; otherwise the paint would wash off. T he Lord does 
not want us to ha\·c me re surface blcssings, but to have 
spiritual quality that will endu re and cause us to mature 
into fruitful and useful Christians. 

After the vessel comes out of the furnace it is placed 
on sale in the hazaar. It is now picked up and knocked 
to sec if it sounds all right. If there is a flaw in the vessel 
it wil l not sound right. When we ge t knocked, people can 
tell by the sound we make what kind of Christians we are. 

:-\one of us like to be knocked, but Jesus was knocked 
more than any other man, and the servant is not greater 
than his Lord. What kind of sound did Jeslls make when 
He was knocked? It is written, "\Vhen he was reviled, 
{hel reviled not again; when he suffered, he threa tened 
not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously" 
(1 Peter 2:23 ). He prayed for His enemies who nailed Him 
to the cross. 

The story is told that during World War 11 a nurse, 
who worked in a hospital ful! of wounded sold iers, COI11-

plained to the chaplain that she was rudely treated by sOll1e 
of the patients. 

"Thank God for that," he said. 
"What do you mean?" said the aston ished nurse. 
"1 f you are carrying a ,'essel and somebody knocks 

against you, you can spill out of the vessel only what is inside. 
If your heart is filled with tl~e love of Christ, when you are 
slighted yotl will manifest the gentleness and love of Jesus 
and bring men under conv iction ." 

Tt is written. "nut we have thi s treasure in earthen vessels, 
that the exceJlency of the power may be of God, and not of 
us" (2 Corinthians 4 :7). 

To be witnesses fo r the Lord does not mean merely to 
give a testimony in church. That is a good thing to do, 
but a witness docs more than that. The best test imony is 
not the spoken one; the best sermon is not the one preached 
from the pulpi t. The life we live in the home, store, of­
fice, or factory counts for far more than what we say. Jesus 
knew that His sermons and miracles could never accom­
plish His work of redemption-even though the people 
marveled at the words of grace that fell from His lips and 
were amazed at His mighty works. He knew that His best 
sermon would be the si lent one on the cross. So He said, 
"And r, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men 
unto me" (John 12:32). 
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
