The Great Waster 
During 1956 the people of these United States spent 10>1 

billion dollars on alcoholic beverages. Someone has calculated 
that this amount of money would build four roads across the 
nation. from the Atlantic to the Pacific, and line each road on 
both bides with $10,000 homes all on ISO-foot lots adjoining 
one another. 

As individuals and as a nation we will have to answer to 
God {or all this waste. It is not the drinkers alone who are 
r<:spom;iblc; It is the general public including church members 
who allow the flow of liquor to spread across the country with 
legal sanction and very little protest. 

Worse than the wa!)te of money is the colossal waste of 
human life causc:.-'d by liquor. The National Safety Council 
('slimates that 30 lX'f cent of the 40,000 people killed in auto· 
mobile accidents every year involve drinking drivers. In Texas 
and other places the authorities Soay it is at least 50 per cent. 

The Muropolitan Life In:.urance Company studied 250 homi­
cides and reportl'<l that either the !ilayer, the victim or both had 
Ix>cn drinking in 46 per cent of the cases. 

Morals, health, and marital happiness are likewise destroyed 
by beverage alcohol. Judge Cecil Curdy of Miami, Florida, 
recently said: "Alcohol causes 90 per cent of the troubles 
brought to this court:' Police Chief George Eastman of Seattle, 
Washmgton, said that 70 per cent of all arrests in that city 
are for drunkcnmosS. In Washington, D.C. the official figure is 
77 per cent. In Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. 8~ per cent of arrests 
brought before the morals court have drinking as the basis of 
the trouble. 

Added to all this is the loss of mi llons of dollars in property 
damage, and the lost man·hours from industry. In the wake 
of liquor is the mouming of the bereaved, the pity of broken 
homes, the squalor of poverty, the senselessness of the misery 
to the drinker and his family, and the pain of those injured 
(perhaps maimed for IHe). 

Temperance Education. Inc., of Chicago tells us this is 
World Temperance Sunday so this is a gocxl time to remind our­
selves of some of these facts. What a pity that the majority of 
Christians will permit the liquor industry to robe itscl( in 
garments of respectabili ty and lull them to sleep with its elab­
orate propaganda!

Don't believe these "beverage of moderation" ads. Dr. An­

drew C. I vy, distinguished professor of Physiology and head 
of the Department of Clinical Science at the University of Illi­
nois, says: "Drinking in moderation is not scienti fi c. The 
only factual or scientific guarantee against alcoholism is total 
abstinence." 

lie says: "The only factual or scientific guarantee against 
alcoholism as a vice and disease and the only guarantee against 
alcoholism as a cause of accidents and human misery is total 
abstinence. There is no way to discover an alcoholic until he 
is an alcoholic. There is no cure for a lcoholism except total 
abstinence." 

In oUler words. don't ever take the first drink and you'll 
never become a drunkard. The position of total abstinence is 
demanded by the Bible, the best thinkers of every age, and 
modem medical science and psychology.

If a Halloween Hoax Caused America to Tremble, What 
Will Happen When God's Judgments Fall Upon the Whole World' 

T lIE COLt::'IIBtA I3RO,\DCASTtNG Sys· 
tern has called Sunday night, October 
30, 1938, ;'The Night America Trem­
bled." 

Last month it produced a television 
program by that name which re\'ived the 
memory of that night of terror. There 
was an outburst of mass hysteria which 
has never been equalled in the history 
of the United States. 

Where were you that Sunday night? 
1£ you were at church, where you ought 
to ha\'e been, you were spared the 
anxiety and fear that gripped six mil­
lion Americans. BUI if you were lis­
tening to a radio you may have been 
infected with the fearful panic. 

The cause of the commotion was 
Orson \\'ells' dramatic adaptation of 
H. C. Wells' story, "The \Yar of the 
\Vorlds." So realistic w.s the presen­
tation that , although an announcer as­
sured the audience at the outset that 
the program was based on a science­
fiction 110\'el. people all over the coun­
try supposed that the broadcast was 
reporting facts, not fantasy. 

The program was generously 
sprinkled with "news bulletins." An 
invasion from l\Iars was reported. A 
cylindrical silvery ship had landed near 
Grover's :\1ills, New Jersey. H orren­
dous creatures emerged, wielding disin­
tegrating death-ray guns. Resistance 
was impossible. :\1'0 defense could he 
de\·ised. The in\'ade rs spread out and 
occupied much territory. Thousnnds 
were reported killed. 

