Back to the Bible

A rather amusing story was publishing by the United Press some
time ago. It seems that a quantity of pamphlets entitled, “Control of
Termites,” was piled in the mailing room of the University of Cali-
fornia at Berkeley. One day some maintenance men discovered ter-
mites in the room. In fact, the insects had eaten all the way through a
large stack of these very pamphlets!

A person would hardly expect to find termites in a place where so
much anti-termite knowledge was stacked up. And vet, that was just
the trouble—the information on how to control termites was just
stacked up. It had not been put into practice.

We have a Book in our churches and homes that deals with the sin
problem, but it needs to be put into practice or the forces of evil
will never be defeated. It contains the gospel of Christ, the power
of God to save everyone that will believe. It points to the Lamb
of God who shed His blood to take away the sin of the whole world.
And yet, unless we put that Book to work the power of Satan will
remain unchecked and the ranks of the damned will continue to swell.

We need to go back to the Bible and open it so that its mighty power
may be turned loose in the world. It is not enough to study about
the Bible: we need to study the Bible itself in Sunday School. It
is not enough to preach Bible doctrines: our sermons may be Scrip-
turally sound and yet be spiritually weak if they do not contain a
large amount of the Bible itself. There is power in quoting the Word
of God. The Saviour said, “The words that I spez ik unto you, they
are spirit and they are life.” On another occasion He said, “The
seed is the Word of God.” If we want a spiritual harvest we must
plant the Seed itself,

Christians ought to carry their Bibles to church and use them
during the service. Bibles are as indispensable as songbooks for a
profitable worship service. If people will not bring their own Bibles,
there should be copies in the pews. Let the pastor lead the congrega-
tion in reading a portion of the Scripture t there be
a rustling of leaves all over the church as the shepherd leads his
flock through the green pastures of the Word. There is no sweeter
music ‘under heaven than the sound of a congregation turning the
pages of their Bibles during the sermon.

Someone shipped a consignment of New Testaments in a carton on
which was printed in large black letters the words, “Highly explosive
~=dangerous.” The shipper had crossed them out, but the words were
more applicable perhaps than he realized. As the late Professor Wil-
liam Lyon Phelps, of Yale, said—the Bible “ought to have written on
the cover, ‘Highly explosive, Handle with care.’ It is the book which
by the dynamite of its message has lifted empires off their hinges, and
turned the course of human events. It has put down the mighty from
their seats, and has exalted men of low degree.”” But it must be opened
and used to be effective,

Yet, when this poor
beggar cried out that he, too, might re-
ceive deliverance, they said, “Who are
you to disturb the people?” That at-
titude is often expressed by the religion-
ists of our day; they turn away those
who come to them for help, saying that
deliverance is not for us today. Listen,
friend, that is not true. Jesus Christ
does love you today. He still has com-
passion on you.

THE INVITING CHRIST

Consider the plight of this blind man.
Put yourself in his place. He longed
to enjoy life as others. The man's
condition had caused him to be sepa-
rated from society. He could not live
as others lived. He had to sit in dark-
ness, with a lonely heart. He had to
sit by the wayside, begging for the
portions usually handed to the blind.
At night, he had to find his way back
home and prepare a meal for himself
as best he could. Day after day he sat
and begged. The people dodged him;
the religionists drew in their cloaks as
they passed him by, ostentatiously flip-
ping in a farthing or a mite. They
didn’t care about him; he was just a
blind beggar.

But that man had a precious soul that
was crying out for deliverance. He had
heard that Jesus of Nazareth, who
healed the blind, was passing by. As
Jesus came near, he could feel the
presence of a power greater than any
he had ever known, and he cried out,
“Jesus!” From his heart he was crying
to the Saviour. “Have mercy on me!

Some ask, “If there is such abundant
provision for our salvation and healing,
why is there so much sin and sickness?”

