1.sscd by" as he came from 
the cOIl1\try ( :\lark 15:21 ) . As he 
;,tood at an intersection in J erw;alclll, 
no doubt hi s attention was attracted to 
the st range scene. A s the procession 
came down the narrow street he stood 
there, lookillg and listening, when sud· 
denly and unexpectedly he was com· 
pellcd by the Roman soldier!:> to take 
a leading part in the drama, 

"I kllow 110 t what may corne today. 
Some needy soul may cross my way 

Lord, give me words of cheer, I pray, 
To meet the rmc.Tpcctcd." 

Who wa s this Simon of Cyrene? 
Cyrene is located on the north coast of 
Africa, and is now known as Tripoli, 
Jews in large numbers had settled there, 
These took an active pa r t in persecut· 
ing S tephen. Other~ are mentioned in 
Act s 2 a s hea ring Peter and wiwessing 
the olltpollred S pirit on Pentecost. 
These Cyrenians also had an act ive 
part in establishing a church III 

A nlioch, where the bel ie,'ers were first 
called Christ hills. 

The probability is therefore that 
Silllon was a Jew, a coulltry rustic, and 
that after carry ing the cross he became 
a believer and was known to the Chr is·

of thc Assemhlies of God. the needs 
and responsibilities of this world-wide 
fellowship ha\'C increased. For several 
years study has been made of the 
financial structure of the organization 
with a purpose to cstahlish all our 
work on a sound financial basis. As 
a result of a growing dcmand frOIll 
local churches fOI' a more systematic 
financial program. ~I committee as 
appointed by the Executive Presbytery 
to study the over-all denominational 
Mewa rdship of the Assemblies of God. 
The report of this committee. which 
recommended the Cooperative Plan, 
was adopted by the 27th Genera l 
Council in Cleveland, Ohio. 

The Cooperative Plan is designed to 
encourage systematic support of all 
Assemblies of God ministries--district, 
regional, na tional. and foreign. As of 
Ja nuary 1. 1958. churches are receiving 
credi t for contributions to :'I l issions 
(W orld-Foreign and H ome), Be­
nevolences, Had io, Education I nst itu­
tions, and the national sen'ice depart­
ments-i.e., Execu ti"e Off ices, Sunday 
School, Chri st's Ambas5..'ldors, Evange­
lism, Educatioll, 1\ len's Fell owshi p, and 
'Vornen's :r..lissionary Counci l, and othe r 
General Counci l-, regional-, and dis­
trict-sponsored projects. 

U nder the plan, it is recommended 
that each church ( I ) cont ribute regular­
ly to di strict ministries accordi ng to 
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d;....trict policy; (2) send a monthly 
missionary of feri ng (\ Vorld- Foreign 
and I-lome ) to the national headquarter ... 
in Springfield, :'Ilissouri; (3) send a 
contribution each month to the GClleral 
COllncil (de~ignatecl or 111Idesignatcd ) 
for other ministries. 

All churches will recel\'e a quarterly 
report of their progre:;s under the Co­
operative Plan. This I1CW recognition 
system has been established in order to 
(I) aid the church in e\'aluation and 
development of its own steward~hip; 
(2) pro,- ide recognition and credit to 
local churches for all denominational 
giving-General Council. District Coun­
cil, and regional; (3) eventually reducc 
the number of special financial appeals; 
(4) provide funds for c\'ery phase of 
the Assembl ies of God ministry, and 
(5) give a complete pictu re of o\'er­
all denominational stcwardship. 

Dist ricts, missionar ics, field repre­
sentat ives, and educat ional and regional 
inst itutions will send dircctly to the 
national hcadquartcrs a repon of con­
tributions they recei\'e. Linder the Co-

T HE .\SSE~IBLIES OF GOD MO\,E\IEXT 

has made tremendous ,growth since it 
was fir",t incorporated. and it IS now 
so strong that its influence is felt 
throughollt the nation. But it is the 
wriler's conviction that it has not really 
reached ih potential hecause of lack of 
money. 

The opportunities for expansion of 
OUf 1110\'CI11(:l1t. both in this country 
and abroad, arc immeasurably great. 
But we must !i\'C within ou r means; 
therefore we canllot expand beyond OUf 
ability to pay. If we h;1.\'( in OUI" lllO\'C­

men! unlimited opportunities of expan­
sion but cannot take advantage of them 
for lack of money, it is then ad\'isahlc 
for liS to take in\'entory of ollr indi\'id­
ua] contributions. [t is for this reason 
I felt the urge to write this article, 

Let me ask: 
I, Where are our contributions go­

ing? 
2, Are we meeting the greatest necd? 
3. Are we giving through the .\s'em­

hlies of God movement? 
4. Are wc doing our best? 
S. Ts the operation of our orga1l1za­

lion so managed that we will get 
maximum contribu tions frOll1 members 
into the organization? 

