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A SUCCESSFUL CHILDREN 'S EVANGELIST EXPLAINS SOME OF THE PRINCIPLES TO BE FOLLOWED 
IN WINNING AND TRAINING THE BOYS AND GIRLS .

evening service. 

"Can we go tip there, Daddy ~.' 
Andrew asked. 

"Brother Va n Meter is inviting those 
who want to be sayed to come for ­
ward," explained hi s father. 

"1 know it," sa id Andrew very softl y 
and very seriously. " 1 want to be 
saved ." And there was Stich an earnest 
look in the boy's bi g eyes that hi s father 
felt sure he knew what he wa s doing. 

Andre w's conversion wa s one of a 
Ilumbe r of chi ld conve rsions in Spring­
field's Cent ral Assembly that week. It 
came as a direct result of a five-n ight 
chi ldren's revival campaign conducted 
by Norman Pearsall, a young man who 
ha s bad unu sual success in this field 
of evangeli sm. 

For seven years (before becoming a 
staff arti st at the Gospel Publi shing 
H ouse ) Norman and hi s wife , Mary 
traveled across the count ry in ch ild ren's 
llleetings. They usually held their meet­
ings in a cll urch in the early evc­
ning hours-such as f rom 7;00 to 8 :30 
o'clock. They use many visual aids in 
presenting the gospel. Norman believes 
in lI sing any reasonable means to hold 
the children's attention and reach their 
minds. lllustrated stories, chalk draw ­
ings, Bible quizzes, cow bell s, sleigh 
bell s, puppets, and many other "props" 
arc used- an for a single purpose: to 
impart some spiritual truth to the chil­
dren's mind s and heart s. 

Boys and girls watch with rapt at­
tention, It is amazing how much they 
remember. Adults who drop in and 
watch out of curiosity find themselves 
engrossed in each presentation, and they 
too learn and remember. 

Thousands of children have been 
saved through Norman's unusual mlll­
istry. Entire families have been con­
verted and added to the church through 
the sah'ation of a child. As time has 
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passed, he has met a number now acti\'(: 
in gospel mini~iry who were saved ill 
his meetings. (Ile still finds time for 
children's rcvivals in Springfield and 
nearby tOWTlS. Each year he has the 
opportunity to lI1inister in a child ren's 
camp some\\herc in the U. S. Th is 
SU1lllTle r he will be ministering in the 
Bahama 1 slands for six weeks.) 

Since a number of the children saved 
in these meetings come froOl Chr i ~tian 
homes, pa rent s find themselves faced 
with this question: \ \'hat is the re­
sponsibility of a Christian parent to 
these young converts? \Vill the one 
experience at the altar-the expe ri ence 
of conversion-suffice until the chi ld is 
older and ca n understand the plan a nd 
pu rpose of sah'at ion more clearly? 

The answer obviously IS, "No." 
Brother Pea rsall, himself the father of 
two sons-Den ni s 8, and Dale 5-in 
an intervi ew strongly emphasized t he 
importance of pa rental influence and 
concern . " T hese fac[Qrs are absol utely 
necessa ry if the child is to grow spirit­
ually." he sai d. 

"One of the biggest problems in 
working with children," :\orman stated, 
"is that adults are often incl ined to 
think rather lightly of the conversio n of 
a child. They feel he doesn 't kno\\' 
what he is doi ng. 

"r have found that <'I ch ild who will 
raise his ha nd, signifying he wants to 
he saved, <'Ind then will stand while 
others · around him remain seated, and 
finally will walk down to the altar. 
IIslIal!y knows what he is doing. He 
may not understand all our theology; 
he may not know all the terms we 
ad ult s lise; bu t he know s he is a s inner 
<'Ind needs Jestls to come into h is heart." 

Parcnts. then, need to accept the"e 
chi ld conversions at face va lue, ),1 r. 
Pea r~all said. The)' IIll1 sl do all within 
thCIr power to lead their chi ldren on to 
spiritual malurity. 

