growth of the infant ChllfCh in those 
days. The Church grew like the ri,'cr 
in E71.'kieJ's vision, which. ucginning 
wjth a tiny trickle, soon deepened and 
widened until it hecame "a river th at 
could not he pas~cd o\'cr:' So the 
("huTch started with that nucleus of 
clevcn men who were cOTllTllis~ioncd to 
c\,:lllgclilC the world. and before many 
)'cars had elapsed "their sound wcnt 
into all the carth. and their words unto 
the cnds of the world" (Romans 10: 
18). 

One hundred and twellty had met for 
prayer in the Upper Room. 011 the Day 
of Pentecost the l1umhcr of belic\'crs 
increased by three thous:md. Then there 
was the addition o f another five thou­
sand. Finally. we are told, ';llIultitudes" 
were added to the Lord. And in just 
ovcr tCIl years, four provinces of the 
R oman Empire wcre evangcl ized­
Galatia , iIIacedonia, Achain, and Asia.

\\'hcn \\·c compare this rapid expan­
sion with the present state of the 
Church, the difference is all to oln- iolls. 
\\-hile we thank God for reports of 
blessing in some parts of the world. 
on the whole they arc sporadic and 
transient. After a little time nothing 
more is heard about the work. The 
revival was not sustained; the tid(: 
flowed and then ehoed; the light waxed 
and then waned. The cffort_ haying 
achie\"cd its immed iatc objccti\·c, spent 
itself. 

110\\" different is Ihe record of Ihe 
Early Church. This is what we read in 
Acts 16:5: "And so were the churches 
establ ishcd in the faith, and j'lcyclIscd 
i'l IIJrmb('r daily." Like a river glor ious. 
widening. deepening, multiplying. flow­
ing (;In and on until it reaches the \-ast 
ocean. so the Church advanced with in­
crea sing momentum until the whole 
Roman world felt its IXl\\"erfu l influ­
ence. 

\ \ ·bo has not asked himself wha t was 
the secret of the success of the New 
Testament Church? Can it he truthfully 
argued that people in those days were 
any easier to win for Chr ist? Did the

human heart in Paul':. day llOt prc::,clIt 
the same bitter challenge to the dema!ld~ 
of the gospel? So violent was the 
antagonislll of J udai:.m that the livcs 
of those early preachers of the go!-.pel 
were constantly in danger. Paul him­
self had to flee frOIll the fanatical 
hatred and fury of the )e\\"5_ Yet 
nothing could stem the tide of gospel 
progress-·-),Iightily grew the word of 
God and prevailed." 

),Iay we suggest a few reasons for 
the remarkable progrcss of the Church 
in ;"::e\\" Testament times. 

1. The preachers '[,'err 111('11 alloill/('(/ 
by till' Holy Spirit_ 

The people of Chri::.t ·s day had li'i­
tened to the cultured mini::.try of the 
Scribes and Phar isees in thcir syna­
gogues e"e ry sabbath, hut when they 
heard the Lord Jesus '·they were as­
tonished at his doctrine: for his word 
was \\"ith power." 

It was this power that later tnablcd 
the tiny group of disciples to fulfill 
the Great Commission and to c\·angelizc 
the world. l-Iad thcy attelllpted it with­
out waiting for the enduemcnt prom­
ised by the Lord, there would have been 
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no rapid expanSIon of the Church. 
Progress would have been extremely 
slow and difficult. But because they 
were obedient to the Lord's command 
and tarried until they had recei\'ed the 
anointing of the Holy Spirit, more was 
effected by thei r ministry in days than 
they would otherwise have accomplished 
in years of toil. 

2. The preachillg , ... as [-{oly Ghost 
preachiHg. 

They did not rely upon "enticing 
words of man's wisdom," but their 
preaching was "in demonstration of the 
Spirit and of power." Let it be noted 
that the ';delllonstration of the Spirit" 
to which the apo~tle referred was a 
supernatural display of di"ine power. 
fer he wrote te the same church later, 
"Signs ... were wrought among you in 
all patience, in signs, and wonders, and 
mighty deeds" (2 Corinthians 12:12). 

Commercial finns spend huge sums 
of 1110ney to make known their wares; 
they have proved by experience that 
"publicity pays." Publicity pars also in 
regard to God's work, but the New 
Testament publicity was of a super­
natural order. F or instance, when 
Aeneas was raised from his bed of 
paralysis by Peter's gifted ministry, 
"all that dwelt at Lydda and Saron saw 
him, and turned to the Lord." 

Some people say it is wrong to ask 
God for signs and wonders, but it was 
the prayer of those early disciples that 
"with all boldness they may speak thy 
word, by stretching forth thine hand to 
heal; and that signs and wonders may 
be done by the name of thy holy child 
Jesus." \Ve see that their prayer was 
literally answered, for we read in the 
next chapter, "Many signs and wonders 
were wrought among the people; . 
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and be1ievcr~ were the more added to 
the Lord, lIlultitude~ both of men and 
women." 

4. The com'crts ,.',·re taught their 
rrsf'ol1sibility of , .. ,jtnrsslllg for Christ. 

J. The X('";:.' Testament churches 
:,("Ye flol}. Ghost rlmrehes. 

The outcome of this powerful preach­
ing was the establishment of thriving 
churche". Paul did not wander about 
aimlessly from place to place, engaging 
in indiscriminate e\"angeli/iug". His aim 
was to plant churchc~ where com'erts 
would be shepherded. 

