A FLAT TIRE At'O NO JACK! THERE 

I was stranded with my car midway 
between Tel Aviv and Jerusalem onc 
hot day in the SUIlU11cr of 1953. J 
waited abOllt half an hour, trying to 
stop someone who would lend me a 
jack so that I could put On a spare tire. 

Then God sent His messenger. An 
American car slOpped, and the driver 
offered to help me. 1 learned that he 
w:lS a missionary, and he told me about 
the ~Icssiah, JeslIs Chr ist. 11i~ attitude 
of love, compassion, and Christian kind­
ness impressed me vcry Illuch. 

Before we 1)':1.rted he gave me a Xc\\' 
Testament. This was a lovely book. 
written in Ilcbrew. I thought perhaps 
it was a love story or a hook of ad­
,'cnturc, and 1 decided to keep it as a 
SQUVClllr. 

J had always had a desire 10 know 
God in a personal way, l\ly parents 
were rel igiolls Jews, but no aile took 
lIluch thought to the welfare of my 
soul. My faith wavered and my soul 
was utterly empty. 1 was bound by 
cllstoms and ceremonies. the fearful 
shadow of a purposeless, wasted life. 

~Iy childhood was spellt in Hungary 
in vcry comfortable circumstances. In 
1949 we went to Israel. 1\1)' father died 
suddenly ill tragic circulIlstances when 
we had been there only one and a half 
years. Left with two children to sup­
port, my mother was ve ry poor; our 
family was in need. 

After one yea r J left my mother and 
little brother to join the army. for 
every male I sraeli citizen mu~t serve 
two years in the armed forces of his 
country. I became an officer and 
achieved some worldly honor and suc­
cess, but there was still that gnawing 
hunger to know God. 

Now God sent His ambassador to 
show me the way, I had never rcad 
the New Testament. and this was my

first expcTlence with a Chri:..tian. J felt 
that ] wanted to go to him to learn 
more about Christ. tiut because of my 
long-standing prejudice and the teach­
ing I had received, I went to this man 
secretly at first. He was thc director 
of a mission in jeru!:>alem. and 1 at­
tended a \Vcdnesday night :o;erv icc. The 
spiritual almo~phere, the peace of the 
wor!:>hipers. the love in th songs, and 
the kindness of the Christians strongly 
attracted me, 1 really hadn't wanted to 
know about the Christian way, for I 
considered all Christians heathen. But 
thc friendly atJllosphere and brotherly 
love touched me so deeply that I re­
turned to the mission several times. 

The Bible, which in the pasl 1 had 
neglected, became my favorite book. 
The Psalms and the Gospels became my 
food. Even today 1 remember how 1 
felt in God's presence the first time 
] Ie met me. After I had SPent hours 
III prayer and wCf'ping God revealed

to me from Daniel 9;26 that JeslIs 
Christ is indeed the :'fessiah: "After 
three, score and two weeks shall Mes­
siah be cut off, but Ilot for himself." 
For whom was He cut off? The Lord 
showed me after hours of prayer and 
weeping before ] lim. It was for me! 
And for all sinners! For all mankind! 

All things became new to me when r 
found Christ. I wanted to become a 
witness to my new faith. Can the sea 
keep quiet? Or the wind cease to 
blow? Neither could my soul rest-I 
must show forth the praise of my Lord, 
who enlightcned my soul and gave me 
peace. I praise I I im for the precious 
gift of endless love and the gracious 
light of faith and truth. 

1 was nineteen years old at the time 
of my conven,ioll . E\·er since then, 
when 1 feel lonely or hurt, I take Illy 
Bible-and I receive the caress of the 
Son of God. the comfort of the lonely 
Sufferer. Then J know that 1 am not 
a lone, nor do ] feel any 1110re pain. 

