It's eiection time agalll_ Candidates are making their Ia.., t rosy 

promises, !ohaking the last few hands, passing out the remaining hand ­
bills and cards. Call1p.'lign posters are beginning to fade with age. 
Public-spirited citizens are working hard to "get out the vote. " But 
the outcome of the election stili depends on the will of the voters. 

Of course, all of liS should vote. h's our privilege and responsibility 
as American citizens. If Christians stay home on election day, how 
can we hope to have gOud men in public office ? 

Out in all the excitement of the pOlitical race, let's not forget the 
election that is mOst illlportant. The apostle Peter wrote, "Give dili ­
gence to make your calling and election sure." Various views are 
held regarding the doctrine of the election of grace. Some hold that 
only the chosen ones, the "elect of God ," can be saved. They teach 
that if a person has not beell predestined to be saved he never can be . 
Don't believe Ihat. The Scriptures do teach a predestination, hut TIot 
that God predestines some to eternal life and others 10 eternal suffer· 
ing. li e predestines "whosoever will " to be saved- and everyone who 
really wants to be saved can be. 

This truth has been explained as follows. Outside the door of 
salvation we read the words, "\Vhosoc\'er will may come." \\' hen 
we enter and are saved, we read the words, "Elect according to the 
foreknowlt."<ige of God." This illustration. often quoted by the late 
Mycr Pcarlman, points up man's aspect and God's. Both aspects 
are included here. God, because of His infinite knowledge, foresaw 
those persons who would accept the gospel and stay saved, and 
predestined such to a heavenly inheritance. H e forcbu?'w their destiny 
but He did not fix it. They had to decide for themselves. 

Perhaps the backwoods preacher was nOt far wrong when, upon 
being asked for an explanation of the doctrine of election, he replied, 
"Well, as I sees it, the election goes like this: the devil votes to get 
you, and Ihe good Lord \·otes to gel you, but you cast the decidin' 
ballot." 

Hegardless of how or whether you vote this fall , be sure you vote 
right in the matter of your eternal salvation. Vote to put the Lord 
Jeslls Ch ri st in control of your life. 1 [e came to this earth to save 
you from sin and to give you abundant life. He came "to seek and to 
save that which was los!." If you are lost you are under Satan's can· 
trol. If you are lost yOtl are in danger of eternal damnat ion. If yOll 
are lost you are the very person God \\'ants to sa\'e. The Bible says,

Lenin 's famous statement, "Religion is 
the opium of the people," was inscribed 
on the chapel of the Iberian Virgin, 
near the Red Square in 1\105cow, which 
has since been torn down. The Com­
muni sts had cause to despise the sta te 
church. 

Prior to \Yorld War I the socialist 
leaders in Russ ia, who were eventually 
di splaced by Communist rulers, had had 
sad experiences of bitter persecution in 
which the Ru ss ian Orthodox Church 
played a dominnnt role. They knew 
how this chu rch exploited the masses. 
They knew that the Zagorsk i Monas­
tery, the "holiest" place of Russia, was 
once the largest landowner in th e COll n ­

try. Ther knew the excesses in the 
church of which the Czar was the 
nominal head. They knew of rel igious 
charlatans like the influential hut \'ery 
corrupt monk, H.aspmin. 

No wonder, therefore, that they d e­
veloped a hatred for all religion. Their

Thi!> passage is the great Pentecostal 
prophecy of the Old Testament, cited 
hy the apostle Peter on the dny of 
Pentecost as an nllt hentic an(\ ali-suf­
ficient explanatioll of the strange and 
mighty things taking place then and 
provoklllg the thoughtful question, 
"What lIleaneth this ?" 

The words in italics indicate the di· 
"inc purpose which ruled in th e he­
ginning of PelltcCOl>t. 1 'I. • .'ill indicates 
the original and cont inuing purpose of 
Pentecost. And the recurring word 
shall in conjullclion with the expre:;sion 
of the divine will empha:;izes the carry­
ing out of that will or purpose ill the 
lives of the people who are filled with 
the Spirit. 

Recently there appeared an article in 
one of the leading nntional weekly 
magazines in the United States in which 
the president of one of ollr northern 
theological seminaries made the state­

become the third great force in Olristen­
dom. lie listed these forces as Catholic­
ism, rrote~tantism, and Pentecostalism. 
Othe r writers have made similar !>tate­
ments. 

The modern . Pentecostal movement 
has heen a growing and dynamic force 
in Christendom fo r more than a half 
century and has become, nOt the third 
fo rce , hut the first great force in 
Chri stendom. 

The movement began and has con­
tinued 011 a scale and in a cha racter 
consonant with the ancien t prophecies. 
According to joel, the Spirit was to be 
poured oul profusely "upon all flesh." 
There wa:; to be no national distinction 
-"all flesh," all humanity. was to be 
the object of the blessing. There was 
to be no distinction of sex-"sons and 
daughtcrs" were to rccei\'e the Ocncfit. 
There was to be no distinction of age­
"young men" and "old men" were to 
come under the affusion. There was 
to be no distinction of social classes­
"sen'ants and handmaids" were in­

cluded in thc promised benediction. 

It was to be distinctly a work of 
God. l ie said, "I will pour out my 
Spirit. " The movement was to originate, 
progress and expand under divine lead­
ership. And one of the mo~t remark­
able features of the movcment is the 
fact that it sprang up almost simultane­
ously in all parts of the earth. Thc 
Holy Spirit fell upon people of various 
nationa lities with \rarying types and de­
grees of culture and with vastly diver­
gent religious backgrounds, but with 
one thing' in common-a deep and con· 
suming thirst for God and a conse­
crated willingness to walk in the light 

a~ it was shown to them through the 
Word. 

I. This is a Prophetic Movement. 
I I came in fulfillment of the prophetic 
Word. Joel prophesied that in the last 
days God would pour out His Spirit 
upon all flesh. Peter quoted this to 
show that the strange phenomena of 
Pentecost were in direct fulfillment of 
the prophetic Word. But he saw this 
only as a preliminary and partial ful­
fillment. In giving the ancient prophecy 
he used a preposition indicating partial 
fulfillment: " I will pour out of my 
Spirit." This was pnrtial, not in degree 
but in time, lJecause it was the first 
of two great outpourings, That first 
outpouring pitied -Chri st, through the 
consecrated personalities of Spi rit -filled 
men a nd women, against the rationalism 
and ritual ism of Sadducees and Phari­
sees respecti\'ely. Thus, He won great 
victories in the consciences and souls of 
men. 

l low did] Ie do it? By the power 
of His Spi rit He possessed men utterly, 
Likewise. in these last days He has 
possessed men and women and so filled 
their hearts with His presence aud 
power that they have gone to the ends 
of the earth proclaiming the simple but 
glorious Gospel of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. 1 am sure that it is God's pur­
po!>c to do thi s increasingly in the Pente­
costa l movement till Jeslls comes again. 

Here are millions of Pentecostal be­
lievers; lens of thousands of congre­
ga tions-some large, some small; 
scores, yes, hundreds of Bible schools, 
colleges and seminaries: thousands of 
religious broadcasts; multiplied publish­
ing establishments; tholls."lI1ds of dedi­
cated missionaries; property cO\1!lted in 
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the multiplied miJlions of dollars, 
pounds, or what have you! 

ll. This is a Cllrist-a'ltcrro "1cr.·c­
IIIcnt. God's l'urpo ... c in rai ... ing up this 
Pentecostal ),!ovement is th:l.t we might 
proclaim the I.onbhip of Chri~t. That 
was the burden, the cOlllmis~ion, the 
aim, of the original Pcnteco ... tal move­
ment . They could not preach or talk 
withou t proclaiming Quist. Peter's 
Pentecostal preaching was Christ-cen­
lered throughout. To him the whole 
scheme of redemption centered in Jesus 
of Xa:mreth. 

