One of OUf Assemblies of God families had a narrow escape frolll 
death on the night of October 1 S. Harold Johnson of Levittown,

hazy darkness and landed on the highway. It was a C- 123 troop 
transport that had rlln ou t of fue\. The pilot had seen the lights 
along the hi ghway anel had decided to make an emergency landmg 
on it. He would have hit Brother J oh nson's ca r head on but avoided 
it by lifting hi s leil wing. The pilot could nOt avoid three other cars 
that followed, however. T he men in the plane escaped injury but 
one motorist was killed in the disastrous crash. 

When we heard o[ the incident our firs t impulse was to thank 
the Lord for protecting 1-1 is servants. Then callle the thought, "llow 
can we rejoice over the deliverance of some when their deliverance may 
have caused another to lose hi s life instead?,' Bill the Bible says, 
"Giving thanks always for all things," so we do rejoice in the fact 
that God never makes a mistake. The Lord wants liS to give thanks 
even when tragedy strikes. H e wants liS all to put our lives in His 
hands and trust H is providentia l care each day, so that whatc\'cr comes, 
be it loss or gain, sorrow Or joy, we can gi\'e thanks assured that I-Ie 
is causing all things to work together for our good and for His glory.

I T WAS COLD AND SNOWY IS THE 

hills of Kentucky on Thanksgiving Day 
in 1937. Gloomy prospects faced the 
eight Christian workers stationed at 
Town Flat, Breathitt County, that win­
ter morning. 

The flour barrel was practically 
empty, the lard supply was diminish­
ing fast, and the cupboard was bare. 
For three or four weeks no funds had 
been received with which to buy the 
needed suppl ies.

Brother 1\1. A. r..langold (now pres­
byter of the 110untain Section in the 
Kentucky District ) and his wife were 
directors of this miss iOIl station and 
its six outlets at this time. Realizing 
the depressing situat ion, he tried to ell­
courage the workers as they asscmbled 
for morning devotions. 

" I know that you're thinking of home 
and all that would be prepared if yOll 
were there," he remarked. "No doubt 
your hearts are heavy as yOll face the 
prospect of doing withont a Thanks­
giving dinner. Ilowe\'er, in thc midst 
of this difficulty. let us gi\'c God 
thanks and praise I I im from whom all 
blcssings flow." 

To thank God at the prospects of 
an empty table took faith :'l!1d grace­
but this they did. T ogethcr they knelt 
in praycr and began to praise the Lord. 
God's Spirit descended upon their wait­
ing hea rts in a wonderful way, as wa\'c 
after wave of II is divine glory CII­

The human tendency is to make the 
Bible llleaTl that which is 1)lea~illg to the 
flesh. \Vhatever our interpretation of 
the details of the prophecies, there can be 
no doubt that we aTe living in the days 
foretold ill the Book of Revelation. 

the atomic neutrons and electrons. By 
.:;plitting the l1uclcu.:; of the atom he 
has loosened tremendous ncw powers. 
He has soared high above the earth's 
atmosphere with his measuri ng instru­
men ts and has succeeded in photograph­
ing the earth from without. 

From the beginning the sun has at­
tracted his searching mind. Today he 
is well informed concerning this gI­
gantic ball of while glowing gases. r\ 
tremendous outflow of electronic en­
ergy emanates from in~idc it into Ollter 
space. and a tiny portion of it is suf­
ficient to safeguard the continued ex­
istence of Our earth and it.s inhabitants. 

Thc sun, however, with its mnc 
satellitcs is only a \'cry small point in 
the great system of stars we call the 
?llilky Way. Already two billion of 
its stars have been telescopically counted, 
and its d iamcter has been calculatcd 
as measuring sC\'enty thousand light 
yea rs. Giant reflector telescopes have 
searched out myriads of other "'world 
islands" millions of light ycars beyond 
the i\lilky Way. The desire to be free 
of earth's fetters and to leap into the 
unfathomable, mysterious space beyond 
is increasing in intem,ity. 

Now for the Geophysical Year new 
and far-reaching efforts in this d irec­
tion have been planned. The two sput­
niks of last autUT1ln suddenly rc\'caled 
to an aston ished world JUSt how fever­
i:.hl)' physicists have been working on 
the projec.t. Since then other artificial 
satellites ha\'c been thrust into space 
and are no\\" circling the globe. The 
attempt to thru:.t rockets to Ihe moon 
has already begun. 

