When 1 was a child the Christmas 
season was about ten days long, but 
now the merchants are stretch ing it 
from Labor Day to New Year's. No 
other fest ive occ..1.sion has enjoyed such 
expansion. George \Vashington's birth­
day still occupies just olle day. The 
dimensions of I ndepcndcnce Day are 
firmly fixed. Armistice Day has al­
Illost disappeared, but Christmas gets 
bigger every year. Wby? 

From the vi ewpoint of business the 
aflSwer is not hard to find. Ko one 
is morc aware than the merchant that 
the Name of Jesus is a " name which 
is above every name." His birthday is 
responsible for the biggest sales of the 
year. It is a Name to be reckoned 
with in dollars and cents. 

But beyond the commercial appeal, 
what is there about the Christmas sea­
son which takes such a hold on the 
lives of men? I think the ans\ver is 
in our sea rch for happiness. It is the 
expression of an inward long ing. It 
is a cry for the love of God . 

A minister friend told this experience. 
H e said that in a certain church where 
he pastored it was customa ry for the 
chi ldren to come with their parents to 
the morning worship service, then just 
before the sermon the children would 
march out to their various classroom s. 
As they marched past the pulpit he 
always tried to smile at each little 
child. But apparently he didn't always 
succeed. One day a little curly-haired 
four-year-old ran out of the proces­
sion and threw herself into the arms 
of her mother, sobbing as though her

luctantly the mother quoted the little 
girl as saying, "/ smiled up at God, 
but / Ie didn't smile tack at me." T o 
that little child . this lllini~ter stood for 
God. He had failed to smile as she 
passed by, ~l1ld for her the world went 
dark! 

T here i:-; a light fhat peek..; through 
the terrible darkness of this world at 
Christmas time. and men and women 
inwardly long for the smile of God 
as desperately as the child longed for 
her minister's smile. 

It is the Spirit of Christ tbat makes 
Christmas . You can buy toys any day 
of the year. You can have stuffed 

turkey any time rou wam it. There 
arc ail kinds of opportunities for mu ... il· 
and parades. It isn't just cclehratiom 
and presents and things. There's :-.011\('­

thing more ~igllificallt that get.-; into 
the world when men hegin to think 
about Jesus. 

I ha,·e had a feeling in rccetH \'ear~ 
that behind the lengthening of the 
Chri:-.tmas season there is the unutter­
able cry of a war-"·e,,ry alld ~1lJ­

cur:-.ed race for a bit of comfort. a 
short recess, a moment of healing. 

The stubhorn fact is that the gOSI){'1 
is not something able men have created.

hreathed a sigh of relief when at la st 
the Christmas box was a1\ neatly 
packed, tied, and labeled.

That night she dreamed an angel 
proclaimed that Christ would visil each 
home in the communi ty on Chri stmas 
Day. E\'eryone made elahorate prepa­
rations for Ihe expected Vi sitor. Early 
o n Christma-; morning l\lrs. Dunning 
opened her fronl door and there was 
the l\la ster coming up the walk. S he 
invited II illl in out of the cold and 
tried to make J lim most welcome, 

Filling her arms with the expensive 
gifts she had bought the evening be­
fore, she laid them at Hi s feet and 
knelt before H illl in worship. But with 
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hardl y a glance at the beauti ful pack­
ages lie walked to the corner of the 
rOO111 and picked I1p the carton Ihat 
had heen packed for the missiol,aries. 

\\'ith a loving, pitying look at the 
woma11 He said, "You have made a 
mistake. Thne arc the gifts ),011 meant 
for J\lr."' 

Emharrassed and ashamed she cr ied 
Qut, "Oh. no, 1,0rd, Ihose arc 110t for 
you. That is only a box of u!:.eJ cloth­

The~e co~tly gifts wcre 
meant for YOII." 

