The fact that God is rC"oljving His 'It'ork 
(WIO~lg His people i,~ many plaas m· 
dicalcs l/is desire to se lld revival ev­
er)Wllere.

T HERE ARE MANY StKCERE SAI:-<TS 

of God who believe that the days of 
revival arc past. They base their as­
sertions on the sc ripture that "in the 
last days perilous times shall come," 
when there will be a wholesale de­
parture from the fa ith . They admit 
that the gospel has lost none of its 
power to save, and that here and there 
a few souls will be gathered in , but 
they believe there will be no morc great 
outpourings of the Holy Spirit before 
the rapture of the Church. This being 
so, they argue that it is completely 
out of harmony with the plan and pur­
poses of God for the Church to pray 
fo r and expect a mighty revival. Such 
teaching has wrought incalculable harm 
to a sub-normal church and encouraged 
sleeping saints in their indolence when 
they ol/gllt to be claiming the prollZisrs 
of God for awakclII'lIg ill tlil'j'.,. midst. 

It is true that one sees evidences 
of the den ial of the faith all about 
him. Many are preaching "another 
gospel." Yet, in spite of all this. we 
assert that the day of miracles is not 
past. As long as the blessed H oly 
Spirit, II imself the g reat standing mira­
cle, abides and wo rks on the earth, 
the Church's po tential is the same as 
it was in the Apostolic days. Our 
divine Paraclete has never been with­
drawn, and He st ill waits to work 
gloriously through clea n, obed ient ves­
sels.

The late Robert C. ;\ lcQuilkin left 
us thi s warning: "Let lI~ not limit 
God in His working, and It.:l LIS not 
fail to be ready for new and great 
outpourings of the Holy Spi rit in the 
closing days of this age. For the days 
are upon us when nothing shall a\'ail 
to break through the overwhelming 
power of the enemy, except supernat­
ura l power beyond what 11I0st Chris­
tians have known anything ahout. If 
the Church was supernaturally ble!'.:;ed 
of God at itl) birth, who will say that. 
in the clo~in~ days of its witness hen! 
on earth hefore its translat ion, it will 
not be blessed in c\'en a mightier way?" 

The very fact that God is ~ending 
local revival in diffcrent parts of the 
world in answer to the heart-longing 
of His people surely rendcrs false the 
doctrine that } Ie does not purpose to 
send revival in these last days. If God 
is reviving Hi s work and 1 li s people 
in other places . then why not in SOll r 
church, YOllr city. )'our area ? 

Tile greatest rcasoll for my bdicf 
tl/at God <o.'(/IIls to selld rC'L'i'i!(l1 ill these 
days has to do ~t'il" Ilis plm1s and 
pllrpos{'s jor th e Ih'es of lIis re(/Ulued 
olles. No parent would be satisfied to 
have his ch ildren chronically in poor 
health. It would indeed be startling, 
upon ask ing a father concerning the 
health of hi s ch ildren , to hear him say, 
"Most of the t ime my children arc 
weak and sickly, but that doesn 't mat­
ter, beca usc for a few weeks each 
year they come back to normal and 
are rather healthy." Far less can ou r 
Father be content for one moment to 
sec His Church anything less than holy 
and powerful, living in vital COlllmunion 

with J li mselL according to Hi~ pur­
po"c. ,\ slIb-normal and back!)liddclI 
church i~ an in:lult and di :-;gracc to a 
holy. powerful God.

T HE RAPTURE OF THE CHURCH 

not only will !> ib'l1al Ollf presentation at 
the wedding supper of the Lamb but 
will also be Ollf sum mons to the judg· 
ment scat of Christ. For those whom 
I Ie takes to be forever with Him it is 
inescapable. He must scrut inize our 
works-He mUSt analyze our c\"cry at­
titud.c ~nd motive ill the light of His 
omnISCIence. 

It is the highest court to which the 
Christian will ever go. From that judg­
ment there can be 110 appeal. Our 
position and glory ill heaven will be 
determined by what comes to light in 
that judgment. "We must ALL appear

before the judgment scat of ehri!'l, that 
everyone may receive the things done 
in his body according to that he hath 
done, whether it be good or bad" (2 
Corinth ians 5 :10). 

"Therefore, judge nothing before the 
time until the Lord come, who both will 
bring to light the hidden things of dark­
ness, and will make manifest the coun­
sels of the heart s; and then shall every 
man have praise of God" ( 1 Corin­
thians 4:5). 

Our convcrsion and our reward for 
scrvice are two sepa rate matters. " For 
by grace are ye sa\"cd through faith, 
and that not of yourselves: it is the 
gi ft of God" (Ephesians 2 :8) . Sahra­
tion is the free gi ft of God to those 
who bel ieve upon the crucified Re­
deemer. But, once we have begun the 
Ouistian life, our works become very 
important. "\Vork out your own salva­
tion with fear and trembling," is an ex­
hortation to the born -again child of 
God. 

God has g iven to each person three 
resources-a few years of life, a com­
bination of abilities, and a set of cir­
cumstances. These are never the same 
for any two individuals. 

There is a great variation in the 
lcngth of indi vidual lives. Some lives 
are drawn out decade after decade to 
great age; others live only a few short 
years. The sobering thought here is that 
none of us can know how long our 
course will be. Sudden ly the angel will 
say, "That day you just spent was your 
last one!" and all ollr wishing will not 
add one more day in which to finish 
the work He has given liS to do. God, 
who measures our days, will judge us 
accordingly. "For unto whomsoever 
much is given, of him shall be much 
required" ( Luke 12 :48). 

There is a great difference in the 
abilities which God has divided among 
tis. But the gifted will 1I0t be rewarded 
more nor the ordinary less, on the basis 
of their abilities, for all abilities are 
gifts. God will not reward His people 
for gifts He has given them. lIe will 
reward all of 11 is children for the love, 
faithfulness, and devotion with which 
they ha\·e used His gifts-whether the 
gifts be great or small! 

\Ve who now "see through a glass 
darkly" are prone to accord great honor 
to the gifted workers. But who but the 
Lord Himself is to say just what crea­
tures of His actually bring Him the most 
glory? There may be some great sur­
pri~es for us at the judgment seat of 
Christ! 

There is a great variation in the cir­
CJII/lStallccs of our lives. \Vebster de­
fines circumstances as being "the con­
ditions environing and affecting a per­
son." Spiritual life and service do nOt 
always thri ve on affinities. Some of 
God's most shin ing saints have served 
Him out of the most heartbreaking cir­
cumstances. On the other hand, SOme 
\\ ho enjoy the greatest possibilities do 
the least with them! When God judges 
His people for their works of service to 
Him, the Judge of all the earth will do 
right. 

