Men • In the Making 
There's no doubt about it-people arc the most interesting of a1 

God's marvelolls creatures; and none is morc fasc inating than a fifteen· 
year·old boy. I rave you e\'er wondered what he dreams about as he 
sits in Sunday School gazing out the window? Have you wished you 
could read his mind and know something aoon! his ideals, his am­
bitions, his opinion of the world that is and the world that is to come? 

Contrary to popular opinion, his thoughts go much deeper than 
girl s and cars if he is a typical fiheen-year-old. He is thinking of 
his future. H e is pondering his chances of graduating with good 
grades and being a success-vocationally, socially, spiri tually. He 
wan ts to feel important and useful. I f anyone tries to force some dut ies 
upon him he may act like a rehel, but underneath he has a great desi re to 
carry responsibility. God has made him that way. When we under­
stand how he is made we can help him become the worth -while man he 
wants to be. 

Boys are looking for guidance. A nationwide survey was made 
recently to determine how boys fourteen to sixteen years of age feel 
about variollS matters. The sur vey was conducted for the Boy Scouts 
of Amerka by the Institute for Social Research of the liniversity of 
Michigan. The su rvey showed that 9470 of all American boys !t'allf 

adult leadership. They do not feel nearly as self-sufficien t as they 
try to act. They are willing to Jearn from Sunday School leaders who 
show a genuine interest in their problems. They are ready to listen 
to pastors who win their confidence. Above all, they have a deep 
respect for their fathers. or all the thous,'-lI1ds of boys who were ques­
tioned in the nationwide survey, 41 % said they admired their paren ts 
more than anyone else. Only 970 said they admired famous people 
more. And the qualities the average boy admires in hi s dad are not 
his position, appearance, or heroic glamor; what he admires most are 
his dad's character, judgment, personal qualities, social skill s, vocational 
skills. " Like father, like son," is no idle or obsolete saying. 

Uoys have a way of mak ing you think they are dead -set against 
you and then of turning right arotlnd and doing the very thing you 
advi sed them to do. They absorb a great deal more influence from their 
home and church environmen t than you realize. They feel a greater 
need of parental guidance than they show. According to the survey 
95 '}'0 of all boys are ready to let their parents decide what hour they 
should be in; 87% want their parents to hoss them in money matters; 
760/0 will follow their parents' advice in personal problems; but most of 
them feel they should make their own decisions in some matters, such 
as persona l grooming. A fter all, they are growing up and need to 
learn to make some decisions for themselves. 

The vast majority of boys realize that parents make rules for 
their sons' own good. But they wi sh their dads and moms were not 
too busy to spend more time with them. Only 17% said they had "ery 
many activities with their parent s; 60% said "a few"; 22?,0 said ;' nOlle." 

Fifteen·year-old boys are men in the mak ing but they cannot be­
come the men they wi sh to be without an assist from their elders. 
Fortunately they w(Jul our help. We must not disappoint them.

WHAT IS HOLINESS? 

Holiness is an inward condition of 
consecration and purity. When God 
ca.lled l srael. they were to be to I [im 
"a holy nation," a nation separated 
from the idolatry and si ns of those 
about them. 

H oliness in God is absolute: free 
from all sin, sinful desire, and all 
er ror. Holiness in man is relative. Its 
essence is to love the Lord our God 
with all the heart, soul , mind, and 
strength, and our fellow man as our· 
selves. 

Because we are human, we are com· 
passed by infirmities. \\' e are likely 
to make mistakes. Even our worship 
is limited through our human short· 
comlllgs, but our desires may be pure 

and our lives wholly given to God. 

WHY ARE WE CONSIDERED A HOLINESS 
MOVEMENT? 

This is beca use we believe ill the 
commandment, "Be )"e holy; fo r I am 
holy," and we seek to "follow peace 
with all men, and holiness, without 
wh ich no man shall see the Lore\." We 
believe Chri stians shou ld present their 
bodies a living sacri fice,. holy, accept· 
ahle unto God and choose the will of 
God whatever the sacrifice. 

WHY IS HOLINESS ESSENTIAL TO THE 
LIFE OF A YOUNG PERSON ~ 

It is essential since by nature man's 
disposi tion and desi res are at enmity 
against. God. "Jf ye live after the 
flesh, )"e shall die." There is only one 
way to live an overcoming Chri stian 
life-put yourself wholly on the Lord' s 
side. When \ve are wholly the Lord's, 
the 1101), Spirit will work into our 
character the holiness of God. It is 
a gradual process. There is growth 
from Christian infancy to spiritual Illa· 
turity, 

\Ve cannot ex e III p 1 i f y hol iness 
through self·confidence or self·effort. 
Pau l St,)"s, "In l11e ( that is, in Illy flesh) 
dwelleth no good thing." Uan may 
wish for holiness, but it s atlainment 
is only by the indwelling life of Christ, 
made through the indwelling Holy Spir. 
it. 

WH AT IF OTHERS DO NOT MEASURE UP 
TO OUR PERSON AL STANDARD OF 

HOLINESS? 
The Bible says we are not to be 

"a busybody ill othe l' men's matters." 
\Ve may err in our judgment of others 
through looking at the ou tward appe..r­
anee. God looks at the heart. Holi· 
ness is deeper than externals, although 
it must affect the externals. 

We need also to be careful lest we 
set up standards of our own or fol· 
low opinions which may not be of 
the Lord. We must continue to define 
holiness as loving God with all the 
heart, gidng I lim first place, and deal· 
ing with a1\ men as we would have 
them deal with us. 

