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THE EDITORIAL VIEWPOINT 

Filled With the Spirit 
Drunkenness is going to keep many people out of heaven. Gullible 

souls, deceived by alluring ads, are turning to drink by the hundreds 
and the Bible :;ays repeatedly that drunkard.s shalt 1101 inhe rit the 
kingdom of COlI. I t is a sin to imbibe much wine; bu t there is no divine 
law against imbibing the wine of the Holy Spirit. The apostle wrote, 
"Be 1101 drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the 
Spirit" ( Ephesians 5 :18). 

There ar:! reasons why the Scriptures link the imbibing of wine 
with the imbibing of the Spi rit of God. There are similarities between 
the two. They both offer stimulation, exhilaration, and a sense of 
abandonment that gives liberty of expression to that which is within 
the heart. Satan Wallie! have us seek this sense of freedom in beer, 
wine, and liquors which actually bring bondage instead of liberty . 
God would have us find thi s bliss in partaking of His Spirit. "If 
any man thirst, let him come unto Me, and drink ," Jesus said. To 
quote Phillips' tran ~lat ion of Ephesians 5 :18--" 0 0n't get your stimulus 
from wine (for there is always the danger of excessive drinking ), 
but let the Spirit s timulate your sou ls." 

On the day o f Pentecost the disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ 
wcre acti ng vcry strangely. They were exuberant, talkative, and ex­
cited in a manner quite di fferent from the usual decorum with which 
they wor shiped in the Temple or synagogue. Some of the onlookers, 
seeing their st range behavior, were dumbfounded; others mocked and 
said, "These men are fu ll of new wine." But Peter, standing up 
with the other di sci ples, denied they were drunken. He said they were 
not under the influence of poured-out wine at all but were under the 
influence of the poured-out Spirit of the living God (see Acts 2 :12-18) . 

God is still pouring out His Spirit today wherever hungry hearts 
wait on Him in prayer and yield to His mighty influence. The Spirit 
is given to those who come to Jesus and drink. Some people will 
not drink, however, because they do not want to lose their decorum 
Some will drink a little but they will not drink enough to be filled. 
They forfeit the blessing of being inebriated with the Holy Ghost, 
intoxicated with the love of Christ, abandoned to the will of God. 

Vve place no premium on physical demonstrations; we realize that 
when God pours His Spirit upon human beings tbere may be some 
manifestations of the human spirit mixed in with the manifestations of 
the H oly Spirit; but we do comend for a New Testament experience. 
13cing "filled with tbe Spirit " shou ld mean as much to us as it meant 
to the Ephesians. The believers at Ephesus receivcd their first ou t­
pouring of the Spirit some twenty-three years after the initial out­
pouring at Jerusalem, but they received a similar experience: the 
s.""II1)e heavenly ecstasy, the same speaking with other tongues as the 
Spirit gives uttcrance (Acts 19:6) . If you are not sure that you have 
a New Testament experience, ask yourself the question that the 
Ephesians were asked: "Eave ye received the H oly Ghost since ye 
believed ?"

Peter stood lip for what he felt was 

right. All of us need the kind of 
conviction he showed that day. Peter 
had Ilot been standing up for any­
thing in particular during the previolls 
few weeks. \\Then Jesus was 011 trial, 
yotl remember, he followed afar off 
and failed to take a stand for his 
Lord. J n fact. he denied that he knew 
Him. When Jesus was agonizing in 
prayer in Gethsemane he likewise failed 
the l\laster. jesllS took Peter, James, 
and Joh n to the garden with I-lim be­
cause He needed their support, Lut 
while He was travailing in prarer un­
der such a burden that the life was 
nearly crushed from Him, the three 
disciples were slumbering! 

But now Peter was different. J Ie 
had received the power of the Holy 
Spirit coming upon him and he was 
taking a stand. As someone has said, 
three secrets of good preaching arc: 
have courage to stand up, remember 
to speal' up, and know when to shit! up, 

Peter stood up before that crowd of 
curious Jews at jerusalem and lifted 
up his voice-and he did not stand 
alone. The eleven stood with him. I 
am thankful for my brethren who stand 
with me in this Pen tecostal movement. 
I like Christian fellowship; that is why 
I belong to the Assemblies of God. 
I am thankful for Ollr laymen. I like 
to see th e new converts standing with 
us, rai sing their hands and praising 
the Lord. }'ly heart has heen chee red 
as 1 have seen the children standing 
with their parents to pray and worship 
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and witness for Christ. Something 
wonderful take,; place when ]eople 
unite ill a common pl1rpo~e and stand 
up together fo r the Lord, 

This company that wa., ~tanding he­
fore the people on the day of Pente­
cost was newly baptized with Iioly 
Ghost power. Ther were literally drip­
ping with the anointing after spend­
ing days in prayer waiting in the pres­
ence of God. When they stood up 
something was bound to happen. The 
atmosphere was charged with tremell­
dOllS power. Pentecost had come. The 
promise was fllifilled. God had poured 
alit llis Spirit and this lIewly baptized 
grou p of people, standing up beforc 
the l11uiLitude, h:\{1 some thing to tell. 

Peter became the voice of a com­
pany of people who for ten days had 
wailed and prared in un itr and in 
accord. ;":0 wonder he spoke with au­
thority and confidence. Any preacher 
is strengthened br the knowledge that 
his congregation is standing" with him 
instead of si lting by neut rally, or evell 
opposing him, 

So. when your minisler gets lip to 
preach, stand Ill' with him in the Spir­
it, and s..'y, "Lord, bless him. usc him, 
give him words to speak." If yOll do 
that, rou will sec the minister lifted 
above oratory into the heights of proph­
ecy where he becomes supernaturally 
clothed with power from all high, and 
his ministry will change mcn's lives. 
We need to give the same kind of 
backing to our choi rs and to those who 
mini:.ter to us in special si nging and 
other ways. They wil l feel our good 
will and the blessing and anointing of 
the Iioly Spirit upon them. and the 
result will be that God will make them 
a greater blessing to us and to others 
than they evcr could be other wise. 

Aaron and Hur held up the arms 
of }.Ioses on top of the hill while 

isr.1t'1 fought the Amalekite:. in the 
\·alley. and tim., h.racl prevailed. It is 
a man('lous tlullg when Ihe people of 
the chmch can back lip the leaders 
and hold up their hamb IIUII] the whole 
church prnalls. 

