Nothing But the Truth 

It is amazing how f'ome people will lie. e,·en under oath. They will 
raic;e their right hand in court and swear that the testimony they are 
about to give is "the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth" 
- -and then they will proceed to twist the facts. conceal the truth, or delly 
it completely without hlinking an eye. 

One of the mO~1 !>hocking facets of the national scandal over rigged 
quiz programs a short time ago was the assertion made by District 
Attorney Frank J logan of f\"ew York that, of the 150 witnesses who 
testified before hi<; grand jury, 100 lied under oath. As the apostle 
said, "There is no fear of God before their eyes," or lhey would not sill 
with their lips. The trouhle is that people do not take the commandmen ts 
of the I.ord seriously these days. They do 110t care if lie sees them. 
They are willing to ri!>k eternal pllni~hment if only they can escape the 
clutches of IlIfIIW'J law. 

The country's helOt minds arc alarmed oyer the general deterioration 
in public and private morality. They arc amazed to find that cheating, 
stealing, and bribery (or "p.ayola," as it is now called) are so widespread. 
They ate demanding honesty in advertising. And well they might. But 
if they thin k sti fier laws arc going to turn unregenerated men and 
women in to persons of Olristian character they arc mistaken. T hey 
might as well try to change a tiger into a lamb, Or attempt to build 
a skyscraper out of paper cartons. 

The only way to produce Christian character is to get people "born 
again," Each pe rson must receive that spiritual life that comes only 
from God throug h accepting Christ as his personal Saviour. Therefore 
the preachers of the land must wa rn the people of God's requ irements 
and of tbe judgment that awaits the wicked. T hey m USt can sinners 
to repentance and when the !)inncrs are cOil\'c rted they must teach them 
what the Scripturcs say aboLit righ t living. 

The Bible is very pla in on the subjects of lying, cheating, and other 
forms of dishonesty. 1t tells us to "prov ide th ings hOli est in the sigh t 
of all men." It calls tiS to "lead a quiet and peaceable life in a ll godliness 
and hOll esty." "Lie lIot ol1e to another." The \\'ord of the Lord classes 
liars with Tllurderers, whoremongers, sorcerers, and idolaters . It clearly 
says that "all liars shaH have their part in the lake wh ich burneth 
with fire and brimstone," for God hates every form of deceit and 
unt ruthfulness. 

';\Vhe rcfore putt ing away lying, speak every man truth with his 
neighbor" (Ephesians 4 :25). Love for God and man will cause us to 
avoid all pretense and subterfuge. A genuine Christian will deal fairly 
with his fellow Illall in business Ii fe, in social life, and in church life. I f 
we , .... ill let the H oly Spirit sea rch our hearts He will show us ou r short­
comings. "Small sins" i>ccome big when He deals with us. Let us take 
Christ for Oll r example and the Scriptures fo r our textbook. There is 
no room fo r half trut hs, lies of exped iency, or any other form of si n 
in a li fe that is filled with praye r and fi lled with the Holy Spi rit.

Then the man of God 
in structed her, "Go, sell the oil, and 
pay thy deht , and live thou and thy 
children o f the rest.·'

It was 
the holiness mectings where they tar­
ried before the Lord until mighty mani­
festations of the Spirit were grnmed, 
so that the public ..,en·ices that followed 
were well-anointed with oil. 

What make.., the Wclsh revival of 
1905 rCTl1cmlercd to this day? It was 
the fact that young Evan Roherts, the 
miner, set him..,cif with others to gra..,p 
c\'ery a\-ailahlc 1TI0lllellt after each hard 
day's work, to wait lipan God until the 
anointing oi l of the Spirit came upon 
them. 

\\-hat was it that half a century ago 
rocked the complacency of the Chris­
tian world? It was simply that scat­
tered groups of hungry people set 011t 
dil igclltly to make the oil of the [lair 
Spirit the object of their quest. They 
tarried before God, wailing for the 
hean'nly anointing .. \t camp meetings 
the song se rvice and preaching always 

le(\ to this climax the waItIng upon 
(;oc\ for oil. In the mission halls of 
til{' enrly day.;. all a.-tiviti{·s led to this 
pursuit the waiting upon Cod for oil. 

If'itholll oil. the ... ,jdu-;:~"s so,u ~"Ol/ltl 
flar'c bun lost 10 her. Is there not 
a \'ital secret here for u,;? Ours has 
h{'ell known as a young- !X'oplt·\ TIl0\'C­

men!. I find that the ~ame oil of the 
Spirit that attracted the young [)Caple 
in the bcginning will hold our young 
people today. and it will !:less our 
neighhors. There is no substitute. \\' e 
can try man\" otl1('r thing ... for our 
yOllng people, but nothing ebe will hold 
them hecau!)e nothing but oil can 'Wtisfy. 

In the beginning we did not have 
large churchcs, elaborate orgalltlation, 
or precislOl1 programs. \\'hat we did 
h;l\'e was the oil of the h\e!'>sed Iioly 
Spiri t of God. That was what at­
tracted and held m. 1t i~ ~till true 
lOday that the church whi(h has the 
anointing of the Spint IS the church 
\\ hidl doe~ not need to worry alx)Ut 
PCfj}('tu:tting itself. 

The big-gest concern in S0111e churches 
is fcar that the youth will grow cold 
and drift away. Hut where the oil 
~till flows into consecrated \'cssc1s and 
out to hless others lhi s is 110 problem. 
A pot of oil soh'cd all this poor widow's 
heartbreaking probicills. Ami it can 
soh'c ours.

he hod been ra ised to 0 new life in Christ?

IN 1883. IIA:-;XAlf \\'''ITAI. S~IIT II 
wrote her now famous hook, "The 
Chri"tian's Secret of a Happy Life." 
Thi s hook has contil1l1e(\ to h:l.\'c a 
wide :-.:11(' since the turn of the celltury. 
The rcasoll j" clear. 1\1:111)' Chri~lialls, 
alit of the bitterness of all up-and­
clown life of defeat. have cried out 
in angl1i~h, "0 wretched m:lIl that I 
am, who ... hall d('lin~r me from the 
body of this death?" Such Chri stians 
arc IIslIally eager to learn PattI's secret 
of the triumphant life. 

