porti ons of the Bible is that which 
concerns the Jewi sh Tabernacle. The 
Tabernacle illustrates to us in a grea t, 
hi storic Object lesson that God 's plan 
of redemption has been the same 
throughout the ages. Different genera­
tions ha\'e \'aried in their spiri tual per­
ception. but the cen tral truth s of God's 
redemptive process have never cha nged. 
To an agc that kncw little about God, 
the Tabernacle showed the way to com­
munion with )eho\'ah and foreshad-

owed the coming of the greaL high 
priest, the Lord J CSIIS Christ. 

Tl/(~ Old Testamellt Tabenwc/e 
The Tabernacle was the worshiping 

place of Ihe llebrew people from the 
l ime of their wandering in the wilder­
ness (the thirteenth or fifteenth cen­
turr B.C.) to the early days of the 
Hebrew kings (about 1.000 13.C. ) . Later 
the figures and types of the T aber­
nacle were also bui lt intO the temple 
in Jerusalem. They were the shadow 
of which Chri !;t was the reality. It 
was as if a grea t light wcrc sh ining 
from the future , casting the shadow of 
Christ over a thousa nd years ahead of 
His time. 

The fact that the Tabernacle typified 
the redemptive process in Christ is 
well-established in the Scriptures. The 
Epistle to the Ilebre\\'s states concern­
ing Christ that "we \la\'e such an high 
priest, who is set 011 the right hand 
of the throne of the :\Iajesty in the 
heavens : a mini ster of the sanctuary, 
and of the t rue tabernacle, which the 
Lord pitched, and not ma n" (8:1. 2). 
The sallle book says that the Taber­
nacle "was a figure for the time then 
prescnt" (9 :9) . It is clearly taught 
that the Tabernacle prefigured that 
which was re\'ealed in it s fullness in 
Christ. 

I n this se ries of seven articles we 
will examine the Tabernacle step by 
step in sea rch of it s lessons concerning 
Christ. 

Tile Purpose of !/le 'fobt'rllade 
Although the long-range purpose of 

the Tabernacle was to prepare the world 
for Christ, the more immediate inten­
tion of God was that He might have 
a place 10 dwell in the midst of His 
people. 111 Exodus 25:8 God- told 
:'I[oses, ·'Let them make me a sanc tuary: 
that I may dwell among them." God 
desired to abode in the very center of 
the 1l ebre\\' camp, Ilis presence was 
represe nted by the shek inah glory in 
the holy of holies. 

As long as Jehovah dwelt in the 
midst of His people, IJle re was no sick­
ness in the camp (except whe n the 
children of I srael were disobedient). 
Their clothing did not wear out during 
the forty years in the wilderness ; not 
even their shoes. T he people were to 
be a kingdom of priests unto God. The 
visible presence of God's glory and the 
miraculous manne r of Hebrew life ,,,ere 
to be a witness to the nations of the 
world, John tells us in Revelation 1 :6, 
concerning the Church, that Christ 
';hath made us kings and pr iests unto 
God." 

God desired a valuable place in which 
to dwell. The worth of the Tabernacle 
was about two million dollars by to­
day's standards. It was furn ished 
throughout with rich tapestries and much 
gold. The lampstand and the mercy 
seat were of solid gold; and other 
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items were o\'erlaid with the precious 
metal. Silver and brass were used in 
abundance. God wished to dwell in a 
valuable, central place in the midst of 
His people. This place was to occupy 
a central position of control and de­
cision, geographically as well as spir­
itually. All of the actions of the He­
brews radiated from this central dweJl­
ing place of ]eho\·ah. 

The Tabernacle was situated like the 
hub of a great wheel. with the twel\'e 
tribes camped in their proper locations 
a ll around. There were three tribes 
in each direction, with the gate of the 
outer court bcing the ea:.!. Large or 
small, all of the tribes sharcd the .<;ame 
position in relation to God, So, Christ 
dwe!ls In ! lis people, John 17 :23, 
Ephesians 3 :17, Colos~ian!o I :27, and 
many OIher passages all declare that 
Je sus Christ ellters into and abides in 
the believer, 

