anxious to give g'ood things 10 Ihem that ask I lim. The ex tent of 
Ill ... gene rosilY is lIlt'a ... ured hy the gilt of Ilis SOil whom lI e gave 
to ranSl1111 II'. from ~in, J la\inK given us Jesus who was the best 
gift lie had .... hall Il l' ht'~itate to give LIS lesser gifts? Surely not,

The Bible is our rule of faith in al1 
matters. If we cannot fi nd scriptural 
support for what we believe and ex ­
perience, for Ollr own soul's sake and 
the sake of others we should let it 
go.

They were willing to 
obey 1Iis word in faith. jesus said, 
"Co ~how yourscln's unlO the priests ," 
and they oheyed, for the priesb alone 
had the legal right 10 declare that a 
leper was healed. Wit hotlt the healing 
touch, they left j es us to do as lie had 
said. "And it camc to pass. that. as 
they wellt. they were clean~ed. " Faith 
in I li s word hrought them healing. 

.\Iany unfortunately seCrll to ha\'e 
more fai th ill the touch of some nlan 's 
hand than the LonJ"s. It is possible to 
he tOl1ched hy man without heing 
touched of the Lord. It is also pos­
s ible. withol1t being tOlH: hed of man, 
to be wonderfully touched of God. An 
illu stration of this is the case of j\aa~ 

man. th e captain of the Syrian army, 
who had leprosy. lIe tr:\\'e! ed a long 
di ~tance to Samaria to fi nd the man of 
God. So nlany today tra\'cl long dis­
tances to finc! healing , and numbers 
of th em are di sappointed . Like Naaman 
they 11a\'e preconcei\'ec! ideas of how 
the Lord should heal them. 
~aaman was a very important man 

and thought he should recc!\'e spec ial 
attention from Eli sha. He came to the 
door of Elisha 's hOllse. but the prophet 
of God did not come out to him. A 
messenger came instead with instruc­
tions for him. i'\aaman was very un­
happy ahotlt this and went away in 
anger. He expected a personal inter ­
view with Elisha. So many today arc 
\"Cry unhappy if the e\'allgclist does not 
take time to g ive them ~pecia l atten­
tion before prayer. l'\aaman thought,

Il c urged jesus to com~ down 
to his house and lay U is heal ing hand 
on his daughter, Intt Jesus was delayed 
because the people thronged Him. The 
crowds many times arc filled with 
curio~ity seekers and those without 
faith. O nly one in that crowd had 
enough faith to recei\·c the healing 
touch. She was a weak ~ickh' woman. 
She wa s a humble soul. Sh~ did not 
dCllland the pe rsonal attention of Je­
SllS. She did 110t even request J I im to 
put IllS hand Oil her. She bel icved Je­
~u s was so fu ll of di vine power she 
only needed to touch J lim \0 be healed. 
Her faith may be compared with our 
use of electricity. \\ 'e know therc is 
electricity in the wal1 ou tlet, but no 
light will be made or power released 
until we put in the plug and make 
the contact. Similarly, th is woman knew 
there was healing power ill jesus. H er 
faith made the contact. She just 
"plugged in" and healing virtue flowed 
into her sick body to make her whole. 

Though Jairus did not receive an 
immed iate answer, he pat ient ly waited 
for Jesus . Even when his sen 'ants 
brought word that during the delay his 
daughter had died, he did not com­
plain. jeslls e\'entllally arrived and 
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spoke words of encouragement to him. 
Jesus then touched the lifeless bod\' of 
the girl. rai:;e<i her up, and re .. tored 
her alive to her parents. Jairu!> wa:-. re· 
warded for not casting away his can· 
fidencc. Ilis example is a rcmindt'r of 
the sc ripture, "Ye ha'·e need of pa· 
tience that, after ye have done the will 
of God, ye might obtain the prol1li~e," 

