The other 
incentive will he inspiration (the in­
spiration of goodness it self, the inspir­
ation of worthy examples. and most of 
all, the inspiration of God's glorious 
presence) . 

.:\ Ioscs' great assignment after the 
tragic failure of the Children of ]s­
rael at Mount Sinai (E xodus 33:12-
23) is illustrative of the heli ever 's as­
signment at the beginning of the year. 

THE i\'EEn OF Goo's I'RESENCE 

r..'loses by God's enahlelllent had 
brought the Children d Israel from 
Egypt to S inai . Along the way they 
had seen the marvel s of God's grace 
ove r and over again. The plagues made 
their escape frolll Egypt possible. They 
had seen the miraculous from the part­
ing of the Red Sea to the defeat of 
the Amalekites. 111 spite of the tre­
mendous recital of God's goodness, 
however, Israel failed . They worshiped 
a golden ca lf instead of Jehovah. 

Now, when God told illoses to lead 
the Child ren of Israel on. ). [oses felt 
the task was toO great for him. T he 
overwhehlling sense of Israel's failure 
and his personal insufficiency l:aused 
~'f oscs to stagger . He expressed his 
feel ing to God hy sa~ ing, "Thou hast 
not let me know whom thou wilt scnd 
with me" (Exodus J3 : 12 ). :\[oses knew 
he needed help. 

Living triumphan tly in 1961 seems 
as big an assignlllent to liS as leading 
Israel through the wilderness. The ene­
mie.s of doub t, fea r, and tension, in­
tensified by international uncertaint ies . 
will threaten every believer. Over­
whelmed by the great challe nges of 
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1961 believers may ask, '·Who will go 
with me?" They know they cannot suc­
ceed without special assistance. 

TilE AOEQl:ACY OF GOD'S PRESENCE 

Possibly :\Ioses had leaned so heavi­
ly upon Aaron since the exodlls (Exo­
dus -1-: 14 ) that he thought God shou ld 
give him more human help. Aa ron had 
failed God and :\[ oses in allowing Is­
rael to have a golden calf. :\1 05e5 may 
now have been wondering if God would 
give him a more dependable lieutenant. 

Moses was looking for human help, 
but God promised him divine help. He 
said, '"ill y presence shall go with thee, 
and I will give thee rest" (Exodus 
33: 14 ) . :\toses was not to pllt hi s con­
fidence in anothe r AarOIl. lie was to 
put his trust in the ever-present God. 
Only God' s presence would be adequate 
for the herculean task. 

\ \ 'hen Pharaoh ha rdened hi s hea rt 
it was Tlot Aaron, bllt God, who broke 
the king's stubborn resi stance. \Vhen 
I srael stood on the shores of the Red 
Sea it was IIOt a man, but God, who 

• fL. 

miraculously parted the waters. \\'hen 
Israel thirsted Ii was not human in­
genuity, but divine, that provided water. 
\\'hen Israel hungered it was not man, 
hut God, who opened the windows oi 
hea\·en and showered manna ahout His 
people. When Amalek attacked it was 
not military stra tegy learned in Egypt . 
but God's stra tegy, that hrought vic­
to!") for hrael. .:\Ioses didn't need an­
other man- he needed a sense of the 
adequacy of God's presence. 

The temptation to look at circum­
stances and seck human solutions is 
just as great today as it was in the 
days of )'loses. But God waLlts lIis 
people to learn that their help comes 
not through the arm of flesh, hut 
through II is omnipresence and olllnipo­
tence. God would like to whisper into 
every believer's heart, "r.. ly presence 
shall go wi th thee ill 1961, and I will 
give thee rest." r;()(\"s presence wi)[ be 
adequate for ever.'· exigency of the new 
yea r. 

