C{'/lIIIY.\' in whidl he tole! "how his mind has changed" ill the past decade. 

The bi .... hop .... coffcd at the Trinity, '"I sce nothing in the Bible, as 
critically viewed. which "llpports this particularly weak and unintelligihle 
philosophical organization Df the nature of God." he said, Then he COIll­

Illcnted on the \'irg-in Hirth: "The Bihlical e\'idencc and the theological 
implications seelll to lit, in favor of a~stlming that jO;'(']1h was thl: hUllIan 
father of jestls." 

1Ie frecly confcssed that hc docs not believe much of the creed which 
he recites evcry Sunnay at Crace Cathedral. "There are sevenl phrases 
in the creed which r cannot affirm as literal prose sentences, but J can 
certa in ly sing them." he said. as though singing a creed or reciting it 
makes thc difference hetwcen lllyth and fact! "The church is 110t Hndcr 
tbe judgment of thc Bible finally." he stated. "because the BihJe is the 
work of the mcmhers of the church, and didn't get gathl:red cxcept as 
members of the church finally gathered it." 

Concerning sal\'ation, he wrote: " The Bihle seems to indicate that 
no onc is sa\'cd except through Ch ri st. . To say no one is saved 
except through the earthly jeslls Christ would be impossible." lie wen t 
on to say, "I no longcr regard grace, or the work of the 1I 0ly Spirit, 
as limited explicitly to the Christian revclation," and he har! words 
of praise for Buddha, Socrates. and Freud. 

Perhaps the 1lI0st shock ing statement of all was this: ;;ntlt the kincl 
of god , first belic\'ed in. who would limit S<lh'a tion to a select grOllp 
who happen to have heard the news and heard it well ,. is:ln im­
possihle god. As to this god, 1 am now an athei:.L " 

The article raised a storm of criticism, as well it might. Some Epis­
ropalians o\lbide the hi~hop's own stal e accused him of heresy, but he 
managed to defend his position at a meeting of the Californ ia Episcopal 
diocese in sitch a way that he received a \'Ole of confidence. It is indeed 
a pity that men with stich dOllbts choose to remaill 111 the ministry . The 
J ,onl J esus said that religiot1s leaders who Jack the light of truth are 
"blind leader s of the blind." The trouble is that "if the hl ind lead the 
blind, both shall fall into the ditch" (\ Iatthew 15: J..I-). 1f a mall wishes 
10 take to the ditch . why docs he 110 t jump in alone without dragging" 
others down with him!

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PALM-TREE 
CHRISTIANS

E TERNAL FACTS ABOUT TilE WICKED 

and the righteol1s arc stated in the 
ninety-second Psalm. 

l\lany good people observing the 
wealth and influence of certain per­
sons are greatly distllrbed because the 
wicked flourish and prosper. David 
sa id it bothered hi m, too, un til he went 
into the sanctuary and came to un­
derstand the situation in the light of 
eternity. 

God's children need not be envious 
of the wicked , for the Bible states, 
"When the wicked spring as grass, and 
when all the workers of iniquity do 
flourish; it is that they sha ll be de-

st rayed for ever" (Psalm 92 :7) . 
\Vhen we see ungodly men in 1111-

paTtant offices, prospering in business, 
and becoming popular in this world, 
we would not change places with them 
for a minute. J t is !>ctter to be riding 
a rough road in an old model T Ford 
on the way to becoming heir of all 
things as a son of the King, than to 
be in a new Cadillac en route to the 
jail hOllse for all eternity. 

Not for all the world would we for· 
fei t the blessing promised in verse 
twe[\'e, "T he righteous shall flourish 
like the palm tree. He shall grow like 
the cedar of Lebanon." 

Xote first, it says, "he will grow:' 
It is a facl-he will. \Ve not only 
grow older physically as the months 
and years go by, but we respond by 
growth olle way or the other in spir· 
itual matters. A person becomes either 
more confirmed in his sin, a greate r 
slave to his hahits, and harder to move 
toward spiritual things, or he drawS 
closer to the Lord in his daily walk 
ami makes spiritual progress. It is a 
facl; we are growing. 

But how are we are growing? A 
person does not become a Christian by 
growth. One never becomes a Chris· 
lian hy gradually becoming better, nor 
by development of character. The Bible 
says, "Except a Illan be born again, 
he cannot see the kingdom of God." 
The only possible way to begin the 
Christian life is by the new birth. Phys· 
ic.1.! life begins with a birth, and so 
does spi ritual liie. We must be bonl 
again. As a baby continues to grow 
after birth, so must the new·born Chris­
tian grow. Physica l growth is expected 
by the parents, and spiritual growth is 
expected by our H eavenly Father. 

