Oll this Sl'\·cnth Sundar after Ea~!l'f we c('khrate an ('\'(·nt which, 
though often overlooked, i~ a~ ~ignificallt a~ any on the Chri~tian calen· 
dar. It is l\,!ltcCOst Sunday, Ihc day on whidl the lloly Ghost came 
1I]>on Ihe infant Cburch of the I.ord J{'St1.~ to make it a mighty living force. 

In fact, one writer says. "There was a time when the Christian Church 
celehrated l't·ntecost Stlllday, the alwi\"ersary of the coming of the Spirit. 
more than she did Christmas, the alll1in>r"ary of the coming of Chri:-.t.'· 
And well she might, for nothing more re"olutionary could ever hap]>C'lI 
to mortal man than to he filled wilh God the Iioly Ghos!. 

Christmas is a happy en'11(. for it commclllorates Ihe day when Cod 
became flesh to dwell GIUOII[j mcn. l'entecost i.~ equally happy for on that 
day God can1(' do\\"n to dwell ill I11en. 

Easter, too. is a sacred occasion, ~igllif)'il1g thc tillle wl]("11 the physical 
body of the I.ord Je~u!;, lying cold and !>\ill ill a lomh. was "llddenly 
imbued with r(,surrection life. PCllt('l'Ost i~ no leSs :-.acred for it marks 
the time when powerless men and wOlllen were cndued \\"ilh power from 
on high, and their emire beings were electrified with \he same mighl)' 
Spirit that raisrd Christ from Ihc dead. 

Jesus had lold I/is disciplcs that the Fallwr would gi,·e them the 
Spirit. "He dwclleth willI you, and shall be in you," Ill' said (John 14: 
17). This promise W<I S fulfilled 011 the day of Pentecost when "they 
were all filled with ihe /Ioly Ghost, and began 10 speak with other 
longues,.as the Spirit ga,·e them utterance·· (Acts 2:4 ) . This happcned 
to cvery member of that lillie group which c(ll1'niln\cd the nudeu:; of 
the Christ ian Church. Thcre were a hundred and tll'cnt,I' individuals 
in that group. hath mcn and women, and they werc all filled with Cod. 

T hc visible results of Ihat spiritual infusion were so spectacular that 
three thousand other Jel\"s wcre cOIl\·cned to Ch!"i"t heforc Ihe day was 
gone. These three thousand Jews werc religiuus people hilt Ilolhing in 
their religiou~ experience could c01l1parc with what they ~aw and hcard 
tha i day. ]Jere was the life for which rheir hearts had thirsted. l ien: 
was the power f()f which their spirils longed . I lere was a niiraclc pe r­
formed before Iheir very cyes- the miracle of ordinary men and womcn 
being filled wjlh God, sct aglow wilh a heavenly hope. transf ixed with 
a radiant joy, and transformed Into vchicles for a demo!l~tratiOll of the 
supernatural power of Ihe I.ord. 

It was this sight of ordinary mcn and WOllle1l filled wilh God that 
caused Ihe Church to grow so rapidly in Ihose early days. ?llu lti tl1c1cs 
of people turned to the I.o r<l when they saw tl1/' 100·c these Christian" 
had for one another. and the simplicity of thelr faith. and the zeal with 
which they witncssed for their Leader. Thcr acted like people wilo knew 
in whom Ihcy had believed. They had found a cause to which they could 
abandon themselves without rescne. f(lr God had filler! th(:tll withllis 
power and presence.

I ll' d well" 
in human bodies. J Ie will dwell in all who will yield themseh·es to/lim.

