The crime r:-ll(' in 111(' Cnited S tates cominueci its " relentless trend 
up\\"ard" during' the fir:-,t three months of 1961, FUI Director J. Edg:-lr 
II ()o\'c r says. In Ih(' mOsl discouraging report he ha s yet made on the 
nation\; battk ag-ain:'>t crime. ,\lr. Hoover says there was an over-ali 
incrcase ()f 10 pcr ccnl 111 :-'c riOtlS offen ses as compared \\"ith the same 
period ill 19W. 

'I'll(' report is hast'd on prciiminary reports from 617 police depart­
me11ts in citie.~ O\'('f 2S,CX>O population. It shows that during the first 
quarter of IY() I ~hc numher of murders increased by nine per cent, 
forcible rape hy two pl'r ccn\. and aggravated assaults (stabbings . etc,) 
hy th rel' ]ll'r C('n\. all ,,('tting new records. Crimes aga inst property 
:--how('d a big" incl"(';l.:,(" The only form of crime to show a decrease 
\\"as ]l(Jckd-pickillg", \\hich was dowlI 18 per cent. 

The FIH chief l'xprb~e1> particular alarm O\'er the fact that "robberies, 
the m05t vicious of larcl'llY offenscs because of the force or threat of 
f(;!"l'l' used again:'>t the vinim:--," {'omintlcd (he high incidence: which 
mark c:d the calendar year 1960.

the stark realities of heathen heartbreak. 

o t;R S.\!ALL BOAT .\\,\])1': ITS \\' ,\Y 

slowly down the 111lJ(ldy. refuse-filled 
ri\"cr. On each side the teeming cit~ 
of Bangkok spread out before liS. The 
din of ;,hOll t S. the creaks. the squcals. 
all mingli ng \\"ith the \""riOlls traffic 
noises. drilled into ollr ears. The in­
desc rlbahle stench assailed Ollr nO-Mils. 
and our eyes followed with never-failing 
amazement the <:on..,;tantly mO\'iug mass 
of jostling' humanity pouring through 
the st reet s. 

\Vc edged close r to the bank and 
turned into one of the numerous canab. 
These canals crisscross Thailand and 
form arteries of transportation for the 
people and their produce. J !ere were 
all shapes, sizes, and kinds of boats . aud 
one must hc an adept pilot to ;L\'oid 
coll ision. 

[ was in Bangkok as an cvangelist, 
as well as a teacher in the Bible School 
wh ich had opened its doors to the first 
students a few days before. This school 
had become vcry ne{:essary, for the re­
vival in this land had literally exploded 
in the past five years and was sweeping 
onward like a fores t fire before a hur­
ricane, The Finnish Free missionari(~s 
( Pentecostal) were God's instrument s 
here and we were happy to have the 
priyilegc of working with them. 

The banks of the canal, down whi~h 
our boat slowly 1110yed, were packed 
with houses. Small, poor . and mostly 
hon: l-like. they afforded meager shelter 
from the elements. Everywhere men 
and women were working: building 
boats. weaving, washing, repairing nets. 
<Illd going about many other occl1pations. 
These people drudge from early until 
la te st riving to ~Ilake a bare subsistence. 
The scene, to our \Vestern eyes. was 
most picttlfesque wi th palm trees st:l.nd-
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illg tall against the b:l.ckdrop of the 
hlue tropical sky with its hrilli:wt CUllIU­

lll~ clouds. 
The water slippillg pa~t our I>oal$ 

was IlllspeakabJy fillhy, carrying refuse 
and sewage from tens of thous,'11Hls of 
dwellings. Yet children were s\\'im­
Illlllg in it. and women were dipping it 
up and carrying it into their houses 1 
SolI others were washing their yege­
!abks and f nrit preparatory to cooking 
the e\'e!ling me:l.!. 

:-\s J w:l.tdwc\ the cOlht<1rltly changing 
scene. Illy eyes suddenly were riveted in 
unhelie\'ing horro r ! Could that bobbing 
thing a few feet from the side of our 
bO:l.t be a human head? I closed my 
eye~ for a "econd. tlren forc(>d them 
open to he SlIre J was not dreaming. 
It was trlle! It was the bod\' of an olel 
woman. She had been dC:l.d for some 
time. Her long gray hair. wafted this 
\\'ay and that by the \\';1\'CS, was swirling 
li l,e a dance r 's veil around the head with 
it:. \\,hite, water-serrated scalp shining 
through. 1 caught my hreath and my 
:.\OI11:1.ch felt dreadfully queasy. 

