Words have a tremendous potential either for weal or woe. A certain
Greek philosopher asked his servant to provide the best dish possible. The
servant prepared a dish of tongue, saying: “It is the best of all dishes,
because with it we may bless and communicate happiness, dispel sorrow,
remove despair, cheer the fainthearted, inspire the discouraged, and say
a hundred things to uplift men.”

There are no less than twelve dis-
tinct predictions in the Bible that, when
the lLord comes, He will judge His
people and dispense rewards to those
who deserve them. “For we must all
appear before the judgment seat of
Christ; that every one may receive the
things done in his body, according to
that he hath done, whether it be good
or bad” (2 Corinthians 5:10). This is
typical of the scriptures to which we
refer. The others are in Romans 14:
10; Isaiah 40:10; 62:11; Matthew 12:
36, 375 16327 Luke 143145 1. Co=
rinthians 3:10-15; 4:5; 2 Timothy 4:
7, 8: Revelation 22:12,

This can be considered a terrifying
thought. Paul said in 2 Corinthians 5:
11, immediately following his announce-
ment concerning this judgment, “Know-
ing therefore the terror of the lord,
we persuade men.” Doubtless this
thought was in his mind when he said
in 1 Corinthians 9:16, “Woe is unto
me, if I preach not the gospel.” De-
pending upon the degree of our dili-
gence and faithfulness in carrying out
the commands of our Lord and living
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in a series of

articles on coming events

up to all of our privileges, we too may
contemplate the judgment seat of Christ
either with joy or with anxiety.
John said there will be those who
will be before Christ at His
coming, and others who will have bold-
ness in the day of judgment (1 John
2:28; 4:17). It will be worth our while,

therefore, to look into the subject care--

fully that we may live and prepare our-
selves in a way that will guarantee
comfort and delight as we
stand before our Christ in judgment.

Note, first of all, the time and place
of the judgment seat of Christ. Paul
said in 2 Timothy 4:8, “Henceforth
there is laid up for me a crown of
righteousness, which the Lord, the right-
eous judge, shall give me at that day:
and not to me only, but unto all them
also that love his appearing.” Paul says
it will be “at that day.” Peter says
in 1 Peter 5:4, “And when the chief
Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive
a crown of glory that fadeth not away.”

[n terms of the sequence of events
as recorded in Revelation 11:15, 18,
it is there stated that when the seventh
angel will sound (approximately at the
middle of the Tribulation), it will be
“the time of the dead, that they should
be judged, and that thou shouldst give
reward unto thy servants the prophets,
and to the saints, and them that fear
thy name, small and great.” Thus we
have the time stated to be during the
Great Tribulation.

The saints are to be protected from
the Great Tribulation and hidden away
in the “chambers,” with doors shut
about them (Isaiah 26:20, 21). We all
are looking forward to that “meeting
in the air” (1 Thessalonians 4:17),
where we will be with the Lord. Let

this will be the place where

Now what will be the basts of that
judgment? The first answer 1s that we
will be judged according to our abilities,
and the advantages, which we have had
here on earth.

In the parable of the talents (Mat-
thew 25:14-30), the man who traveled
into a far country delivered unto his
servants his goods, “to every man ac-
cording to his several ability.” The vari-
ous ‘“talents” (pieces of money) were
distributed to these servants in propor-
tion to the native ability they had with
which to handle the respective portions
of their master’s goods. The men with
the five talents, two talents, and one
talent were therefore men of varying
degrees of capacity and ability. A casual
survey of our neighbors reveals the
fact that men have different abilities
in this world.

There is also a wide range of op-
portunities and advantages which men
have. Most of these are accidental as
far as the men are concerned. Paul
said, “For who maketh thee to differ
from another? and what hast thou that
thou didst not receive? Now if thou
didst receive it, why dost thou glory,
as if thou hadst not received it? (1
Corinthians 4:7). This is a trenchant
commentary on the disposition of many
people. They pride themselves on théir
birth and any natural gifts which they
have; or else they are jealous, critical,
and envious of those who are more
fortunate than they in this regard.

Our Lord is going to make careful
distinction of the degrees of ability and

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opportunity with which we are endowed.
[t must be noted that the person who
had exceptional ability and the person
with mediocre ability both received iden-
tical commendation and reward from
their master. ““Well done, thou good and
faithful servant: thou hast been faith-
ful over a few things, I will make
thee ruler over many things: enter thou
into the joy of thy Lord” (Matthew
25:21, 23). They were judged not on
the amount of money they had ac-
cumulated but on the faithfulness with
which they had discharged their respec-
tive responsibilities. This, therefore, is
Christ’s picture of how He will judge
His servants when He returns.

Evaluate your own position in life.
Especially consider your God-given
privileges of nation, neighborhood, and
family into which you have been born.
Your church and school advantages
must be taken into consideration, along
with natural gifts with which you are
endowed. Our divine Judge will strike
an exquisite balance in all such mat-
ters and render verdict to us in pro-
portion to the opportunities which we
have enjoyed.

In Luke 12:47, 48 we are given
another summary of that judgment.
“And that servant, which knew his
lord’s will, and prepared not himself,
neither did according to his will, shall
be beaten with many stripes. But he
that knew not, and did commit things
worthy of stripes, shall be beaten with
few stripes. For unto whomsoever much
is given, of him shall be much re-
. quired: and to whom men have com-
mitted much, of him they will ask the
more.” This is a clear declaration that
our responsibility and answerability at
the judgment will be in proportion to
the degree with which we have heen
endowed, when here on earth.

Another basis for judgment at the
judgment seat of Christ will concern
our Christian works. The parable of
the pounds in Luke 19:11-27 deals with
a different matter than the parable of
the talents. In Matthew 25, the serv-
ants were different according to their
several abilities at the time when their
Lord invested in them. The servants
in Luke 19 were all endowed equally;
each servant received one pound.

