S/wrillY, a momhly "journal of Christian healing," list;, approximately 
four hundred churchl's in the U.S. which ha,'e such services. T he majority 
arc Episcop,-,I ehurdu's. There are also a number of .:'I!ethodist. Presby­
terian, and E\'angelical and Hcformed churches on the li;,t, as weU as 
Baptist. Augllstana I.utheran. and United Church of Christ congrega~ 

lions. We rejoice that in all these denumtllations there arc believers who 
are tasting the lIIighty power of God. 

RecetHly we obtained a most interesting booklet eniitlcd. A Report 
011 Sp,riflfal lI('a/IIIY. It wtls prep,ued tinder the direction of the Com~ 
mission on Church and :\ Iillistr), of the Evangelical and Reformed Church 
through its Committee 011 Religion and Health. \Ve regret that we do 
not ha,-e ~pacc to reprint the entire booklet but we would like to quote 
:l few of its paragraphs, as foUows: 

"Tllt'rc is a g('ll('ral uJlM'rge of intercst and inquiry in ;,piri lual hcaling 
Ithat i:-;, Divine I italingl. It is a current topic of om day, widcly di~­

cu.~!>t'd in new!>lxlpers and magazines. 

"Chl\1'ch lI1t'mbers. as weU as nonmembe rs. arc turning to this source 
of help hopi ng to find, and in some cases findi ng, a nswers for hrok('n 
lIo<l i('.,. di~lIlrl'l'd milld~, and d istressed souls. 

"Pastors, too, h,we turned to the sludy and practice of spirit ual he:.l ling 
and not a fcw are incl udi ng it in their reli g ious ministry to the sick and 
troubled." 

In view of these facts and numerOl1S questions ra ised thereby the 
E. and R. committee stud ied detailed reports of spiritua l heal ing services 
of various patterns and consulted physicians, theologians, and ot her clergy­
mcn 011 the subject. It thcll gave an appraisal of the situation and rec­
ommended further !:>wdy and research. 

T he committee made it clear tha t its report is not "a n official posit ion" 
of the E. ami R. Church or of any indi"idual or g roup within it or the 
L'n it ed Church into which it is merging. X e\,ertheless it made the fol~ 
lowillg affirmations: 

"We belie,'e that God can and does heal. 

"\\ 'e heli eve that even as God heals the spirit, H e is also able to 
heal the body. 

"\\'e believe that God's healing power is manifested and often ac~ 
compli!>hed through modern med icine as it applies its knowledge to 
the world of man. 

"We bel ieve that God's healing power includes infinite avenues of ex­

tory with me to the year when Jeremiah 
was called to his prophetic ministry. 
Jeremiah, a young priest, was part of 
a new generation in Israel that knew 
ot revival only from the reading of a 
Book found in the temple. This re"iva\ 
had not gone deep enough to transform 
and 5..1.l1ctify the nation, but had de­
veloped a well-organized religio~l that 
could perform all the ceremonial law 
perfu nctorily, wh ile it fell short of 
leading the people into the glory of God. 

Jeremiah watched his people as they 
read the flook- and in it the promise 
that if they would follow after God a 
time of prosperity would corne. Pros­
perity had come and they atlribUled it 
to their rel igion, feeling they had really 
a rrived, as far as spiritual matters were 
concerned, nut all the ti me Jeremiah 
could sec trends in the spirit of hi s 
age that were unhealthy, and evell 
dis;lstroll s, But he had his caree r- hi s 
secur ity- to think about: far be it from 
him to speak against them, especially 
in the face of sllch great prosperity! 

\Ve wondef how God could use sllch 
a weak and cowardly man, but God 
saw what Jeremiah (ould be after walk­
ing down the aisle of spiritual experi­
ence and en tering in to a cloud of God's 
glory, So the Lord called this mall to 
a prophetic ministry, putting H is words 
into Jeremiah's mou th and teaching 
him lessons that afe not taught in the 
schools of priests but only through face­
to-face encounter with God. 

The young priest began to preach 
sizzl ing messages that Inust have slung 
the hea rt and conscience of every hear­
er . But behind e.'\ch rebuke was the 
theme of God's loving heart which 
longed once aga in to draw back a 
curta in and unveil I lis glor ions power. 
and reality to a lIew g<' lIeration in Israel. 
Jeremiah's mission was to show his 
genera tion that relig iolls forms were not 
enough; that the re must be a retu rn to 
the old pa ths of spiritual experience. 

I n the face of the era of great pros­
pc-rity Je remiah warned that evil would 
befall them unless they returned to 
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heartfelt wor.~hip and the glory of God. 
it was natural that they should disdain 
him and take refuge behind their 1'.ta­
ti 10tics of great success and prosperity. 
13tn Ileith("r their disdain for the prophet 
nor their stat ist ics of success could 
doer the judgment of God! 

We young people of the .\ssembl ie 1O 
of God are like the !lew generation of 
Jeremiah's day. \\'e know success in 
promotions and in the building of fille 
churches. But I'm afraid in too many 
C(lses we arc working in the afterglow 
of the glory and the outpouring of the 
Iioly Spirit that came to our fathers. 
\\'e are better educated and organized 
and we thank God for that. \\'e can 
perform all the Pentecostal ritual, but 
where-oh, where-is the glory of the 
Lord? The only answer for today's sick 
world is a return of the glory of God 
upon us, 1I0t a long list of statistics 
in defense of Ollr spiritual standing. 

My text is found in Jeremiah 6:16 
-"Thus saith the Lord, Stand ye in the 
ways, and sec. am! ask for the old 
paths, where is the good way, anel 
walk therein, and ye shall find rest for 
your souls." 

This lext gi,·es us fi\'e steps in the 
ladder of SIICCbS fo r the future. 

Evo "'ge ll st 

The first step is "Stlwd ye ill the 
1.·ays." Stand in the mid:-.t of stati~tics 
of morc churches and more members 
and more mi~sions, and once again 
reverence the holint'ss of God as our 
hearts melt before lIis pr('sence. We 
1llu<.,t not become just another denomi­
nation, hut we mllst remain a lJIot'I'IIII'1I1 

with the hand of God heavy upon \IS 

and lIis mes5..1ge dropping from Ollr 
lips like coals of fire. Oh. that God 
may gi,·e us the glory! 