The account was strictly fictional, 
but the public accepted it as factual. 
Switchboards at police stations and 
newspapers blazed Communication lines 
across the continent were jammed. In 
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Pithburch a woman attellllllt'd sui,j(k. 
In Kansas Cit~· two listener.; died of 
heart attacks. People started to c"acu­
ate town .... Terror was ramp,tnt. I twas 
indeed "The Xight .\merica Trcmbled j" 

That terror was triggered hy make­
believe. But there is coming a day 
when not jllSt _-\merica hut the whole 
world will tremhle, and that horror will 
be based on reality!

second s. There arc other factories like 
thi s one. 

One bomb today is more destructive 
than olle million tons of T.N.T., the 
most powerful ex.plosi,'e known in 
\\'orld War I. 011(' plane today carries 
more destruction than a thousand planes 
in World War 11. As late as last July 
our go,'crnment tested the strength of 
our defence forces in a great national 
mane1lver; and announced calmly the 
following' day to an indolent public that 
if the de;nonstration had been real 
thirt~en. million people would have been 
destroyed. But a few casual listeners 
heard the announcement as though 1t 
werc the stock market report of corn 
from an' African village, or a foot­
ball score from the game of a past 
decade. For Satan has rocked the world 
to sleep ill the cradle of a false security: 
he has blinded the mind and stymied 
the soul and extinguished the flame of 
fire on the altar of the human heart 
by the opiate of lethargy. 

If you wrapped all the sill of the 
world today in one package an.d branded 
it with one label from the Holy Word, 
it would be "love of selL" The Bible 
says, "For men shall be lo· ... crs of their 
01('It s£'/ves . .. lovers of pleasures more 
than lovers of God."

There are multitudes of Christians to~ 
day who will pay for a chair if they 
can si t in it, buy a willdow if they can 
look through it, pay for a roof if it 
shelters them, a carpet if they can walk 
upon it-so that 96% of all Christian 
giving is lavished 011 the churches in 
the homeland-that is, on self. 

Jude 21 admonishes us. "Keep yOl1r~ 
selves in the; love of Cod." \-Vhy docs 
God warn liS thus? Why is this state­
ment so clearly made? Because in this 
day of rush and hurry, cars and clothes, 
eating and drinking, building and work~ 
ing, the easiest thing in the world is 
for liS to lose that div ine Jove. 

One night in Africa at the close of 
a service which I shared with a mis­
Sionary, many who had heard the gos-
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pel story for the first time gathered 
in the light of the campfire and wept 
like little children. \Ye told them, 
"~ight is falling and we've a long way 
to tra,·el. We must go back." but they 
held llS by our clothing. Like children 
in the dark in a storm), night they 
whispered with great tenacity and fer, 
vor : "Oh, don't lea\'c us. don't leavc 
liS. We've waited so long to hcar. \\'e 
know there's a deyil: yOll need not tell 
us that. We know there's ~in; yOll need 
not tell us that. The one thing we do 
not know is the way to life and God 
and home. Don't leave us, don't leave 
li S." 

But r did, And I left with the pledge 
to God that I would never conduct 
another campaign-large or !'.mall. at 
home or abroad-in which I did not

and T lie awake, their faces rise up 
before me, And I hear those husky 
voices in my ear until I feel 1 can't 
stand it.

From the temptation we learn that 
a \'i~ible medium is often the means 
through which temptation comes. 1 t 
was the serpent which offered the 
temptation to E\·e. lL was Job's wife 
who wou ld tempt him to "curse God 
and die." It was Peter who, unknow­
ingly, lent his influence to Satan when 
he said to Jesus, "Be it far from thee, 
Lord." ll e would direct the Saviour 
to turn His attention inward upon His 
feelings, to accept an attitude of self~ 
pity rather than to keep before Him 
that "the Son of man came not to be 
ministered unto, but to minister, and 
to give his life a ransom for many" 
platthew 20:28). 