CHRISTIANS IN CZECHOSLOVYAKIA
CHALLENGE ATHEIST CLAIMS

Christians in Czechoslovakia are re-
ported to be writing newspapers asking
atheists to explain how they can live
with themselves and be happy without
believing in God. One prominent com
munist has attempted an answer in the
organ of the Communist Youth League.
He said that one can “enrich his life”
by work in mines, factories, co-opera-
tives, or schools. He said that “he who
gives most to society gains most.”

The communist conceded that belief
in an all-powerful benevolent God has
its advantages. “It is possible,” he said,
“to turn to Him and to tell Him one's
fears and sins, and ask Him to see that
everything turns out all right. You
have had a bad time on earth: it will be
all the better for you in heaven.” But
he emphasized that communists reject
such ideas,

Meanwhile a communist party paper
complained that atheistic propaganda is
not making enough headway in Czech-
oslovakia. “We suffer from a short-
age of qualified lecturers,” it said. It
reported that a film on the origin of
religion would be released soon; and
also a book entitled “Ways of Over-
coming Religion.”

TOP ROMANIAN LEADER BURIED

WITH RELIGIOUS RITES

For the first time in Communist-
dominated Eastern Europe, a top gov-
ernment leader was buried with full re-
ligious rites. Reports broadcast by the
Bucharest Radio said Dr. Petru Groza,
Chief of State in Romania, was interred
after an 80-minute service conducted by
Patriarch Justinian of the Romanian
Orthodox Church. The patriarch was
assisted by two metropolitans and num-
erous bishops, priests, and archdeacons.

Premier Groza, who died at 72 after
a stomach operation, had served from
1919 to 1927 as a lay deputy in the
Synod and Congress of the Romanian
Church. Although he espoused the
Communist cause, he was never a mem-
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ber of the Communist The
Bucharest Radio said short
sermons were preached at the rites in
the various languages used in Romania.
It said the sermons repeatedly stressed
that Dr. Groza “died at peace with his
Grod.”

According to the station, the services
were attended by the principal Com-
munist leaders and members of the gov-
ernment, The churches must be very
strong 1n Romania or the Communists
surely would not make such a con
that.

EAST GERMAN PASTORS REMAINING
WITH THEIR FLOCKS

Bishop Dibelius, head of the Evan-
gelical (Lutheran) Church in Germany,
is disturbed over the impression being
gained by the public that pastors in the
Soviet Zone have moved to the West
in  wholesale numbers. Actually, he
said, only about 100 of a total of 6,000
pastors in the East Zone have gone to
the West, with or without permission
from their church superiors. At the
risk of their own personal safety the
overwhelming majority are staying with
their flocks, he said, “as is their duty.”

CATHOLICS GAINING IN BRITAIN
According to the 1958 Catholic Di-
rectory there were 14,077 adult con-
versions to Roman Catholicism in Eng-
land and Wales during 1957, bringing
the total number of Catholics in that
area to 3,343,000, The Directory esti-
mated there are 757,000 Catholics in
Scotland and 476,000 in Northern Ire-
land, making a total of over 414 million
for all the United Kingdom (out of a
total population of some 50 million).

CATHOLICS KNOCK ON 819,000 DOORS
IN WISCONSIN CANVASS

A statewide Catholic canvass dubbed
“Operation Doorbell” was made in
Wisconsin with very good results from
the viewpoint of the Roman Catholic
hierarchy. Some 31,000 Catholic lay-
men called on more than 819,000 homes
over half of which were non-Catholic.

THIS PRESENT WORLD

A total of 18,790 non-Catholic fami-
lies expressed interest in learning more
about the Catholic faith. They were
invited to attend Inquiry Forums. The
“Census and Information Program” in
Milwaukee was chmaxed with two
special services in which 665 adult con-
verts were confirmed the same day.
POAU WARNS AGAINST SECTARIAN

POLITICAL PARTIES

The organmization known as Protes-
tants and Other Americans United for
Separation of Church and State has
proposed that potential Roman Catholic
catcdidates for President and Vice
President in 1960 be asked to take
public stands on controversial issues
concerning Church and State relations.
The organization issued the statement
from its Washington office on the tenth
anniversary of its founding.