I shall try to touch on these poinb 
one by one, 

I . First, where are we putting our 
contributions? :'fanv AS!:ielllhlies of 
God members are giving to anything 
for which a strong appeal is Inadc, but 
in many cases these needs would be 
amply SIlpplied by others anyway. 
Let' s take a new look at where our 
contributions go. 

2. Are they meeting the greatest 
need? If we are gi\'ing simply because 
of strong tele\'ision and radio appeals, 
we arc bound to be giving a lot of 
contributions which are not meeting the 
greatest need. How would we be able 
to ascertain whether om gIvIng IS 
actually meeting a need? T would ~ay 
it would be very difficult unless we 
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were aetua!!y on the job where the 
money is med. I feel this cannot he 
done ullle,;:; \\-e are gh'ing through our 
local .\~,.;t:ll1blie" (Ii (;01.1 church for 
screening. ami throllg-h 0111" .\~~elnhhes 
of Cod org-anizatioll as a \\-hol('. 

J .. \re \\C' gi\'ing' through the :\s~elll­
blies of (;od 1Il0\'Cl1lellt? If we ha\'e 
faith in the fundamental principle::; and 
doctrines of the ..-\~sell1blies of God, 
then we ,.,hould suppOrt it wholehearted­
ly. rathcr than trying' to lIleet any and 
c\"ery nced which lIlay ari5e. There 
Illay he some particular ne('d that 
seem'; to he of great importance. but 
e\-en then our motley should be chall­
nebl through our .\ssclllolic" of God 
church, [n thi ,; way the Ix\stor will 
have an opportnnity to advise whether 
or not the contrihution i,; getting' lll:'\xi­
IIlUIIl \·alue. lie Illay h:'\\"e acees,; to 
information \\'\lich will help ns III 
making a d.ecision.

I HAVE HE'\I(D SO)IE PEOPLE SAY 

that the greatest thrill in the world is 
to kneel beside a peni tent sinner at an 
altar and help that person eome to know 
Chri st and experience the joy of being 
horn again. That may be the greatest 
"thrill," but J believe there is an even 
gre:lter :lnd more lasting joy. That is 
the joy of being the willner of a sO\l I­
winner. 

Think of the compensation of joy 
that Andrew must have felt on the day 
of Pentecost when he heard his brother 
Peter preach, and when he saw those 
30Cl0 come to Christ. Andrew's 
thoughts must have gone back to the 
day when he tugged at Peter's sleeve 
and invited him to li sten to the l\Taster 
for himself. 

Think of the joy }.[r. Kimball mllst 
have known to see "his Sunday School 
convert," D, L. i\foody, preaching the 
gospel to thousands. I t is great to be a 
soul-winner but it is even greater to be 
the winner of a soul-winner. 

About four year s ago a tall young 
man came to Central America to hold 
some evangelistic campa igns. He was 
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motivated by a desire to win people to 
Christ. E\'en though it was necessa ry 
fo r him to preath through an inter­
prete r, he came praying that he would 
see lasting result s from the preaching 
of the \Yord. Today that young man, 
Bill Brooke, is a missionary here in 
Costa Hica. one of the countries he 
visited at that time. And I was with 
him recently when he learned of some 
of the lasting results of that preaching 
of four yea rs ago. 

Bill preached 111 a town called 
Naranjo and !"I!i ssionary David Ken ­
singer interpreted the message. J fe said 
it was an ordinary service with an 
ordinary-size crowd in attendance, Bill 
preached jL1st one day there and he did 
not remember that anyone accepted the 
invitat ion to salvation. But one man 
did. 1 stood with Bill a few weeks 
ago, as Eulogio Salazar. a presbyter in 
Costa Rica, reminded Bill that it was 
at that sen'ice in Naranjo where he 
had accepted Christ. Almost imme­
diately EuJogio had heard the call to 
preach, An ea rthquake destroyed his 
home. so he and his family moved to 

Sabalito, a small village ncar the 
Panama border. 

llere Eulogio began to preach. ] Ie 
"acrificed, and God blessed his efforts. 
;\fter a fe\\' months a young tailor 
li:,tened to Ettlogio preach and that 
day accepted Chri,>t. Almost at once 
that young tailor received the call to 
preach, lIe quit bis business, ,ga\'e his 
hou~e to the church, and he with his 
family moved to Potrero Grande, where 
he hegan preaching'. That young tailor 
is:-'Iarcos :\Iurillo. He has been saved 
only about two years, but already has 
heen mightily IIsed of God . The church 
in Potrero Grallde has come through 
the fires of per secution and has multi­
plied in size. 