Throughollt the interview :\lr. P ea r­
sa ll emphasized : " T ake the chil d's 
spir illlal ex per ience seriou sly. S how an 
interes t in hi s spiri tual growth." Things 
that may seem petty to parents are big 
p roblems to ch ildren.

boy" . and he has found them eifecti\'e, 
H e also has suitable books a\-ailable fo r 
them to read. 

:\orman has iotllld that in his busy 
life he must takr time to be with his 
falili ly, Chri"tian parents are often 
more guilty of neglect here than in 
other phases of chi ld training. God has 
ordained that children ha\'e parellb­
and those parents must do more than 
supply the child's material wants, Par-. 
Cots need to pal with their child ren. 
This builds a feeling of ;'togethernes;;" 
in the family; makes it easier fo r ch il­
dren to bring thei r problems to their 
parents, 

Discipline, kindly and appropriately 
administered, is a definite part of the 
child' s character dc\·eloplllem. in l\ or ­
man's opinion. Allow ing a child to get 
by with a misdeed tends to make him 
think he can get by God when he sins . 

~Ir. Pearsall obser\'ed that children 
will confide more readily Itl some 
adults than in other s, How can parents 
gain the confidence of their children? 
He suggests: ( 1) Take time with the111 
when they come with their problems 
and ideas, (2) Help them make up 
their own minds , rather than give them 
outright advice. He thinks the child is 
more apt to follow the decision if he 
makes it himself. Parents, howevcr, can 
and should point ou t the evils and perils 
in a gi\'en path. (3) Satisiy the child 
with enough of an answer when he 
asks a quest ion-an accuratc answer 
which will sati sfy h im fo r the presen t 
time.

havc gone before you. The apostle Paul 
knew somet hing of u:nsions. H e de­
scrihed himself as being' "often cast 
dowlI." llad his faith 1I0t risen above 
the pressures of his life, he would have 
failed. lie had to learn, in the face of 
trouble, to say, "Though cast clown, 
'[ am IlOt destroyed." 

\\'e mllst put our trmt in the Lord 
and rest in Ililll. jeslls promised us 
peace of heart and mimI. lie said, 
"Come unto lIle, all )'e that labour and 
are heavy laden, and I will gh'e you 
rest" platthew 11 :28). 

The belo,'ed Paul could look hack to 
the prophets and from them recei,-c 
encouragement in the midst of dis~ 

couragement. \\'e, like him, can look 
into the Word of the Lord.

Only 
h)' putting his hope :l.tld tru st in the 
Lord. J Ie had to say to himself, ., I lope 
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thou in Goel." Iii.., presellt was dark. 
but his farth emhraced the fmure. " I 
shall yet praise him for the help of 
his countenance" (P~alll1 42:5). 

\Ve look too much to our~eh'es, \\'e 
judge our relatiollShip to God by the 
way we feel. ill ... tead of looking to 
jesus, seeing in Ilim the .\uthor and 
Finisher of our faith_ The Lord has 
begun a good work in us. Will He 
then leave us in the pres~ing times of 
life? lIa\'e we not His promise, "I will 
never Idwe thee, nor for~akc thee"? 

\\-e feel our unworthiness. The 
tempter strongly accuses. \\'e would nOt 
yield to his temptations to commi t opt.'n 
acts of sin. But too often we li~ten to 
his suggest ions of douht when the 
trials of life press liS severely.

\\'e are children of God, Our names 
are written in heavcn_ \\'e are God .... 
redeemed ones, redeemed "not by works 
111 righteousness \, hich we have done," 
nor by sih-er and gold, but "with the 
precious blood of Chn!,!." Soul rest IS 

an illdi\'idual matter. The blessing of 
the Lord may be all around us, but rest 
comes only as we find our place in 
II illl, 

Israel knew the promises of God, 
but the people failed to appropriate 
them. \\'e need 1I0t be reminded of 
God's provision for us. We may fail, 
however, unless we make II is provision 
our own. Job could say, in the midst 
of sevcre ad\'er..,ity, "I know that l1ly 
redeemer li,-elh."' His hope was in God. 
We too must hope in Him. The pro­
\"lsion is made but we suirer hecallse we 
fail to appropriate it. 