:\" el\" Testament com·erts. as soon 
as they were =,a\'ed, were shown the 
necessity of being baptized in water, 
and were quickly led into the e).:perience 
of the bapti:;m in the lloly Spirit. 
Thus the churches were Pentecostal 
from their \"Cry inception, so that the 
converts "continued :;tediastly in the 
apostles' doctrine and fellowship. and 
ill breaking of bread, and in prayers." 
It was in that spiritual atmosphere that 
the churches '"increased III number 
daily." 

Paul did not attempt to evangelize 
thoroughly a whole province. His 
method was to e~tabli~h churches in 
'>tralegic centers and then to leave to 
the newly formed churche:. the ta~k 
of c\'angeli7ing the whole area. Each 
,h\lrch he founded hecame a center oi 
c\·angcl!slIl. TIllis he could write to the 
church at Thessalonica, .. From you 
sounded out the word oi the Lord not 
only in :'Ilacedonia and Achaia. hut also 
in everr place rour faith 10 God-ward 
i~ spread ahroad." 

The task of the t\\'cmieth-cen!ury 
Church i" to evangelize the world, and 
this cannot he done by the clergy alolle. 
[n fact. as the late Dr. \\'illiam Temple 
poi!l!l'd out. it l'an scnrccly he done to 
any extent hy tht"' clergy at all. It 
\\ill rl'quire :111 the efforts of all the 
people if the Church in our tillle IS to 
enjoy the rapid expansion it enjoyed 
i1l apo ... tolic days. .... ....

God made this tmih \·cry real to my 
heart seycral rears ago. It was during 
a prolongcd and grievolls trial. To me it 
was midnight.

MISS YUMNA MALICK, an Assemblies of God missionary 1n Choueifat, 
Lebanon, wrote on July 12 to say she was safe but she described 
the situation in Beirut and other places as " terrible." Sister Malick 
said John Wright Follette was with them for a series of meetings and 
his 'Bible teaching gave the believers great spiritual help during their 
.. Ume of trouble." 

LETTERS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED from various naUonal ministers indicating 
that they a re safe although the daughter of one Lebanese minister was 
shot In the arm during the fighting . This pastor lived close to the 
Syrian-Lebanese border . He said the tanks were fig-hting outside his 
home and two bombs hit his house . He removed his family to a safer 
city and returned to the danqer area to carry on his ministry . 

NO WORD HAS COME FROM IRAQ since the overthrow of the government 
in that land. The Pentecostal work in Iraq is not large (there are said 
to be only 2 , 000 Protestants in the entire nation) . There are a few 
small groups of Pentecostal believers with nationals In charge. Pray 
for them. 

CONSTRUCTION OF NEW CHURCHES IN THE U, S, amounted to 
S70,000,000 for the month o f June . This was S3 , 000 ,000 less than 
1n June 1957. During the first six months of 1958 church construction 
was three per cent less than the total for the corresponding period o f 
last year . 

CHRISTMAS WAS NOT CELEBRATED LAST MONTH at the First Methodist 
Church in Vicksburg , Michigan, as in former years . It has been a 
custom since 1952 to have two Chri s tmases in Vicksburg --one on 
December 25 "for the body" and one on the third Sunday in July" for 
the spirit," but church officials cancelled the custom this year . 
They said the July celebration had lost its meaning because It had 
become" too sensational, too comme rcial . " 

A BAPTIST MINISTER in west Tennessee was charged with contempt of 
cou rt for refusing to give what he considered confidential Information 
in a divorce case , The young min i ster had counseled both parties In 
the case on their marital difficulties. He told the judge he could not 
divulge what was said in a private spiritual conference he had with a 
member of his congregation , and was fined S50 for so doing . As a 
result, church leaders are asking for a law to protect ministers in 
such cases . 

A UNIVERSITY SURVEY at Sydney , Australia, showed that at least 
90 per cent of Australians claim they are Christians , and yet the same 
survey disclosed that onl y 63 per cent have a definite bel1ef In life 
after death . 

A COLLECTION BOX set up in Leipzig, East Germany , In s ide the 
headquarters of the Leipzig Missionary Society , turned out to be a 
losing proposition . Authorities o f the Soviet Zone fined the miss ion 
director S145 for v10lating an Eas t German law prohlblt1nq "public 
collections . "

B IHTISII GUIANA, IS TilE O:-;E 

E.nglish-speaking country in Soulh 
,'merica. It and Ihe other two Guianas 
are the only territories in that continent 
still under colonial rule. The rest of 
South ,\l11erie;!' ohtained political in­
dependence more than a hundred yea rs 
ago. 

Over fifty per cenl of the 4OO,OOCl 
inhabitants of British Guiana aTC East 
Indians. llindi is s)>oken by this racial 
group, and the temples and mosques of 
old T ndia aTC to be seen everywhere. 
I lindu customs prevail. At times one 
recei\'es the impression that he has been 
trnnsplantcd to the Orien t. The rest of 
the population is predominately A f rican, 
with a segmen t of aboriginal T ndian ;; 
and npproximatcly 3.QOCl Chinese and 
a small pe rcentage of Europeans mak­
ing lip the balance of the population. 

Briti sh Guiana is a land of rivers. 
The greater part of the land is flat and 
does not rise more than a few feet 
above sea level. except in the interior , 
where there is a low range of moun­
tains. Abu ndant ra infall makes for a 
humid climate, and since the country 
is located ncar the C{llmtor the climate 
is hot. Along the coast a sea breeze 
helps to relieve the heat and makes 
living more congenial. 

We spent ten days in the colony and 
traveled by ferry on two of the rivers. 
\Ve traveled tip the Demerara River to 
l\ lakenzie, where n large bnuxite plant 
is located (bauxite is the raw ma­
terial from which aluminum is made ) . 
Although sixty miles from the sea, the 
ri ver rises and falls twice a day with 
the ocean tide. In fact, almost half the 
time the rive r runs backwards as the 
incoming tide pushes the river water 
llpstream. 