The past five years have not been 
easy for me. Everybody was against 
me, except the Lord Jesus Christ. The 
news soon was ant, and suddenly every' 
one knew that 1 was converted and 
baptized, and thi s changed the be­
havior of my family and friends toward 
me. 1\0 more was lone of thcm; 
they considered 111e a traitor to Israel. 
They felt 1 had committed a great sill 
in accepting Christ. Old friends turned 
away. and everywhere in the society 
difficulties developed . 

Loneliness hurts, and it hmt Ille­
and I was hungry, too, as I walked 
the streets of Jerusalem. But even after 
so many sufferings. and perseclltions I 
did 110t feel entirely alone. The Lord 
was always with me, and His sweet 
presence and promises and compan ion­
ship richly compensated for the loss 
of my family and fr iends.

-and we can say the same words to 
the nominal Church today conc('T!llllg 
the 110ly Ghost. 

God wams our hodies to he lemples 
in which Ilis hlessed Spirit may (huel\. 
Furthermore] Ie wants tiS to eX]ll.:riencc 
the supernatural working of the Spirit 
in our li\'es, \\'or~hip, praise, and :;erv· 
icc day by day. 

Some say that ,\'1' are IIOt /0 gj1'l'

disciples received the fulfillmcnt of the 
"promise of the F<"Ither," whcn the as· 
cended Lord poured out Ilis Spirit ttp* 
on thelll. 

The miracle of Pentecost was the 
Illirade of transformed Jives. The dis* 
ciples were robed with supernatural 
power. This met their de!:>perate need. 
Theirs \\'<"IS an illlpos~ible task. Who 
would belicvc the fantastic story that 
the carpcnter's !'Oll, who died such an 
ignoble death as a criminal on a fclon's 
gibbet. was the ri.,ell Son of God? 

All the pow('rs of hell were against 
them. The)' faced a hostile religious 
\,-orld. They faced an o,'crrx>wering op­
position from the heathen world. From 
the human \'ie\\'point, they were 
doomed at the ,'cry beginning to fail 
in their mission. 

The coming of the 1I0ly Spirit 
changed e\·erything. From their being 
incompetent, demoralized. powerless. 
and weak disciples-they became effec­
tive, dynamic. and aggressive through 
the endowmem of the Spirit. by the 
baptizing work of the Son. 

Look at Pete r, for example. Before 
Pentecost he warllled his hands at the 
world's fire. Afte r Pentecost he warmed 
three thousand hearts with the preach* 
iug of thc Word. Before Pentecost he 
denied his Lord before a young peasant 
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girl. After Pellteco~t he courageously 
and boldly faced lhe murderers of lhe 
Lord je~;us and charged them with the 
dcalh of his h\(:ssed Saviour. Before 
Pentecost he denied tbe Lord three 
timcs.

"Finally Mr. i"l-loody became some­
what nettled and sa id to them one 
night: 'Why are yOIl praying for me?

'·i\Jr . i\loody did not know what they 
mean t, but he got to thinking about it. 
and then went to those women and said: 
'I wish yotl would tell me what you 
mean.' and they told him about the 
definite Bapt ism with the Holy Ghost.

The power of God fell upon 
him as he walked up the street and he 
bad to hu rry off to the house of a friend 
and ask that he might have a room by 
himself, and in that room he stayed 
alone for hours.

NEW CABINET MIN ISTER CALLS FOR 

EVANGELISM OF YOUTH 

Effective evangelism o f youth should 
begin in the local church back home. 
rather than on a college campus, in the 
opinion of Dr. Arthur S. Fleming. 
newly-appointed Secretary of Health, 
Education, and Welfare. Dr. Fleming, 
who is relinqui shing the presidency of 
Ohio Wesleyan Un iversity a t Delaware, 
Ohio, to assume the cabinet post, told 
the National Methodi st Convocation on 
Evangelism that " there is 110 more ef­
fccl ive witness on OUf COllege campuses 
than the student who comes from a 
local church that has measured up to the 
challenge of Christian education." 