Paul, the great apo:.tle to the Gen­
liles, was determined to know nothing 
among men save Jesus Chri st and 
11 im crucified. A nd , after expounding 
the place and function of spiri tu:l.I gifts 
in the church at Corinth, he recalled 
the people sharply to thc great funda­
mental of h is message-that Chris t died 
fo r our sins according to the Sc riptures, 
that he was buri ed, and tha t H e rose 
aga in the third day. according to the 
Scri ptures (1 Cor inthians 15: 1-11). 

Surely it is the purpose of God fOT 
the modern Pentecostal mo,'ement to 
present Christ to our generation with 
the same authorit),. the same undying 
dc\,otion and uncompromising ccrtaint), 
that characterized the ministry of the 
early Pentecostals. Let us be sure that 
men hea r, learn, see, and feel much of 
Christ in our meel ing!i. Let them see 
less and less of lI S and more and more 
of our LOTd and Master . Jesus Chri st.

climbed its grassy slope!! that fateful 
day :-'Iount Moriah was to become the 
place where they wou ld face the su· 
preme experience of their spiritual pil­
grimage. And for that reason Isaac's 
question, di..,tllrbing though it was to his 
aging father, since he alone knew the 
immediate answer, holcb for liS a tre· 
mendOtiS spiritual significance. It 
throws a chal1enging light upon our de­
"otion 10 God and at Ihe s,,'une time 
illumines more clearly the demands 
which God makes upon those who 
profess to he His. 

I. PRINCII'U:: OF TRUE DEVOTION. 

\Vhile he was not aware of the deeper 
purpose of the journey to 1\loriah, Isaac 
did know that they were going to offer 
a burnt offering, and it was this knowl· 
edge thaI prompted his question. He 
was aware of the significance of the 
bmnt offering, and we need hardly be 
reminded that this offering was a sym­
bolic act which expressed a man's com· 
plete devotioll to God. It was laid in 
it s entirety UPOIl the altar and was 
wholly consumed in the Hames, thus 
declaring that the offerer was whoUy 
yielded to Jehovah. 

With thi s in mind, the true signifi· 
cance of Isaac's question comes into 
focus. It was a recognition of the 
fact that the means of combustion are 
no substitut e for the actual clement of 
sacrifice. The fire and the wood were, 
of course, necess,,1.ry to the act of offer· 
ing, but the.y did not constitute the 
offering itself; and therefore they could 
ne,'er satisfy the heart of God or the 
soul of the worshipper. The mere 
means of worship, its method or proced­
ure, can never take the place of the 
actual sacrificial gift of love. 

Some people are content to make a 
blaze upon the altar without placing 
the sacrifice thereon. but while the

onlooker Illay be impressed by the leap­
ing flames, the all-seeing eye of God 
will detect an empty altar. It is so 
fatally easy to give to men the tm· 
pression of piety when in fact the true 
elements of love and devotion are ab· 
sent. The crackling flames of great 
enthusiasm and bustling activity in the 
church and the glaring light of ap· 
parent spirituality may easily deccive 
our fellow men, but the God who looks 
lIpon the heart knows the truth. Isaac 
knew that the fire and wood were not 
enough-the lamb alone would satisfy. 

Jesus touched on a similar point whell 
He observed to lJis disciples that the 
widow's mite, though small in com· 
parison with the lavish gifts of the 
rich, was in the sight of God of in­
finitely greater value (~Ia rk 12 :41A4). 
God judges our dc"otion by its relative 
value and by this scarching standard the 
things which look impressi ve to men are 
often found wanting. What God desires 
from us is our al1, and all the apparent 
enthusiasm and picty in the world can 
never be a substitute for the lamb of 
actual sacrifice. Our profession is 
measurcd by ollr practice. 

This principle of truc devotion might 
be called the principle of reality. There 
is a superb example of it to be found 
in the life of D:l.\'id. In seek ing to 
intercede for his people at the appointed 
place of sacrifice, Araunah's threshing 
floor, he was met by Araunah who 
offered to place everything at his &;. 
posal free of charge; but with words 
which arc a classic of devotion David 
replied: "Nay; but I will surely buy it 
of thee at a price: neither will 1 offer 
burnt offerings unto the Lord my God 
of that which doth cost me nothing." 
That is reality in worship. For Da,·id 
there could be no pretense-the pro­
fession of devotion to God must be 
accompanied by an act of corresponding 
value. So many Christians try to define 
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Lamb?

the irreducible 11111llmUIll 111 their obli· 
gat ions towards God- how little they 
can get away with before their mean­
ness becomes apparent- but if we pro­
fess to love the Lord with all our 
hearts we must ever be seeking to dis­
cover the absolute maXl11ll1!ll. God 
is looking for a spi rit of generosity 
in all we do for 11 im, and if our offer­
ing is to express truly our devotion to 
11illl then the lamb of actual sacrifice 
lllust be placed upon the altar. The fire 
and the wood arc of little value with­
out it.

When he paused on the hillside to 
ask the qUbtion, Isaac little realized the 
immediate answer that would cOllle at 
the summit of ).10ri3h. "Where is the 
lamb ?" was the question. and th e an­
swer, had it been put into so many 
words, would have been: "You your­
self are to be the lamb !" He began 
his journey with the intention of offer­
ing a gift to God and ended it by giving­
himself. 11ere, one feels, I saac was as 

great as Abraham. \ "hen it was re­
,"ealed to him that he was to be the 
s.acrifice he did not re~bt. Being a 
young man it would ha\·e been easy for 
him to overpower his aged father and 
flee from the scelle of sacrifice, but in­
stead he was willing to surrender hill1-
!>elf. I-Ie allowed Abraham to bind him 
alld lay him on the aitar, and bared 
his bosom to the gleaming sacrificial 
knife that was poised above him in the 
trembling hand of his own father. 

Tn this act of :;,e[f-surrender Isaac 
had traversed the logical path frOIll the 
perimeter of true devotion to its center. 
On the perimeter he was concerned with 
giving God a suitable gift-at the center 
he was moved to give himself. \Vhen 
we begin our walk with God we fed 
constrained to express our love and 
gratitude to llim in gifts, bu t the closer 
we come to the heart of things the more 
strongly we are lllo\·ed upon to give 
our all. Gifts are neve r more than 
tokens: self-surrender is the climax of 
true devotioll. To the enlightened soul 
there is no alternative, for it recognizes 
that the Redeemer has an inalienable 
right to everything. 

Thi s gravi tation toward s personal sur­
render was acknowledged by the scr ihe 
who discussed with Jesus the true ful­
filhll cnt o f the law. I-Ic a sserted that 
"to love Ilim with all thc heart , and 
with all the understanding, and with 
all the soul. and with al1 the strength. 
is morc than all whole burnt offerillg~ 
and sacrifices" (i\ lark 12:33). And to 
thi s point we all mu st come if we 
would follow the high road of spir itual 
experience. As our conception o f God·:;, 
greatness grows clearer, and as our

We have spoken of the immediate 3n­

swe r to Isaac's question, but there is 
also an ultimate one. There is a mysteri­
ous undercurrent of truth in Abraham's 
reply, "1\1)' son, God will provide liim­
self a lamb .... , .. \nd if \\e trace these 
words to their ultimate fulfillment we 
!>hall stand face to face with the SOIL 

of God. 