The illll11ediate aim, however, is the 
erect ion of a manned space station six 
hundred miles ahov(' the the surface 
of the earth. The Hus~ian scientist 
Feodorew declared that this station 
would be bu ilt within the next three 

years. And \\'ernher von Braun be­
li.c\"es that from there a trip 10 the 
l"noon in five days would be a simple 
matter. Then would follow the attempt 
to travel to ~ I ars \\"ithin 260 days. 

The Christian who knows that all 
developments 011 earth are in accord­
ance with the foreknowledge and provi­
dence of God, is asking the question: 
Has the Geophysical Year with its 
phantasmic projects any special pro­
phetic .:;ignificance? ! las the Bihle pre­
dicted an evolution of modern civil i­
zation and culture? Is it perhaps an­
other sign of the approaching end of 
the age and the coming of the l.ord 
Jesus Christ? 

In answering these questions, I shall 
summarize what the \\'ord of God states.

[l is time e\'ery one of liS was awake 
to the fact that we arc only entitled 
to say we are following Chri::.t when 
we are making efforts day by day to 
catch lllen for Christ. \Ve are not 
worthy of the name Pentecostal if we 
arc not out winning sou ls. There is 
110 greater joy on earth than to kno\\' 
yOIl have hecn re~poll~iblc for the ~a l ­

\'ation of lost souls. 
r helie,·c that en:ry 01lC of us would 

be vcry happy to ~ce a grcat resllT­
genct' of persoll<11 c\'allgelism. and [ 
contend thaI the following" reasons ex­
plain why individual soul winning is 
at such a low ehh:

Ilo\\" very con­
vcnient it is to !-:,O s11l11gly on day afler 
(\a)~10nth aftcr month, without ::.aying 
a word to the lost, hut gi\'ing the 
hypocritical excllse that we are not 
callcd to that work. With all my heart 
I believe that c\'cry onc of us has an 
eternal responsibility in thi~ matter. 

A short time ago in a large town 
!lear my home a slllall hoy was miss­
ing. Darkness had fallen and he could 
110t be found; immediately hundreds of 
policemen were drafted to search the 
area all throtlgh the night. The next 
morning the newspapers carried his 
photograph on the front page and 
throughout the day the radio kept the 
public informed. Indeed the \\"hole na-
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tion was Illo\'ed "ttll pit)' because one 
little ch ild was loslo \\'hen he had 110t 
been found by the weekend the police 
appealed for volunteers to join the 
search on Sunday. Fifteen thousand 
people responded, gladly forfeiting their 
day of re:-.t to help in finding ju:-.t 
one little boy. Although they finally 
found him in a pool of water, face 
downward, the army of seekers will 
forever be thankful that at lea!>t they 
tried to find him. llow much more 
should we who name the namc of 
Christ be actively concerned for the 
multitude of our fellow.:; who arc also 
lost. 

Samuel Chadwick was right when 
he said, "\Ve cannOt all be evangelists 
but we can all be soul winners. Try 
it. There is no work so romantic, so 
cnduring. For my.:;clf I CO\·t:t abovc 
all gifts to win souls." I ndividual soul 
winning mllst be givcn numhcr one 
priority in the program of Ihe local 
church, otherwise no matter what olher 
activities are carried on it will finally 
di sappear into obli\'ioll. 

LCl me tell you a true story of twO 
churches which came into being as a 
result of campaigns held by one of 
our most cminent Pentecostal cVange­
li sts in Britain at the time. In one 
town an entirely new assembly of 650 
people was formed a<; a result of a 
one-month campaign. I n the other city 
about fifty people organized the cam­
paign and whell it eudcd the number 
had grown to 400. 

Then began the work of cOll~olida­

tion and follow tip. In the first case 
no program of personal evangel ism was 
int roduced. and within the course of a 
few years the group of 650 dwindled 
to nothing and the church was closed. 
The story in the second casc happily 
was just the oppo~itc. The pastor had 
a tremendous passion for souls and in-
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fused that lo\"e into thc.' nl'w COil verts 
as well. The result was that a larg<' 
percentage of the congregation went 
out into the hig-hwa\":-. and byways com­
pelling the people to come in. Soul~ 
ha\'e been .!...'\\"(~d in the church and it 
has grown numerically bec:iu>;e it has 
remained active in personal e\"allgeli~m. 