But in a low, gen lle voice the :-.rastcr 
said, "Inasmuch as ye have done it 
unto Ol1e of the 1ca ~ t of these ... , ye 
havc done it unto mc." So saying, He 
lifted the box in II is anll S and went 
Jlis way. 

1\lrs. Dunning awoke, trembling and 
ashamcd. Ovcr und over ill hcr mind 
rang the words o f Jesus: ;'Jnasmllch 
as ye have done it unto one of the 
!ca!:t ... yc have done it unto me," 

So that was thc gift they had of­
fered to l-I illl- to the Christ who was 
Himself the greatest Gift ever given! 

Unable to erase the feeling of guilt 
from her troubled mind, !\lrs.

And when Beth Dunn­
ing, who was sixteen. learned that the 
girl of the missionary family was her 
own age and size, she insisted all send­
ing her a new skirt she had never worn. 
Clothing and toys were also included 
for the younger children. 

The climax of the afternoon came 
when !\Irs. Dunning' s youngest daugh ­
ler went to her play room and got 
her largest, newest doll. ';Here, ).[ama," 
she s<tid, holding it out. " Send it to 
the miss ionaries' little girl. Mayhe she 
never had a dolly like thi s."

station the family gathered around. All 
were quiet---e\"en the youngest little girl 
-as the father opened it. Of COllrse, 
it wouldn't do any good to hOI>C, 
thought Ihe six teen-yea r-old daughter, 
yet one couldn't help wishing for some­
thing m .... ' to wear. 

At last the box was open, and there 
was a joyous cry of delight as the big 
doll was hllgged close il1 the arms of 
a little girl who truly had never oWlled 
anything so beautiful. 

\Vhen the last gift had been removed 
from the box and duly admired, the 
family knelt together in prayer and of­
fered broken words of thank s to Ihe 
Father above . inVOking His richest 
blessings upon the people who had sen t 
the gifts. 

But to lhe little group who packed 
the box, the greatest blessing was in 
knowing that inasJIluch as th ey had 
dOlle it for the JIlissiollarirs they fwd 
do"e it !f//to Christ; and they rejoiced 
in the knowledge of having given good 
gifts to the Christ of Christmas.

Jt 
is easy to tell where a prisoner's 
th ough ts arc as he sits s il ent ly in the 
cell. yard, or chape l and stares into 
!>pace . Ch ri !>lmas is a time for home­
goi ng and his thoughts arc 011 home. 

:\ lthough it i" 1101 usually permissible 
to send food through the ma ils to Kilhy 
Pri w n (:\lontgomery, Alahama), it ha s 
been the Cll!;tom for several years to 
allow each inmate one food box frOIl1 
home J.t Chri stmas . A list of approved

items IS . issued well in advance of the 
receiving date, and the inmate ::ends 
thi s lis t home for his family to obse n 'c 
as they pack his box. It .would be 
hard to expla in the joy and excite­
men t ill the face of a prisoner as he 
opens that one box and pulls alit a 
much-longed-for chocolate c<"Ike or sOllie 
other food , 

But there is another side to this pic­
lure. It is the si tuation of the man 
who has been in prison so long that 
he has lost contact with the olltside 
world. 

.. \Vhat arc your folks sending rOll 

this Christmas, Joe?" 
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"I don't have anyone left out there," 
is a common reply, Or, "I onl\' had 
one ~ister the la.,t time I heard and 
I don't know where !!hc is 1I0W," 

.-\s a means of helping these for. 
gotten men, the Chaplain 's office here 
makes a !!urvey each year and builds 
a fi le on inmates who will 110t receive 
packages from home during the Christ· 
mas sea~on. \\'hen Ihis li"l is COIll· 

pleted, church and civ ic group!! are 
contaCled and asked to adopt as Illany 
men as they can for aile year. 1'11(,-;<: 

groups arc fu rni shed wilh a list of the 
items the men will be permitted to re­
cei\·e, toget her with :l.s many names as 
they re<llIesL In addition to this, they 
arc givell a bit o f pt·rsonal data about 
the inmate as rcgards his interests in 
order for them to write to him, plus 
sizes oi his shirt, :,ocb. s!.oe~, aTHI 
underwear, Shirt:-. alld undercloth ing 
Illust be solid white cotton, and socks 
1U1I"t be solid colors with 110 flowers, 
dots, or darts. and shoes Illust be solid 
black or brown. T her Illusl be shipped 
hy the store whe re lhey arc purchased. 