The resu lt s of that judgment are en­
tirely dependent 011 our lise of the re­
sou rces He has given us. The poet said, 

"Commo'l folks like you alld 111 e 
Arc builders of etenlit)!! 

To each is givCII a bag of tools, 
A shapeless mass, a book of 

rules, 
And each JIIllst build ere life has 

Jlcr..vn 
A stlllllbling block or a sfeppillg 

stOIlC." 

\Ve do not need to be ignorant of the 
issues involved in the judgment. 'vVe 
may know in advance something about 
how Christ will judge His people. Some 
precedenis have been set and some 
principles have been laid down which 
we may be sure He \\'ill consistently 
follow. Notice a few: 

(1 ) Some workers plant; others wa­
ter; but "God giveth the increase." 
\Vhen the awards for. winning souls are 
given, we may be sure that the Judge 
with eyes as flaming fire will ha\'e de­
termined just where the credit rightly 
goes! 

\Ve are prone to give greater honor 
to those whose works are more readily 
secn. But when Christ tests the works 
of Christians by fire, He will reveal all 
the hidden ministries which have enter­
ed into the sav ing of sOllls. At that time, 
ll1any of !lis faithful children who were 
unknown to men will share equally in 
lhe joyous rewards of soulwinning. 

(2) God weighs the cost of our serv­
ice. Jeslls said of the widow who gave 
two mites, "She hath cast in morc 
than they al\,'· for it was "all the liv­
ing that she had." How differently 
mall reckons than does God! J\'1an

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gl\'es praise for u:hat is done; God 
gives praise for the sacrifice that is 
made in the doing. It would be well 
to ask ourselves occasionally, "Just 
what does my Christian service COST 
me ?" 

(3) God considers our judgments of 
each other. "With what judgment ye 
judge, ye shall be judged; and with 
what measure ye mete, it shall be 
measured to you again" (Matthew 7: 
I ). Is it not strange that, when we 
demand so much of others, we are 
often sat isfied with so liltle in ourselves? 
We might moderate our judgments of 
each other if we realized that God has 
promised to measure us by the same 
measuring stick we used on olhers. 

(4) Faithfulness is paramount. You 

have only to ~earch your concordance 
under the word!) "faithful" and "faith­
fulness" to be reminded of the value 
which God places upon our firm ad­
herence to 11 is Person, Church, and 
work. Over and O\'er again lie prolll­
ises to reward His iaitltilll servants 
when He comes again. 

(5) Christ will consider our motit,cs 
when Hc judges tis. "Every man's 
work shall he made manifest. for thc 
day shall declare it, bccause it shall 
be rc\'ealed by fire, and the fire shall 
try cvery man's work of what sort 
it is" (1 Corinthians 3:13). The works 
that will shine as pure gold on that 
day will be tllO:-.C that wcrc prompted 
by love for Christ. The fiery revela­
tion of judgment will reduce some life-

of Roy Thornbrugh and his wife as 
they took their three small children for 
an afternoon ride on a January Sun­
day a year ago. 

After stopping at an ancient ceme­
tery on the Gila River Rescrvation near 
Phoenix for some tillie, they called the 
ch ildren. The two younger ones re­
sponded, but seven-rear-old Johnny had 
wandered off and was nowhere to be 
found. All efforts to locate him were 
in vain, so 1\r rs Thornbrugh decided 
to take the younger children homc and 
go for help, leaving the father to COll­
tinue the search. 

At midnight, she ri ff's deputies and 
I ndian police werc still search ing, along 
with the parents. Danger lay every­
where-in thc abandoned wells, a canal. 
drainage washes from the Sierra Es­
trella Mountains, and from wild ani­
mals. Thick brush hindered any prog­
ress except on foot . 

The Phoenix newspaper reported a

low of 35 degrees. The boy was wear­
ing a flannel sh irt, blue jeans, and 
tenni s shoes. At home the grandpar­
ents, Mr. and ;\lrs. W. C. Anderson, 
put the younger brother and si5ter to 
bed and tried to rest. But the strain 
was too great. Grandpa Anderson 
threw back his warm electric blanket 
and declared, "r can't use this when 
that poor child is out in the cold 1" 

Then he prayed, "God, You're able 
to warm the air around him." 

Pastor L. II. Gundlach and the con­
gregation of the South i\1 ollntain As­
sembly in Phoenix alsO prayed ear­
nestly for the child's safety. 

By early morn ing the search party 
had swelled to over a hundred.

PART THREE: MAN. HIS FALL AND REDEMPTION 

MAN WAS CREATED GOOD AND UP­

right, for God said, "Let us make man 
in our image, after our likeness." But 
man, by voluntary transgression, fell, 
and his only hope of redemption is 
in Jesus Christ the Son of God.· 

This twofold subject is too large for 
adequate treatment here. The most we 
ca n do is to amplify the above brief 
statement and to indicate profitable lines 
of study: 

I. M .... N \VAS CREATED I N THE 

IMAGE AND LIKENESS OF Goo, good 
and upright, and endowed with intelli­
gence, conscience and will, so that he 
could hold dominion over all living 
things On earth and exe rcise free choice 
(Ge nesis 1 :26; Psalm 8:4·8). 

2. THIS RICH ENDOWMENT OF 1 N· 
TELLIGENCE, CONSCIENCE, AND \VILL 
L IFTED MAN FAR ABOVE TilE AN I· 
MAL CREATION, and into fe llowship 
with God. Man's power to choose be· 
tween good and evil involved the pos· 
sibility of choosing disobedience and 
evil instead of obedience and good. His 
intelligence made him fully responsible 
for all his acts (Luke 12 :47, 48; 
Joshua 24: 15). 

• The first paragraph of the article is a 
quotation from the Statement of Fundamenta l 
Truths adopted by the Assemblies of God. 
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3. TilE DEVIL IN THE FORM OF 
TilE SERPENT RAISED A DoUBT IN TilE 
l\JrND OF EVE AS TO THE VERACITY 
OF GOD. "Yea, hath God sa id ?" was 
the first question ever asked, and our 
quest ion mark resembles the serpentine 
coil. "Ye shall not surely die"-a flat 
contradiction of God's decree (Genesis 
3: 1·4 ); "for God doth know that in 
the day ye cat thereof, then your eyes 
shall be opened, and ye shall be as 
gods, knowing good and evil"-a re· 
flection on the goodness of God. Eve 
was enticed by these smooth words and 
by the inviting appearance of the fruit; 
she ate and gave her husband and he 
alc (Genesis 3 :5, 6) . Thus rllns the 
brief historical statement of the fall of 
man. 