Much depends on the light which 
persons have. Some have come from 
homes of high principles-homes where 
God has been hOllored and parents ha\'c 
been li\'ing examples of Chri ~tian vIr· 
ttle. Others have not had these ad· 
vantages. T hey need instruction and 
encouragement. 

The best test of holiness is the fruit 
of the Spirit: lo\'e, joy, peace, long· 
suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith 
(faithfulness), meekness, and temper­
ance (self-control). The tree that bears 
this fruit is holiness in the heart. T he 
garden of the soul must continually be 
cultivated. If any weeds appear, they 
must be uprooted without delay.

\Ve have to use our own judgment 
concerning some things. If we li\'e at 
peace with our conscience, following 
what the Bible teaches us, we may be 
sure we are walking in holiness. 1 n­
creased light may come later all, but 
we arc responsible only for our day­
to-day living. "Sufficient unto the day 
is the evi l l danger] thereof." 

HOW IS HOl.INESS ATTAINED~ 
F irst of all, there must be a com­

plete giving of our li\'es to God. If 
we hold back from God and are UIl­

willing to pay the price, we cannot 
expect to have a life of holiness. 

V. hen the life is wholly given to 
God, we must then believe the Lord 
"sanct ifieth the gift." This means He 
takes it to H imself as Ilis own. The 
soul is ill holiness because the life is 
lived to the glory of God. This does 
not mean that we have attained full 
development in holiness; it means we 
are given to God that holiness might 
be perfected in us. 

Temptations wi ll come, but tempta­
tions a rc IIOt sins . It is 'yielding to 
temptation that is sin . There may be 
times when feel ings and desires come 
which conscience and the Bible do not 
approve. Remember, " E \'e ry man is 
tempted when he is drawn away of 
his own lusts and enticed." The word 
" lust" means any desire that i!; COTl­

trary to the will of God. 
E ven ou r Lord J esus had to resist 

the tempte r and pu t the div ine will 
above human desires and feelings. 
Therefore, "Think it not st range co n­
cerni ng the fie ry trial which is to try 
you." You have given yourself to God . 
No w, "Reckon ... you rseh'es to be dead 
indeed unto sin, but ali ve unto God 
through Jesus Chri st our Lo rd. " F eel-

HOW CAN WE TEll. IF AND WHEN

\Vhile we may obtain assurance III 

our hearts that we wholly belong to 
God, we cannot know all there is 10 

holine,;s by such assurance. De\'elop­
ment of holiness results from testil1gs 
~meeting the experiences of life in 
the spirit of our Lord Jesus. 1 think 
it has been rightly s..1.id that Adam and 
Eve, while created pure, ne\'er atlained 
holiness because the)' yielded when 
temptation came. 

Conversion and consecration impart 
the inward principles Oil which to build. 
Paul had lhis, bUI concerning full de­
velopment in the likenes!; of Christ he 
said: "Xot as though 1 had alrendy 
attained. either were already perfect: 
but 1 follow after. ,. Perhnps the great­
est weakness in the Uoliness mO\'ement 
is the teaching that all is done in a 
second definite, instantaneous work of 
grace. The ground might be laid there, 
but de\,elopment comes through meet­
ing the experiences of life with de­
cision and devotion to God. 

All through life fresh consecrations 
will be required. T hese are means to 
deeper depths in holiness, to greater 
Christlike ness and will ingne,;s and abili­
ty to endure, bearing the cross for 
ou r Saviour and Lord. "\\'bosoever 
will save his life shall lose it ; and 
whosoever will lose his life for Illy 
sake shall find it." 

DOES HOLINESS AUTOMATICAl.l. Y 
COME AT SAl.VATlON? 

The foundat ion fo r holiness is laid 
in co)werSlQll. \Vhen a person repent!;, 
he gi\'es hi s li fe to God. This involves

IS IT POSSIBLE TO BE SAVED AND NOT

\'erts at Corinth who were "positionally" 
sanctified. They were children of God, 
separated unto the go~pel of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. But they were not yet 
perfected in lo\'e; therefore, tlot yet 
perfencd in holiness. Bu t th is posi­
tional sanctification is important, since 
it is the foundation on which holiness 
is built. I t reveals our placc in Chri"t, 
the perfect One. \\·e Illust nc\'er for­
get that it is Christ who is our life.

The Millennial Reign of Jesus 

The word "millenniulll" is a Latin 
word. derived from "mille," thousand, 
and "annum," year; it means a thou­
sand-year periou of time in general, 
and in particlliar refers to the reign of 
Christ all earth, which will last fOf 
olle thotli><lI1d years. The great lext on 
thi s theme is Revelation, twentieth chap­
ter, verses olle to ten. I n the first 
seven verses of this chapter the period 
of a thousand years is mentioned six 
times. 

1. There Art' Two Great Schools of 
I'ltapre/alian Co,uCYlli,lg tile MiIlcII­
flilllll, the first being the Pos/mil/emlial, 
and the second the Premillellnial. The 
Postmillenniali sts hold that the millen­
nium will be produced by the preach­
ing of the gospel and the forces now 
at work in the world, and that Christ 
will not come t ill after the millennium, 
when lie will appear to judge the liv­
ing and the dead and to fix their 
eternal states. Until fifty years ago 
this view was held by nearly all the 
orthodox churches, and such men as 
Charles H . Spurgeon, Dwight L. 
Moody, J. Wilbur Chapman, A. J. 
Gordon, A. 13. Simpson, and others 
who would not accept this teaching 
were considered as peculiar, and their 
teaching dangerolls. All the so-called 
modernists take this Postmillennial view 
or else utterly deny the return of Christ. 