Stephen was practically atone whell 
he ~poke before the council of jeru­
s..lem. Ko one else stood up for him, 
but the power of the Holy Ghost was 
with him. lie spoke fearlessly, and 
they made a martyr Ollt of him. But 
even as they reviled him. he s..id, "I 
sC{' JUIIS stalldillg on the right hand 
of God '. Je:'lIs had been !>cated, hut 
lie :<.Iood up for Stephen. lie ncver 
fails Ilis children 1Ie i:s ready to stand 
up with us also when we go through 
the fire. 

The people accused I )('ter and the 
others who had been filled with the 
Spirit of being drunk. G. Campbell 
:'Ilorg:tn conml{'nb that the discip1e3 
made a threefold impression on Jeru­
!>alem· ama7.ement, perplexity, and crit­
ICbm. if these imprcs~ion:s are not 
produced by the Church today, it is 
because the Church is lIut Spirit-filled. 
It operates too l11\1ch in the sphere of 
the natural. The mi!>~ion of the Church 
is to he Spirit-filll'd, and tl1l\~ to amaze, 
perplex, and make the city li!>ten. Arc 
we doing it ? 

Dr. l\lorgan says, "\\'ith much Iruth 
it might be added that there is only 
one criticism that is worth anything. 
The only criticism that is of any value 
is tbe cr iti cism that the Chu rch is 
drunk." And again, "Has anyone eve r 
charged you with being drunk with 
your Christianity? Oh, how seldom 
have men thought us drunk. \\'e lack 
the flashing eye. the plll!O..1.ting song. 
the tremendous enthusiasm of an over­
whelming conviction. That is what Ihe 
city needs-to produce al11a7.el11enl, per-

The Why 

Revolutionary 

Step?

My FAMILY AND I ARE ENJOVING 

the blessings of Pentecost after over 
thirty years with a fundamental, non­
Pentecostal group. A friend recently 
wrote and requested "a· long letter, 
going way back," explaining how we 
came to take "this revolutionary step," 
so here is the story. 

It all began several years ago when 
an elderly neighbor lady brought \15 

her PentecQstal Evangels to read. Of­
ten we wept for joy as we read of 
the mighty movings of God's Spirit 
among the Assemblies people. We read 
of people receiving the b..'l])tism of the 
Holy Spirit, speaking in other tongues 
as the Spi rit gave utterance. This, of 
course, seemed strange to us, having 
been taught against it. yet it always 
seemed to be such a glorious experi­
ence for the recipient. 

We read of many in a single serv­
ice receiving, and in some instances 
nearly whole congregations. 111 spite 
of past teaching, we received great 
blessings as we read these reports. 

GraduaUy it dawned upon us that 
a Pentecostal revival had been sweep­
ing the world since the turn of the 
century, and we had not been aware 
of it, We realized for the first time 
that there was a church on earth that 
was actually experiencing such mighty 
signs and wonders as are recorded in 
the Book of Acts. We prayed morc 
earnestly that God would direct our 
steps into His perfect will. About that 
time I heard this little chorus: 

"Oil, deeper yet, ! pray dear Lord, 
Oh, take me deeper still, 
Till ! am lost in Thee, d('ar Lord, 
AlId know Thy blessed, perfect 

'((Ijlf . ... " 

] sang it Over and over, and meant 
it from the depths of my heart, but 
little did I realize the spiritual con­
flict that lay ahead. As God began 
to direct our steps into His will, we 

.. 

found Satan alert to keep us from the 
blessing if possible. 

We diligently studied God's Word 
with an open mind and began to dis­
cover new truths-but we also learned 
that it was not casy to let' go of man­
made traditions. Finally we determined 
to inve:;tigate the Pentecostal move­
ment for ourselves. Just as the spies 
in Canaan discovered giants, so did we, 
for Satan saw to it that we heard 
many strange tales about these people. 

In spite of all we heard, wc found 
a people who worshiped God in spirit 
and in truth. \Ve attended prayer meet­
ings where tears flowed freely for lost 
souls, and where saints were crying 
to God for revival in deep sincerity. 

We listened to testimonies of signs 
and wonders wrought by the hand of 
God, and the faces of the saints were 
radiant with the joy of the Lord as 
they testified. We were convinced that 
this Pentecostal power was not "of the 
devil," as some had said . There was 
an answer in the 'Vord to aU we saw. 
For instance, Psalm 47:1 says, "0 clap 
your hands. all ye people; shout unto 
God with the voice of triumph," so 
we joined in the clapping of hands. 
\Ve found many scriptures concerning 
the raising of hands.. and giving audible 
praise to God. 111 Phlm 28:2 we read, 
"Hear the voice of my supplications, 
when· I cry unto thee, when I lift up 
my hands toward thy holy oracle." And 
in Psalm 134 :2, "Lift up your hands 
in the sanctuary, and bless the Lord." 
. In our searching we also read 2 
Chronicles 5 :13, "It came even to pass, 
as the trumpeters and singers werc as 
one, to make one sound to be heard 
in praising and thanking the Lord ... 
that then the house was filled with a 
cloud, even the house of the Lord; so 
that the priests could not stand to min­
ister by reason of the cloud." 

In Ezra 3 :11, ,,,·e found this written:

be different from those of other Chris­
tian churches? I f so, how should they 
differ ? 

We should always bear in mind that 
as Pentecostal people, God has given 
to us a distinctive mes5..'lge; and in this 
Pentecostal revival throughout the 
world God has a definite purpose for 
these la st days. We are not simply an­
other group of Christians. There must 
be some adequate reason for our ex­
istence as a separate organization with­
in the Christian church. Unless this 
is so, it would seem to me that there 
is no excuse for our existence as a 
Pentecostal church. 

It is true that we emphasize the 
initial Christian experience of the new 
birth; and we preach that men and 
women 111USt be born again to enter 
into the Kingdom of God. We also 
preach the message of divine healing 
for the body, and the blessed hope of 
the Church ,,,hich is the second com­
ing of our Lord. However, it is agreed 
that our distinctive Pentecostal testi­
mony centers around the person and 
work of the Holy Spirit, and espe­
cially the baptism with the Holy 
Ghost, accompanied by the initial, phys­
ical sign of speaking with other tongues 
as the Spirit gives utterance. Vlfe em­
phasize the Pentecostal experience of 
the infilling of the Holy Spirit, as 
received by the Early Church on the 
day of Pentecost, and wt! believe that 
this experience is for everyone of 
God's people today. This Pentecostal 
testimony is the distingu ishing feature 
of the Illess.."lge we preach, and it sets 
us apart from other groups of believers 
within the general framework of the 
Christian church. 