J ohn Wesley. J. 1111<ison Taylor, 
A. 11. Simpson, Charles G. Trllmbull. 
Gordon \\'att, and many others found 
and proclaimed Paul's scriptur;ll secret, 
although each has presented it in a 
Slightly different pattern. All were 
agreed, howe\'er, that it was :Ul ex· 
pcrience received by faith through the 
stlpernatllral power of the indwelling 
Christ who manifested IIim5elf through 
the ministry of the Il ol}' Spirit. Some 
of these writers, more than others, saw 
the relation of the Cross to thi s ex· 
periel1ce. 

The se\'eral emphases of the writers 
are facets of the one Biblical message 
of victory through our Lord Jeslls 

Chril)t to all who will apprehend <'Ind 
appropriate it. The writer's purpose is 
to blend the severa! facets for the en· 
richment of the reader. They arc won· 
elrousl), integrated in Paul's emancipa· 
tion p.."lssage in Romans 6 through 8. 

IN HI STO RY AND 11,\1'oW 

All Ch ri stian s delight in the Cross 
as the way of atonement: few rejoice 
in the Cross as a way of life, All 
believers sec the g-Iory of the Cross 
in Christ's dying for them; few see 
the t,IM\' of tl1(' Cross in e\'ery he· 
liever's dying wilh Christ. All rejoice 
in the resurrection of Christ as the 
surety of their future resurrection, hilt 
few know the JOY of the fact that 
they arose with II illl, 

All believers perceive with delight 
Christ's past work for them in bearing 
their sillS at Cal\'ary. hut only occasion· 
ally does one find Christians who di s­
cern Christ's present work ill them. 
They sec the Christ of Galilee as the 
Omnipotent One with I-lis apostles in 
the yesteryears: but today. becau<.;e of 
their unbelief, they sec II im but vague­
ly, and scarcely recognize His power 
ami presence within them. 

LIFTIt-;'C TilE GATE 

Each one who enters the gateway 
of the blessed life, fir~t beholds hi~ 
(,flO, his inner self, as an undone, cor· 
rupt, hopeless, wretched creature. Some 
discern it faintly hy a life of defeat 
during the early months of their COl1-

\'ersion. Xo Christian, however, sees 
the positive hopelessness of building a 
Christlike life on the foundation of 
the old ego until he finds its descrip­
tion in the Scriptures. The "thus saith 
the Lord" settles the matter, and then 
he is potentially ready to turn away 
from self to the omnipotent. holy One, 
Jesus Christ. 

Paul got a glimpse of his undone 
.~('If in his connict with sin, and can· 
fessed. " J know that in me ( that is, 
in my flesh) dwelleth no good thing" 
(Romans 7:18), When he recognized 
this fact, \'ictory was in his grasp. For 
other believers, he elsewhere in the 
Scriptures desc ribes the wretchedness 
of the old ego ( the old "1"). He told 
the Ephesians to "put off concerning 
the former conversalion the old 111<1t1, 

which is corrupt accordi ng' to the de­
ceitful lusts" (4 :22), In writing to the 
Colossians, he says, "Lie not one to 
another, seeing that ye have put off 
the old man with his deeds" (3 :9). 
The Lord Jesus Christ bade H is dis­
ciples. "If any man will come after 
me, let him deny himself" platthew 
16:24 ). 

BRIt-;'CINC UI' ADAM 

?lllIch of the early conflict III an 
unenlightened Chri stian is the effort to 
bring forth grapes frOIll thorns, a good 
life from a corrupt root. Every man 
inherited from Adam a fallen, depra\'ed, 
and corrupting nature which can only 
hring forth the work s descr ibed ill 
~Iark 7:20-23 and Galatians 5:19·21. 
Thi s depraved nature is several times 
called by the apo~tle Palli. the old 111011, 

because it is the very same natllre which 
has been handed down from generation 
to generation frOI11 our first forebear, 
It is no less corrupt today than when 
it fell in the Gardell of Eden. It 
caused Cain to slay Abel and Absalom 
to commit aduhery with his sister 1'a· 
mar, It can neve r hrillg forth good 
for it is \'eril)' full of putrefaction. 
Paul says that it must be cast off: 
hut how can OTIC cast off a demoniacal 
leach which scems forever fixed to the 
core and center of human life? The 
secret is in the death of the leach: 
then one mar brush it off readily if 
he recognizes its true impotence.

It is just as true in the spiritual 
realm that hy the grace of God it is 
possihle for any child of I-li s to be 
an o\'crcomer and to enter into the 
full glory and blessing of the coming 
Lord. 

"The giants, " Calcb exclaimed. ;'are 
hrend for us" (XuJ1lbcrs 1-1:9). It is 
also true that giant difficulties strength­
en us spiritually if we mect them with 
faith in God. 

l'urthermore, Caleb pointed out, "If 
the Lord delight in us, thf'n he will 
hring us into this land. The Lord 
is with us: fcar thelll not." 

Hut ahject defeatism alld fear born 
of doubt had taken hold upon the peo­
ple. \\'hcn we refuse to put truth into 
action it begins to sl ip from our grasp, 
and we may cven end as the Israelites 
did, by bitterly opposing it. In fact, 
they actually toycd with the idea of 
going back to Egypt. "\Vere it not 
better for us to retllrn to Egypt?" 
they wondered. 

So fierce hecan)c the opposition that 
only divine intervention sa\'ed the lives 
of Joshua and Caleb, for "all the con­
gregation bade stone them with stones." 
But ere a Slone was flung the people 
were confronted with the ligh tnings of 
God and they droppcd the stones in 
terror. 

Such a major CriSIS comes but once.

OHIO HIGH COURT APPROVES LIQUOR 

NEAR CHURCH 
The Ohio Supreme Court ({'Centiy 

made a Tuling that is expecled to have 
far·reachin(.:' effects throughout the 
state. It rc\'cr:-.cd a ruling hy the Ohio 
liquor din'(lOr who had rdu~cd a liq· 
lIor l)('rl11il to an c!)lahlishmclll within 
500 feet of a church. 