The st rict order of the camp abo 
demonstrates God's insistence on good 
order and organization, 

i\'othing unclean was to be in the 
camp, Anyone with leprosy or all)' 
kind of issue was put alit of the camp. 
The Church also I1m:-,t be pure, separat­
ing itself from the leprosy of false 
doctrine and issues of hair-splitting, 
contemporary theology, etc, The chil­
dren of I srac\ were not to handle any­
thi ng dead, so \\'e mu st Tlot be defiled 
by a world that is dead in trespasses 
and sins, Cod dwelt in the mid!>t of 
Hi s people: and I [is dwelling place 
was not to be defiled hy any unclean­
ness or sin, 

T/Ii' .\'ames of lIre TaueY/Jade 
There arc a number of names used 

in the Scriptures for the Tabernacle 
and each has its own significan:::e, 

'The name Tenl (Exodus 26:36 ) re~ 
fer red principally to the oute r co\'ering 
of the Tabernacle proper, but in sOllie 
cases was used of the whole project. 
This name indi cates that G<xI's dwell­
ing among Hi !> people ill thi s maImer 
was temporary . Ilis people were all a 
pilgrimage to that which is ('terna!. Cod 
wanted them to know that life on earth 
is temporal. 

The name Ta ul'rllacle (Exodus 25: 
9) mean:; a place of scttling down-a 
more permanent habitation, It signifies 
a se ttling down spiritually, Before the 
erection of the Tabernacle the children 
of Is rael were unstable, e\'en wa\'ering 
so far as to worship a golden calf 
(an Egyptian god), The Tabcmacle 
was a place where God could settle

a diline purpose at work The go~pcl 
wa~ for the wllole world. and SO they 
h('gan to emerge from their denomina­
tional "hells and to throll" themselves 
inlO the gigantic ta !>k of world el'angc­
lization, 

It is s..1.d to recall that some church 
groups today which ha\"c grown cold, 
formal. and ineffccti\'e ,,,cre once pow­
erful spiritual movements. But they 
lost the "move" and became mere 
formal denominations, Their form of 
worship may ht beautiful. their organi­
zation faultless, and their treasuries full. 
but they are no longer lighting rel'ival 
fires, 1 n many cases they arc little 
more than religious clubs, 

The Assemblies of God as a whole 
has Ilot fallen into this snare, but it 
is a thing to be guarded against. The 
world did not necd more denomina­
tions whell God began to pour out Ilis 
Spirit in this twelltieth century. It 
needed a live, spiritually-charged Move-

W li EN TilE FOl,;:-;D1NG FATliEKS 

completed the writing of the Declara­
tion of Independence, each in turn 
signcd his name. T ogether they pledged 
their lives, their sacred honor, and tbeir 
fortulles in liberty's cause. \Vhel1 this 
was dOlle, aile is reported to havc said, 
"Now, we had bettcr ha ng together." 
To which Benjamin Frankl in sagc!y 
replied, "If we don't hang together, 
we']] all hang separately." 

This business of hanging together is 
a ,"cry important part of Ollr respon­
sibility one to another; for it involves 
the spir itual unity of bc!ie,'e rs. And 
thi s very important thcme is spell cd 
out for tiS in clear, unmistakable tCfms 
in Gal:uians chaptcr six. There the 
apostle Paul carefully enunciates the 
persona l responsibility of each believer: 
the rule of his relationship to the 
church; and the rule of his se rvice 
through the church. 

First of all, conside r each Christian's 
responsibility. "For e"ery man shall 
bear his own burden" (Galatians 6:j). 
Th is is a simple statement of Chris­
tbn principle. H ere the word trans­
lated "burden" could be tran:.latcd lit­
erally, "the bclic"er's freight.·' It mcans 
the load assigned, or one 's portion in 
life. 

The Scripture takes into cOIl:.ide ra ­
l ion the fact that God has given to 
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each one the s.1.cred mark of individual­
ity. \\'e havc not been mass-proCuced 
in some part of stamping mill in which 
ea:::b is hut a dull. exact copy of an­
other. God has brcath(."(1 into each in­
di\·idllal that which is sac redly and 
uniquely his. Each one possesses a 
personalit) and a potentiality which 
sets him apart fr011l all others. ;\l1d 
this indidduality is not 10:.1. bllt rathl:r 
it I:. gin'll greater emphasis, when one 
is born again. For in the new birth Cod 
gin~s onc a rt.·..,pollsihle place and a 
part in the Church. which is the hody 
of Chri~t. 

011 thc wall.., of the beamiiul ch'IIx:1 
at Stanford Univl:rsilY there have been 
engraved many wise sayings. One of 
them goes somcthing like thi s: "Sup­
po!>ing all the joys, the cares, and the 
opportunities afforded you in life could 
be gathered into a hag which you could 
carryon your shoulders. And suppose 
each person in Ihe world brought his 
burden to one common heap, there to 
be gi,'en the privilege of depositing hi~ 
bag and selecting an)' other hag of his 
choice.