W hat if a person is pray cd for and 
is not made completely well? \\'c should 
give thanks for any touch from the 
Lord. At one time Jesus touched a 
bli nd man and he did 1101 receive a 
complete healing (:\ Iark 8 :22). ."her 
j esus touched him the hlind lIIan 
'· Iooked up a nd said, I see men as 
trees walking.' · I-I e had receh'eci only 
a pa rtial heali ng. W hy was this? Per· 
haps his fai th was weak and needed 
to be st rengthened. T he fir:. t touch of 
the Lord gave him faith to behC\e for 
complete healing. He needed a st-"cond 
touch. Jesus aga in pu t H is hands I1pon 
his eyes and bade him look up: '·aml 
he was restored a nd saw every man 
clearl y." If yotl have received a partial 
touch, believe God for still another 
touch. 

If you ha\'c prayed and have not 
as yet rccei\'ed healing, do not despa ir. 
" Cast not away therefore your con· 
fidcncc" but re joice in God's promise 
and li ve close to Hi m. T hc L.ord is 
not a rcspec ter of persons and no good 
thing will He withhold from those that 
walk uprighliy before Il im. 

Though you have praycd long and 
the answer is still delayed, remember 
Luke 18:7, 8-"And shall not God 
avenge hi s own elect , which cry da y 
and Ilia /It unto him, though he brar 
long with them ? I tell you that he will 
avenge them speedi ly." Be p •• tient. Be 
persistent. 1\1 ingle prai ses with your 
prayers. Give thanks to the Lord for 
all H e has done, and fo r all lie has 
promised, and keep belicving tlntil He 
grant s your petition. <III <III

After g raduation Brother Demctrll s 
and hi s wife Ruth weill to a Russian­
language school in X ew York City to 
furth er prepare themselves for foreign 
missionary service. llowc\cr, his de­
sire to mini <, tcr pe rsonally 10 the S lavic 
people ill Europe was never realized 
hccausc of Communistic restrictIons. 
For over eight years he pastored the 
H.u ssian church in Philadelphia. During 
thi s time he a lso worked with di splaced 
people all(l sponsored over 100 Russian, 
Ukrainian. l .a l\·ian <ind Polish reftlg-ce:.. 

About six years ago Brother Dc­

III 1950 
se\'eral hundred Russian refugees had 
arrived in Sail Frallci~o, This g-rollp 
of Christians. fleeing Communism, suf­
fered severe hanbhips in their long 
trek to freedom. They were first drivcn 
from the So\"iet fo r their religio us he­
liefs, a nd later from Turkestan for the 
same reasoll. r-. lallY of them had good 
farms and cattle which were destroyed 
when the Chinese Communists drove 
them ouL 

They traveled by horse. by ca rt, a nd 
by trucks through the bitter cold . To 
sa\·c the children they put on them all 
the clothing they cou ld get. r-.tany older 
people could not su rvive the ordeal 
and were buried along the way. 

Finally they arrived in Shanghai. 
From there with the help of Christian 
friends in America they were trans­
ported to the Philippines . Then after 
se\'eral years sponsors were found for 
them in South America, Australia, and 
the United S tates. 

r-.lost of those who landed in 1950 
still cling together. At the time when 
Brother Demetrus was laying plans for 
his broadcast, they had immigrated to 
San Francisco and Bryte, California, 
and were on hand to furnish songs 
for the l~u ssi an-l:lIlgllage broadcast.

Wc arrin'd in the carly afternoon, 
parked the car ontside the courthou'>c. 
arid opcllcd a convcrsation with ;l man 
si lting 011 the !-. ICps. I It, informed liS 

it was his hirthd:n: that day he was 
78 years old. l ie lived III an o ld folk's 
home two miles olLbide the city. 

\\ 'e a:-,ked whether there were re­
ligious sen'ices in that home and his 
answer was ""C'l:'rr." Theil he asked a 
question. "'Who, do you think, wOllld 
be interested ill a bUllch of old people 
such as we arc?" 