TilE DISTI:-:CTlO:-: O~· GOI/S PRESE:-:n: 

When I srael left Egypt it was noth­
ing hilt a young. struggling, and inex­
perienced nation ill a world of antago­
ni stic IXl\\"e rs and influences. But the 
Israel it es were different fr01l1 every 
other nation ll pon the face of the earth . 
Different, because they could say that 
God's presence was with them. Other 
nations had wea lth, talented people, 
prestige, and political connections, but 
these heathen nations cou ld not make 
their boast in the Lord. God's presence 
made Israe l di~tillcti\'e.

the world . But, as in ). Ioses' day, so 
today the finest that the world has to 
offer means nothing unless believers 
can daily say , "God IS with me now."'

Two incidents in the Bihle throw 
light upon God's will and how it is 
ohtaincd, They give instruction a~ to 
the effort madc hy I1nh<.-licf to prcYCIll 
the will of God from b('ing perk-cted. 

An angel of the I.onl aPPl'ared to 
Zacharias to aUIIOllllt'e the birth of 
John. Abo. the angel of the Lord ap­
p('arcd to ~Iary \(J anlloutlce the birth 
of the Lo rcl J(':il l '> Chri.,t. The angel 
ga\'e ad\'icc to hoth Zacharias and ,\Ja r), 
to "Fear 1I0t." They were afraid be­
cause of the Midden appearance of the 
heavenly being and of hi., anllounce­
lIIenl. To Zachari:l>.; and his wife came 
the word that a son would he horn 
in Iheir old age. To ~fary l;:lIl1e the 
announcement of a Son to be born 
without a natu ral father. 

No wonder Zacharias :lIId .\Jary were 
afraid! 

ilut in the mid~t of their fear came 
this word of cheer, "Fcar not. Zacha­
rias." "Fear not, ro.lary." The word is 
personal and is freigh ted with 100'c. 
\Ve Illa)' be sure He speaks our name, 
too, and S,1yS, "Fear not." 

Zacharias and ~l ary fou nd the will 
of God by different routcs. I n Luke 
1 we find Zacharias doubting God. He 
W:l.S smitten dumb for several months 
until the birlh of the baby John. So 

tolel h('f she was to bcar the Christ. 
Ilowcvcr. her quc...,tioTl was olle of seek­
ing rather than doubting. Cpon being 
told that sh(' ~ho\lld conceh'e by the 
1101)" Ghost. she simply said. "Be it 
unto me according" to thy word." 

The will of (;od COI1lC>.; to those who 
want it! I n ~pite of his douhts, Zach­
arias wan\('d the will of (;()(1. and he­
call:iC of thi>.;, he found it. ~Iary wanted 
the will of Go..l and quick ly found it 
as !->he readily responded to the \Vonl 
that was hro\1g"ht to her by the angel. 

As Zacharias spent many weary 
months, so some mar spend weary 
\"ears, hefore th ey filld and rejoi{'e in 
the wi!! of God. Hut SOllle, like :-'fan', 
quickh' bclic\"c (;od ami find and r~­
joice in J ris will at oncc. 

Let m rcmcmber that Cod's \Vorcl 
to those who \\'ollid know I! is will is, 
"Fear not!" ~lany of God's children 
arc so fearful of not finding God's 
will, it is no wonder they grope in 
darkness without beillg SlIre o( I I is 
will. 

Let liS be surc of this. first of all. 
The \\ ill of God is expressed ill J lis 
Word, :\"othillg that is COlllrarv to llis 
\\'onl is ;l.ccordillg" to Ilis \~·il1. We 
need no angel annoullcement nor mir­
acle enactmcnt to e!-itahlish the f:tct that 
God in Ili s will has cal led us to holy 
li\'ing-th:tt lie has called liS from the 
world- that lie has sa\'ct! \110 to be 
His witnesses-that we arc to be aware 
that ';\\'e are but pi lgrims here." These 
things are forever scttled as being the 
\\'ill of God, because they are found 
in the Word of God. 

Coming to thosc details of life that 
sometimes puzzle li S, we must consider 
a number of things. First . God will 

allow circumstances man)' tLlnes to m­
dicate His will. There arc except ions 
to this rule, of course. Once. when I 
thought circumstances indicated very 
strongly that I should Ic:wc a certai n 
church, as I prayed God gave me the 
YCTy definite word, "Stay thou there 
till I bring thee word," ~c\'cTthclcss, 
circurmtances should he considered 
when we ask for God's will. \\'hen I 
was praying regarding the will of God 
ahout the ministry, certain circum-

stances brought ahout an invitation to 
assist 3. minister who was in poor 
health. God certainly did not .dlow him 
to be sick, so that ill turn he would 
invite me to help him, and so give me 
a start in the work of God. Never 
thelcss, God did lise those ci rcum­
stances to indicate II is will for Illy life. 