The righteous person's g rowth is 
compared with that of the palm and 
ceda r trees. He will grow higher­
nearer to heaven. The palm tree grows 
upright, becoming stronger as the years 
pass. It is sa id the palm tree can stand 
the hurricanes and storms better than 
other trees, not because of its greater 
resistance, but because it bends and 
yields and bows with the wind and 
storm. So the Christian must learn les­
sons of submission. From the depths 
of his heart he mllst say, as Jesus 
did, ":-Jot my will, but Thine, be done." 

The palm tree is an eve rgreen. J t 
does not shed its leaves simply because 
the seasons change. \Vhat a spiritua l 
truth! The person who is a real Chris­
tian is not one only at certain times . 
He is one at all times. Some people 
are like deciduous trees, they shed their 
leaves. ]n church or when around cer­
tain people, especially the minister, they 
are vcry rel igious. Other people are 
very seasonal-spasmodic, not consis­
tent. But the palm-tree Christian keeps 
his leaves. \ Vhether in church, at home, 
in business, or wherever he is, he is 
slill a Christian. 

What an abomination it must be to 
God to hear people talk piously and 
pray in church, then go out with the 
crowd and use filthy , obscene, vile lan­
guage, taking the Lord's name in vain, 
and reveling in off-color jokes and 
wisecracks. Such a person has shed 
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his leaves-he has lost his semblance 
of Christianity. He is really not a 
Christian but a hypocrite. 

Christ's most SC\'ere denunciation;: 
were pronounced against hypocrites. J Ie 
used the most scathing words when 
referring to them. The most severe judg­
ment will befall the hypocrite. Don't 
be a hypocrite; be a palm-tree Chris­
tian. Don't shed your lea\'es when 
troubles, bad weather, or problems 
come. Be an e\'ergrecn for God. Bc 
a constant, consistent. palm-tree Chris­
tian. 

The palm is a most useful tree. Gib­
bon says the natives of Syria speak of 
360 uses to which the palm is applied . 
Its shade refreshes the traveler. How 
refreshing it is to be with some Chri s­
tian s. The finest fruits and dates are 
produced by the palm after it has 
reached a hundred years of age. "He 
shall bring fort h fruit in old age." 

Like a lighthouse to the seaman. the 
palm tree signals to the weary, thirsty 
desert traveler that water is at hand. 
May we a lways guide the tra veler to 
the "water of life." 

The leaves of the palm are made 
into couches, its boughs into fences, 
its lumber into buildings, its fibres into 
ropes and brooms. It is used for hats, 
mats, baskets, buttons, margarine ami 
cooking oils, furniture, calking for 
ships. h s coconuts, da tes, and starch 
are for food. It s oi l is for ligh t. \\'ha t 
an emblem of the usefulness and bless­
ing that a Spirit-fi lled Ch ri stian may 
be to thi s needy world. 

Another lesson the palm tree teache5. 
l\'lost of our trees get their life through 
the sap that flows tip the outside of 
the tree just under the bark. The palll1 
tree is differen t, T am told. J tS sap 
flows up the cent er of the trunk. 1£ 
you girdle or debark a tree like an 
oak, poplar, apple, or birch it dies. hut 
not so with palms. 

With a palm tree the olltside may 
be injured but it s till grows. Are wc 
like the palm in thi s respect ? \\ 'h('l'c 
is the source of our spiri tua l liie' I ~ 
it deep insic!e or near the sur face? If 
we really have Christ in our heart. we 
will not be dependent upOn olltsid (' 
things for our spiritllal life and (Ie­
velopment. I f someone hurts or h!'l1i~es 
us, we will not die spintually if we 
are Jike the pa.1m tree. Let us bc sure 
our spiritual life is deep inside so tl1:1t 
outside things will have little effect up­
on us. Be a palm-tree Chris tian.

There was not an accusation 
against aIle of these tool s that was 
nOt absolutely true; yet the Car­
penter used e\'ery one of them and 
there was not a place where He 
used anyone where any other one 
would have done at all. How care­
ful we should be to guard against 
finding fault with any of God's 
tools.