The Belicvrrs (1/ Ephcsus 
1 n Acts 19: \-7 we arc told how the 

110ly Spirit was imparted to the Ephe­
sians. Paul had arrived in Ephesus and 
had found "certain disciples" ( that is , 
bel ic\'c rs) to whom he said, "Have yc 
received the] loly Ghost sin.:e yc be­
lieved ?" or, as onc \'CrS10ll states, 
"WIzC Il yc believed ?" Their answer was 
that they had nOt heard that the I loly 
Ghost had been given. Thcy had 110t 
even received Chr istian baptism-they 
had on ly known John's baptism-so 
Pa ul taught them of Chrbt, the One 
who Joh n said would come after him 
and who w0l11d bapt ize people wi th (Ie 
H oly Ghost. T hese I ~phcsians then re­
ceived Christian baptism, after which 
Pa ul laid his ha nd s upon them, and the 
] loly Ghost caine 011 them; "and they 
spake with tongues, ami p rophesied" 
(A" , 19,6). 

T hi s was A. D. 54, twcnty-ollc ycars 
a ftcr Pentecost. These Ephesians were 

vi"ited with the same phenomenon as 
was evidenced in .. \ CIS 2 and Acts 10. 

I~ .. \. Torrey, in his book What Iht' 
Hibic Tracht'S, says: 

"The Bapti"m with the 110ly Spirit 
is an operation of the Iioly Spirit 
distinct from, and suhsequent and addi­
tional to, II is regenerating work 

"r\ man may be regen('r:l.ted by Ihe 
I roly Spirit and stil1 110\ be haptiLed 
with the Holy Spirit. In regeneration 
there is an impartation of life, a nd the 
one who recei\'es it is 'S • .1\"ed; ill the 
Baptism with the Ii oly Spirit there is 
an ililpartation of power. and the one 
who recei\'e~ it is fitted for service. 

"Evcry true believer has the H oly 
Spi rit (see Homans 8:9), but not e\ery 
belieyer has the Baptism with the Iioly 
Spirit. though e\'ery belie\'er may h3\·e. 
The Baptism with the Holy Spirit may 
be received immediately after the :Jew 
Birth; c. g., ill the household of Cornel­
ius. In a normal state of the church, 
e\'ery believer would have the Bapt ism 
with the lIoly Spirit, as in the church 
al Corinth (sec 1 Corinthians 12 :12). 

';In such a norma! state of the church, 
the Baptism with the Holy Spirit would 
be received immediately upon repent ­
ance and haptism into the Name of 
Jc::;us Chris t for the remission of sins 
(Acts 2:28). tillt the doctrine of the 
Baptism with t:le lIoly S piri t has been 
so allowed to drop Ollt of sigilt, and the 
Church has had so little cxpectancy 
along tb is line for its young children, 
that a la rge port ion of the Church is 
in the posi t ion of the churches III 

Samaria and Epheslls, whe re someone 
has to come and call the attention of 
the Illass of believers to their privilege 
in the R ise n Christ and claim it for 
thelll." 

1'/11' Church at Samaria 
One morc occasion we arc compelled 

to cons ider is the illlp .. 1.rtation of the 
I loly Spirit at Samaria (Acts 8) 
.\ltlwugh the Sniptures do not say the 
Samafltan belieyers spoke with tongues, 
a slll)Crnatllral pl1{~tll)1llenOn occurred 
\\hit-h seerns to he identical with it. 

There \l'as a great f(-'vi\'al at Samaria, 
with Philip as the eyallgeJist. There 
wcre miracles. signs, healings, and 
demonic spirits cast ou t (\-er"es 6, 7). 
Evcn Silllon the sorCerer was converted 
:l.!ld \\-a.') baptiLcd in water. The people 
wcre savcd hut not filled with the 
Spirit. As R. ;\ , Torrey say", they 
\\\.:re "regenerated bul not haptized wi th 
Ihc Holy Spirit." 

The apostles at JCflt ... alclll sent Peter 
and John to Samaria "who. when they 
were come down, prayed for thelll, that 
thcy Illight receive the lloly Ghost: 
(for as yet he was fallen upon nOne 
of them: only they were b..1.pliLed in 
the name of the Lord Jesus )" ( Acts 
S :15-17). "Then laid they their hands 
Oil them, and Ihey received the I loly 
Ghost," 

You will note Ihat Ihese people bc­
Jie\'ed in Jesus Christ. They had ac­
cepted Him as Lord and Saviour, and 
the)' hnd been baptized in water. T hey 
were Christians, yet they had not re­
ce ived the Holy Spirit. They did not 
receivc until the apostles came to their 
cit)' and laid the ir h;ll1ds on lliem. 