:-"Iy eyes swam with tears. blurring 
th e picture which the afternoon sun so 
mercilessly spotlighted_ J watched the 
grtH:some thing slip hehind tis. the wake 
of the boat c:l.l1sing it to bounce and hoh 
\\·ith life-like mo\'ements_ r knew that 
the river would claim the body from 
the canal, and thell the tide would sweep 
it out into the limitless space of the 
ocean, 

This floating body, umetrie\'("d frOI11 
the water, was a graphic illustration of 
the fatalism of the ancient religion of 
Thailand. :\0 one wou[d take the body 
frOIll the water-to do so would have 
oeen to interfere with bte! This was 
her destiny and 11 must go on to its fu ll 

:l.ccomplishmelH. Those who passed hy 
sl:C'llle(\ to feel no horror or revulsiol1 
on !Oeeing the body ;11 the \\':l.ter; this 
was the way it \Va!O supposed to he or 
it l1e\'('r \\'ou1d ha\'(~ oc('urred . 

I asked myself. \\'h:l.t was the slory of 
the life whose tragic cnding I:l.Y hefore 
me? Ilow had shc lived? \\ ' hat children 
had she borne? Ilad it been their Ilancis 
that under the eon~r of darkness had 
surreptitiously slipped her body into the 
c;"ma[? Or had she, when faring death 
alone and despairing. dragged hersel f 
to the c:l.1Ia1's edge and slipped into thc 
Illurky water. knowing that in a few 
1ll0lllCIIts ht:r ealthly life \\'olild bc ove r ? 

Ilad anyone told her abollt the \\'011-
derfnl 101'c of the Lord Jesus Chri~t? 

Ilad anyone gi\'en of his money that a 
missionary or national worker might go 
to her with the message of God':. great 
salvation? 

As [ sa t wilh my solemn thoughts it 
seemed to me that this woman personi­
fied all the millions in this [and and ill 
all lands of the world, who arc hopeless 
because they arc without Christ. A 
bu rden for lo:.t mankind swcpt o\-er l11e 
I\·ith :I. COllc(;rn such as I hal'c known but 
few times in my life. I wished fervently 
th:l.t e\'ery Christi:l.ll might sec what r 
had just seen. and might feel as I fclt 
a t th:l.t moment. I was su re that this 
sta rk scent.: would help all to realize in 
part what the heart of God must feci 
for the lost souls of mankind- souls 
that arc as eternal as God Ilimseif. and 
who :l.re constantly heing washed :l.long 
the ril'er of time, out on the tide of 
life. toward the sea of a Chr istles5 ete r­
nity! Surely it would make each of 
115 less self-centered and more eager to 
go and give to OLlr fullest to stem Ihe

God has had holy prophets "~ince the 
worl (l h<'Kan ( I.uh· I :70). After mel I 
:-. inlled , Cod no longer could speak di­
rectly to thern. so I Ie hegan "at su ndry 
times and in di"ers manncr:-." 10 speak 
to them hy the prophel s ( I lehre\\' s 
1 ,1 ). 

\Vhen Israd and Jlldah hccam(' more 
and more :lpo>.tate and God ddermim:d 
to de$t roy Ihem as nations, lIe $('nl 
prophets 10 warn th~T1l and give them 
an opportunity to l·ep<"lIt. They were 
strong. courageous men who wer{' will­
ing to obey God and to speak for I lim 
{'ven at thc risk of their li,·cs. Some of 
them were slain. Others were perse­
cllted. l\Olle of them wa s popular with 
the peoplc of hi s day. Perhaps that is 
why Jesus always spoke of the prophets 
with such great tenderness alld respect. 
11} Ilis sermon on the 1I10ll11\ I-Ie told 
the disc iples they should rejoice and be 
exceedingly glad when men reviled and 
persecuted them, and when all manner 
of evil was spoken against thel11 fal;;ely, 
for this placed them in the same cate-
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gory as the prophets and assured them 
of grea t reward in hea\-ell (:'I1atthew 
5 :11. 12). 