In what way are all Christians equal ?
They all have the Lord Jesus in their
hearts. They all have the promises of
God’s Word, and they all have the
availability of the Holy Spirit and His
gifts. This parable, therefore, repre-
sents the degree to which Christians

DU You HAVE THE ABILITY TO

think? Do you allow yourself to think?

If either answer is negative then you
need read no further. The power of
thought is one of the greatest endow-
ments given to mankind. Yet how in-
frequently the machinery of thinking
is used.

Someone has said the “Great Ameri-
can Desert” is under the American hat.
George Bernard Shaw rather facetious-
ly wrote, “Few people think more than
two or three times a year. I have made
an international reputation for myself
by thinking once or twice a week.”

Over forty years ago Thomas ]J.
Watson chose one word as the motto
for his vast business empire. All his
employees are confronted with the mot-
to, THINK, wherever they turn. It
takes more than such reminders, how-
ever, to make people actually think.

Theoretically, everyone can think but,
in a practical way, all cannot do so.
First we do not think, then we will
not, and finally we cannot. The whole
process 1s one of degeneration.

If more people would allow them-
selves to think there would be many
more decisions for the Lord Jesus
Christ. It is the failure to think that
causes the masses to drift downward.
It is because they do not ponder that
they go on in the path to destruction.

The Psalmist gives testimony of his

experience of conversion. He says, “I
thought on my ways, and turned my
feet unto thy testimonies, I made haste,
and delayed not to keep thy command-
ments”’ (Psalms 119:59, 60). In saying,
“I thought on my ways,” he literally
said, "I turned my life upside down,
round about, and looked at it from all
points of view.” The result of such
thinking and this thorough examination
was that he turned to the Lord.

In allowing himself to think he
brought about an inward change which
in turn brought outward results, He
not only turned his thoughts to the
Lord but his feet as well. One can
turn any other part of his body and
not change directions, but when he turns
his feet he turns himself completely.

If you think, you will turn. When
you ponder and cogitate upon your past,
your present, and particularly your fu-
ture, it will provide the impetus to
seek the Lord. Allowing your mind to
dwell on eternity, with all it entails,
will tend to make you seek the Ilord
early.

One philosopher said, “Most peoplé
would rather die than think—in fact,
they do so.” Many have tasted eternal
death because they would not allow
themselves to think.

The Psalmist dealt with the matter
personally. He said, “I thought on my
ways.” Will you stop long enough in
the hustle and bustle of life to think
on your ways? When you do, your
decision, like his, will call for hurried
action. Listen to his testimony, “I made
haste and delayed not to keep thy com-
mandments.” A true evaluation of the
matters of life caused him to seek the
Lord hurriedly.

You can think if you zill. If you
think, you will turn. If you turn, you
will live. The pathway is set before
you clearly,

appropriate the full possibilities of re-
demption, participate in the wonderful
plan of salvation, and receive the
blessed Holy Spirit and His gifts.
It is not a light matter that these
marvelous opportunities are ours. The
LLord who gave them will require of
us that we receive and utilize all of
these wonderful opportunities. This has
to do with witnessing to our salvation,
with winning other souls to the Lord,

President John F. Kennedy called
on all Americans to turn to the “spir-
itual values enshrined and articulated
in the Holy Scriptures,” and to study
the Bible as a ‘“chart of life.”

He issued his plea in connection with
National Bible Week, October 16-22,
which is sponsored by the interdenomi-
national Laymen’s National Committee.

“The Bible is a meaningful document
in the world today when men are once
more struggling to preserve religious
rights along with all other basic hu-
man rights,” the President said. “For
Americans to remind themselves of its
value as a chart of life is always timely.”

CANADIAN LAWYER SAYS NEW ENGLISH

BIBLE IS LIBELOUS

Lawyers are being libeled by the New
English Bible, says Ontario’s Attorney
General Kelso Roberts. By substituting
the word “lawyer” for “scribe,” he says,
the new version consistently links the
profession to the Pharisees.

MILLIONS SPENT ON PET FOOD

The American public spends more on
food for cats and dogs—or on chewing
gum—than it gives to foreign missions.
The totals for last year were as follows:

$325,000,000 for dog and cat food;
$304,000,000 for chewing gum; $5,-
000,000,000 for tobacco; $10,500,000,-
000 for alcoholic beverages; $2,000,-
000,000 for travel; $76,000,000 for lip-
stick; and $16,000,000,000 for amuse-
ments.

The grand total of all money given
to foreign missions last year by all
Protestant churches in the U.S. was
$145,152,092—Iless than one dollar per
person.

SERVICEMEN PRAY FOR PEACE
“America is not only prepared and
ready to fight for peace, but we are
equally prepared and ready to pray
for peace.” This statement was made
by Captain C. D. Rhymes, Jr., Com-

mander of the U. S. Naval Training
Center at Bainbridge, Maryland, as he
proclaimed a Day of Prayer for World
Peace on Thursday, September 14.

Over 1,800 persons participated in
the round-the-clock vigil. People of all
denominations came to St. Paul's Chap-
el at the naval center to pray, including
civilians as well as servicemen and their
families (and WAVES). Military chap-
lains led the prayer services and there
was not a moment that the chapel was
empty during the entire 24-hour period.
In addition to individuals coming and
going at their convenience, there were
two volunteers for every half hour to
assume a ‘“‘prayer watch.”

It is believed this was the first prayer
vigil of its kind ever held on a U. S.
military installation.

LUTHER HONORED ON POSTAGE STAMP

Martin Luther is being honored for
the first time on a postage stamp de-
signed for regular use. He will be pic-
tured on the 15-pfennig value of a new
set being issued by the German Federal
Republic for use in West Germany and
West Berlin.

Another stamp will honor Dr. Albert
Einstein—the first time Germany has
paid such tribute to a Jew.

Convention
in Cuba

; i E HAVE JUST WITNESSED THE

most glorious national convention our
church in Cuba

Disunity among the brethren showed
up strongly in the early elections held
in the city of Holguin, June 26-30,
1961.

Two whole days were spent in voting
with thirty-two ballots cast, and we
were no closer to electing a superin-
tendent than when we began. But then
it happened !