You who feci wcnkn('ss and cow­
ardice as you face the spirit of com­
promise that con from'> our generation, 
wait in I lis pre~cnce until Ilis Spirit 
goes through your heing and makes 
your blood run like liquid fire and your 
back become like spring steel; ulltil you 
can forget career and s('('urity and find 
courage to speak against unholy trends 
that creep in and 1'.cck to corrupt Our 
110ly Ghost movemen t God's hand up­
on liS will start a chain reaction of 
spi ritual experience that will refuse to 
yield to the crippling paralys is of sin's 
di\'ersions. 

Take the second step with me and 
s/'('o This command could nOt be ful­
filled by 20-20 vision but only by 
divine re\·clat ion. :\atural men have 
,·ision. Ungodly men have vision and 
they erect buildings and make hridges 
(lnd build empires. By that same v;sion 
we can build churches and denomina­
tions, bu t the vision we need goes 
beyond and is reserved for those who 
meet the Master face to face in the 
valley of spiritual experience. May God 
anoint ou r eyes with eye-salve to sec 
God in His radiant glory and purity. 

When the proud Pompeii took J eru­
salem he marched lip her streets wit h 
grea t fan fare and headed fo r the 
temple. He had heard of Israel's God 
and was going to explore. The Jews 
wa tched with fea r as this mall stepped 
into the holy of hol ies, but he stayed 
for just a moment , and coming a lit 
exclaimed, "Why. there's nothing in it 
but darkness! It 's absolu tely empty­
a vacan t room."

Isaiah wenl into the srune temple one 
day with 110 ceremony or fanfare but 
with a heart yearning after God, lie 
stayed longer and coming out exelaimed, 
" I So1", also the Lord sitting upon a 
throne , high and lifted up, and hi s train 
filled the temple ," Pompeii had vision 
and could conquer armies and build an 
empire , but in the place where God 
dwelt he saw nothing but emptiness, 
\Ve, too, can sta nd , proud of our 
talent s and accomplishments, but when 
we get through patting ou rselves on the 
back we'll .'>ee nothing hut emptiness. 
But if we lunnbk ourselves, forgetting 
our own importance (and even our 
d ignity, if need be) and yearning for 
God's glory, the S un of righteousness 
wil l fill the empty room and we'll sec 
the g lory of the triune God! Like 
Isaiah we'll fall before God saying, 
"\"'oe is me, for I am undone," and 
when the se raphim have touched our 
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fellows. Every illClication seems to po int 
to ;\ final s tri ving of the Holy Spirit 
JUSt prior to the second coming of our 
Lord Jesus Christ. 

God is deali ng with mankind in va ri­
ous parts of the world, ami we feel 
ce rta in that He wants to do a new 
thing here in America- in our own 
churches, I Ie is looking fo r men who 
\\"ill dedica te themsch·es to winning the 
10M. Let us conside r the th ree dynamics 
that ar.: being brought together hy the 
prec isc lead ing of the 1I0ly S pirit to 
implcment what we believe will be the 
greate~t rcvh'al since the days of the 
apostles. 

GOD'S TI~I E 

There are a number of signs which 
indicate a di\'ine timing, Acts 2 : 1 says, 
"And when the' day of Pentecost was 
fnlly come . .. " suggesting that there 
was a time element involved in the 
COll1111g of the Iioly Spi rit. Certainly 
thi s is true in the prophetic p icture 
as God is again dea ling with His peo­
ple, E\·idemly there are three factors 

lips with a live coal from off the altar 
of God we']] say from our heart s, 
.. Here am I. Lord, send me!" S uch 
a vi sion will wilt and melt. and then 
God can take that limp form and 
cleanse it ami purge it and make it 
fit for the :\Iasler's hand to use. 

At the very beginning of his ministry 
:\Ioses had seen the glory of God 
manifested. Then when he led the J s­
raelites out of Egypt they saw the g lory 
and fire and heard the thunderings of 
:\[ount Sinai. For awhile it was thrilling 
and glorious, but after a few weeks 
the fire and smoke became common­
place, and the crowd Legan to turn 
back to the things they had left behind 
in Egypt. i\loses went before God in 
in tercession with his heart crushed as 
he saw compromise creep into the hearts 
of the people, God said, 'Til send an 
angel to lead you into the land as I 
promised ... :' This would have been 

that bring this time clement into sharp 
focus. 

First, the frClllied !>t ruggle of satan ic 
forces ~eems to indicate that they rc­
alize their opportunity for action is 
limited. \\"hen God begins to mo\'e, 
there is always a counter-action of 
dcmonical force. This is hrought i11lo 
clear focus at the L'nited ;.;'ations. The 
shoe-pounding defiance of a demon­
possessed man re\'eals the utter futility 
of attempting to negotiate with satan ical 
heings. OllT last bulwark of trust is 
heing swept away. T o whom can man 
turn but io Goel? 

Second, a recognition of the failure 
of the "universal brothe rhood of man" 
philosophy has cut across major de­
nominational li nes . Q ut of the ranks 
of modernism, many arc confessing a 
desperate desire for mo re of God. As 
a result, God is filling those indiv iduals 
with the lloly Spirit , as promised in 
the scripture-"In the last days.,. 1 
will pou r out of my Spirit upon all 
flesh" (Acts 2 :17), 

T hi rd, this hunger for God is .'>een 
in the hea rts of the unchurched and 
the heathen, It is noted in overseas re­
vivals in \'arious parts of the worlel. 
I t is noted here in the homeland. Yes, 
this is God's time fo r the most trc­
mendous revival tha t has ever swept 
the world, 

~Ien's Fellowship Sunday, December 
3, is being set aside to spotlight our 
teamwork in winning the lo~ t to Christ. 
Then on :-';ew Year's Eve three months

1 can't tell 
you all that happened to me in those 
early moming hours. but I was smitten 

'\[oncy spent for Tllusical instruflle!1\s 
for the Christian home is :l good in­
vestment, even though the youngster 
may give no indication of becoming a 
concert artist. 

I nterest in and attendance at recitals 
is a family activity that is very reward ­
ing. The long evening recital is neve r 
lost. however wearisome may seem the 
little "ditties" performed by the other 
novice mUS1C1ans of our community, 
if somewhere on the program is our 
own family name championed by that 
little "virtuoso" of ou r household. But 
most important is the fact that the 
family bond is drawn a lillie tighter 
by our in terest. 