It is possible. however, that the med­
ium used by Satan may be a develop­
ment of our own imaginings. A per~ 

son feels he has suffered a wrong, 
and there comes before his mind the 
person whom he thinks provoked the 
wrong. Or a person holds before him 
a pleasure, but the pleasure must be 
related to some person or some thing. 
\Ve need therefore to watch over our 
own mind lest we he carried away with 
imaginary joys or imaginary griefs into 
fields which arc contrary to the wil1 
of God. 

A good example of the wrong usc 
of imagination is provided in Genesis 
6 :5-"God saw that the wickedness of 
man was great in the earth, and that 
e\·ery imagination of the thoughts of 
his heart was only evil continually." 
Here we notice that out of the thoughts 
(or, as a part of the thoughts) came 
the imaginations. Imaginations can be­
come very strong. In this instance the 
full meaning is that those of the 
antediitn'ian period had so given them­
selves o\"er to evil that their whole 
purposes and desires were planned and 
deve loped through their thought life. 
True it is, "as he thinketh in his heart, 
so is he. " 

Through Eve's imagination the tree 
that had been forbidden took on a new 
beauty. Probably she had often seen 
it before, giving it very little considera­
tion, but now it entranced her.

This enticcment, which is {rom with­
out, appeab ;;trongly to awakened dt­
sires within. "Every man is tempted, 
when he is drawn away of his own 
lust, and enticed" (james 1 :14). The 
lusts referred to are desires which arc 
natural and good in thelll;;elves, but 
which lead to sin when gi\-el1 to "an 
evil heart of unbelief, in departing from 
the living God." 

Eve's lust was the de;;ire to know 
more about the forbidden tree, to par­
take of that which God had forbidden.

But Paul sought it in the right way­
in humility and crucifixion of self. 
Eve would have it in the wrong war­
by seeking for the satisfaction of self. 
Paul's was by the way of self-hum­
bling; £"e'5 was by the way of self­
pleasing and self-exaltation. The apos­
tle would crucify self-intere:-:.t; the wom­
an wOllld feed it. 

How Illuch there is of self-interest 
and self-service in Christian lives to­
day. J\la)' God restore us to the spirit 
of j CSIIS, who "came not to be min­
istered unto, but to min ister, and to 
ghre hi s life a ransom fo r many." Let 
LI S willingly present our bodies to be 
burned on God's altar of sacrifice and 
service instead of on the altar of human, 
carnal ambition.

Gospel Meetings in Canada 

Draw Roman Catholic Opposition

Quebec, was injured in early August 
when a grou p of French Catholic men 
tllrned an open-air gospel meeting into 
a "howling mob" riot. lie is Pastor 
Flahaut. a new missionary to French 
Canada.

Inte rior Min iste r Acts to Assure 
Religious Freedom in Colombia 
Jose :'II aria Yillarea1. I nterior :'Ilio­

ister of Colombia, has instructed state 
go\'ernors and local authorities to as­
su re full freedom of assembly and wor­
ship to Protestanb. In particular. he 
directed the governors to see to it that 
the 50 or so Protestant churches in 
various parts of the coulltry that ha,·e 
been hindered ill their work or prevented 
from holding sen- ices be permitted to 
function without furthe r trouble. 

The min ister's order was made pub­
lic 2-+ hours after U. S. Ambassador 
John :'Iloors Cabot had called on Co­
lombia's Foreign ·Minister in Bogota to 
request that Protestant groups be per­
mitted to function without hindrance. 

Earlier, an agency of the Colombian 
Roman Catholic hie rarchy had declared 
that the Roman Catholic Church recog­
nized " the right of non-Catholic Chris­
tian s" in Colombia "freely to practice 
their own religion ." The statement even 
admitted that " in various ways and 
occasions Protestants in Colombia ha\'e 
suffcred violence inflicted by Colom­
bian Cathol ics ." However, thc priest 
who signed the repo rt denied the 
charges of "Catholic persecution" and 
sa id that political forces were a major 
cause of the Protestants' troubles. To 
many observcrs this seems to be the 
Catho lic Church's way of "saving face" 
in the midst of the adverse pUblicity 
it has received because of the Colom­
bian situation. 