At the same time, it warned against
the formation of “any Catholic or anti-
Catholic political party” in the United
States. It said that formation of parties
or factions based on religious affiliation
would inevitably lead to “political mani-
pulation of church affairs.”

“We recall with regret those chapters
of our history when religious prejudice
ran amok in the Know-Nothing move-
ment and the Ku Klux Klan,” POAU
declared. “We believe, however, that
the religion of a candidate for Presi-
dent or Vice President should not be
used as a shield to conceal his views on
matters of Church-State policy.” It
suggested that Catholic candidates be
asked :

(1) Whether they “personally ap-
prove” of the ‘“boycott” of public
schools by Catholic parents as embodied
in Canon 1374 of Roman Catholic
canonical law which requires a special
dispensation to send students to non-
Catholic schools.

(2) To state whether they would
favor the grant of public tax money
to parents of children attending paro-
chial schools.

(3) What their policy would be re-
garding the appointment of an ambas-
sador or special representative to the
Vatican.

BIBLE TAUGHT BY TELEVISION

Television viewers in the Capital area
can now take a course of Bible studies
without leaving their own living rooms.
American University, a Methodist in-
stitution, is now presenting a weekly
series on the Bible over WMAL, Wash-
ington, D.C., in co-operation with the
National Capital Area Council of
Churches.

The first course on “The Message
of Jesus in the Gospels” is being taught
by a Presbyterian pastor, Dr. George
M. Docherty. He has six university
students in the studio to represent his
class. Viewers do their “homework” by
using study outlines which are available
in advance upon request.

MEMPHIS CHURCH HAS BUILT-IN
TELEVISION STUDIO

Many churches televise their services
but Bellevue Baptist Church in Mem-
phis, Tenn., is probably the only one
in the country with a built-in TV studio.
The church has invested $52,000 in
lights, cameras, generators, and other
equipment, and has obtained a license
from the Federal Communications
Commission. Church members handle
the monitors, receivers, control board,
cameras, etc. Only the director and
engineer are professionals.

Each Sunday morning the entire
seventy-minute- service including the
sermon by the pastor, Dr. Robert G.
Lee, is televised. The transmitter beams
a signal from a church studio window
to the 1,087-foot-high tower of the com-
mercial station (WHBQ) three blocks
away. The $250.00 a week TV bill is
part of the regular budget of the 9,000-
member church.

CHURCH CONSTRUCTION SETS RECORD

The government reports that church
construction set an all-time record in
1957 with new buildings worth
$868,000,000 started by America’s
churches and synagogues. The new rec-
ord surpassed the old (set in 1956) by
exactly $100,000,000.

RECORD BIBLE SHIPMENT

The Gideons at Honolulu received
12,000 copies of the Scriptures recently,
the largest shipment in the history of
the Islands. The Bibles will be distrib-
uted among school children, hospital

SENATCR GER AND REFRESENTAT SILER have introduced bills in

Congress which would prohibit the interstate transportation of
alcoholic beverage advertising materials. These laws, if passed,
would help to eliminate the more offensive liquor ad campaigns,
particularly radio and TV commercials for beer, ale and wine,

SEVERAL BILLS have been introduced to stop the serving of alcoholic

beverages on domestic aircraft. There are two bills in the
Senate, five in the House of Representatives, all similar. The
House of Representatives passed this legislation in 1956 but
the Senate failed to act before the 84th Congress ad jowrned. As
a result, the debate must be started all over again. There is
small likelihood that the legislation will be adopted by both
House and Senate unless Christian citizens everywhere write to
their Congressmen and urge its passage.