Se\'cral outstation churches have been 
opened by i\larcos . Bill and 1 visited 
one of these outstations recently, along 
with veteran mis.';ionary Lewie Spen­
cer. 1 fere we saw a liule chapel perched 
high 011 a hill. \\'e were told that the 
man who built the chapel had accepted 
Christ about a year ago as he heard 
;\ I a rcos preach. 

Already there are seventy believers 
who attend the chapel. 

Can you imagine the joy that is Bill 
Brooke'.'; as he sees the wonderfld 
multiplication of reSlllts from preach­
ing the gospel. in four short years 
two preachers and several chu rches a re 
in existence as a result of one gospel 
seed that dropped into the heart of a 
needy sinner, The law of the harvest 
is a wonderful law. "They that sow 
in tears shall reap in joy, lI e that 
goeth forth and weepeth, bearing pre ­
cious seed. shall doubtless come again 
with rej oicing. bringing his sheaves 
with him" (Psa lm 126:5. 6) . "And 
he that reapeth receiyeth wages, and 
gathereth fruit unto life eternal: that 
both be that soweth and he that reapeth 
may rej oice together" (John 4:35-3'6). 

J heard Lewie Spencer describe 
?llarcos ;\furillo as a John the J3aptist 
of his day, Two years ago he did not 
know Christ. 

Four years ago Eulogio Sa lazar, the 
preacher who helped win tllarcos. did 
not know Christ. But God used an 
earnest young e\'angelist to begin this 
wonderful chain reaction. 

You too. can win a soul-winner. YOli

But the 
experientes olle has in being Cod's beg­
goar on the doorsteps of Dives and 
COlllpany arc pricele;,s whether olle 
nleets with liberal gifts or niggardly re­
fusals. The same ple:\ meets with 
varied rbPonse .• \Iy experiencc is likc 
that of the American soldier in the 
first \Vorld \\'ar, who was ;,uccessivcly 
billeted in an Irish. an English and a 
Scotch home, 111 each place he asked 
for more sugar in his tea. The Irish 
WOIll:\11 said, "Here's the howl. help 
yourself'; the English lady said, ;'Pas;; 
your Ctlp :\11(\ I'll give you a second 
lump"; while the Scotch housewifc 
looked dour and asked. :'~IOll, have ye 
stirred it?" . 
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The acid te;,t of our Ion' to Chri~t 
and Ilis I";ingdolll is st{"wardship. The 
:\Jaster still sits before the trca~ury and 
wcighs our contribution;, :\s Ilc did 
th%e oi the rich Phariscc;, and the 
poor widow, I t is not an c:\sy task to 
raise money for Illi<;siom;, bllt r ha\'c 
often comforted myself by the words of 
.\ rthur 1'. I)ierson: "\\'I.: know that the 
rich man ol)('tlcc\ his eyes 011 a differCtlt

T he Tem ple Co mple ted a nd Dedicated 

SI/uday Schoof Lesson for May 4. 1958 

EZRA 0:14--22 

I n our prc,·ious lesson we noted how the work of re­
building the temple was rc~Utncd after sixteen years of 
delay. And. as is a\\\"ays the case in any work for God, 
ad\"{'r,.,ari{·~ wnc on hand to hilHli:r the work if they could. 
The right of the Jews to re:>lIl11(' the work was challenged. 
The Jews then replied that Cyrlls had given them <I111hority 
to rchllild the temple. 

Their I1nbdicving ('nemit's wrote to Darius. who was 
ruling' at the time. and n..,ked him if the claims of the 
Jews wefe true, Darius gave orders and "search was made 
ill the homc of the ralb"; as a result, records were found 
which sulJ"ta11l iat cd the Jewish claims. 