!.Jnder the leadership of Joshua, 
hrael carne into the promised land. \\'e 
would Ihink that their conflicts would 
now be over, but 1101 so- They entered 
into their inheritance, but sti11 had to 
subdue giants, \\'e never reach a place 
in this liie where we become immune 
to "mani fold temptations" or trials. 
\\'hel1 these come we are "in heavi­
ness We IIlUSt take the shield of 
faith, as well as the sword of the Spirit, 
which is tbe \\'ord of God.

EVANGELICALS ASK EXEMPTION FROM 

WAGE AND HOURS LAW 

The :\'ali011al Association of Evan­
gelicals, at its annual convention, ycted 
to ask the federal government to ex­
empt all churches, non-profit, charit­
able and relief organ izations from the 
provision of the wage and hours laws 
of the Fair Lahor Standards Act.

It charged that the U. S. Labor 
Department IS attempting to force 
many of these nOll-profit organization,> 
to pay $1 an hour and $\.50 o\'ertime 
rate to all workers whether the work­
ers want thi s pay or not.

work in the arca might not seem vcry 
g'ft'aL [Iowevcf, at the eastern border 
of the State you may "i.,il the JlIfliall 
(;o\"(:'r!lmcnt School at Fbndrcall where 
there arc an estimated 2,300 Indians of 
nIl trihc~. Then, if you will turn north 
to the Si')sclon Reservation, you will 
find OUf Dakota Gospe! j\] iS5iol1 in the 
town of Sisseton. Scattered over all 
:trca of hundreds of squa re miles you 
will find a large number of Indians 
\\ ho have not heard the full gospel. 
:'Ilanr of these sti ll hold 10 their carly 
custOI1lS. religion ,> ane! language. 

J-\<; yOll approach the llOnh central 
part of Ihe State, you can dri\'e to the 
Cheyennc Ri\er and Standing Rock 
l{c.:.e rvations. fn this area are 1\10-
hridge, Dupree, Cherry Creek and Bu!l­
head-aU of which are important 111-
dian !:ietllemellts. As yet we have 110 

work in this region. \Ve earnestly re­
quest prayer that workers may be selll 
to them with the full gospel, as several 
have requested that we come to them. 

Now, if you wi!! tllrn southeastward 
:J.gain and tra\'el along the l\ lissouri 
Ri\'er you will come to the Crow Creek 
Reservation. Here is a large govern­
ment school. As yet we have no work 
in this area, but we arc praying for th..: 
lost souls in this reg ion. 

Then, by driving south across the 
to. lissouri River to the Lower Brule 
Reservatioll you will find our newest 
work. This was staned last year after 
the close of the lndian camp and God 
has miraculollsl)l saved and healed mall)' 
thcre. At the presen t tim e a portable 
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tabel'llacle is bei ng erectcd Oll t\\'o acres 
which were provided by Mr. and ;'.Irs. 
Silas Black Dog. During the first part 
of June a special tent l1l(:eting is being 
held with day serv ices for boys and 
girls and evcning services for adults. 

After 'cros~ing highway 16 to the 
.:;outlmest and dri\'ing to the upper tip 
of the I{osebud I{(:sci"\"ation you will 
reach the Sioux As~elJlbly of God at 
;\orris and the camp grounds where 
\\-e have already held two] tldian camps. 
(P lans arc being made for another ill 
JUly.) 

Proceeding westward you \\'ill come 
to the Pille Ridge Reservation. Thi ~ 
area, too, has never been rcached with 
the Pentecostal message, The Pine 
]{idge and Hosebud Reservations offer 
numerous possibili ties due to the large 
population; se\'eral of the larger J ndian 
\'illages arc located here. 