\Ve went to ;\lakenzie to visit the new 
church that is being formed there. A 
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young man and his wife from George­
tOWI1 felt the call to this industrial arC<l 
and have been working there for the 
past seven months. They have a good 
beginning, with over 100 in Sunday 
School. 

The other trip took us for three hours 
across the twenty-mile-wide mouth of 
the Essequibo Ri\·er. The boat stopped 
at the various island plantations where 
rice and sUgrlr cane are grown. r..lany 
of the scenes are beautiful beyond des­
cript ion. \Ve attended the night serv­
ice in Suddie, \\ here a. Christian woman 
and her daughter are pioneering a work. 
The little room in which the meeting 
was held was crowded out and there 
was a good response to the message 
from God's \Vord. 

On the trip we were fascinated U)' 
the preparation for a Ilindu wedding. 
On I)' the groom and hi ... attendants were 
on the ferry . He was dressed in a 
pink satin gown that reached his feet. 
He was a thin lad of ahout eighteen 
years, somewhat arrogant and flippant 
in bear ing; he had bushy hair that 
extended like a thatched roof at least 
three inches over his face, shading his 
eyes. lie was accompanied by his 
seven-rear-old brother. who was also 
dressed in pink satin. \Ve understood 
that the bro ther bas fir st option on the 
br ide should the husband die. 

As we drew near the point of dis­
emb.arkation the party began to make 
the groom ready. They placed a tall 
headdress or crown upon hi s head and 
bound it on with a turban. The head­
dress was resplendent with tinsel and 
mirrors, and at the top was a figure of 
a bird. The crowning feature was an 
arrangement of light bulbs wired to a 
flashlight battery. The groom kept the 
button in his pocket; at a given mo­
ment he could press the button, and the 
headdress with all its mirrors and tinsel 
would light up as though to indicate 
that the wearer had suddenly been ill­
uminated with a brillant idea. The 
group had been drinking liquor and 
became a little noisy before the trip 
\vas over . 

On the way hack we saw the wcdding 
J><1rt)' again. The groom still had on 
his pink sa tin gown, somewhat soiled 
as a result of the all-night party. He 
had his bride literally in tow, for the 
tip of her veil was tied to the tip of his 
sash. She was a pretty, intell igent­
looking girl and did not seem to be too 
happy with her lot. She may not have 
been previously acquainted with the man 
who was to be her husband. For hours 
she sat with downcast eyes. The groom 

We stopped at plantations where sugar is 
grown 

lauf.:'hed, ate, and drank with his {riends 
with scarcely a glance at his bride . 
The only words ~he spoke were di­
rected to all old lad)' who accompanied 
her. The bride was dressed in quite 
modern fashion, but wore the signs of 
the] I indu religion on her forehead and 
in the parting of her hair. A Hindu 
priest accompanied them. We found it 
difficult to keep our eres off this 
couple, and our hearts went out ill pitr 
to the yOLlng bride. 

During our stay in British Guiana 
we ministered in th e different chnrchc, 
and were pleased to note the growth of 
the work. 1 n Georgetown there ha .. 
been a good increase in the congrega­
tion, and steps are now under way to 

org~lnize the work. A property for a 
revival center is being purchased which 
will greatly aid in the development 
and stabil ity of the work. :'lIT. and l\lrs. 
Chow, who founded the work in 
Georgetown, have done a highly com­
meqdable work, not ani), in the capital 
city but also in outl),ing distr icts where 
ther have established preaching places. 
One of the great needs now is for all 
inMitute for the training of workers. 

RE\,[VALTDIE is making a major con­
tribution to our work in this countr),. 
The broadcast goes over the local sta­
tiOll and is financed largely by the 
Christians thenlselves. 

British Guiana, with it s desire for 
pOlitical independence and economic dc­
velopment, needs the impact of a 1I10"C­

menl energized by the powcr of the 
1I01y Spirit. The Assemblies of God 
work is in a position to fill thi s ,·ital 
spiritua l need. It is not difficult to 
see that there is a great future for the 
Assemblies of God in this country ii 
we can bu)' up the opportunities thai 
arc ours toda),. ... <III[

humble, picturesque \- illage in the south­
ern State of Taha5Co, ~Iexico. Talmsco 
is a swampy state with much dense 
jungle are'.l and as a result has poor 
communi cations. Not until recently has 
the Full Gospe l reached there with any 
degree o f effectiveness. Il owcver, 
l\lanuel 's p .. 1.rCnh heard and accepted 
the mcs.~agc of salvat ion through Jesus 
Chri st when ).lanuci was twel\'e years 
old. A year later :-'fanucl. too. found 
Christ and was haptized ill the Holy 
S pirit. .\clllall), the church which 
l>.lanucl and his p.arcnts attended was 
only a small building all a ranch not 
far from the capital cilY of Villaher­
m~sa. 

As r-.lanuei entered the cri tical teen­
age period, he hcgan to forget his \'OWS 

to God and li ve a careless, uncon trolled 
life. At Ihe age of seventecn he stole a 
fourtee n-yea r-old girl from the ranch 
and ran away frOIll h0111e, coming to 
live in Villahermosa. In the city he 
gave himself ove r 1110re and more to 
loose living. The Lord spoke to Manuel 
in many di st inct ways. yet he always 
resisted God's dealing with him. \Vhen 
he reached twenty-one years of age 
(in the early part of 1957) the follow­
ing astounding event took place. 