H e called on church members to make 
the ir Sunday School programs marc 
effect ive. " I nstead of silting back in 
our easy chairs complaining about the 
young pcople in thi s generation," he 
said, " let's go out and talk to thclll

KOREAN PROTESTANTS PONDER WISDOM 

OF PAROCHIAL SCHOOL SYSTEM 

Protestant pastors in Korea are un­
decided whether to advocate a nation­
wide church-related elementary school 
system or to tell the Christians to keep 
their children in the publ ic school 
system . T hey say the Bihle Club move­
ment. which was organized nbout thirty 
yea rs ago, has been ;'phenomenally StlC­

cessfu l" in providing the cqui\·alcnt of 
an elementary public school edlL~·ation. 
Children in the Bible Clubs meet three 
to six hours daily for in struction. 
Classes arc held in church basements, 
refugee ten ts, or ollt-of-doors. At pres­
ent there are about 700 clubs and they 
arc reaching over 8O,()()) underprivi­
leged Korean children. The educat ion 
they are providing is "nearly free" 
whereas the entrance and tuition fees 
required of pupil s in the public schools 
makes that education prohibitive to 
many Korean s. 

Some pasto rs have asked American 

mIssions to suppon the Bible Club 
movement so that it may be expanded, 
but some American authorities have ad­
vi!>ed the Korean pastors that the public 
school system rather than a parochial 
type is bette r for an emerging democra­
cy. 

BUDDHIST GROUPS POSE THREAT TO 
CEYLON CHRISTIAN SCHOOLS 
Ceylon's Christ ian Schools face a 

grave threat, posed by the country's 
Buddhi"t Advisory Council and the 
Buddhist Congress. These groups are 
proposing to the nation's ruling party 
that all schools which draw more than 
50% of their students from religions 
other than the one represented by the 
schools' sponso r shoul d be nationalized. 
The success of this proposal would 
mean the closing down of nearly all 
Christian schools s ince few have a 
majority of Christian student s.

DANISH LUTHERANS OPPOSE USE OF 
CHURCH RECORDS BY MORMONS 

Strong opposition has developed 
throughout the Lutheran Church of 
Denmark against a government directive 
that pastors submit thei r parish regi sters 
to ~lormons for photographing. The 
object of the Mormons is to obtain 
information about the families of de­
ceased persons so that they might be 
baptized by proxy. Mormons believe 
that people who are living may be 
baptized as substitutes for people who 
died without knowledge of Mormonism, 
so that the deceased may be made 
adherents of that faith. 

Miscellaneous 
TAX DEDUCTION PRIVILEGE EXTENDED 

TO CHURCH WORKERS 
The .D. S. Internal Revenue Service 

has adopted a new ruling by which 
volunteer church or charity workers 
who incur travel expense in connec­
tion with volunteer work Illay count it 
as a "contribution" and deduct it for 
income tax purposes. Travel to and 
from church for attending services can­
Ilot be included, since that is considered 
a personal expense, but those who 
regularly do church calling and those 
who sew or do other work for the 
Red Cross and other charity organi­
zations without pay may be benefited 
hy the new ruling. 

The Internal Revenue Serv ice also 
ruled that a layman who is named an 
official delegate to a church convention 
and is not reimbursed for his travel 
expense in attending it may deduct 
this on his tax return as a religiolls 
contribution. 

"FRIENDLINESS" RATED TOP IN CHURCH 
QUALITY BY SURVEY 

Over 300 non-farmers in Iowa were 
recently asked why they liked their par· 
ticular church. They gave a variety of 
reasons (its size, its mini ster, its church 
building, its willingness to co-operate 
with other churc.hes, its interest in the 
youth and c.hildren, its teachings, even 
"they leave me alone (which rated ncar 
the bottom ), but the reason the great 
majority gave as to why they liked 
their church was its friendliness. 
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BEREAN SCHOOL OF THE BIBLE is the new name for the correspondence 
school of the Assemblies of God. Eleven courses are offered at 
present and more are being planned. 