In Christ and in Ilim alone can we 
understand what devotion really is. We 
li sten to II im in the moonlit glades of 
Gethsemane, and from the unutterable 
sor rows of that hOllr we hear llinl 
say, " ... nevertheless, not my will, but 
thine, be done." And in the darkness of 
Calvary we behold the final reach of 
fI is self-emptying. This is love at it 'i 
highest, lo\"e beyond which nOlle can 
go; this is the ultimate of yieldedn ess to 
God: this is the master-pattern of true 
devotion. llere is set heforc li S the life 
which completely !>at i .~fies the heart of 
God, and as we stand before such 10\'e 
we are made painfully aware of the 
pon::rty, the shallowness and the little­
ness of our own li ves. 

But Christ is more than the fulfill­
ment of prophecy, more evcn than a 
great example- lie is the Divine pro­
\"\!>IOIl. The intervening hand of J e­
hovah took a wandering ram and placed 
it down as the solution to the agonizing' 
dilelllma of Abraham and Isaac. Their 
attempt to express their complete sur­
render was achieved finally through thc 
subst itute, and thus in Chri~t and in 
llim alone can we finally fulfill all 
that God desires of us. Only b)' a 
liv ing union with Him can we satisfy 
the claims of God upon us. Calvary, 
with the shadow of its awful cross , 
must be superimposed upo n l\Ioriah 
with its empty altar. If we would seck 
to ful fill our obligations to God wc 
I11llst be able 10 sa)' with the apostle: 
"I am crucified with Christ: neverthe­
less I live; yet not I, but Chri!>t liveth 
in me: and the life I now live ill the 
flesh I live by the faith of the Son

PENTECOSTAL LEADERS CHARGED WITH 

ANTI.SOVIET PROPAGANDA 
A number of Pentecoslal leaders in 

the Republics of 13yelorussia and Lith­
uania were arrested recently and tried 
on charges of being '\·ery active ill 
anti-Soviet propaganda," according to 
a daily newspaper published in Vilnius.

If 
we had wa ited for the o lde r workers to 
engage ill thi s mini stry we would not 
have attained Ihe succcss which Ihe 
As~el1lblies of God has had. 

The accompli shmcnts of our Ilomc 
Mi:o>!!ions program. as ill spired by our 
National Il ome 1\ l is5iolls Dep .. 'lrtlllent 
here :Il headquarters and practiced by 
our di stricts across the l1alion, have 
been phenomenal and a thing of wonder 
in thc cyes of church leade rs of other 
dcnominations. Statistics have proven 
that our mo\'emelll is one of the fastest 
growing churches in the world . 

While relaxing in the delightful se nse 
of accompli shment , we should rcmem­
ber that that can al so be hazardous. 
The fable of the hare and the tortoise 
confirms thi s theory. 1 repeat that it is 
haza rdous to relax for such an indul­
gence is apt to dim the vision and re­
duce the urgency which has been upon 
us from the beginnin~ to keep ever­
last ingly at the task of evangelizing the 
world.

\Ve must accentuate this program so 
that the hundreds who are graduat ing 
from our schools each year will ha\'e a 
full-orbed vi sion of the Home ).Ii !!sions 
possibilities and the challenge of pio­
neering for Christ in America. 

T o yOll who are the 1I0111e ~Iissiolls 
district direc tors. I offer the following

First, I would suggest we establish 
a closer contact with our own students

!.ta nt contac t w) lh it s potential engineers 
and person nel. 

The third recorllmendation which I 
might lea"e with rOll wOllld he to as"ist 
our schools Nono1llic(lI/Y by cncourag­
ing financial assistance from our 
churchcs. wri t ing them into the budgets 
of our assemblies and soliciti ng offer­
ings on behalf of the schools which a rc 
constantly under great financial pres­
sure. Stich help could prov ide for a 
li ome :'.lissions Department in the "ari ­
ous schools. Then we should assist them 
spiritllally by giving our schools a prior­
ity rating on our prayer li sts as we 
constantly remind the people ill our 
dist rict publications of the problems 
of our educational institutions. Such an 
interest on our part will help create a 
better liaison between oll r Bible Schools 
ancl Ollr districts and churches. 

~I y next recommendation wO\lld be 
to pro\'ide a lecture series on Honle

ing ou r Horne ),1 is!\ions Department to 
furnish a course of study on this all­
important phase of our work. The 
personnel of the Education Department 
will do all in their power to assist in 
implementing such a program. 

I am sure that some of these sug· 
gestions at least could be helpful in 
bridging the gap that seems to be widen­
ing between our Bible College grad· 
uates and the district Home Missions 
fields. 

Let tiS begin the recruitment program 
by leading the way as district Home 
Missions directors in re·establishing the 
old landmarks with a vision for souls, 
a zeal for Chri st, and a love for dying 
men. Let I/S mah~ love the dynamic 
for sen'ice, rather titan statistics. I 
am confident that we will do more for 
our Home l\lissions program in reach­
ing our fellow Americans and our 
Bible School graduates if we first catch 
the vision of the value of a soul rather 
than the number of churches which we 
have, and then transplant that vision 
into the heart s of our young people, 
and be ready to challenge them with a 
place of service when they come back 
to us. By doing this I believe we will 
recruit and train young people for H ome 
Missions work in each one of our dis· 
tricts. 

Ezekiel 3 :10 should be the incentive 
for Horne Missions workers. llere the 
Holy Spi rit speaks to the prophet say­

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SHEEP IN THE MIDST OF 
Address by R. O. CORVIN a t World Conference 

SO"F\\,IIER~; IN GAr,ILF.E JESUS, AFTER 

n year <\tld a half of His ministry, 
called and commissioned I li s tweh,c dis­
ciples to preach the gospel, to heal 
the sick. to cast out devils, and to 
cleanse the lepers. In the second pan 
of ! li s commission Jeslls sa id. "Behold, 
T send you forth as sheep in the midst 
of \\'olves." 

Though olle would ne"er question the 
integrity of Jeslls . yet olle wonders if 
he shollid investigate the practical wis­
dom of our Lord's sendiTlg disciple s 
Ollt as sheep il1 the midst of wolves. 

The sheep, with the exception of 
certain rams, is the llJ03t defenseless 
creature of its size on the face of the 
earth. 11 is slow, awkward, weak. 
peaceful. and dependent. And Jesus 
said, "Behold, 1 send you out as sheep 
in the midst of wolve s. " 

Dr. Corvin is general secretary of The 
Pentecostal Holiness Church and president of 
Southwestern Bible College in Oklahoma City, 
Oklahoma. 
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The wolf is a flesh-eating mammal. 
In summer he tr;.l.\'c\S alone. or in pairs, 
feeding upon rabbit s. hedgehogs, birds. 
snakes, rats. and fi eld mice. But feast­
ing upon sheep is his pri ze delight. 
Tn winter he joins the pack and attacks 
the herd destroying sheep, horses . cattle, 
and sometimes men. The wolf is vtCl­
ous, cruel, and de structive. lie is a 
killer. 

The sheep is the animal in nature 
most like Christ. The wolf is the animal 
in nature most like Satan. One is meek 
and lowly. lhe other arrogant and pug­
nacious. One is peaceful and merciful, 
the other warlike and merciless. One 
survives 011 grass and herbs. the other 
on blood and flesh. It was into the 
midst of hard. cruel wolves that J csus 
planned to sClld 11 is sheep-like di s­
ciples. The question arises as to what 
sheep can do in the midst of wolves. 