It has always tll.'tll a surpri:-.e to lI1e 
that so many Chri:-.tians fail to take 
advantage of God's offer ill Jalllc< 
epistie-"lf any of you lack wisdom, 
let him ask of God. that giveth to all 
men liberally, and upbraidcth IIOt: and 
it shall be given him." Ilow ,"cry 
merciful God is to us. He offers all 
the wisdom we need for thc ta sk.

Later 1 saw 
him again and he was so happy that 
his wi fe and he had a shelter for their 
declining days. It was not much, but 
it meant much to one who had pio­
neered. living on the scant income re­
ceived in those days . 

An old couple was seeking to build 
a simple place of abode. Lea rning that 
they had the building lip except for a 
door and windows, the executives at 
headquarters provided a check for these. 
\Vhen the check arri\'ed the minister 
W:l. S in conversa ti on with some other 
men. Telling of the incident later he 
said: "I couldn't help it, 1 had to cry. 
Then 1 turned to the men and said, 
'See thi s check. T his is the kind o f 
an organization I belong to!''' His 
heart was o\"erflowing with grat itude 
and pride in the fellowship which had 
proved faithful to him. 

1 t has now come time for us to 
show our 10\'e once more for Our older 
mini sters who are still living. They 
have weathered many a storm and have 
sacr ificed as some of us may not have 
had to do. They are among those who 
" labored," sowing precious seed; we 
are among those who have "entered 
into their labors." 

If I am correc tly in formed half of 
our churches throughout the country 
have made no contribution for our 
aged mini sters in the la st three years. 
Let us all unite this Thanksgiving in 
providing for those for whom nothing 
was prepared in the days when they 
gave their all for the gospel which we 
so richly enjoy.

ML Eratlon comments, "1 cn­
rolled iq the S ign Language c1ass be­
cause it was a novelty to me, but after 
being \Vith the deaf and seeing their 
spiritual need, an eternal responsibilily 
was placed upon Illy heart to give these 
people the gospel in their own lan­
guage." 

When he left Bible Schoo! in 1954, 
Mr. Bratton was imrited to minister to 
the Kansas City deaf group by the 
pastor of the "hearing" church, Brother 
U. S. Grant, who was concerned about 
the deaf population of that area. 

While ministering in this capacity, 
Mr. Bratton is studying for a Doctor 
of Medicine degree at the University 
of Kansas.

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FOREIGN MISSIONS 

AUCAS FIND CHRIST 
R ECENT DEVF.LQf';\IENT S IN TilE Ec­
uador jungle indicate that the martyr­
dom of the five missionaries is bearing 
fruit among the Aucas who killed 
them. Ten Auea Indians have walked 
frolll their jungle vi llage to VISit the 
Arajuno mission station- the base for 
the first Auea cantacl. 

They were led by three Allea women 
who, after living with the missionaries 
for many months, had returned to their 
vi11agc to teU how the "fore igners" had 
befriended them. They brought further 
details of the killi ng of the five mis­
sionarie:o along with increased evidence 
that the Alicas want friendsh ip. As 
the strange!'! friendsh ip token the group 
brought with them a Quichua I ndi<1n 
girl whol11 they had kidnapped less than 
a year ago. 

Among the group was DayulIla who 
fled the tribe many years ago as a 
young girl and who more recen tly has 
been converted to Chr ist while serv­
ing as language informant to Rachel 
Sa int, sister of the martyred Nate 
Saint. During her three-week reunion 
with her people Dayuma gave her testi­
mony and told the111 the gospel Slory 
of God's love for them. 

On hand to meet the seven women 
and three children were Betty Elliott 
and J\'iarj Sain t. They were joined the 
following day by Rachel Saint and Dr. 
\Vilfred Tidmarsh, veteran Ecuadorian 
missionary who has been manning Ara­
juno for nearly two years. 

After the martyrdom of the five , 
Arajuno was renamed "Chapana," a 
loca l word fo r "waiting." The agrccd­
on st rategy of waiting for the Aucas 
to make the next mo"e first paid off 
in November, 1957, when three women 
appeared at a Quichlla l ndian village 
in the area. Two of them decided to 
stay. The third one, Dowa, returned 
to her own village where the recent 
visitors report she made this statement: 
"Prob..'lbly they 've eaten them by now." 