"This \ear I reccivcd Ill \' first letter 
and Chri ~tlllas package in ti1(~ scvent een 
years [ ha \'e b~n here," aile lllaTl said 
last Christmas. 

The small iron·harred cells are hOlllc 
to thc men, and they will do al11l0st 
anyt hing within reason to give their 
cells the Chri '> tlll:1$ touch. Small sprays 
of holly and a few inches of tin se l 
will he fOllnd dangling frolll the center 
of the ceilings. Greeting cards are often

MENNONITES MICROFILM 400 -YEAR-OLD 

BOOK OF ANABAPTIST WRITINGS 

A 400-year-old book of Anabaptist 
writings formerly unavailable to schol­
ars has been found among the H lltterian 
Breth ren of W estern Ca nada and has 
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heen hrought to Goshen, 1 ndiana, where 
it is being microfilmed hy the i\Jenllon­
ite I fi!>;torical Library. It contains 
about 1,250 pages of letters and writ­
ing~ of wille 40 early Anabapti !:l t and 
Hutterian leaders. After heing micro­
filmed the hand-written 1566 volume 
will be returncd to it s owners in~lalli­
loha. 

The book will he extremely valuable 
for Allaoapti;,t research. The term 
"Anah ... ptists" means " re-baptizers." It 
was given as a nicknamc to var iou!:I 
Protestant groups ;n Europc in the 
16th century who refused to recognize 
infant baptism as \'alid; they baptized 
only belie\'ers. One of the Anabapti!:lt 
leaders was Jacob] IlItter, who lived 
in io.loravia and died in 1536. Ilis fol­
lowers, known as llutterites, arc still 
following a form of Chr istian corn~ 

muna l lidng which he de\'eloped fonr 
centurics ago. They now have ahout 
100 colonies in the United States and 
Canada, \\'ith a total memhership of 
nearly 1O,()()() persons.

SERV ICE

Evangelicals Protest Red China Recognition 
WHEATON, ILL. -- The Nationa l Association o f Evangelicals has 

officially protested the vote taken by the World Order Study Con­
ference (sponsored by the Nationa l Council of Churches In the USA) 
in favor of United States recognition of Communist China and its ad­
mission to the United Nations. Under dateline, "Cleveland, Ohio, 
November 21," a special release to the "New York Times" said that 
the vote was taken at the end of the four-day World Order Study 
Conference by "leaders of American Protestantism" who ~ voted 
unanimously" in favor of American recognition of Red China. 

In an emergency session of the NAE Executive Committee here, 
reports Dr. George L. Ford. executive director, an official statement 
was issued by Dr . Herbert S. Mekeel, president of the Association . 
The statement said in part: "The National Association of Evangelicals 
in Executive Committee notes with grave concern a statement of the 
World Order Study Conference of the National Councll of Christian 
Churches in the United States o f America. advocating recognition of 
Red China by the United States of America. We are convinced that 
such a statement does not represent the true sentiment of masses of 
members of American churches. either in the National Councll of 
Churches of Christ or in the larger segments of Protestantism not 
afUUated with the National Councll. Nor does it speak at all for 
members of the churches affiliated with the National Association of 
Evangelicals . Further we are baffled to obselVe left-wing cliches, 
and the typical Communistic' soft approach' urging pressure on our 
government , falsely in the name of Christian fellowship . " Continuing , 
the statement pointed out the dangers of such a move as proposed by 
the Study Conference and concluded with the challenge: "As Chris­
tians, we dare not compromise I As Americans, Red China must not 
be recognized!" 