4. TilE FALL OPENED TH E FLOOD· 
GATES OF SIN AND SORROW AND SICK. 
NESS AND DEATH UPON THE Hu· 
)'IAN FAMILY. "Unto the woman he 
[God ) said, I will greatly multiply thy 
sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow 
thou shah bring fo rth children; and 
thy desire shal1 be to thy husband, and 
he sha ll ru le over thee. And unto 
Adam he said, Because thou hast 
hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, 
and hast eaten of the tree, of which 
I commanded thee saying, Thou shalt 
not eat of it: cursed is the ground for

lTV OF MAN. 

By depravity we mean that man's 
moral, mental, and spiritual natures 
have been perverted and distorted by 
the fall. Instead of loving holiness, 
unregenerate man has a vicious bent 
toward sin and evil, and only the grace 
of God can overcome this evil natu re, 
by making him a "new creature" in 
Christ (2 Corinthians 5: 17). The 
Greek word translated "creature" is 
sign ificant. The literal meaning is 
"creation." Moffatt, in his free trans­
lation, renders it thus: "There is a 
lIew creation whenever a man comes 
to be in Christ: what is old is gone, 
the new has come," 

The word "depravity" COmes to us 
from the Latin, and its root meaning 
is "crooked, distorted, twisted out of 
shape," and from that it comes to mean 
"morally bad, wicked." God made 
man "good and upright." The devil 
came in and ru ined, spoiled, defiled 
the beautiful work of God, and man 
became a degenerate, depraved being, 
unlike man in his origi nal state. 

Th is depravity affects man's mental 
or intellectual nature, which has been 
perverted, so that men became "vain 
in their imaginations, and their foolish 
heart was darkened. Professing them­
selves to be wise, they became fools" 
(Romans 1 :21,22). They became men 
of a "reprobate mind" and "without 
unde rstanding" (Romans 1 :28, 31). 
Men have lost the power of distinguish. 
ing good from evil, and some have de· 
scended below the Je\'cl of brutes and 
"glory in their shame" resembling the 
wa ters of the restless sea, "casting up 
mire and dirt" (I saiah 5 :20; 57 :20). 

T he unregenerate state of lIlan is 
portrayed with photographic precision 
in Romans 3 :9·18. 

6, T H 1 5 DEPRAVITY TOUCHES 
~·,'rAN'S \VIIOLE BE1NG--H IS MENTAL, 
MORAL, SPIRITUAL, AND PHYSICAL 
NATURES. It is absolutely uni versal. 
"Now we know that what things soever 
the law saith, it saith to them who 
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are under the law: that every mouth 
may be stopped, and all the world may 
become guilty before God" (Romans 
3 :19). Man as we know him is not 
evolved from the animals but he came 
perfe<:t from the hands of God, and 
is a depraved, degenerate creature, es­
tranged from God, and in sin and re­
bellion, under the just condemnation 
of a holy God. 

7. CHRIST OUR REDEEMER WAS 

TE~IPTED I=- ALL POINTS As WE ARE 

(Matthew 4:1-11; Hebrews 4:15). He 
paid the full price of our ransom 
(Matthew 20 :28), became the propitia­
tion for the sins of the whole world

though He was sinless (2 Corinth ians 
5 :21), and by His sacrificial death 
made a full atonement for all our sins 
(Romans 5 :6-21; Ephesians 1 :7).

As man's iniquity is unfathomable, so

THE BIBLE

I N TilE: LITTLE VILLACE OF TAM 80, 

above the town of H uayla s in the 
Peruvian Andes, lives a man who was 
converted while on a trip to the capita l 
city of Lima. l ie is a tireless walker; 
it gi,'cs hi m great pleasure to fill hi s 
pockets with tracts and go frOIll vil­
lage to village giving them Ollt to who­
ever will receive them and Ii!.ten to his 
testimony of the peace he found in the 
Lord Jesus. 

One day while wandering he came 
to a humble I ndian hut and found 8-

man sitting on the floor reading a 
Bible. A short time later, knowing 
nothing about the incident, I sent 
seve ral of ollr national preachers on a 
tfip illlo the north coulltry. There they 
met the intrepid tract distributor who 
told them abollt the Indian wit h the 
Dible. lie begged them to vi sit him. 
1 t was 'Illite a trip by foot; neverthe· 
less they went and found him sitting, 
as usual, in frOllt of h is litt le hou se 

Sontiogo Moreno, "the mon with the Bible," 
0$ he oppeored while ottendlng our Assem­

blies of God Bible School. 
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reading the Bible. The man was 
Santiago Moreno. 

Eight years previous, he told thel11, 
he had purchased a Bible from somc­
one fo r a pittance. T his Bible was 
originally sold no doubt by our , reteran 
missionary, Forre:.t G. Harker, whcn 
he ii,'ed in this territory. At any rate, 
when Sant iago came into possession of 
the Bible he was a dissolute drunkard. 
H e reasoned that since he had spent 
good money on the purchase of the 
Book he ought to read it. lIe read 
that Book for eight years and it was 
beginning to fall to pieces. Little by 
lillie he realized that his desire for 
liquor was leaving him, and instead of 
being a sickly, drunken wretch he was 
becoming a healthy man with a hunger 
after the things of God. 

Several weeks later the national min· 
istcrs returned with an exciting story 
abou t the l11an with the Bible and 
beggt'd me to visi t him. They disco\·· 
ered that Santiago had so many deep, 
searching questions that they were un · 
able to answer him and promised to 
get the missiona ry in tOuch with him. 
Would I visit him? That is what we 
are here fo r, SO nfter tra,'eling part 
way by truck and a sho rt distance hy 
t rain we clim bed the rest of the di,. 
lance by foot. I,a te in the afternoon 
we arri"ed at his hUlllble little hut and 
found him, as usual sitting out in front 
reading his Bible. Thi s. seemed to he 
his only pastime. 

Qne o f the fir~t things he asked me 
was concerni ng water bnptislll. J Ie had 
read in the Book that "he that be· 
lie"eth and is baptized shall be saved:' 
He said. "I t was not possible for me 
to believe when 1 was baptized ns a 
bahy." lie wanted to know more about 
it and asked if I would be willing to 
baptize him. 

.. Arc you married ?" I asked. This 
is a cOlllmon que;,t ion smce so many 

people here take a companion wi thout 
bothering to marry her. 

"Yes," he told me, "this lady is my 
wife," 

f\ either of them had ever been in 
a go;,pel service, but both seemed to 
be genuinely saved through reading the 
Bible. T told them that if they wanted 
to accompany us back to the river we 
would baptize them the following day . 

·'There is a d itch running hack of 
the house," he suggested hopefully. 
·':'\[aybe we could make a small bap­
t i<;ma l tank and be bapt ized right here?" 

And so it was ag.reed. We talked 
on into the night o f the Ihings of God, 
ami solved many of the problems 
which had puzzled him as he pored 
over the pages o f the Bible. 