The Premillellnial VIew, held by all 
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fundamentalists, maintains that nK1n in 
this age, as in all ages, will prove a 
complete failure and that, instmd of 
getting better, the world i5 ripening for 
judgment, and that it is not going to 
drift gradually into, or evol\'e into, a 
millennium. This view holds that there 
will be, and can he, no mil!ennium until 
Christ personally appears ~tlith the holy 
angels and aU tlte saiuts to execute 
judgment 111'011 /lis elleHlirs (Jude 14, 
15 ), to destroy e\'erything that offends, 
every vestige of the reign of Satan and 
the Antichrist pratthew 13 :41: Daniel 
2 :34, 35). This is one of the cardinal 
doctrines of the Assemblies of God. 

2. Tile je'ws Will Be Regathered to 
Pall'Stille (Ezekiel 36:24-28). The 
temple ill jrrllsalelJl will be rebuilt, alld 
] eYilsolem will be tile ccllter of our 
Lord's administration (Jeremiah 3 :17; 
:Micah 4 :8). The Lord will build again 
the tabenwcle of David, which is fallen 
(Amos 9:11, 12; Acts 15:16, 17). 

3. Ollr Lord, Dllrill9 fill' Alillemrirwl, 
Will LiJt the Cllrse From Alall, GIld 
the Animate GIld the IIIG"imote Crea­
tioll itself, and the whole earth will 
become exceed ingly fertile and fruitful 
(Romans 8:19-23; Ezekiel 36:30, 35; 
Isaiah 35 :1, 2). 

4. Durillg the AlillC1I11irml the World 
~Vill Enjoy a Thousolld Years oj Peace 
under the pacific reign of the Prince 
of Peace. There will be no need of 

powerful standing armIes and great 
navies, or military camps for training. 
Implements of destruction will be made 
into implements of agriculture (Hosea 
2:18: Isaiah 2:4; ~Iicah 4:3). 

5. Dllrill!; This Glorious Period the 
Term of Life fVill Be Greatly Length­
ened and Death will be the exception 
rather than the rule (Isaiah 65:20-23). 
Satan will be bound and imprisoned­
"\Ve'll have no tempter then" (Revela­
tion 20:1, 2). 

6. The Holy Spirit Will Be POI/red 
0" All Flesh (Joel 2 :28, 29). A na­
tion will be born in a day (Isaiah 
66:8), and the Gelltiles will come to 
the brightness of Christ's glorious, 
righteous reign ( Isa., chs. 55 and 60). 

7. All Mankind Will Know tile Lord 
from the youngest to the eldest and 
the whole earth will be filled with the 
glory of the Lord, who will be King 
over all the earth (Zechariah 14:9;

I learned to meet people. I learned 
that you have to make calls if you 
want to get results."

Such 
a magazine is powerful psychologically 
because it shows many pictures of 
Christian teen-agers. The reader im­
mediately feels that he is not alone in 
Jiving fo r Christ. 

4. lll';!ilc Christia1l )'Ollllg people 1'11-

10 )'ollr home. You don't need a beauti­
ful, fancy house. Young people are 
more interested in the affitude and at­
mosph('re of a home than its size a nd 
furnishings. By im'iting born-again 
Christian youth into your home, you 
naturally select the right friends for 
your sons and daughters. As you know, 
teen-agers are usually more interested 

in what their friends think than in what 
their parents think. So help them select 
the right friends! 

5. G ct your ch ildren Ollt to C/lris/iall 
camps alld Bible conferences. Some­
times a week at a camp will do mOTe 
for a teen-ager than a year in his own 
local church. The dynamics of camp 
and conference programs are unusually 
powerful. There are winter and sum­
mer camps. Every young person should 
go to camp every yeaT, if possible. 

6. Have YOII considered c'lrolling 
)'Ollr children ,n a Christian school? 
Ask your pastor about Christian col­
lege and Bible institute catalogs. They 
will help to create a desire to attend 
a Christian institution. Although your 
children may not be ready to a ltcnd 
now, you should sta rt immediately to 
get them ready. This usually takes 
several years. College catalogs are 
important. 

7. Fll rn ish )'Oll r tee11-agers with 
Chris/ian books that will challenge 
th em. Biographies are excellent. 

8. If yOIl are not already ,,1 a ji1l e 
gospel church thai offers a good pro­
gram for yOlf1lg people, b-y all tllCa1lS 

filld 011C. Your children need such a 
church right now. 

9. When )101 / cOllnsel witlt you r teen­
agl'rs, don't argl/('. Encourage them to 
tell you how they feel. In this way 
you will encourage them to think things 
through and to weigh carefu lly the 
outcomes. And you will be surprised 
how they will eventua1iy arrive at the 
point of view which you have had all 
along. 

As a psychologist, let me remind you 
that the especially impressionable days 
of life are soon past when one reaches 
hi s middle and late teens. So don't 
let another day pass without 
work the suggestions listed 
know God will bless you!

"LIQUID

T HERE IS A~ OLD SO:-:C THAT SAYS, 

"Whiskey is the de"il in liquid form." 
The person who wrote these words 
lived among people who drank a lot 
of it, so he should have known. Of 
cou rse, what really makes whiskey or 
beer or wine a liquid devil is the al­
cohol in it. And, like Satan himself, 
alcohol manages to put up a pretty 
good front and to fool a lot of people. 