'Vilh this thought in mind, we again 
ask the question, should ou r Pente­
costal services be "different"? In an-
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P en lecos lal Sel'vices

swerillg this question we would recog­
nize the fact that our Sunday evening 
services arc usually of an evangelistic 
nature, \\ hile the Sunday mOfmllg :-.tn'­

icc is a sen'ice of worship. The mid­
week prayer sen'lce is devoted to 
prayer and testimony, and a suitable 
message from the \\'onl of God. Thus 
we have ,'ariel}" bllt (,,'en \)cyond this 
classification we should expect varict), 
in all of our services. I f we C0111(, 

with expectation that we arc going to 
meet with God. no service will he 
simply a repetition of others that have 
gone before. God will ha,'c something 
special for us, according to the need 
of those who arc present, and accord­
ing to His thought for that hour. 

I believe that in ,Ill of our Pente­
costal sen-ices we should enjoy the 
ministry of the Holy Spiri t. We call 
expect the anointing of the Spirit to 
rest upon the congregat ional singing, 
the special lIlusical numbers, prayer and 
testimony. and the gi\'ing forth of God's 
\\ford. This should be a regular and 
fascinating feature of all our Pente­
costal serv ices. However, we should 
not consider it as a "hobby," but rather 
as a healthy. spiri tual atmosphere in 
every Assembly where God's people 
gather together to worship Ilim, nnd 
to proclaim the message of His Word. 

The Sc ripture tells us that where 
the Spirit of the Lord is, there is 
liberty, Jesus s.1id, "The Spirit of the 
Lord is upon me because he hath 
anointed me to preach the gospe]," In 
Luke 5: 17 we read, 'The power of 
the Lord was p resent to heal Ihem," 
Can we not prayerfully expect that 
the power of the Lord wi.!l be present 
in, e,'cry one o f our se rvices? J n Acts 
4 :31 wc read . "A nd when they had 
pra~'ed, the place was shaken where 
rhey werc asselllblcd together; and they 
were a ll fi lled with the Holy Ghost, 
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and they spake the word of God with 
boldness." 

How can we have this spiritual 
anointing' amI frt'edom in our sen-ices? 
Some h,we trinl to attain spiritual 
liherty by simply changing the program 
of sen'ice from the rcgular order. ';(l 

as to introduce the ll11c\:llCcted, Other:­
h;\\'c sought 10 secure the de!>in..'o re­
sul t by a time of shoul ing Ihe praises 
of the Lord, ,\nd yet we Illlbt admit 
that many limes lhe Lord is nOI in the 
shout. I do not ... a)' Ihe"c things in 
a critical "'pirit, hilt ralher from a :-ym­
pathetic ... tandpoint. I appn'Ciale cvery 
effort that is made to wt'lcomc the 
mini:-try of the Iioly Spirit in our 
services. Ilowe, er, I think we can 
humbly say thaI there arc times when 
we feci that om efforts arc quite 
mechanical, and Ihal Ihey lack the 
qualily of divine unclion. and of di· 
"inc anoinling. 

"'c should alway ... 3\'oi<l that which 
is artificial and winch docs nOt have 
the ring of sincerity. If a season of 
worship and praise IS spontaneous. 
witham the Ilect:'s~ily of an exhorta­
tion from the leader for e\'eryone to 
praise the Lord. il seems to me Ihat 
it is more \1~\1aU)' accompan ied by di­
\·ine anointing'. \\'c should cOllle 10-
gether with a prayer that God will 
manifest Il is presence in the meeting. 
\\'e should expect this to take place 
in the congregational singing. in the 
offering lip of prayer, in the gi\'ing 
forth of the "'onl. and in ally and 
every part of the s('rvice. If we arc 
not conSCIOus of God's m;'tllife!>led 
presence at the beginning, we shou ld 
look to Ilim with faith and expectancy 
as the service progres~es. helieving that 
as wc draw near to God lIe will d raw 
ncar to liS. 

Let liS a lways remember that it is 
the anointing and the mini!>try of the 

Iioly Spirit 111 Pemcco,tal sen'ices, that 
will make them mo:-t worthwhile. Peo­
ple WIll be eager to aBend, e"pecially 
if their hearts are hlln~ry for God. 

~Ia\' the Lord ~ilve us from dead 
formality. and from services that are 
simply tra\'el1ing 111 a "rllt." 'The pres­
e!lce of the 110ly Spirit will bring a 
fre:-hness and an inspiration that will 
t.ti\'e II!' new strt'llg:th and coura~c for 
Iht' busines!> of living for God.

God's Spirit in our generation took 
place in the island of Cuba in 1950 
and 1951. It was a comlllon O<:Cllr~ 
rellce in mally Cuban cities for crowds 
of 10,000 to 15,000 people to fi1J a 
baseball stad ium or city park night 
after night to heM the gospel and to 
be prayed for. 

T h r i \' i n g congregations suddenly 
came into existence in places where 
previously we had had no work at 
all. The entire stock of the Bihle So­
ciety was qui ckly sold out. The mi­
raculous was continually in evidence 
and people were convinced that of a 
truth God was in our midst. 

Since some years have now elapsed, 
it is perhaps lime for a new evalua­
tion of the Cuban revival. What prac­
tical lessons docs it hold for us today? 

The Results of the Revival 
S uch mass movements can be gen~ 

uine and hca,'cn-sent, although when 
the move was on in Cuba many na t~ 

urally questioned whether or not the 
results would be la sting, or even bene­
ficial. Christ said: "ily their fruit s 
ye ~hal1 know them." Let me gi,'e 
you just a few S<1.mplcs of the fruits 
of these campaigns: 

I. Camagiiey--Lots worth some $6, 
000 were' secu red through the efforts 
of the mayor of the city and donated 
for the erection of a tabernacle. We 
now have a steel-and-concrete-block 
tabernacle that will seat some 1,200 peo~ 
pie on these lots. This is the strongest 
Assembly on the island, 

2. Ciego de A,,'ila-We had no 
church here before the campaign. Now 
there is a church seating some 800 
people, as well as a parsonage. This 
splendid congregation has many branch 
works. 

3. Victoria de las TUlIas-Before the 
campaIgn we did 110t have a church 
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here. We obtained land at half price 
and on Ollr own terms. A splendid 
huilding seating 500 has been crected. 
and the thriving congregation operates 
many outstations. 