The permit application was from a 
rC!)tauTal1l owner who wished to open 
a night cluh near the First Church of 
the ;\3Zan'IlC in Fostoria, Ohio. The 
Nazarene Illlllister c1allllcd it would be 
a violatioll of state law but the Ohio 
Supreme COllrt said the ca:;c lacks "re­
liable probative and substantial evi­
dence," 

Ohio clergymen sec two courses open 
to them: eithe r to press for a morc 
specific ]:lW, or to call for local optioll 
elections to outlaw the sale of alcoholic 
beverages in specified areas. 

ARLINGTON C~URCHJ:S EXfMPT FROM 
Off-STREET PARKING ORDINANCE 

After a heat ed eigill-hour meeting. 
the Arlington County Board (Vi rginia) 
YOled to exempt churches from require­
ments of a new off-~treet parking Jaw. 
The board voted 3 to 2 to exempt 
chu rches entire ly from the ordinance 
which will govern all new buildings 
erecled in the 160,OCO-population sub­
urb of Washington, D. C. 

The ordinance, as originally proposed, 
would have required any new o r re­
modeled religious edifice 10 pro\'ide one 
parking space for every three seats in 
church. 

SUPERMARKET FINED $20,500 FOR 
VIOLATING SUNDAY LAW 

A shopping center in Hybla Valley, 
Va. (a subu rb of Washington ) was 
fined $20,500 last month fo r violating 
the state's S unday closing law. The 
judge said he based the fine on $500 
for each Sunday that the supermarket, 
Bargain City, U.S.A., had been open 
sioce last April when enforcement ac­
tion fi rst was taken. 

Attorneys fo r the supermarket asked

the court to defer collectio11 of the fine 
L1lltil the case can be appealed. stating 
that they intend to take it to tbe U. S. 
Supreme Court, if Ill'Cessary. The 
judge agreed.

MALTA CELEBRATING PAUL'S SHIPWRECK 

Postal authorities on the little :\Iedi­
terranean island of :\lalta ha\·e issued 
a sct of six postage stamps to com­
memorate the 1900th anniversary of the 
arri,'al of the apostle Paul, in A.D. 60. 
In the !ohipwreck story, as narrates in 
. -\cIs 28, the island is called :\Ielita. 

REDS TO COpy CATHOLIC CONFESSIONAL . 
Tn \\'ar!><lw, Poland. an official com­

munist newspaper has proposed that the 
Central Committee set up a communist 
e<lul,·alcnl of the Homan Catholic con­
fessional. The paper declared that even 
children of non-Christians go to church 
"for the sole purpose of discussing: their 
personal problems in the confessional." 

It weill all to propose tha t official 
cOll1ll1Ullisl confessional sessions be 
conducted by psychiatrists and operate 
in public libraries. cultural centers, and 
other public places. Presumably the 
Reds would accomplish a threefold pur­
pose: ill addition to competing with 
the Catholic church they would gather 
much information in this way and also 
have an excellent opportunity to brain­
wash the Polish people. 

SOVIET ZONE POLICE KEEP CLERGYMEN 
UNDER SURVEILLAMCE 

All district offices of the Soviet Zone 
"people's police" have been ordered by 
the East German Interior ?llinistry to 
set up special "clergymen's indexes" 
and dossiers, according to reports in 
the \Vest Berlin press. 

The records, it was stated , are to 
include the daily activities of the clergy­
men, their political sland, the trend of 
their sermons. and their utterances both 
private and public. 

The order is the latest in a series 
of measures aimed at bringing the 
clergy of East Germany under strict 
surveillance of the Communist regime.

309,000 TRACTS DISTRIBUTED DURING 

HONG KONG EXHIBITION 

More than 3OO.0c0 gospel tracts were 
distrihuted by 350 Christian workers 
from various churc.hes to the million 
people who attended the 17tb Exhibi­
tion of Hong Kong Products. Within 
a "cry few days more than 2.(XX) had 
written 10 request further help in the 
Word of God.

MISSIONARY PILOT'S BODY FOUND 

tN NEW GUINEA. 

T he hody of a missionary pilot who 
crashed fh'e yea rs ago in the wilds of 
Xew Guinea has beeEl found on a ten­
thou .. and-foot mountain amid the wreck­
age of his plane. The pilot. Albert 
J. Lewis. vanished in April 1955 while 
flying supplies to a group of mission­
aries il\ the Bailen \'alley, also known 
as Shangri-La, in N"etherlands New 
Guinea. 

?llr. Lewis, whose widow lives ill 
llamilton, Ontario, Canacia, was a mis­
sionary with the Christian and i\[is­
slOna ry Alliance. He crashed while 
flying over one of the Illost primitive 
parIs of the world to the valley home 
o f a barbaric stone-age triue called Dani­
men. It is reported the crash occurred 
during cloudy weal her and was due to 
a damaged altimeter. I l is $2OO,OCO sea­
plane was scallcred all over the side 
of the mountain. The sea rch pa rty 
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fOUlld it impossibJe 10 bury his body, 
due to the fact there were only a few 
inches of soil o,'er the rock, so they 
placed it in a metal drum and dropped 
it in one of the loo-foot-deep crevasses. 
They made a large cross on the ground 
so the spot can he seen from the air. 
They felt there was no use putting up 
a marker that could only be seen frolll 
the ground, as the area is entirely de­
serted and is practically inaccessible 
by foot. 

The senior government official at 
Hollandia, Kew Guinea. accompallicd 
the searching pa rty to the Spol where 
the wreckage had been sighted from 
the air, After a brief memorial sen'­
ice, the official unfurled the Dutch 
flag and. in the name of the GO\'ern­
ment of i\ew Guinea, named the moun­
tain "Le\vis Top" afte r the decea!'ed 
missionary pilot.