(I) Triumph oftcn is rol1owed hy tcsting. It did 110t 
mcan that I ~rael h:ld missed God. nor that lie had for­
saken them. but that faith and patience must be dcveloped. 

(2) Dis.."lppointments are Ilis appointments. It may be 
that in our journcyings we ha'·c met with bitlerncss. That 
marriage, that friendship. that ncw home, thaI new avenue 
of pleasure which promised so nlllch. turned out to be 
dis..1ppointing. God h:ls a Icsson for us. Perhaps wc counted 
too much on the thing it self and not enough on God. He 
allowed the di!):lppoint!l1elll to give tiS something far bet­
ter-a new and more intimate revelation of Himself! 

2. The Rractioll. \-. 2 .... The people complained against 
1\loses because the waters werc hitter. Il ere was the be­
ginning of :l h:lbit which would cost some of lhem their 
li\'es. See I Corinthians 10:1-"', 5, 10, II. Their mur­
muring suggests three lessons: 

(I) To complain :lgainst circ\1ll1"tances is unconscious 
blasphemy against God. Is rael was in God·s wil1. By com­
plaining she implied either that God did 110t know what 
lie was doing or that lie did not properly care for them. 
both of which implications were false and a reflection on 
God·s character. Remember this fact when tempted to" 
complain! 

(2) There is a difference between singing a hymn and 
li\'ing a life. Three days earlier Israel sang a wonderful 
song of praise for deliverance; now they complained and 
murmured. It is possible to si ng. "0 to be like Thee," 
and then in a t ime of tes ti ng to act ,·ery milch unlike 
1-1 ill1 ! . 

(3) Those who seek to serve God and help others, often 
ha,·e a thankless ta sk. This \\·<lS not the last time the people 
would criticize and misjudge ).Ioses. Yet he faithfuJly 
ca rried 011. So must we. 

3. Tltl' RI'III('dy. V. 25. The :lntidote for bitter waters 
is always close at hand. See Psalm 46: 1 and Romans 10: 
6-8. In the tree which sweetened the bitter waters, we see 
Calvary's tree where Chri st partook of unimaginable bitter­
ness in order that H e migh t sweeten thc bitterness of our 
li\'es! In the light of the Cross we learn to renounce self, 
to endure as He endured. And through the risen Christ 
we are more than conquerors in the vicissitudes of life ! 
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4. TIll! Revelation. \'v. 26. 27. It was at the place of 
bitterness that God revealed Himself as Jehovah-Rapha;

(J) J U!)t as the manna was accessible so that the peop le 
only had to stretch forth their hand:; and take it, so Christ 
is always and under all circull1stances available.

(4) The manna was white and sweet to the taste. So 
Christ is pure and spotless and sweet to the soul. Psalm 3-1 :8. 

(5) The manna came down quietly in the nighl. So 
Christ is revealed to liS when other \·oices arc hushed. 

(6) The manna mu st bc gathered carly or it melted away. 
See verse 21. Chri!>!. too, must be sought early, early in 
life, early in the day.

down in a habitation with His people 
a nd keep them unified spiritually. 

It was also called a .Ymrc/ltary (Ex­
odus 25 :8), implying that it was a holy 
place in the strictest SC!l~C. The people 
were to dwell around the principles of 
r ighteollsness. This was the holy dwell­
ing place of J eho\"ah. 

It was called the Taber/lacle of the 
C ol!(Jregalio'l (Exodus 29: 10) . 1\ was 
the meeting place fo r all in relation 
to God. The big tr ibe of l\lan3sseh 
and th e little t ribe of i1cnjam in hoth 
shared the same bkssings. The Tab­
ernacle was the place where all wefe 
to mee t with Jehovah 011 a common 
level. 