Bidding him good-by we walked two 
blocks to the county jail. Ilere we found 
the superintendent sitt ing outside smok­
ing a pipe . lie was a good cOllversa­
tionali st and \'oluntecred a great deal 
of information about what had taken 
place during hi s fourteen years in of­
fice . As we leu the conversation to 
spiritual things, we were info rmed that 
he was a Protestant church member. 
He sa id that his pastor never visited 
the inmates. 

Accord ing to his story, not one ser v-

The follo wing morning he was 
like another person. \\'hen a guard 
opened the door he said, "Oh, what 
a beautiful dream I ha\'e had. r dreamed 
I saw Jesus walking over a prairie_ 
and a lamb appeared. Jesus picked up 
the lamh and took it in llis bosom. 
That lamb was I. \\,hen I die tonight 
Jesus will pick me up." 

During that day we read thirte('11 
chapters in the Word of God. and when 
the tillle for his departure came, he 
said, "Greet my dear mother."' A few 
seconds later hi:. eyes wcre closed in 
death. Ilere was a poor, ignorant col­
ored man fearing death. hut by a dream 
he saw the mercy of our Saviour. All 
fear had disappeared. What a privilege 
it was to minister to him.

Often we would gt't up in (he 
night and nlll for an ullderground 
shelter III the back yard . .\lany times 
clurll1g the day we would rUII OUI of 
class for the shelter ncar the school. 
During this time lHllIdrecls of mortar 
.. hells rained clown around thc school. 
hut wc thank tht' I.onl that none of 
thelll landed on the school property. 
It was only the Lord that kept lIS safe 
at that time. 

SUdl were cond ition ... when we ,ip­
proached the gra(luation of the Bible 
"chool class of 19~1). We had ever)­
thing all planncd, hut the day before 
there W;"l:; heavy fighting and all the 
road s wcre cut off. \\·e po ... tponed the 
graduation a wCt'k. \\'t. certainly ap­
preciatc the faithfulness of our stu­
dcnts who stayed 011 during the re­
bellion.

O ft en ther have COIllC to (hurc h when 
their lives were in dangcr. In one 
mont h we baptized thirteen in water. 
Before we cou ld get :\\\ay from this 
area. there was fighting rig ht around 
the house in which we had meet ings, 
and mach ine gun fire almOst hit our 
Speed-the-Light t ruck. .sOIlIC of our 
church members have ... ufferec! the loss 
of all thcir earthly belongings. One 
mot her and father lost two o f thei r 
children in this wa r. In spite of thcse 
conditio ns, wc havc seen a s teadr 
growth in our work. We do praise the 
I .ord for the many opportunities we 
have had in reac hing these peoplc with 
the gospel.

(formerly Belgian Congo). Our fir st 
mi ssionary candidates arrived in that 
great Central African country in 1920, 
and for forty years Ollr Assembhes of 
God work has grown , 

When rioting began in July of this 
year, fifteen of ou r missionaries were 
on the field . The Li. S. Goverlllllent 
requested that American wo mell and 
childrcn leave the Congo and provided 
air tran sport for them to Ki ~\ulIU, K en· 
ya. The men and ~Iiss Winifred Cu rrie 
packed what could be carried in their 
ca rs and drove to Kenya , a dbtance 
of 450 miles. 

Since that time some of our Congo 
missionaries have returned on explora· 
tory trips to consult with the national 
church leaders and to ascertain the pos· 
sihilities for the missionaries' return. 
The J. W. Tuckers h,l\'e :t1readr rl' · 
turned to their work in Paul is and are 
facing a ll uncertain future. Others of 
our mi ssionary family have returned 
for short visit s as well. There is no 
tran sportation, no food in the stores 
(since ther have been vacant for 
months) , the delivery of mail is very 
lUlcertain, and the cashing of checks is 
impossihle, 

Our Congo missionaries need your 
prayers as ther. with the Fo reign r-,'iis­
sions Dep.artml'nt, attempt 10 make plans 
for the future. \Ve thank God that 
nOlle of ou r missionaries have been