\Ve TllU!i1 consider. abo. the peace 
of God that comes upon one's inner 
heing when he is doing what he fecls 
is God's will. That witness of the Spi r­
it is sOll1cth ing to be cherished. 

There is no doubt ~Iary was chosen 
to be thc canhly mOl her of our Lord 
hecause God knew she would choose 
Ilis will. It is no le'-;1\ trlle that whether 
God will choose us for se rvi ce depends 
Oil whether we will choose II is will. 
God knows the future and l ie knows 
liS. \\'c can miss !l1uch because we do 
not wish to do the win of God. Per­
haps we do not wish to P"Y the price 
of God's will, nor to walk the pathway 
I Ie has placed before us. 

E"en iOT the ~laster the will of God 
was not casy. He prayed in the garden, 
;'U it be possible, let this cup p..1SS 
from 111('." That is the prayer of the 
~ran who knows the cost of the will 
of God. He ;llso sa id ill th:!.t s,1me 
prayer, ';;';-eyerthe1css. not Illy wil\, but 
thine, be done." 

Do rou find yourself dOLlbting like 
Zacharias? l\Iay you at least want 
God's will. as he did, and find it. 
Better still. may rou be like )lary amI 
find the will of God qllickly. because. 
like ~[ary, you desire to glorify the 
Lord. 

For the Christ ian, I am cOllvinced 
that all happiness lies within the will

Prohahly most Chri~tian believers arc 
at.:t.:\l~ l on1l'd to read a daily portion of 
ScriptllTe as a devotional exercisc, pos­
sihly with the aid of expbnatory not es . 
This is good and right, and we would 
not havc it otherwi~c. 

Bllt the troublc is that 100 many be­
lic\'Crs have iI hahit of reading Bihle 
portio liS and never read the Bihle ill 
any other way. It is very easy, when 
we read daily portions, to forget what 
we read yesterday, and so miss the COI1-

neclion with what has gOlle hefore, and 
with what follow s. \\'e get no idea 
of the Bihle. or any hook in the lJihle, 
as a 70110/(', nor do we readily grasp 
the great truths and doctrines the Bi ­
h:e was designcd 10 leach. The soul 
is fed, but in many ways the mind is 
not. Gran ted that feeding the sol11 is 
1I10re importan t than feeding the mind. 
hut hoth arc necessary. 

\ \'e do not trea t any other hook in 
this way- why should we so treat the 
Bible? I t was designed to he rrad­
eve ry book it contains was meant to 
be read consecl1 tively, as we read any 
other book. Have you ever sa t down 
and read the Gospel of ~ Ia rk, for in­
stance, right through Rt a sitting? It 
will not take long, and you will not 
only filld it inte resting, but you wi l1 
get a dea rer pict ure of the Gaspe\' alld 
above al1 a clearer picture of the Lord 
as Mark intended you to see Him. 
Then yOll can go 011 to some other 
book. say the Gospel of Luke . and its 
("ont inllilll\:e in the llook of A(' t ~. After 
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A KEY TO RICHER STUDY OF THE SCR IPTURES 

thi s you may like to turn to the Old 
Testament and read through Genesis. 
This will take longer; it rna)" occupy 
three or four .. ittings. If you collle 
across a book you find it hard to un­
derstand, you can leave it to one side 
for the present, and come back to it 
later- thi s may apply to large parts of 
Leviticus, or Elekiel. and perhaps some 
of the Epistles. 

The advice 10 read a book straight 
through needs a little qualification. 
Some of the books of the prophets, 
for example, consist not simply of one 
prophecy, but of the collected writings 
of the prophet in question- th is is true 
of Jeremiah and Isaiah- and the read­
ing can be split into sections. 