"the mask of insanity has covered too 
many criminals" and should be "ripped 
ofL"

20,OCO-foot mountain peaks 
perpctually snow-co\'e red, to trackless, 
su n-haked deserts. In the highlands it 
is tlllbe;\rahly cold, with the tempera­
tl1re hOlding (\07\'1lS of dq;re('s below 
freezing; in the lowlands and deserts 
the heat is scorching hot. Through 
mountainous wa stelands. trackless des­
erts. and Illuddy SW;Ullps. the tra\'eler 
in Victor Plymire's day had to forge 
his own road s. Savage. unchecked rob­
ber-bands found hiding' casy in Stich a 
rugged, primitive !and, plundering a nd 
killing cit izen and sojourner alike, This 
is the Tibet which Victor PIYlllirc pas­
sionately lovcd, and to which hc un­
reservedly devoted his life and energies 
that her people l11ight hear the gO!:ipel 
of God's love, 

By crudc raft, ox cart. and by foot 
Brother P1Ylllirc carried the Good Ncws 
thousands of miles to isolated Illon-

;I..,tarit's, nomadic tellt-dwelling trihes, 
and hurnhl!' \-il1agt·s, Despite ciiligent 
:Ind lin·I('s') efforts to will <I<"<:isi01ls 
for Christ. Sllcn:ss C;tlll(' painful1y slow: 
it was sixteell long years hefore he 
I,apliz('(\ his fir-;t Chri!:itian C01lYert. 
l ,('sser men might ha\'c bccomc dis­
c()urag('(1, but not \'ictor Plymirc; in 
spite of >.everc obstacles and handicaps 
he utterly spent himself in the sowing 
of the seed, and patiently awaited its 
fruition in God's time . 

After laboring alone for ele\'en dif­
ficult years, the Lord blessed him with 
a heloved wife who shared with him 
his vision and lo\'c for Tibet. The 
lonely days and !:ioli tary nights became 
a thing of the IXlst. Two and one half 
years later their hOllle was graced with 
a new arri\'al. John Da\'id, Hut in God's 
prO\'idellce "ictor Plymire's joys and 
pleasures as husband amI father wcre 
sho rt li\'Cc\' On the morning of 20 
January 1927 fi\'e -yea r-old David died 
of smallpox. Se\'en days later his wife, 
Crace, passed on to her hea\'enly re­
ward, a \'ictim of the sallle disease 
ag:'l.inst which they had 110 protect ion. 
\\'ith his own hands he fashioned 
caskets of rough lumber. I n these he 
gently laid the hodies of his dearest 
earthly treasures, nailed down the lids, 
and dug shallow graves in the frozen 
soil. With the help of a Tibelan Chris­
tian he covered the caskets with the 
hard cold earth. 

All was s ilent that sorrowful morn­
ing on the barrell cemetery hilltop ex­
cept for the sound of tears falling on 
\\'ooden caskcts, and the whistling of 
the hiuer \\'il1d as it whipped across 
the sharp mountain ridges, Alone again!

JOlIN 19:18-27. 38-42 

The cross of Christ di\'idc~ mankind into twO great 
classes-the sa \-cd all(\ the lost. The class into which onc 
falls depends en tirely upon his altitude toward Chrisl. Our 
lesson today centers around ]l(·rsonalitics who ei ther played 
a pa n in the actual crucifixion of Jesus or else witncs!>ed 
it. The a tti tudes manifested by them may ser\'c either ~tS 

an insp iring exam ple or a sole111n warn ing. 

PI LATE AN D TIfE r:' .... SCR II'T IO).'. \'\,. 18-22. 

Uotll irony and sarca~m were in Pilate's acti on and 
words ; yet the hand Of God was sli fely at wo rk! T he 
Jews rightly protested that what Pilate had written-"This 
is J eslIs of l\' anTcth, th e King of the jcws"-sounded 
morc like a proclamation than an accusa tion! Pi late, how­
ever, who knew full well that j esus was innocent of the 
charges aga inst Ili m, seemed ben t all gett ing some so n 
of revenge upon th ese j ews who had caused him such 
trouble and anxiety of mind and conscience, \\ 'hatever his 
motives may have ocen, Pilate's reply to the j ews' protest 
should ha ve been , " \ Vhat I have wrilten GOD has written," 
for God overrul ed the dcct'pt ioll of the j ews and the 
weakness and indee i ~ i on of Pilate so tha t th e lruth was 
indeed procla imed from the Cross! 