Anyone who teaches that believers re­
ceive the bapti sm with the Iloly Spirit 
at conversion will have a hard t ime 
reconciling such teach ing with the 
record conccrning the Samarilans.

The Bible says, "Be filled with the 
Spirit" (Ephesians 5 :18). Th is COIll­

mand is given to Cbri~ tinns. As R. A. 
Torrey point s Ol1t, there are at least 
seven different phrases which mean 
the same thing : 

"Baptized with the Holy Ghost" 
'·Filled with the Spirit" 
"Gift of the 1I 0ly Ghost JX>llred out" 
"Holy Ghost fell on them" 
"Receive the J loly Ghost'· 
"I will send the promise of the 

Father upon you" 
"Endued with pc.wer from on high" 

All these expres$ions are used in the 
New Testament to describe onc and 
the same experience. Therefore Ephe­
sians 5 :18 cannot be twisted into some­
thing less significant. It means. "Be 
baptized with the I ioly Spirit." 

"The llapti~111 with the lIoly Spirit," 
said Torrey, "is a definite experience 
of which one Illay and ought to know 
whether he has received it or not." 

TJlF. DISPESSATIOSAL Si':TTI~G 

The Church Age or the Dispensa­
lion of the Holy Spir it began on the 
Day of Pentecost. This is accepted by 
all denominations. A dispensation is a 
period of time during which God deals 
with men after some particular manner. 
God never change~ r I is mind or plan 
in the midst of a dispensation. That 
is to say, the new inst itution wh ich 
ushers in a dispensation must rem3m 
to the close thereof. 

Think for a moment of the dispen­
sation of the Mosa ic Law. Suppose 
someone had tried to set the L .. aw 
as ide! That act would have met God's 
displeasure. He would not pe rmit it. 
The Lord ended th e dispensation of 
Law when Jesus Christ died 011 the 
Cross. Now we arc in the Holy Spirit 
di spensation and it will cont inue ulltil 
Jesus returns to take the Church out 
of the earth. Until that time no onc 
can change the di spensation. 

To use another compari son, let liS 

take the case for water baptism. The 
Bible indicates the Early Chu rch im­
mersed convert s in water. Immersion. 
then, was the mode of water baptism, 
and we immerse cOlwert s tod:lY because 
we are still in tire Chnrch f\ge. Very 
well, if the mode of the baptism with 
the Holy Spirit was the speaking in 
tongues, why try to change it now ? 
Indeed, what right ha\·e we to change 
it ? The point is madc very clear. 1111 -
mersion was the apostolic mode of 
water baptism, and the phenomenon of 
speaking in tongues was the apostolic 
mark of receiving the baptism with the 
Holy Spiri t. H·e should rxpcrt the ex­
perir,!cc to be the same i,! method, 
and ill demonstration, as it 'l('{iS HI 

apostolic days. 
It was the habit of the apostles, 

whenever they found believers in Christ, 
to inquire whether they had received 
the Holy Ghost. T hey made sure that 
all Christ ia ns experienced this bless ing. 

They recognized the fact that the 
baptism with the Holy Spi rit is ab­
solutely necessary to enable allY Chris-

tian to perform the ,>en-icc that Christ 
plans and expects of him. 

They taught that this experience was 
for all. As Peter put it, ''The promise 
is unto you, and to you r children, and to 
all that arc afar off. even as many as 
the I .. onl our God shall call" (Aets 
2 :39). It is for f''i:rr)' brlie'/.'cr in et'ery 
aye of the Church's history. If allY 
bl'1iC7:cr in any age does 1I0t have the 
flaptism i,/itll tlte Holy Spirit, it is sole­
IV because he does lIot claim his pri'lli­
fcyc ill Christ. <III <III