The prophets faithfully spoke the 
words Cod gave thern to spe::tk c\-cn 
though they did 110t understand the sig­
zlific:lIlCe of wh:lt thcy were s::tying . For 
examplc, Peter said the prophets did not 
l! ll d('r.~t:llld what they wrote concerning 
the suffering:; of Christ and the glory 
tlrat should follow ( I Peter 1:10-12 ) . 
They were inspired to write of Christ' s 
second coming. as well as II i ~ first ad­
Wilt. alld the), foretold the glory of 
I lis kingdom and the beneficence with 
which lI e shall rul e the llalions. They 
also wrote of Is ra el's great destiny 
",hidl is yCt to be fulfilled. 

\\'e need to know these thing s which 
arc yet in the future . ami thi s is O1)e 
reason why we should read the hooks of 
the prophets. Bm there arc other rea­
sons too. The propheb gi I'C \1S a re\·ela­
lion of God. :\0 other wriling so 
Ill'alllifu!ly describes our :'Ilaker as 
Isaiah 40. The prophets al so give us a 
re\"(~lation of our Sa,·iour. h"o other 
pas;.age of S(' riptllre describes the sllf­
fl.:rillg' Redeemer with such viyid detail 
as Isaiah 53 which has been called "the 
go"pel in the Old Testament.'· 

T be books of the prophets teach tiS 

the natllre of Goel, the depths of the 
riches of Ili s knowledge and wisdom. 
Jiis ]o\'e for righteousness amI hatred of 
iniqu ity, Ili s e"erl:lsting lo\'e. and His 
great patience. They al so warn 11 5 that 
men call1l ot disohey God forever without 
su ffering the consequences. Jeremiah 
warned that the people would be ovcr­
come by their e11emies, humbled. and 
painfully puni shed becal:se they had for­
gott en the Lord (Jeremiah 13 :24. 25). 
and the prophecy was fulf illed. 

The prophets deal ",ith social isslles, 
bllt primarily their message is spiritual. 
They speak of men's relationship with 
their neighbors but more especially of 
their relationship with God. Therc is 
drama and color in each book In J ere­
miah we see a prophet weeping and 
blllenting over conditions in Judah. III 
Ezekiel we read about the ;'nl1ey of dry 
bones" and the "river flowing from un­
der the threshold. " Daniel tel1 s liS of 
visions of empires. 1-Iosea is ~ story 
of heartbreak caused hy an unfaithful 
wife. Joel sings of the "laller rain," 
,-\1110S thunders a warning to the nations . 
Obadiah cries ou t against the Edomites. 
J omh takes :111 e\'elltful "oyage, 

Every book has its 0\\,11 story.?l l icah 
speaks of the "little town of 13ethlehem." 
:\ahu!11 tells of his burden for the great 
city of :\'ineveh. lIabakkuk giYCs a 
climactic shout of joy. 7.ephaniah 
describes the "great day of the Lord." 
1 faggai exudes hope and strength in the 
face of adversity. Zechariah poin ts to 
the candlestick fueled by two ol ive trees. 
:'Ifalachi brightens the darkness of hi s 
day by heralding the rising of the "Sun 
of Righteousness," 

Thank God fo r the prophets of old . 
Thank God for Jesus . the greatest of 
all prophets. God, who once spoke 
through the prophets, has spoken 
through His Son in these last days 
(Hebrews I :2). Jesus is God's message 
to lhe Church and to the nations. His 
gospel is the solution to the world's 
problems. His voice alone can bring. 
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peace to thIS trollillcd t'arth 11(' and

the city of Jhd11l11. now in \\'cst Pakis­
lan, my parents bid away the hody of 
my lillie ~js(cr :\lary, a victim of the 
terrible scourge of diphtheria. \\'e were 
011 our way to th e hills of Ka;,hmir for 
the rdllge from the tcrrihle SI1I11I1H'r 

heat of the Punjah plains when. he­
calise of ),!ary's illness. we had to 
s top at Jhclllll1. 

\Vhen her illness was fonnd to he 
diphtheria. 110 expense was spared to 
secu re <Inti-toxin. :\on(' \\'a.'. ;\\'ailahlc 
nearer than Bomhay- two days and 
nights away by the f;lsle;,\ daily mail. 
Of course. they telegraphed fo r i( im­
mediately. hut hy the time it arri,'cd i\ 
was too laIC. :l1ld we had to go to Oll f 

summer Gll1lp in Ka~hl1lir without our 
little fi\'e -year-old $i~ter. 