Toward the evening of the second
day, God spoke through one of our
pastors that the delegates were making
an idol of man. One of our Bible
Institute teachers, Carlos Anderson, re-
ceived a revelation that the three con-
tending candidates should be eliminated
and that God would choose one who
would be elected by acclamation. It was
also revealed to him the name of that
person, but he was not permitted to
give his revelation in the business ses-
sion because it would appear as if he
were “politicing.”

Our convention met this year in two
different closed hbusiness
meeting for pastors and delegates in a
neighboring church, and a meeting for
the public at the same time in our
church.

[t was Thursday morning, and we
were in the midst of balloting, when
“a messenger came from the main church
telling us that the Spirit had fallen in
an unusual way. We were urged to
come. The business meeting was dis-
missed and when we entered the other
church we were instantly bathed by the
presence of God. There were messages
in tongues and prophecies; confession
and repentance of sins accompanied the
moving of the Holy Spirit. To another
pastor God revealed the name of His
choice for superintendent, but he did
not announce the name.

That night in the business session
it was decided to test the revelation of
Carlos by letting the assembly decide
if it was from God, as is taught in
1 Corinthians 14:29. A vote was taken
and it was decided unanimously to ac-

But it was agreed
that if they were the same individual,
he would be acclaimed superintendent.

You can imagine the intensely dra-
matic moment as the two ballots were
handed to the moderator. In a
filled with emotion he announced,
“They are the same!” The whole con-
gregation was electrified and rose to
its feet in a body as Olallo Caballero
was acclaimed the new superintendent.
That moment will go down in history
as one of the greatest in our Assem-
God movement in Cuba. A
miracle had taken place which united
the Cuban brethren in perfect harmony.

Olallo Caballero is one of our oldest
workers in Cuba. He our first
Bible school graduate. Humanly speak-
ing, he was the most unlikely candidate
for superintendent. There are many
others with far greater talents and cap-
abilities; he is not striking in appear-
ance., But he was God's choice! like
Jesse of old, we had paraded our most
likely candidates and our “David” was
not even considered until God revealed
His will in a most unusual way.

God taught us a very important les-
son that day. In God’s sight, man’s
natural capabilities are not as impor-
tant as a meek and humble spirit and
a heart full of love in bringing harmony
ta the church.

The next morning, the assistant su-
perintendent, Bernardo Amor, was
elected by acclamation. Kerry Gonzalez
was elected secretary and Floyd Wood-
worth was elected treasurer by unani-
mous vote. God’s Spirit moved in a
marvelous way and the convention came
to a glorious climax.

We understand that the method we
used in these elections should not es-
tablish a precedent in our church but
that it was God’s special way to get
us out of a most difficult situation.
God’s ways are not man’s ways. We
are now in complete unity at a time
when Cuba needs a united church. Pray
for a spiritual awakening in Cuba, for
it is the only answer to this country’s
need. N

PAUL FACES PERSECUTION
Sunday School Lesson for October 29, 1961
Acts 14:1-20

Our lesson today gives us the account of the continua-
tion of the first ]]]ihhi-lbll:il'"\' journey of Paul and Barnabas.
The following points are outstanding:

Toe ArostLeES' FAITHFULNESS TO THE JEWs. Compare
Ch. 13:50-53 with 14:1.

Though the Jews of Antioch had bitterly opposed and
persecuted them, forcing them to leave the city, yet Paul
and Barnabas did not fail to preach to the Jews of Iconium.
They did not consider the Iconium Jews unworthy of the
gospel because of the conduct of the Antioch Jews. We
ought not to judge and condemn any race because of the
actions of certain members of that race. We ought also
to remember that it is wrong to condemn whole denomi-
nations because of the failures of some of its adherents.
Tae AprosTLES' PreEAacHING CONFIRMED WITH SIGNS
ForLLowing. Ch, 14:1-3.

Though they were again opposed in Iconium, the Lord
“gave testimony unto the word of his grace, and granted
signs and wonders to be done by their hands.” Jesus Christ
has never changed. The Spirit which empowered these men
is still available today. The need today is just as great.
Ought we to rationalize the present scarcity of signs and
wonders in our midst? Unquestionably, God is moving
His people everywhere today to pray in faith for a new
revival of apostolic power and results.

Tue ArostLes' ReErusaL Tto ReEcerve Grory FroM MEN.
Vv. 4-18.

In Lystra, a great miracle of healing took place. Paul
saw a cripple who had never walked, saw that the man
had faith to be healed, spoke the word of faith, and the
man was healed. In consequence, the people of the city
became wildly enthusiastic and attempted to worship the
apostles as gods. Greatly distressed at this turn of affairs,
the apostles earnestly pointed out that they were ordinary
men, and sought to turn their attention to God.

There are much-needed lessons here. Unwise Christians
sometimes become too taken up with the preacher who,
after all, is simply the human instrumentality, and too little
concerned with the Tord of glory. Thus it is that, so often,
so-called spiritual ardor disappears when the preacher leaves
the scene. Again, it is a good thing for all of us to re-
member that our chief business is to point men and women
to Christ and keep ourselves in the background.

Behold the fickleness of the Lystrians! The same peo-
ple who had wanted to worship Paul and Barnabas now
attempt to stone them to death.

How are we to account for the strange and sudden
change in the attitude of the Lystrians? They were suf-

one of resentment, Here is a lesson in human relation-
ships. When we place certain individuals on pedestals and
idolize them, we are in for a rude awakening.

We
demand of our idol a perfection which no human being
can live up to, a perfection which can only be demanded
from God Himself. Then, one day we discover that our
idol after all is.not perfect, and immediately we are dis-
illusioned.

What is the remedy?