Of all the home ties the Christian 
bond is the strongest, and musical ex­
pression is invaluable in strengthening 
th is bond. [t seems that the days are 
gone when families would gather at the 
ornately-designed parlor organ to spend 
evenings singing hymns and ballads. All 
too common today is a home scene 
with mother and dad transfixed before 
the TV set wh il e brother and sister are 

hy the power of God and lay prostrate 
for hours, speaking ill tongues as the 
Spi rit gave lltternace. C011\' iction settled 
in my soul that the gifts of the Spirit 
are real and that they are for my 
gel1 eration! I 've never been afraid to 
walk the path f rom that day to thi s. 

You who fear the moving of the 
Spirit of God and who put the gifts 
of the Spirit illtO an unimportant place 
in your meetings, I beg of you, find 
a little prayer room somewhere. Ask 
God to turn the light 011. ]f you'll allow 
God to open heaven, the Sun of right­
eousness will shine upon the path, and 
dark eerie shadows will disappear !11 

the clear glow of heaven. 
There is a final step-the step of 

sweet success. This is the step of re­
ward, for it says, "Yc shall Ji/1d rest 
Jor your souls." I need not talk to you 
of the unrest of our world--of the wars, 
revolutions, and \'iolence, with broken 
homes and broken hearts. But the world 
makes a great effort to find rest for its 
people. It has tried education, philos­
ophy, psychology, and tranquilizer pills, 
but with all its wisdom it has not been 
able to find rest. And although men of 
the world have failed in their met hods, 
some preachers and churches are trying 
to solve the world's dilemma with the 
world's methods! Of course they fail 
e\"ell worse because they are not so well 
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isolated in their rooms doing school 
homework with an accompaniment of 
"rock an' roll." 

The evil influence of so much of the 
world's music upon Christian homes 
cannot be denied or ignored, \\'e are 
told that music intrinsi.cally is neither 
good lIor b..1.d-neither moral nor lack­
ing in morality. It is agreed, howe'·er, 
that music can intensify the mood of 
an individual. whether good or bad. 
Therefore we must recognize that music 
does have a strong appeal and is an 
influence in every home. This being 
true, it is impo rtant to find ways and 
means of employing proper music in 
the building of Christian homes. 

Every home must have rules :lncl 
regulations to insure strength and 
wholesomeness. But in the realm of 
music for entertainment and enrich­
ment the prohibitions may be kept at 
a minimum by thoughtfully planning a 
Christiall musical diet. 

Today we ha\'e not only superb rec­
ani -playing e<luipment but we have ac­
cess also to a great store of fine music 

trained in these areas as worldly pro­
fessionals. \Ve are not called to lise the 
world's methods! It is not our c.'"\.l1ing 
to give them a religious philosophy 
whereby they can try to lift themsel\'es 
by their own bootstraps. Our God-given 
responsibility is to lead lhem out of a 
world of darkness and care into a rest 
that is found ollly in jeslls, the Son 
of God! 

I am not preaching a gospel of 
escapism. This rest is not one of idle­
ness; it is not the rest of the rocking 
cha ir, but the rest of 'pic/ory. III jesus 
we do 1I0t try to hide from reality or 
flee from real problems, but we find 
courage to face those real problems and 
conquer in His holy name. 

i\[y wife and i brought our little boy 
home from the hospital only to find 
that he was a very sick baby. Specialists 
examined him and said, "We've never 
seen a chi ld in such a pathetic condi­
tion. Even if we can save his life, your 
ch ild will never talk. He'll never be 
right mentally. He'll never know who 
his daddy and mommy are." Talk about 
darkness-talk about heartache and de­
spair! The doctors wall ted to experiment 
on him in the hospital. I solid, ;'I)octor, 
r believe in prayer and I want to take 
our boy home and pray that God will 
heal him." 

He said, "All right, but call me every

:\'eglected too oft ell are the hYlIIlls 
and songs of the Christian faith hy 
youngsters in the formative years. I t 
is significant and calise for concern 
when our young people become quite 
proficient in playing standard llIusic and 
the classics hut seem helpless in the 
presence of thc common hymn tUlle. 
A word spoken in the beginning by 

two hours around the clock."

Thi s 
is particlllarly truc with respect to 
event s both before and after the Sec­
ond Advent. Let liS firs t rCi.,iew some 
of the past h is tory of thi s natio11. 

The Jew begau with Abraham. The 
Lord had promised him, "I will bless 
them that bless thee, and curse him 
that curseth thee: and in thee shall 
all famities of th e earth be blessed" 
(Genesis 12:3). 

Jmiting Abraham to look in every 
direction frOIll the center o f the land of 
Canaan, He said, "All the land which 
th ou seest. to thee will 1 g ive it, and 
to thy seed for ever" (Genesis 13:15). 
Thi s covenant and promise was re­
peated and strengthened: " J will g ive 
l11ltO thee, and to thy seed after thec, 
the land whcrcin thou art a stranger, 
a ll the land of Canaan. for an ever­
lasting possession (Gcnesis 17 :8). 
Thus the possession of the land of 
Palcstine by the Jews rests upon the 
trustworthiness of the promisc of God 
to Abraham, This is the strongest pos­
sible claim to possession of this land. 
1 t is also the best possible assurance 
that the Jew will own and possess this 
land as an eternal inheritance. 

The Jews have been expelled from 
Palestine as a matter of discipline. but 
only temporarily. They returned from 
the captivity in Babylon after seventy 
years. When they culminated their long 
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~l"ril"" of rej('ctions of the prophets by 
crl1cifying Cod's own Son, once more 
tilt:), Wf;'r{' expelled from their native 
land. To tbis day they a rc scattered to 
the enlis of the earth. But the God 
who kept His promise to return them 
frolll Babylon will certainly keep His 
oft-repeated p romise to return them 
aga in 10 the land of Palest ine . 

Of the half-hundred o r Illore Scrip­
t llres wh ich promise tha t retu r n, Eze­
k iel 37 :21-22 can be taken as typical : 
"Thus sai th the Lord God; Behold, I 
wil l take the child ren of Israel from 
among the heatheu. wh ither they be 
gone. and will gathe r them all every 
"ide, and hring them into their own 
land. Ami J will make them one na tion 
in the land upon the mountains o f 15-
rad ; and one king shall be king to 
thern all . . .. " 

T ha t they will return ill unbelie f is 
indicated in E zekiel 36 :2+-25. ;'Fo r I 
will takc you from among the heathen, 
and gathe r you out of all coulltrie~, and 
will hring you into your own la nd . Then 
will J sprinkle clean water upo n you, 
a nd ye shall be clean . ... " Al so, "Gath­
er yourselves together, yea, gather to· 
gethe r, 0 nat ion not desircd; before 
the decrce hring forth , hefore the day 
pass as the. chaff, before the fierce 
anger of the Lo rd come upon you, be­
fore the day o f the Lord 's anger come 
upon you" ( Zephaniah 2 :1, 2 ) . Thus 
they arc to gather together he fore the 
trihulation time. This is heing fulfilled ; 
the Jews arc no w returning in unbelief 
to the land of I srael. 