An editorial in the liberal newspaper 
EI Ticmpo hailed l\\ini ster Villarea l for 
making it clear that state authorities 
have a strict obligation to protect the 
rights of minority religious groups. The 
editorial said, "The wholc world knows 
that thc great majority of Colombians 
are Catholics," but it "should be made 
equally clear that any Colombian also 
has a perfect right to be an Anabaptist, 
a Brahman, a Presbyterian, or a Bud­
dhist. "

One of the greatest snares which 
Satan has set in the way of Christians 
and non-Christians alike is to keep 
them so busy-not always with sinful 
activity, but often with just everyday 
living and the cares of this life-that 
there is little or no time for the Lord.

These men are a 
long way frolll home, and mally of them 
have been krill trw: to Christian prin­
ciples hy om f\ sst'lllhlics of God 
churches where they have fOllnd a 
place of real service for Christ. 

Recently several of them were asked 
to write their test imonies for The Pw­
tNostal Et'lHlfll'l. First Lieutenant 
Charles E. l\lathi!; of the US;\F. wrote 
as follows: 

;'Fairbanks As~cmhly of God is just 
what the alx}\'c title infers. During 
the winter months and mall)' hours of 
darkness it is trllly a lighthouse to the 
servicemen of the two nearby military 
in ~tallation 5. The church is a guiding 
light to the large Illunhcr of service­
men who joil! with the fine I>copie 
of the city to won;hip there. 

"The church --led by its able pastor, 
n. P. \\ 'ilson. and his wife. along with 
assistant pastor Kenneth Andrus and 
the Roy Handalls-does c,'crything pos­
sible to make tbe servicemen feel wel­
cOllle. Also of great help to the church 
are Mr. and Mrs. Edward Jones, who 
help with the children and young 1>cople. 

'"There arc bunks in the basement 
of the chu rch, \\ here servIcemen may 
spend the night. The men have access 
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to the church kitchell, which they take 
fu ll advantage of during the long win­
ter nights. There arc a phonograph 
and radio on which to hear gospel IllUS­

ic and programs. 
" Fairbanks Assembly must be the 

most popular church in t OWI1 judg-· 
ing from the many service people who 
attend. And after seeing both the spir­
itual and physical help the church of­
fers, it is 110t hard for one to under­
stand why it is sO popular.' 

'"The church provides a full week 
of services. On Tuesday night there 
is prayer meeting. 0 11 Thursday night 
there is Bible study; on Friday night 
Christians tra\·cl to a nearby church 
or mission to give needed help to a 
new work. Saturday night is the young 
people's service. which is conducted 
chiefly by sen-icemen. On Sunday 
morning, of cou rse, there is Sunday 
School and church; and on Sunday 
night there are three different sen'ices, 
including a vesper sen-icc. Between the 
vesper service and the main Sunday 
night ser vice Brother Andrus, along 
with the young people, holds a street 
se rvice in downtown Fairbanks, urg­
ing the p.assing people to come and visit 
the little log church and hear the Word 
of God. 

;'This church is trllly a hea\'en~sent 

light, shining bright to both Alaskans 
and servicemen who are looking for a 

place to worship and to seek God for 
needed help. Being a !'cn·iceman my­
.,elf I know that the servicemen away 
from home and friends need a church 
sllSh as Fairbanks Assembly to help 
them fight the battle of right against 
wrong. 

"All churches in lands distant from 
the Cnited States should be constant ly 
held up in prayer and in financial Still­
port, for they not only bring the gos­
pel to the needy natives of the country 
hut often gi\'e our own servicemen sta­
tioned far from home a little ray of 
su nlight when they arc homesick, lone­
ly, and discouraged." 

Another serv iceman writes: "1 al11 

from Detroit, j\[ichigan. and stationed 
at Ladd Air Force Base, Fairbanks, 
Alaska. r would like to express my 
appreciation of the Asscmbly of God 
here because it has been a help and 
a comfort to me. 

"Being in the army and away frolll 
loved ones J often feel disgusted and 
lonely, but when t go to church the 
pastor and the congregation are so 
friendly I just have no time to feel 
lonely. :Most of all, the presence of 
God is there. The church has really 
helped me to grow in God. I am 
stronger in Him now that t ever was 
hefore.

• Alaska Serving Servicemen In 
BY C . O. HIRSCHY 

Here in Kodiak, Alaska, we are next 
door to Russia. As we li:.,ten to the 
news, we are thankful to hear our 
American planes fl ying o\·erhead. 