We encouraged him to start the
work on Wells Station Road in Mem-
phis, and suggested to some of our peo-
ple who lived in that immediate area
that they might wish to help him.”

church in a converted home. First
Assembly provided the new work with
a total of almost $1,000 toward securing
the building and gave Pastor Lindsey
and his congregation all the moral sup-
port possible.

Today Calvary Assembly has a beau-
tiful new church adjacent to the house
where the work began. The Sunday
School is averaging 76, and church
attendance numbers between 70 and
100. TLast year Calvary Assembly
gained forty per cent in Sunday School
over the first year.

Ouagadougou Church Dedicated

Approximately one thousand people attended the

dedication services of this new Upper Volta church

Near the center of the capital city
of Upper Volta, West Africa, stands
the Assemblies of God church, This
attractive structure is ready to serve the
people of the capital city and reach
them for God.

The first Assemblies of God mis-
sionaries to enter Upper Volta came
to Ouagadougou in January 1921,
They procured land about a mile west
of the town and built the mission
station and an adobe church, This
served well for many years until it
was decided that a church mnear the
center could accomplish much more.

In 1945, the Harold Joneses, miss-
ionaries to Upper Volta, began to raise
funds for this project in the U.S.A.
and collected twenty per cent of the
amount necessary for the structure.
Other missionaries of the field raised
seventy-five per cent, and the nationals
provided the other five per cent.

The fireproof building is of con-

10
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crete and steel construction and is
roofed with heavy sheets.
The prefabricated steel framework and
the roofing were purchased in Takor-
adi, Ghana, and had to be transported
on two semitrailer rigs to Ouagadougou,
a distance of 700 miles. Doors are of
translucent glass panes in steel frames.

Construction began in May, 1956.
The building was erected on the pay-
as-you-go plan and dedicated free of
indebtedness. The cost was approxi-
mately $13,000. It would have been
twice that much if a local contracting

I HE MORE WE SEEK THE |.ORD, THE

more we'll seek the lost, The Lord and
the lost are very closely identified.
“The Son of man is come to seek and
to save that which lost” (Luke
19:10). Jesus was a true Seeker, a
Shepherd of lost sheep. He was con-
stantly on the move, mostly by foot, go-
ing, seeking, finding, bringing—the lost
ones. ‘‘Other sheep | have, which are
not of this fold: them also I must
bring,” He said (John 10:16).

No human in history dare accuse
Christ of being a “professional” Shep-
herd and Soul-winner.

I T WAS A DARK TIME WHEN HAN-
nah prayed that prayer (1 Samuel 1).
It was a time of virtual anarchy, for
“every man did that which was right in
his own eyes.” You have only to read
the Book of Judges to see the degrada-
tion to which men will go when they
follow their own ideas of right without
regard to the law of God.

“The word of the LLord was precious
in those days; there was no open vi-
sion.”

Prayer had so lost its reality that
when Hannah prayed in genuine earn-
estness of soul, Eli—the most religious
man in the nation—misunderstood her
and accused her of being drunk!

There was corruption among leaders.
The unscrupulous deeds of the young
priests, the sons of Eli, were a crimson
stain on the honor and integrity of the
priesthood. The people had no one to
show them the way out of the darkness.

It was a time of national danger.
The Philistines, armed for war, pa-
raded the borders of the country; they
whetted their swords at the very gates,
ready to pour into Israel with great
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destruction. Fear and dread hovered
over the people.

Israel was getting ripe for judgment.
God was soon to reckon with her by
turning her over to her enemies for
chastening !

It was during this dark time that
Hannah prayed! She was under great
pressure to pray. Her spirit was sor-
rowful. She wanted a child—a man
child.

Hannah wanted this child, not for
what he would do for her, but for
what she could do for him and for the
Lord God. Adoption agencies have to
know why childless couples want a
baby before one is given to them. If the
child is to be used to cure a jealous or
neurotic wife or to keep a marriage
from going on the rocks, reliable
agencies will not let the child go. The
arrangement must be for the child, not
for the parents; they must have some-
thing to offer him.