A t once Darius wrote to Judah's adversaries, saying, 
"Let the work of thi1; house of God alone!" Not only so, 
bUI he decreed that mOlley out of his own revellue be 
given to assi~t the Jews in their work. He ordered that su!)­
plies be given the j ews for Iheir temple serv ice and sacrifices, 
and that any who dared to hinder their work or d isobey his 
dl.'(:ree should be hanged Oil a scnffold made from the 
timbers on his Own house! Thus the purposes of Satan 
and his tools were overruled! Sec Ezra 5 1 to 6: 13, 

PROSPERED iN llUiLDil\G ( Ezra 6:14, 15). 
"And the elders of the jews builded, and they prospered 

through the prophesying of l-laggai ... and Zechariah .... 
And thi s house was finished ... in the sixth year of the 
I'eign of Darius the king." Consider the following secrets 
of successful building for God that we have learned from 
the sto ry thus fa r : 

(I) Bllilding according to God's 'C,·ilf. "And they builded. 
and fini shed it, according to the commandment of the God 
of i srael." A great deal of time, energy, talent, and money 
is wasted in religious work which was never authorized by 
God. Jf work is not God-ordained. it cannOt be God­
anointed. if it is not God-anointed, it is powerless to pro­
duce spiritual resuits. To know that God wills a work is 
to be sure that God will empo\\'er us to do the work. 

(2) Inspired pr£'aching. Building the kingdom of God 
in general or in detail is impossible apart from inspired 
preaching. F or it is inspired preaching which gives the 
proper direction, spirit. and Illative to that which needs to 
be dOlle. Thus H aggai and Zechariah were used in re­
building the spiritual character of the people as well as in 
building the material temple. 

(3) 1Vholehearted obedience. Though the p reachers did 
the stirring. it was the people \\'ho did the work. III 
building the kingdom both preachers and laymen are needed. 
0Ieither can do without the other . We do well to recognize 
that the H oly Spiri t enables some to lead and others to 
fol Io\\'. And all work done for the glory of God is spiritual 
WOrk and necess..1ry to the building of God's kingdom. 
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TII.\:-\KFCL 1:\ (.11\ [:\'(; (Ezra 6:16-18), 
";\11(1 the children of [,.,rat.'I ... kept the dedication of thi~ 

home of Cod with joy ... and offered ... an hundred bul­

by what we have left ~ I Ie abo judges by the spirit of the 
gi\·er. 

JOYFCL I" DEDlCATIO;; . (EH" 6,19-22).

From a home missionary on an Indian reservation came this pica: 
"We pay 110use rent of S55.00 a month, and our fue! bill has been from $40.00 

to S50.00 a month. Our car payment is S36.OO. Add to this our food and gasoline 
expenses, <lnd we find that we ne(!d a little over S200.oo a month in order to live. 
We can count on a total of $.50.00 a month income. Otherwise 1t is a faith work. 
We arc wondering if there is any chance of the Home Missions Department 
helping us. " 

It wa!,n't easy to write as follows, but we had no choice: "The recession has 
affccted the income in our department, and at the present moment we have a 
de licit of l>ctween five and six thousand doll<lrs in ou r Indian Fund. Unless 
there is a change in the very ncar future we may find it necessary to curtail 
some of our present activities instead of making fu rther expansion. I regret 
this very much. . Let me assure you of OU T prayers that God will in some 
W<lY meet your nccd at this time.. ., 

Wc call't write letters like this and forget them. so we are doing all we 
know to do appealing to ou r consti tuency to help us clear this deficit and 
m<lke funds available at least to meet the cmerger.cy needs o f our faithful 
home missionaries.

pioncer work in an effort to encourage 
othcrs to be faithful in getting the 
gospel to every creature. 

A t :-..rontebello, California, we had 
our first experience in pioneer church 
work. In this city only one man and 
his wife were intere~ted in helping to 
~tart a new work There had been 
seve ral attempts to estahlish a church 
there, but a building could not be found 
to house the se n ' ices. 

Only one building was \'acan1 111 

the entire to\\'11. a part of the Sccu rity 
Bank. \\'e had prayed through re­
garding a work there and felt it was 
time to start. Brother and Sister Cox, 
Sister S itllpson , and I had a good 
season of prayer and then went down 
to talk to the banker regarding the 
building. God softened his heart, and 
he rented us the building for $20 per 
month, 

By the time we fclt it was God 's 
will fo r liS to lea\'c r-. l ontebello and 
Illo\'e on to another work, we were 
ha\' ing 65 ill Sunday School. Danny 
Daniels took over when we left, Be 
has built a new church and has a 
profitable m inistry the re. 

\\'e lllo\'ed our family to Ok lahoma In 

1942 and found employment in Pryor. 
It was while working there that I felt 
it wa s God's will for tiS to sta rt a work 
in Choteau. which is about ten miles 
from P ryor. Only the Gi lbert family 
there seemed interested in a new church, 
and they were rather peSSimistic. \Vhcn 
we con tacted them we were told that 
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;,everal good preacher" had tried to 
;,tart a work there and had failed. I 
told Brother (;ilhert tha t I wa" ;,ure 
the Lord had spoken to me (':oncernillg 
Chottau. I Ie told tnt: he would do a~ 
much fo r me as he had done for the 
other Jlrcacher~ (and he did), Ill' 
rented a huilding and had the light,.; 
turned Oil. 