To the north again. after pa,>;,ing 
through the Badlands, yOll will ap­
proach the "Gateway of the Black 
llills," Rapid City.

Ioc."l\ Roman Catholic chuTches to intro­
duce congregational ... inging into their 
sen-ices. "Our people lIll1S1 be partici­
pants, not spectators," was the explana­
tion. Whell I heard it, I could not 
help thinking that the great reason for 
the Pentecostal outpouring is that God 
wants all Ilis people to he participants 
instead of spectators. 

There is no time during our worship 
.!-eniccs whell the tllCJllbcr3 of a congre­
gation have a hetter opportunity for 
participation than when we aTC singing 
Ihe songs of Zion together. Such sing­
ing unites the l1Itll11X'rs of the Body in 
worship which i .. extrc1Ilely edifying 
both to the group and to individual 
members as well. 

Perhaps even more important than 
the edification and hlC'!i!'ing that COTlles 
to the participant in congregational 
singing is the power of ~uch !->inging to 
weld the congregation together in unity. 
The blessing of Pcnteco"t originally 
came to a grollp of people who were 
"in one accord." Ch ri st 's high priestly 
prayer in John seventeen expresses this 
desire of Ilis heart for the Church: 
"That they all may be one," 

The songs we sing emphasize the 
sent iments which we ha\'e in common. 
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let Everybody 
SI G! 
[will sing with the Splrll, and [ will 

sing with the undrrstandingaiso. - I Cor. 14: 15 

The ccnter of our attention and of our 
love is really our wonderful I.orei, and 
Our songs !,hould turn our thollghts to 
Him and thus draw us to a comlllOIl 
center, 

\\'hen we were training for the min­
istry, Ollr teachers u!>cd to tell us that 
we should know our hymnbooks as 
thoroughly as we knew our Bibles, 
Bibles. They emphasized the import­
ance of prayC'r in the selection of hyl11ns 
just as in the choice of the sC'rlllons we 
preached. I belie\'e thc)' wcrc right, 
for I have observed that songs wisely 
selected arc often as effective in IIn­
parting Christian truth as the se rmon 
itself . 

N'ot all songleadcrs arc aware of this 
great potcntial for good, and they in­
troduce some songs by l1leaningle!'s 
phrases. sllch as, "While the people are 
gathering, let us sing. , .. " "\\'hile 

the offering is being lifted. etc." Thi" 
indicates Ill:!t the leader has ne\'er full\' 
realized the po:)!>ibilitic!> for Illini"tr;' 
through congregational singing, 

:\'ot only should congregational sing­
ing be suitahly introduced, but all min­
istry in nlllsic and song should be ap­
propriately announced, The choir TllUll­

ber or other special Tlw!>ic should be 
a colltinuation rather than an interrup­
tion oi the worship !>cnice. It should 
ne\'er be presentcd or looked upon as 
an entertainment feature. 

\\'e comnlonly think of songs as being­
expressions of praise, btlt the Spi rit 
of God also uses thelll to unite a 
people in prayer. What a bles!>ing sllch 
choruses as "1 lave thine own way. 
Lord," and "Spirit of the living God. 
fall fresh on me," have brought to 
multitudes. Some of the longings of 
our hearts find 110 utterance until at a 
sui table moment in the service one of 
the great hymns of the Church become!> 
a perfect \'ehicle for our heart s' expres­
SiOn, 

Songs unite us in the confession oi 
faith. l\[ y father loved the staid old 
hymns of the Church and was not much 
impressed with many of the songs 1 
liked to sing, But when he read the 
words of the joyful song, "I've be­
lie\'ed the true report. ... I\ow the 
blood has brought me in to God's holi­
I1 CSS so clean .... I have passed the 
riven veiL.,. I am living in the pres­
ence of the King," he accepted this 
song without hesitation. \V e Pcnte­
costal believers ought to know that song 
by heart, for it is exactly the posi tion 
God wants us to enter into and main­
tain by faith. How it would build 
our faith if we knew its words so weB 
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that wt! could sing it without our boob, 
uniting our hearts and \'oices in nfiirm­
ing its marvelous truths as our o\\"n 
heart beliefs. 