Shortly aftcr attending a salvation­
divine healing campaign in our newly 
e!,tabli shed church in \'illahcrmosa, 
where once again :\ranuc! refused to 
hear the Lord 's voice, demons took 
control of him, One Sunday morning

who loosened their hold. The church 
kept fasting and pray ing, SOllle o f 
).fanuel'::; relative ;; wanted to take him 
to the insane asylum, others suggested 
he go to the doctor, and slill others 
want ed to take him to the spirit TIlcdi­
ums (in thi s area they are cnlled bruj as 
or witches). 

It was a good thing the church held 
firm in prayer, because it seemed as 
though the demons were not going to 
relinquish their hold on thi s choice 
prisoner.

the training course, but was not ac­
cepted hecause their enrollment was al­
ready filled.

In those tllO years oi di~courage-
111<:Ot and unhappiness I forgot all about 
Gm\. Two years after 1 began working 
at the hospilal, God sent a re\'i\'al to 
Ilt\' COJlll11l1l1ity that was to change my 
hfe completely. 

I had been brought up in a Chris­
tian h0111c and had faithfully attended 
the \lethodi ... t Church with my family. 
\Iy parents had taught me that Pettte­
co'>tal churches w('re to be feared. 
Imagine 111;: surprise, then, when m), 
father suggested that he, my mother, 
and I go with an Hilcle to the n:­
"i"al that was bcing helel in the nearby 
church! I didn't wallt to go, hut felt 
that if my parcnts wanted to go J 
f;hO\lld go with them. 

God spoke to my heart that night. 
and I\"hell I went back alone He really 
hegan to deal with me. The third night 
I wcnt. J nne 21, 1955. I I c miraculotlsly 
saved l11e ami made me a nell' person 
in Christ Jesus. Prai se His name for­
el'er! A week later 1 recei\'ecl a letter 
frOIll Perkins, offering me a schola r­
ship for the leacher-training progranl 
I\hich would begin in September, 

Perkins is a residential school for 
I!\ind children frOtll kindergart en 
through high school. ?llost of the ch i l~ 
dren li\"e ncar enough to the school to 
go homc 011 weekends. Some arc day 
pupils. The children ende<l\'or to par­
ticipate in almo;;t as man)' aClivities a~ 
do sighted children, They should be 
treated like seeing children in as many 
ways as possible. The children a re 
dil'ided into groups according to grade~ 
;\11(\li\'e in cottagcs, so that the ';family" 
idea of home is not lo ... t. Teachers and 
~taff often li\'e in thc"e cottages ami 
help with dutie:;, "nch as study super~ 

\"isiol1 :tltd church dut), c:tch SUIlc!:ty 
for those children who remain at school. 

Three years ago as I entered the 
arhorlike driveway of Pcrkins I wa~ 
\'cry much aware of God in the heauti­
ful 1and~cape around 111e. Once agaill 
I was assured of I li s l<:adillg in thi~ 
!lew \'entUrl', 

The fir::-t year was one of tests and 
di"couragell1cllb. But \ was very sure 
Cod was sti ll in it. so ! determined 
to do the \"ery hcst 1 cOttld. Working 
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with the Blind is different from work­
ing with sighted children only in that 
the Blind use their fingers as "eyes," 
and the learning process may thu" take 
longer. 

As part of my training I chose to 
observe ill the deaf-blind department. 
These children, without sight or hear­
ing, sO impressed me that I transferred 
to this department to finish my training, 
Somehow I kncw this was the work the 
Lord wantcd me to do. And after three 
years in the work I am more sure than 
evcr. 

In working with a deaf-blind child, 
the tcacher lI1\1st produce a feeling of 
security in the chi ld, Although these 
little Ol1es are of school age when they 
come, because of their double handi­
cap wc begin with each of them as 
one would train a one-and-a-half-year­
old chi ld. \ Ve work wi th thell1 from 
de\'elopment of personal habits to the 
de\'elopment of the senses (espec ially 
the touch) to receive language; and 
once the child is able to unc\e r!:.tand 
what is said to him, he is taught as a 
\'ery beginner when fir st sent to 
school. 

Some of these children ha\'e com­
pletely lost their sight or hearing. Oth­
ers may be partially afflicted in either 
or both of these seTl!:.es. Vibration is 
used as the med iulll of correspondence. 
Thi~ process is very interesting, By 
placing hi s hand all the teacher' s face, 
the child can feel the vibrations from 
the teacher's nasal pa!:.:-ages, mouth, and 
throat. Through thi s method the child 
lea rns to distinguiSh \'ariOtls sounds, 
Thus he is able to " feci" the teachcr's 
words, The hours arc long, tedious , 
and patience-wearing, But when the 
child responds to a given command 
after a few months, the child's pn?gress 
is all the reward desired by the teacher. 

Looking back o\'er my entire li ie, 1 
thank God for I I is mercy and guidance, 
I see now that God has given me the 
three professions that 1 \\'anted so 
much- teaching, nursing, missionary 
work. In my work with these deai­
blind children, I find that the little 
ones especially need all three of these 
mini stries. At one time 1 wanted to go 
to the mission field of another country, 
hut I am thankful that J [e has pri\'i­
leged me to serve II im whcre I am. 
I am trusting II im for great things, 
knowing that only with His help and 
by His grace can a real wo rk be done 
with these preciolls ones, ......

To what do 
we owe the birth of the mighty wave 
of evangelism that has continued to 
risc from the days of John Wc:.ley? 

Evcry religiolls body has it s particu­
lar theological emphasis. 1 t is not OUf 

purpose to ('valuate ally other religious 
body's approach to e,'angc\ism, but 
rather to idelltify and understand the 
origin of our OWll concept of evangel­
ism. 