A PRAYER OF TrlANKSGMNG was offered by the crew of the U.S . S. 
Nautilus, atomic powered submarine, as they crossed the top of 
the world under the Arctic ice pack, their commanding officer re­
ported. "They didn't cheer,M he explained, "because I had im­
pressed upon them that we should give thanks to Him who made 
this journey possible." 

THE TRAGIC KLM DUTCH AIRPLANE CRASH on August 14 claimed among 
its victims twenty members of the Church of the Brethren who had 
attended rites in Germany marking the 250th anniversary of the 
founding of the denomination. 

A WORLD BIBLE CONTEST was won by a partially paralyzed clerk in the 
Jerusalem Institute for the Blind. The first International Bible Quiz 
was held at Jerusalem's Hebrew University with 15 countries repre­
sented including Mrs. Myrtle Davis, the American entrant from 
Buford, Georgia, who tied for seventh place. Amos Khaham, age 30, 
whose family name means -The Wise Man," was awarded a 2,000-
year-old Jar from a tomh at Beit Shaerim as first prize for his inter­
na tional victory. 

PERMISSION FOR TWO RADIO PROGRAMS was granted this summer to 
some gospel missionaries in Girardot, Columbia, South America. 
These were the first radio broadcasts that evangelicals have been 
permitted to put on the air there for five years. All Protestant 
broadcasts have been banned by the government of Columbia since 
April 1953. 

THE CURRENT UPHEAVAL IN THE MIDDLE EAST appears to give hope of 
focusIng world attention on the 933,556 Arab refugees of that area. 
In 1957 cash, goods and services valued at S3,341.821 were pro­
vided by world Protestant churches and agencies to help alleviate 
their distress. 

A PAINTING OF THE PROPHET ISAIAH esUmated to be worth S50, 000 
has been stolen from the picture gallery at Es ztergom, Hungary. 

A SACRED CONCERT DREW 10,500 PEOPLE to the famous Red Rocks 
Amphitheater at De nver, Colorado, last month. In addition to well­
known gospel soloists the great crowd heard a 250-voice choir 
made up of Singers from Denver churches, and a SO-piece orchestra 
recruited from the Denver Symphony Orchestra . It was the second 
largest crowd in the history of the amphitheater. 

THE NEW S50 , OOO LUTHERAN SERVlCE CENTER for servicemen and 
their families was opened and dedicated at Naha, Okinawa . It is 
the only servicemen's center of its kind on Okinawa which has a 
population of over 25,000 Americans. 

THE METHODIST CHURCH IN POLAND is planning to reopen its theo­
log ical seminary for the first time since World War II. It will also 
resume publishing a denominational magazine . American Methodist 
leaders believe these plans are indicative of the relative freedom 
of the church in Poland.

ZF.CIIARIAII 8:1- 12 

Zechariah preached to israel at the same time as did 
Ilaggai. His ministry \\-as 31-.0 similar -to encourage the 
people in the rdHlllding of the Tt'll1p]c, and to keep ali\'c 
the i'lcssianic hope in a time when that hope was dim. 
In the accomp]bhing of these ohjctli,'cs, Zechariah was 
given a series of "I~iol1s full of !-.ymbolic meaning. which 
he in turn passed on to the people. 

(1) The l-IorSl'IIICII (1 :7-17). Angelic mC~SCl1gcrs of 
Jehovah were scen traveling through the earth and reporting 
that the carth was at rest. Jehovah was angry at the 
I~cathcn who hac! shared in afflicting God's people. The 
tune had come for the Temple and the city to be rehuilt. 

(2) The IlonlS Gild the CarpnlUrs (I :18-21) Four 
carpenters (literally, "can'crs" or "smiths") were seen 
ready to destroy the four horns; that is, the nations which 
had slIccessively dominated Israel. 