Before answering that question let 
us analyze some of the \\,ol\'es into 
whose midst JeslI s wOlild send Hi s dis­
ciples. 

Probahly the first to he encou ntered 
by the di sc iples was the wolf of Phari ­
saislll. This wolf sent a deputation to 
John and later joined with Herod to 
imprison the Baptist. With his sn iffing 
nose he tracked Chri st frOIll J eru salem 
to Galilee and snapped at H illl when He 
appeared friendly to publicans and 
sinne rs. He crouched to observe and 
growl when Jesus allowed H is di s­
ciples to pl uck grain on the Sabbath. 
to eat without washing thei r hand s, and 
when He Himself extended Illercy and 
healed the sick. li e accused Jesus of 
break ing the traditions. of being in 
league with and inspired by devil s, of 
bei ng a si nner. a blasphcmcr , alld even 
Sa tan incarnate. Against Jesus he 
crOllched. he leaped . he killed. Jt was 
into the midst of this killer that Jesus 
would send Hi s disciples. 

No less ,·icious was the Roman wolf 
who through seven centuries had grown 
fat and st rong from the flesh and blood 
of Carthage. Greece, l\lacedonia, Egypt. 
France, and Britain. Unde r the guise of 
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protecting it against Syria he moved 
into Palestine. but became an oppressor 
far more destructive than Syria ever 
dreamed of being. With relish he drank 
the warm blood of their freedom, and 
devoured the fat of their land with the 
teeth of taxation, leaving these liberty 
lovers bound as slaves hy the chain of 
Caesar's will. It was into the midst of 
the great Roman wolf that Jesus wOllld 
send His disciples as sheep. 

An insidious and treacherous animal 
was the wolf of misdirected worship 
who planted his shrines throughout the 
Roman Empire, lie had inspired the 
Ephesians to build a temple in honor 
of the goddess Diana to whom the in­
habitant s of Asia Porinor gave homage. 
He had promoted nlythros and her 
bloody methods, deified hum:lI1 clever­
ness and lust as symbolized in the gods 
of Greece and Corimh. and filled the 
mind s of the multitudes with the 
mystery tricks of a Simon Magus or a 
Bar J esus. This wa s a wolf permeated 
with excitement, emotions, passions, 
lust, and greed. Illto the midst of the 
wolf of idolatry or misdirected worship 
jesus sent His disciples. 

WOLVES 
The wolf of moral decay took his 

toll of the hUl1lan race. 0:ot one person 
escaped the tragedy of depr,wity and 
sin. The seeds o f Adamic corruption 
would g row into a full ha rvest of tran s­
gressions. Everywhcre In country. 
cities. homes, and human hearts thi s 
wolf of Illoral decay made his influence 
effective. Into his midst Jeslls sent His 
disciplcs. 

One of the most destructi\'e oi all 
was the wolf of di"couragement. The"e 
disciples had followed a Person who 
was born in a stable. grew to manhood 
in obscurity, was surrounded \\'ith the 
discomforts of po\'erty, He was a root 
out of dry ground. Actually I re was 
despised and rejected by men. lie was 
a 1\[all of sarro\\' and acquaInted with 
grief. He lived in a city of no great 
reputation and I\'as a mcmber of a 
race that was in political slavery. 
Neither the wise lia r the mighty in 
great nmnue rs followed Him. He did 
not construct a palace, marshal all 
army, or heael a political party. J re 
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li\'ed in the homes of othcrs. sailed 
in the lxx1.t of a disciple, rode on thc 
donkey of a neighbor, and after death 
was buried in the tomb of a friend. 
I-lis disciples were few. One denied 
Ilim. another betrayed Ilim, all for­
sook Him. I t looked like a hope[c~s 

calise, and yet jesus commissioncd them 
to go into the midst of the wolf of 
discouragement. 

\\'hat could these disciples as sheep 
do facing these vicious wolves? 

The}' (QuId beliez·f' the truth of the 
Apostles' Creed, The)' could "t.elieve 
in God the Father Almighty. maker of 
heaven and earth; and in jeslls C1ui"t. 
Ilis only begotten SOil, our Lord. who 
was concei\"ed by the Ilolr Ghost, born 
of the \'irgin :'Ilary, suffered under 
Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead and 
buried; lie descended into hell (i.c., 
the place of the departed rig-hteotls); 
the third day He ro~e again from the 
dead; He ascended illtO heaven, and 
sitteth on the right hand of God the 
Fathe r Almighty; from thence lie shall 
come to judge the quick and the dead." 
They could "belicve in the Holy Ghost: 
the holy Christian Church; the com­
munion of saints; the forgiveness of 
sins; the resurrection of the body: and 
the life everlasting." 

Regarding jeslls our Lord they cOllld 
believe with John tilat , "In the beginning 
was the \Vord, and the \Vord was with 
God, and the Word was God. The 
5<1.me was in the beginning with God. 
All things werc made by J-I im: and 
without Him was not any thing made 
that was made." They could bcl ieve 
wi th John the Baptist, "j Ie that cometh 
after me is mightie r than I, \1 hose 
shoes I am not worthy to bear; he 
shall baptize you with the Iloly Ghost, 
and with fire." They could believe with 
Nathanael. '·Rabbi. thOll art the Son 
of God; thou art a teacher come from 
God: for no Illall can do these miracles 
that thou doest. except God be with 
him." 

11 made little difference what the 
wolves did. how loud ly they how led, or 
how viciomly they attacked; the dis­
ciples as ~heep could believe in their 
Sa\'iour's eternal existence. could tru st 
in Him as the Word of the Father. the 
very and eternal God, \\'ho took man's 
nature in the Ifomb of the virgin i\rary: 
so that two whole and perfect natlltes, 
the Godhead and manhood, were joined 
together in one person, never to be 
di\·ided. They could believe that of the 
thirty-five miracles recorded ill the four 
Gospels. sc\'enteen times He proved 

llimself maMer over disease, nine times 
He proved Ililll!:Jeif as Lord over na­
ture, six times as conque ror of devils, 
and three tillles as \'jctor ol'er death , 

\\'hat could the disciples as !:Jhccp 
do in thc midst of wolves? Tiley cOllld 
tarry in jerusalem until they werc en­
dued with power from on high. thcn 
they could preach. Thcy could obey 
when lie said, "Behold, I "end the 
promisc of my Father upon you: but 
tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until 
ye bc endued with power from on 
high." 

This power they received all tlte day 
of Pent('{:ost. and then they preached. 
Listen to Peter as he stands li ke a 
sheep on thc day of Pentecost in the 
mid"t of the g reat wolf of Phari~1.ism 

and 5..1.)'s, "\"e men of Israel, h~ar the .. e 
words; jeslls of Nazareth, a Illall ap­
pro\'ed of God among you by mir­
acles alld wonders and signs, which God 
did by him ill the midst of you, as ye 
yourselves also know; him, being de­
livered by the determinate counsel and 
foreknowledge of God, )'C have taken. 
and by wicked hands have crucified 
and slai n; whom God hath raised lip. 
having loosed the pains of death: be­
cause it was not possible that he should 
be holden of it." 