This remark cost the life of a 
Qllichlla fndian man. Seeking revenge 
against presumed c.1nnibalisll1, tbe Au­
cas ambushed a Qllichna couple on the 
edge of their "ilIage, spearing the man 
and carrying his wife captive. Right 
a fter that, Missionary Aviation Fel­
lowship pilots witnessed the first signs 
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of Auca host il ity while making periodic 
gi ft drops over their ,'illage. 

For ten months the otber two women, 
i\ lintaka and ;\Iankamu, lived with Betty 
Elliott and served as language inform­
ants. Mintaka is one of the three Aucas 
who visited the five men of "Palm 
Beach." When Hachel Saint returned 
from furlough with her informant, 
Dayuma, the three Auca WOmen began 
to speak of going back to their village 
together. 

On Septcmber 3 the three women 
set out from Chapana while the mis­
sionaries prayed. Flights made over the 
A uca village netted little sati sfaction 
concerning the safety of the three 
women. 

On September 25 , a Quichua girl 
came to Chapan from an outlying vil­
lage. Betty Elliott asked if she had 
heard anything about the Alica women. 
Her casual reply was, "Oh, yes , they're 
over at our hou se." After further ques­
tioning she indicated that they were 
now coming to Chapana. Betty and 
~Iarj set out for the village. But just 
as they reached the end of the air­
strip, they heard a song wafting from 
the jungle. It was HJesus loves me," 
in Engli sh! A momen t later Dayuma 
appeared leading the other Aucas. The 
Quicitua girl had already been left with 
her family in the outlying village; there 
was every evidence that she had been 
treated kindly by the Alleas.

MISSIONARIES NOW LIVING 
AMONG AUCA SAVAG ES 

Latest news from Eucador is that the 
wife and sister of two missionary mar­
tyrs are now living among the Auc;! 
Indians. They are: 

Betty Elliott, widow of Jam es Elliott, 
who is accompanied by her three-year . 
old daughter Valerie. 

~liss Rachel Sa int, sister of the mi s­
sionary pilot, r\ate Saint. 

The A\leas invited the American wom­
en 10 live with the tribe, and built 
houses for them. The missionaries are 
equipped with a two-way short-wave 
transistor radio and keep in Contact 
with the Missionary Aviation Fellowship 
base at the edge of the jungle. The 
missionary planes fl y over them reg­
ularly and drop food to them. 

women not only ~hed further light on 
hov.' the fi\'e men wcre killed, but very 
poss ibly paved the way for further 
friend ly contact. 

There is evidence now that "George" 
may have been the leader of the kill­
ing party. George I~a s subsequently 
been killed. One of his wives was 
among those who came to Chapana 
for this vi sit. 

Apparently George was vying with 
a husky Auca named Dabu for the 
leadership. Dabu told Dayuma that he 
did not approve of the killing. She 
quoted Dabu as saying: " Do you re­
member ho\\' the tree was cut down at 
the Curmay Beach? I cut that do\\'n. 
I thought to myself: more foreigners 
will come and they will be killed in 
the same way. So I won't let the air­
plane land. Ever since they killed those 
nice foreigners I have lived by myself 
with just women." 

i\l,\F pilots confirm that an Allca 
man answering thi s description does 
live in a separate place as described. 
Dabu, who apparently now has some 
leadership among these Aucas, went 011 

to tell DaYllllla that he cried when he 
heard that the five foreigners had been 
killed. 

A'lintaka and l\lankalllU assu red the 
villagers that the foreigners did not 
want to eat them. They told their 
friends: "Wby did you think they would 
eat anyone? They think you. are the 
people-eaters." As they continued to 
tell about the "nice fore igners" with 
whom they had lived, the villagers 
commented on the killing of the five: 
"Now we see that we did that for 
nothing; it was only because George 
li ed ." 

1 n addition to telling her people the 
gospel story that had given her new 
life, Dayul11a al so tried 10 teach them 
elementa ry sani tation and offered them 
worm medicine she had with her. 

Ecuadorian 111i ssionaries point out 
that while these recent events mark a 
big step forward in reaching the Allcas 
for Christ, there stil! exists a great 
need for prayer. As t\!ate Saint put 
it, "It is no small thing to try to 
bridge between the twentieth century 
and the Slone Age,"

WITNESSING IN THE HOME 

SII"day School Lrsson for X01'(,lIIbcr 30, 1958 

2 TIMOTHY 1:3-7; 3:12-17 

\Vc may put it down as an iTlcont('~tahle fact that the 
hreakdown of our modern civilization is a direct result of 
the hrC'akdowll of the modern home. \\'hat our homes are 
the nation will be. It cannot be otherwise. An overwhelm­
ingly large pcrc{,I1I:lg'C of those ministers, missionaries, and 
other Christian ... who have exerted a powerful spiritual in­
fluence upon 0111' world have been the products of homes 
in which the l);,ll"cnt<.; demonstrated the reality and power 
of the Lord Jesus Christ. Such was the ca~e with Timothy, 
a product of a godly home. 