The NAE Committee in executive session recalled that the Asso­
ciation had passed a resolution on this vital problem at its annual 
convention, April 1-4, 1957. in Buffalo, New York. The resolution 
pointed out that" the Government of Red China is controlled by an 
anti-Christian ideology, has promulgated a false church. loyal to the 
Communist ideology and in opposition to the true church of our Lord 
Jesus ChrIst, has betrayed humanity by the murder of more than twenty 
million of their own people and liquidated other millions in slave labor 
camps," and closed with the resolution that "the NAE express its 
unalterable opposition to our Government's recognItion in any way 
for such a regime, as it would be unquestionably immoral and un­
christian so to do." 

Dr. Ford, in reporting the sentiment of the executive committee, 
said that the members were unanimously in favor of reiterating the 
position taken in the Buffalo resolution and that they wished to go on 
record as strongly oPPos ing the action of the World Order Study Con­
ference at its Cleveland meeting.

W HAT CAN COMPARE WITH THE 

opening day of youth camp! Excited 
\'oices reveal the inner anxiety of eager 
campers as they wonder, "\ViII I have 
h. good time? Will the other campers 
like me? \ViII I enjoy the services?" 

Camp leaders rush from one duty 
to another. But in spite of their ac­
tivities they too are prodded by per­
sistent questions: "How call 1 help 
these young people? Can I give them 
the spiritual advice and encouragement 
they need ? Will 1 make good as a 
counselor ?" 

Parents also experience feelings of 
anxiety as the younger ones of the 
household trek off for the first day 
at camp. They have questions such as, 
"Will Johnny remember his manners 
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at dinner? Will Sw,ie get along with 
the other campers? Will the adult ad­
\·isers like my children ?" 

Almost always these questions of 
common concern, asked at the camp's 
beginning, arc answered at camp's con­
clusion with a general expression, 
"There wasn't anything to worry about 
after all, and certainly the Lord's bless­
ing was in the camp." 

Though these questions and many 
others are answered satisfactorily for 
more and more people each year, there 
are still a number who are skeptical 
as to the worth and \palue of our youth 
camp program. These friends, who 
may have reason for skept icism because 
of their observance of past camping 
programs, would do well to observe 
the accomplishments and progress en­
joyed by the present leadership of 
youth activity. 

The Child Evangelism Division of 
the National Sunday School Depart­
ment reports that in 1958 there were 
approximately 75 Boys and Girls camps 
conducted under Assemblies of God 
supervisIon. This is an increase of 
almost 200 per cent since 1954 when 
the national total was only 27. In 1954 
the number of campers was 6,081. III 
1958 the camp attendance increased to 
nearly 1O,CXX)' Approximately I ,S(() 
were saved in 1958 and 1,500 were 
filled with the Holy Spirit while many 
others rededicated their li ves to more 
faithful sen ice for the Lord. 

The National Christ's Ambassador 
Department states that 80 C. A. C:,\ll1pS 
were held in the various districts across 
the nation in 1958. In 1954, a total 
of 7,274 C. A.'s attended our C.A. 

camps as compared to the nearly 13,­
(XX) who attended in 1958. There were 
1,458 conversions and 1,810 filled with 
the Holy Spirit. 

The combined total of Boys and 
Girls and C. A.'s attending our youth 
camps during 1958 was 23,000. This 
represents a 96 per cent increase in 
our Assemblies of God camping pro­
gram since 1954. 

Youth camps have consistently made 
a contribution toward the spiritual, 
physical, social and mental needs of 
our young people. 

SPIRITUAl. 