The next morning they had arran ged 
a tiny baptismal tank with not more 
than a foot and a half of water. 
~ l ctl1bers of hi s family were the only 
people present hut he testified of the 
saving power of the Lord Jesus as 
though ten thou Sa.nd persall;, were there. 
IIi :; wife did n't speak Spanish , but in 
the Quechua 1 ndian tongue she testi · 
fied with the same fen'or before being 
immersed. 

"Now that I am baptized in water," 
he said, ';it is up to me to do some­
thing for my neighLors.' · Accordingly, 
he went lip to the little village aOO\'e 
hi s place and !>tarted to hold meetings. 
It is hard to imagine what kind of 
gospel services he lllU::,t ha,'e held, never 
having been in a sen 'io:e himself. \\' hat· 
e\'er methods he used . the results were 
excellent and a few mOTlth s later he 
came down to a regional cotwention 
with thirteen COil verts. 

Sant iago "Moreno is an old man now, 
li e spent several years in Bible School 
and while there put on shoes for the 
fir st time ill his life. I Ie returned to 
his little village in the heart of the 
Andes, built a simple church, and is 
now helping his people to live for God.

Superintcndent Paul H utsel! wrote to 
the Foreign :-Olissiom; Dep.."lrtment in 
Springfield, giving a detailed report and 
appeal. A few days later the answer 
came that $3,0Cl0 had been sent to the 
department to be used for just such a 
project.

Now 
the brethren are busy converting the 
building into a church, meanwhile they 
are wor!>hiping in it with more peoplc 
attending. 

]n November we obtained a large 
loan to buy property on the outskirts 
of town for two missionary residences 
and a Bible School. This property cost 
between two and three dollars less a 
meter than all other property looked at, 
and it is far more beautiful. Surely 
God had already picked the spot and 
was waiting for us to find it. Before 
long the legal aspects will be settled 
and we can begin building the resi·

BIBLE REA.DING IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS 

UPHELD 
Or. Luther A. Weigle. dean emeritus 

of Yale Divinity School, testified be­
fore three federal judges hear ing an 
injunction su it o\'er the practice of 
reading the Bible and rcpeating the 
Lord's Prayer in public schools. 

The suit was brough t by Unitarian 
p .. "\fcnl<; who contend the practice is 
unconstitutional. Dr. Weigle defended 
the practice, saying that in addition 
to helping to perpetuate high ideals 
Ih:\1 have become a part of the Ameri­
ca ll way o f life, Scripture reading has 
educational value in that it relates to 
"the experience of people who discov­
ered the nature of God." 

The 78-year-old Bible scholar said 
there is "nothing sectarian" III the 
Lord's Prayer. "Everything In the 
prayer has parallels in the Jewish 
Scri ptures," he said. 

84 PER CENT OF MINNESOTA SCHOOL 
SYSTEM PARTICIPATE IN RELEASED· 
TIME PROGRAMS 
Eighty-four per cent of Minnesota's 

public school systems participate with 
local churches in weekday rel igious edu­
cation programs, according to a recent 
sun'ey. Keady all of these programs 
are conducted on a released-time basis, 
one hour a week. 

The survey also revealed that dis­
tribution of Gideon Bibles is allowed 
in 42 per cent of the state's school 
systems, and 74 per cent of the sys­
tems permit school observances of re­
ligious holidays such as Christmas and 
Easter.

Dr. Ernest G. Schwiebert, executive 

director of the Foundation for Reforma­
tion Research, announced that search 
has begun for 16th century Reforma­
tion documents which will be micro­
filmed and deposited in a special li­
brary to be established at Concordia 
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Theological Seminary. lle said the 
Reformation materials currently are 
being gathered from the Library of 
Congress, the Wartburg TheOlogical 
Seminary a t Duhuque, Iowa, and the 
~renl1onile H i~torical Library, Goshen, 
Jndiana. The Aid Association for Lu­
lherans, an insurance organization, has 
granted $75,QC() toward the cost of 
bui ldi ng a Reformat ion library. 

CHICAGO CHURCH LEADERS PLAN 81G 
EXPANSION 

J n the next twenty years the Chicago 
metropolitan area will require 900 new 
Protestant churches at a cost of $600,­
())(),QC(), according to an estimate of 
the Church Federation of Greater 
Chicago. 

Dr. John A. Gardner, federation of­
ficial, li nked the estimate with a pro­
jected campaign to win a million new 
members for Chicago's Protestant 
churches by 1975. He termed the drive 
"an aU-oll t effort to counteract the 
city's Prote!,tant deficit." The mem­
bership campaign is schedLlled to be­
gin next spring with a city-wide ,' isi~ 
tation evangelism program with some 
f ,QC() lay men and wOlllen calling on 
IOO,QC() unchurched people.

AUCA MEN SHOW CHANGE OF HEART 

According to the latest word from 
Ecuador, four Auca men accomp."lnied 
Rachel Sain t and netty Elliot when 
they returned to their mission stations 
after an extended stay in the Auca 
jungle territory. The group included 
Dahu. who is apparently a leader in 
the Auca village. 

This is the first time adult Auca 
men have made a friendly visit to a 
mISSIOn station The group that pre­
\·iOllSly vi sited the Arajuno station and 
invit ed the missionaries to their village 
consisted of women and children. 

The four men broLlght an interesting 
gift to Missionary Aviation Fellowship 
pilot Johnny Keenan: one of their 
barbed hardwood lances. They said it 
was the last lance they were going to 
make. Then Dahu admoni~hed pilot 
Keenan by saying, " You be careful 
with that and don't kill anybody. You 
can kill an anima l ; but don't kill any­
body." 

Evidently thc gospel has wrought a 
great change in the thinking of these 
Auca savages, S01l1C of whom killed five 
missionaries only three years ago. 

NIGERIAN IN DEPENDENCE NOT TO 
AFFECT MISSIONARIES 
The ~10s1ell1 P remier of Northern 

N igeria, Alhaji Ahmadu, gave assur­
ance recently that the work of Chris­
tian missionaries will not be curtailed 
when the coun try becomes independent 
in October 1960. He gave the guarantee 
at a meeting held in Lagos (at his 
own request) with officials of the Sudan 
J nterior Mission, the largest Christian 
agency working in Moslem areas of 
Nigeria. 

The Premier paid tr ibute to the work 
of the missionaries and said they would , 
continue to be welcomed. 

Having long occupied the position 
of Sarduana, or ruler, of Sokoto prov­
ince. Premier Alhaji Ahmadu reflects 
~Ioslem opinion in the predominantly 
Islamic north where the ~rission has 
547 missionaries. 
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The regional government meanwhile 
has issued a declaration of tolerance, 
stating that it "does not intend to place 
any curb on the religious activities of 
missionaries or their right to receive 
com'erts from among other religions." 