One reason for its success is that 
those who make and sell alcoholic 
drinks are spending millions of dollars 
every year to encourage people to drink 
it. But with all their advertising, there 
is plenty they will JI£"<'cr tell about the 
tricks of the liquid devil. 

For instance, did you eyer see a 
beer or wine ad that actually showed 
what happens to the brain when a mall 
or woman takes a drink containing al­
cohol? Of course not. They are afraid 
to show the brain soaking up alcohol 
like a sponge. They wouldn't dare tell 
the truth- that the brain and spinal 
cord are so upset by the presence of 
the liquid devil that the body cannot 
function properly. 

They want )'011 for a cllstomer in 
a very few years, so they arc careful 
never to show you how people really 
talk and act, even after a few bottles 
of beer. The Illall with even a very 
small amount of alcohol in his body 
finds his vision blurred, or he may 
even see double. If he tries to walk, 
he will h~l\'e trouble going in a straight 
line. He may even stagger. \Vhen he 
reaches for his keys, he will fumble 
awkwardly before he finally gets hold 
of them. What he says will sound very 
clever and smart to him, but to the 
sober people standing by it will sound 
silly, or possibly \'ery disgusting. (No 
wonder some Ilindus cal! alcohol 
"shame-water 1")

S'fllday School Lesso" Jor April 19, 1959 

ACTS 6:8-15; 7:54-60; I TDIOTHY 3:8-10 

The story of Stephen is one of the most beautiful and 
in~piring of all Biblical biographies. Says one writer, "Here 
is a lamp that burned clear -3 nature so completely given 
up to God, a soul so enraptured with Jesus, that no self­
interest or stain or tarnish of sin remained to dim the 
luste r of the heavenly light shillin~ through. If we would 
he triumphant Christians, irresistible in the wisdom and 
spirit with which we carryon our battles for the l\laster, 
there can be TlO better subject for our shldy." 
Til E IDEAL DEACON IN LI FE 

1. Stephen chosclI. Under the blessing of God, the 
E.'l.rly Church was growing by leaps and bounds. I thad 
undertaken tbe su pport of tbe poor, especially its widows. 
Due to the fact that the re was 110 systematic organization,­
the Greck.speaking widows were bcing ncglected in favor 
of the Hebrcw.spe."lking widows. This caused complaints 
which reachcd the cars of the apostles. Quickly thc Twelve 
decidcd-and how wisely. They needed help. They could 
not attend to all the matters of the church themselves. 
Furthermore, they must devote themselvcs futty to the 
thing to which they were particularly called. "It is not 
reason that we should leave the word of God. and serve 
tables." Thus scven men werc chosen to do this work. 

2. Stephen's character. Stephcn was a man who Ii'ved 
gloriously before he died gloriously, Do we not need 
Stich Christians today? Consider: (1) Stephen was of 
"honest report" (Acts 6:3); that is, he had a good repula· 
tion, (2) lie was a truly Pentecostal believer, for Pente· 
cost means filII to overflowing. Stephen was "fu ll of 
grace" (literal meaning of "faith" ill Acts 6:5), full of 
the Holy Ghost, full of faith, and full of power (Acts 
G,S). 

Stephen was faithful in serving the widows, and God 
enlarged his min istry so that he did "great wonde rs and 
miracles among the people." 1£ we long fo r greater mi n­
istry then we, like Stephen, must be faithful and fun of 
the Spirit in doing whatever our hands find to do at 
present ! 

3, Stephen 011 tn'al (Acts 6:9·15). Stephen's Spirit-filled 
testimony and min istry aroused the opposition of ccrta in 
mcmbers of the synagogue. God by the H oly Ghost gave 
S tephen supernatural wisdom which enabled him to silence 
his enemies, They sought revenge and bribed witnesses 
who swore his life away. Stephen saw the clouds gather; 
he must have known there could be but one end to the 
storm of wickedness and hatred which surrounded him. 
But that storm cou ld not enter hi s heart! It is lovely 
to be full of the Spirit in the midst of a re"ival meet ing, 
but qu ite another thing to be full of the Spirit when in 
danger. Yet such is God's intention for every believer. 
"And all that sat in the council, lOOking stedfastly 011 

him, saw hi s face as it had been the face of an ange1." 
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What a testimony! Only a heart and nature prepared for 
God and given up to Ilim can produce the shining face, 
\\'e cannot ha\'e Stephen's glory and peace anti power 
without Stephen's consecration and faith. nut. thank God, 
we can have both so that in the time of stress and strain 
we too, by the grace of God, can exhibit a shining face! 

TilE IDEAL DEACO:-l IX DEATH 
\\'hen granted the opportunity to testify before the coun· 

cil, Stephen delivered a sermon in which he spelled out 
Israel's guih in crucifying Christ and resisting God's Spirit 
-and he wrote his OWll death sentence as well! "When 
they heard these things, they were cut to the heart, and 
they gnashed on him with their teeth." Ilow did Stephen 
face this murderous mob? 

I. He sa.w his Lord. Stephen saw Jesus standing on 
the right hand of God, The Scriptu res speak of JeslIs as 
being seatcd at the Father's right hand in glory (Hebrews 
1 :3; 8: 1; 10:12; Colossians 3:1). "But," says one writer, 
"Je~us cou ld not sit st ill when lie saw the ston ing of 
Stephen. And so it is with Him always. He sits, or 
stands. or comes down to earth again, just according to 
our need , and just according to our faith." 