4. llo'gll;'I-~lis!>ionaries were starl­
ing 10 witness here, but there was no 
work in the city before the campaign. 
The people themselves r;1iscd $5.0JO 
during the campaign and purchased a 
huilding th;11 could scat 600 or more. 
One year after the campaign this church 
had an average attend;1l1ce of over 
400 in the main Sunday School and 
had started some thirty branch Sunday 
Schools. They were reaching 2,()()) 
each week with this method of teach­
ing the Word of God. Now they have 
outstations in the entire surround ing 
a rea. 

I n many other towns, villages, and 
communities, lots were donated. ma­
terials were given, and churches and 
chapels were built. 

5. Ollr Bible School, which one year 
had to close for lack of students, now 
faced the problem of housing and car­
ing for a round onc hundred young peo­
ple who had a burning desire to reach 
their fellow countrymen with the Good 
News. Year a fter year, the great ma~

jority of the 13ible School students 
have come from those churches which 
were born in the revival. Those who 
have graduated arc now proving to be 
invaluable workers, pioneering in new 
fields or pastoring new congregations. 

Certainly no one today would try to 
deny the genuineness of the Cuban re­
vival! Yet far more of the results o[ 
this mighty move of God could h;1ve 
been prescrved if God's people had 
recognized the genuineness of the re­
vival when it was taking place and had 
rallied to our aid . 

II 
Emphasis 011 the Bible 

Evangelists ·come and evangelists go, 
but the Word of God goes on for­
ever. Undoubted ly one of the greatest 
factors that contributed to the perma­
nency of this revival was the fact that 
it centered around faith in God 's eter­
nal Word, It was faith in God's prom­
ises, and not in some parti cu lar evall­
gel ist, that brought the desired results. 
Our principal evangel ist, Brother Os~ 
born, did not elaim to have any spe­
cial gift or revelation thai would set 
him in a class apart from the rest 
of llS. H e simply let us know what 
God had promised and inspired us to 
believe that God would keep His \ ·Vord. 

Faith rose to great heights and the 
mass prayers of the people were an­
swered. Many of us workers were so 
inspi red that we went out and held 
si milar campaigns and had identical 
results. It was faith in God's Word 
of promise that did the work, and 
thi s is something that can be repeated 
anywhere. Lefs have "Bible-centered" 
campaigns. Know what God has prom­
ised, claim the promises, and dare to 
belie,'e for "great and mighty things." 

III 
The Best Follow-Up 

Where there is no follow-up, eighty 
to one hundred per cent of the visible 
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results can be lost. One of the most 
tragic th ings that can happen is to 
have a real move of God's Spirit which 
leaders of the work fail to recognize 
as such, and consequently do not co­
operate with the meeting or make an 
all-out effort for a thorough follow­
up in order to conse rve the hard-earned 
victor ies ach ieved. 

\ Vhat is the best "follow-up"? This 
may surprise you, bu t experience has 
convinced me that the best possible 
follow-up is not a matter of systc­
mat ic visitation of card-signers, but 
the continuation in the loca l Asscmbly 
of the signs and wonders seell dur­
ing the campa ign. Those who have 
been convinced and won to Chr ist by 
the manifestation of the supernatura l 
power of God will gladly identify them­
selves with the Assembly and follow 
the leadersh ip of the pastor where 
similar results arc witnessed, Don't 
think that th is cannot be done. It has 
bee n done in everyone of our Illost 
successful Assemblies in Cuba and can 
be repeated any\vhere in the world . 
Of cou rse, the new-born babes in 
Chri st Ill llst be fed, taught, and led 
into the fu llness of the Holy Spi rit. 

IV 
The Proble m of I-lot/sillg 

What can you do if you have 15,000 
people coming ou t to the meetings, and 
when the campaign is over and the 
eva ngelist leaves yOll have to invite 
them to you r li ttle hall that scats 200 
or less?

An a rmy would rejoice at such an 
advance and throw a ll available re­
serves into this breach in the enemy 
lines. But we simply say, ''I'm sorry, 
there are no funds available for any 
kind of bui lding," and let the new 
converts scatler and be lost. 1t wou ld 
help some if the evangelist would raise 
hi s OWI1 su ppo rt and if the offerings 
taken during the meeting would be 
dedicated to acq uiring a bui lding, but 
even this is usually insu ffi cient to .meet 
the urgent need.

SWI SS HOTELS TO GET BI BLES 

The Swiss Bible Society announced 
at its annual meeting in Lucerne that 
it is pushing ahead with plans to pro­
vide a copy of one of the Gospels in 
four languages for every hotel room 
in Swi tzerland . 

FOUR GOSPELS PUBLISHED IN MODERN 
RUSSIAN 

The British and Foreign Bible So­
ciety has published a modern colloquial 
Hussian translation of the four Gospels, 
designed to appeal to the younger gen­
eration. 

The new translation is the result of 
eight years work by Hussian scholars 
in Par is. 1l includes accepted conclu­
~ions of modern scholars on the text 
of the Bible, and re\·i sions of the old 
Sla\·ic liturgica l forms. 

Although the Soviet government will 
not allow importation of the Scrip­
tures in any apprec iable quantity, mic ro­
filmed copics of the documents upon 
which the new transla tion is based will 
be sent to ~Ioscow.

fense ~eil 1-1. :\lcElroy. 

The hymnal, seven years in prepara­
tion, is the first new edition to be 
issued by the armed forces since the 
beginning of World War Two. It will

OFFICIAL CHURCH DELEGATES MAY 

CLAIM TAX DEDUCTION 
The Internal Revenue Service, \Vash­

ington, O. C, has established a new 
deduction for laymen who serve with­
out pay as official delegates to a 
church convention. Such delegates may 
report expenses incurred while serving 
in this capacity as a charitable con­
tribution and claim them as a deduction. 

AMISH REJECT TAX REFUNDS FROM 
HORSE SEIZURE SALE 

Tax officials at lhe J nterllai Revenue 
Service, \Vashington, D. c., have a 
un i<1ue situation on their hands. For 
the first time in lheir memory, people 
are saying they are conscientiously op­
posed to receiving a ta x refund! 

The horses belonged to members of 
the Old Order Amish community in 
\Vayne County, Ohio. The horses were 
valuable animals and when sold at auc­
tiOll they brought a very high price; 
in fact, the sale price was mLlch higher 
than the tax claim. So the government 
asked the plainly dressed Amish people 
to fill out forms to apply for a tax 
refund . This lhey refused to do, basing 
their refusal on the words of Christ 
quoted from their German Bibles as 
follows: '·Of him who takes away thy 
goods, do not demand or require them 
back again." 