Charles Den­
ton , Secreta ry of our Sunday School Department, and Dick Fulmer, 
Secretary of our C . A. Department, will a ttend this important con­
ference whIch is held once every ten years . The 7,000 key people 
who ha ve been invited to participate will study a wide range of 
problems and possIbilIties related to the children and youth of our 
nation. 

THE NEW $190, 000 RETlREMINT HOME at Lakeland, Florida, has been 
officially named the Bethany Retirement Home. Following dedica­
tion ceremonies in April it will provide facilities for fifty retired 
ministers a nd missionaries o f the Assemblies of God. 

PRESIDENT EISENHOWER has proclaimed Sunday, May 1, as Law Day 
with a suggestion that the nation study the moral and spiritual roots 
of its system of law. He called on churches and schools to help 
promote a wide observance of this day . 

FOR THE FIRST TIME IN THE HISTORY of the Philippine Islands, where 
the population is 98 per cent Roman Catholic, several Pro testa nt 
churchmen won in recent provincial and municipal elections. Two 
gubernatorial posts, two mayoralties, and eight councilor seats 
were won by Protestant candidates. Evangelicals hail this new trend 
toward more active Protestant participation in the Government. 

PRESIDENT CARLOS P, GARCIA of the Ph1l1pplnes gave the main address 
at dedIcatory services for the Far East Broadcasting Company's new 
50,000-watt transmitter at Manila . The new transmitter will give 
thIs missIonary radio station a mighty voice throughout Asia. 

THE PROJECT TO DIVERT THE WATERS OF THE JORDAN for irrigation 
purposes is now 50 per cent complete . The Arab states adjoining 
Israel are complaining bitterly that the project will bring about 
"great economic difficulties for the Arabs" and will pose "a threat 
to the peace In the Middle East." 

TWO U. S. FROGMEN WILL RESUME THEIR SEARCH for the Biblical 
cities of Sodom and Gomorrah later this spri ng . They began their 
search last December, after flying over the area and spotting what 
appeared to be a long wall and ruins of buildings under the wa ter, 
but when they attempted their search along the muddy floor of the 
Dead Sea they found visibility was too poor. 

THE METHODIST CHURCH OF GREAT BRITAIN reports a membershIp 
decline for the fifth successive year . The latest total is 733,658, 
a net decrease of 3,123 for the year tn the land where Methodism 
began. 

"SCIENCE AND RELIGION" is the name of a new journal that has appeared 
in Russia . Accordi ng to Moscow Radio, the new mass circulation 
magazine w1ll be publ1shed monthly. It is part of an intensified 
campaign against religion. 11:s avowed purpose Is to H supply propa­
ganda to draw worshipers, especially young people, away from the

Does Your Church Have a 

"Narcissus" Personality?

~arcissllS was a Y0l11h of surpassing 
beauty, but be sl1f«'n:d from \-;l11ity 

to th e dCJ,:;"rce thaI he was incapable of 
experiencing' affection toward others. 
Beciluse the fair maidc11, Echo. found 
110 return for her 10\'e toward him, 
1:>11(' pim'd away to a mere \'oicc. The 
god known as I\cl1H.:sis punished l\'ar­
cis"'I1'i for coldness of 11(.'arl hy causing 
him to fnll ill lo\'c wilh hi s ow n image 
reflected in the water, and he too pined 
away hec:lIlsc of hi s insatiable pas!>ion 
for himself. Finally the gods trans­
formed him into a flower which bea rs 
his name to this day. 

Ps),cho\og-isis hn\"c seized UpOIl Ihis 
myth to provide a !lallle for the type 
of personality which lavishes it s af­
fections on it "elf in a manlle r which 
leaves no room for an outgoing lo\'e 
to otbers. 

Recelltly it was pointed out editorial­
ly in Plilpit magaz ine that churches, 
like individuals, have persona lities. 
Some churches turn thei r interests and 
efforts whOlly inward and they arc 
self-absorbed. Instead of assuming an 
activc mini st ry to their particular.neigh­
horhoods, engaging ill a vigorous world 
missionary program, and expending part. 
of themselves for the evangelization of 
out lying districts by establishing pio-
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nee r congre~alion !>. such churches are 
contem merely to conduct sen· ices, im­
prove their facilities, and ca re for their 
own people, The resu lt bears sc..1.rcely 
any resemblance to wh:u Christ in­
tended 11 is Chu rch to be. 

A churc h which fail s to give an out­
let to the impulse of the S pirit of 
Christ by reaching othe rs soon loses 
the divine prc!>cnce. By !:.u rr('n dering 
all calise for high and spi ri tual interest 
on the part of both its people and the 
community, the chu rch inevitably dis­
covers that its members turned on 
themselves in frustration and di ssen­
sion. Chr ist's promise, "Lo I am with 
you alway," is insepa rably connected 
with obedience to I I is cOlllmand, "Go 
ye:' The loss sustained by being self­
ish is tragic, In sav ing itself, the chu rch 
loses it s own soul. 

"Narcissus ch urches face the ahern­
ati\'es of rcvh'a l or tragedy, a change 
of heart or a loss of heart, reptntance 
or removal as calldle~ ill the Lord's 
lampstand. " 

On the other hand , c:1mrches which 
obey the spiritual princ iples set forth 
by the Great Commission find them­
selves singularly b' essed, fiy !!i\' i'lg 
themselves over to intensive and per­
sistent e\'angelislIl, sacriticial 1ll15:,IOll­

ary giving, and the sharing of their 

human and mater ial resources (to give 
birth to new churches in nearby areas) 
they have enjoyed \·itality . Holy Gho!:.t 
power, and actually an increase in size, 

Perhaps the most flagrant t rait of 
the Xarcissus personality observable 
among some churches is the failure of 
congregations to assume their God­
given responsibility of "mothering" new 
churches, Too many o f our assemblies 
ha\'e a record of barrenness; they have 
not a single off:>pring to their credit. 
Cnless this trend is reversed, our move­
ment is headed for a stalemate. This 
can be disastrous in an hour when the 
American populat ion is increasing at an 
unprecedented rate and new urban 
areas arc mushrooming overnight. Plan­
ners are predicting the day ill which 
a super city will st retch continuously 
from SheJ oygan, \vis., to S I. Louis, 
Mo.; from 1\ew York City to Eastern 
Towa, Already 47 mill ion people have 
"boiled" out of the cit ies into the sub­
urbs, and it is estimated that this num­
ber will have increased to 8S million 
in fifteen years! 