I n some passages it was called the 
Taben welc of Testimony (Xtll11bcrs 1 : 
50), fo r it was a witness to the holi­
ness, plan, and 10\'c of God . As a king~ 
dom of pr iests, Ihe ch ildren of Israel 
were to stand bet wee ll God and the

A salary 
that was sufficicnt in a depression is 
extremely meager in times of inflation 
:l1Id an expanding' economy, 

Church salaries <lrc low bccau~c those 
e~tahh ... hillg them IbC a gauge that is 
poor at the \·ery best. A general rule 
of thumh is to compare the pa'>tor's 
salary to tha t of c('rtain members of 
the church. (liow often an indilidllal 
compares it to his own and is sure it 
:.houldn 't surpa:.~ hi., wages.) Such a 
criterion is inde("d faulty. There are 
facets to a millister·s expenses that 
Ilenr touch the life of an ordinary in· 
dil'idtlal. Those who set the salary of· 
tl'll oYCrlook tha t fact. 

The person who dri\'es a car to and 
from work and for personal pleasure 
call lillie appreciate thc exorbit:lllt 
costs of the bu!;y pastor who puts hUll· 
tlreds of miles on his speedometer each 
week in serving the people of the 
clmn:h. The averag'e pastor IIS('S his 
('ar 80% for the church and only the 
balance for himself and his famil\'. 
~Iany ol·crlook that fact and s.1.y. "lle 
has :l car nml so do , . AO doubt he 
ca ll get along on the same safary as 
J do," 1\0 husines:> concern \\'ollld ex­
pect an employee to usc his car for 
the firm without add('d consideratioll 
for the expenses i1l\·0I\'ed. 

Other expcllses which arc IInique ill 
the life of a public sen'ant arc often 
o\'erlooked. Clothes co::.t I11l1ch more 
\\-hcII one I1m.,t be dressed constantly 
than if he can \\'ear work clothes 
dllring the week and havc €Inc or 
two Sunday snits. } la\'c ),011 e\'e r 
con::.i<iered how mall)' gift s a pa~tor 
and his wife mll~t buy for sho\\'ers. 
graduation, wedd ings and other slIch 
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special occa~ions? When special fi­
nancial appeals arc made the leaders 
must always set the example and gi,'e, 
whether it be for the church or civic 
enterprises, The<;e and many other ex­
penses are a greater drain upon a pas­
tor than for an ordinary individual. 

\\'hat is true of remuneration for 
pastors also pertains to that which is 
gi"en to an e\'angelist for his services. 
The churches who underpay their e'-all­
gelists are those which are gauging 
their payment upon a faulty conception 
of the expenses involved, It is almost 
axiomatic that those who have sen'cd 
as evangelists have the greate:.t under­
standing of the needs and ~trive to see 
that the cvangelist is rezl1\l1Icrated ade­
quately. A carcful dOCllll1cnlation of 
the expenses unique to the nangelisl 
is an eyeopener to a church and re­
sults in greater understanding of the 
financia l needs. Such consideration 
brings forth greater concern for under­
paying than for o\'erpaying an e\'an­
gelist. 

No church wants to slight a man of 
God. r..lany arc doing SO and arc not 
aware of it. \\'hethcr o r not your 
church is guilty can only he deter­
mined by ) ou, The answer as to wheth­
er you are failing cannot be given 
glibly. A check should be made to 
determine the adequacy o f your pas­
tor's salary and it should be made 
periodically, 

The story has often been told of a 
Banty rooster who took some of his 
hens to the zoo to sec an ostrich egg. 
"I don't want to di scourage you, girls," 
he said, "but I want you to sec what 
they arc doing in other places," Even 
a church should know what is being 
done in other placcs. A healthy at­
titude would be to check with churches 
of a comparable size locally and in 
other areas to compare your pastor's 
salary with others. I n some instances 
it will cOllle as a shock and an eye­
opener. In others it will give a sense 
of satisfaction that , at least for the 
present, you are doing well by God's 
man in your midst. 

1 fow long has it been since careful 
consideration hn s been given to your 
pastor's salary? 13y what standard and 
with what facts did you judge it? The 
n,'enlge minis ter is underpaid, Docs 
that inchzde your pastor? 

There is no evading the fact that 
the salaries of min isters arc low. T he 
first step in remedying the situation is 
to find out why and then do some­

In a fricnd's office I sa w a little 
motto , which read, " .\ friend is one 
who walk s in when the rcst of the 
world walks out!" :\ fri end who, like 
E zeki el, ca ll say sy mpa thetically , "I 
sat where the)' sat." Through the Il oly 
S pirit. suc h a friend ll1;1nife.':its the love 
of Chri st and enters into the sorr ows 
:lnd heartbreaks of anothe r and helps 
to lift the load. 

I have oft{'n thought of a certain 
church member who bitterly denounced 
the church because no one came to sec 
her when 5he \\"a5 going through a time