It docs 1I0t much matter ill what 
order yOll read the hooks, but you 
should take care not to confine yotlr­
self to your "favorite" books- every 
book has something to teach that we 
need to learn, and we lose much if 
we neglect any part. Even if you have 
to leave aside some book for the time 
being, do IIOt neglect it altogether. 
T here is no hook you can afford to 
l e~n'e ou t, for if you do. yOI1 will lose 
something God intends you to know, 
which that book was specially designed 
to impart. 

If you are reading the Authorized 
or K ing James Version (and this is 
the hest for most purposes) you may. 
if you are not used to it, find some 
difficulty in the way it is divided into 
chapte rs and verses. ft was not written 
like this; the chapter di\'isions were 
made long afterwards. and very often 
the divisions are made in the middle 
of an argument. A re\·ised version is 
easier to read on this account, as it 
is divided into paragraphs: and the 
paragraph divisions sometimes com-

pletel), ignore the end or heginning of 
a cha pter. You ca ll often get some help 
from an ord inary Bible if you notice 
the paragraph marks (0 which afe 
sometimes given . 

A \\'ord should be said ahout modern 
translations. These are useful, hut can 
ncver take the place of the standard 
translations. The)' arc often of help in 
enabling one to follow more clearly 
the argument, say, in one of the Epis­
tles, and may often throw light 0 11 the 
meaning of a p..'1ssage. But some of 
these versions, as that of ).[offatt, are 
apt to be colored by the \·icws of the 
transla tor, and care is needed in the 
lISC of them. 

S1TDY EACI! BOOK 

\Vhen YOll want to read the Bible 
fo r purposes of study, something more 
is needed than just to read through a 
book amI pass on to another. \Ve need 
to read the same book over repeatedly 
-some hooks five or six times, maybe 
- until the message of the hook begins 
to get a grip on li S, and it begins to 
reyea! to tiS its secrets. 

T he first time, read steadily through; 
not too rapidly, so that you can not 
properly take in what you are reading , 
but without stopping to deal with any 
questions that may come into your 
mind~this can be left till later. The 
second time you read you may perhaps 
begin to notice how the writer is con­
stantly using some particular word or 
phrase- as "straightway" or "immedi­
ately" in ~'lark. "better" in H ebrews, 
"precious" in the Epistles of Peter, or 
in Elekiel the expression "they shall 
know that I am the Lord ." These can 
be written down. Gradually , as you 
contillue to read , there wil1 begin to 
form in your mind an understanding 
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of what the b<xlk is about. ancl if yOI\ 
go through it ollce again with that 
thought in Illind you can begin to make 
an analysis of the book 

Your analysis may not he a .... good 
as all analysis you may get out of ..,ollle­
one chc's book, but it will be your OWll. 

and you will ha\'c learned far more in 
the making oi it than you arc e\cr 
likcly to learn from the eHorts of an­
other, ho\\,e\'er good. But if you like, 
you can turn to a ready-made aunl)"is, 
and check your OWI1, and fill up the 
gnps in it with profit. 

If you arc studying a hook, you 
should pay heed to its setlillY that is, 
yOll should try to find out the circum­
stances in which it wa.. .. writtcn. For 
e"<ample, if YOIl are reading Isaiah. it 
will htlp 10 the Ilnder~t:l.Tldillg of his 
message if you read in 2 Kings and 
2 Chronicles the historical !'oetting of 
his time; and if you arc reading th"'se 
historical books, Isaiah and the other 
prophets will throw a \'ivid light all 
the religious and Illoral conditiOlls that 
preva iled. So, too. in the r\ew Testa­
Illent , you will understand the Epistle 
to the Galatians much bett::r if you 
read of Paul's experiences in Galatia 
in Acts 13. 

One thing is important. We began thi s 
section as though there were a dis­
tinction between devotional reading of 
the Bible and reading for sturl),. I t .is 
a distinction of method only; not of 
aim. Bible study must be de\'otional. 
or it I>ccomes a mere barren intellectual 
exercise that leads nowhere. You must 
seck to find Christ in all the Scriptures. 
You must read the Bible, 110t merely 
as the Word of God, e\'en; but as the 
Word of God to )'011, asking the Holy 
Spirit to show you what He wants you 
to learn. 