TilE SOLDI ERS A ND Til E I~O BE , VV. 23, 24 . 
He who had stripped Ilill1self of Ili s pre-exi stent glory ; 

He who so rIXemly had laid a"ide lIi s eanhly garments 
in order to set I Ii:; di sciples an example of se!f-hlllnbling 
and loving service, now submit s to the depths of humilia­
tion and shame and hangs naked 0 11 the cross before the 
eyes of the multitude! And what effect did it ha\'c upon 
the soldiers? They simply gambled over lIi s seamless robe! 
I n their indifference and apathy they are representatives 
of those large classes of people who today live as if 
Christ had never died! Again, Ihey only serve to illustrate 
how spiritually insensible and unsensilive any of us may 
become in the presence of God! 

These verses arc also : (1 ) illustrative of 1Iis poverty 
in order that we might be made rich (2 Corinthians 8: 
9); (2 ) symbolic of the fact that I-Ie was made naked 
in orde r that we might be clothed in the garments of 
righteousness and glory (Revelation 3: 18; 7: 14; 1s..1.iah 
61 :10); (3) direct fulfillment of prophecy (Psalm 22: 
18). Chance may have determined the winner of the tunic, 
but it was not by chance that the scripture was fulfilled! 

JOHN AND J ESUS' MOTHER. Vv. 25-27. 
jesus was not so taken lip with Ilis suffering and agony 

- terrible though it was- that He did not have time to 
consider the needs of others. Since 11ary was probably 
a widow and her other children not yet in sympathy with 
her view of Christ, nor able to care for her, jesus com­
mitted her to the care of the disciple who was probably 

20 

clo~c~t to 11im of all, and who, by nature and cha racter, 
was perhaps be~t (jualified to care for her. llerc we ha\'e 
some nC<'ded lessons: 

(1) Personal incol1\'ellience can never be used as an 
excuse for neglecting those for whom we are bound by 
the law of God and affection to care , One wr iter speaks 
of "deceived people who spend all their love and sweet­
ness out of doors, who have a reputat ion fo r godliness. 
and are to be se~n in the fo refront of this or that Chris­
tian work, but who are sullen, quick tempe red, and in­
differen t at home, If while sav ing a world jesus had time 
to care for His mother, all of us have time to be con­
siderate and dutiful at home," 

(2) T he ex tent of one's interest in individua l souls will 
determine the reality and moti ve of his apparent interest 
in the masses. 

(3) T o john it was all hono r to have Ch ri st's mother 
entrusted to His ca re and he ful ly responded to the privi ­
lege and opportunity, \ \ 'e, too, have a duty to others be­
c:ll1se of spirit ual relationship to them, Do we, likewise, 
appreciate the dignity and sacredness of being entrusted 
wi th the ca re of Ch rist's OWI1 , and do we di scharge our 
duties faith fu Uy ? 

JOSEPH AN D TH E TO~"J. Vv. 38-42. 
joseph of Arimathaea and Nicodemus undoubtedly were 

hoth membe rs of the Sanhedrin, and yet thcy were secret 
bel ievers in Christ! They havc been condemned for their 
sec recy and lack of courage, but let us never forget that 
in the light of the Cross they became transformed men who 
risked a great deal in their combined effort to see that 
Ch ri st had an honorable burial!

At 
times the agents of temptation may be 
our companions; they may e\'('n call 
thelll selves our fri end s.

Sin seldom shows it s face until 
the deed is done. It covers its hideous­
ncss with a suggestivc or seducti\'e "eil 
(Gcnesis 3 :4-6).

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God is faithful. who will 110t suffer 
you to be tempted above that yc aTC 
ahle; but will with the tC"lllptatioll also 
make a way to escape. that ye Illay 
he able to be:!. r it·' (I Corinthians 10: 
13). 

Temptation is mighty, but it is not 
almighty. 0:0 temptation comes to ally 
per!;Otl but such as he can bear. There 
is no elemcnt of ncce ... sity in its seduc­
tions, nor arc it s enticements impera ­
ti\'e. They appear and cntice, but thcy 
cannot compel. X 0 onc has powcr oycr 
our will; 110 one can compcl us to 
consent. Even when we concei\·c of a 
si tuation beyond any human control. 
wc can rctain the intcgrity of our will 
by refusing to consent to it. It is all 
encouraging truth that, with every 
temptation, God opcns up a way of 
escapc, so that we may be able to bear 
it. With every temptation, if we will 
but trust. we may hear the voice of 
our Lord S<.1.y, "All power is gi,·cn 
IIl1tO :'.fe. Lo, I am with you alway, 
Ullto the end of the age" (i\ latthew 
2S :20). Thus we see that temptat ion 
is limited. It must work within bounds.