I was only ahont $e,'cn whell thi~ 

happened bU I I remcmber vividly I"Ull­
ning into thc tcnt one day and find­
ing my mother writing a Jelter to her 
father, Dr. i{obert G. Wallace, I saw 
a tear drop on the fresh wri ti ng. It 
spread O\'e r quite a Spot and left all 
inerasable picture 111 111)' l11el11ory. 
\Vhene"er 1 recall the picture of the 
tear that wrote itself into the record 
ofl\ la ry's "home-going," Illy hean dim­
ly feels again the sorrow I felt then 
at the sight of my mother' s anguish . 

T he anti-toxin from Bombay did not 
a rri ve in time to savc ~lary's life. but 
my 1h."Irents were "ery thankful that it 
did pn.!\·ent the rest of liS four children 
from contracting the disease. Yet what 
inexpressible sorrow was ('vident in their 
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cry, "\Vould that the remedy had come 
in time to save lIrary!" 

\\'hat is this anti-toxin that was so 
important to lIS at this time? It is a 
"uh:-.tance produced in the blood that 
COll1l\cracts thc poisoll or toxin which 
diphtheria germs dcvelop. If a child gets 
diphtheria. the disease produces a toxin 
in the hody, e.'jpccialJy in the throat. 
The chi ld' s blood then develops a suh­
stance which fights the poison of the 
di~('a~e. Hut many children. especially 
tiJo:-.e abollt five years of age. clo not 
produce enollgh anti-toxin in their blood 
to overcome the poison of the germs. So 
doctors searched for a blood that would 
produce this substance in abundance. 
,mel foulld it in a certain trpe of hor.'je. 
Xo\\" when lhcy inject such horses with 
th!..: poison of diphthe ria. their blood pro­
duces strong anti-toxin suhstance, Thi s 
!-.ll bstance is extracted and made avail~ 
ahle to persons suffering from diph­
theria . When in jected into the patient's 
blood stream it destroys the poison of 
diphtheria. HecO\'ery IS thus made 
through the power of the blood of a 
horse which has fought and O\"(";'rcome 
the poison of diphtheria. 

\\'hat an illustration of the hlood of 
th e Lamb of God that takes away the 
~in of the sons of Adam who have been 
bitten by the old se rpent! Sin, like diph­
theria, produces poison in ollr life­
~tream. And human blood cannot pro­
cluce sufficicnt vital opposition to sin 
to overcome it. Consequently, sin has 
infected all men and is conquering all 
opposition to its poison. 

]Jut God laid al! that sin upon the 
Lamb. He accepted it and drank "the 
cup of iniqllity" in th e Garden of Geth­
sernane so that He might he able to 
offer J I is blood for a world of men 
and women dying of a sickness a thou­
s:llId tirnes \\"orse than diphtheria . 

\Vhy is it that we do not regard sin 
as the most deadly of all diseases? Pro­
fessedly we do, bill often our very 
words show false not es in om pro­
fession! \\'e hear ourselves making ex­
cl1ses for things which we conside r 
"small inconsistencies" or "human weak­
nesses." i\'"ow we would ne,'er make an 
cxcuse for diphtheria! Even the sl ight­
est symptom of it would make us des­
pcrately determined to obtain a cure. 
I maginc discovering somethi ng you con­
sidered a slight blemish in the skin to 
be a malignant cancer! Can you see 
yourself making excuses for it and di s­
missing it as a "human weakness"? 

Yet we who claim to believe the 
Billie are not above making excllses for 
ourselves when Ollr "yea" is found not 
to mean "yea" and our "nay" is not 
··nay." And that in spite of the fact that 
Christ says this intrusion of deccit is 
from the deviL 

Imagine making excuses for having 
leprosy and taking an attitude of in­
difference toward it! Yet we read the 
great Physician's diagnosis of the eye 
that looks with wrong desire upon an 
Dtlracti\'c individual. We profess to be­
lieve that such an eye is a sym ptom 
of something more loathsome and im­
pure than leprosy, and yet we cherish

L"Il­
consciously \\'e IIC'gin to think we Il111st 
he experts in this arca. \\'c forget that 
the conscious mind is usually a \'er~ 
s\lperficial part of our h;::ing. The re­
sul t is that while Ollr minds are COI1-
vim'ing us that \\"c beliew', our hNlrts 
arc filled with doubts, qucstioningl'l and 
unbelief. \\'hat a hard time God has 
\\"ith us!