First, we need to see people as
they are and not demand of them perfection, which can
only be found in Christ. Second, we ought to see people
as they are without becoming cynical or critical of them.
Jesus “knew what was in man,” and He knows the worst
about all of us, yet He never was and never will be
cynical and bitter toward anyone. We ought, indeed, to
respect others and believe in them, without placing in them
that trust which only Jesus deserves. Let us neither idolize

For music is the
gift of God to man. He created the sounds and the har-
monies, and then gave to mankind the capacity to enjoy
and to be inspired by them. And part of the divine in-
tention in creating music is that through this spiritual and
exalted channel man should communicate with God.

Music and worship have been, and are, eternally linked
together. Songs of praise attended the creation of the world,
“when the morning stars sang together and all the sons
of God shouted for joy” (Job 37:7). The high point of
the use of music in worship in the Old Testament is
in the account of the dedication of Solomon's Temple. In
preparation for that great event, four thousand Levites
were trained in the art of song and playing on instru-
ments (1 Samuel 23:3-5)! On the day of dedication the
singers and musicians were assembled at the east end of
the altar, arrayed in white linen robes. One hundred and
twenty priests played a fanfare on trumpets, and that vast
choir burst into song (2 Chronicles 5:12-14). So over-
powering, so overwhelming was the effect of that inspired
music that, “as the trumpeters and singers were as one. ..
the glory of the Lord filled the house of God.”

Surely there could not be a Director of Music who would
not love to have heard—or directed—the music of that day!

We have in our possession the hymn book of the saints
of the Old Testament. It is the Book of Psalms. It con-
tains one hundred fifty songs of praise.

In the New Testament the inspiring stream of music
continues. The story of Jesus begins with the burst of
angelic choral singing. Perhaps one of the tenderest notes
in the life of Christ is heard on the night of His betrayal,

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for it is written, “And when they had sung an hymn,
they went out to the Mount of Olives.”

In a letter Clement of Alexandria wrote to a friend, he
had this to say about Gospel Music in the Second Century :
“We cultivate our fields, praising; we sail the seas, sing-
ing hymns; our lives are filled with prayers and praises
and Scripture readings, before meals and before bed, and
even during the night. By this means we unite ourselves
to the heavenly choir!”

Leap from the second century to the time of the reforma-
tion, and note that God used three things in that great
reviving of the Church: (1) Luther's bold, uncompromis-
ing stand on the Word of God; (2) Luther’s translation
of the Scriptures into the language of the people; (3)
[uther's beautiful songs, the chief of which became the
battle hymn of the reformation—A Mighty Fortress Is
Our God! So effective and so appealing were Luther’s
gospel songs that his opponents complained, “The whole
people are singing themselves into his doctrines!”

Move down to our own times, and the links that bind
music, worship, and evangelism become all the more clear.

Can you think of Moody without Sankey? It was a
startling innovation in Moody’s time to have Sankey seated
on the platform, singing the Gospel. Can you think of
Torrey without Alexander? Or Billy Sunday without Homer
Rodeheaver? Or Billy Graham wwithout the magnificent
singing of Beverly Shea!

One of the prime requisites of the ministry of music is
that it must reach the soul with inspiration. Music that is
coldly mechanical, or simply a demonstration of technical
ability, is void of spiritual impact, spiritual inspiration.
(I once heard Dr. Charles S. Price speak of a choir that
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took ten minutes to repeat eight words, “The Lord turned
again the captivity of Zion!”)

The Holy Spirit cannot only inspire the writing of a
beautiful gospel song, but He can and will take control
of the singing of that song and use it to lay hold of the
inner, spiritual being of the listener. This is the ministry
of music at its inspiring best!

D. L. Moody and Ira Sankey were traveling by train
to Edinburgh for a great series of meetings. As they traveled,
Sankey read the morning paper. On one page he read a
poem by Elizabeth Celphane which greatly stirred him. He
took out his pocket knife, cut the poem from the paper,
and put it in his vest pocket. One afternoon, Moody preached
a sermon on “Jesus the Good Shepherd.” When he finished
speaking, he turned to Sankey and asked if he would sing
something appropriate. There was only one thing that came
to Sankey’s mind—it was that poem he had clipped from
the newspaper. He took it from his pocket, placed it on
the organ rack, and began to compose and sing at the same
time. “There were ninety and nine that safely lay....”
When he finished the first verse, Sankey wondered if he
could repeat the melody in singing the second verse! He
could, and he did! And who is there who has not been
caught up in the inspiration of The Ninety and Nine.

For one may take inspired words and music and make
them the full expression of the deepest longings and de-
sires of one’s own soul. Usually behind every great song
there is a spiritual experience which gave birth to the song.
And when another passes through the same deep waters,
there is a fellowship rich and helpful which can be shared
through the song.

Perhaps one of the most widely used encouragements
to faith and worship is the song the Lord gave to Paul
Rader, Only Believe. Paul Rader says he was crossing a
busy intersection with his little girl Harriet, her hand tightly
clasped in his, and he asked, “Aren’'t you afraid, Harriet,
when you see all these cars?”

And she answered, “No, Daddy. Why should I be, when
you are with me!”

Paul Rader says that as he thought of his relationship
to the Lord, and the privilege of walking with his hand
in the nail-pierced Hand, he realized that there could be
no reason for fear. With the Saviour near, all things would

Seeing his mother
across the room, he asked for some
ice. He seemed to have just awakened
from a short nap. (I found out later
that this was just at the time the people
were praying for Byron at the Na-
tional Sunday School Convention.)

We rang for the nurse who came
down the hall, thinking the baby was
dead. I opened the door and informed
her Byron had regained consciousness.
Without stopping to put on a gown
and mask, she rushed into the room to
see for herself. She saw that it was
true, then turned and ran again—this
time in search of the doctor. The two
of them entered the room and the doctor
immediately ordered that preparation
be made for another spinal tap. As he
stood drawing out the fluid, he looked
across the bed and said, “Preacher, you
have Someone on your side that is
higher and more powerful than man.
This baby is going to live!”

By Tuesday, the baby was walking
around in his bed. On Thursday the
doctor told me: “Mr. Dickinson, I want
you to know that the day of miracles
is not over. This child is a living tes-
timony to that. We gave him only
morphine to keep the pain down. He
came through this with only the help
of the good Lord.” Tears filled his
eyes as he talked with us.