The Lord has appointed Michael, the 
great archa1lgel, as the defender of J-I is 
people Israel. See Daniel 10:21; 12:1. 
This sponsorship of Israel by Michael 
will culminate in the great war in heav­
en descrihed in Hevelation 12 :7. "Ali­
chac! and hi s angels fought again st the 
dragon: ami the dragon fought and his 
angcls. and prevailed not. neither was 
their place found any more in heaven." 
But many experiences and difficulties 
lie ahead of the Jews before that ulti­
mate triumph. 

The next move in the plan of God 
concerning the Jews, as outlined in the 
eible, is their making a covenant with 
the Antichrist for a period of seven 
years. "He shall confirm the covenant 
with Illany for one week ... " ( Daniel 
9,27). 

The context of this scripture re­
cords how Sixty-nine weeks (periods 
of seven years cach, as confirmed by 
subsequent events) were to run their 
course in the life of the Jews, starting 

in 454 B.C. (This was the da te of 
the going forth of the commandment 
to rc.!>wre and to build J eru"a!clll. X e­
hemiah 2 :5.) Se\'en times sixty·ninc 
equals four hund red eighty-three yea rs 
-the period of timc which began a t 
454 B.c., and cxtended to A.D. 29. 
According to Daniel's prophecy (Dan­
iel 9:26). at this t ime ;'Ilcssiah would 
be CUI off. Th is was indeed the date 
of Ch rist 's crucifixion. An indefinite 
pa renthesis of ti me is int rod uced here 
hy the angcl who made the revelation. 
fo r he says, "Unto the end of the wa r, 
desolat ions are determined." 

T his is followed by the covenant be­
lween the A ntichrist and the J ews for 
a seven-year period . Jesus said, " I am 
come in my Father 's name, and ye re­
ceived me not: if a nother shall comc 
in his own name, him ye will receive" 
(John 5 :43). This doubtless refers to 
the ir rejection of Him a nd their ac­
ceptance of the Antichri st in the cove­
nant which they makc with him. 

I saiah describes it this way : "Be­
cause ye have said, Vol e have made a 
covenant with death, and with hell are 
we at agrccmcnt; when the o\'erflowing 
scourge shall pass through, it shall not 
come unto us : for we have made lies 
our refuge, and under fal sehood have 
we hid ourselves" (l saiah 28:15 ) . 

\Vith this understand ing bctwecn the 
Jews and the devil's head of the greal 
world empire of the la st days, we can 
understand when Daniel te\1s us that 
the Jewish nation is to constitute one 
of thc ten kingdom s of that world em­
p]re. In Daniel 7 :7, 8, 20, 24 it is 
rc\!ealed that thi s end- time empire will 
have ten kings at firs t , and three of 
them will later be destroyed by the 
Antichr is t who comes up among them. 
Daniel 8:9 explains that this Antichrist 
will wax ( l1Ccome ) "exceeding great 
toward the south, and toward the east, 
and toward the pleasant land." Toward 
the south and the cast are Egypt and 
Assyria, and the pleasant land is Pales­
tine. These arc the three lands that are 
overcome by the Antichrist, that were 
first bona fide members of the ten­
kingdom empire. 

It appears that the Jews as one of 
the ten kingdoms will rebuild their tem­
ple. Daniel said that in the middle of 
the week (after 30 years) the Anti­
christ will cause the sacrifice and the 
oblation to cease, and the overspreading 
abomination shall he make desolate. 
See Daniel 9 :27. Jesus referred to and 
confirmed this passage in l'vf althew 24: 
IS. This sacrifice and oblation would

JOHN KAR\'ER GORT~ER. 87, of 
Berkdey, Calif., \\a~ promoted 10 glory (Ill 

September 28, 1961. H(' was a highly-es­
teemed minisH'r ill the Assemblies of G(Xi 
frOIll 1920 to the dale of his death, haying 
received the baptism of the Holy Spirit in 
1914 while serving as a ).!etluxlbt l}a~IOr in 
Arroyo Grande, Calif. 

Brother Gortner was rt'ared in a Methodist 
manse in Ihc ~Iid\\est. lIis fath<.:T. J. R. 
Gor\l1Cr, lIas appoinl('d presiding elder of 
the Li!)(ria District of the ,\Ielllooisl Church 
in 1887 and look his family to Africa but 
he succumbed 10 hlackwater fCI'cr the follow­
ing year ami the family returned to Nebra"ka. 

AI the age of sixteen John Karvcr preached 
his first sermon and was granted a license 
to preach. A cOl1ple of years later he 'Acnt 
to Garrett Biblical Institute at E\'an~ton, il!., 
to prepare himself for the mi:listry. lie ll1ar­
ried Miss Della Hayden in· 1896. 

In 1910 The ~Ielhodist Church tran;lerred 
him from Ihe :-iorth Kebraska Confcrence 
to the Southern California Conference. In 
1914, following a marvelous healing y,hich 
the Lord ga\·e to his invalid wife in answer 
to prayer, he became hungry for the fu llness 
of the Holy Spirit and received a glorious 
Pentecostal Bapti~m. Fhe years later he 
sc\'ered his connection with The ~Ielhodist 
Church and became pastor of The Pente­
costal Church (now the First Assemhly of 
God) ill Cleveland, Ohio. His brcthrcll electd 
him to be District Superintendent of the 
Central District of the Asscmhlies of God 
1922-24. In 1924 he resigned the Cleveland 
jlastorate and returnc<l to California. 

For a year he preached at Bethel Temple, 
Los Angeles. In 1927 he recei\·ed calls simul­
taneously from two assemblies in Oakland, 
Calif., to become l13stor, and he agreed to 
accept the calls 11TQvided the two assemblies 
would merge and become olle. C nder his 
supervision the merger was effected, and so 
the First Pentecostal Church of Oakland 
came into being. A beautiful church seating 
750 was erected. Special emphasis was laid 
upon world mis~ions with the result that 
this church soon became seventh in the na­
tion am'Jng contributors to world mi ssions.

III which they could be conducted 
before they could be caused to cease.