Kodiak is the site of one of our 
large naval bases, and the servicemen 
and their families make up the majority 
of our people. Our Sunday School 
Superintendent, C. A. President, and 
teachers arc servicemen and their wi\·es. 
Our Assistant Sunday School Super­
intendent and Vice President of the 
C. A.'s is an ex-se n ·iceman. 1t is mainly 
the servicemen who are helping with 
the bu ilding of the new church. 

\Vork among the servicemen presems 
many problems but offers a great op­
portunity to give the Word to hllngry 
hearts. It is thrilling to see young 
men come into the church and kneel 
to dedicate themseh'es to God-some 
who havc nc\"er been sa\'ed, others \\"ho 
have wandered away from God . With 
few exceptions all have grown ill the 
Lord while here, and their test imonies 
nm like this one by Lyle Burchette:

Elim Missionary 
Assemblies 

One of the early landmarks in the 
Pentecostal Olltpouring soon after the 
turn of this century was the Elim Faith 
Ilome and Dible Training School in 
Rochester, New York. For many years 
It continued as an "oasi~" for sincere 
:-.eekers after God. 

Thi!> school closed in the Spring of 
1924 and Ivan Q. Spencer, a graduate, 
felt impressed to estahlbh a similar 
sc hool, since there was none in the 
nrea. This he did (at Hornell, N. Y.) 
in the Fall of the same year. As the 
years passed and the school enrollment 
increa~ed, many of the graduates of 
Elim lliblc Institute (not associated with 
ally other Fellowship) and the churches 
they had establi~hed fell the need for 
co-operative expression. Wilh definite 
openings in foreign fields and several 
graduates prepared to go, the Elim 
!\ I inisterial Fellowlihip was formed III 

1933. 
The Elim :\Iissionary Assemblies, 

established in 1947, is an outgrowth 
of this fellowship and was formed to 
more adequately care for these expand­
ing re!>ponsibilities. 1 t is a fellowship 
of npproximatcly 3,()(X) people in fifty 
co-operating churches. Tho\1gh the 
body is not large it is now sponsor­
ing 40 mis!>ionarics in tell foreign coun­
tries. 

The acli\"ilies of, the Elim 1lission­
ary Asscmblies arc perpetuated by an­
lIual represen tative assemblies, and dur­
ing the yea r by a seven ~tIlcmber execll­
live commi ttee. The pre~ent officers 
are: l\'an Q. Spencer, Presidcnt: Dan­
iel Evans, Vice-president; Carlton 
Spencer, Secretary; and Ward H. Lusk. 
Treasurer.

God, in response to the pray­
ers of Elijah, had withheld rain for three years. Desperate 
K ing Abab commissioned his prime minister to go in search 
o f water a nd pasture for the helpless animals belonging to 
his court.

Obadiah {cared the Lord greatly." We are at Ol1ce struck 
with the force o f cont rast presen ted in these sentences. 
Remembe r that the whole nation of r srael a t this tiJlle had 
abandoned it self to idolatry. immora lit y. and wickedness. 
To fi nd sai nts at all in such an age would be g rat i fying. T o 
find them in the em ploy of the wicked king wou ld bc still 
more aston ishin g , but to fi nd a sa int occupyi ng thc highest 
positi on in the k ingdom. apa rt from the king and queen , 
is very wonderfu l indeed , and it suggests some very prac­
tical lessons. 

( 1) M CII lIwy bc sail/ts thollgh they d, • .'cll "whcrr 
Satall.'s sca t is" (l~c vclation 2:1 3) . O badiah li,·ed in the 
lHidst o f a cesspool of corruption, in a hotbed of licentious­
ness, but he "feared the Lord greatly ." Thoug h surrounded 
by naal-worsh ipers, he re fused to bow the knee to 13aal , 
and went so far as to ri sk hi s life in order to save a h U Il­

clred of God 's prophets when Ahab would have Illu rdered 
them. 

Obadiah was just one of many saint s in both the old a nd 
new di spensations wbo retain ed their saintli ness and godly 
influence in the midst of wicked surroundi ngs-such saints 
as Joseph, Daniel, the three Hebrew children , J oa nna the 
wife of Herod's steward (Luke 8:3) , and the saints in the 
household of the Roman emperor ( Philippians 4 :22) . 