More often than not, natural parent-
hood takes care of this risk. Some-
thing about the burden and pain of
bearing a child makes him so precious
that a mother will rarely exploit her
own child. Tt is so with the Church.
God will not give us converts merely
to swell the ranks of our church or to
bolster the reputation of the preacher.
He does not give us converts as paying
customers to put us out of debt and
increase the offerings. The spirit of
competition must not enter in here—
it is a precinct too sacred and holy
for such motives. God gives us con-
verts when we long for them for His
glory—apart from the agitating num-
bers on the wall register. We do not
get converts the way a salesman gets
prospects. “As soon as Zion travailed,
she brought forth her children.” Real
vevivals, lasting revivals, have always
heen born m the agonies of intercessory
soul travail.

What can one person do? Hannah—
a woman who lived in a dark, danger-
ous, corrupt, and restless time-—could
pray a prevailing prayer. She could
couple a vow of consecration with her
pleadings. She could go away and pos-
sess her miracle—a man child who
would turn the nation back to God and
bring peace to the land of Israel in his
time. In doing so, she found happiness
and peace for her own heart and house
hold.

America is in desperate need of men
ol Samuel’s caliber. Only the Church
-an produce them. And this will be
done through intercessory prayer, as it
was for Hannah. 9

Learn: “But thou, O Lord, shalt endure
for ever” (Psalm 102:12).

For the Parent: God is eternal. The Bible
tells us He has always been and always will
be. Remind the group that there is a life
beyond this present life. All people will
live in that life, but whether our abode is
heaven or hell depends on whether or not
we accept Christ as our Saviour, Stress
the importance of making this decision now
and accepting Christ.

To clarify our thinking, we must dis-
tinguish between unity, union and uni-
formity. It is possible for persons or
groups to organize into a wunion and
still not effect unity. Also, it is pos-
sible to impose wuniform practices on
people and still fail to achieve unity.
Unity is a virtue that is superior to
both union and uniformity.

Of this virtue of unity David ex-
claimed in Psalm 133—"Behold, how
cood and how pleasant it is for breth-
ren to dwell together in unity! It is
like the precious ointment upon the
bead, that ran down upon the beard,
even Aaron’s beard: that went down to
the skirts of his garments; as the dew
of Hermon, and as the dew that de-
scended upon the mountainis of Zion:
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for there the ILord commanded the
blessing, even life for evermore.”

This Psalm is short, but it contains
much important truth. The first verse
indicates it is “brethren” who are re-
sponsible for unity. Unity is a condi-
tion enjoyed only by those who are
bound to God. Those who are outside
the pale of salvation have no conception
of this spiritual quality of unity. It is
the Holy Spirit who communicates this
blessed condition to our hearts. Of
course, the co-operation of our wills is
necessary if we are to maintain the
unity of the Spirit.

To help us appreciate the grace of
unity, the Psalmist compares it to
“precious ointment” and to “the dew of
Hermon.” The perfumed oil that was
poured upon Aaron’s head had a lovely
fragrance. This illustrates the thought
of pleasantness, mentioned in the first
verse of this Psalm. Unity is a most
pleasant condition in a church.

We are told that the dew descended
copiously from Hermon. In the
mornings this dew was almost tor+ ntial
as it ran down the slopes the

mountain, It made the land in the
foothills fertile and prepared the
ground for fruitful vegetation. Thus,

as stated in verse one, it is “good” or
profitable for brethren to dwell together
in unity. Unity is both pleasant and
profitable,

What the conditions for true
unity 7 There must be association. Peo-

dre

ple may reduce visible friction by sepa-
rating themselves from each other, but
no unity is achieved in this way. There
must be a mingling of and
activities to validate condition of
unity.