God ga,·e us a glorious f(,.',·ival. ,\t 
lhe end of two weeks, fourteen had 
been ;,aver! and scven werc filled with 
the lloly Spirit. \\' hcll the revival 
closed Brother (;i lhe rt catlle to me ami 
sa id ... Preache r, WI.! are going oYCr this 
time." God gave us a good \\"ork ill 
that littl e tow n of abont 500 people, 
\\ 'hile we were there we plIf("ha!led a 
building, had it llIoved to our lot, and 
made an addition to it. \\'e avcraged 
over 100 in Sunday ~chool. 

For a time I pastored a cb urch in 
\'inita, Oklahoma, and then we moved 
back to California because of my 
health. Our next cndea,·or was in San 
Bernardino. \\'e tried to start a work 
in one of the suhurbs, but after much 
eHort we were com'inced that the loca­
tion was not right. I was slife that God 
wanted a work in San Bernardino and 
prayed much concern ing it. George 
Saul had begun a work at Loma Linda, 
li e had made some prog ress 011 the 
building hut was unable to finish it; 
and God laid thi s wOI·k on ou r heart. 
By J lis help wc were ahle to finish 
the work and bring it into the Asscm­
blies of God fcllowship. Thcrc is a 
good work thcrc now and they arc 
ju~t completing their second building­
program,

Seeing that the clerk was occupied, I relaxed and began to 
exatlline a pair of jeans. All around Ille women pawed the 
garments eagerly. or held their selections as they waited for 
a clerk. The table. which 110 doubt had once been neat 
and orderly, rapidly took on a "topsy-tun'y" look, and the 
bargains were fa:-.I dis..'lppcaring. 

I began to realize that I was "jllst looking" <I t somet hing 
Ill)' child really needed; something f.or which! tlsual1y paid 
a much higher price; someth ing I should buy-and now! 

This incident brought to Illy mind the wonderful tables of 
~piritual \alues-!-ahation. victory, grace. joy, peace, riches 
beyond compare, which God i~ offering to us, not at 
bargain prices, but FREE! 

And yet how many of tiS are "jll~t looking." There are 
some who are " just looking" at God's offer of &"Lh'ation, 
forgiveness of sins, a home in lleaven. They like to attend 
church occasionally, They rather enjoy mingling with the 
Lord's people, but on communion Sunday (if they are 
honest with them se lves and with God) they cannot partake 
of the feast of love. They are "just looking" at God's 
gift o f eterna l life, and going away with empty hearts, 
And God, in infinite love, pleads with them, "Ho, every olle

.\nd there is a table lahelled "opportunities." concerning 
which Ephesians 5 :16 admoni!:ihes that we should be "buy­
ing lip the opportune time afforded to \IS for the work of 
God" (as the Jamic'ioll. Fausset, and Bro\\'n Commentary 
tran~l:Ites it). 

To c\'ery Chri;.tian. time :.hould be a mOst precious COIll­

modity. and the "opportune season a jewel to be bought at 
an)' price." The Greek verb in Ephesians 5 :16 (quoted 
abovc) denotes eagerness. The picture is that of a buyer 
reaching quickly for a rare item lest it be sold before he 
can get possession of it, 

Hut can time and opportnnity ever be "sold out "? Yes, 
bccau~e the days arc evil. Doors of opportunity are fa st 
closing, not only in lands across the sea, but here at home 
:15 well, Today the opportunity for witnessing to someone 
mar be "for sale;" tomorrow that opportune season may be 
":.old Ollt." Let liS not be among those \\' ho .. j list look" 
and then turn away fr0111 the tahle of priceless opportunities 
Clllpty-handed. 

"Set us afire. Lord, slir us. we pray! 
\\'h ile the world peri~hes, we go our way, 
Purposeless, passionless, day after day. 
Set llS afire, Lord, stir liS, we pray!" 

If you are one who consistently "jUSt looks" at spiritna l 
values. pause and consider the exorbitant cost of passing 
up God's offer of 5.1lv<1tion, the irreparable loss of refusing 
life on a higher pl.1ne, and the bitter shame that will result 
frOIll failing to buy up lhe opportuni ti es for service. 

Buy the lidng waters of sah 'ation; buy the gold and 
white raiment of Christian character; buy today's oppor­
tunities.