Songs arc also a means of preaching 
the gospel. If the people in a congre­
gation were instructed that the Spirit 
of God can use their singing as llIuch 
as the pleas of the evangelist to per­
suade a sinner to yield his heart to 
the Saviour, the Spirit would be able 
to use them more effectively ill this 
area. 

A friend of mine who is a Baptist 
preacher says that when he was young 
and llnsaved he joined "ith a cOTlgre­
gat ion in singing, ")'Iy Jesus I love 
Thec; I know Thall art mine." Sl1(I­
denly he became aware of the voice of 
the Spiri t. "You know you arc singing 
what is not true; rou do not love the 
Lord Jesus." Deeply convicted, he 
turned his he:J.rt to the Lord in true 
repentance and fai th. I3y the time the 
last \'erse was reached he had been 
sa\'ed and was able to sing with deep 
reality, "If evcr I loved Thee, my Jeslls, 
'tis now!" 

Such things should be happening COIl­

tinually in our services, and they are 

more likely to occur where the songs 
are sung meaning-iully and with a sense 
of the mini~try that is po~sible through 
them. 

\\·c are not machine~. The Spirit of 
God cannot automatically the us, even 
though we have been baptized in His 
gloriolls power. lie IllU:-it ha\e intelli­
gent co-operation frOIll liS. Let us strh·e 
to better understand the man'e!olls 
range of the lIlini~try of congregational 
singing. Let m not underestimate the 
glorious fUllction of song under the 
control of the Spirit through the under­
standing co-operation of the members of 
His I3ody. 

One of the greatest hindrances to 
eifccti\'e conbrregational singing is our 
habit of inattention. Sometimes I find 
myself singing exalted sentiments which 
I have memorized, while I am wonder­
ing why some choir member is not in 
his place, or \\"ishing that some member 
of the orchestra \I·ould put his instru­
ment in tunc, or even wondering \\"heth­
er SOmeone else is really entering into 
the spirit of the sen-ice!! 

\\'ould it not contribute enormously 
to the reality and significance of our

another in an endless succession of 
sightless days fo r I3artimaeus the 
beggar; but before it was o\·er, he was 
changed, lle\'er to be the same again. 

The first inkling he had that the 
day might be different was the sound 
of a multitude passing by. CurialiS, he 
asked what it meant. It was second 
nature with him to wonder what the 
crowd would do toward fill ing his alms 
bow!. Long ago he had learned that a 
festi\·e throng was usually a generous 
one. 

Someone told him that Jesus of 
Naza reth was passing by! Whatever he 
had heard about Jeslls, he wanted to 
know more. This was his opportunity. 
Heedless of protocol, he cried urgently,

get an audience with the Master-at 
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least, not ill the oplllioll of some in the 
multitude who followed Chri st that 
day. They did their best to quiet· the 
beggar and to keep the crowd moving 
toward Jericho. But Bartimaeus was 
persistent. This was a once-in-a-life­
time opportunity. 

"Thou son of David, have mercy on 
me!" he cried, and his voice had lost 
the beggar's whine. There was faith 
an~1 determination in it now, and faith 
always attracts the Lord Jesus. Suddcn ­
Iy I Ie stood still and commanded that 
the beggar be brought to Him. 

\ Vith a single question, Bartil11aeus 
was faced with the most important 
decision of his life. 

The question was, ';\Vhat wilt thou 
that I shall do unto thee?" 

"Vho can say what transpired in the 
mind of the beggar in thal instant? 
11e may have thought, "This IS my 
chance to get a full bowl in a hurry. 