\Ve, of course, take recourse to the 
Word of God as the basis of authority 
for preaching that "whosoever will" 
may be saved. This was the message of 
the apostolic Church, and this thcme of 
univers.-d sa lvation and unlimited atone­
ment was not changed until the days

o f ,\ugustine. The acceptance of a 
limited atonement was not ge neral 
among the reformers of l,lIther's day 
and did not become so until J ohn Cal­
"tn, the great theologian, correlated 
'various aspects of tbi s doctrine into a 
systcm of logic known as } 01111 Calvin's 
Institutes. \\ 'hatcver we Illay have to 
say about the scr iptural authority of 
his system of logic, we must respect the 
great bulwark of s trength that it pro­
vided for Protestant forces in the bleak 
days of their perseclltion. 

An examination of the five points of 
Calvinism, however, will show why it 
could not stand through the years. 
Prcdcstination is the keystone in the 
whole system, and when this IS re­
mO\'cLl by the reverberations of a 
"whosoevcr will" gospel, the whole arch 
crumblcs. 

The Lutheran H.efornw.tion wa s more 
an awakcning than a revival. Its initial 
accomplishment was to restore the 

authority of the )3iblc and throw off 
the authority of an in stitution and the 
Pope. It is (o111111only acceptcd among­
many authorities 011 the life of l\lartin 
Luther, that his doctrinal views were 
not all settled upon hi s break with 
ROl11e. A study of chmch hi story 
thr~lIgh the stormy years of the refor­
mahan re\'eals two vcry important 
faclS: (I) the restoration to Bible the­
ology was gradual; and (2) the resto­
ration of apostolic power followed the 
preaching of true Bible doctrines. 

The preaching that "whosoever will" 
may be sayed provided a warm and 
inviting contrast to the bleak and numh­
ing effect of predestination. Tt is easy 
to see how 1J0ly Ghost evangelism. as 
we know it today, could cOllle into 
being on ly with the preaching of an 
unlimited atonemen!. The preaching of 
a limited atonement paralyzed mission s 
and rendered cYangelistic efforts use­
less, for according to the theologians 

• 
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those who were to be :;.a\'ed (the elect) 
were saved by "irresistible grace" 
through no will of their own, 

The first great o\'ertones 01 an 1111-

limited atonement were sounded hy a 
Dutch theologian, Coornhert. This man 
\\'a<; Secretary of State in I folland. lie 
wrote a hook atkocatillg' reformation 
anti further said that cvery reforme!' 
... hould have a ministry of miracles. Ilis 
work shocked the rockrihhed CaJ\'inj"lic 
adhercnts of the Dutch Rciornl('(\ 
Church into action. They secured 
Jacobus .\rminius to reply to thi" lay­
man's work. Arminius was one of the 
1Il0st promising scholars on thc theolog­
ical horium. lIe launched a careful 
investigation of Coornhert's work and 
history reveals the results, lie was led 
to break with Cah'ini"'nt and hecame 
the father of \\hat is known as Armin­
ian theology, In the field of theology 
there arc three great schools of thought 
regarding human sah'atioll; they arc 
cOlllmonly called Calvini:,m .. \rl11ini3n­
ism, and l;nivcrsalis]ll. 

The \\'ork~ of Jacohus . \nninius haH 
come into a new signific:Hlce and have 
been reprinted recently, A careful in­
vest igation g ives good reasons to hc­
licve that A rll1inius bccame thc father 
of our great evangelical heritage. It 
should be pointed out that much that 
has gone out under the name of Armin­
lanhlll i~ not in full accord with his 
works. 

The great \\'esleY:l1l rcvivals arc not 
di ffi cult to undef:iland when )'ou con­
trast the Spir it -breathed ''1\ hosoevcr 
wil l" preaching with the dreary doc­
trines and decrees of predl'stination. 
S uddenly men realized that (;0(\ lovcd 
e,'ery soul alike, It became e\'i<1l.:nl that 
God would 5<1.\'C without rt~)1l'ct of 
persons, The Church again di"co\'ered 
the power of nlass evangelism. This put 
thc world on the road toward apo,.,tolic 
reviva l such as we find in the Acts of 
the Apostles,

Sunday School Lrssoll Jor AI/gllst 17, 1958 

t-.IICAII 4: 1-7; 5: 1, 2 

It is no wonde r the mino r prophets are seldolll preached 
today. The monotonous repetition of threats and impending 
judgments makes dull reading and gives onc little to shout 
:\OOIlt. Some think these prophets ha\'e no message for us 
loday. Yet the fact is that we love to claim their promises. 
1 f we claim the good promises we must also place our­
selves within the scope of their warnings and rcalir.c that 
the si ns of Tsrael may quite possibly be found in the 
Church of today 1 

:-' Iicah, like Amos, was a simple countryman. lie lived in 
an obscure village and was born of ohscure parents. But 
God cares not at all about origins. lie chooses as instnl­
ments those who will obey lI im, wherever lI e may find 
them. 

!\licah lived in close touch with hi s own kind of people 
and had deep sympathy for them when they were victim­
ized by the oppression of the upper classes, their neighbors, 
and their leaders. His message was entirely to Israel. 
He preached particularly aga inst the social sins of the 
nati on. 