(3) The Mati With thc Measlln'lIg Linc (2:1-13). A 
man with a measuring line was seen going forth to measure 
the city of Jerusalem. He was told by an angel that the 
task was impos..,ible, for J erusakm would extend far be­
yond her present boundaries. f\lore than that, she would 
become the center of the world's worship, and God Him­
sel f would dwell in the midst of her. Here, as throughout 
the Book, Zechariah's "isions and prophetic utterances go 
far beyond any thing which was fulfilled either in his day 
or in ally age since. Again and again, he leaped across 
the centuries with prophetic utterances which can find 
their fuifillmelll only at the time of Christ's second coming 
to earth to establish H is everlasting kingdom. 

(4) The Trial oj Joshua (3: 1-10). The present COIl­
dition of Israel was in marked contrast to the glorious 
future which was hers. Hence the nation needed some 
real comfort ill "iew of present distress. Accordingly, 
Joshua the] ligh Priest, the spiritual representative of all 
the people, was seen standing before Ihe judgment bar of 
G.od. Satan the adversary stood at his right hand to accuse 
hun before God. Worse yet, joshua's garments were filthy. 
for he and all his people were, in facl, guilty before God. 
What should the verdict be? 

Here we ha\'e the grace of God in the Old Testament! 
Satan was rebuked by the Lord. Was not Joshua a brand 
plucked from the {ire by God's grace? joshua's filthy 
ga rment s were replaced by royal apparel, symbOlic of 
God's own righteousness. And he is declared to be a type 
of THE BRANCH, the offspring of Da\id, even Chr ist, 
as spoken of by Isaiah (4:2; 11:1) and jeremiah (23:5; 
33 :15 ). And the same God who extended grace to joshua 
waits to be gracious today to all who are conscious of 
sin, or accused and oppressed by the adversary! 
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(5) The Goldett Catldlestick (4 :1-14). ZC<'hariah saw a 
golden candlestick with ~even lamps which were illumi­
nated by oil supplied by pipes from two olive trees on 
either side of the candlc!>tick. While we may be uncertain 
of the meaning of all the details of the "ision, the central 
message is sure--",/\/ot by mig"t, nor by pcnt'er, but by 
Illy spirit, sait" tire Lord oj hosts." 

Remember that Zerubbabel. in his efforts to rebuild 
the Tcmple, was being met with stiff opposition from 
Tatnai, Governor of Israel's enemies, who challenged 
lsrael's right to resume work 011 the Temple and was 
appealing to Persia for a ruling. An adverse ruling from 
the king would stop everything. ;\lorcovcr. there was 
danger from surrounding nations. Zerubhabel needed en­
couragemellt, and it came! lie was reminded that success 
and victory come 110t by human force or cunning, but by 
the power of God. And the God of Israel had an un­
failing supply of His grace and power which was avail­
able and working ill Zerubhabel's behalf. This changed the 
picture completely, so that Zerubbabel-and you and I. 
too!-could survey the enemy and the obstacles and say , 
"\\'ho art thou, 0 great mountain? before Zerubbabel thou 
shalt become a plain!" 

<, For who hath deSI)ised the day of small things?" It 
was a day of small beginnings for h;rael. But God was 
on her side. And He still is, in that Ili s promises made 
to Abraham and to David and to you and me shall surely 
be fulfilled. For success in Israel's life-and in yours and 
mine-depends not on man's wisdom and power, but on the 
power of God's Holy Spirit!

~iagara stopped alice! An ice jam 
across the river caused the waters to 
fail , and the great roar of the falls 
was stilled, But there never has been a 
moment in which the lo\"e of God has 
failed and there lIe\'er will be, Tt~ rich 
tide flows all forever and nothing can 
stop it. 