Though the disciples were disarmcd 
likc sheep as far as the weapons of 
carnal warfare were concerned, yct they 
wielded a powerful sword of spiritual 
warfare that netted three thousand soub 
before the day of PellteCOM was over. 
This was only the beginning. Daily 
they made inroads against the Phari­
sees, \\,hen the lame mall was healed 
in the name of JesLls through the faith 
of Peter and john. the number of 
spiritual trophic,> increa:-.ed to five 
thousa nd. This enraged the wolf \\-ho 
laid hands on the apostles and put them 
III prison. lIe threa tened them, beat 
them and buried his teeth in SOllle of 
their backs, bllt what did they do? The)' 
preached. T he)' preached on the temple 
steps, in the court yard, frOlll hehind 
prison bars. in the 'court room s, in th e 
st reets. in synagogues . in hOl11cs, from 
house tops, from under ground. They 
preached to one at a time. They 
preached to five thomand. They filled 
jerusalem with their preaching. They 
preached in judaea, in Samaria. ill the 
uttermost parts of thc world. 

What did they preach? They 
preached Chr ist and turned the city of 
Samaria to God. They pre::lchcd Christ

Then David Lhring­
stone made a solcmn promise that he 
would bring back safely every man who 
would go with him.

Month 
after month they explo red and traveled, 
suffer ing terrible ha rd ships. Food was 
",caree. and other tribes were hostile, so 
that the)' were in danger of losing their 
lives. Some of the men beca me \'ery 
ill. hut still they journeyed on. 

Fim'd ly, sOllle o f the men rehelled, 
:lIlcl told the missionary they would go 
no farther. David Livingstone said he 
would continuc on, e\'en i r he had to 
go alone.

away into the jungle for a " palave r" 
( conference) . Livingstone knelt down 
alone and prayed. The men came back 
and sa id. "We haye decided to go on 
with you."

he sa id. 

Finally the)' reached the coast where 
a ship from firitain was waiting. David 
Living-stone was so glad to see people 
from his own cOllntry. and they \vanted 
to take him back to England. But he 
only ga\'e them hi s maps and other 
papers, and turned back once more into 
the jungle. He was a Christian and he 
wanted to keep his promise to these 
),[akalolo men who had come with him. 
So, sick and weary, he began the long 
jOllrney back.

country, with all the men who had 
started Ollt witb him. With the help of 
the Lord he had been able to keep his 
promise. He believed God's Word and 
/i\'ed so that many of the African people 
believed in God too.

ginnings. Add to this a feverish rest­
lessness that pushes him in headlong 
fashion to a speed of life far beyond 
the bounds of reason. It is made marc 
unreasonable by the fact that he knows 
almost nothing of the meaning and pur­
pose of life and the complexities of his 
own personality. Immature as he is, he 
has neither st rength of character nor 
judgment to guide this machine of 
power, the inner drive of his own na­
ture, or to keep it under control. 

Deep in the inner recesses of his 
being there arises a sense of great 
weariness brought about by the insecu­
rity of his sit uation. Undoubtedly he is 
unconscious of th is, but there is a vast 
longing for someone who understands 
the complicated mechanism of life to 
take over the controls. 

I can only wonder if something like 
this docs not lie at the root of the 
juvenile del iquency of our day. The 
very soul of youth is crying out un­
consciollsly for the voice of authori ty 
which God has vested in parents rather 
than in youth. It is a strong, firm 
voice which carr ies with it assurance 
and confidence. If he has no respect 
for that authority, it is only because he 
has challenged it and found that it 
vanished like mist before the su n. 

A sense of security is one of the 
basic needs of man . To kno\v that there 
is someone in the home who is lo"jng 
and kind and yet has a strong grip 
and a firm hand all the wheel is an 
absolute necessity in the proper develop­
men t of a child's personality. It re­
lieves him of the stress and straiu of 
being "on hi s own" in a world of 
which he knows so little and which is 
fraught with so many perils. 

It may be that you who are older 
also have a deep longing for a stronger 
hand than yours to be placed lipan the 
steering wheel of life. Knowing nothing 
of the road that lies ahead, would yO\l 
110t li ke to yield control to the One 
who knows the end from the beginning? 
Time and aga in the Psalmist voices the 
cry of our souls when he write s COI1-
cern ing the ci rcumstances of life-"too 
much for Ille." 

Shall we not accept the fact that we 
are not wise enough fo r these things? 
Let li S turn it all over to One who is 
infinitely lov ing, wise and strong and 
who is only waiting for us to let Him 
become the Lord of our lives.

In these days when ~o 1lI:'lIlY carna l and God-di~honoring 
l11('thods arc employed in the rccci\-ing of offerings in the 
Ilame of th e Kingdom of God, it is vcry fitting that in our 
lesson text today we have an example of how the apostle 
Palll rccci\-cc\ an offering. \\'r cannot go wrong if we arc 
guided by the principle,> and cOllcepts which Paul held. 

TilE CI\' IXC OF TilE " IACEDOXIA!'>:S 
",\Iorco\"er, hret hren, we do YOll to wit of the grace of 

God bestowed on the churches of ;-"lacedonia." Paul is 
abollt 10 appeal to the Corinthian church for an offering 
to belp needy Jcwi~h .!>aints. In order to inspire them he 
j)Oints to the example of the churche!l in r..lacedonia. namely. 
Philippi. Thes.-;alonica. ami Berea. Thei r giving was-

( I ) 11Ispired of God (2 Co rinthi ans 8:1). Paul declares 
that.the gi ving of the )'lacedonians was the result of the 
"grace of God bestowed on the churches." Just as the 
grace of God draws the sinner and ~aves him. just as the 
Christian grows and develop!'. through the grace of God. 
1;0 there is such a thing as the grace of giving. 

(2) Sacrificial (verse 2), These churche!> thelllselves 
were poor; they were suffering persecut ion ; yet their o\\"n 
h;;lrdship produced in them sympathy, love, and concern for 
th eir fellow Christians th at led them to give "beyond their 
power," th at is, to gi\'e more than they could afford­
aud to do it with joy! 

(3) Spollfmlf!Olts. "They wcre willing of themselves; 
praying us with Illuch elltreaty that we would recei,'e the 
gift. and take li l)()11 us the fellowship of the ministering to 
the sa int s." T hese folk wcre not coaxed or pressured into 
giv ing. On the contrary, they had to put pressure 011 Palll 
\0 recei"e their gifts ! 

(4) Spiritllal (verse 5). Their givi ng was simply an 
outward expression of their complete inner dedication to 
ChriS! and to Paul as Christ's minister. Thus their gi\'ing 
was a pure and holy act of wor!!hip. 

TIlE EXAMPLE OF CIIHI ST 
In verse 9, Paul turns to the highest example of the 

grace of giving in his appeal to the Corinthians. "For ye 
know the grace of our Lo rd Jeslls Christ, that, though he 
was rich. yet for your sakes he became poor, that )'e, 
through his poverty might be rich." Paul exhorts them 
\0 consider who Christ was and what H e gave lip. The 
Pre-existent Word, the Son of God, equal in power and 
glory with God. laid aside His heavenly riches and glory, 
stripped Himself of His di\'i ne attributes. and became a 
man, and a poor ma n at that lI e died that we might live. 
H e was cursed that we Illight be blessed. Here is the 
grea t reason fo r all Christian service! 
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TilE APPE.IL TO TilE COI<IXTIIIAXS 
Compare 2 Corinthians 8:6. 10-12 with 9:1-5 .. \ year 

earlier the Corinthians had pledged to raise funds to help 
Je\\"i~h saints who were 111 need. Since that tillle he had 
heen boa!o.ting to other churches about the Corinthians' 
pledg-e. Xow he appeals to them to fulfill that pledge so that 
he (to !-;ay nothill~ of them!) will not be emharrassed. His 
appeal may be olltlined a~ follows: 

(1) Jlallifcst God's groa (2 Corinthians 8:7). Through 
the grace of God many spiritual gifts were operative in the 
Corinthian church. ":\ ow," says Paul, "!-;ee that ye abotmd 
in this grace also." Gi\'ing is an operation of God's grace 
which is as Ilece~~ary as the operation of any of the nine 
gifts of the Spirit! 