TIMOTIIY·S FAITII 

"~I thank God ... when J call to r('memhrance the unfeigned 
bith that is in thee," Paul i.., speaking. He points out: 

(I) Tllr qllality of Timothy's faith. It was IIlIfeigl/rd, 
that is, gellllilll', dwelling il1 hi s heart and not merely in 
his head: the result of a definite personal experience with 
God. 

(2) The bacJ..'grolllJ(/ of his faith. "Which dwelt first in 
thy grandmother Loi.." and thy mother Eunice." Timothy'S 
bith, character, and usefulness in the ministry could be 
traced to the influence of a godly mother and grandmother. 

(3) Thr respollsibility of faith. "\\,herefore I put thee ill 
relilembrance that tholl stir up the gift of God, which is 
in thee hy the putting on of 111)' hands. For God hath not 
gi\'en liS the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, 
and of a sound mind." Those who have had the greatest 
spiritual pri\'ileges have the greatest responsibilities. It was 
the dut), of TimOthy to fall into flame this faith which 
dwelt in him, to use it il1 exercis ing ally and all spiritual 
g-ifts and abilities which he possessed. He was at this time 
pastor of the large church in Ephesus. Due to his youth­
flliness and a n:lIl1ral tim idity there was the possibility that 
ht would fail to exercise the spiritual initiative and leader­
ship which w0l11d be necessary for progress and develop­
ment in the church. Thus Palll sOllght to encourage him 
by reminding him of his spiritual privileges and blessings. 

TIMOTH Y·S HOME 

"Evi l men and seducers shall wax worse and worse, de­
ce iving and be ing decei\red. But continue thou in the things 
which thou hast learned and hast been assured of, knowing 
of whom thou hast learned thelll.'" Christians will suffer 
persecution. The forces of e"il will increase as the end­
lime draws nearer. But Paul points out the way of \'ictor)" 
reminding Timothy of several things: 

(I) Godly r.ralllpic ill IIt(' hOl1le. Says Paul, in effect. 
"Remember, Timothy, the godly life which yotl sa.\\' demon­
strated before you while you were growing up, the daily 
liYes of yom grandmother and your mother. Remember how 
rea l God was to you as you walched the ir !i\·es."' Are we 
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makmg Christ real to those who live in our homes by the 
manner in which we conduct ourselves? 

(2) GOdly leaching in thr home. "From a child thou 
ha!>t known the holy scriptures." The Jewish home was 
strongly religious in character. I IS aim was to stimulate the 
child's conscience and 10 engrave upon it the Law of God. 
[\s soon as he was old enough to talk every Jewish boy 
was made to commit to memory the "Shema" or Jewish 
creed consisting of nineteen verses taken from Deuteronomy 
6 :4-9; II : 13-21 and 1\ umbers 15 :37-41. 1\ ext he was taught 
the Tell Commandments and how to pray. The many sacred 
days in the Jewish religious year pro\'ided opportunity at 
home for further religious instruction. I f religion played 
"uch a prominent part in the Jewish home. ought it not to 
receive at It'ast as much emphasis in a Christian home today? 
Do the words in DeuterOllOlllY 6 :(j, 7 have no application 
to liS today? In view of Paul's advice in Ephesralls 6:4 
that we bring lip our children "in the nurture and admon i­
tion of the Lord." should we place the responsibility for 
all religiolls training of the child upon the church and Sun­
day School? 

(3) Th£' Bibl(' ill liI(' IrO/l/('. Study 2 Timothy 3:15-17 
very carefully. From childhood Timothy had known the Holy 
Scriptures. Arc our children learning them at home? Since 
it is by the \\'ord that we ohtain "al\"<ltion and grow ill 
the Lord, ought we not give the \\'ord due prominence in 
our hotl1es by means of family reading and family prayers? 
"Train tip a child in the way he should go: and when he 
is old, he will not depart from it."