Spiritual needs have been mct through 
the systematic study of Bible-centered 
courses, through times of seeking the 
Lord for personal needs, through di­
rected worship where the young people 
are taught how to respond to God, and 
through close association with Chris­
tian teachers and counselors. Coun­
selors' hour, in many camps, provides 
a time when personal spiritua l prob­
lems may be considered. The evenin~ 
e\'angelistic service affords opportum­
t ies for young people to make decisiom 
for Christ, to recei\'c the Baptism in 
Ihe Holy Spirit, or to make a whole· 
hearted consecration to the Lord. It 
provides, too, a time for boys and girl s 
to seck the Lord without interruption 
from outside influences. 

PHYSICAL 

Camp directors have recognized the 
need of a well-rounded program: there­
fore provision has been made to meet 
the physical nceds of our yout h. A 
full-scale program of outdoor activity 
IS provided ill most youth camps.

Being social creatures hy nature, the 
members of our younger generation 
need an opportunity to meet other Chris­
tian young people. They must learn 
to live, work, and play with others. 
Consideration for other campers IS 

stressed by camp leaders, and simple 
duties provide ample o«'a ... iol1 to teac h 
the importance of co-operation in work. 

:\fENTAL 

\ \'C must evcr be conscious of the 
fact that youth today arc yearning to 
be and to do-to attempt and to 
achieve. Young people are mentally 
alert. They need to be challenged to 
think and act upon spiritua l truths. 
The camp Bible lessons provide a back­
ground of knowledge in the "'ord of 
God and in the practical application 
of Bible teachings. 

}.[any young people who receive "cry 
little spirilUal influence in their homes 
have found a week at camp to be most 
beneficia l. There are no olltside in~ 
fluences to di!.turb. There are no peri~ 
ods of going back into the conflicting 
influence of an \ln~Chri..,tian home. I n­
stead, for approximately J.J4 hours the 
young people are completely immersed 
in a spir itual atmosphere. Only eternity 
will reveal lhe wealth of spiritual ac­
complishment wrought in the lives of 
the many who have attended our As­
semblies of God youth camps. 

YOUTH CAMP STAr..-nARD 

Along with the growth of our youth 
camp program has come the need for 
a co-ordination of objectives and policy. 
The National Christ's Ambassadors De­
pa rtment and the National Sunday 
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School Department, with the Iit.'lp of 
various di~trict leaders, havc con~oli­
dated their effort:--. ill e!-,tahli..,hing tht' 
i\ational Youth Camp Standard. This 
:.tandard calls for the basic ncces"itics 
of good camping procedure 10 be used 
as far as pos"ihlc ill aIJ of our .. \-.­
sClllblies of God youth camps. 

SC\'eral contrihuting factor:--. han.; 
made po~sible the present le\'el of suc-
cess In Ollr camping program: 

1. The growing number of full-time 
district Sunday School directors anel 
C.A. presidents who h;\\"(: a yision for 
spi rilUal growth among our youth has 
contributed much toward the risc of 
youth camp mil1i~try. 

2. The national cOllventions and 
\\'orkshops for these di!.trict leaders, 
such as the annual district C.A. presi~ 

dent!;' conference, the annual Advanced 
Chri stian Training School (A.C.T.S.), 
and the various Sunday School con­
vcntions ha\'e given opportullity for a 
merging of iclens toward better camp­
ing efficienc),. 

3. Another helpful factor in thc pro­
motion of YOllth camp programs has 
been the increasing amount of printed 
material available to a~<;ist the camp 
director. Our ?\fational Sunday School 
Department and C. A. Dcp:utmellt ha\'c 
jointly prepared an excellent Camp Di­
rector's 11Jalilfal and nKl.Ily other nec­
essary printed materials. 

4. T here ha s been a phenomenal de­
velopment of Assemblies of God camp­
ground facilities which ha s made it 
easier to have youth camps in the van­
ous districts. 

5. The last and perhaps the most 
important factor of all is the growing

One week after 1 
was !):tved, the lloly Spirit filled me 
with 1-1 is power as 1 waited l>cfore 
God. It would not he truthful to ~ay 
there was no battle for supremacy of 
wills when God fir:,t showed me that 
His plan and primary concern for the 
Church was that it reach the IItlrcachcd. 
But I realized that if I were to be a

complete accord with His. 