PAGAN RELIGIONS MAKING COMEBACK 

The pagan religions of Africa and 
Asia are making an "astonishing" come­
back, Dr. Andrew S. Burgess of Luther 
Theological Seminary, St. Paul, re­
ported on his return from a year-long 
round-the-world trip. 

He said that non-Chr istian religions 
have taken the tactics of the Olristian 
church in their fight for survival and 
expansion. 

In Buddhist schools, he revealed, 
children sing, "Buddha loves me, this 
I know," and added that other hymns 
in which the name of the idol re­
places that of Christ are also becoming 
common. 

In parts of Africa, new movements 
back to witchcraft and ancestor-wor­
ship were reported to Dr. Burgess by 
missionaries, but he said, "It appears 
that the bitterest opponent of Christ 
in Africa is not the witch doctor, 
powerful though he be, but Islam."

POLISH PARENTS REAR CHILDREN BY 

RELIGIOUS PRINCIPLES 

A poll conducted among Polish radio 
listeners disclosed that the majority of 
those questioned prefer to bring up their 
children according to reli gious principles 
and not Communist or socialist "ethics." 
The parents, according to the \iVarsaw 
Radio, gave as their reason for pre­
ferring religious training the fact that 
it rendered their children less likely to 
become juvenile delinquents, engage in 
immoral conduct, Or become drunk­
ards. 

One listener was quoted as saymg: 
"Do not muddle our heads with Com­
munist ethics. Before the war we had 
no Communist or socialist ethics, yet 
our children and youth were much bet­
ter behaved than under Communist 
rule." 

HUMAN SACRIFICE TRADITION 
CONFIRMED 

I n the excavated ruins of Carthage 
an ancient temple of Molech has been 
found. The trad ition that babies we re 
offered in human sacrifice to Molech 
has been confi rmed by the discovery 
of hundreds of urns containing the 
ashes of children. 
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A KUu!~U-THE-WORLD TOUR HAS BEEN COMPLETED by two Assemblies 
of God executives -- J. Roswell Flower, general secretary, and 
Bert Webb, an assistant general superintendent. They returned to 
Springfield, Missouri, after traveling approximately 30 , 000 miles 
1n two months. The executives reported to the Foreign Missions 
Board on their conferences with the missionaries in India and other 
lands. 

A PROIECT TO CURB IUVENILE DELINQUENCY has been launched by 
the Parent-Teacher Association at Williamsport, Pennsylvania. The 
project caUs for placement of illustrated copies of the 'fen Command­
ments In the city's public schools. Idea for the plan was fostered 
by Judge Charles F. Greevy and a special committee that studied 
juvenile problems. 

THE GIDEONS PASSED ANOTHER MILESTONE in their illustrious Bible 
crusade last mon th when they presented a beautiful red copy of the 
Word of God to the Morton House Hotel in Grand Rapids, Michigan. 
It was the 4 0, 000, OOOth copy of the ScrIptures to be placed by the 
organization and the occasion was marked by an appropriate ceremony . 

SINCE THE REPEAL OF THE PROHIBITION AMEN DMENT twenty-five years 
ago, crimes related to drinking have increased 28 . 6 per cent . A 
total of $181. 9 bill ion has been spent by the American pubUc on 
alcoholic beverages since 1933 which is more than twice the amoun t 
we have spent on schools . 

"PRAY FOR PEACE" STAMP CANCELLATIONS were used in more than 
1 ,4 00 U. S . post offices during the past Christmas season . Under 
a bill passed by Congress in 1956 the slogan was to be made avail­
able to all first and second class offices, a total of more than 
10,000 . Postal officials at Washington, however, said they lacked 
funds to carry out the CongressIonal directive. 

A BANK AT MI LES . IOWA, gave cash Christmas presents to local 
churches last month. The bank said that instead of giving novel­
ties to its customers it would give dollars to their churches . Each 
customer could decide which church would receive his Christmas 
dollar. 

CABARETS AND DANCE HALLS WERE BANNED in an ord inance approved 
by the city council of Cabanatuan, P. I. The city i s the first 
Phil i ppine community to outlaw cabarets as public entertainment. 
The law was passed after civic and religiou s leaders Joined forces 
in an effort to reduce juvenUe delinquency and broken homes. 

THE GOVERNMENT OF INOlA HAS RULED that Christian Churche s 
henceforth must use two calendars to register births, marriages 
and deaths . The Saka calendar which starts from 78 A. D. , the 
accession date of an Indian emperor, must be used as well as the 
usual Gregorian calendar. 

YOUTHS MAY NOW BUY THEIR WAY OUT OF RED CHINA for about 
$200. 00 according to a Nationalist Central News Agency report . 
Formerly they were prohibited from leaving because their labor was 
needed, but the Peiping regime has ruled that a youth may exit from 
the mainland if he donates about $200 . 00 worth of farming tools 
"to work in his place . "

They can 
either get together and plan recreational 
activities fo r their young people or do 
it individually. A few years ago a 
minister's wife in Richmond , Maine, 
ga\'c partics for Christian and other 
teen -age young people on the nights 
when there were school dances. They 
were interesting parties with plenty of 
good, clean fun in games, stunts, 
music, etc, These parties attracted 
some un saved teen-agers who were sur­
prised to find it possi ble to have fun at 
p.1rties without dancing, 

\ Vit h this start, these young people 
formed an in terdenolllinational high­
school Christian fellowship. T hey had

panics, banquets, and other recreational 
activities, but in addition they had 
their own devotional meetings in which 

-they helped and encouraged one an­
other to stand truc to Christ. 

Another way we can help our teen­
agers is by listening sympathet ically to 
their problems. Because conditions 
ha ve changed some since our OW11 

school days, we do not always realize 
how desperately thc young folk need 
advice, help, and encouragement. \Vc 
lllay think the problem snlall and laugh 
it off, As a resu lt, future confidences 
may be withhe ld, and one of two things 
will probably happen. 

Either the teen-ager may become 
withdrawn and introspective, or he may 
confide in someone else who will show 
some interest in hi s problems, 1 f the 
one in whom he confides is a truly con­
secrated Christian, no lasting harm 
may re su lt, Ilowe\'er, there arc some 
well-meaning people who are \'itally in ­
terested in young people but who are 
not Christians, I f such a one becomes 
the confidant, the results can be hazard-

ous. The teen-ager lIlay be encouraged 
to participate in worldly amusements to 
get away from serious thoughts about 
his problems, Thus our young folk may 
become lukewarm or carnal Christians, 
and may e"en driit a\\'ay from the faith. 