2. / / e died like his Lord. ( I ) Like Christ, Stephen 
was pltl to death outs ide the city ( J lchrews 13: 12, 13 ). 
(2) lTe committed his spirit to the Lord. See Luke 23: 
46. (3) .lie prayed for the forgiveness of his Illurderers 
(Luke 23,46). 

I laving Stephen's death in mind, we may cry out, "Let 
me die the death of the righteous, and let my last end 
be like his." But let us not stop there! Let us pray to 
find grace to LI VE in the same spirit in which Stephen 
both lived and died.

SICK IN AMERICA ON THE INCREAS E 

The number of patients entering has· 
pitals in the United States has increased 
from approximately 9,250,(X)() in 1937 
to a record high of about 23,(X)(),OCO 
in 1957, an increase of nearly 150 
per cent. 

To offset the greater number of ad­
missions, the average lengt h of stay 
in a hospital has decreased from 37.4 
days in 1937 to 21.0 days in 1957, 
a reduction of 44 per cent, says the 
Slatistical /Julletin of the l\Ietropolitan 
Life I nsurance Company.

CHURCH CONSTRUCTION EXPECTED TO 

REACH NEW HIGHS 

During the National Conference on 
Church Architecture, held recently in 
Los Angeles, California. Harold E. 
\Vagoner, out-going president of the 
Church Architectural Guild of America, 
predicted that an average of 6,0Cl0 
Protestant dlllrches will be erected each 
year for the next decade. 

Changing (.:hurch styles received no­
tice from a number of speakers. They 
indicated that the old Gothic structures 
are wasteful and prohibitive in cost. 
One speaker sa id, "We have to build 
for smaller congregations who use their 
churches for an ever-increasing num­
ber of activities. 

"The cheaper, smaller church is 
designed to last about as long as the 
parishioners' homes. Why build a 
church that will last a thousand years? 
When the homes deteriorate, all that's 
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left around the church IS a slum," he 
concluded. 

Military 
PATRON SAINTS LOSE OFFICIAL STATUS 

IN U. S. ARMY 

Protests from vanOllS Protestant 
groups have been sllccessful in halting 
the recognition of patron saints at 
camps and bases of the U. S. Army. 
A Lutheran official reports that non­
Catholics are no longer being "coerced" 
by their superiors to accept St. Bar­
bara and St. Maurice as patron saints 
of their units. The adjutant genera l 
of the U. S. Army has notified all 
major command headquarters that "ac­
tivities of this type or a related nature 
will be limited to unofficial and vol­
untary participation of those interested." 

At Fort Benning, Georgia, St. 
;\Iaurice was established as patron saint 
of the infantry "by almost a decree," 
as the Lmheran official put it. E. C. 
l\fidboe, executive secretary of the Na­
tional Lutheran Coullcil's Bureau of 
Service to Military Personnel, sa id that 
public funds were llsed to set up a 
statue and a program for initiation of 
the order. 

At Fort Leonard \\'ood, :\lissollri, 
he said, a large painting of St. Maurice 
was hung at headquarters and scrolls 
appeared on barracks walls bearing the 
inscription: "We li\'e, fight and die 
for God, Country and St. l\taurice." 

I II Korea, he said, an army camp 
was named S1. Barbara and artillery 
men called themselves "St. Barbara 's 
Own." lIe criticized the "h~ptizing" 
into the order of 51. Barbara of all 
second lieutenants who joined their 
ullits in the pa.st year. These mcn, he 
said, were awarded certificates of the 
order which were decorated with a pic­
ture of the sa.int holding a tower and 
crossed cannons, the symLol of the 
artillery. 

The many protests from Protestant 
chaplains, individual officers, and vari­
ous other groups camed the adjutant 
general to issue the order !>tripping the 
patron saints of official status.

B URMA, THAT STORIED LAND OF A 

million pagodas---often covered with 
gold and filled with rubies-has been 
smiled upon by a munificent Pravi· 
dence. llere life is leisurely and lush. 
Burma's endless forests abound with 
teak trees-first choice of woodworkers 
throughout the world. The lrrawady 
stands in the vanguard o[ the world's 
life-giving rivers, navigable, benign, un­
failingly and gently irrigating the vast 
central reaches of the country. Burma 
rice which grows with such abandon 
in the delta area is greatly beloved by Rawang postors and missionaries at Silver Jubilee Convention

the rice-eating millions of the Orient. 
Mogok rubies and sapphires arc world 
famous. Burma has rich deposits of 
oil-plentiful gold in its river sands. 