The tax officials are deeply im­
pressed with the sincerity of the Am ish 
people's religious principles which will 
not permit them to pay a Social Security 
tax ·and will not even permit them to 
accept a tax refund. "T his demon-
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strates the sincerity of their com'ic­
tions," said one official. "It is the 
principle that counts with them, not 
the money involved." He predicted the 
excess money would e\'entually go to 
the Treasury Department's "conscience 
fund." 

Foreign 
ISRAELI GOVERNMENT BARS GAMBLING 

CASINO 
Plans to establish a gambling casino 

in Israel were \'etoed hy the Israel 
goveTnment as being out of harmony 
with the 5<1.cred charactcr of the Iioly 
Land. The proposed casino would have 
been set up in one of the leading hotels 
at Shave i Zion, in northeTn Israel. Re­
ligious groups, however, strongly pro­
tested against any legalized gambling 
in the country. 
DESERTS BLOOM WHEN IRRIGATED WITH 

SEA WATER 
Over 200 va rieties of plants ha\'e 

been sllccessfully grown in dC!'ieTt re­
gions by irrigation with sea water, ac­
co rd ing to Dr. Hugo Boyko, Israel 
scienti st. 

Experiments carried on since 1947 
have shown that citrus fruits, dates, 
pomegranates, figs, cotton, sugar heet", 
cabbages, alfalfa, cereals, and many in­
dustrially important plants call be 
grown in this way. 

The discovery is of world import­
ance, since sea water is plentiful and 
severa l million squa re miles of the 
earth 's su rface are arid and heretofore 
unproductive. 

RADIO AND TV STATION TO BE BUILT 
ON MOUNT ARARAT 
The ~roscow Radio announced that 

a radio and television station would be 
built this year on ~lount Ararat, the 
famous spot where Noah's ark rested 
after the flood. It did not say under 
whose auspices the station was planned. 

Mount Ararat is in Turkey, near the 
western border of Soviet Armenia. 
Radio Moscow said the new station 
wou ld be erected at a height of 12,467 
feet. It made no allusion to ~IOUllt 
Ararat's Biblical history. 

MISSIONARY CHARGES CHINESE REDS 
TRANSFERRING OPIUM MENACE 

A former missionary to China said 
the Communists are lrying to transfer 
its opium menace to the U nited States 
in an effo rt to shatter Amer ican moral 
standards. He said the Chinese gov­
ernment now has a monopoly on ra is­
ing opium. Tt has banned use of the 
drug in China and is encouraging smug­
glers to export it to the U.S. instead. 
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GOVERNOR RALPH G, BROOKS of Nebraska has vetoed a b1ll which 
would have authorized non-profit groups to conduct bingo Qames . 

CRIME COMIC BOOKS have been banned by a new ordinance in Sac­
ramento County, California. A crime comic book is defined as any 
book, magazine or pamphlet containing a series of five or more 
drawings or photO<,"lraphs accompanied by narrative concerning vir­
tually any major crime . 

POSTMASTER GENERAL ARTHUR E. SUMMERFIELD , testifying before a 
Congressional committee that is exploring ways and means to curb 
the circulation of nude pictures and other pornographIc materials, 
said the smut dealers do a half-bUlion-dollar business a year. 

THE WALL STREET JOURNAL recently made the followjtll~ comment: "The 
annual report of R. G. LeTourneau, Inc . , disclosing a $2 ,190,464 
loss, eases the paIn for stockholders with a quotation [rom the 
ScrIptures: 'Come unto Me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, 
and I will give you rest.·" 

THE LUTHERAN LAYMEN'S LEAGUE dedicated a new $400,000 national 
headquarters building at S t. Louts. Missouri, last month . The 
42-year-old league with 102,000 members sponsors the Lutheran 
Hour on the radio and "This Is the Life" on television. 

THE BACK-TO-THE-BIBLE BROADCAST of Theodore H. Epp, LIncoln. 
Nebraska, Is celebrating its twentieth anniversary. Begun on a 
sIngle station In May 1939 it is now heard over hundreds of sta­
tions throughout the earth. Recently it installed stereophonic 
equipment of the latest type for recordinQ music in its broadcasting 
studios . 

A PROTESTANT MISSIONARY NURSE was shot and kUled by bandits in 
northern ThaUand las t month . She was Miss L1111an Hame r , 47. an 
English nurse who had served with the China Inland MissIon for 
five years. Her body was found at the edQe of a forest. 

JAPANESE GIDEONS presented a specIal inscribed BIble to C rown Prince 
Akihito to ma rk the begInning of their drive for a second mUllon 
copies of the Scriptures . Since 1950, when the Gldeons began their 
work in Japa n, the Japanese laymen have distributed a million copies 
of the Scriptures.

Do the 
Deaf Speak 

Tongues? •

A NVONE HAVING DOUBTS AS TO THE 

miraculous nature of speaking with 
other tongues would have his skeplici~1l1 
dissolved were he \0 hear a deaf per­
son receiv ing the Pentecostal experi­
ence. For when a deaf person receives 
the baptism of the IIo1y Spirit, he 
speaks in tongues as fluently as aliy 
hearing person. 

Certainly no one could accuse the 
Deaf of imitating the utterances of 
other people. They have never heard 
anyone speak the heavenly language; 
how then could they merely be ';par­
roting" someone else? 

Summer camps ha ve been of ines­
timable value to the Deaf ill receiving 
thi s thrilling Pentecostal experience. 

In the fina l serv ice of the Michigan 
Camp last year 1 noticed a beautiful 
young girl pray ing at the altar. She 
was not saved before coming to camp. 

Her hOlne was a scene of dnlnken~ 
ness, strife, and contention. She had 
not been taught Chri stian principles and 
standards. But in the inspiring atmos~ 
phere of camp, where everyone was 
praising and worshiping God, the young 
girl found Christ as her personal Sav~ 
iour. And now on lhis Saturday night, 
with her upturned face glowing radi~ 
antly, she was softly praising and ador­
ing her Lord. Before long a heavenly 
language she had never learned nor 
heard flowed from her lips. 

Tears trickled down the checks of 
hea.ring persons who stood nearby, 
some of whom were witnessing for 
the first time a deaf person speaking 
in tongues. This nineteen-year-old gi rl 
was one of eight deaf campers who 
received the baptism of the Holy Spir­
it. 

While praying and praising the Lord 

at this same camp, Clifford Tonnessen, 
a young man from New Jersey, sud­
denly began to speak German very 
fluently. A hearing lady who knew 
the language understood every word 
perfectly. Imagine a deaf person who 
had never heard the German language 
speaking it fluently under the influence 
of the Holy Spirit! Clifford sat for 
many hours just prai sing the Lord in 
other tongues. 