Dr. George Ford, executive directo r 
of the Xational Association of Evangel i­
cals, in an interview with the author, 
observed that the task o f reaching these 
new suburba n areas with churches is 
greater than the present capacity of all 
e"a ngelica l groups combined. )'loreover, 
all of Protestantism is ullequal to the 
challenge. In some areas, the Nationa l 
Council of Chl1rches is inviting evan­
gelicals to help in the task of planting 
new works, not becallse the COllnci l 
part iclliarly approves of evangelical doc­
trine, but rather because they ca nnot 
possibly meet the need of new areas 
alone, 

Evangelism is 1110re than preaching 
soul-winning sermons on Sunday eve­
ning or conduct ing special campaigns 
du ring the year , It is only accompl ished 
when lost men arc effect ively COll-

Evangelist Paul B. Haff 
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fronted with the good news of Chri~t's 
redemption. Too frequently our 50-

ca lled e'":l!1gelist ic services afe attended 
by only the most de,·out saint;;, and 
the absence of unbelie,·ers is conspic­
uous. 

\Ve must devise new means to COll­

tact men; we must reach into new 
areas. The apostle Paul did lIot evan­
gelize merely to win converts but rather 
to raise up churches which would evan­
gel ize their neighborhoods and, in turn, 
start new assemhlies in adjacen t areas. 
Hi s aim was not to build the big~est 
Sunday school or church in the Roman 
Empire, but rather to preach Christ 
where I-Ie was not already named: in 
short, to go "beyond" ( Romans 15: 
20: 2 Corinthians 10: 16 ). Pau l was 
a tireless o rganizer of churches. "'esley 
caught this vision, and the early "Ieth­
odists nearly possessed Amer ica for 
Ch ri st during th e lifetime of Bishop 
Asbury. 

The day in which a couple can go 
singlehanded into a new area and found 
a church without outside assistance is 
almost past. "- Iany things combine 
aga inst a one-man endeavor, such as 
the need for an attracti"e building from 
the inception of a work in suburb..'11 
areas, the high cost of living. and the 
com petition of the world for the at­
tention of men. To make a pioneer 
pastor support himself while attempt­
ing to gather a congregat ion is to di s­
sipate his time and strength which 
should be used for prayer and , 'isita­
tion. 

This situation needlessly prolongs the 
infancy of the church, A poor be­
ginning frequently creates a permanellt­
Iy crippled assembly because the dis­
couragement of facing the "day of small 
things" without help may kill the tiny 
congregation's faith for great things in 
the future. Whi le some hardship is 
healthy, an overdose is often deadly. 

It is high t ime for established as­
~el11blies to realize that they are re­
~pon sible for the pioneering of neigh­
boring di strict s. They should initiate 
new works and provide for the support 
of a workcr, for the procurement of 
a building, and for the necessa ry nu­
cleus of workers to make possible a 
coherent program. Th is is essentially 
the New Testamcnt concept of the 
growt h of the Body of Christ; the 
cells multiply by divi sion. Only then 
"the body fitly joined together and COIll­

pacted by that which each joint sup­
pl iet h ... maketh increase of the body" 
(Ephesians 4: 16). 
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"Rut we will lost;' workers which 
will Itoa\c a g-ap in our ranks," is the 
usual ('Ol1lplaint. Yt''', and this i .. the 
best thing' that could happen In many 
an ingrown and .. Iuggi:-.h church. P('w 
warmers would be forced to accept n>· 
sponsibilitr and would grow. The 
church would be aroused to active emn­
gelism in order to fill he r ranb.; and the 
pastor would have le~:-. saints to \"i:.it 
and Illore time to make new contacts, 
Furthermore, the thrill of the l1e\\ 
project has a way of bringi!ll! fresh 
enthusiasm and a sense of world-con­
quering mi:.sion which will dmllenge 
adventurous souls to herioc efiort. 

Pastor R. . .\. Riehen, who led his 
assembly in motherinL:" fOllr new church· 
es in ;"luskegoll. ;"Iich .. reports that 
almost immediately after his congrega­
tion contributed a core of tithers and 
workers to sta n a lIew work, God 
would ~end in new people to take their 
places. In the final analysis, it is God 
who adds to the church "such as 
should be s..'lyed." 

"But we ha,·e too many debts, and 
our program is al ready packed to ca­
pacit)'," arl' freqllelll objections. ;\0 

church which is comfortably alit o f 
debt o r has Ilot an already "o,'er­
loaded" program is of all)' spiritual 
disposit ion to launch an unselfish 
project. If we have genuine fait h, some 
of these obstacles will be viewed as 
challcnges to the greatness of God and 
to the ability of our people to s..'lc rifice 
that othe rs may live. There is an "in­
ventiveness of lo\"e" whi ch, when COIll ­

bined with God's immeasurable power, 
will find ways and means to scale 
wall s, to 1I10,·e mountains. and to span 
seas. 

The Southern Baptists have a goal 
of 30,0Cl0 new missions and churches 
to be established by 1964. E"ery large 
ch urch is expected to SIXHl sor at least 
one new work e"ery five years, The 
small churches are organ ized into as­
sociations to pool their respect ive re­
sources to establi sh churches in their 
areas. .1/1 Southern Bapt ist churches 
are expected to do their part. God 
will bless every denomination that gives 
priority to eyangeli sm. 

If our pastors and congregations 
catch the "ision to found new light­
houses in darkened areas, God will 
bless th is obedience to the Great Com­
mission .

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Arequipa Church and Mission 
House Destroyed by Earthquake

IT W AS 10:45 \VI'DNJ.~S[)AY \lORNDif;, 

J anuary 13, that the disastrous eanh­
flnate !>truck A requipa, the second 
largc~t city of Peru. Sister ~Iock and 
I were r{'pairing a chair ill the front 
room of ollr rented house whell we fclt 
the fir~ t shock. 