OTHER .:'IIETIIODS OF Sn'OY 
The st udy of the Bihle by hooks is 

only one method of study. B\1t it IS 

hasic. \'\'e need first to have an idea 
of the Bible as a whole, and then we 
shall be able to comprehend more clear­
ly its '-arious parts. Other methods of 
study we can suggest are: 

(1) The study of dodrinr--espec ial­
Iy Ihe great doctrines concerning s..I­
\'alion, the deity of our Lord, the per­
son and work of the Holy Spirit. and 
so forth. 

(2) The study of types and symbols. 
such as the Tahernacle, the offe rings, 
oil. water, incense. 

(3) The study of biograp"~'-the 
lives of m~n like Abraham, Jacob, Jo­

Brother j ohnson \las par­
t icular ly illterested in literature e\'allgelism 
alld dedicated much of his time to thi s 
work. In a letter of 1959 to the Foreign 
Missions Department, Brother Johnson wrote, 
" \\' e go into the hills, byways, farrus, and 
villas \lith literature.

First 
it is hi s ow n brother, Petcr (John 1 :41); next it is an 
unidentified lad whose loaves and fishes wcrc w;cd to feed 
a multitude (John 6:8. 9); and finally it is a group of 
interested Gn.-eks (John 12 :20-22). Was Andrew an UIl­

important character ? \Vha! might happen if every Christian 
today gave himself with equal zeal, diligence. and ex­
p<!(:tancy to bring 111('11 to Christ today? 

ANDREW'S CONVERSION TO CHRIST, John 1,3,-39, 
"Behold the L .. ,mh of God!" said John the Hapti ... t of 

Jesus. And SO successful was John in pointing other s to 
Ch rist that the Iwo of his own followers, John and Andrew, 
left him at once to acquaint themselves wit h Jesus! That 
s.1.llle day they had a sac n.·d interview with Jesus and came 
away having accepted llim as their Messiah! 

Andrew is to be conullt:nded (I) because of his eager­
ness and willingness to put the Word of God preached 
by J ohn to a test: (2) because he was open-minded and 
true to a God-gi\en hunger within him to know the truth 
and to know God; (3) because he accepted Christ with­
out delay ulxHl heing cOllvinced of the truth of f lis claims.

An· 
drew won his own brother to Christ and then Christ caUed 
him later Oil to ftlii·time discipleship and larger fields of 
serv ice platthew 4-:18·20; 10:2). 

Andrt1l..' rrali::ed the worth of a single soul. His first 
ta sk UpOIl hcroming a follower of Jesus was to concentrate 
his efforts upon onc man-his Own brother. L.1.ler on, he 
was used of God among larger groups. I n these days when 
mudl publicity is gi\'en to "mass cvangelism," let us not 
minimize the profound importance of winning men and 
women through the personal touch. 1\0 church in any age 
has made such progress as thc early aposto lic church: 
yct the sec ret of it s success- was, by and large, every­
member evangelism! 

From Andrew's skill and zeal in reaching the indiv idual, 
we can lea rn much to assist in developing ability to be 
IX'rsollai soul winllers. Both our persona l and church life 
will be benefited g re.1.tly if we can all become passionate 
winners of souls.

but causal. All nature is a stand ing 
protest again st the ahsurdity of expect­
ing to secure spiritual effects. or any 
effect s. with out the employment of ap­
propriate causes. The great Teacher 
dealt what ought to ha\'c heen th e final 
blow to thi s irrelevancy hy a si ngle 
question, "Do Illen gather grapes of 
thorns, or figs of thi stles ?" 

\Vhy, then. did the great T eacher 
not educate 1-li s foll owers fully? \\'by 
did He Ilo t tetl us, for example. how 
stich a thing as rest might be obtained;' 
The answer is that He did~pla inly, 
explic itl y, ill so lllallY words . li e as­
si.gned rest to it" cal1~e , ill word" with 
which each of us has been familiar 
from his earliest childhood. 