JILdge J. Gill)crt Prcll<iergast filled 
that Bible reading ami prayer reqL,ir'e­
mcn!s ill opelling school exercises were 
matters within the school board's dis­
cretion. 

The suit against the 56-year-old 
school board rule was filed by ).lrs. 
).Iadalyn E. ~Iu rray, who withdrew her 
15-year-old son William from a Balti­
more publ ic school in protest against 
its daily religious pract ices. I ler a t­
torneys claimed that i\lrs. i\ lurray's re­
ligious liberty was threatened. 

"Just how the religious liberty of a 
perSOIl who has no religion can he en­
dangered is by no llIeans clear," sa id 
the Judge, ;'if the .:\Iurrays had their 
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way. the beliefs of virtually all the 
pcople would he suhonlinatcd to tho:...:: 
of ).lacialyn ).Iurray and her son." 

J mlge Prel1derga~t notcd that the 
schonl bo:trd had amcnded its ruling 
10 allow for any student who objccted 
to the claily excrci~cs to be cxcLl~ed, 
.\Irs. ~lurray's son returned to schoo l 
aftt:r the school hoard passed the amcnd­
IIlCII\. 

Ilowevcr, the jurist defended the 
practices th emselvcs by stating that "if 
religion, pure alld undefiled in every 
form. were rCl1Io\'ed from the class­
rooms, there would remain only :Hhe­
ism. " 

I Ie added: "Ol1r govcrnmcnt is 
fOlln(\ed on the proposition that people 
... hollid respect Ihe rcligiolls views of 
ulher~, not de~troy them." lIe suggested 
that if the plaillliffs views were right, 
"it is e\'ell po~sible that U, S. currency 
would not be accepted in school c...fe­
lerias, because e"cry bill and coin hears 
the inscription, 'In God \Ve Trust.'''

-~:10) we must belie\'e that lJe knows who will and who will not 
accept the gospel. This does not mean that before the world bcgan 11e 
foreordained the sah'ation of sOl11e and the damnation of all others. 
Such a doctrine makes a l110ckery of the promise that "whosoc\'er will" 
may he saved. "If men had been elected to damnation then they could 
not accept the saving grace of God. This the J3iblc does not teach. 

Why do peopte l ay, "Come and r.,c.,ive the Baptilm," when the e"pre .. ion 
"haptized with the Holy C hoat" ia not u • .,d after the Day of Pentecotl? 

The phrase, "Receive th e Ihpli:-m," is <l way of saying, "Receive 
ye the Iioly Ghost." or, ;'Be filled wi th the Spirit" (John 20:22 and 
Ephesians 5:18). Since John the Baptist said, "lIe shall baptize you 
with the 110ly Ghost" {:\latthew 3 :11), and Jesus said, ';Ye shall be 
baptized wiih the Iioly Gho!:>l not many days hence" (Acts 1 :5), this 
term (the 13aptism) is used to express the necd of a similar experience 
in our day.

We are to "keep our bodies nllder"-that is, to discipline 
oursel\'es-that we may walk after the Spirit and not follow our fleshly 
or human desires too far. \Ve arc to avoid those things that would 
separate the soul from God, \\'e are to ;'mortify the deeds of the 
hody" rather than indulge in carnal pleasures, Some of these ';works 
of the flesh" arc listed in Gala tians 5 :16-21.

From the standpoint of health, many believe we arc better off by 
not eating pork. This is probably true. The Old Testamcnt forbade 
po rk and certain other foods hut according to the New Testament we 
arc not under these l\losaic laws. Paul said, ;'17or every creature of God 
IS good, and nothing to he refused, if it be received with thanksgiving : 
for it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer" (I Timothy 4: 
4, 5 ) , He also said, "For one believeth that he may cat all things: 
another, who is weak, eateth herbs .... 1 know, and am persuaded by 
the Lord Jesus, that there is nothing unclean of itself: but to him 
that esteeJ1Jeth anything to he unclean, to him it is unclean. For 
the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and

with m)' teen-age son before I realized 
that! was the one who needtd training. 