When Byron was finally released
from the hospital, we decided to weigh
him and were amazed to find that he
had gained a pound! He had taken
absolutely no nourishment for four days
and he had been on a liquid diet for
two or three days after that, yet he
had maintained his weight and even
gained a pound!

Byron is past eight now and has
finished the second grade. He is a
straight-A student and very alert. There
have been no ill effects of the disease
whatsoever. Once again, God entrusted
us with the care of our child.

I don’t know what God has in store

HIDING
THE WORD
IN
YOUNG
HEARTS

I AM GOING TO START MY CHILDREN
memorizing Scripture as soon as I get
home.” That was Bonnie, superintend-
ent of our primary department, speak-
ing.

“Why this sudden inspiration?” I
asked.

“We asked your son to quote some
Bible verses this morning and he said
all of Isaiah 53. It’s amazing! To think
a child could do it at that age!”

This last was familiar; others have
said the same thing. If parents only
knew how easy it is, I thought, many
would be just as eager to try it with
their owm children.

This is the method I've used in teach-
ing Scripture to our children. It isn’t
really very systematic because we aren’t
the systematic kind. But it i3 a way
of life for us, the working out of
Deuteronomy 6:6 and 7: “And these
words, which T command thee this day,
shall be in thine heart: and thou shalt
teach them diligently unto thy children,
and shalt talk of them when thou sittest
in thine house, and when thou walk-
est by the way, and when thou liest
down, and when thou risest up.”

We do just that, so even on the
busiest days we can fit some memoriz-
ing into the schedule. Children love to
sit on the kitchen counter and talk while
Mother bakes or washes dishes. When
little dimpled Andy sits there to keep
me company it's hard to tell which of
us loves it more. Ironing leaves my
mind free for other things so the time
is doubly profitable when I quote Scrip-
ture verses with the children.

And there is no better discourage-

ment for the quarreling in the back
seat of the car. The children don't
look on this as burdensome ; they notice
they are getting lots of extra attention
and they thrive on it. Frequently one
comes asking, “Can I say some verses
now?”’ Once the habit is established,
the opportunities throughout the day
seem innumerable. When little shoes be-
come untied, or a zipper gets stuck,
or a sliver must be removed, there is
time for a verse of Scripture before
sending a little boy back to his play.

I make a special effort to use the
time when I tuck the children into bed
at night. If a child falls asleep think-
ing of Scripture, his subsconcious mind
continues to work. These things are
then impressed even more indelibly up-
on him,

You don’t have to know these verses
of Scripture yourself before teaching
them to your children. I have done
most of my memorizing right along
with the children. In fact, this is an
almost effortless way to learn hundreds
of verses myself. I use the Bible only
as long as I need to on a new portion.

When our oldest boy Allen was near-
ly five, I could not forget a statement
that I had read somewhere in college
psychology: *“The five-year-old is in
his most impressionable year of life.”
If all the things that emter our little
boy’'s mind during this year are making
their mark for life, 1 thought, I’d better
take care of what those impressions
are! This reflection led me to the Bi-
ble. What could be more valuable to
him than the Word of God?

On his fifth birthday he made an un-
obtrusive start by learning: “The Lord
is my shepherd; I shall not want.” In
the days that followed we experimented
with memorizing processes and found
the “whole” system most satisfactory.
Here is how we worked.

I chose a passage no longer than six
or eight verses. As I quoted one phrase
at a time, Allen repeated it after me.
These phrases were very short—some-
times just two or three words. I im-
mediately corrected any small error he
made. (This precision makes it easier
the next time.) Each day we repeated
the passage from one to three times
as we had opportunity. I began making
the phrases longer, and then I just
started a phrase for Allen to finish.
He was thrilled to find that sometimes
he could go on without my help. As
he needed help less and less, he made
a game of counting the promptings.
Six one day, four the next, just one,
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and finally the day came when he
could say it all with no help from me.
I never pushed the memorizing but
tried to keep these times relaxed and
pleasant for the children.

For small children this method is
the simplest, most enjoyable, and also
gives more meaning to the passage be-
ing learned.

Explaining the meaning of the verse
itself brings many blessings. One day
I was asked, “What does ‘cleanse’ mean,
Mommy ?”

“It means to clean or wash,” was
all T answered. That evening during
prayers a little voice said, “And we
thank you, Lord, that you can wash
away all our sins.”

The real secret of memorizing is fre-
quent review. Some people draw up a
schedule for this, but we are the kind
who can’t stick to schedules so we do
the reviewing the same way we do the
learning : just keep at it a little all the
time. Even a portion completely for-
gotten does not represent time wasted.
It has made a mark on the life that
can never be erased. And it can be
relearned with less effort than before.
Several such relearnings will make an
imprint upon the mind that will last
for life.

We speak of memorizing as “learn-
ing by heart.” This is an apt phrase
because by the time something is learned
well enough to repeat from memory,
it is only a short step more until it is
“in the heart.” The Psalmist said, “Thy
word have I hid in mine heart, that
I might not sin against thee” (Psalms
119:11). This hiding away of the
Word to insure against sin opens up a
whole new world of meaningful dis-
cipline in the home.

For example, when a child disobeys,
we can ask him to quote Ephesians 6:
1: “Children, obey your parents in the
Lord: for this is right.” This adds to
the parent’s voice in the matter, the
voice of God Himself. That carries
considerable weight with one who has
been taught from babyhood about the
heavenly Father. Of course, we must
be consistent in exacting obedience.

Before a spanking, it is well for a
child to quote one of these wverses:
“Foolishness is bound in the heart of
a child; but the rod of correction shall
drive it far from him"” (Proverbs 22:
15), or, “Withhold not correction from
the child: for if thou beatest him with
the rod, he shall not die. Thou shalt
beat him with the rod, and shalt de-
liver his soul from hell” (Proverbs
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23:13, 14). Through the use of such

What Angels
Can’t Tell

O.\'u-: THERE WAS A MAN NAMED CORNELIUS WHO DID NOT KNOW ABOUT
Jesus. He was an officer in the Roman Army. He prayed to God, hoping that
God would show him how to be saved.