For many years Brothcr Gortner \\iI~ an 
executj\·e pre~bltcr of the General Counci!. 
He was <I fr('(ltu:nt coutributor to The 1'1'11-

Ircoslal E'V.1II0d and authored se\·eral books 
and palllphlet~, both of poetry and of pro!>e. 
His major works wcre SII/dirs ill Dallirl 
and SIlt/firs III Nrw/a/jOlI (Gospel Publi~h· 
illg House). 

Hi; wife pTt"'("eded him ill death and he 
i~ survived by onc son, YernOIl. The fUlleral 
sermOn was delivcred by Ernest S. \\'illiall1~, 
former G,·ncral SUI)Crintcndcnt of the t\s­
semblies of God. Other ministers who partie. 
ipated in the service were R. J. Thurmond, 
Paul C. Schock, J. L. Gerhart, and L. R. 
Keys.

Gortner was !i\·illg in the Pinellas Park 
Home ill Florida, he .... rote a poem entitled. 
'·On the Brink of a Ri\'er." It seems par·

Healing 
SPIRITUA.L HEALING CALLED VITAL 

Spiritual healing is a vital aspect of 
a "whole" religion. speaktrs at the sixth 
International Conference 011 Spiritual 
Ilcaling at Philadelphia stressed. 

"}\ religion without spiritual healing 
is not a whole ministry to the whole 
man," according to Bishop llcrbcrt 
Spaugh of Charlotte, N. C. president 
of the Provincial Elders' Conference of 
the ~Io ravian ChuTch in AI11I.: ric<1.. 

Bishop Spaugh was one of several 
speakers who addressed some 750 per­
sons from 38 slates and overseas.

Another speaker was James A. Mc­
Farland. pastor of Castlerock Presbyter~ 
ian church in Londonderry. Ireland. He 
lold lhe delegates that the "primary con­
ceTTl of the Church is man's soul, not his 
bodily functions. although a right re­
lationship wilh God has a bearing on 
health." 

li e said: "It is God's will to heal 
disease as well as sin, but ] Ie needs 
man's cooperation. You cannot hope 
to be healed and at the same time con­
tinue in had habits which may have 
caused. or be a part of, your condition." 

Dr. Evart G. Loomis, a Quaker physi­
CIan. emphasized treatment of the 
"whole man-body, mind, and soul." 
lI e said that "se\'ellty per cen t of heal­
ing is ill the area of love and of cmpathy 
between patient and therapist. It is a 
difficult area," he admitted, "and it is 
!lot taug,ht in medical school," but "more 
and more the medical profession is ac-

Peace Corps 
COLOMBIA PEACE CORPS PLAN 

STIRS CHURCH-STATE ISSUES 

The fi rst rumblings of the churclt­
state issues posed by the Peace Corps arc 
beginning to be heard in \Vashington, 
D.C. as a Peace Corps project to huild 
school s in rural Colombia gets under 
way. 

In view of the fact that nearly all 
schools in Colombia (including those 
sLlpported by the state ) are under R o­
man Catholic control. concerned citi­
zens are asking what will become of the 
Peace Corps schools after they are built. 
The obvious answer is that they will 
come under Catholic control. 

I n view of these facts C. Stanley 
Lowell, associate director of POAU 
(Protestants and Other Americans 
Un ited for Separation of Church and 
State) has addressed a question to R. 
Sargent Shriver. Jr., d irector of the 
Peace Corps. as to the propriety of thi s 
project in Colombia. 

Sh ri ver has in sisted that the Peace 
Corps will not "do business with coun­
tries which disc riminate again st racial 
or religious groups." 
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"If yOIl study the record," Lowell 
sa id, "you will discover that our State 
Department has repeatedly had to inter­
\·ene with Colombian autho ri ties all be­
half of American Protestants who ha\·e 
suffered al1 manncr of abuse and dis­
crimination because of their religion in 
Colombia. " 

Anti-Protestant incidents still occur 
but the sit uation in Colombia is re­
portedly improving. In GCIlO\·a. Colom­
bia , for example, where the Ch ri :.tian 
and I\lissionary Alliance church was 
burned and the pastor driven ou t ten 
years ago, a new chapel has been COI1-

structed and a new pastor is residing 
in the town. Recently the mayor as­
sured the pastor tha t his freedom would 
be ftlily guaranteed by the authorities. 

Burma 
JOURNALIST REPORTS FROM BURMA 

Larry 'Vard, editor of World Visioll, 
was in Burma in September and inter­
viewed John Thetgyi, general secretary 
of the Burma Chri stian Council. 

"What will happen to the work of the 
Church and Christian Ill!ss!ons 111 

Burma, now that the Burmese govern ­
ment has declared it to be a Buddhist 
state ?" he asked. 

Thetgyi's reply was generally opto­
mistic. "While it is much too early to 
tell what the final effect will be, in 
general the go\'en1ment action has had 
a beneficial effect," he said. 

"On the one hand, it is causing Chris­
tians to stand as never before. Church 
attendance has increased markedly. 

;'Secondly~this is a somewhat sur­
prising de\'elopmel1t~the action seems 
to be callsing Buddhists and other non­
Christians to study the difference be­
tween their beliefs and the tenets of 
Christianity. Many are asking for the 
first time, 'What is Christianity? What 
exactly do you belie,'e?''' 

.lVlr. Thetgyi described Prime Minis­
ter U Nu as "a very fair man, who has 
promised that the fights of religiolls 
minorities will be protected." 

The general secretary said that Chris­
tian leaders in Burma are using every 
opportunity to demonstrate their loyalty 
to the government, despite the recent 
religion edict. For example, when the 
country was struck with devastating 
floods this summer, the Burma Chris­
tian Council did not wait for the 
government to request its aid but volun­
tarily went to the government pledging 
every possible help. Government of­
ficials, hc said, were "very pleased."

00spel sen,ices for prisoners arc 
an important part of the outreach of 
Riverside Tabernacle. But let us start

It was a hrigh t Sunday afternoon in 
autumn, 1928. when Ezra :'.,]iller :l1ld 
his wife (who has since gOIl(' to he 
with the l.onl) first mounted the steps 
of the Genesee County jail to hritlg ib 
inll1:1.tes the gospel of Jcsus Ch ri"t. The 
firsl se rvice was conducted hy thi., 
couple wlthol1t furt!ln help but soon 
others joilled them, and there has uen:r 
bcen a lack of \rorkers since, _\t one 
time as high as fort)' regular workers 
were milli.,tering to hoth men and wom­
en of the jail. These workers covered 
a!. many as fi\'e cell blocks at OI1C time 
hold ing fi\'e ... illlll1talleOu., se rvices. 