(2) A Christian is called to shine f or God ill a dark 
place. Too often Chri stians run away from their positiol1 
and environment because o f the difficulties and temptations 
which confront them. \Vhat makes the temptation worse is 
the fact that we may feel God wants us to seek a change. 
But does He? We are not called to flee but to fight! 
God has placed us where we are. \Vho are we to seek to 
change our environment apart froUl definite guidance from 
Him? If we shut ourselves away from all worldly people 
and surroundings, what then will happen to the world? Jesus 
said, "Ye are the salt of the carth." Salt is a preservative 
against corruption, a purifying agent. 1t has that value 
only when it comes in contact with that wh ich is to be 
purified or preserved. Jesll s also said, "Ye <Ire the light 
of the world." It is the height of selfi shness to hide that 
light under a bushel lest a blast of temptation should blow 
it out! Through Chri st we are "more than conquerors," 
masters of our environment and not victims of it. He has 
promised grace to enable uS to stand anywhere! (1 Co­
rinthians 10;13).

T raining National Workers

The big four-engine plane slowly 
taxied to a standstill. Squint ing through 
the porthole 1 caught a glimpse of 
Russell Kensinger, who had come to 
the airport to meet me. \Vith customs 
and immigration officers !>ath.fied we 
drove to 1\lanagua, where I would be 
~ ta.ring the night before continuing the 
journey to Leon for the special studies 
I "as scheduled to give there. 

As guest of Mr. and ~Irs. Kensinger, 
I went to the salva tion-hea ling cam­
paign that the Hichard Jefferys were 
holding on an open lot at the edge of 
town. The attendance had been small 
for the past few nights because of a 
war scare that had rapidly flared up 
between this and the neighhoring re­
public, bllt despite thi s nervousness 
among the people a fair number gath­
ered and listened hungrily as the gospel 
mes~age went forth with love and clar­
ity. There were some striking testi­
monies to sa lvation and healing. 

The followi ng day I joined Ellis 
Stolle in Leon to begin our Tmining 
Course, but we could not completely 
suppress a sense of disappointment 
when we began our classes with no 
more than five students. The possi­
bilities of war seemed to fill everyone's 
thoughts. J !owever, we soon recognized 
this as a testing of our faith l for with­
in a cou ple of days the enrollment had 
jumped to fifteen, and zeal and in­
terest bad mounted correspondingly. 

Our second course was to be held 
right out in the mountains, so donning 
riding clothes and stuffing a few more 
things into our saddle bags, together 
with hammock and blanket, we sta rted 
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0111. Loren T riplett joined the party 
now and, piling into a truck, we bumped 
and lurched ovcr the rocky road until 
mechan izect travel had to give way to 
more simple ways of "speeding-the­
light." 

At thi s point we were met by one 
of the believers with some good stOut 
Illules, and we cont inued for the bett er 
part of two days astride these hardy 
beaSh. \\'ith an eye to the weathcr 
we had each provided a waterproof 
riding cape and it was not long before 
we were lI !:o ing thelll. !\ight and rain 
came upon us together and we rode 
the muddy nail up and down hillsides 
and across ri vers until afler nine 
o'clock ill the pitch dark broken only 
by brilliant flashes of lightn ing. 

The Lord met us again in our classes 
as, with the aid of mimeographed les· 
son sheets and charts, we taught these 
mountain folk the precious truths of 
the gospel and how to convey them to 
others. Here we had an enrollment of 
sixteen and felt the presence of the 
Lord among the brethren in a marked 
way. 

Someone may ask if it isn't a waste 
of time to come out to these wilds to 
teach and preach the gospel instead of 
concentrating in the populolls cities. 
The answer is that we must go where 
the Lord leads and where He opens 
the door, for a spiritual revival must 
never be abandoned, no matter whether 
it is in the town Or country. Yet we 
do have churches in the largest cities 
of the land, and they are growing. They 
are our principal works, including the 
Bible school, but we cannot forget the 
many thousands who live out in these 

diificult--of-access mountain are as. 
Some of these young folk ha,·e 
proved to be among the most conse­
crated of our national workers and arc 
in no way behind [heir city cousins. 