Also there must be wariety. Truth
itself cannot be modified. It must be
held inviolate, but true unity consists of
a harmonizing of different ~people and
different talents. Each national group
has its unique customs, but believers
everywhere are conscious of a basic,
spiritual unity among themselves in
spite of differences in national customs.
Uniformity is not essential to unity.

Then there must be liberty. The pro-
hibition of disagreement is no guarantee
of unity. Legislation can never produce
unity ; there must be a voluntary desire
on the part of believers for this ideal.

persons

Again, there must be life. There is
no strife in a graveyard; dead men do
not quarrel. A dead church is peace-
ful enough, but true unity is a vibrant
and pulsating reality.

Also, there must be intelligence. The
so-called unity that is produced by
witcheraft and superstition is not unity.
There must be a recognition of God’s
will and purpose if we are to have
unity. Ignorance is an infertile soil
for unity.

The Lord always rewards the condi-
tion of unity. As David said, “For there
the Lord commanded the blessing, even
life for evermore” (v. 3). Commanded
is a strong word, especially when ap-
plied to God. The omnipotent, sover-
eign Lord of glory will order every
resource, agent, and instrument to con-
verge on the condition of unity for
blessing. Isn't that wonderful? Think
of it! When the time arrives that
Cod commands revival, there is nothing
fat can stop it. Oh, that we may meet
criptural conditions and so have God-
ommanded revivals. Unity will bring
the rich blessings of God.

The first word of this Psalm, “Be-
hold,” suggests the best method of pre-
senting the ideal of unity. John the
Baptist knew the effective way of
presenting Christ to his congregation ;
he said, “Behold the Lamb of God.”
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That's the best way to preach Christ.
If we will lift up Christ, present Him,
get people to look at Him, they will be
won to Him.

So it is with unity. We will never
get unity by means of coercion, legis-
lation, sarcasm, condemnation, or beg-
ging. It is much better to demonstrate
it so that we can point at it and say,
“Behold this unity; isn’t it pleasant and
good ?” A visible manifestation of unity
is the crying need of our day. May we
who name the name of Christ be ex-

emplars of this blessed virtue. 4«

they would let him, and he prayed
constantly for my healing.

On the seventh morning I began to
vomit old blood, pans of it. 1 also
began to regain consciousness, but my
personality was changed. When I went
into the coma I was unsaved. What
happened I can’t tell or explain, but
when I came back to consciousness I
was “‘a mew creature.”

Six days later I was home, and ten
days later T went to church. I was so
weak I could hardly make it to the
altar, but God filled me with the
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blessed Holy Spirit. He also restored
my hearing, which had been impaired
through my illness. To Him he all the
glory.

Such a
declaration might be made to those “of
kindred faith” who might understand
that a person was taking a position in
faith, but not to others.

“Hast thou faith? have it to thyself
before God” (Romans 14:22). We can
not imagine Abraham going before the
people of the land declaring, “I have a
son,” when no son was there, His faith
was between him and God, until God
gave him the evidence in the birth of
Isaac. Faith is good, but “let not then
your good be evil spoken of” (Romans

14:16).

Is it possible for persons not right with
God to work miracles in the name of
Jesus? How will God deal with such people
at the Judgment?

It is possible that real works are
done in the name of the Lord Jesus for
purposes other than to glorify Christ, in
which case the soul of the worker might
be lost. Paul realized that he might

M. THE CURSE OF PRIDE (Luke 18:10-12).

“And he spake this parable unto certain which trusted
in themselves that they were righteous, and despised others.”
To whom did Jesus address this parable? Certainly not to
the Pharisees, who would see nothing at all out of order
in the parable! It was

to lose,

in the prayer of the Pharisee
to His own followers, in whom IHe detected symptoms
of smug complacency, self-exaltation, and spiritual pride.
Note the Pharisee’s mistakes:

(1) He had a wrong opinion of himself. “God, 1 thank
thee, that I am not as other men are. ., . . I fast twice
in‘the week, 1 give tithes of all 1 possess.” Paul has a verse
which covers the case of anyone who errs as this man did
—"“Tf a man think himself to be something, when he 1is
(Galatians 6:3). True hu-
mility means recognizing one’s own nothingness, as far as
any personal merit is concerned.