This mall i~ ill COlllmand (If the situa­
tlOII. I'll a.:,k that the crowd stand still 
until 1 have passed among them and 
collertcd alms. Tn the presence of Je~u~ 
the people will he gem·rous." 

I f such a thought occurred to him, it 
\\"a~ quickly cast aside and the beggar 
regained his ~elh(' of values. He said, 
··Lord, that 1 may rccci\·e Illy !'right!" 

.\lId Je~ll.~ answt'fed WIthout he~ita­
tion, ·'i{(,<:ei\·e thy ~ight: thy faith hath 
saHd thee." 

Just that simply \\"a~ the oa:.ic need of 
the blind beggar's life mel. I lis choice 
was wise indeed.

Hut until we, too, meet the ?\Iaster, a

\\'e finger the coins of pleasure, and 
for a fleeting" moment think we have 
iound the meaning o[ lifc.

The golden coins of earthly wealth 
fall easily into the hands of some, and 
come harder for the rest of tiS, but 
deep in every heart the unanswered 
question demands an answer: "\\'hat 
lack I yet? Why am I not satisfied r' 

Then one day in some circumstance 
of life, or through some word we hear,

Even 
though there may be a multitude all 
around us, somehow we know that He 
has come to tiS individually and wanh

Explainrd to tft" prop/I'. "So they read in the book 111 

the law of God distinctly. and gave the sense, and c,.'lUsed 
them to understand the reading." The Jews who came 
from Babylon no longer spoke Hebrew, but Aramaic, which 
re sembled it. Therefore, the Law had to be translated from 
the Heb rew, in which it was \'.;ritten. into Aramaic. Then 
it was expounded or explained carefully. Here is an en­
couraging thollght. Not aU of us can be eloquent preachers 
and orators, but we all may have the privilege of studying 
the \Vonl for ourselves and then explaining it as simply 
as poss ible to others. 

II. THE HEARING OF THE LAW 

Preacher and people both ha\'e a responsibility. It is 
up to the preacher to speak with inspiration, anointing, 
coherence, and direct i9n. Then it is tip to the people to be 
inspiring listeners. Observe that these people were-

Rcvrrcllf. "And Ezra opened the book. . and when he 
opened it, all the people stood lip." W hat beautiful and 
instinctive reverence! If we were afforded Ihe pri"ilege of 
a personal audience with the President of our country, 
how very respectful and courteous we should be! \Vhy is it 
that so many people show di srespect for God by talking, 
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wlm.pering, wool-gathering, and general indifference, "hen 
Ilis ... acred Word is being read to them? 

,·ltt("lti<.'£' and IllHlgr)" "And he read ... from the morning 
I1ntll midday, before the mcn and women. and those that 
could understand; and ... thc people were attentive unto the 
book." For six hours the people listened! And they were 
more itHere~led in the book Ihan the preacher, more 
concerned with the message than the mcsscnger. 

RrspolIsi.,c. ".\nd all the people answered, Amen. Amell, 
with lifting up their hands," .. Amen ..... which are spoken 
because the \\'ord has impressed the heart arc sweet incense 
in the nostrils of God-and a hig help to the preacher, too. 

Th£' Peopl£, If'£'pt. "For all the people wcpt, when they 
heard the words of the law." Tears which are the effect of 
hearing God's \\'ord, and which arc followed by appropriate 
action. are more \'aluah!e than pearls. Why did the people 
weep:- ( 1) Because they sa\\' their si lt:; and shortcomings . 
(2) Because they heard all the promises of blessings which 
they had missed because of their sin and negligence. 

The People /?/'joiccd. Sorro\\" is all right ill its place, 
but it is not a permanent characteristic of true religion. 
Sarro\\" should lead to inlillediatc repentance and then turn 
to joy in the J .onl. Xehemiah did not say , "Joy is your 
!:>lrcngth," hut, "The joy of Ihe Lord is your strength." 
A'alllral joy is temporary, hasl·d upon circumstances amI 
conditions: it often has an clement of sorrow in it. The 
"joy of the Lord" is spiritual joy, which is permanent. 
not based upon conditions or circumstances, but the fruit of 
personal relation!';hip with God and occupation with lIim. 