I. THE SINS O F T 1I E PEOPLE. 
(I) Micah saw the capital cities as leading the way ill 

sin (1 :5). H e described their consequent destruction: "I 
will make Samaria as an heap of the field" (1 :6, 7 ); 
"Evil came down from the Lord unto the gate of ]erus,1-
Icm" (1 :9-16) . Mica h denounced the wealthy nobles for 
gathering great estates by un sc rupulously defrauding the 
honest poor. " \Voe to them that devise iniquity, and work 
evil upon their beds! When the morning is light, they 
practi se it .. , and, .. covet field s, and take them by vio ­
lence; and houses. and take them away: so they oppr~ss a 
man and his house" (2: 1-3) . 

(2 ) ,"Vomen and children were seen as cast out of their 
homes and left to wander the roads (2:9). (3) The 
people were crushed under the burden of taxation so 
heavy it was necessary fo r them to mortgage and e\,entually 
lose their property . As ~Iicah gazed upon the splendid 
buildings of Jerusalem he felt they had been built with 
human flesh and "cemented with human blood" (3: to). 
( 4) The civil and religious leaders, instead of leading the 
sheep of the nation. were fleec ing and devouring those whom 
it was their duty to protect (3:2, 3). 

(5) The spiritual leaders had become hirelings, preaching 
to please the people and accept ing bribes for the same 
(3:1 1) . (6) ·~Iany o f the people themselves had itching 
cars, rejecting the truth and the mini stry of the Super­
natural. "Prophesy ye not, say they to them that prophesy" 
( 2:6). (7) Moral character had deteriorated to such an 
ex tent that people betrayed their own flesh and blood. No 
one could be trusted (7 :2, 5, 6). "The son di shonoureth 
the father , ... a man's enemies are the men of hi s own 
house." As we read :!\Iicah's message we ca nnot help 
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heing imprc:,sed by the similarity betwt'cn his time and ours. 
,\nd l)CcauS(' of these SillS which brad would not forsake, 
judgmellt was ine\'itable. "Therefore shall Zion ... he 
plowed :t-; a field, and JenLo.alem :,hall become heaps" 
(2,12). 

II. TilE FAITlIFUL:\ESS OF GOD. 
A ... clearly as :\licah saw the coming judgment upon 

I sraet, so he also saw her ultimate restoration, 
In chapters four and H,'e :\Iicah made remarkable pre­

dictions concerning hoth the first and second comings of 
the ,\les.:oiah. :\1 ic..h was among' the first to .:oce that I srael 
was to ha"e a Saviour who was on{' of themselves. li e 
saw Christ as being born in Bethlehem rather than in 
Jerusalem (5 :2). lie looked forward to lhe time when 
Christ's kingdom shall be e:.tahlishcc1 upon earth. -li e saw 
Christ reigning upon the throne of J)a\'id. Jermalem be­
coming the religious capital of the world. \\'ar and hlood~ 
shed will have cOllle to an eud. Poverty and want will he 
aholished. ami peace and security will be the portion of 
every man. The nations of the earth will go to the holy city 
to learn the ways of the l.ore!. 

The Book concludes with stirring words in which the 
prophet spoke in the name of redeemed Israel-"I will 
hear the indignation of the Lord, because I have !.inncd 
against him, until he plead my cause, and execute judgmcnt 
for me: he will bring me forth to the light. and r shall behold 
his righteousness .... \\'ho is a God like unto thee, that 
pardolleth iniqu ity? .. He will turn ag-ain, he wi ll ha\'e 
compassion upon liS; he ,,-ill subdue our iniquities; and thou 
wilt ca!.t all their sillS in to the depths of the sea. Thou 
wilt perform the trulh to Jacob, and the mercy to Abraham. 
which thou hast swo rn unto our fathers from the days of 
ok!."

The fir st White Il ou~e Conference 
all the Care of Chi ldren, cOll\-ening in 
1909, expressed a principle \\ hieh has 
become increasingly important to those 
concerned with the care of dependent 
children: "\lol11e life i!; the highest 
and fine!:>t product of ci\' ilization. It 
is the great molding force of mind 
and character. Children should not be 
deprived of it except for urgent and 
compelling reasons." 

The "urgent and compelling" reasons 
which distmb the lives of boys and 
girl s have multiplied during the past

Todar's dep ri\'c(\ child ren , fo r thc 
most part, arc not orphans. Only 
about twenty-five per cen t arc depend­
ent because of death . r-.rost of them 
arc dep rived of normal homes because 
of the inability of parents to fulfill the 
responsibilities of parenthood. Divorce. 
separation, desertion, neglect, and pov­
erty account in a large mea"ure for 
their disrupted lives, 

Disrupted and troubled families arc

Six Imndred million dollars is spent 
by the federal government nnnually to 
assist two and one-half million depend­
ent children.

comes at cr ises. Child ren without par­
ental supervision get into trouble.

The 
responsibility has not been removed 
from the Church, however. \Vhal the 
government docs is designed to supple­
ment the work of institutions, adoptioll 
agencies, and foster homes. A sselllblie ~ 

of God people can do as much as the)' 
have vision and courage to do. Gi"ing 
of our resources and ou r st rength to 
America's needy chi ldren, in the namc 
of Christ, is a ministry of the Church 
that will be rewarded by I (is, "Well 
done, thou good and faithful se rvnnt 
. , . For inasm uch as ye have done it 
unto the least of these my brethren, ye 
have done it unto me."

The following experience n,'­
ported by Herbert Bruhn, Superin­
tendent of the :\ational Chtldrcn\ 
Home, will cause warm-hearted As­
sembl ies of God people to cry, "We 
must !" 

Early m April a mothcr camc to 
our Homc with fivc girls and a boy~ 
a fine-looking family, The mother told 
the sto ry that is so familiar 10 !:.uper in­
tendcnts o f ch ildren's homcs, 1\0 work. 
no shelter , little food, "Will you take 
my family until I can get on my feet 
again ?" 