Then Jeremiah brought to hi~ Illcm­
ory God's kindness and mercy, H e 
realized he was a sinner ami that God 
had not dealt with him in judgment but 
in mercy and compassion. Though his 
troubles were great, they were less than 
his sinfu lness deserved. "1-Ie hat h not 
deah with us after Ollr sins; nor re­
warded us according to our iniqui­
ties .... But the mercy of the Lord is 
from everlasting to e"erlasting upon 
them that fear him" ( Psa lm 103: 10, 
17). Such a cOlltemplation of God's 
mercy re\'i\,cs the drooping spirit ami 
brings comfort and lIew hope. 

Jeremiah also remembered God's 
fa ithfulness. "Great is thy fa ithful­
ness J" It is conceivable that evell 
your dearest friend may fail you, 
but God Ilever will. \\ 'bat He says, lIe 
will do. H e is absolutely dependable, 
and nothing can keep ] rim from ful ­
filling H is promises. How can we be 
downhearted when we recall the faith ­
fulness of God ? 

Memory can plunge tiS into dark 
distress and bitterness, or it can be­
come, as Coleridge calls it, ';the boso111-
spring of joy." It can bring us com­
fort and happiness even in the midst of 
affl iction. 

You are the only aile who can decide 
what you will think. You can let your 
mind dwell 011 your trials and afflictions 
and lose hope, or you can turn your 
thoughts toward God , saying with J ere­
Illiah, "The Lord is my port ion, saith 
Illy soul ; therefore will I hope in him" 
(Lamentations 3 :24). .. .. 

F or a few brief days the orchards 
arc white with blossoms. They soon 
tllm to frui t, or else float away, useless 
and wasted, upon the idle breeze. So 
will it he wi th present feelings. T hey 
must be deepened into decision, or be 
entirely dissipated by de\ay.-ClIyler.

A Il\ore unwelcome task cannot be imagined than to 
point oul that this century, brillian l and powerful as it is, 
has within it the seeds of certain destruction. Spokesmen 
from such widely·varied fields as law. sociology, cducation. 
science, politic!'., industry, military science, finance, and 
theology are, each in his owu tougue and from his own 
viewpoint, sounding this alarm.

Armed with such incredible might, 
he strides forth in pride and unholy ambition upon the

It is in ordcr to inquire jmt I,ow this came into being. The 
plain answer is that the love of God has been spurned by 
the hl1l11an family in its mad pursuit of materialistic go.1.k 
The "relish of sakation" has largely departed from hUlllan 
life and activity. It is everlastingly true that only the sincere 
love of that God whose varied attrihutes arc harmonized 
by ] lis holiness can help human ity to keep the varions 
forces and clements of life in balalH:e. 011h, the 100'ers of 
God are promised, "All things work together for good." 
Failing to enthrone the love of God, an individual or a 
race i .. sure to hecome confused by the great facts and 
forces of life and lose the scme of balance. 

Even where the love of God is professed, ritualism. 
doctrine, and gifts ahound in many si tuations where devo· 
tion. grace, and a holy life are hardly known. 

Only a world-wide revh·,,1 of lo\'e to God call sa\'c 
our cen tury from the results of its 0\\,11 folly. Forces are 
noll' in being \\'hich. unless J Ie intef\'(' lles, will tllrn this 
world into a shamble s. Lacking this revival. humanity 
wi11 , if Jesus tarrics, continue its "race 10 the ahyss." 
\ Vithout thi s 10\'1" 10 guard and guide it. ollr world may 
soon become "a radioacth'e ash heap" or "a piece of 
molten rock." 

\\'ell did Solomon declare. "Diver:. weights are an 
ahomination to the Lord; and a false balance is not good." 
Our modern fal:.e balance between spiritual and material 
things is certainly wreaking havoc in all departments of 
human life and activity. It bchoo\·es each of us, no matter 
what the world at large may do, to sec that the spiritual 
governs the material in his life. by means of a sou nd 
conversion and a sanct ified heart. Short of this, in that 
Great Day of Judgment we \\ill be weighed in the balances 
of God's holiness and found wanting. _Till' Frcr .I!rfhodisl 
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