(2) JJ(' liberal (2 Corinthians 9:uJ, The law of sowing 
and reaping was first :-.pokell with reference to the mat­
ter of giving ! See Galatians 6 :6, 7. Wbile a Christian is 
not to give in order to receive, yet the fact remains that if he 
does give, moti\'a ted by divine grace, God \\"ill bless him! 

(3) Gii.'l! gladly! "Every man according as he purposeth 
in his heart, so lel him £::ive: not grudgingly. or of necessity: 
fo r God loveth a cheerful gh·cr.·' Some give only when 
!.tirred emotionally; others give under the spell of a cle\'er 
appeal and later regret what they have done. The besl 
way is to give as a result of deeply implanted principles 
of love for Chr ist, the de:;ire that others may be blessed. 
and a sense of gratitude for blessings received. 

(4) God .... ·ill prot ide for ),Oll! •• And God is able to 
Illake all grace abound toward you; that ye, always ha\'i ng 
all sufficiency in al l things, may abound lO every good 
work." \\'ho can consider the com.taney and all-su fficiency 
and goodnes!. of God and hesitate to be a faithful, system·

BIBLES ARE UNAVAILABLE 

in the Cnited States the Bible can 
be bought e"en in the dime stores, but 
not so in Russia where it can be hought 
nowhere. The Communist leaders know 
that with out the Bible Christianity can­
Ilot he properly propagated or even 
continue to exist trOill one generation to 

another. Since the death of Stalin the 
Patriarchate of the Russian Orthodox 
Church is permitted to prim Bibles but 
we do not know whether any of these 
are on public sale in Rus sia proper. 
In any e"ent. in a count ry that has a 
population of two hundred million, only 
25,000 Bibles were printed in 1926 and 
10,0Xl more in 1927, Thirty years 
later, in 1957, another 10,000 copics 
were printed. During his " isit in the 
Baptist Church in ;-"[oscow, which is 
composed of Bapti st, Pentecostal, and 
other Eyangelical helievers, Dr. Bah 
P ie rce made the following obsen'atioll: 
"I noted that so very few in lhe con­
gregation had Bibles, The fadcd pages 
in some were tied with strings. Sevcral 
had loose lc-d,ves carried in clolhs and 
sacks." 

It is evident that the rulers of Rus~ia 
do not want their people to have con­
tact with the Word of God . Some 
fri ends of mine who for years lived 
in Soviet Russia, told me that when 
they were boys they were attracted one 
day by charred leaves of books flying 
in the air. Even tually they discove red 
what was happening: ncar the port of 
Odessa they found a la rge pile of 
B ibles burning . On inqu iry Ch ristian 
fr iends told them that these Bibles were 
shipped to Hussia by well-meaning 
Christians ahroad. T he customs authori­
ties accepted the shipmen t hu t later, on 
o rders from their Superiors, these 
Bi bles were destroyed. 
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\\'c should pray earne:;t1y that the 
Rus:;ian rulers ,1·il\ permit the printing 
and di~tribution of the Bible in Ru:; ... ia 
or at lea~t the importation of H.u .. sian 
Bihles frOIll abroad.

I T'S A JOY TO ACTUALLY BE III::RE 

on the campllS and to see something of 
the marvelOlls development and 
growth of E,·angel College. As was 
suggested here a moment ago, I do 
have an intere~t in Christian educa­
tion, in e\'angelical Christian educa­
tion, the fundamentals. [ want to ad­
dress myself to all of us, however, as 
a group. 

For you who are here representing 
state schools, non-Christian schools, 
may r say that in 110 sense do we 
think that schools of the Chri:.tian 
type are sct up as competitors of our 
state schools. 

The state schools have n !lli~sion in 
a democracy, and in a country where 
we have separation of chllrch and state 
it is 110t possihle for the11l to do tltl' 
task that is left in America for the 
churches to do. I admit that one of 
the reasol1~ J h;1.\'e givcn 111y life es­
sentinlly to Christian education is he­
cause of ~ome of the gaps in my 
own collegiate work. I t was not hc­
cnuse the !,.tate !ichool \\,a" unable to 
do something that th ey :.ho\ll(\ havc 
donc, it was beca\lse they were not 
able to do the thing I needed. It is 
in that aren sometimes that I han' 
"poken concerning what I missed hy 
not attending a Chri"tian college. 

1 wi:.h to talk with you cOllccrning 
the Chri"tian college. First, ahollt it:; 
history. c!C\·c!0p111enL and perh:!p,,> it s 
present status here in thi~ country; 
:md second. concerning- what the 
Chr istian college could ancl ..,hol1ld be 
doing to meet the Ileed:. o f the hour. 

I note three distinct periods in the 
historr of Christian education ill thi" 
country. The fir"t. of course, IS 

during the colonial ]It'riod and a little 
later. I call it the period of God­
minded ness. I n most cascs the colon~ 
i"ts came to this country for religiolls 
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COLLEGES IN A DE OCRACY 
freedom. \\'e now know that these 
people wanted religious freedom for 
themseh'cs bu t in turn were quite 
intolerant of those of a diffe rent faith. 
At the same time, throughout all the 
colonies there was a full accept;l.llce 
of the Bible as the Word of God. 
and a common belief in the existence 
of God, a Father who understood and 
watched over lIis creation. This al­
titude of God-mindedness was in evi­
dence in the COlleges of that day as 
well as in the elementary schools. It 
is well know n that the primary pur· 
poses for the founding of Hun'ard 
as well as the other colonial colleges 
was for the training of ministers of 
the gospel. 

Late in the eighteent h cen tu ry we 
find a marked change in the attitudes 
of the people making up the thirteen 
colon ies. This was lhc beginn ing of 
what I call the second period in the 
history of education in America. the 
period of man-ll1indedness. It received 
its primary emphasis in thi s cou ntry 
through the writings of Thomas Paine. 
During thi s period the coloni~t s were 
much absorbed with the question of 
breaking away fr0111 England and dc­
daring the ir independence. Wc find 
during those yca rs a very low spi ritual 
ebb and little regard for orthodoxy 
or interest in the will o f God. In~ 

stead we find rationalism and frec 
thinking the all-absorbing topics. )'fan 
waS placing himself on the throne. 

The prevailing question in leg islative 
hall s, and to a surpri sing extent even 
in church circles, was not, "\Vhat docs 
God think ?" but " \Vhat docs man 
think ?, As a resu lt, when our repub~ 

lie was founded and the Bill of Right s 
adopted there was complete separation 
of chu rch and state. 

It is well for us to remember in 
all of our trihutes to the Constitution 
that this provision was not brought 
about with the thought of increasing 
the spiritual tone of the country. The 
separation, however, gavc opportunity 
or challenge for the churches to move 
forward aggressively in establ ishing 
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denominational school". The thirty~ 
year period from 1830 to 1860 wa ... 
unprecedented in thi:-. regard. 