.. \1; J felt the call of God, His Word 
brought .. ubll1i~~i,"eness to His will­
"Ye have lIot cho::.en me, but I have 
cho~en you, and ordained you, that ye 
.. hould go and bring forth fruit, and 
that your fruit should remain." The 
choice was not Illine; I had accepted 
the atonement that Christ had so freely 
offered and now my moral obligation 
was to share the mes!)age with those 
who had never heard. 

~Iany young people of my home 
church had attended Central Bible In­
!)titll te in preparation to answer the 
call of God. I lis hlessings upon their 
live.~ and mini..,tries cOll\'inced me that 
1 too should enter C131 and prepare 
for !)er\'ice in the Far Ea!>t. I low I 
thank God for the opportunity I had 
to study the \\' ord of God under the 
leadenhip of Spirit-filled men and 
women. 

Three things about CBf 1eft Hrong 
impres!>ions upon my life. First, the 
Word of God became real to me as 
1 saw Goel faithfully fulfill lIis prom­
ises: second. the prayer services met 
a great need in my life; and third, the 
practical experience through gospel 
work in oubtations and st reet meetings 
helped prepare me for further service. 

The class that !>tands out most promi­
nently in Illy memory i!> Personal £\'an­
gelislll. taught by Alfred Cawston. As 
the Spirit of God IIsed each word to 
hring deeper conviction concern ing the 
need of a dying world, it seemed as 
though our heart s would break within 
us. 

How well I remember the morning 
Brother Cawstoll stood with tears of 
compassion streaminG down his face, 
and pleaded for a complete dying to 
self and relinquishment of our own 
c1airtjs upon our lives. At this point 
we were challenged to seek in any 
way possihle to answe r the call of God 
upon Our hearts. No more was my call 
just a dream that perhaps would be 
realized. Now it became a matter of 
life or death to fulfill what God had 
callec,J me to do. 

Because of previolls work, I was 
familiar with the program of the De­
partment of the Army for sending 
civi lian workers overseas. I fe lt cer­
tain this was God's way for me to go 
to the Far East. Immediately I wrote 
the Overseas Affairs Division at Wash­
ington. D. C, and in due time was 
advised of my acceptance. 

)1), overseas assignment brought me 
II1to contact with many needy sou ls, 
and soon there were a number of groups 
a.,king for someone to teach them about 
Je~us. It was difficult to work eight 
hours a day in an office and do gospel 
work in the evenings, but this seemed 
to be God's plan for me. 

I n addition to work among the Ko­
reans, I found myself with another op­
portunity-that of witnessing to officers 
in our own army. One colonel broke 
into tears as he was told of the reality 
of Jesus. His heart was heavy as he 
shared his own testimony of how years 
ago God had called him to be a sou l 
winner but he had 110t obeyed. He 
challenged me always to be faithful to 
Ill)' Saviour and to choose God's way. 

At present two missionary families 
have established Assemblies of God 
works in Korea-the John Stetzes and 
the Richard Johnstons. When Brother 
and Sister Stetz were lea"illg for 
America, additional missionary help was 
urgently needed. Realizing that God 
had called me to full-t ime sen-ice, I 
felt this was the time for me to act. 
I asked for recognition from our For­
eIgn l\lissions Department and sug­
gested that r could come home on 
regular leave at government expense, 
raise my support, and return at gov­
ernment expense to complete my term 
as a civil service employee, then enter 
full-t ime missionary !)ervice. The idea 
was accepted and soon plans were LIn­
der way. 

I am now at home preparing to re­
tllrn 10 Korea as an appointed mis­
sionary. God has afforded me the op­
portunity to serve Him full time, and 
now as f endeavor to give m)' life 
wholly to ministering to spir itual needs 
I know that it is "not by might, nor 
by power, but by my Spirit, saith the