It may seem difficult to treat some 
teen-age "problems" seriously; however. 
it helps if we think back to the time 
when we were the age of the one seek­
ing help, and try to imagine our OWIl 

reaction to such a problem at that time. 
The amazing part in looking back is 

the discovery that, making allowances 
for some changes time has brought 
about, we faced the same problems. 
This helps tiS to understand how im­
portant the problem is to our teen -agers, 

It is a source of deep satisfaction to 
have my teen-ager come to me with her 
problems. It is possible then for tiS to 
talk them over, pray about thelll to­
gether. and then with the Lord's help 
sol\'e them. "If any of yOll lack wisdom, 
let him ask of God, that giveth to a1\ 
men liberally, and upbraideth not: and 
it shall be g1\'en him" (James 1 :5 ) .

If OUT teen-ager comes home from 
a missionary meeting feeling that the 
Lord has called him to the mission 
field, let's keep OUT bands off. ft may 
be just the reaction to the thrill of hear­
ing a missionary speaker. On the other 
hand, God really may have spoken to 
him through that service, I f so, and 
we oppose him, we will only be adding 
to the burdens that will be heavy in 
any case if he goes to the mission field. 
lt is strange that people can sing, "All 
to Jesus 1 surrender," and then try to 
withhold their sons and daughters. Let's 
be ready to pray with and for our 
ch ildren that the Lord's will may be 
done, even if it crosses ou r own plans 
and wishes for them. 

There are SOme indications of the 
possible calling of the Lord other than 
their telling us about it. At family 
worship about two years ago, our Sally 
began praying for the Ecuador and I n­
dia mission fields every night. She 
prays for other fields too, but not njgh t­
Iy. This may be because we have

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PETER CONFESSES CHRIST 
Su nday School Lesson for January 25, 1959 

MATTHEW 16:13·18; 1 PETER 2:1·8 

THE QUESTIONS OF JESUS 
Christ was about to break the sad oews to H is dis· 

ciples concerning I [is coming sufferings and death. Be­
fore doing so, H e sought to strengthen their faith and 
thus to fortify them by calling forth from them a positive 
declaration of thei r faith in H im. 

"Whom do lIIen say that I the 5011 oj man am?" As 
it was then so it is now. According to popular opinion 
Chr ist was a good man, far above the religious leaders 
of His day, and comparable to the great prophets such 
as John the Baptist, Elijah , and Jeremiah. But they would 
not believe that He was the virgin-born Son of God ! 

"Bll t whom say ye that I am!" This is an eternal 
question, a personal question which each of LIS must face, 
a question upon which the destiny of every man's soul 
depends t 
PETER'S CONF ESSION 

"Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God." We 
can hardly realize what a tremendous confession this was. 
It is true that John the Baptist had spoken of Chri st 
as "the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the 
world." It is true that Satan ( Matthew 4 :3) and demons 
( Matthew 8 :29) recognized Him. But Peter was the first 
man, afte r observing at close range the life and ministry 
of Chri st, to give such a fu ll and complete testimony as 
to the nature, office, and person of J esus. In saying 
what He did Peter was recognizing thi s Son of man as 
the Messiah, the Anointed One p romised by the prophets 
of old- as the Son of David and the very Son of the 
Living God. 

THE FOUNDATION OF THE CHURCH 
In His reply to Pete r's confession, Christ set forth some 

important truths : 
( 1) Spiritual truth is revealed by the power of t he 

H oly Spirit to honest and open hearts and is not arrived 
at through intel1ectual perception. See also 1 Corinthians 
2,14 ; John 3,6. . 

(2 ) The Church is composed of individuals called out 
of the world who, like Peter, recognize Chri st as their 
personal Saviour and as the Son of God. 

(3 ) The Church, while built upon Christ, may just as 
surely be said to be built upon men. T he statement, "Thou 
art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church," 
has been the subject of raging controversy. Some take. 
the position that the rock of wh ich J esus spoke was Peter's 
testi mony. O thers believe Chr ist was referring to H im­
self. I t seems to the writer that both of these interpreta­
ti ons render meaningless and unnatural the whole statement 
of Chri st. T he simplest explanation is that Peter was in­
deed the rock upon which Christ would build, and, fu rther, 
that one can accept this interpretation without at all ac-
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cepting all the unscripturai implications and assertions 
which have been drawn from it by the Roman Catholic 
Church. Peter was indeed the leader of the first church 
and may be said to have laid its first foundation on the 
Day of Pentecost. J n Ephesians 2:20 Paul tells us the 
Church is built upon the foundation of the apostles and 
prophets. In Revelation 21 :14 the foundat ion stones of 
the heavenly city are "the twelve apostles of the Lamb." 
Summing lip, we may say that Christ is the chief Corner­
stone of the ChuTch, so that it is built upon Him; Peter's 
testimony which contains the truth vital to salvation and 
the kernel truth of gospel preaching may also be said 
to have a part in the foundation of the Church ; yet, again , 
the Church is built upon the ministry of chosen men who 
are empowered by the Holy Spirit under the direct ion 
of Christ the living Head. 

CHRIST THE LIVING STO:-lE 
In 1 Peter 2: 1-8, written years after the incident de­

scribed in the first portion of the lesson text, Peter speaks 
of Christ and His followers' relationship to Him in terms 
of stones. Christ is· a "l iving stone." ignored and de­
spised by men but chosen of God. Christ is the "chief 
cornerstone," precious to those who believe upon Him and 
are in living relationsh ip to H im. To those who refuse 
the truth H e is a "stone of stumbl.ing, a rock of offense." 

Reader, what think ye of Chri st? H ave you recognized 
Him as the Son of God and accepted H im as your personal 
Saviour ? If so you have found Him to be the Rock 
of Ages, the Rock of refuge and safety. If not, do 
so at once, for some day He will become the Rock 
of Judgmen t to those who beli eve not. Matthew 2 1 :44.

our knees in prayer and expectation 
that they may become facts in OllT 

lives. And when God answers such 
prayers of faith and fulfills His Word 
to those who claim them, revival has 
come ! Among His challenges to us 
arc these: "Call unto me, and I will 
answer thee, a nd shew thee great and 
mighty thi ngs. which thou knowest not" 
(J crcmiah 33 :3). 

" P rove me now herewith, saith the 
Lo rd of hosts, if I will not open you 
the wi ndows of heaven, and pou r you 
out a blessing, that there shall not be 
room enough to receive if' (Malachi 
3 ,10) . 