Today there are 10,000 Assemblies 
of God Christians among those little­
heard-of mountain tribes- the t>.raru, 
Lisu, Kanong, and Rawang- the ma­
jority filled wilh the Holy Spirit. They 
reside in completely Christian " illages, 
where lhe sign of the cross is lhe 
opel! sesame to the social register. \\'ill­
ful sinners are banished- house and be­
longings-to the neighboring jungle till 
they repent, restore, and make confes­
sian ! Today there are seven churches, 

forty full-time pastors, four district 
superintendents. a Uible school with up 
to 200 students. a smoothly function­
ing church organization, one missionary 
family (the Clifford i\lorr isons) as su­
pervisors, and a total oUllay of Ameri­
can funds of only $25.00 per month 
(and that for literature). On the oc­
casion of my recent visit to Burma, 
a silver jubilee convention of just one 
of the trihal groups (the Rawangs ) was 
held with 2,000 people present. They 
came by twos and threes. walking tell 
days and marc through the jungles. 
bringing their own food, erecting their 
own tabernacle and worshiping as only 

Pentecostal people can worship. 
~ot only has Burma been warmly 

caressed by nature. il has heen touched 
hy the life-giving hand of our S'l\"iour. 
II was ahout twenty-five years ago that 
a lonely ~rader from the mountains of 
the ] ndia-Burma-China triangle breast­
ed the snows of the 1O,OOO-foot-high 
mOllntaitl passes and floundered into 
Yunnan Province in China, with his 
pack of Burma goat's \\'001 to trade 
for Chinese rock salt. Through God's 
pro\'idence, he arrived at the height 
of a convention of our Pentecostal 
Christians. Cold, he was warmed. 
\\{eary, he was sheltered. Hungry, he

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was fed. Into the prepared soil of his 
heart was dropped the seed of the gos­
pel. 

This lone nomad trader became the 
instrument which triggered a chain re­
action unique in the history of modern 
missions. Through the passes, over the 
"huqlp," he struggled back to Burma, 
salt on his back, the seed of the gospel 
in his heart. This "seed" became a 
iull-blown plant, blo!;somed, and pro­
duced more "seed" which was planted 
in hundreds of hearts and scores of 
villages in the mountain fa!;tnesses of 
the Burma-China border. 

A Pastor's Look at 
the Mission Field 

Two years later, two Lisu workers 
from China Yisited the area, planted 
more "seed," established the work, 
trained sOllle workers. \\'hen our mis­
sionaries were forced out of Yunnan, 
China, by the darkening clouds of war, 
some chose to trek across the rugged 
terrain of the "hump" into northern 
Burma. They further consol idated the 
work during the brief interval before 
Burma fell to the Japanese armies. 

\Vhen the Jap.."lnese invaders were be­
ing roBed back in Burma by British 
and American armies, our missionary, 
Clifford ~Iorrison, c..'lllle in with the 
armies, as a liai son officer. J Ie made 
his way up to the mountains and was 
overjoyed at what he found-a virile, 
burgeoning Pentecostal church! 

Praise God for the good "seed" of 
the gospe\. Praise God for self­
effacing, self-sacrificing mlSSIOnaTleS 
who seldom see the limelight, whose 
names seldom make the headlines, but 
whose consecrated labors have brought 
whole tribes into the Kingdom of God.

G OAL I'ROGRAM? IT's TERRIFIC!" I 

said, as Owen Carr, former Kansas 
district C. A. president, asked what J 
thought about it. 

W hy am 1 sold on GOAL? First, 
look at our C. A. group before we 
had GOAL. It lacked leadership, pro­
gram, organizat ion, and promotion. 

As for leadership, the four elccted 
officers carried the whole load of the 
C. A. group. Program? As officers 
changed, the program changed with 
the burden, abili ty, and vision of the 
officers. Organiza tion? Because the 
entire group was not properly organized 
with the leadership, they felt they 
didn't belong and <;cnsed 110 need to 
c..rry reSpOnsibility. They did help 
when asked, but it ended there. Pro­
motion ? Unless there is a definite pro­
gram and enthusiasm about it, how can 
it be promoted ? 

Then we learned about GOAL. 
Earlier that year the district C. A. 
president s, in their annual conference, 
had recognized the need of some meth­
od whereby an active C. A. program 
could be built into any church , large 
or small. The program they launched, 
known as GOAL, resulted in the setting 
up of a number of vital objectives 
which would help local groups record 
their progress. Owen Carr presented 
this GOAL program to the pastors and 
counselors of our state in a youth 
leadership session. He was so enthus­
iastic that we could hardly wait to get 
home to organize it in our own church. 

A new year and the election of new 
officers were right around the corner. 
That is when we launched our "Youth 
Year With GOAL." The beginning of 
a new year seems 10 be an ideal time 
to begin the GOA L program in a C. A.

group. However, if you r group wants 
to "grow, glow, and go," you need 
GOAL right now. Don't waste pre­
cious months before organizing. 

First, \ve presented GOAL to the 
en tire C. A group. We showed them 
how this program would fully utilize 
the entire youth of the chu rch for the 
work of God. 

After the election of officers, we 
had several planning meetings with the 
pastor, counselor, and officers. These 
meetings fami liarized each officer with 
hi s responsibilities. In the111 we al so 
prayerfully divided the group so that 
each CA. would scn e in the task for 
which he was best suited. There were 
several who had qualifications and 
abi lities to be officers. Those who were 
not elected were placed in positions of 
responsibility on the various teams so 
the whole C. A. group could reap the 
benefit of their combined efforts. 

GOAL did so much to offset ou r 
fonner "lacks." 

In GOAL everybody belongs. Each 
member is on one of the four teams, 
headed by the president, vice-president, 
sccretary, or treasurer . 

This means that each CA. has a 
task to perform. If he is on the presi­
dent's team, he will assist with the 
weekly, youth-slanted, spiritual services. 
If he is on the vice-president'S team, 
he will assist with the evangelistic pro­
gram-street meetings, TRACTempha­
sis, sectional and district rally partici­
pation, and the literature program. 