In a recent letter, Clifford sa id, 
"The Holy Spirit has helped me to 
live the Christian life and has given 
me power to resist temptation. 1 plan 
to attend camp again this summer. It 
is something that I look forward to 
throughout the whole year." 

Camp directors are always very care­
ful to choose counselors and teachers 
who are thoroughly Pentecostal. Bill 
Bingham, a deaf Bible school student 
who was a counselor last year, tells 
onc of his experiences in helping a 
young girl seek God: 

"Joyce Bryant, a camper from Er ie, 
Pa., came to me the four th day of 
camp and asked about the Holy Spirit. 
She had been praying but couldn't 
manage to receive. I opened my Bible 
and showed her that God had already 
promised to give her the Baptism, and 
that all she had to do was to accept 
and to praise God for it. 'If you sense 
a pcculiar fceling on your tongue and 
cannot understand what you arc say­
ing, forget about it and keep your mind 
on the Lord Jesus. Let the Ho ly 
Spi rit have control of your tonglle,' I 
explained to her. That very night Joyce 
wcnt to the altar and in a few min­
utes she began to speak in an Ull­

He 
wanted to witness this phenomenon for 
himself! When notified, Brother \\"iltis 
came on the run! And you should 
have seen his face beam as he heard 
Joyce speaking in tongues r 

Zene Reeves, a yOUllg boy from 
Lansing, i\lich, had been longing for 
the Baptism for a long time. Before 
camp was o\'er he too had been "filled 
to overflowing." God asked him to 
consecrate his life and enter the min­
istry. 

Yes, at camp 1I1any deaf persons have 
realized that the Lord included them 
when He said, "The promise is unto 
YOU." Imitators? No! Their physi­
cal handicap has proved without doubt 
the reality of the Pentecostal experi­
ence. 

Some deaf persons have also had 
beautiful visiolls. One lady saw Christ 
and when He spoke to her He used 
the sign language. She experienced a 
new feeling of belonging to God when 
she so forcefully realized that He was 
cognizant of her language. 

Attendance at a summer camp for 
the Deaf has often meant the differ­
ence between a life of sin and one 
of devotion to God. The loving gen­
erosity of a ladies' missionary g roup 
in Muskegon, 1\lich., effected a trans­
formation in the life of Dorothy Gag­
non, a twenty-five-year-old deaf girl. 
Here is her story: 

"Until 1954 I was \·ery, very Ull­

happy. r was living in sin and never 
\vent to church. l had tried many 

worldly pleasures but none of them 
S<1.tisfied. 

"In June r met :-'[j:-;~ :-'laxine Stro­
bridge. an Assemblie::; of God mission­
ary to the Deaf. I began to attend 
the sen·ices for the Deaf which she 
conducted in the )Iuskegoll Heights 
Go~pcl Tabernncle. 1 was also told 
about the Deaf Camp at Fa~lIo-Lo 

Park. I wanted to go, but at that time 
I was unemployed so it ::;ecmed im­
pos::;ible. Then Ihe young ladies' mis­
sionary group of the church said they 
would pay my way ~ I was so excited! 
T conld hardly wait until camp time! 

"At camp 1 fOllnd Jesus as my Sav­
iour, and He has become my dearest 
Friend. I didn't know that the love 
of Jesus could be so wonderful. 1 
left Fa-Ho~Lo Park a changed person. 
T had no desire to smoke, drink, or 
to return to the worldly pleasures. Dur­
ing the week at camp I hid God's 
\Vord in my heart. llis Word IS so 
precious! 

"Since that first camp, 1 have faith ­
fn!!y attended church. Only Jesus can 
satisfy the hearts of deaf yonng peo~ 

pIe. 1 trnst that many more young 
people wi!! be able to attend a sum­
mer camp for the Deaf. Each year 
1 anxiously wait for camp time. For 
the past three years I have been able 
to save my money so I can attend, 
but I am tbankful for those who helped 
me the first rear. 

"In 1956 at Fa-Ho-Lo Park I met 
Stephen Houston from Eaton Rapids, 
Mich. We plan to be married .May 
23 and have a Chr istian home together."

T he A lamo 
is located in the downtown area less than 
ten blocks from the Municipal AuditoriulIl 
whe re the General Council will meet. It 
was at the Alamo. an old mission sta­
t iol1, that an entire company of soldiers 
and citi7.ens was destroyed ill 1836. 

T he siege of the A lamo lasted thi r teen 
days. O n the mor ning of ~farch 6, the 
:Mex ican forces stormed the walls of the 
m ission and overwhelmed the weak and 
sick occupants. Following the s laughtcr, 
a ll of the bodies were burned at the com-

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MARK, THE SUCCESSFUL FAILURE 
Slinday School Lessoll Jor May 24, 1959 

ACTS 12:25 TO 13:5, 13; 15:36-41; 2 TnlOTIIY 4:11 

Some very encouraging truth is ill ustrated in OUf Jes­
son today. Temporary failure need not hinder us from 
ultimate success in our endeavors for lhe Lord. Tn the 
providence of God a man may fail in one type of work 
and become eminently Illore succes!>ful in another. 

MARK'S I N ITI AL FAILURE (Acts 12:25 through 13: 
5, 13) 

J ohn l\lark was evidently reared in a godly environ­
ment. His mother's home seems to have been a place 
where Christians met for prayer and worship (Acts 12: 12). 
1t is quite pos!;ihlc that the home was used for Christ's 
last supper with His disciples, and that John Mark was 
the unnamed young man who fonawed the Lord and 11is 
disciples to the Garden (:\Iark 14 :51, 52). \Vith such 
a background. Mark would have developed a deep love 
for Christ. for His followers. and for spiritual things. 

Paul and Barnabas had been sent to Jerusalem by the 
church at Antioch with an offeri ng for the needy Chris­
tians in Jerusalem (Acts II :27-.10). \\'hile they were 
there Harnab.1s introduced Paul to his cousin l\Iark who 
evidently expressed a desire to cngage in ministry. Both 
men were sufficiently impressed with the young man that 
they took him with th cm on their return to Antioch. 

Very soon after their retl1rn to Antioch, Paul and Barna­
bas wcre se nt on their first missionary tour by the church 
after having been selected by the 110ly Spirit. And they 
took young Mark with thelll] Sl1rprisingly enough. by 
the time the party had crossed the p. ledite rranean Sea 
to Perga, in P<lll1phylia, 1Tark left them and returned home 
to Jerusalem. \Vas it homesickness? Did he perchance, 
feeJ he was out of God's will simply because of some 
of the difficulties \\'hich they must have ellcom1tered? We 
cannot say. But whate"cr his rea son. p.lark was not the 
la st to start Ollt well and desert the work of the Lord ! 