\\'e cried, "Earthquake!" and ran out 
the front door. A fOtlrteen-year-old 
national lad, who was in our house at 
the time, ran out the rear door. Si~ter 
r..lock and I reached the center of the 
street, turned, and watched our house 
shake and reel as the carthquake pul­
~ated through the city, Huge cracks 
opened cvcrywhere, Then I saw Rei­
naldo, who had eSGI I>cd into the back 
patio. I l is way of escape to a street 
was blocked by a hig h fence. t-.ly wife 
desc ribes thc excitement of the next 
few minutes: 

"r shall ncver forget the sight. Rei­
naldo came running' down the drive 
beside the reeling house. lie tri ed to 
climb the wire fence which separates 
the patio from the street. Brother 
:\Iock ran toward him, calling to the 
boy to get away from the house. The 
fence was swaying' crazily. Just as 
Brother Mock rcached o\"er the fence, 
a large piece of cornice feU frolll the 
looL For agoniz ingly long moments I 
watched the corn ice fall toward my 
husband and the boy. I must have 
closed Illy eyes a second, because I 
didn't see. the large ~tone hit the tOp 
of the gate, but 1 did see it hit the 
grou nd barely two fee t from Reinaldo 
and Brother r-. l ock. Chunks of stucco 
were fa lling everywhere." 

A lthough we were sa fe, we became 
cOllscious of the sc reams and wai ls of 
people in the street. Report s from the 
hea rt of town were unbelievable. Peo­
ple tried to jump frOIll balcon ies and 
roofs; whole fam ilies were caught Ull ­

der a\"alances of debris from the falling 
houses ; metal poles and electric wires 
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blocked the streets; "sillar" (white 
lava stone) wall s slllashed automohiles 
and barricaded the streets. The water 
linc coming into Arequipa from the 
mountains had been hroken in more 
than twenty places. Reports indic:ne 
that more than 2O,(()() l)COple are home­
less and living in gunny sack tents or 
cardboard shacks. llardly a building 
in this city esc~lped damage. Sixty per 
cent have been condemned and must 
he demolished. The house that we have 
rented will have to be rebuilt. Every 
wall has two or more cracks that go 
clear through to the ollt!:iidc. The more 
than 100 earth tremors we have felt 
since the quake ha\'e continued to drop 
sand and plaster upon li S. 

The store we had rented ill the cen­
ter of town for services had to be 
evacuated and numerous benches were 
broken. We are present ly meeting ill 
an old building' 011 the edge of town. 
It is ill little bette r condition than the 
ones already condemned.

was injured, but many are sleeping ill 
their open patios because of the weak­
ened condi tion of their hOll ses. \Ve 
thank God that li e brought our people 
through this ordeal with victory in their 
sou ls. 

This is our first earthquake and we 
hope it is our last, bllt it probably will 
not be. The catastrophe seems to be 
doing a work in the heart s of Chris­
tians as well as sinllers. liowever, the 
Roman Catholic priests a re capitalizing 
on the situation and demanding' pen­
ance to the "Vir{!in of Fatima," Thei r 
church "has suffe red a great loss ill 

. wealth and face. People were killed 
right ill the cOllrtyard of the main 
Catholic church here in Arequipa. They 
are appealing to the American Catho­
lics for $1,()(X),()(X) to repa ir and rebui ld 
more than thirty churches here. The 
damage is so extensive that :\rCCltlipa 
is like a dead city. Yet, it lIlay be the 
heginning of a new life for many if 
we can find a way to reach them with 
the gospel of Jestls Christ. 

We need to take a<h'antage of this 
destruction and buy a choice lot for 
the erection of a new e\'angelistic cen­
ter in this strategic city. For approx i­
mately $4,()(X) we cou ld secure a lot 
alld start a building which wOllld be 
adequate fo r our congregation and fur­
nish all apartment for the national pas­
tor. T he nationals could complete the 
church if they had fllnds to launch 
the project.

Arc you (,llcOlllltcring 0PP0..,lIioll and pressure hcc."luse 
yOu are a Chri .. tian? "Con:-.ider him that endured such 
contradiction of ..,mllcrs against him.,clf, lest )'t' he wearied 
and faint in your mind,," (1lcbrcws t 2 :3). In ou' lesson 
we have an eX:lIl1plc of the CQn<,tanl pressure which Jesus 
faced. Yet how glorious was I! i.., victory! The same Spirit 
hy which lie On'rcamc will cause us to triumph as well! 

E"EMIES ORGMIIZED (Luke 20,1-19) 
An official delegation is scnt out hy the Sanhedrin for 

the express purpo5C of trying to me Christ's own words 
as a means of hringing accu..,atiolls against llim which 
would lead to lIi s death. Sec 19:47, 48: 20:1, 19, 20. 
Thi.., group surrounded lIim as lie taught in the temple. 
They asked llirn quest iolls which . they felt. He could not 
all~\\'er without throwing llilllself open to charges which 
would hring J lim into conflict with either Roman or Jew· 
ish authority. 

"And they asked him, saying, :-'laster, we know that 
thou sayest ami tcachest rightly, neither acceptcst tholl the 
per'>Oll of ally, Imt teachest th e way of Goel truly." Ilere 
we have an example of: (I) l"lIIl1itiglltl'd hypocYlsy. Evi· 
<lelllly llis enemies thought to throw Chri.,t orr guard by 
appealing to Ili s ego. And lIlany a mail has been snared 
by such an appeal! (2) UlI'witlill!] tribute. Thollgh they 
were in sincere, they spoke the truth. Jesus was indeed 
impartial; 11 e did "say and teach" rightly. 