I-Ie begins almost as if rest could be 
had without any cause : " Come UlIto 
1Ie," lIe says, "and I will give you 
rest." It might appear that rest wa s 
a favor to be bestowed; men had but 
to come tollim, He would give it to 
every applicant. But the next sentence 
takes that all back. F or how, in a 
literal sense, can rest be given? Qne 
could no more give away rest than he 
could give away laughter. 

\Ve speak of causing laughter, which 
we could do ; but we cannot give it 
away. When we speak of giving pain. 
we know perfectly well we canllot give 
pain away. \Vhen we aim at giv ing 
pleasure, all that we do is to a rrange 
a set of circumstances in such a way 
that these shall cause pleasure.

" Learn of tile," lie sa\S, "for I am 
meek and lowly in heart." Xow, these 
two things are not chosell at random. 
To these accompli shment s, in a spec ial 
way, rest is attached. Learn these. in 
short, and you have already found resl. 
These are dirt."t: t cauilCS of rc st; will 
produce it at once; ca Nllot hut pro­
duce it at once. 1 f you will think for 
a single moment. YOIl will' see how this 
is necessarily so, for causes are never 
arbitrary, amI the connection between 
antecedent and conseq uence here and 
eve rywhere lies deep in the nature of 
things. 

What is the connection then? I an­
swer by a further question. \\'hat are 
the chief causes of un rest? If you know 
yourself. you will al1 swer pride. sel­
fi shness. ambition. As you look back 
upon the past years of your life. is 
it nOt true that its unhappiness has 
come chiefly frOIll the succession of 
personal mortifications and almost trivi ­
al disappointments which life has 
brought you? Great trial s come at 
lengthened imerval s. and we ri se to 
breast them; but it is the petty fric­
tion of everyday life with one another, 
the jar of business or of work, the 
discord of the domestic circle, the col­
lapse of our ambit ion, the crossing of 
our will or the taking dO\\,11 of our 
conceit which di sturb our inward peace. 
Wounded vanit)'. di sappoi nted hope~ 
unsa ti ~fied selfishness-these are the 
old, vulgar, IIniversal sources of man's 
\Illrest. 

It is obvious why Christ pointed out, 
as tb(' two chief ohjects for attainment. 
the exact opposite of th('~e . To meek­
ness and lowliness these things simply 
do not exist. They cure unrest by mak­
ing it impossible. These remedies do 
not trifle with surface symptoms: they 
strike at once at removing causes. 

The ceaseless chagrin of a self-cen­
tered life can be removed at once by 
learning meekness and lowliness of 
heart. He who learns them is forever 
proof against it. He lives hencefort h 
a charmed life. Chr istianity is a fine 
inocnlation, a transfusion of healthy 
blood into an anemic or poisoned sou\. 
No fever can attack a perfectly sound 
!xxly; no fever of unrest can disturb 
a sou l which hath breathed the air or 
learned the wa~;s of Christ. ~ten sigh 
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for the wings of a dove that they may 
flyaway and be at reill. But fl)ing 
away will not help us. "The Kingdom 
of God is within you." 

We aspire to look for rest at the 
top; it lies at the bottom. Water rests 
only when it gets to the lowest place. 
So do men. Hence, be lowlr. 

The man who has no opinion of him­
self at all can ne\'er be hurt if others 
do not acknowledge him. Iience, be 
meek. 

Evangelism 

He who is without expectation can­
not fret if nothing comes to him. It 
is self-e\'ident that these things are so. 

The lowly man and the meek man 
arl:! really abo\'e all other men, above 
all other things. They dominate the 
world because they do not care for it. 
The miser does not pos~ess gold, gold 
possesses him. Out the meek possess 
it. "The meek," said Christ, "inherit 
the earth." They do not buy it; they 
do not conquer it; but they inherit it.

As the tide of spir itual fervor sub­
sided, denominatiOllal machinery, f0T111S 
of worship. creedal affirmations. and 
manuals of church order and discipline 
served to preserve the structu re of the 
movement. 