:\ot long after marrying a widower 
with a nine-year-old SOlI , I disco\'ered 
the difficulty of a s tc-pmother's role. :-'Iy 
slcp,>on and I locked homs the moment 
r determined that he wa s an antagoni~­
tic, resentful "problem child" nec-ding 
'>tric t training in the fear of God. I at 
once began to administer discipline. 
heavily seasoned with the gospel, plus 
:o.ol11e prayer and a sprinkle or two of 
low (since all children needed a hit 
of that too). 

For a while my authoritarian methods 
seemed reasonahly successful. Uut severe 
complications arose during the boy's 
:Jdol('scence. 

I lis radio or hi-fi incessantly blared 
hideous popul:"tr tunes; his f riends were 
uncouth; he had no interest in school. 
At home he was irresponsihle and in so­
lent to his parent s. But the greatest 
heartache was hi s complete indifference 
to the spi ritllalli fe. We practically had 
to compel him to attend Sunday school 
and church. 

The birth of Illy daughter three years 
after marriage added opportunities for 
friction. and the situation became so un­
hearable that I was at the point of a 
nerYOlls breakdown. As a sinccre Chris­
tian it grieved me deeply. 

In this state of despair and frustra­
tion. I heard a sermon that the 
Chr istian' s chief responc;ibility townrd 
o thers is love. "13ecause God has shown 
us great mercy;' the preacher said, "we 
ought to do likewise to others, showing 
no partiality. Pray for those who try 
you: ask God to bless, not curse thcm. 
Show others the same love and compas­
sion that God is continually showering 
upon you." 

\{eslXlnciing immediately to these in ­
structions, I embnrked on a new method 
of teen-age training. The test came 
when the boy brough t into his basement 
workshop a jukebox to repair and sell.

The dreaded day arri ved whell "the 
thing" was ready to play. Somet imes I 
fclt the foundations of the house wou ld 
"rock and roll" under the it11I"k,ct of the 
horrible sounds turned on double forte 
and non-stop. (Surely the devil himself 
nlust have im'ented it.) 

II0we\'er, I said nothing. but prayed 
the I.orc!"s hlessing nnd mercy upon him, 
concluding with, "And 0 God, please, 
plrase do something abollt that mnd­
dening jukebox." The Lord apI"k,rently 
ignored my desperate pleas. ~othing 

b\ldged. Our home continued to throb 
with jungle rhythm. I va liantly resisted 
the temptation to scream, "Take that 
thing out of here before yOll drive me 
crazy]" 

One morning while I wa s praying the 
Lord said, "Why don't ),011 let me take 
ove r ?" 

"\' t k -" T k 1 ou a'e o\'er: as 'e( , respect-
fully but skeptically. ?lly old dander 
th reateoed to spout like a geyser. ])oes 
God want to take away all my rights 
as a mother? J s it not l11y maternal 
dUly to guide the home, to discipline 
the children, to bring them up for the 
Lord? Who else must tell a child to 
brush his teeth, do his school work, 
get in before dark. . ' . 

"But just a minute," the Inller \'oice 
told l11e. "Your 5011 is 110 longer a child; 
he is a teen-ager- almost an adult. It·s 
one thing to train Up a child in the way 
he shou ld go. II's quite another to train 
up a teen-ager. Haven't you noticed 
that the more authoritarian yOll have 
been, the more he has resisted you? 
/'erhaps the Lord is trying to teach you 
something .. , . " 

The Lord patiently wai ted Hlltil I 
stopped sputtering. I lis gently persistent 
question re-echoed in my sOIlI, "Why 
don't you let Me take over?" Could it 
be that He knew how to handle a teen­
ager better than I? 

)'Ieekly 1 replied, "Then docs it 111ean 
that I am to be just a member of the 
household, and take orders from you?" 
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"Yes," the Lord replied: "it means 
just that." 

A strong personality type such as I 
am does not find it easy to suhmit, lmt 
God has ways of making us willing. I 
finally said, "Yes, Lord." 

Then began th e painful process of 
surrendering the reins which I had held 
sO firmly o\'er the years. One great 
source of contention had becn that after 
the boy left school he refused to seck 
a job. lie simpl)' hibernated every day 
until noon. 1 now stopped nagging and 
just committed hil11 to the I.ord. ';1£ 
You let him sleep all day ." l said, ;'it's 
;111 right with me." 