God heard this officer's prayer and sent an angel to give him a message.
But the message was not about Jesus. It was about Peter. The angel knew
Jesus had died to save all the people in the world, and he knew that Jesus could
save Cornelius, too, but he wasn't allowed to tell it.

Can you imagine how sweetly an angel speaks? Probably they can say things
in just the right way and never make a mistake. You would think an angel
would be just the right kind of preacher to tell Cornelius about Jesus. But
all the angel was allowed to do was to tell Cornelius to send some men to a
town named Joppa. When they arrived in the town they were to go to a certain
house. There they would find a man named Peter, who would come and tell
Cornelius and his family how to be saved.

Perhaps you wonder why the angel never once was permitted to say the
name of Jesus! It would have been a lot simpler for the angel to have told
Cornelius about Jesus, but there was a very good reason why he could not. Do
you know the reason? It is because God has planned that only people—like
you and me—are permitted to tell others about Jesus. You see, Jesus didn’t
die to save angels. He only died to save people. So only people can tell about
Him. If we don’t tell others, they just won't know.

Try to remember who told you the story of Jesus the first time. Was it
an angel? No, it might have been your mother, or perhaps it was your Sunday
school teacher, or a friend. At least it was a person, not an angel.

If you have friends at school or anywhere else who do not go to church or
Sunday school, be sure to tell them about Jesus. When you do, you are
telling them something that angels can't tell!

There are verses to fit a wide variety

verses the child learns to obey because
God requires it and that, after all, is
the reason behind all other reasons for
obedience.

When television came into our home
it brought with it a new set of prob-
lems. One boy complained when certain
programs were forbidden. I had him
memorize Philippians 4:8: “Finally,
brethren, whatsoever things are true,
whatsoever things are honest, whatso-
ever things are just, whatsoever things
are pure, whatsoever things are lovely,
whatsoever things are of good report;
if there be any virtue, or if there be
any praise, think on these things.”

Then I explained that the contents
of many programs are not the pure and
lovely things God would have us fill
our minds with. This is a more perma-
nent solution to the problem than if we
parents dictate what he can see and
what he cannot see.

of home situations. Recently when the
quarreling between our two little sons
reached a certain stage, Proverbs 15:1
was a made-to-order verse. For lazi-
ness try Proverbs 15:19; for ingratitude
Ephesians 5:20. This list is almost
unlimited but these few samples will

Children brought up this way are
learning to live according to the Word
of God and are learning to use it as
their lamp and light.

Not long ago Allen, now eight, in

In this
one remark I was more than repaid
for having made the decision I made
when he was five.

Evangelizing the American Indian

I:\‘ THE NORTHWEST DistricT, AL-
vin Oya, a Chehalis Indian (his mother
is of the Skokomish Tribe), ministers
to his people in the Skokomish Indian
Assembly. He was born on the Che-
halis Indian Reservation near Olympia,
Wash. His parents moved to Puyallup
Valley in Washington when he was
four and his father worked for a farmer
in that area until Alvin was fourteen.

The family remained on the farm
after the farmer's death and the chil-
dren were able to finish grade school.
Alvin Oya then had two years of high
school. In all of this time, he cannot
recall having heard anyone tell of Christ
and His saving power, and no one in-
vited them to church!

After Brother Oya's marriage in
1942, he began attending church with
his wife, who is a Klallam Indian. Her
parents were already saved and they
prayed for the salvation of the young
couple. Their prayers were answered
before the year ended. The couple was
converted and both of them received
the baptism of the Holy Spirit.

The Oyas began to feel the call of
God to minister to their people. Not
only did they serve in their home church
as Sunday school teachers, but Brother
Oya also was C. A. president, assistant
pastor, and custodian. In 1955, after
engaging in evangelistic work among
the Indian people, the Oyas accepted
the pastorate of the Elwha Assembly,
where they stayed five years. They

Arthur Stoneki
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built a parsonage while there. After
resigning they spent another year on
the evangelistic field and then were
elected pastors of the Skokomish In-
dian Assembly. The Oyas have one
young daughter,

In the Southern California District,
at least two missionaries are Indian.
Arthur Stoneking from Dubuque, Ia.,
is pastor of the largest all-Indian con-
gregation in the metropolitan area of
[Los Angeles—at Bell Gardens. He is
part Winnebago Indian. Seventeen dif-
ferent tribes are represented in this
church.

Brother Stoneking very seldom at-
tended a church while growing up in
this strong Catholic town. Raised in a
home broken by divorce, he was trans-
ferred from one relative's home to an-
other and finally was allowed to be
back with his own mother. However,
the boy was often neglected while the
parents were on a drinking spree.

[n 1943 Arthur Stoneking entered the
U. S. Navy. After participating in two
of the worst battles—Okinawa and Iwo
Jima (in which a Pima Indian, Ira
Hayes, had a part in raising the Ameri-
can flag on that island)—he received
a medical discharge in 1945,

That same year he married. The
family began attending the First As-
sembly of God in Maywood, Calif,,
where Sister Stoneking had been
saved as a child. Brother Stoneking

went to the altar and came away a
changed man. Immediately he began
witnessing for Christ on street corners,
in homes, and in skidrow missions.
This was difficult for him, for he did
not even know John 3:16! He began
to pray that God would make it pos-
sible for him to go to Bible college.
However, he had only finished the
tenth grade and needed a high-school
diploma. He took government examina-
tions, passed them, and thus received
a diploma.

Brother Stoneking then entered
Southern California Bible College (now
S.C.C.). During this time, he drove the
school bus for the Maywood Christian
School and was able to contact Indian
parents through their children. The
couple began to call on the fifteen
Indian families close to their home.