The \\'OIl1('II'S part of the jai l work. 
beginning in 1936, was no le ss effecti\'e 
than the men's mi ni st ry, The women';; 
ministry was discontinued in 1951 due 
la rgely to a change of jail rl1lcs. 

Conforming to e\'(~r-chang i ng jail 
rulcs th rough the years has heen a proh­
lem, At timcs, period .. of great frecdom 
have bccn cnjoyed, while ;It other times 
it has been necessary to curtail the 
serv ices to meet regulations. Gellcrally, 
the tightened restrictions ha\'e reflected 
a change of personnel somewhere, h\lt 
judicious bella\'ior on the part of the 
team always has brought ahout better 
circumstanccs in time. 

The following incident illustratcs the 
blessing of jail ministry, During the

\\'hell tht· barher was sentenced. 
though Il{' could have recei\'ed a \\'or-;e 
pcn:l.1ty, he ()Illy recch'ed one year at 
Ionia and sen'eel only eleven months 
of that. During that time. serving as 
pri.;on lmriwr, he wa., a model inmate 
and a faithful witllcss to the !'a\'ing 
power of )t.,us Christ. 

The rt'al drama of this particular 
story took place after the nlall was re­
leased, lIe was determined to li\'e for 
God, but his wife and children we re 
not so sure. Fear gripped them ;mc\ 
they refused to accept him back. The 
harher contacted Brother ).li1\er who, 
through rmrch effort and prayer. was 
"ucces"ful in ... eeing this family re­
uniled. this time with ,he Saviour of 
11lilllkind included in the family circle. 
This fonner prisoller is still scn ' ing 
God today as a res\1lt of that contact 
Illany years ago, 

Follow-up work has been faithflllly 
carried on. ('\'cn if the men were 
;':.hipped" (!«'II\ to a state penitentia ry),

t\t one such visit to the Jack..oll State 
l'ri~()Il. Brother ;"Iilkr reCt,j\'('(1 a mes­
sage thaI he was to report to the office 
of the warden hefore he left the prison, 
Brother ),1 iller said he thought it might 
he his last visit to tile pri,>on, but such 
\\'as not the intent of the far-seeing 
warden. Instead. he asked the prison 
worker just why he would journey all 
those miles (about 11incty miles onc 
way) to \'isit the prisoners, Brother 
;"lil1er replied that the love of God in 
hi-; hcart was the driving force that 
compelled him to such action, and he 
proceeded to testify to the warden him­
self l 

Up to that time the men had been 
allowed only the allotted few minutes 
in the \'isiting room, visiting through 
the customary screens, After Brother 
).Iiller·s session with the warden, the 
prison workers were instructed that 
they should come and go as they pleased. 
They should take all the time they 
wished with the prisoners-and further­
more, they would \'isit in the special 
parole room, not ill the pllhlie visiting 
room, 

At least two men arc in the full­
time ministry today a ... a direct result 
of Riverside Tabernacle's prison out­
reach. Brother ;"/il1er has received a 
Chri~tmas card every year from these 
men since they entered the ministry. 
Arrangements for Bible tmining cours­
es were made through him and they 
stud ied while still in jail. 

nrother Miller's min istry la sted ulltil 
1951 when, due to the seriotls illness 
of his wife, he found it necessary to 
relinquish his du ties at the ja il. 

Ja il work docs someth ing spiritually 
for e\'er)' ind i\'idual who is sincerely 
engaged in it. 1 t often pro\'es to be a 
hoot camp tra ining period for many 
further services to the Lord. Although 
Brother :\1iller ne\'er again became reg­
Illarly active in jail ministry, the habit 
of sou l winning was so milch a 1)'1rt 
of him that it has ne\'er changed, 

/n 1951, wi th Brother ~ l il1er lea\'ing 
the work, Pete (E. L.) Hoyt was re­
quested to assume leadership of the 
group, Brother I/o)'t was faithful to 
the work for se\'eral years but his health 
beg:l.1l to fail about 195..J. lI e gave up 
the jail work bu t, as in Ezra )'[i11er's 
case, Brother H oyt found himself rest­
less until he \\,:l.S occupied with e\'ery­
thing his health would permi t in the 
way of winning souls-and he did con­
tinue to win thelll, Thlls the blessings 
of ministry behind the bars are never-
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ending. for they bless both the prisoners 
and those who l11illi~ter. 

\\'hen Brother lioyt left the jail 
work, he handed the reins to C. B. 
Jones who is still the leader today. He 
has a good assistant in J. A. (J im) 
Connor. 

One jail'group now. including tweh'e 
to fifteen workers, visits floors four 
and five of the county jail on alter­
nate weeks. 011 these floors the men 
are the harder ... ;1111inals and many are 
awaltmg "shipment." 

Though the scope of our ministry 
has been somewhat curtai led, the results 
arc more gratifying thall ever. \Vorkers 
usually reach abollt twenty-five men 
each week. Sometimes all the men in 
a cell block will come to the b<1rs for 
prayer at OllC lime! 

"The preaching is easy," says Groth­
er Jones, "because of a recognized need. 
Prisoners show the best of attenlion 
and a real interest in what the team 
has to offer.

The sheriff. who is a fille coopera­
tive Christian man. estimated about 
sixty per cent of the conversions <1re 
sincere. Othe rs may be IIsing it as an 
"easy out," but he quickly <1dded that 
sincerity is easily discerned. 

The 1e<1111 speakers spend 111uch time 
in prayer beforehand for the services 
and come with anointed messages. At 
presen t, Bill Kennelt (who is also cap­
tain of the Christ ian SeJ'\'ice Brigade 
and a teacher in the Junior 1 !igh De­
partment of the Sunday school) and 
Brother :-'hllhews arc regular speakers. 
At, the end of each service. <111 altar 
call appea l is made. All who respond 
are asked to repeat the sinller's prayer. 
The team joins in. :-" lany would be un· 
able to pray without this help to get 
started. 

Brother Jones is availing himself of 
the literature prov ided by the Prison 
Division of the National H ome :\1is· 
sions Department for use as a further 
means of ministry with the inmates. 