\\' e ha"e held three such cour ses 
over the past six weeks and in each 
one the degree of personal consecra­
tion to the Lord's work among the 
young Christians who had enrolled was 
most gratifying. We will haye the sat­
isfaction of knowing that there will 
lie a larger number of them preparing 
for full-t ime ministry IJecause of this 
effort. 

This is only one phase of building 
the national church of nat ive material, 
but it is absolutely essential. The only 
pract ical plan that will enable us to 
reach the whole of our respective fields 
with the gospel is to stead ily encourage 
and train those of our national breth­
ren who are willing to heed the Master's 
call and give themselves to the ministry 
of the gospel. God has set His seal 
of approval upon this work, and we 
are pushing it [0 the limit of our 
st rength and ability. 

While we were holding these short 
courses in Nicaragua, l\T rs. \Villiams di­
rected another term of the \\'omen's 
Bible J nstitllte in San ta Ana, E1 Sal­
vador. Classes terminated thi s week, 
and forty-fi,'e fervent student s ha,'e 
returned to their churches better pre­
pared to carry forward a 1ll1l11stry in 
lhe various departments of church ac­
tmty. Next week J\lrs. Williams and 
I will leave together for Costa Rica. 
where we will take the oversight of 
the Bible school in that republic. 

Jesus said to the church ill Phila­
delphia , "Behold, I ha"e set before thee 
an open door." This message is also 
for us, the church of today. The open 
door is before us now. This is it-
160 million souls in Latin America 
alone, and ten million of them in Cen­
tral America. i\ow is the time for 
increased effort, even jf it does mean 
sacrifice. In this work we must count 
011 you, and we know you wili not 
let liS down. The eternal losses would 
be too great! We need material and 
spiritual support, prayers and offerings; 
God's work is spiritual and practical. 
Very few of these young men are ahlr 
to bear the entire cost of going ., 
Bihle school, and funds for this part 
of the work are urgently needed.

1.0\'(' is dcmonstrated only 
throllgh suffcring- ·either physical or 
spIritual. A human mother's love may 
he the classic example. Her body goes 
to the vallcy of lhe shadow of death. 
Pain beyond description grips the very 
life of a mother when the child is 
born. \\"hy God ha.,> ordained it I can­
nOl !k"lY, but the imeparahle bond be­
t\\"een love and suffering has never been 
(hanged. 

As truly as God's Word says much 
abollt lov(', it also says much about 
suffering. Thi~ is not a popular sub­
ject today we'd rather call a man to 
bring revival, we'd rather work on new 
methods. But unless Zion travails she 
do('s 1I0t bring forth children . 

Oh, the beauty of that Cross that 
still is to the true child o f God the 
high peak of glory! Love and suffer­
ing are wrapped in the arms of the 
cross, where blood, tears. and agony 
flow in a stream of life 10 a dying 
world. nUl multitudes around us know 
nothing but a popular, cost~llle-noth ing , 
Illo(\e-of-Il:e-day religion, where people 
meet together at church 011 Sunday as 
if it wcre a cluhhouse, while a world 
dies around them. 

I.ove suffcrs. The Scripture says, 
"If we suffer "ith I Jim we sha iJ also 
reign with Him." In the li"es of the 
missionaries on the platform with me 
today there arc stor ies of suffering be­
yond my ability to d('~cribc. There have 
heen londy nights of intercession. They 
have wept and cried for the Sall is bound 
by Sa tan while others slept. There have 
heen spi ritllal agonies, and ohen even 
physical suffering. There are stories 
of suffering I cannot begin to describe. 

\\' hen r was ten ycars of age l3lanclle 
Appleby came through our h0111e en 
route to China. Year after year she 
has worked for the Lord in fo reign 
fields during the past thirty ycars. In 
the Japanesc prison camps, not know­
ing whether the morning would bring 
life or death, she waited to be set 
free. And when she was reJeased her 

only purpose was to go back again 
to the harvcst field. 

Y was preaching in a missionary COll­

\('ntion not many months ago, and in 
the dosing moments of the service a 
man sat with his head bowed. 1 knew 
him well; I kncw his record. \Vhen 1 
gavc the appeal for support of the calise 
of missions J felt certain I was read­
ing his thoughts. Jt seemed to me he 
was !><lying: "Cod, l've no money to 
gi\"e-I have been a missionary thirty 
years, and I do not own a home or 
ha\"e a 1>OI.lIk account. Cod, J'm almost 
an object of charity. 1 cannot give you 
my life; it's now been given, and it 
went so quickly. 1 felt confident the 
Iloly Spirit was allowing me to sec 
his very soul and mind. 