Naturally, however, we cannot be blind or oblivious to
certain natural advantages or talents we possess. There
is a mock humility, which is as proud as conceit, and it is
forever belittling one's own natural endowments. So Paul
does not mean to say that if we are truly humble we shall
be entirely ignorant of any natural ability we possess. What
he does condemn is glorying in our talents or attainments
as if we were entirely responsible for them. “And what
hast thou that thou didst not receive? now if thou didst
receive it, why dost thou glory . . . ?” (1 Corinthians 4:7).
We may paraphrase Paul’s argument as follows: “Have you
a brilliant mind? a beautiful voice? speaking ability ? Don't

given you by God.”
(2) He had a wrong conception of others. “God, 1

thank thee, that 1 am not as other men are, extortioners,
unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican.” The Pharisee

He looked around for
a dark background wherewith to set oif the jewel of his

own professed piety. But how could he judge himself better

than the publican, into whose heart he could not look? What
do the Scriptures say to all who do the same thing?

The publican, with deep contrition and grief, said, “God
be merciful to me a sinner.” And Christ said of him, “I
tell you, this man went down to his house justified [ac-
cepted of God as righteous| rather than the other.”

But humility is a prerequisite
not only for salvation but for all the blessings of God! Its
absence is surely one reason why we often fail to receive
all of those things which are part of our inheritance in
Christ. In view of these things, let us “be clothed with
humility: for God resisteth the proud, and giveth grace
to the humble” (1 Peter 1:5, 6).

two sections lie directly under the scalp and make up the
largest part of the brain.
as they are called, are connected by white nerve fibers.

The two sections of the cerebrum remind us of Christ
who was both human and divine. He was “God
manifest in the flesh” (1 Tim. 3:16).
and divine; He was God and man. These two natures could
co-exist only because they were pure. Remember that
the cerebrum is in two sections, connected by nerve fibers
which are white (signifying purity).

As we study the cerebrum more closely, we find that
growth is greatest in this section. The apostle Peter exhorts
us to “grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ” (2 Peter 3:18). Let us grow
in Him!

A strange fact, however, is that intelligence is not based
on the weight or size of the brain. One of the largest
human brains was found in an idiot! How true this also
is in the spiritual realm—so many people only know about
God. Their minds are puffed up with this knowledge, but
they do not really know God, for to know Him is to love
Him and serve Him,

Spirit, has the finction 6f controlling our musgles so we
can walk, stand, and meve without céllapsing. Its processes
are automatic in nature and do not require conscious thought.

Jesus sent the Comforter, who is the Holy Spirit, to
keep us from falling and to strengthen us against the powers
of evil. We do not have to stop and invite the Spirit to
come to our aid; He i1s with us at all times.

The medulla, which we can liken to God the Father, has
the important function of keeping the heart beating, the
lungs breathing, and other vital organs working. Just as
we are dependent upon the medulla for the continuation of
physical life, so also are we dependent upon God our Creator
for both physical and spiritual life.

It is interesting to note that the mind has a number of
cranial nerves extending from it. These nerves send and
receive messages to and from the eyes, ears, mouth, etc.
How many of these messenger nerves are there? Not two or
six or ten—but twelve.

God has only human witnesses to carry His message of
love and salvation. Jesus Himself chose twelre men to be
instruments through which the gospel should be preached;
and their commission has been passed on to all believers.
We are His messengers.

In the beginning God said, “Let us make man in our
image, after our likeness.” And since that day of creation,
man has carried the likeness of the Trinity—a constant re-
minder of the Creator and of our relationship to Him.,