The Prop/(' J/inis/eNd. "And aU the people went their 
way to eat ... and to send portions." Their joy was not to 
be self ish. True enjoymen t of God will always lead 10 
unselfish, disinterested service. - 1. Hashjord Bishop

slew the king he defeated. 

\\'hen the SOil of God stepped down 
from heaveJl in H is incarnation, this 
earth became His battleground lI'i th 
Satan, the prince of darkness, 't was a 
fiercely contested struggle. The enemy 
contested every inch of ground. At 
Calvary it appeared that the devil had 
taken the day, but our Lord came forth 
from the tomb with the banners of 
victory flying, l ie held the keys of 
hell and death, and He shouted, '" am 
alive for evermore," The Ki ng of Light 
and Truth had utterly routed the foe!

!-Ie took a spoil! Paul mentions it 
briefly 1I1 Colossians 2 : 15-",\u<1 
having spoiled principalitie5 and power':), 
lie made a shew of them openly, 
triu!llphing o\'er them in it." The tcrm 
"principalities and po\\crs" refers to 
sp iritual forces, and this verse speaks of 
Christ's viclOry o\'cr Satan and his en­
tire host of c\'il ones. lIe "spoiled" 
them. ] Ie robbed them of their valued 
possessions. stripping them of c\'cry­
thing that had enhanced their position 
in the universe. Any power these evil 
p rincipalities still retain is theirs by tbe 
express permission of our Lo rd, and 
I Ie has put a time limit on it! 

No doubt the latter part of Psalm 
24 is a picture of what took place in 
heaven when jesus ascended again afte r 
His mighty victory: "Lift lip your 
heads, 0 ye gates; and be ye lift up, 
ye everlasting doors; and the King of 
glory shall come in. \\,ho is this King 
of glory? The Lord st rong and mighty, 
the Lord mighty in battle." Thus did 
the holy angels sing a mighty anthem 
to the honor of the One who was re­
turning to His throne with the spoils 
of victory in His hand. 

Bu t do not miss the thrilling point 
of this passage. 1t promises that Christ 
is not going to keep all the spoil for 
Himself, but that H e will divide it! 
Someone is going to share it with Him, 
becoming a partake r of His glorious 
conquest! Only "the strong" call 
qualify. The share of the spoil is not 
going to the weak, the halfhearted, the 
comprOllllsmg. It will never be pos­
sessed by the faint-spirited, nor by men 
of little faith. It is the strollg who will 
sha re the rcward of victory with the 
Saviour. 

Joseph, torn from hOllle by a cruel 
plot and, while in a :;trange land, :;nb­
jttteci to fierce temptation to throw 
away his morals. Do not illlag-ine for 
a moment that this was a lighi matter. 
Joseph was a \"igorous. attranh'e youth, 
posses:;ing the impulses and ieclings of 
any normal young pcrsoll. l3ut he was 
one of God\ strong men, and he came 
out of the test unscathed. 

Daniel and his compamons were 
presented \\'ith an opportuuity to occupy 
high political officc. But it mcant they 
Illu:;t sacrifice their principles, their 
spiritual condctions, their loyalty to 
God. Fortunately, th('lr souls had tough 
spiritual sInews. They were God's 
strong men, and they passed the acid 
test to show that they were pure gold 
and not mere alloy. 

Surely we will not forget Luther, 
who (:efied the Popc and his whole 
hierarchy to preach justification by 
fa ith , nor \\ 'esley, who preached heart­
felt religion ill the streeb and fields 
when forbidden to preach it in the 

churche~. :\or can we fail to rClllcmocr 
Cah·jl1. Knox, Cartwright, Finney,