There wa s no room for so many 
children, Brothcr Bruhn said, "\\'c just 
can't do it." nut the plea cOllt!tllled, 
and he weakened , 1\Iaybe they could 
make room for the five girls , The boy 
wa s si xt ce n, and would help hi s mother 
a s much as possible, By altering the 
s leeping arrangement in the girls' Tecn 
Cottage, and by taking onc of the 
g irl s to room with Judy, hi s own 
daug!lter, it could be a rranged, 

Hi,; bett er judgment told hi m he 
shouldn't take them, Crowded d ormi ­
tories make housepa rent s ' loads hea\'ier 
and the work that can be done for 
each child less effecti\'e, But fo r these 
children it would mean so much, So 
he was persuaded . And who can sar 
thi s was not as it should ha\'(~ been? 
Three of the g irls were saved during­
their fir st week with us. All of them 
fit beautifully into the life of the J rome. 
\\'hat would have been the ou tcome lf 
he had turned them away: 

But within the ncx t fe w days other 
calls were received . One wa s frOll! 
Pastor J ohn C. DickinSOT! of Ru,>scll­
ville , Arkansas, who appealed in behalf 
of eight children of 011C family, A 
twenty-year-old son, IIpon re tllrning 
l rom the Navy, found his young 
brother s and sisters li\'ing in a de­
plorable home si tuation , Could we 
help? There would be some financial 
support anlilable, if we cou ld just take 
th e children. 

The mother was lot ally un fi t. th e 
children Ileglected. Something must be 
done immediately. Rut our dOrlu itor­
ies were filled to capacit)". 1I 0use­
parents that should not ha\'e r6ponsi­
bilit)' for 1\10re than ten children each, 
were caring for as many as nineteen. 
There was neither an extra bed nor a 
place for a bed! The only poss ible 
an swcr was "\'\0. " 

During the S:1.111C week a call came 
from Judge J . 1\1. Lowrey of the 
Garland County court who al so sef\'es 
as J tl\'enile Judge. Could we take fiye 
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child ren from Garland County? They 
had heen relllo\'ed from their home 
by court order because of neglect 
Their f"ther i~ an alcoholic, J\ gain 
Brother Bruhn said, "1\0, we are fill ed 
to capacity." 

A few days later L. F. Garri son. 
Director of the Clark County Child 
\ relfare Dcpartment, called. lIe had 
fi\'e children from two familie;; who 
were in desper:ue straits.

Do YOU AGREE THAT A CIIR ISTIA:-J 

:-hould not worry? Or do ),011 say , 
"\\'orrying is only natura l ; I can't help 
feeling anxiou)"? Your answer to these 
questions will determine whether you 
are :m overcomer Or not. 

Few, of COl1r)e, will agree with the 
old deacon in the church of my child­
hood who said that Christians should 
never laugh nor be merry, because it is 
not recorded that Christ did so. ~Iost 
of us, however, would argue as 1 used 
to, that he who does not worry ooes 
not face facts . \Vhen confronted with 
our Lord's words, "Be not thcrdore 
anxious," or Pau l's statement, "In 
noth ing be anxious," 1 used to tell my­
self that these words could not mean 
exactly what they said. 

Now I have a different viewpoint. 
Through much-needed lessons, 1 have 
learned that praise is an !!ssential, even 
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inherent, clement of the Chr i ~tian Jife. 
\Vorry cer tainly is a characteristic of 
the natural man, but a Chri stian should 
be a supra natural being. 

Many yea rs ago I had a dear Pente­
costal friend whose life was a habitual 
witness to the power of prai se. I visited 
her onc day when I was depressed and 
feeling that spi ritually I was sad ly 
lacking. On her wall 1 saw a beautiful 
motto with just the two words, Wrry 
Praise." To me it was like a voice 
from 1 leaven. Suddenly the whole 
world looked different. 

I\1y friend told me the molto had 
meant much in he r life. Through it s 
advice she had worked out a practical 
formula of procedure for her problems 
and discouragements. First she went to 
prayer, ask ing the Lord to help ancl 
guide her. Next she would take the 
Bible and seek a word that would bring 

definite leading on the particular dif­
ficulty. Because the Bible is His own 
Word, the Lord often spoke to her 
through a verse, giving assurance that 
lIt, would work. After that she never 
petitioned Him aga in about the matter. 
"To keep asking each day seems like 
douhting Him," she said. " r just re­
mind the Lord of His promise, and 
praise Him for the answer." 

Our guide book, the Bible, teaches 
that praise is the atmosphere of heaven 
(Revelation 19:5 ). Hence we arc to 
enter the Lord's presence with joy 
(Psalm 100:4). The rejoicing Chris­
tian, therefore, is surest of reaching the 
throne. 

l\ loreove r, praise is an "appointed 
garment" which gll'es the wea rer great­
er beauty than the latest Paris fashions 
(Isaiah 61:3: Ps..1.lm 33:1 1). H ow 
lamentable is the fate of the man in the 
parable who came to the feast without 
an appointed garmen t (Matthew 22 :1 1-
13 ). 

Wilh joy in the heart, praisl! cannot 
he kept back from the lips, for it is a 
fruit thereof (Hebrews 13: 15 ). Ac­
cording to heaven's viewpoint , Christian 
fellowsh ip should be praise centered. 
There is a startling contrast between 
the two types of society descr ibed in 
Ephesians 5 :18-20 and in 1 Peter 2:1. 
yet so many Christians use their mOl1th" 
fo r gossip and grumbl ing instead of for 
prai se, 

Because the spirit of praise is an ef­
fecti,'e weapon aga inst Satan, he hates 
a joyful Christian. There seems to be 
no limit to the variety of fears with 
which the de\'i l can fill our minds, for 
fear is the antithesis of praise. 