Em the founding of denominational 
colleges did not off"et the damage 
done by Paine.... writings. By the 
middle of the nincteenth century we 
sec another turning of events, a fll r~ 

ther signif icant shiit. One of the lead­
ing facto rs ill this Ill'W de\eloplllCnl 
was rooted in the ~reat contrO\'er"y 
betwecn :-':onh and SOUlh o\'er ... tate's 
rights and the que ... tion of sla vcry 
O ther facto rs had to do with the 
publicat ion of Darwin's book Origin 
of SPl'cil.'S. ).le1l11011 should a lso be 
madc of scie ntific advances such as 
th e invenlion of the steam cngine and 
the electric gene rator. All of these 
combined to bring ahout a change. not 
from man-mindcdncss back to God­
mindednc~..,. Iml frolll man-mindedne".., 
10 lllalerial-TIlindcdne~;;. ,-\n(\ such i:-. 
the ;;ituation today. Recent de\"Clop­
men ts and discon:ries in thc ficld of 
lIuclear php,ics have only accentuated 
our worship of ... cicllce and materia! 
things. 

Thi s poscs an i!ltere~til1g anti sotlle­
iimes perplexi ng" questi on to Chri .,tian 

educators. \\'e admit \\c haye large 
faidl in science and Its discovcries 
when directed toward human weHare 
and advancement \"r cOlllmend ou r 
... ciet1ti~ts for gi\'ill~ large atten tion to 
the ~cientific method. lahoratory ex­
perimentation. pure research lind ap· 
plied science. The re~ult:-. of such 
cfforts and studies ha\'C hrought much 
advancement by way of hette r health. 
more comfort, more lei"ure time, and 
T1lan~ ot her highly pri7:cd bles;;ing;;. 
Should we deplore the:.c benefits? 
Xot at all, provided we do not suh­
... tllute these ph)"',ical and material 
values for the higher and more en­
during :;piri lual \·alm'.,. 

Un til recently Amcric:\11 education 
for more than fi ft y year:. h:\d been 
committed "ery largely to the philos­
ophy of education as prop.1.g:\ted hy 
John Dewey and his follower... Thl ~ 
philosophy (hd nOt m:ed and there­
fore did not U~l' the concept of God.

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tumlcl)" however, the national com­
mittee !'tudying' the matter has already 
climin<lted ally pos!>ible tl')e of religion 
o r of the religious moth·e in Its new 
philosophy. 

Where do we stand . therefore, in 
Amcrican educatioll? Since the Rus­
sians released their sputniks, which 
has donc much to cause us to com­
pare Our education with theirs, we 
have heard over and over concerning 
ou r lack. I do not ,,"<1m to go into 
any matter of compa rison; what I 
wi~h to do is emphasize thc fact that 
the LJnited States has gone practically 
all ou t for univers..1.1 educat ion. \\'e 
hclic\·cd it was the solution to our 
problcllls, at least until recently. For 
decades om leaders placed implicit 
tru st in the educational process. Our 
cou ntry has been the ell vy of the 
nations of the world in regard to the 
matter of providing free education 
for cve ry 1I0rlllai child. fiut Ameri ­
ca n educator s received a tremendous 
"etback during the fir st W orld War. 
They recovered themselves !:iolllewhat 
dming the 1920's and 1930's. and then 
yielded ground again becau!:ie of the 
~ha ttering resu it s of the second World 
\\'ar . And now our leaders ill educa­
tion !:ieem to be trying to put the 
shattered pieces together again so as 
to contin ue their slavish dependence 
upon a program apart from God. 
Ye~, we are still in a material-mind­

ed age. W e afe st ill t rying to sol ve 
nati ona l :lIId international prohlems hy 
committ ees, cOllncil s, and conferences 
if pO!lsiIJlc. but if not , hy missiles. 
A-bolllhs. and hydrogen bombs. In 
the meantime we do more ~pying . give 
more aid. feed more radi o prog ram s 
to the \ "oice of .\merica. do more 
research, manufacture more jets, and 
arc now planning the greatest edtl ­
cational advance in the hi story of our 
country. 

I would a!:ik if you al·C aware that 
on every school day in America more 
than olle-fourth of our population goes 
to school. Do you realize Our high 
schools III America have increased 
more than one a day for the la st 
seven ty years? The growth in at­
tendance at all Ollr schools is phe­
lIomenal and will continue to increase. 
Our concern, however, is not how 
America is to prodde more bui ldings 
and equipment and teachcrs for the 
tidal wave of students now in the 
elementary :,chools and soon to enter 
high !>Chool and then ollr colleges. 
It has to do with something far 
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greater .. \nd now we enter the ~ecol1fl 
division of our study· what could and 
~hould the Christian college do to meet 
it,; opportunity undt-r God in solving 
the problems now confronting us? 

The dual role of the Christian col· 
lege in America is sllgge,.,ted in the 
"cry name "Christian college." Being 
a college, it is concerned with the 
objectives, curricula, faculty. and the 
like desired by the Church. The Chri~­
tian college thus has a responsibility 
in two directions. 

Ilave you e\·er stopped to consider 
~ome of the g reat advantages 
possessed by a Ch ri st ian college be­
cause of it !> relationship to the ~late ? 
1 nstead of ignoring Christian colleges 
the state has taken action to help and 
protect thelll. Indeed. we look to the 
government for ce rta in approval, privj· 
leges, and r ights allowable or guaran· 
teed by the federal Constitution and 
by court decision. ;\Iay I call your 
attention to a few of these. 

The denominational colleges arc 
free from interference by the state . 
Thi s was establi~hed by dcc i ~ ion· . of 
the Supreme Court of the U nited 
S tates ill 1819 in what is referred 
to as the famous Dartmouth College 
decision. 

Another importan t principle is the 
recogmtlOn given by most state board!o; 
of education to Christian colleges and 
other pri\·ate colleges approved for the 
training of puhlic school teachers. 
That a Chr istian college should be 
allowed by the civil authorities to se­
lect. educate. and approve fo r !:ita te 
teacher certification its students is a 
tru st which is mo~t significant. 111 -
deed it should be treated as a s.1c red 
trust, and every effort made to main­
tain good relations with the state. 

O ther actions taken by the federal 
and !>tate governments which arc of 
great value to the Christian college in­
clude such things as approval by the 

MATURE, SPIRIT· FillED PEOPLE 
who desire 0 permonent place In 

Christian service-
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federal go\·ernment for the education 
at govcrnment expen"e of mil itary 
\'eterans: conces:.ions by both the fed­
eral and state governments by way of 
tax exemption; available federal fund!> 
for research project!>: and also long­
term loans to Chri ... t ian colleges for 
con ... truct ion purposes. These facts 
indicate very clearly that the Chri s­
tian college in America is related to 
the !<,tate and has a responsibility to 
~ociety. 

[,·en though it i~ a Christian college, 
it will be as cOIl<iciemiolls in function­
ing a:j any othe r college in the sta te. 
I t will maintain !:itandards. conduct its 
cour!>es, administer its curricula and 
procedu res in suc h a way that stu­
dent s may tran sfer to other liberal arts 
colleges, Christian or non-Christian, 
with a minimum of disruption. A 
Christian college should never be 
criticized if it is ext ra thorough as 
an institu tion of higher learning. but 
it shou ld be crit icized if it allows it ­
self to drop to being less than 
thorough. \\'e must not hide behind 
the word "Christian" in trying to 
justify something below standard 
academicall r. 