Some, o f course, w ill object that 
since the above~mentioncd portions 
come from the O ld T esta me nt they 
arc not rea lly fo r uS today. Mr. F inney 
wonderfully answered such objections: 
" r could go from one end of the Bi ­
ble to the ot her," he said, "producing 
a n astoni shing yariety of tcxts that arc 
applicable as p romiscs ; enough to p rove 
that ill wha tever ci rcumstances a child 
of God may be placed, God has pro­
vided in the Bible some promise, either 
genera l or particular, wh ich he can 
apply, that is precisely suited to his 
casco Many of God 's p romises arc 
Ycry broad on purpose to cover much 
g rou nd . None is broader than the prom­
ise, 'What thi ngs so ever ye desire, 
when ye pray, believe that ye receive 
them, and ye sha ll have them.' \ Vhat 
praying Christia n is there who has not 
been surprised at the length a nd breadth 
and the ful!n ess of the promises o f 
God when the Spirit has applied them 
to his heart ? \ Vho that lives the life 
of prayer has not wondered at his ow n 
blindness, at not having before seen 
and felt the extent of meaning and 
richness of these promises. whcli \'iewed 
under the light of the S pirit of God? 
At sllch t ime he has been astoni shed 
at his own ignorance, and has found 
the S pirit applying the p romi scs and 
declarations of the Bible in a sense of

GOD STILL RF.WARDS FAITH 

One great obstacle that hinders the 
working o f God is the attitude of pas­
tors and other Chri"tian workers th:l.I 
iheir part icu lar situation is "different." 
IUany an cvangtl i!>t has been told by 
the leaders, on the day of his arrival 
for a serics of meetings. "\\'e do not 
want to discouragc you, but wc feci 
it is only fair that you should know 
the facts ahout our city. It is the llIost 
gospel-hardened city in the world . The 
situat ion herc is like nowhcre the in 
the nat ion. T he cond itions are peCUlia r. 
\Ve are afraid therc is not going to 
be much bles~jng.· ' 

These so-ca lled "gnl\·eyards" are 
wonderful p laces in which to cry, "TIm:. 
saith the Lont Goo; Come from the 
four winds, 0 hreat h, and breathe upon 
these slai n, that they Illay live" (Eze­
kiel 37 :9). I have found that these 
"g ravcya rds" have in many in!.tanCC5 
g iven God ;l chancc to ex hibit H is 
mighty power in the rcsurrec.tion o{ 
"dry bones." 

Nazareth was thc most privileged 
place in our Saviour 's li fctime, J Ie 
spent nearly th irty of the thirty-three 
years of His earthly life in that tow n. 
O ne wou ld think that in no place would 
the mig hty God wan t to man ifest II is 
power a s in Naza reth. But the people 
of that village arc known thc world 
over for their unbclief. T he cvange~ 
li st Mark sa id, " H e cou ld there do no 
mighty work, save that he la id h is 
hands upon a few sick folk, and healed 
them" (:\ Ia rk 6:5). To heal a fcw 
sick folk was not accounted a s any 

mighty thing. Christ longed to do great­
er things for them. What was wrong? 
A chilling fog of unhclief had swept 
o\"t'r the whole community "He mar­
velled b«au<.c of their unhelief." They 
!'aw no mighty works because the nec­
essary conditions for their perfomlance 
were lacking.

M inistry to 
the Aged

A WEEK'S VISIT TO PINELLAS PARK 

Home is just about the most rewarding 
experience that can happen to a person. 
When you have time to become ac­
quainted with the residents and per­
sonnel, you are morc convinced than 
ever that ministry to the aged is one 
of the important missions of the church. 
You also gain a new perspective by 
catching a backward look at li(e 
through the eyes of folk who have 
served the Lord for many years. 

The aged person has not changed 
into a dif/ercllt personality than the 
young min ister, the hard-working mis­
sionary, or the ardent lay worker he 
once was. Although he is many years 
older, he is exactly the same person­
only more so. The things he has valued 
most he values still . His love for 
God's work has increased rather than 
diminished. In fact, one of the greatest 
problems of age is to find that while 
you have the same passion to serve, 
there is suddenly no place for you . 
You may know full well you are 
physically unable, or humbly accept 

the verdict that "it's time to turn loose 
and Jet a younger man take the reins" 
- maybe you are never fully reconciled 
to the limitations of age-but the hurt 
is very real no matter how clear to 
you the facts may be. 

As though this were not hard enough 
for God's aged people to face, life is 
made even harder by the fact there 
often is 110 place for them to call home, 
and no work for their hands to do. 
Unable to do their accustomed work or 
to maintain their own households, they 
may seek entrance into a Home for the 
Aged. All too often they find the wait­
ing list too long or the rates too high. 
And if perchance admission is found, 
life may be made more pa inful by 
drab su rroundings, idle hours, crowded 
bedrooms, a dearth of Chr istian fellow­
ship, loneliness to see an "outside 
face. " 

A visitor at Pinellas Park Home is 
gratified to find that these conditions 
do not exist in our Assemblies of God 
Ret irement Home. He is first impressed 
by the friendliness and cheerfulness of 

the staff and the kindly concern of 
Brother Ramby, the Superintendent, 
for the welfare of each resident. Menus 
are thoughtfully and skillfully planned 
to provide wholesome and appetizing 
meals. The needs of the sick are served 
by a competent nursing staff. 

The "homey" atmosphere is most 
evident in the dining room. As the 
residents gather for breakfast they 
come with a cheery smile and a "Good 
:-..rorning" for others at the table. After 
grace there is a pleasant buzz of con­
versation. If you listen carefully you 
will find much of it concerns the shades 
of toast being made at each table. 

"Is this too dark?" "No, dear, that's 
just the way T like it!" 

"You can make mine just a shade 
lighter," comes the order from the other 
end of the table." "And remember, l\Iiss 
Irvine likes hers almost burned I" 
When the toast is finished, conversa­
tion turns to wrrent events, doctrinal 
discllssions or some mission field. 

It is remarkable how the simple 
roams take on the personalities of their 
residents. While basic furnishings are 
simila r, the atmosphere is fraught with 
the spirit of the occupant. Ente ring a 
diffe rent room is almost like walking 
into a different hOllse. Mrs. Schoon­
maker has a large family and many 
grandchildren, so there are numerous 
photographs. Along with pictures of 
her family are lovely scenes from Ind ia 
where she served so lIlany years, and 
where some of her ch ildren serve now. 
Sister Schoonmaker converses calmly 
and quietly. She has a wide range of 
interests~wor1d affairs, her missionary 
children, Christian publications. 

The Mudges' apartment is a place 
to work. There is a sewing machine 
which Mrs. Mudge uses to make beauti-

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ful little dresses for the \ ·Vi\lC's. 
Brother ~rudge is skillful in doing 
many things-he showed me a beauti­
ful coat he had hand-tailored for him­
self, some dainty place-markers for 
parties, and realistic artificial flowers. 
He is also kept busy in church work 
-as organist at First Assembly and 
secretary of the Sunday SchooL Sister 
Mudge is not so well and is often 
confined to her room. 

Mrs. Ira Shakley was working at her 
quilting frame when I stopped by their 
apartment. Her husband came in from 
his work in the yard. As I talked with 
them they brought out pictures of their 
Kroo people. As they talked I came to 
know the black people they once served 
not as unlearned savages of a far-away 
land but as ,varm-blooded folk who live 
and work and think much the way 
we do he re in the U.S.A. I saw thelll 
transformed from ignorant tribesmen 
doing lowly chores on the waterfront 
and aboard sh ip to Christian leaders 
who were sought out by ship owners 
to become masters of other native 
boatmen because they were the most 
honest and dependable boatmen to be 
had . 