C.A.'s on the secretary's team help 
with one of the following: ushering, 
membership follow-up, contacting pros­
pects, and maintaining correSpOndence 
with servicemen and college student s. 
Those on the team of the treasurer 
assist with Speed-the-Light, the monthly 
offering to the district office, plans 
to increase finances, and SOcial planning. 

In our opinion, the most important 
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FOR OUR C.A.'S 

factor in GOAL is the pastor-counselor­
officer planning meeting. In it the pro­
posed plans of all committees arc dis­
cussed. Tn it also, the youth program 
is reviewed, evaluated, and integrated 
into the over-all church program. 

The team committee meetings are a 
necessity. In these the leader can ap­
point individual responsibility to each 
of his team members. "Brainstorming 
sessions" on each of the team's duties 
will yield a wealth of knowledge and 
new ideas. In these committee meet­
ings there must be times, too, for check­
ing on responsibilities previously as­
signed to individuals. (Responsibility 
without accountability fails to accom­
plish the desired purpose.) Thus, each 
membe r under assignment win feel he 
is helping to accomplish his tcam's re­
quirements. Young people learn by do­
ing, and they are motivated by a de­
sire to belong. If a godly, spiritual 
endeavor is presented to th em with 
cnthusiasm, they will accomplish much. 

\ '\1ith the knowledge that we would 
be accountablc for our C. A. program 
to our district and national leaders, we 
began planning and striving to achieve 
all the GOAL steps. 

We had been carrying out much of 
the GO AL program before we had 
GOAL, but we strove to improve these 
points, also. One of these points was 
a better-planned weekly scrv ice. In a 
planning meeting we got the idea of 
having each officer and his team re­
sponsible for one meeting a month. 
For fi .... e-Sunday months, the president 
was responsible for having a film, an 
exchange service with another youth 
group, or a guest speaker. The treas­
urer and his team werc in charge of 
the service on the first Sunday of each 
month, as that was Speed-the-Light 
Sunday. The entire service was de­
voted to a missionary emphasis . 

This plan added a constant \'ariety 
to our services. Although an officer 
and his team werc responsible for the 
program, the president opened all the 
services and kept a guiding hand upon 
aU the activities, 

One of our weak GOAL steps was 
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a library. \Ve began promoting it and 
also put on a drivc for the entire 
group to subscribe to the C. A. I-I crald. 

Another GOAL stcp wc felt needed 
strengthening was evangelism. One year 
at Halloween we distributed tracts, 
wrapped in orange paper, from door 
to door. On another occasion we can­
vassed the entire cit)' and the surround­
ing towns, leaving a Pentecostal E'1.1G'!grl 
at each home. We had competition be­
tween teams to sec who could dis­
tribute thc most litcratllTe. Three ye.:'us 
in succession we had a C. A. booth 
at the cOtlnt)' fair where thollsands of 
tracts and Pentecostal EVGlIgr/s were 
distributed. 

The GOA L program made us put 
extra emphasis upon missions, too. \Vith 
a well-planned missionary service each 
month and the whole group pledging 
mone)' to Speed-the-Light, for three 
consecutive years we brought homc 
the plaque for the largest Speed-thc­
Light offering of all C. A. groups in 
Kansas. 

We are beginning 1959 with GOAL 
at our present church in Topeka. The 
entire youth group is excited and en­
thusiastic about the proposed program 
plans for the year under GOAL guid­
ance. Since we know what it did for 
the )'outh in the church we served in 
Coffeyville, we're looking forward to 
a successful ),ear with our C.A.'s and 
GOAL. .. ..

w. F. GARVIN CALLED HOME 
William F. Garvin, 74. went to be with the 

Lord on Feb. 25, 1959. \\'hen the HOlllccall 
came he was in Dayton, 0., fil!ing the pulpit 
of Bethel Temple while Pastor C. E. H orner 
was on vacation. After conducting the pre­
vious Wednesday night services and both 

... . 
services on Sunday, 
Feb. 22. he seemed 
to be in good health; 

then, wi thout warn­
ing, he suffered a 
heart attack and 
suddenly was gone. 

Since 1951 when 
he resigned as pastor 
in Tulsa, Okla., 
Brother Garvin en­
gaged in evangel istic 
work whenever his 
health permitted. 
He spent nearly a 

year abr0.1d, preaching in England, Scotland, 
and Brazil. In 1954 he was hospitalized with 
a serious heart condi tion and the attending 
physician thought he never would be able 
to preach again; but the Lord raised him up 
and he continued preaching. 

In November 1957 he was in a critical con­
di tion again but the Lord healed him and 
Jl';1VI" him a marvelous "ision which was pub­
lished last Dec. 7 in The Pl'tllecos/al Em'lge/. 
Afterwards he preached in various Assem­
blies in New England. 

In 1923 Brother Garvin was a Presbyterian 
minister in Tulsa, Okla. when Evangelist 
Raymond T. Richey had a great salvation­
healing campaign in the city He attended 
these meetings and saw many "signs and 
wonders." It was the first time he ever 
heard the preaching of Divine Healing. The 
following year he alld Mrs. Garvin both re­
ceived the Baptism of the Holy Ghost. They 
told their conl!rel!ation what God had done 
for them and within two weeks sixteen Illem­
bers of the little church had been filled, as 
had many who were not members. Others 
began seeking God earnestly. Brotht'r Gar­
vin was led to resign from the Presbyterian 
churrh and in O""~!llber 1924 he orc:anized 
an undenominational Pentecostal church 
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named Faith Tabernacl~. 11 gr~w fr om a 
membership of thirty-seven to several hun­
dred. In 1936 Brother Garvin affiliated with 
the General Council and six years later Faith 
Tabernacle became an As~emblies of God 
church. The church has always been known 
for its enngel istic fervor and mis~ionary 

'·ISlon. About seventy men and women from 
this congregation have become mini~ters of 
the gospel in this land and abroad. 