MARK'S SECOND CHANCE (Acts 15,36-41) 
When the time came for their second missionary tour 

a sharp difference of opinion arose between Paul ami 
Barnabas. The latter with his kind, sympathetic, and gen­
erous nature wanted lo take !>.lark along again. But Paul, 
feeling they could not jeopardize the Lord' s work or reputa­
tion, refused to take l\lark on the grounds of his past 
unreliabili ty. The resu lt of the argument was that Paul 
and Barnabas parted ways and each chose a new partner, 
Pau l taking Silas, and Barnabas taking l\Iark with him. 
As was pointed out in a recent lesson, it is the opinion 
of this write r that neither Paul nor Barnabas are to be 
censored for this di\·ision, but that the matter was worked 
out according to the will of God and for the greater 
ulti mate benefit of His kingdom. 

MARK'S F I NAL SUCCESS (2 Timothy 4,11 ) 
Years have passed since young Mark's failure during 
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'. the first missionary tour of Paul and Barnabas. Paul is 
a prisoner in Rome awaiting execution. He writes a letter 
of encouragement to Timothy, his spiritual son, and the 
pastor of the church in Ephesus. And among his last 
requests are these words-"Only Luke is with me. Take 
Mark, and bring him with thee: for he is profitable to 
me for the mini~try." The man who failed, eventual!y 
made good! 1lark, o,'er the years, had proved himself. 
The Mary is full oi suggesti\'e practical lessons: 

(I) R('acliug 10 failur(,. The danger in failure is that 
it may take the heart out of a man, make him feel there 
is no use to try again. This is exactly as Satan would 
desire. Faith in the love and power of God is the anti­
dote for the reaction of hopelessness, despair, or inertia! 

(2) Failure may be 'Iecessary to success. \Ve learn by 
doing. Many a great preacher was a stuttering, speechless 
fail ure on his first attempts in the pulpit. The call of 
God, the anointing of the Spirit , and faithful, diligent 
effort will take one through! 

(3) Mark failed with Paul, bll! succ('eded whe" hl' tramed 
III' 'With Barnabas and 'Wellt to Cyprus. Phillips Brooks 
was a miserable failure as a school teacher, but became 
one of the greatest preachers of the nineteenth century. 
Abraham Lincoln, by the time he was fifty, had failed 
twice in business and had been defeated time after time 
in elections for minor political offices. Then he became 
president of the United States. Our own Lillian 1rasher 
wanted to be a missionary to other parts of Africa, but 
the Lord sen t her to Egypt instead! God wills that we 
a ll succeed. We can make H is will , and the doing of 
His will, our will. Then, in any case, success is assured.

"And they sang together by course 
in praising and giving thanks unto the 
the Lord; ... and all the people shouted 
with a great shout, when they praised 
the Lord." 

From these and other verses I gath· 
ered that some services even in Old 
Testament times were greatly blessed 
of God so that the people showed great 
emotion. Then we read ill the New 
Testament wbere Pau! said, "But if 
the ministration of death, written and 
eng raven in stones, was glorious ... how 
shall not the ministration of the spirit 
be rather glorious?" (2 Corinthians 
3:7, 8) 

This freedom of worship, though 
strange at first, soon became very sweet 
and precious to us. 

God also helped us to see, in 1 Co· 
rinth ians 12 to 14, how ALL the gifts 
of the Spirit that He set in the Church 
are necessary to the proper function· 
iug of the body of Christ. I felt 
grieved that we had failed for so long 
to see that they are aJl supernatural in 
their man ifestation. 

] n due time God showed us that we 
would have to take our stand for these 
t ruths or walk in darkness. I said, 
"Lord, I'll follow you if everyone in 
the world turns against me." \Vhen 
I made that decision, a great peace 
flooded my soul, such as I had never 
known. 

Miracle~ began to happen. O ne day 
as I was working at home, two words, 
" new thing," seemed to impress them· 
selves upon me.

Progress at Nigeria's 
New Preparatory School 

New Dormitory and Classrooms Musr Be Built 
Immediately to House Additional Bible Students

NIGERIA'S EAsn:RN BllJLE IN STITUTE 

was born March 31, 1958. It is 10· 
cated a few miles from the town of 
Ogoja, which is the capital of Ogoja 
Province in the eastern region of Ni· 
gena. 

The original buildings were call· 
strutted for a \Vomen's Bible Train· 
ing Cellter for all the tribes of the 
Ogoja area. But because the need for 
trained workers in our churches had 
become so acute, the Field Executive 
Committee approved the use of the 
buildings for six months out of the 
year for preparatory and first·year 
classes. The other two years of study 
would be taken at our Central Bible 
Institute at Unmahia. 

1n 1958 only preparatory classes were 
held. Some Bible teaching was given, 
but Ihe main emphasis was on intensive 
studi es in English, to prepare the stu· 
dents for entrance into Central Bible 
Institu te. 

One would ha\'e to visit the Ogoja 

Mr. Qkpo, teacher at the Eastern Bible 
Institute, With his wife and children. 
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area to realize the importance of the 
Eastern Bible Institute. Until just a 
few years ago very little mis~ionary 
work had been done in this part of 
the pro"ince except by Homan Catha· 
lies. ;\lost of the elementary schools 
were and still are operated by that 
ChllfCh, but the vast majority of the 
population has not gone to school at al\. 

When our Assemblies of Cod mIs­
sionaries began working in this area 
in 195 1 the response was slow at first 
and then it became ,'cry rapid. J n the 
Obudu Division, where the K. L. Cod­
beys have been ministering since the 
latter part of 1952, there are now over 
sixty churches. This growth has crrated 
all urgnlt tired for trailled 'Workers. 
r-.lany nationals have felt a call to the 
ministry bllt have not had enough edll· 
cation to attend Bible School. 

Obudu is an area of many snlall 
tribes where most of the languages 
have not yet been reduced to writing; 
consequently the only literature they 
can learn to read is in English. This 

makes it imperati\'e for them to get 
a good grasp of the English language 
in order to be able to understand the 
Bible. 

\Ve now have three mission stations 
in Ogoja Province, each about thirty· 
fiye miles apart. One is ncar Ogoja 
town, where Martha Jacobson and 
Florence r-.letcalf have been working; 
the Godbeys are at Obudu; and the 
\Vatter Kornelsens built a station near 
Bansa ra before their present furlough. 
Trene Crane joined Miss Metcalf after 
Miss Jacobson returned to the states. 