E"E~I I ES ATTACKI"G (Luke 20,22) 
"I s it lawful for us to give tribute unto Caesar, or not' 

This was a clever and well·plallllcd quest ion. The Jews 
resented paying taxes inflicted br Rome, particularly thi s 
personal tax . If Christ answered in the affirmative, the 
Pharisees would use lI is answer to undermine His in· 
fluence with the Jews. "Imagine a :-'Iessiah paying trihute 
to a gentile!" they would say. 1f lie gave a negative 
answer, they would report to Roman authority that He 
had been guilty of treason, in which case H e would be 
promptly arrested. 

In verses 27 to 33, the Sadducees from the group asked 
Christ a question designed to ridicllie Ili s teaching concern· 
ing the resurrect ion, hoping to confuse and discredit Him 
in the eyes of tbe people. They supposed a case in which 
a woman married and was widowed SC\'en times, then 
asked whose wife she would be in the resurrection. 

In both C:lses, Christ's wisdom was demonstrated in such 
a way that He completely silenced His enemies. 

ENE~lIES SILENCED 
To the first question Christ replied, "Render therefore 

unto Caesar the things which be Caesar's, and unto God 
the things which be God's." This principle settles a great 
Illany issues. There are those who believe that the state 
is supreme, that it has a right to claim IOY:llty above all 
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other powers, The result is totalitarianism. On the other 
extreme are those who belittle the importance of loyalty 
to civil and state authority. The re~uh is lawlessness and 
hypocritical religion indeed. Again, there are those who 
believe one part of life belongs to God, another part to 
the state, and that the two do not mix. The result is 
great inconsistency. 

Je~Hls taught that (1) God is supreme, and loyalty to 
Him supersedes all other loyalties. (2) Xe\,ertheless, a 
Chri~tian should be more conscientious than all in obedience 
to civil authority, and in helping to make his nation's gOY· 
emment truly a "go\'ernment of the people, by the people, 
for the people." (3) The Christian is bound to recognize 
and obey rulership--parental, civil. and national-insofar 
as the laws of that rulership do 1I0t conflict with the 
ruler:-.hip of God. (4) But in case of sllch conflict, the 
Chri!>tian "ought to obey God rather than man." 

In reply to the second question concerning the resur· 
rection (V\'. 34·38), Jesus taught the following: (I) Life 
in the resurrection is of a different type than earthly life. 
It is a life comparable to that which angels enjoy-no 
death, no marriage, no earth ly relationships. This is not 
to say that we will mean less to our loved ones tlml1 
we do now. Rather, it is to say that though earthly dis· 
tinct ions may be 110 marc, we shall all lo\'e everybody more 
than we do now and undoubtedly enjoy our heavenly re· 
lationship with them far more than we do on earth. 

Finally. Jesus showed that ~Ioses, whom the Sadducees 
respected, had believed in a resurrection. For :-'1ose5 had 
spoken of God as the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob ; 
and, since God is the God of the living, and had s..1 id, 
"1 am" (not "I was") "the God of Abraham," thcn cer­
tainly the .. p n1f'n Wf'fC alive. -J Bashford Bishop

CHRIST. ARE WE BETTER THAN HE'

about a towel. It suffers more indignity 
than any article in the household. Noth~ 
ing travcls to the washtub oftener and 
takes a greater beating than the lowly 
towel. 

Fancy, emhroidered towels may dec­
orate bathroom walls hut most towels 
arc just ordill:lry se rvant s accustomed 
to Ihe hard facts of life. They are 
the first thing grabbed when baby spill s 
the milk On the carpet. The), arc well 
acquainted with the hahib of little boys 
who dip grim)' hands in the wash basin 
and wipe the (cst off all the helpless 
towel. After so many years of va liant 
service, the towel is usually demoted 
to the rag hag and is lIsed for shining 
windows, washing floors, or as a wip~ 
ing cloth in the ga rage. 

Jcsus forever gave dignity and 
honor to the towel when lle girded 
II imsclf with aile to wash the disciples' 
feet. John 13:4, "III.' riseth from sup~ 
per and laid aside his garments; and 
look a towel, and girded himseli." Of 
all times when Jesus was most deser\'~ 

ing of tender care from Ilis disciples, 
it was at this limc when lie was about 
10 be betrayed. Yet instead of receiv~ 
ing love from them III.' demonstrated 
His love to them by washing their feet 
and drying them with a towel. In this 
one act, Jesus glorified humble sen'ice. 
He demonstrated to us "the ministry 
of the towel." 

their feet in His ministering to\\'el, lIe 
came close to His disciples' hearts. I 
wonder what went through the heart 
of traitorous Judas when Christ tellder~ 
ly wiped his feet-the \ery feel which 
were soon to c.'lrry the betrayer to the 
high priest. One who ministers in love 
sen'es even the unworthy. 

I was deeply moved upon at Illy fir st 
foot-washing service when a godly lay~ 
man washed my feet. I have felt the 
tender touches of devotion ulxHl my 
checks through a child's kiss. Little 
arms squeez ing arollnd my neck have 
told the story of love. The hearty slap 
on the shoulder from a good friend 

has spoken of friendship, but the wip~ 
ing of my feet after a bath is usually 
vcry unsentimental. At this foot-wash­
ing service 1 found out that love can 
be expressed by the washing of feet 
and the wiping of the towel. That 
dear brother blessed my soul through 
my feet. But don't wait for a cere~ 

mania I like this to serve your brother. 
The home, above all else, is the place 

where we need to practice the ministry 
of the towel. Here in the ordinary af­
fairs of life we may eloquently show 
Chri stian love. 

Great pastors are seldom remembered 
for their brilliant sermons, but they are 
always rcmemhered for the b.'\sket of 
food they brought, the sick call at mid­
night, and the patient understanding in 
the ups and downs of life. 

Christ's example of the towel was 
given to all the children of God. Ev~ 
ery minister and layman needs to be 
willing to lay aside his garments of 
selfish dignity to become a minister of 
the towel. Pau l told us that by 10\'e 
we should sen'e one another. 

Tic who sows service reaps friend­
ship: he who plants kindness gathers 
love. There are times when the tongue 
may be silent, but the towel never loses 
it s voice. It speaks continually of ou r 
whole~hearted devotion to Christ. Let 
us learn the ministry of the towel.