Our OWI\ Pentecostal ~1 o"el11ent was 
horn in the fires of cvangelism. \Ve 
were concerned with winning convert s, 
!lot to a system, bllt 10 the Lord. Our 
method of approach was varied; some­
times street meetings, tract distribu­
tion, personal witnessing, tent meetings. 
store-front missions. or large city-wide 
e\'angelistic efforts. The divine urge to 
witness pushed some out to foreign 
lands, where their zeal dro\'e thelll on 
in the face of tremendous obstacles. 

In some places today the Pentecostal 
fire needs to he rekindled. t\ li\·e church 
is an evangelistic church. An inacti,·e 
church and a stagnant spiritual state, 
quite logically, exist together. We dare 
not be content with a policy of self-

containment. nor accept the sta/lls Ql10. 
else slow rot will set in. Oy reaching 
alit in e,'ery possihle way to witness 
to others we shall release the flow of 
God's Spirit through tis. 

1 ha" e noticed ,h.lt within our rauks, 
and also in other denomina tions, the 
churches that arc in the most healthy 
stat e are those that are busy for God 
in the work of evangelism. Pastors arc 
essential to the preservation of the work. 
Teachers sen 'e ill nn important c;lpacity 
in developing sol id Christians. But to 
bring about proper balance in the 
church's program we IllllSt have those 
who are called and equipped to do the 
work of an evangelist. Furthermore. 
this is something in which we can all 
participate through personal witnessing. 
and by supporting in e\'ery possihle 
way special e"angelistic efforts. 

" ·e would encourage every church 
in ou r fellowship to make plans for a 
definite emphasis in e\'a11gelism in 1961.

All that is really css{,lltial to 13iblc 
study is a r eference Bible and a good 
concordance. 

Commentaries may be useful, but too 
often they explain the obv ious and ig­
nore the difficu lties. Care is needed in 
the use of them, for they are at best 
the thoughts of men about the Bible, 
and many commentaries reflect the very 
erroneous views of their authors. The 
best commentary on the Dible is the

In 1961 God's people mar not be 
spared difficulties, hut they can be dis­
tincti"e people in every situation. Ther 
can claim the presence of God, for 
Jesus said, ''Lo, I am with you alway, 
even unto the end of the world" ().I:\t­
thew 28 :20). 

TilE GLORY Q}' Goo's PRESEl'CE 

It is amazing how theoretical <Sod's 
presence can become to the bclie\'er 
when he gets his eyes 011 circulllstances . 
Moses was aware of this danger. lie 
knew he needed a new vision of the 
glory of God 's presence and prayed, 
"I beseech thee, shew me thy glory" 
(Exodus 33:18). This is a wonderful 
prayer for belie,·er:. to pray at the be­
ginning of this new year. it is the 
prayer to pray whenever the luster of 
God's presence seems to fade from 
\'lew. 

As a result of his prayer, ;:\roses 
was gi\'en a vision of the reced ing 
glory of God as he was hidden in the 
cleft of a rock. This "ision so affected 
him that the Chi ldren of Israel asked 
him to put a vei l over his face when 
he spoke to them. A new vision of the 
glo ry of God's presence will always 
revolutionize the bel ic\'er's li fe and at­
titude. \iVhtn Isaiah saw the Lord ( Isa­
iah 6) he was made aware of hi s OWll 

I1nworthiness. Then he responded to 
the call of God. When Saul of Tarslls 
saw the glory of God on the Damascus 
l~oad , his life was transformed (Acts 
9). He became the dynamic missiona ry 
of the Early Church instead of con­
tinuing in hi s religious pattern. Afte r 
J ohn had the transforming vi sion of 
the glory of God 011 the I sic of Pat­
mos he wrote the great prophecies of 
the n ook of Re\·elation. ~ r en who saw 
the glory of God's presence could not 
be ordinary. H is glory inspired them 
to be extraordinary. 