But 1 lTlust confess that at first, de­
spite m)' consecration to simply pray 
nnd let the Lord take O\'cr th e re­
sponsibility, my heart often hailed with 
what r thought was indignation over 
the bo)"s conduct. (! .;lter J had to 
admit. however, that 111)' ';righteolls in­
dig!13tion" was /lathing bu t tcmper, the 
ugliness of which ! had been "cllting 
on him all thesc years.) 

Again I fled to the Lord for refuge. 
This time I-/e said. ·'.\re yOll praying 
that everything will conform around you 
so that you can bear it ? Arc you still 
more imcrested ill yourself th;l.Il ill the 
boy?" 

Immediately I saw my own spi rit\lal 
lack, my great need of lovc and under­
standing for the youth who was as 
much a problem to himself as he was 
to others. 

For the first time I put Illy arms 
around him aud said w ith tears, "For-

I 
seemed to sce an invit>ihle weight drop 
f rom his young shoulders .. \ few mo­
rnellt.~ later hc wa<; whistling about the 
homc-somethin~ he had ne\'er donc 
hefore. 

That night he narrowly escaped death 
ill an accident with his motor scooter.

.\llother timc when his scooter caught 
fi re while he was riding it. the r .ord 
again mercifully spared him. 

.\fter six months of learning to take 
my huma1l cliltches off the boy. the 
Lord spoke into Ill}' soul.

New Church Estobl,shed ; Hos Debt· Free 
Building in SilC Yeors 

Since Ihe full gospel had not heen 
preached in this forgotten area around 
Columbia, 1\. H., for wcll O\'cr a quarter 
of a century, IheFred \\ 'e imars iound 
mallY who were seeking: God fo r a 
heart-felt experience. 

Burdened for thi s place. the \\ 'eilllars 
sough t a building (or services . The Lord 
met this need by providing the Columhia 
Town 1 [all rent free, 0 11 the condition 
that the \Veilllars would provide wood 
for the furnace. 1n the three years th ey 
had meetings at the Town Ilall. many 
found Christ as Sayiouf. 

A permanent place of worship he­
carne an urgent necessity. The Lord 
began to impress the pioneer wo rker,; 
to laullch into a building program. \\'ith 
only $300 in the church fund, they 
began looking for a bu ilding site. The 
property on which they planned to 
build cost just $300. 

ltinerating with a film of the activities 
of the church program, the \\'eimars 
were able to raisc $1,500 plus a $500 
g ift from the di st rict and a $2,000 per­
sonal loan, Co nstruction !)egan in th e 
spring of 1957, and in four month s the 
building was completed, "The people

had a mind to work" (>; ehemiah 4:6), 
The church was erected by members of 
the local congrega tion who gladly 
Jonated their skills, time. and effort. 

The many spiritual victories evident 
in the li\'es of young and old alike re­
warded the pastors for their labors. T o 
sce God fashion and cuhi\'ate 1i\'e~ to 
br ing fo rth frui t. C\'en "much fruit." 
was more than ample sa ti sfaction to 
those in the assembly who ga\'c so liher­
ally of the111 sehes to establish thi s 
church. 

The total cost of the church was 
$8.000, and a $4,000 debt remained. 
With the o riginal film, plus pictures 
of the church construction, the \\'ciman; 
\'enturec\ Ottt again to raise fu nds. A 
ehri:.t ian businessman donated wOmen's 
skirts which the members sold and the 
funds received wcre applied to the deht. 

A fter s ix and a half years here, thc 
\\'eimars felt God dirctting them 10 

another place of labor in His g reat \·ille­
yard . l.as! January 8, they resigned thc 
d1l1rch with only a $1,500 debt rell1aill­
IIlg. The same day they recci\'ed a 
phone call informing them the remain­
ing debt on thc church had been paid 
in full !

J l'I)GES 15 :9-20 

Our previous k sson told the l:> tory of Samson's hirth, 
growth, con~(,tratiorl to the! .ord, and the hcginning of the 
ll1o\·i ng of God 's Spi rit upon his life. 111(' present less01l 
tells of olle of hi s weat hattles and vinorics. H owever . we 
shal l also ('oTlsi(\cr chapter fourteell which explains the oc­
casion of the vioory desc ribed in Ol1 f tex t. 