Twenty-five people responded to the
invitation to visit in the Stonekings’
home one Friday night, For most of
them, this was their first time to hear
about a Saviour, and they were so hun-
gry for the Lord the workers could
hardly believe it. The Stonekings served
them refreshments and some stayed very
late. Other services were held, and:
hefore long people began to get saved.

That was the beginning of the In-
dian Revival Center in lLos Angeles.
A great revival broke out and Indians
were coming from everywhere, it
seemed. Soon the Stonekings were
forced to rent a hall to accommodate

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the crowds. They moved the meetings
to a better building. The Bell Gardens
Assembly allowed them to use part of
their church for Sunday nights and
later gave this congregation the building
that is now on their own lot. Their
average attendance has reached 175
and growth continues.

J. F. Pepper, a Cherokee Indian pas-
tor of the Assembly of God in Red-
lands, Calif., has been instrumental in
raising thousands of dollars for the
Indian work of the Assemblies of God
in missionary services and conventions.
He has had some successful camp meet-
ings among the Indian people.

Brother Pepper’'s paternal grandfa-
ther was one of the Cherokee Indians
who ran away and hid in the moun-
tains during the “Trail of Tears” Chero-
kee Indian Removal in North Carolina
and thus did not go to Oklahoma In-
dian territory,

The Pepper family was never taught
to go to church since the father was
a rank unbeliever. Brother Pepper was
not attracted to religion either and
drifted into sin. But one day Jesus
appeared to him in a vision. In his
own room, with no one else present,
he knelt and was saved. About a year
later, Brother Pepper heard about the
baptism of the Holy Spirit and finally
he was filled during a great tent meet-
ing.

The Lord had called him to preach
shortly before this experience and he
was preaching in the Baptist churches.
However, his Pentecostal experience
soon closed the door for preaching in
this denomination.

Brother Pepper’s first call to work
among the Indians was on the Fort
Peck Indian Reservation at Wolf Point,
Mont. There were 14,000 Sioux, As-
siniboine, and Cree Indians here. He
pastored the white church in Wolf
Point and then began services out on
the reservation in the government school
and also in the homes of the Indians.
The Peppers worked among the In-
dians there for three years. Since that
time they have never done strictly mis-
sionary work on the reservations, but
they promote Indian missions when-
ever and wherever they can.

In the Wisconsin-Northern Michigan
District Charles Slater, part Winnebago,
has pastored the Morgan Siding In-
dian Assembly at Gresham, Wis., for
about five years. Born in Hecla, S.
Dak., he moved with his parents to
Pollock, S. Dak.,, when he was two
years old. During his childhood his fa-
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ther was employed by the government
as dean of boys at the Martin Kenel
Indian School. Brother Slater’s boy-
hood was filled with exciting experi-
ences in hunting, trapping, and rodeos.

When Charles Slater was twenty
years old, the family moved to Self-
ridge, N. Dak., on the Standing Rock
Reservation, the place where Sitting
Bull is buried. While there he became
acquainted with the J. K. Wead family
and worked for them on their farm.
In this home Brother Slater soon
learned about Pentecost, for Mother
Wead was a zealous Pentecostal wit-
Nness.

In an attempt to run away from
God, Brother Slater went to Rapid
City, S. Dak., but in about three months
vielded to the conviction of the Spirit
and was saved. Later he married and
settled in Rapid City, where he became
a church board member, Sunday school
superintendent, and C. A. leader of
the First Assembly. Later moving to
Newell, S. Dak., he helped to establish
a new assembly,

In a New Year's Eve service at Vale,
S. Dak., God gave Brother Slater a
vision and a call into the Indian min-
istry. In 1937 he accepted the pastorate
at Pringle, S. Dak., where he stayed
for nine years. He was elected to the
presbytery of the South Dakota Dis-
trict and later was elected assistant
superintendent of the district for sev-
eral terms. Moving to Pierre, he built
the church there and pastored for al-
most eight years.

In January 1954 Brother Slater re-
ceived appointment from the National
Home Missions Department as a mis-
sionary to the Indians and became di-
rector of Indian missions for the dis-
trict. He helped start the Indian works
in Sisseton, Norris, Wagner, St.
Charles, and Rapid City. The Slaters
now work mainly with the Stockbridge
Indians, although the Oneida, Winne-
bago, and Menominee Indian tribes are
represented in their congregation,

The Christian worker who builds his
church with mingled gold, silver, pre-
cious stones, wood, hay, and stubble
will have his work carefully examined
and analyzed at that day. All uncon-
verted people whom he accepts into
church membership will be rejected,
and he will have no credit for having
built such material into his church. On-
ly the precious stones and metals of
people who are really born again will
be accepted as worthwhile. If he has
not erected a spiritual edifice, his whole
be burned and will be as
worked at all. What a
and somber warning
1s this word by the Holy Spirit.

Jesus said in Matthew 24:45-51, a
faithful and wise servant who gave his
household meat in due season would
be blessed of Him and made ruler over
all His goods. Conversely, if those pas-
tors beat and bruise their people, and
indulge themselves rather than feed the
flock, the Lord will cut such workers
asunder and appoint them their por-
tion with the hypocrites. “There shall
be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”
This bitter experience is not found in
heaven, and we must conclude that it
is to the alternate place where these
faithless, selfish church workers will
be assigned. It might not be amiss to
call attention to the fact that it is
abilities, advantages, and Christian
works which will be judged at that
Judgment Seat, and not personal sin.
Galatians 5:19-21; Ephesians 5:5; and
1 Corinthians 6:9, 10 all tell us plainly
that sinners will be excluded from heav-
en, not being allowed to inherit the
kingdom of God. Among these sins are
hatred, variance (dissention), emula-
tions (jealousies), wrath, strife, sedi-
tion, heresies, envyings, thievery, and
covetousness. These are listed along
with adultery, murder, drunkenness and
idolatry. It is all loathsome to God
and will not be admitted into heaven.
The doers of any of these things will
not appear at the Judgment Seat of
Christ but will be left behind with
other sinners to receive the wrath of
God.

written here. In Matthew 18:21, 35,
Peter asked Jesus how many times he
should forgive the that sinned
against him,

[n answer to this question, Jesus
gave the parable of the two servants
who were forgiven debts. The first
servant was forgiven a tremendous
debt, simply because he asked for for-
giveness. He, in turn, would not for-
give his fellow servant a very small
debt. The Lord of those servants was
very angry with the first one and cast
him into prison; he delivered him to
the tormentors. Now, hear Christ’s own
solemn word: “So likewise shall my
heavenly Father do also unto you, if
ye from your hearts forgive not every
one his brother their trespasses” (Mat-
thew 18:35).