Spirit-fi lled, lo\'e-driven laymen are 
still pressing the battle far into the 
enemy's territory th rough Riverside 
Tabern<1c1e 's prison ministry. These 
workers need the prayers and help of 
all children of God. The prisoners to 
whom they witness weekly are men 
whose lives are on the fast road to ruin 
unless the gospel gets through to them.

Our )'ollth . our opportlln ities, the time 
of harye:.t everything goes so quickly. 
Before we know it, we reach the sunset 
of life. 

Again a year has passed since we 
had the la st Xational Prison Sunday . 
\\'e have had opportunities which will 
never return. How we have used the 
opportllnities is writl('11 ill God's book. 
We arc thankful for what the Prison 
Division has been ahle to accomplish 
throllgh the help of faithful friends. 
We shall sec the jewels plucked from 
the "dirt" lO shine in His diadem.

"frcc" countrics-{)ften hundreds and 
c\'en thou!> • .'ltlds of miles from the listen­
ing audience. f\dmittedly, stich broad­
casting is ~econd-best and relatively 
ineffectual in producing tangihle results. 

For one th ing, short-wave reception 
is oftell erratic; for another, fewer 
listeners own !:.hort-wave receivers; and 
finally, listening to a "Christ ian" sta­
lion often carried an onus in a non­
Christian country and mllst be done 
in clandestine fashion. 

To illustrate: the Assemblies of God 
radio program produced in Japan and 
released o\'er local stations brings a re­
sponse of between 150 and 200 letters 
per month. The same program, put 
on tape and beamed by short-wave to 
Japan from a distant religious station, 
brings a resl)Onse of one or two letters 
per week. 

;\'ow, with thi s new and major break­

Formosa, with a concentration of ten 
million people, is the very heart throb 
of free Ch inese people throughout the 
world. And-wonder of wonders-the 
govcrnment encourages Christ ia n broad­
casting! Commercia l stations, to which 
all dia ls are constantly tuned, accept 
our programs at a minimum cost. Thus, 
th rough this effectual door the Assem­
hlies of God is now entering with two 
programs-one in i>.landarin (mainland 
Ch inese) and the other in Taiwanese 
( loca l dialect). These programs will be 
released over a nctwork of five sta­
tions in standard wave length, and will 
hlanket the island. 

It is estimated that there are up to 
two million sets in Formosa and most 
of them will be turned on full blast 
during the waking (and often sleeping) 
hours ! There will not be a home, there

It has a chain of pcnrxrJul 
transmitters, both short and standard 
wave length, beamed to the ma inland, 
operating twenty-four hours a day. \Ve 
have been promised that the govern· 
ment will release over these mammoth 
transmitters, repeatedly and free of 
charge, each program we prdduce. 

\ Vhat a golden opportunity! Formosa 
is anchored on the very doorstep of 
mainland China. The slm!dard-wa'trc 
transmission should reach multiplied 
millions of listeners up and down the 
coast and the sl/Ort·wavc relea ses will 
cover as much of China as ally short­
wave station already in operation,

Revivaltime Covers 
the City Pinpointed 
for 'Breakthrough' No. 1

Harvey ond Jean Meppelink. and daughters

Home Missions achievemen t. 
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many more- have been used by God 
to start new churches in communities. 
llowcvcr. whichever comes first, the 
other elements must follow soon if the 
work is to hc successfully established. 

In Norwalk, Connecticut, the Home 
;\Iissions Department has lIsed RC"<,ival­
(illl(, as a primary step in launching a 
new Pentecostal work. Since Sunday 
morning, September 3, Revivaltime has 
becn released from WNLK, the only 
local station in this city of nearly 100,-
000. 

Recognizing the challenge of this city, 
"the Gateway of New England," the 
I lome ilrissions Department has 
launched a pilot project to erect a church 
building and send an experienced pio­
neer pastor to the Norwalk area with 
the backing of hundreds of interested 
persons in districts and c1wrches across 
the nation. Last Sunday, November 5, 
marked the birth of the new Assembly 
of God in Norwalk. 

Located on Long Island Sound forty· 
one miles from Forty-second Street, 
New York City, Norwalk is one of the 
nation's oldest cities. A shrewd, am­
bitiotls lawyer named Roger Ludlow 

bought the land from the Indians in 
1640. Under stlspicion because of bis 
high-handed action in buying this land 
and with a slander suit banging oYer 
his head, Ludlow sold his holdings to 
a group of settlers in 1650 and returned 
to England. Tn the past three hundred 
years Norwalk has grown from a set­
tlement with less than twenty families 
to a thriving city. 

Today Norwalk is one of the few 
arcas in the nation with a labor short­
age; there are literally more job op­
portunities than there are workers to 
fil! them. Approximately two hundred 
manufacturing concerns operate herc 
with 12,600 employecs. Industries range 
from manufacturers of handbags, bath­
robes, belts, cosmetics. lace, neckties, 
and toys to air-conditioning equipment. 
auto accessories, cellophane and foil. 
electric signal ing devices, machine tools. 
plastics. pumps, tanks, research labora­
tories, etc. 

The first church-a Congregational 
church-was founded in Norwalk in 
1652. l>.lethodism !11 New England 
started in Norwalk when Jesse Lee 
preached under an apple tree in the 
center of town. Judaism formally be­
gan in the city in 1905 when the first 
synagogue was formed. 

The first Roman Catholics came to 
:\forwalk in 1828. The construct ion of 
the railroad through South ;.Jorwalk is 
credited with putting Roman Catholi­
cism on a thr iving basis. The large num­
ber of I rish employed on the railroad 
crews who worked and settled Nor­
walk was responsible for the Catholic 
church's growth from 1828 to 1851 
when St. Mary's Church was opened. 

Today there are fifty churches in 
Norwalk, and yet a recent survey in­
dicated that less than one hundred per­
sons of evangelical faith are in any

1 t is not the part of wisdom to waste precious 
tillle trying to cram the gospel down the throats o f those 
who positi\'cly do not want it. while th ere arc hungry hcarts 
elscwhere who would receive the Word if they could hear it. 

Paul's Dit,jnr E 'I(ollragrml'''/ (vv. 9, 10). "Then spake 
the Lord to Paul in the night by n v1!:>ion, Be not afraid, 
but speak, and hold nOt thy peace: for I am with thee, and 
no man shall sct a ll thee to hurt thee: for I have much 
people in this city." How these words must ha\'C strength­
ened and encouraged God's tested servant! 13m someone 
will s..' y, "r would be helped, too, if I had such n vision 
as Paul had." Paul, however, had no nd\'antage over any 
Chri stian worker today. \\'e do not nced visions, for we 
have the Word of God quickened to our heart s by the 
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Holy Spirit. And that Wore! is just a,> personal and real 
and !.trcngthening as was the Lord's vision to a man who 
did nlJl hn"e the :-':ew Testament ns we have! 