The group rose together and moved 
toward the front. And as the altar 
began to fil\ l listcned to that father 
pray: "Jeslls, J long to give you some­
thing to satisfy the trava il of your soul 
for al\ these who have not heard. I 
cannot give you money, for 1 din't earn 
any on the fie ld-only my bread and 
hutter. 1 cannot give you my life, for 
it has becn spent. Jesus, 1 have a son 
and a daughte r-in-law and a little grand­
baby. J'll gi ve you these." That son 
is on the field today, one of the hardest 
fields in the world. 

The last time 1 was in Glad Tidings 
Tabernacle in New York for a mis­
sionary cOlH'en tion , a fatber on his 
way to Africa arose and told of a con­
ve rsation he had with his son. The 
son came to hi s father with bitter­
ness and said, "Daddy, it's not rea­
sonable for you to leave me at home 
and go to the black boys of Africa." 

The fathe r bowed his head and called 
his dearest son by name and said, "No, 
it isn't reasonable. But neither was 
Cah'ary." 

Then the boy put his arms around 
his fathcr's neck and said, "Daddy, it's 
true. There's nothing reasonable about 
the sacrifice of the Cross . 1 want yOIl 

to go." 
The apostle sa id in 1 Corinthians 12 

that we arc mcmbers of the body of 
Christ, and that if one member suffers 
al\ should stiffer wilh it. But some arc 
so paralyzed that they don't feel the 
heart pain of the 10Sl for whom Jeslls 
died. I would to God the \Vord, the 
Spirit, a "oice from heaven could awak­
en every member of the body. The 
hope of the church is with those who 
can still feel the pulsating presence of 
the lIoly Spirit. 

It has not been many years since [ 
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was a so·called evangelist almost de· 
void of Illis~iollary \,j~ion. One day. 
staggered by my sin and failure, I went 
into the woods alone and said, "God, 
['11 give you a chance to speak." When 
I opened my heart to God I thought 
my soul would be crushed. That bur· 
den for the lo!)t of the earth has never 
left me. Give God a chance You are 
the body of Christ. 

)[i5sions is not the business of just 
the missionary. :\rission.s is ollr cross. 
:\li5sio115 is Ollr burden. \\'e must not 
surfeit and dille in the abundance at 
home to the excill!)ion of those out there. 

"And r saw the dead, small and 
great, stand before God; and the books 
were opencd." Every man's record will 
be there. Time is running out. Time 
is short. And the day is nCar when 
we will stand before II im. 

I can see a man stepping up for 
his sentence on that day. Ilis record 
is unfolded and the Judge says, ").[ercy 
is gone, and grace is past. Depart." 

"But God, }\'e tried so hard to find 
the way. God, I went to the moun­
tains and the rivers and the trees and 
said, 'Do you know God?'" 

You wi.ll stand with bowed head and 
listen 10 that cry as a member of the 
body of Christ who had it in your 
power to tell him-but you didn't. Will 
you lift a finger to the Judge and 5.'y, 
"God, you're not faithful"? God will 
point back at you and 5.'y, "You're 
the body of Christ. You were m}' heart 
on earth , my lips, my servant , my la · 
bor, my body." 

Young people have ,roluntcered to 
give up home and hved ones and go 
10 any corner of the world for Christ. 
They are willing to accept privation, 
loneliness, ha7~.rd, and suffering. But 
they cannot go, because you as a ullsi· 
nessman or a housewife doo't feel that 
5.'lme call and make the lesser sacrifice 
of giving to pay their way. 

Is missions the business of miSSion· 
aries on ly, or of the whole body of 
Christ? 1s it not worth more than 
$7.00 per capita-two cen ts a day? 
Though you cannot go yourself, you 
can sacrifice to send another, and thi s 
great work of missions will be carried 
011. And someday at the judgment when 
the records are opened a man will stand 
and say, "All my life I sought for 
God. And then it was brought to me 
in the voice of a messenger," and he 
will enter gates of pearl to embrace 
yOll and call you blessed.