Do you fea r financial difficulty? 
Try praise! The Lord has a word for 
rOil in ;\Iattbcw 6 :25-34. An l!vangel ist 
f ri cnd in I ndia trusts the Lord for hi~ 
family's e,'err need. In spite of many 
testings. one never hears him speak of 
"'financial problems." Once, after find­
ing that he had only the e<luiva lem of 
tcn cents in his bank account, I heard 
him say, "Praise the Lord! God takes 
ca re of us. Although I haven't enough 
to tempt thie"es, I am never 'in the 
red.' " 

Are you anxious about your hea lth ? 
Don't forget that "the joy of thc Lord 
is your strength"' (Kehemiah 8 :10). 
Often have 1 known tiredness or ill­
ness to di sappea r through the remem­
brance of some of the Lord's past bless­
ings and pra ising Him for them. After 
an experience of healing such an atti­
tude is especially necessary. The devil 
is on hand to ten YOll that your h~ling 
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is not permanent. Every pain ~lIg'gests 
the sickness is returning. This is the 
e\'er~present battle for the mind \·:hich 
Satan carries on. ;':0 wonder Paul 
prayed for the Philippians that the 
peace of God would guard not only 
their hearts but their thoughts as well 
(Philippians 4:7). 

Does your heart quake at the thought 
of the world situation and Russian 
sputniks? Truly, there is not much to 
encourage a man of the world these 
days, but Christians should realize that 
God's Word re\'eals that everything is 
going according to plan. In days like 
these we arc to "look tip" and take 
couTage, for ou r "redemption draweth 
nigh" (Luke 21 :28). Praise the Lord! 
There are scores of verses as antidotes 
fo r thi s kind of fear (2 Chronicles 
32:7-8; Nahum 1 :7; Psalms 5:11; 18: 
2). In 2 Chronicles 20, when a coalition

of three nations came against Judah, 
King Jehoshaphat thought the end had 
come, but he went to God. Second 
Chronicles 20 :22 tells us that "whell 
they began to sing and to praise," God 
began to work. 

Is you r fea r because of Some pe rson 
or e\,ent? Again I say, "Try Pra ise!" 
T ime and again the Lord has fulfilled 
the promises in Psalm 34, which is my 
favorite psalm. Once, touring in the 
villages of India, we found we had 
camped on a hill of scorpions. They 
\\ ere e\'erywhere-in our food bags, our 
beds, and even in our clothes. It was 
not possible to move to another site 
jus t then, so we took Luke 10:19 as 
the Lord's assurance to us, and daily 
we pra ised Him for H is protection. 
T he sco rpions did not leave, but during 
our two weeks' stay in that place not 
one of us was hurt by them. 

Praise not only clears a channel 
through which God can work, but it 
has a rcflex action on ourse lves. A 
praising Christ ian does not need a 
psychiatr ist. Any doctor knows that 
according to phys ical laws, ":1 mcrry 
heart doeth good like a medicine" 
(Proverbs 17:22). Some of us, how­
ever, know there is a joy that operates 
in no natural way. An Indian dancing 
girl who wanted to become a Christian 
in the face of fierce opposi tion could 
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tell you this. J ler family sewed her 
up in a blanket and carried her to the 
jungle to die, but she told me her new· 
found Sa\·iour so made her heart bubble 
oyer that she sang hymns at the top of 
her voice. It was the singing that 
brought rescuers who set her free. 

A lovely young caste convert. who 
came secretly to our bungalow for in· 
struction, knew this supernatural joy. 
She showed me the great welts on her 
back where her father had inflicted 
cruel blows, trying to beat the foreign 
doctrine out of her. She said, "Do you 
know, amma, 1 do not feel the blows 
when he strikes me. T only fee l like 
singing songs of praise!" 

It is easy to praise the Lord when 
the sun shines, but you may be very 
sure that if you wish to become a 
praising Christian the stonns will beat 
and the floods will come. It is under 
testing that we learn. In Psalm 22 
David described his anguish when he 
felt that even God Himself had for. 
saken him. He got through to victory, 
however, declaring he would sing the 
Lord's praises in the midst of the a<;· 
sembly. 

Paul and Silas could have found no 
more unlikely place to sing praises than 
in a Roman prison, but their doing so 
led to their freedom and the jailor 's 
salvation (Acts 16 :23-34). 

Our Lord is the highest example of 
tranquillity. At the very time He was 
facing apparent defeat and certain 
death, He bequeathed His peace to His 
troubled disciples, telling them it was 
His deepest desire that they should have 
His joy to the full (John 14:27; 15: 
11) . 

Some, howe\'er, will be thinking, ';AII 
this is certainly Scriptural, but it is too 
high. I cannot be an overcomer." YOli 
cannOl play a piano concerto the first 
week YOll begin piano lessons, but that 
does not keep you from pract icing 
finger exercises. Neither do you stop 
taking lessons when you make YOIIT 
first mistake. . 

If you want to be an overcomer, the 
best thing to do is to begin now, and to 
keep on persevering to the end. Never 
mind the stumbles. "A just Illan falleth 
seven times and riseth again" (Proverbs 
24,16). 

Having started on the road to victory, 
it is fatal to look a t self or circum· 
stances. "Looking I1nto Jesus" must be 
ollr motto now, and the Holy Spirit 
will keep us rejoicing, fo r joy is in· 
eluded in the cluste r of the "fruit of 
the Spi rit" Paul enumerates in Gala­
tians 5 :22. ~ ..