;\101)' T summa rize what t think the 
Chri~t ian college in its role as a col­
lege should do to meet it s opportunity 
uuder God. It !:ihould do a good job 
in de\'eloping and training its stu­
dents in real scholarship. It should 
l)rO\" ide sllch highly trained. inspiring, 
and Christian teachers that it s grad­
uates \\'ill be able to work with others 
who mar have been trained in the 
~ame disciplines elsew here . and do so 
with such skill. technique, initiati\·e. 
and ability as to hold their own , also 
to do so with the confidence oi a 
real scholar and the humilit y of a 
~i ncere Christian. 

As a college, therefore. it is neces­
sary for teachers :md students alike to 
work in the area where the materia\­
minded people may be working. It 
means to get into the univer sal battle 
of ideas, the workaday problems of 
gO\'ernment, indust ry, business, fi­
nance. labor, etc., and to do this in 
the format, as it were, of the people 
of the world, but with one all-signifi­
cant difference; that is, as suggested 
in the Scriptures, to be in the world 
but not o f it. Thi s brings us to the 
second role of the Christian college. 

Such an institution is to be a col­
lege (we have made that emphatic) 
but it must be a elm·sliml college. 
This means it will have a different 
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philosophy from that found in non­
Chri stian schools, Its motivation is 
different, Its philo~ophy of education 
is different. Tts standard of \'ail1es IS 

different. Its theology is different. 
As a Chri~tian college it is able to 

gi,'e added meaning to intellectual 
study and resea rch, It joins in every 
appropriate way ill working for the 
uplift of humanity. for world peace, 
social understand ing. international 
good will, for the reduction of juve­
nile delinquency, and the like, but with 
dependence on God for diyine wis­
dom, all the while remembering its 
primary ta sk is not to make a hea\'en 
ou t of the earth, but rather to pro­
duce by God' s grace hea"en ill human 
hearts, Christ came to the carth to 
seck and to save that which was 10:.1. 

E ssentially that is the role o f th e 
Chr ist ian collcge because it is the job 
o f every Chri stian, 

\Ve arc to set an example through 
Jiving and teaching of the high prid­
lege of each Christian while working 
for the physical health and wellbeing 
of humanity to show that Christ came 

not ::;0 much for our phy:-.ical health 
and wellbeing as for the present and 
eternal wellbcing of the soul. We are 
to show, while \\'c are unlocking na­
ture's !>ccrets in a laboratory and 
putting newly-found resources of 
energy to work for our enjoyment 
and phy .... ital impro\'ement, that \\'e 
prize more highly the .... piritual re­
.... ourees that come to u .. III the "ecret 
laboratory of prayer and communion 
with God. and which make it passihle 
to lay up treasures in hca\'en, \\Oc 
must delllon~tratc as we work for de­
mocracy and again~l Conlll1lllli:>1ll tbat 
we unde r ~tand full y that the demo­
cratic way of life is not of it "elf the 
way of sah'at ion, 

This d llal rote of the Ch ri:.tian col­
lege finds its counterpart in the li\'e s 
of its teachers and its students, It 
is to be found in c\'ery classroom 
and every lecture, ill e\'cry consecra­
tion !len ice, in all walks o f the ~chool. 

I t is to be found in the hearts and 
minds of the members of the hoard of 
directors, I ndi\'idually it means to live 
life to the full as a man or woman 

in socicty but with a grace and en­
thu siasm, with l-ki ll. sympathy, anrl 
understanding which transcend the 
he!>t produced by those depending up­
on human ingenuity. l>ecau~e one is 
!i\'ing in spiri t in another and higher 
realm and sensing a citizenship in the 
kingdom of our Lord. 

In the in"titlltional area it means to 
carryon as a college, sharing advan­
tages of con:-.ecration, de\'otion, ami 
1>3crifice with all, and all the while 
producing graduates motivated with a 
:.pirit which makes them beller teach­
ers , better homemakers, better hu ~i­

ne .... s and professional people than 
those with selfish moti"es,

God should be the center and circumference of all things in 
life. I f such a will is the supreme rule of life, then nothing 
else matters. Those who are entirely $."J.ti::,fied both with 
God' ::, arranging will that ordains for us our lot, our work 
and our suffering, and with Ilis commanding will that 
calls for unquestioning obedience, have reached the zenith 
of contentment. 

There is no need to be in doubt as to the nature and 
requircment s of the divine will , It is 11is will that all 
Illel! should be sa\'cd, that the saved should be sanctified, 
and that the sanctified shou ld be sen,iceable and satisfied. 
With the use of a concordance trace the "will of God" 
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through the Bible, and you will discover the many facets 
of such a diamond. 

In Romans 12:2 the atx>stle describes three things arout 
God's will: it is good, acceptable. perfect. We may con­
fess it is good, bu t do we feel it to be so? Is it really 
acceptable! Do we always deem it perfect! Perfectly loving 
and perfectly wise? Can we with our blesscd Lord, delight 
to do God's will? 

GOOD 
At times it is difficult to believe that what God permits is 

good, When sorrows, trials, adversities and disappointments 
overwhelm us, we wonder what good can possibly come Ollt 
of our tears and anguish of heart. '''ith the cross before 
Him, Jesus could say, " I delight to do thy will, 0 my God." 
But where was there any good in all His humiliation 
and suffering, 11 is bloody sweat and gory death ? Not 
mllch to delight in there ! Yet, although for Christ the will 
of God was the cross with all its shame, such a manifes­
tation of His will was "good." 

It is also good for us. Had Jesus not climbed those 
bloody slopes we would never have had salvation from 
the curse and condemnation of sin. \\'hat is our reaction to 
the present permissive will of God? Do we look up through 
our tears, feeling that God has made no mistake in what 
He has allowed to cOllle our way ? We are serene and 
happy if we are able to trust Him where we cannot 
trace Him. Just now we cannot see what good there is in 
what we are enduring, "No chastening ... seemeth to be 
joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the 
peaceable fruit of righ teousness." May grace be ours to 
wait for the "afterward"! 

ACCEPTABLE 

).fany youllg children know that ullpleasa nt medicine is 
good for them, but it is not very acceptable, Is it not thus 
with ourselves in respect to the will of God? We have 
no dOllbt as to it s good, beneficial purpose, but it is so 
hard to accept it. We arc inclined to rebel against it 
and resent its interference with our own will and wishes, 
which we deem to be far better. 

Obedience to God's will, when it means self-denial, self­
sacrifice. the carrying of oppressi\'e burdens. thankless toil 
and uncongenial circumstances, is not easy to accept. Flesh 
and blood cry out against these manifestations of God's 
will. nut we ca n only "stand . .. complete in all the will 
oi God" when we accept the painful as well as the pleasant 
aspect s of such. I f we really belie\'e it to be "good" then it 
will become ·':\cceptable." 

PERFECT 

It is only in the measure that we pro\'e the will of God 
to be "acceptable" that we know it to be "good" and 
"perfect" down to it s smallest detail s, God is Perfection, 
and everything about Him bears the imprint of such per­
fection. Because His will is "perfect" in e\'ery way, it is 
"good" and "acceptable," This is the truth, well able to 
silence our quest ionings about God's will and keep us peace­
ful, submissive and strong. Being perfect, His will is never 
associated with chance, caprice, whim or fancy. It never 
makes a wrong choice or takes a wrong turning. 

Here, then, is the deepest passion lhat can burn in the 
human heart; namely, to kno\\' the will of God and get it 
done, It is the Lord's desire that His will should be 
done on earth as completely as it is now realized in heaven.