\"' hen, during a vis it in the infirmary, 
[ asked tfary Stribling the secret of 
her bu bbling cheerful ness, she told me 
wi th her eyes at winkle, " I 've just kept 
my Pentecost !" And she has, in the 
face of almost total physical helpless­
ness. Her portrait hangs in the Mary 
Stribling Library at South-Eastern Bi­
ble Institute where she is remembercd 
with respect and affect ion as Bible 
teacher and scholar. 

T he eldest resident in the Home is 
Mrs. Georgiana Cleveland, now eighty­
nine. She welcomed me into her im­
maculate room with the grace of a 

Mrs. Georg iono Cle~e land, eldest resident 
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noble\\'oman~which she is, in Christ. 
During our conversation she cxpressed 
her deep concern at not being able to 
read the Biblc as much as she had 
in the past due to failing eyesight­
but she said, "It seems that the Lord 
makes the little r am able to read 
mean much marc to me than it has 
meant before. I am bccoming more 
and more hungry for God." She has 
discovered the prayertimes of several 
Pentecostal churches nearby and faith­
fully attends week after week. 

\Ve are deeply gratdul for the op­
portunity to serve a few of God's 
elderly saints at Pinellas Park Home. 
At present there are seventeen ministers 
and missionaries and four laywomcn 
in the Home. Every room is filled. 
'We are looking to the Lord for means 
to expand this good work in the near 
future. 

Recognizing the inadequacy of lhe 
facilities at Pinellas Park, the General 
Presbytery instructed the Department 
of Benevolences to sell the property 
and to purchase suitable land elsewhere 
for the Home. A beautiful site was 
selected on a small lake adjacent to 
South-Eastern Bible Institute at Lake~ 
land, Florida. This land has now been 
cleared. Building plans have been 
drawn for a 50-bed Home, including 
a 16-bed infirmary. 

The cost of the new building is esti­
mated at $175,000. T his cost is to be 
covered by funds from three soltfces; 
T he 5<11e of the Pinellas Park property, 
cash contributions, and a long-term loan, 
the size of wbich depends on J'OI{ and 
your chu rch. \Ve hope to receive as 
much as $100,000 in cash contributions 
dcsignated fo r the Reti remen t Home 
Fund during 1959. Th is will make it 
possible to build with only a small

as is possible from personal resources . 
Since many ha\'e ser.vcd long and faith­
fully without accumulating anything for 
retiremcnt, provision for care will be 
made when necessary through the 
Aged ~[inisters Assistance Fund, and 
from the ~lissionary Pension Fund. 
r..'finisters and missionaries will be rc-, 
ceived on the basis of their individual 
need for retirement or nursing home 
accommodations. 

Care of the aged is certainly a minis­
try of the church. The Assemblies of 
God cannot tum away from those who 
have laid the foundation for the work 
we enjoy today. If we arc to offcr 
the kind of service they need, we must 
have a place for them to come when 
they arc tillable to keep their own 
houses-when physical infirmity pre­
vents them from continuing as before.

Burned in Jacksonville, Florida 

The congregat ion of Calvary Temple in Jocksonville, Florida , has built 
two new churches within the post eigh t yeors. 

The first building program, under the min ist ry o f Pastor and Mrs . Cyril 
Homer, was begun in 1950. The beau tiful new sanctuary was completed 
th ree yeors lote r, and was dedicated but i t los ted o n ly two yeors. 

Harold Schmitt become postor of the church on November II , 1955. 
Exac tl y one month loter, on December II , the new pastor and his congre­
gation stood helplessly by in the ear ly hours of Q winter Sunday morning 
as the new church was completely destroyed by fi re! 

With great courage and sacrif ice the congregation turned to the task 
of rebuilding . It was decided to purchase lots for the new church two and 
a half miles northwest of their former location. 

The people worked diligently and gave sacrificially to erect an all-new 
Calvary Temple. The building was completed at a cost of $250,000 and 
is equipped with heat pumps giving yea r-round sea sonal temperatures . 

Recently the church obse rved its first ann iversa ry wi th Assi stant General 
Superi ntendent Thomas F. Zimmerman as guest speaker. The above pictu re 
o f the inte rio r was taken on this occasion. There were 522 in Sunday School. 

This congregation has proved that the latter end can be better than the 
beginning, and that the Lord does give "beauty for ashes." 

Calvary Temple has on unusual reco rd of rad io broadcasting. For ten 
consecutive yea rs the church has aired "The Heal ing Hour Broadcast" each 
mid-morning (10:00 to 10:30), Mondays through Fridays. The program is 
now a ired by remote control o riginating in the new studio facilities in the 
church. Besides the doily half-hour broadcast Calva ry Temple also airs its 
comple te Sunday morning worship service d irec tly from the sanctuary.

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Delivered FroID Drink 
and Gambling 

One Sunday morning about nine o'clock, 
after being out all night drinking whiskey 
and gambling, I came home as I had hun­
dreds of times before-broke, disgusted 
with m)'seif, and friendless as far as world­
ly friends were concerned.~ly week's wages 
were gone. 1 did not have any decent 
clothes, 

I had left my wife and children years 
before. I did work, but my wages went 
for drink and gambling, and I could not 
~top it. I had vowed time after time that 
J would not go back to any of those joints 
again. But there was a power that was so 
much stronger than my will power that I 
just could not stay away. I don't believe 
anyone by his own strength ca n stop 
gambling and drinking after he ha s su nk 
as low as I was.

I decided that 
I would kill myself that day and thought of 
a way to do it.

I decided I 
would go to church that night just out of 
curiosi ty and then 1 would go ahead and 
kill myself. 

J went to an Assemblies of God church. 
\\'hat I wore for dOlhes I do not remember ; 
they must have been ragged a nd dirty. 1 
sure ly was a pitiful sigh t but I am so glad 
that God look s on the inside ins tead of the 
ou tside. I believe that Cod knew 1 would 
love Him dearly after H e had saved me 
and delivered me fr om my life of sin . 
Anyway, when the invitation was given I 
went to the altar and confessed my sins 
and my need for J esus. God saved my 
soul. H e healed Illy body and gave me 
complete deliverance fr om the desire to 
drink and gamble. 

It will soon be nine years now and I 
have never had the least desi re to drink 
whiskey or beer or to gamble since that night. 

These few years that I have been saved 
have really been happy years. It is won­
derful to be saved and to ha\'e the love 
o f God shed abroad in my heart. I am 
IlOW living with my wife, after having 
been separated over twenty years.