Brother Garvin was often heard to say. 
"Some day you will read in the newspaper, 
maybe even in The PrtllccQsl<,Jl Et'otlgrl, thaI 
\Y. F. Gan'in is dead. Don't you believe a 
word of it. I will be more alive than I 
am today." That tiTTle of "new life" has 
COTTle for him. At the funeral sen' ice in 
Tulsa the H oly SI)i rit Kave a comforting 
message, through tongues and interpretation, 
to the effect that th is should be a time of re­
joicing rather than sorrow: that for him 
the long winter was oW'r, the time for the 
singing of birds, the eternal Springti me has 
come. 

He is survived by his wife; a son, \Vells 
Freeman, of Long Beach, Calif.; and a 
daughter, Ruth (whose hUSb.111d, J. Bash ford 
Bi shop, IS pastor of Glad Tidings Assetl1bly 
of God, St. Petersburg, Fla. and writes the 
weekly Sunday School lesson comments for 
TIll' POI/reuslal Evangel).

College opened its doors in the fall of 
1955. It is now completing ib fourth 
year of operation with 35 Spirit·filled 
and fuJlyfiCjualificd faculty memhers and 
409 students gathered from 45 states 
and fi\c foreign countries. Evangel 
College is currently accredit('{i hy the 
Committee all Accredited Schools and 
Colleges of the University of ~rissouri, 
its graduates being given five-year 
teaching ce rt ificates for public school 
teaching if they have trained for such 
se rvice. Our churches have provided 
for their C.A.'s just what they need 
in the way of a PClltcco"tal atlllosphere 
in classroom, dormitories, and campus 
in which to pursue their ad\'anccd edu­
cation. We thank God for this mar­
velolls provision lie has made for lIS 

and fo r ou r children. 

In addition to our full-fledged liberal 
arts college, Evangel College, our Edu­
cation Department li sts eight Bible in­
stitutes and Bible colleges. All of these 
schools are finding it impossible to 
operate with the funds received from 
their students. All are making stren­
uous efforts to solicit gifts from their 
friends with which to ca rry on. Twenty­
two of our di:-.tricts have sponsored 
certain Bible schools and arc giving 
them financial as!:iistance. Twenty-two 
districts have no such commitments. 
Two of our schools. Central Bihle In ­
stitute and Evangel College, are known 
as General Coullcil schools and have 
no supporting di!:ilricts, yet they have 
tremendous CO!:its of operat ion beyond 
the amount paid by their students for 
tuition, fees, etc. 

The need of all our schools has be­
come so acute that a special meeting 
of the General Presby tery was called 
and convened a t Springfield Jast Feb­
ruary 24. Representatives frem forty 
of our forty-four districts were present. 
After thoroughly examining this prob­
l:-'~ they arrived at the fallowing de­
CISion: 

They have set aside May 10 as 
Double "D" Day. Double "D·' stands 
fo' DOUBLE DOLLAR. They ace 
issuing an earnest caU to all our mem­
bers and friends in all of our districts 
to give two dollars on this day, one 
to Evangel College and one to the Bi­
ble college of their choice. Coin con-

offices to their churche~. There are 
place::. in the~e container::. for eight 
quarten:i and slits for currency or 
checks. This will serve to make it 
easier for you to lay aside this amount

If our people everywhere will re­
sponcl to this call, the pressing cur­
rent needs of our schools will be met.

please call her folk in California when 
I arrived home and tell them that she 
had just reccived the news of her fa­
ther's death and that thc} werc not to 
worry about her, for she was going 
to bear up all right? 

Our representatives abroad are ac­
complishing the almost impos~ible 

against heathcn darkness and pagan 
superstition. )'liss Trasher's work in 
Egypt especially is an effective mis­
sionary work. If I may be permitted 
to make a suggestion, it is that we 
should encourage a grcater di~tribution 
of Christian literature Oll our mission 
fields. \\' c might lcarn a lesson from 
the Communist nations: they spread 
their propaganda everywherc, not only 
by personal contact and mass meetings 
but also by the printed page. Our 
Chr ist ian converts need concentrated 
and continuous follow-up, and litera­
ture is one of the most important means 
in thi s vital work. 

Also I am morc COllvinced than ever 
that the training of nationals and send­
ing them back to their own people is 
the most effective means of missionary 
work today, The nat ional can mcet 
and talk to his fellow-countrymen ill 
a manner we can never attain. Should 
the doo rs be closed to foreign mis­
sionaries, as many already have hcen, 
we can leave trained workers behind 
who will carryon the gospel work 
themselves. And it may be that more 
doors shall close, as did China, Today 
is our day of opportunity. 

A pastor's look at the foreign mis­
sion field ought to bc longer than I 
was privileged to havc, in order to be 
able to come to a proper understand­
ing of thc progress and problems of 
our missionaries. Howe,rer, of this one 
thing I am sure-because of my few 
brief weeks in .Russia, Europe, and 
Africa, I intend to be a more aggres­
sive supporter of missions in thc future 
than I have been in the past. The 
mission field has done much to change 
me, .....