The new Eastern Bible Institute 
opened with twenty-three enthusiastic

Nigeria ot the second term for 195B. 

st udents and four teachers. illcluding 
a :-Jigeriall pastor and his wife, Mr. 
and i\lrs. Okpo. The blessing of God 
was on the school and those students 
who had 110t received the Holy Spirit 
before they came received during the 
term. Twenty·one students were able 
to finish the three·month preparatory 
course. 

The second' term began in September 
with eighteen students. Some of the 
more backward Olles. who showed little 
ability to learn English, were not en· 
couraged to return. The progress of 
some of the others has been almost 
phellomenal. 

Enthusiasm is running high for this 
year's course, and over fifty have al­
ready made application to attend Cen· 
tra! Bible I nstitllte. Only the class in 
advanced English and those who took 
the preparatory course at Ogoja will 
be qualified to carry the first year's 
work. Mr. and Mrs. Godbey and 
l\linnie Ecklund will be instructors this 
year.

church and our doctrine were known 
to tholl~ands throughout the land as 
a result of our weekly broadcast on 
a strong network that covered the is­
land. For two years we had two 
broadcasts week ly. and 0 11 one of these 
each week we gave some .. :\1arveJ of 
Faith ," which was a testimony of an­
swered prayer, usually some remark­
able healing. In this way thous.'lIlds 
of people wcre already disposed to be­
lieve before the campaigns started .

hookup. Several local radio stat ions 
gave daily hro.ldca.!!t time free of charge 
for the preaching of the gospel and 
prayer for the sick (an unheard-of 
thing in Latin America '). There were 
very positive results from these broad· 
casts. However, onc of the most im· 
portan! funct ions of the radio ministry 
was to hold the com-erts together. It 
kept us in touch with them through 
the long, dark peri od while we werc 
struggling to get some place to house 
the new congregation. This was an 
invaluahle contr ibut ion.

He loves the Cub­
ans just as much as He loves those 
of other nationalities." It took time, 
prayer, preparation, and faith, but the 
revil'al did come.

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NEIL 1'.1055 LIKED CA\'E5, 8l:T !"EVER EXPEcn:D TO DIE 

in one-nor to be buried there. 
The twenty-year-old Oxford University student was re­

cently trappcd to dcath in a narrow shaft known as 
"Devil's ] lole," in one of Britain"s deepest ca\·cs. The 
story horrified newspaper readers around the world. 

On Sunday, 1'.1arch 22, young :;>.Ioss went into Peak 
Cavern with a team of other ca\'e-exploring enthusiasts. 
They moved a mile and a half into the cave, sometimes 
walking, sometimes crawling through tunnels only a foot 
high. At one point thcy waded neck-deep through an 
underground lake. 

The tunnel they were in suddenly broadened into a 
large chamber. 1\Ioss Jed the way out of this chamber 
into a narrow shaft. Soon his fellow-explorers heard him 
calling in alarm, " J J elp me, I'm stuck 1" 

\\Then the seriousness of hi s plight became known, volun­
teers from all over Britain formed an expert re!)Cue team. 
Doctors, mine rescue unit s, and R. A. F. Alpinists joined 
the explorers in their desperate attempt to free Neil ~ross. 
Four times they strained to pull him clear hy means of 
a rope passed under his shoulders. But he was wedged 
so tightly that thc ropes snapped three times, and on the 
fourth try they could not budge him. 

His broad shoulders were imprisoned by jutting rock s, 
and he was unconscious most of the time because of the 
fou l air. I\[en risked their lives going down headfirst 
into the crevice to keep him supplied with oxygen. 

Once a tug on the ropes eased 1-.10ss about eighteen 
inches upward and there was hope that he would soon 
be free. But the hours drnggcd on until finally, after 
forty-six hours in his tunncl prison. !\cil l\loss drew his 
last brcath as rescue workers made a last futile attempt 
to bring him to safety. 

All of Britain was deeply stirred by the predicament 
of Neil Moss and had thrown e\'cry resource illto the 
battle for his life. But the rarest courage and the most 
exhausting efforts were not enough. He perished, and 
the authorities s...id they would have to seal off the: dan­
gerous crevice: with his body entomhed in it. 

\Vhat a picture of many li\'e5 today which arc trapped 
spiritually by their sins as su rely as Neil ~Ioss was held 
fast by the rocks of Devil's Hole. The fceble ropes of 
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good work<;, repeated ree;olutions, or a Christ less religion 
canllot release man from sin's bondage. It holds him fast. 

Xo man can 5..we himself. ~either can he s...ve others 
or be :-.a\·ed hy his fellow man. But there IS a way out 1 
There ie; deliverance from sin's clutches for every sinsick 
soul who cries to God for mercy. 

What if N"cil ~Ioss had suddenly felt the rocks relax 
and his shoulders rome free! It would han' heen a miracle 
indeed! A miracle of this kind is taking place spiri tually 
for guilty :-inl1ers e\"er~· day. The tenaCIOus gnp of "'111 

is relaxed when they believe on the Lord Jeslls Christ. 
"If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be 
free indeed" (John 8:36). 

God knows you can't quit sinning ju~t because you want 
to, any more than Neil :;>'[oss could be freed from his 
rocky prison by desire alone. So He says, "Seck ye the 
Lord while he may be fonnd, call yc upon him while 
he is near." 

Face your inability to free yourself. Call for help (from 
the Lord. not from man). Admit your need. Then trust 
in Him to do for you what you can't do for yourself. 

But there's a second step which you must take if you 
are 10 remain free. lIere it is: "Let the wicked forsake 
his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts" (Isaiah 
5507). 

Do you suppose that if the rocks had suddenly re­
leased their hold upon Neil Moss he would have been 
content !O stay there in that place where he had suffered 
so much? Of course not. At any pnce he would have 
fled "Devil's Ilole" and a\·oided it ever after. To stay 
would be to invite disaster. 

The person who prays for Christ's deliverance must 
also accept it and then go free, forsake his wicked ways. 
David put it thi s way: "The Lord ... heard my cry. He 
brought me up also out of an horrihle pit, out of the 
miry clay, and set my feet upon a rock, and established 
my goings. And he hath put a new song in my mouth, 
even praise unto our God" (Psalm 40:1-3). 

This can be your experience also if you will take the 
first step by believing, then follow it by acting upon your 
faith. God saves you from your sins through faith in 
Christ. Then lie expects you to forsake your sins and 
live for lIis glory. .... .... 
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