That is 
why the average tomist who visi ts a 
Haptist church in RlIs.:;ia comes away 
with the impression that most of the 
people arc old. The young people sland 
in the rear o r in adj oining rooms, 
where they cannot be secn so easily, 
and they leave quickly after the serv­
ice. but often they outnumhcr the older 
fo lk who are seated ill the main part 
of the sancwary. 

Going to church is one of the few 
real freedoms Russian people enjoy, 
Kaznache)'ev s..'l.)'s. Religious faith is 
not dead; that is why the Communists 
arc working so hard to spread the doc­
trine of athei::.l11.

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:Duplicity

soldier, who, desiring- to play it sa fe, decided to compromise. 
II c dressed h imself to be acceptable to either side, so he 
thought. Hut when he tiptocd out to the battlefield , he 
harely escaped heing shot from both sides. 

S uch is the danger of duplicity, o f compromise. While 
some comprollli:.e is necessa ry in certain spheres of life. 
~nd white it may be possihle to blend two different ele­
ment s, there ca~1 be 1\0 compromise of Christian character 
withollt dangerous consequences. 

Underlying spi ritual compromise there is always the root 
of dl1plicilY. T wo thoughts tenaci ously held to can never 
free the sou l for one alone. T\\'o hean -loyalties without 
complete dedication to either one is the ca use of the civil 
war of the soul , that conflict between the flesh and the 
S pirit itl Galatians 5. 

j\lany crUll/bled plalls result from di\,i lle gllidance 111-

filtrated with sel f-will. The Chri s tian who makes plans 
while he asks the Lord for I-lis plan will find the whole 
structure tl1mbling down before long. For thi s rea SOn Jesus 
warned, "\Vhich of you, intending to build a tower, sitteth 
not down first, and coulHeth the cost, whether he have 
sufficient 10 fini sh it ?" (Luke 14:28 ) 

A Hible school graduate, now ser ving in Africa, had 
made wonderflll plans after his graduation-plans he thought 
to be in God's mind. Hut when his proposal to another 
missionary candidate was refused, he realized that God 
had not been in hi s plans. \Veeping his talc of woe and 
asking for counsel, he revealed his duplicity of purpose: 
carry out his plans and ask God to guide. The whole 
structure- hi s "castle in the clouds"--came tumbling down 
at his feet. 

Another danger sign pointing to duplicity is restless 
rlllnri'lg abo/lt. The apostle James tells us that the believer 
who asks for wisdom but 1101 in pure faith , is a double­
llIindcd man, "unstable in all his ways." L1.cking trllC 
faith, he is like a wave of the ';troubled sea, when it can-
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not n.,~t." His lipS and downs and heres and theres, both 
in agonizing inner uphcavab and outwa rd instability of 
("\J<lractcr, arc all of his own doing. How much betler to 
"~talld Mill. and see the sah'ation of the Lord r' lie calms 
the Sea of Galilee, giYing "peace ... which passeth all un­
dcrsta n<iing." 

Farther down the ladder of duplicity appear those gri"d­
j'lY regrets. \\·e see Samson at the mill. Around and 
around he goes, grinding, g rinding, g-rinding. He needs 
no blindfold like a mulc, for the Phili stines ha\'e pierced 
his eyes. H is body is grinding grain, but his soul is grind­
ing out regrets that should never have been his. If he 
had e.'lriy decided to please God alone in fighting" Isracl's 
enemies instead of gratifying his desires, too, he would not 
have been deceived by Del ilah and bound helplessly by 
the enemies he had oncc conquered. All he can do now 
is regret the past, ';If on I)' r hadn't. ... " and wistfully 
hope for a better day. Hut the hetter day c.a.me only in death. 

At the very bottom of this sta te of affairs is a shame­
ful end. judas had heard j eslls sar, and perhaps repeated 
the words himself, "\\'hosoe\'cr will save his life shall 
lose it." But he went on with two ideas: to follow Jesus 
and hang on to his business inclinations. \ Vhen he mixed 
the two for three years, he decei\'ed himself into thinking 
tlmt he could continue thus indefinitely. Jesus had said, 
")'e cannot serve God and mammon," but judas would. 
Others hadn't been ahle to, but hc cou ld! \Vhy, he would 
even outwit Jesus! He would betray Him into the high 
priests' hands and then watch Jesus escape as li e had 
:\>lways been able to do, and Judas would walk off thirty 
pieces of silver to the better. Btl! his bartering boomeranged , 
and he lost life's balance in shameful suicide. 

From the annals of \ '\' orld \\'ar I I comes a st riking 
example of a French admiral who could ha\'e been the 
Liberator of France, but died , at the hands of assassinators, 
in voluntary servitude to his enemies . \ Vinston Churchill 
writes: 

"Admiral Darlan had but to sai l in anyone of his ships 
to any port outside France to become the master of all 
French interests beyond German control. He would have 
C"lrried with him outside the German reach th e fourth 
Navy in the world, whose officers and Illen were personally 
de\'o!ed to him. Acting thus, Darlan would bave become 
the chief of the Frcnch Hesistance with a mighty weapon 
in his hand. The whole French Empire would have rallied 
to him. Nothing could ha\'e prevented him from being the 
Liberator of France. The fame and power which he so 
ardently desired were in his g rasp. Instead, he went for­
ward through two years of worrying and ignominious of­
fice to a violent death, a disho nored g ra\'e, and a name 
long to be execrated by the French l\'avy and the nation 
he had hitherto served so well." 

Darlan's self-interest which he mixed with his serv ice of 
the l\avy caused him to compromise the French Navy into 
German hands. Desiring to save his Iifc, he lost it. If 
he had chosen to serve the Free French cause. he would 
have been more famous than he ever dreamed he might 
be. In stead, he was killed ingloriously- taken to death by 
hi s own dupl icity. 

May we decide today, if ours is a case of d ivided de­
votion, to abandon forcver our point of self-inte rest for 
the interests of the kingdom of Christ, the King of kings 
and Lo rd of lords! -GOSPl't Herald