Not e\'cry believer will ha\'e a vision 
of God's glory in the sa me way III 

which some Bible personalities did , yet 
all belic\'ers can and should have a 
sense of the glory of God. I t may be 
acquired by maintaining a diligent de­
\'olional life. The daily reading of the 
\Vord and daily prayer can make the 
presence of God so real that 1961 will 
be the greatcst year of all. A sense of 
the glory of God's presence will not 
terrify people into spi ritual victory­
it will inspire them. ~ ~

T ilE QUI-:STION, "\VI[AT WILL TII£ NEW YEAR !lR I NC FOR 

llS?" naturally turns over ill our minds as January 1 rolls 
around. Where will we be at this time next year? What 
changes "'ill have occurred? llow Illllch progress win we 
have made spiritually? 

The new YC3r-J65 days-is before us. Where we will 
be one year hence depends largely on what we do with 
this ve ry day in which we arc living, for that is the way 
God has ordered our lives. 

A saintly invalid who had to spend all her life in a 
crippled cond ition in bed was alice ask<'-G, ,; l lo\\' 10l1g Illust 
you lie like that?" She answe red, "J list one day at a time." 

The day is the smallest division of God-given time. Sec­
onds, minutes and hours arc artificial and man-made, but 
the period from dawn to dusk is a proouct of nature­
the shortest sp."ln of time God has prov ided. 

The day is also the chief d ivision of Goo-given time. 
Divine help is never promised fo r a Illonth or even a 
week in advance, but for a day-HAs tll)1 days, so shall 
tll y strengtll be" (Deuteronomy 33 :25). 

All of the Christ ian life is a day-by-day proposition. 
It is folly to try to live tomorrow and yesterday today. 
Pa ul sa id he forgot the unworthy past, "those thi"gs which 
are behind" (Philippians 3: 13). 

Not only will worry over a fruitless past or a n unknown 
fu ture di ssipate ou r powers, but even dreaming of a golden 
past or a fair future will rob us of our energies. 

However, living in the present doesn't mean a total dis­
regard of yesterday and lomorrow. He who "cats, drinks 
a nd is merry, for tomorrow he may die," is not living in 
the present but for the present. True living in lhe present 
profits from the past and faces the future. 

Living for today may involve reparations for yester-years 
and preparations for after-years. To recall the mistakes of 
the past and do nothing to repair them is living in the 
past. To dote on a gloriolls Sllccess and to do nothi ng now 
to maintain that success or improve it , is living in the 
past. But to remember some injury to another so that we 
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now can make right the wrong, is living in the present. 
To relive some glorious exper ience so as to take new heart 
and fresh courage, is liv ing in the present. \Ve should never 
dwell on the yesterdays unless they can do something for 
our todays. 

Nor should we dream about the future unless we do 
something in the present to help make that dream a reality. 
To plan 10 memorize hundreds of Bible vcrses and fai l 
to learn one today, is living in the future , and weaken ing 
to our spiritual stat ure. To dream of winning hundreds of 
people to Ch ri ~t and not speak to one today about his soul, 
is idle dreaming. Uut to desire a deep knowledge of the 
Word and then study faithfully every day is living in the 
present. 

The only time we have is !lOW, so if you intend to 
teach a Sunday school class, telephonc the superintendent 
today; if you aim to distribute gospel tracts, start giving 
them out now; if you wish tQ enjoy life, resolve to find 
joy each day. 

The past is gone; the future is coming fast: we must 
make good use of the present. If we take care of the 
days, the years will take care of themselves. 

As each new day dawns, we can remembe r: "This l~S the 
day u.:hich tile Lord JllIth made; we 'Will rejoice alld be 
glad itl it" (Psalm 118:24). 

Perhaps yOIl are not living a li fe of peace day by day, 
because yOIl have ne\'er thrown yourself on the mercy of 
J esus Christ, nor permitted Him to forgive your sins and 
make life meaningful for yOIl. If so, we urge you right 
now to follow the instructions found in the Bible: 

"Verily, verily, I say 100to yOIl, He that heareth my word, 
and believeth 0 11 him that sellt HIe, hath everlastillg life, 
alld shall IIOt come illto COIldc lJ lIIOfio ll ; bllt is passed from 
death IIlIto life" (John 5:24).