SA\I S0~'S \\'ROXC; CHoln:. Jud ges 14 :1-3. Samson he­
ctlllle infatuated with a Philistine maiden and according to 
ClIstom rcqllcl:>tcd hi s parents to make arrangements for him 
to marry her. The di l:>trcsscd parellts urged him to take a 
wife from among the people of Judah. htl! Samson rejected 
th(>ir adv ic(>. Lessons: (1) It is had (>l1ough to be "over­
taken in n fault .. hut far worse 10 s in delil/crately again st 
r(>\-(>a le<1 lighl. "Be 110t unequall y yoked together with 1111-

helie\"(:-rs" (2 Corinthians 6:14- 18) was n divine principle 
as binding upon Samson as it is today. ( 2) A s his parents 
suggested. there wa s no excuse for hi s choice . There were 
fi lle WOl1\ell in Israel jUM as there are always wonderful, 
godly you ng women in any age . (.3) Samson was to pay 
a bi lter price and so wa s the woman invoh'ed, as a result 
of sacrificing e ternal principles fo r momcntary scnsual 
pleasure: 

GOD'S OVERltULlNr. OF EV IL, "But hi s fa ther and his 
mother knew not that it was of the Lord, that he sought 
occaSIOn against the Phili stincs," Thi s ce rtainly docs not 
mcan that it was God's will for Samson to enter into mar­
riage with this woman in order that it might lead to war 
and victory o\'er the Phi li stines. God neYer wills that which 
Samson's conduct did not meet with God 's approval, yet 
God, in j lis foreknowledge, used Samson' s s in in such 
a way as to further Ilis own purposes, 

S,\ ,\lSON 'S :-.r I XED Ex I' LOITS . Judges 14:5 to 15 :8. These 
verses give rise to many que.!.t ions ; yet ihey yield many 
practica l lessons, Samson's parents reluctantly arrange for 
the marriage. But, 10, eluting the very festivities, Samson's 
wife betrays his confidence to the I'hili st ines with whom 
he has made a wager. I~calizing he has been betrayed and 
cheated, Samson experiences the coming of the Spirit of 
God upon him and he is tllus enabled \0 slay thirty Philis­
tilles in order to pay his debt. Later, he vis its his wife 
only to discover that she has been gh"en ill marriage to 
"his friend," probably the man who had heen "best man" 
at hi s wedding. This fu n her enrages Samson against the 
I 'hili stines in consequence of which, by a very clever method, 
he burns the crops of his ellemies. Then they, in turn, 
blame their iroubles 011 Samson's wife who had helped thelll. 
Finally they decide to wage all-Ollt war against Judah. 

l ~e t liS learn these lessons : (a) Once again we see il ­
lu strated the fact that though the Spirit of the Lord may 
rtlove a man, it does not mean God approves of everything 
in that man's life, (b) \Ve have an illustration here of the 
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dome:.tic nagedie.!. which come from an ill-advised mar­
nagc. (c) Samson's wife experiencd the \·ery punishment 
with which she had been threatened and which caused her 
to be untrue to Samson in the beginni ng. To ~ac r ifice prin­
ciple for expediency is never profitable. 

SAMSO:-;'S GRE,\T \"CTORY, Judges 15 :9-20. The men 
of J udah, frightened at the approach of the Philistines, de­
cide to turn him oye r to their enemies to save their own 
skins, Samson agrees to be found and delivered to the Philis­
tines Oll the promise that the men of Judah will IIOt kill him 
themselves. Xo sooner is he del i\·ered than he hursts his 
bOllch by the Spirit of God which comes I1pon him and 
single-handedly defeats the Philistines, killing three thousand 
of them. I n consequence, the power of the Philistines is 
broken for twen ly years, Obse ryations: 

1. The hopelesslless oj /JI('" 'without God . Sa id the men 
of Judah to Samson , "Knowest tholl not that the Phi listines 
arc rulers o\'er us ?" To what shameful depths of cowardice, 
demoralization, and defeatism had God 's people su nk. 

2. The slim oj Olle /JIOII tillS God! The secret of Samson' s 
strength and o f the victory he won oyer the Philistines is 
found in the words, "And the Sp irit of the Lord came 
mightily upon him." So it always is. 1n personal life or 
in international affairs, issues are not se ttlcd by human 111ight 
and brilliance but by ihe so\·e reign will of God.