It is also built into the Lord’s prayer:
“Forgive us our debts, as we forgive
our debtors.’... For if ye forgive men
their trespasses, your heavenly Father
will also forgive you: but if ye for-
give not men their trespasses, neither
will your Father forgive your tres-
passes” (Matthew 6:12-15). How sol-
emn is this word! How tragic the
tendency to minimize the sinfulness of
failing to forgive from our heart. En-
mity and ill feeling toward our brethren
is a root of bitterness that will defile
and exclude us from heaven.

And now for a picture of the vary-
ing degrees of reward which will be
meted out at that judgment, (Matthew
5:12 speaks of ‘“great reward.” Mat-
thew 6:1 of “no reward.” 2 John &
speaks of “full reward.” 1 Peter 4:18
says that some righteous will scarcely
be saved. 2 Peter 1:11 tells how we
may receive an ‘‘abundant entrance”
into the everlasting kingdom.

We have already referred to the pas-
sages which speak of suffering loss
and being saved so as by fire, being
ashamed and not having boldness be-
fore Him at His coming. In Mark 9:
41, He assures us that “whosoever shall
give you a cup of water to drink in
my name, because ye belong to Christ,
verily I say unto you, he shall not
lose His reward.”

Without attempting any interpreta-
tion of the Book of Revelation, it sure-
ly is apparent to all that there will be
those who will stand before the Throne
with palms in their hands, and who
will serve him day and night in His
temple. Read Revelation 7:9-15. This
is in contrast to others who are seated
upon thrones, who have on their heads
crowns of gold, and who sing, “Thou

His Longing for the
Baptism of the Holy
Ghost and Power—

I CAN SAY WITH THE PSALMIST, “HE SATISFIETH THE
longing soul, and filleth the hungry soul with goodness”
(Psalm 107:9). 1 was longing to receive the Pentecostal
Baptism and God satisfied that hunger by filling me with
the Holy Spirit last year.
It happened at Indianapolis the
1 night before Thanksgiving. After
| preaching about Pentecostal power
for more than twenty years, Acts
2:4 suddenly became a reality in
my life!

But before going into further
details concerning my Pentecostal
experience, let me mention a number
of events that contributed to this
happy outcome.

I was saved at the age of thirteen,
and at that very moment I felt a
definite conviction that my life
should be given to the service of
God. Years later I attended a
Holiness Bible school and saw my need for a deeper spir-
itual life. After seeking the Lord I felt a very definite
witness to an experience I called Sanctification. Then I
entered the ministry and for more than twenty years en-
joyed the thrill of preaching the gospel; however, 1 was
often conscious that mine was not the ministry of power
which I earnestly coveted and which I saw demonstrated
by the apostles in the Book of Acts.

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During my pastorate in a southern Indiana city, a gentle-
man approached me in one of the downtown stores and
introduced himself as a minister. After a few general re-
marks he began to speak of the wonderful power of God
in salvation, healing, and the baptism with the Holy Spirit
as received by those in the Book of Acts. Something about
his witness of the baptism with the Holy Spirit instantly
moved my heart with hunger.

[ almost broke into tears when I said, “Brother, perhaps
you do not know it, but you are witnessing to a minister
Will you pray that my hungry heart will receive what you
are talking about?” He assured me that he would.

I have never seen that man since that day, but my hun-
ger never left. It was so great it almost led me to distress.
The joy of my ministry was overcome with the hunger.
For years I had been indirectly associated with the Pen-
tecostal movement, but not until my encounter with this
man in the store did I become deeply interested. I im-
mediately began to seek for this Pentecostal experience.
In all my study and sermon preparation, I could see nothing
but my own spiritual need.

Then came another blessed contact. I discovered there
was an Assembly of God about ten miles from the church
[ was pastoring. I went to the pastor, Walter Solmes, and
told him of my hunger. He was so very kind and under-
standing. Through his patience, counsel, and prayer I re-
ceived much help. T shall never forget the blessed times we
spent together waiting on God in prayer.

Feeling definitely led of the Lord, I resigned my pas-
torate. This gave me more opportunity to attend other
churches.

It was during a visit to Indianapolis that I learned of
the West Side Gospel Tabernacle, where Thomas Paino
and his son Thomas Jr. are pastors. God gave me won-
derful experiences there, night after night, while 1 was
seeking the Baptism. Each time I sought, God lifted me
a little higher. The Holy Spirit was gradually preparing
my heart for, as a result of my former teaching, 1 had
great mental conflict in knowing how to yield unreservedly
to God.

That wonderful night before Thanksgiving will never be
forgotten. When Evangelist Marrles Moore gave the altar
call, I went forward again to seek the lord. After some
time of prayer, when most of the seekers had left the
altar, I realized the gracious presence of the Lord settling
down. Suddenly I was conscious of being completely yielded
to the Spirit's control; it seemed as though I was a large
vessel being emptied of everything when the filling of the
Spirit came.

Mighty, unutterable gushings and flames of love ac-
companied the glorious witness. I had preached about Pen-
tecostal power for more than twenty years, but never until
that moment did I know what it was. This was reality!
This was what the apostles received on the Day of Pente-
cost when “they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and
began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance” (Acts 2:4).

This wonderful infilling has been mine to enjoy these
past months. Though we have been misunderstood by many
of our friends and have passed through many valleys, yet—