Pa/ll's Success i,l Coriltth (vv. 8-11). That Paul did right 
in Icaving off preaching to the Jews is e\'idellced hy the 
fact Ihnt when he turned to the Gentiles so many of them 
were saved. God's promise to Paul was indced fulfilled, 
just as Iii!:> promises always are. Paul remained in Corinth 
for a year and a half. unharmed and unmolested, while 
teaching the Corinthian conve rts and ministering to thcm. 

Paul's Descriptio" of !lis J/illistry in Corilltll (1 Co­
rinthians 2: 1-5). Several years after his visit to Corinth 
and his establishing a church there, Pau l wrote his first 
lctter 10 that church. In that portion included in ou r text , 
Palll defcnd" his apostleship by de",crihing the nature and 
content of h is ministry among them. These \'erses sen'e as 
a model for all who would minister the \\'ord to othe rs. 

1. Paul did not rely on his own human eloquence Or 

wisdom Cv. I ), yet how easy it is for any Christian to 
do so! 

2. The Cross was ccntral in his witncssing and preaching 
(Y. 2). 

J. lIe carried with him a sense of his own insufficiency 
and wcakness and could thus qualify for the diville strength 
which is "made pe rfect in wcakness. " Compare verse 3 
with 2 Corinthians 12 :9. 

4. lIis preaching was effective not bC(ausc of its cnt ici ng 
words but because of the pe rsuas i\'eness of the po wer of 
the Ii oly Spi r it which anointed him (\'. 4). 

5. li e preached as he did in order that their faith might 
have a fi rm foundation; namely, the power of God, rather 
than thc fn il ing founda tion of human ndmiratin!l for hu­
man intellect.

none is like it: it is even the time of 
Jacoh's trouble, but he shall he saved 
out of it " (jeremiah 30:7). Zechariah 
adds this comment, ",\ nd it ~hall come 
to pass, that in all the land. s.."lith the 
Lord. two parts therein shall be Cllt off 
and die; but the third shall he left 
therein" (Zechariah 13 :8). 

Now we approach the hour of the 
great rescue and vindication. ;'Behold . 
the day of the Lord cometh. and thy 
spoil shall be divided in the mid;;t of 
thee. For r will gather all nations against 
ICTus..'1 iem to battle; and the city shall 
be taken, and the houses rifled. and the 
women ravi shed; and hali of the city 
shall go forth into captivity, and the 
residue of the people shaH not be cut 
off frOIll the city. Then shall the Lord 
go forth, and figh t against those ua­
tions, as when he fought in the day of 
b.'1ttle. And his feet shall stand in that 
day upon the mount of Olives, which

As Joseph revealed himself to his

pression far beyond the ways we can 
a t present percei ve. 

"'We believe that the church must wel­
come every instrumen tality of genuine 
healing. 

"We believe that the Chri stian COll ­

cept of healing is based upon the total-

ity of the Christian faith and experience 
r:nher than on isolated proof texts." 

1 ~1sewhe re the book let refers to "the 
rediscovery of the relationship of body 
and spirit, of emotional status to illness 
<lnd health." It states that "physicians 
no longer depend solely all pills and 
pot ions to restore health. It is known 
that fear and hostility, insecu rity and 
guilt affect the body as well as the soul." 

It (jUOleS I lelen Flanders Dunbar. 
author of Mind and Body, as saying, 
"It is not a question of whether an ill­
ness is physical or emotional, but how 
much of each." 

T he booklet warns against "the dan­
ger of inst illing false hopes into those 
who come for heal ing." It states that 
wh ile "some are helped, many leave the 
sen'ices d isil lusioned and heart·h roken .·' 
It poin ts to Olhe r dange rs such as se n­
sationa lism and commerciali sm; the pas· 
sibili ty of self-aggra nd izemen t through 
the he<lli ng mini stry ; the tendency to 
make exaggera ted claims in pUblicity. 

On the other hand , it ci tes many con· 
tri bu tions which the modern hea li ng 
movements have made to the church . 
O ne is the revived interest and concern 
for the ind ividual. " O nce again ," it ob­
serves , "the congregation, or a group 
within the congregation, is focusing it s 
prayer s, it s affection, its concern upon 
the needs of IT particular indi vidual. The 
sorrows of one are the sorrows of all, 
and the joys o f one become the joys of 
all ." 

A nother real contribution is "the way 
in which spi ritual healing draws atten­
tion to the nearness of God." Tt em­
phasizes "the closeness. the loving con­
C(Tn of God" fo r all H is people today. 

A th ird benefit of spiritual healing 

is that it offe rs action. "Something hap­
pens when people pr:ly together .... 
Prayer does change people." 

Furthermore, the healing minist ry 
draws wor~hipers into actual participa­
tion in a senice. Tt also causes men to 
search for deeper meanings in human 
experience. "A healing ministry that is 
hased on the conviction that the re is a 
clo~e relationship hetween physical 
health and spiritual health, opens new 
;"'enues of understanding of the na ture 
of man and the way in which faith can 
meet his needs." 

\\, ith reference to the healing min is­
try of Jeslls the booklet notes one major 
point; 

"\Ve sec His hea ling work against the 
background of I l is enti re min istry. On 
the basis of the instances ci ted and re­
corded . on the basis of the preachi ng 
and teaching work, we arc led to believe 
that Jeslls regarded healing as a func­
t ion related to H is total min istry. \ ;Ve 
must adm it that I-li s primary concern 
wa s not hea ling th e sick. althollgh He 
never rebuked anyone fo r coming to 
l1im desi ring heal ing, and H e relie ved 
the su ffer ing and infirmity of those who 
came. 

" Yet, there is a lways the affirmation 
that the heali ng was for the glo ry of 
God. Healing of the body was regarded 
as secondary to the larger gift of life." 

Thank God fo r a gospel that can meet 
the whole need o f ma n- for spi rit , soul , 
mind , and body. The committee urged 
that the study of spiritual healing be 
continued on the local pari sh level by 
churches and ind ividual s. " Be ready to 
experiment freely with untried methods, 
to push back th e horizon of th e un­
known." Thi s is good advice for all 
Bible-loving Christians. - R. C. C.
