We do well to cultivate a thankful heart, for all of us enjoy greater
blessings than we deserve; and besides, a thankful heart is a blessing
in itself. It lightens our load, gives wings to our prayers, and protects
us from the maladies of discouragement, self-pity, and fault-finding. Tt
definitely contributes to one’s physical, mental, and spiritual health.

The happiest folk on earth are those who are always looking on the
bright side. Matthew ™ Henry, the famous Bible scholar, was in this
class. No doubt this helps to explain how he managed to accomplish so
much in a comparatively short life. One day thieves attacked him and
stole his purse. He recorded the experience in his diary with the fol-
lowing comment ;

“Let me be thankful, first, because I was never robbed before.
Second, because, although they took my purse, they did not take my
life. Third, because, although they took my all, it was not much. And
fourth, because it was I who was robbed, not I who robbed.”

It is not hard to be thankful for the pleasant things in life. The test
comes when we meet trouble. One mother remarked, after her child
recovered from a serious illness, “Wasn’t God good to give us back our
child?” Her friend replied, “Yes; but would not God have been just as
good, or just as kind, if your child had not come back to you?’ God
never 1s unkind. He is always good, always doing what is best for us,
though we may not always understand how this may be; therefore we can
sincerely obey the scriptural injunction, “In everything give thanks.”

George Matheson, the well-known blind preacher of Scotland who is
now with Christ, wrote as follows:

“My God, I have never thanked Thee for my ‘thorn’! I have thanked
Thee a thousand times for my roses, but never once for my ‘thorn’; I
have been looking forward to a world where I shall get compensation for
my cross instead of recognizing it as itself a present glory. Teach me
the glory of my cross; teach me the value of my ‘thorn.’ Show me that I
have climbed to Thee by the path of pain. Show me that my tears have
made my rainbow.”

The Psalmist said, “It is a good thing to give thanks unto the Lord.”
Indeed it is, for when we thank God there is a threefold benefit. God
is glorified, our joy is multiplied, and those around us are edified. We
do not praise the Lord half enough for the mercy, grace, and love He
has poured upon us so abundantly.

Oh, praise the Lord, whose word of power has done
Such mighty things! Give thanks and praise to Him
Who in Divine compassion gave His Son
To save us and redeem us from owr Sin!
Lift up your hands and bless His wondrous Name,
Lift wp your wvoice and shout aloud with joy
The triumphs of the King of heav'n who came
To earth the works of Satan to destroy!
Oh, clap your hands and sing of God’s great love,
His mercy and His grace beyond compare.
Exalt and glorify the Lord above;
Let fervent Hallelujahs fill the air!
And let your daily life show forth His praise:
Obey His Word, walk humbly in His ways.
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ONE HUNDRED TWO PILGRIMS LANDED
at Plymouth, Massachusetts, on De-
cember 21, 1620. During the long, hard
winter fifty-one of them died. Among
the dead was the wife of Captain Miles
Standish. As soon as spring came, how-
ever, the hardy colonists planted their
fields and in the fall harvested a boun-
tiful crop. When provisions had been
stored away for the winter months
Governor Bradford called for a day of
thanksgiving.

Instead of entertaining a spirit of self-
pity and bitterness because ot the re-
cent tragedies, these pilgrims must have
remiembered the words of the apostle
Paul: “Giving thanks always for all
things unto God and the Father in the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ” (Ephe-
sians 5:20). This spirit of thanksgiving
became an indication of the spiritual
stature of the pilgrims.

Today, all believers can undoubtedly
look back and remember tragedies, sor-
rows, and heartaches. The Spirit-filled
believer, however, is distinguished from
the less effective Christian by his at-
titude when surrounded with problems.
Paul makes it clear that the believer
who is filléd with the Spirit will have
a continual attitude of thanksgiving

(Ephesians 5:18, 20).

GiviNG THANKS ALWAYS

Some people find it difficult to of-
fer thanks to God when all is going
well. The history of Israel, recorded
in the Book of Judges, might well be
the story of some believers today. God
blessed the Israelites; they forsook the
Lord; so the lLord sent chastisement,

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and the people repented, so God for-
gave and sent blessings again. God had
anticipated and warned against this
tendency. Israel, however, forgot that
Moses had said, “And it shall be, when
the Lord thy God shall have brought
thee into the land which he sware unto
thy fathers...to give thee great and
goodly cities, which thou buildest not,
and houses full of all good things. ..
then beware lest thou forget the Lord”
(Deuteronomy 6:10-12),

Other people forget to thank God in
the hour of trouble. They are different
from Job who said to his wife, “Shall
we receive good at the hand of God,
and shall we not receive evil...” (Job
2:10). Instead they turn away from a
loving heavenly Father like the self-
willed King Saul, who visited the witch
of Endor in his distress.

The Spirit-filled believer gives thanks
always. He says with the Psalmist, *'I
will bless the Lord at all times: his
praise shall continually be in my
mouth” (Psalm 34:1). Just as the Is-
raelite brought his sacrifices to the Lord,
the devout soul brings his regular of-
ferings of thanksgiving. “I will offer
to thee the sacrifice of thanksgiving . ..”
(Psalm 116:17).

GIvING TrHaNks ForR AL, THINGS

Some believers have made sharp dis-
tinctions between what they consider
blessings and misfortunes. They thank
the Lord for some things and with-
hold thanks for others.

The trusting child of God can give
thanks for all things including the seem-
ingly great tragedies of life. He knows
that “all things work together for good
to them that love God, to them who

I knew about his early life. He was
Ozark mountains, and his
meager education had been attained at

a hillside school which he attended bare-
footed, carrying his lunch of cornbread
and baked potatoes in a syrup bucket.

While he was still small, typhoid fev-
er raged through his family and took
away his father. The older boys con-
tinued to farm and, as each of the
younger ones grew old.enough to fol-
low a plow, his schooling at the three-
month school two miles over the hills
was, of necessity, discontinued. Father
finished the third grade before it came
his turn to stop.

There in the hills he grew up—Ilearn-
ing only the lessons that hard work,
poverty, and a close acquaintance with
nature could teach.

Then came 1911—how often 1 have
heard Dad tell about it. That was the
year Pentecost came to the mountain
people. It all began when an itinerant
preacher walked in, carrying his card-

a

board suitcase. Nobody had invited him;
nobody knew he was coming. He had
received a new experience and it was
burning in his heart. He began to preach
at the schoolhouse.

Dad, then a boy of seventeen, had
been working in the timber camps. He
came home a few weeks later to find
every stump an altar and every thicket
a place of prayer. Former bootleggers
were preaching and horse thieves were
prevailing in prayer. The revival had
caught among the hill people like a
brush fire in dry timber.

Dad went out to see what it was all
about and he got in it, too—all the way
from his store-bought collar to his new
high-button shoes. God saved him and
baptized him with the Holy Ghost and
fire.

For the next two or three years Dad
traveled around with various preachers
taking the message to other towns and
schoolhouses. Many, many times I have
heard him tell of the mighty working
of the Spirit which they saw and of
the determined opposition they met.

Then Dad married and settled down.
Oh, he still preached around home and
held revivals between crops, but he

The other two
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couldn’t cut loose. Over and over in
the midnight hours when God spoke
to him, he told God so. “I don’t mind,”
he would say, “but my family—it isn't
fair to pull them around from pillar
to post. Besides, God, I doa’'t have
enough learning to be a preacher.”

So the years passed and Dad farmed,
or worked in the oil field, and served
the Lord along the way. Some day
when he had made enough to keep his
family comfortable during his absence,
he would surely go preach.... In the
meantime, he conducted prayer meet-
ings and revivals as he could.

But all the time the fire was smold-
ering in his soul, and many restless
nights he spent arguing with God. For
every year that he did come out with
money ahead, it seemed another year
would follow in which he fell behind.
Seeking quick wealth, he moved to
California.

Finally, it seemed God grew weary
of waiting. He called for a showdown.
“Will you go preach?” He asked again.

“I can’t go yet, Lord. I haven't made
enough to leave my family, and T don't
want them to bear the hardship,” Dad
answered.

In a few weeks both Mother and I
lay dying while the state’s leading doc-
tors stood by. “There is no hope,” they
told my father. “If you want to send
them back East for burial you'd better
make arrangements.”

Dad’s excuse was being taken away.
Still he argued, “But, Lord, I'm not
educated. Who would want me for a
preacher ?”

“That’'s my part,” God answered.
“I’ll provide the place. Are you ready ?”

Dad knew he must decide once and
for all. He humbly bowed his head.
“Yes, Lord. Heal my family and I'll
go.” God knew he meant it. A week
later Mother and I were well enough
to go home, and as soon as we were
strong enough to travel Dad took us
back to Oklahoma. We arrived at our
destination on a Friday afternoon. On
Sunday Dad was elected pastor of his
first church. God wasn’t wasting any
time.

The church was meeting in a rented
building at the crossroads town which
boasted only a store and post office.
The throes of depression still gripped
the land. Some weeks the tithes
amounted to only twenty-five cents, but
God was with us. In fact, the church
prospered and was able to buy land
on whicn to build.

Dad still felt his lack of book learn-
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g keenly and somehow he managed
three dollars (which was quite a for-
tune then) for a large, second-hand,
one-volume commentary on the entire
Bible. With this and a Smith’s Bible
Dictionary that had been given him he
began to study. After a while he was
able to enroll in a correspondence
course,

At times he worked at various odd
jobs to help support us and to erect
the church building, but he never cut
down on his study time. One of my
clearest memories of this period of our
lives is that of waking in the darkness
of the early morning hours and seeing
a light burning in another room. Al-
ways wanting to be close to Daddy, I
would get out of bed, go climb on his
lap and settle down between him and
the big commentary. Neither of us
would say a word, but a close com-
radeship developed which has never
been broken. Sometime later 1 would
arouse to find Daddy carrying me back
to bed.

I don’t know how many times Dad
read the Bible through in those years.
I do know that it was years later be-
fore he possessed his first concordance,
and that, long before that, he could
give book and chapter for most any
Scripture verse.

When we were fortunate enough to
have gas for our car, we attended spe-
cial meetings in town fifteen miles
away. Always I knew there would be
an extra stop—at the house of some
fellow minister whose education ex-
ceeded Dad’s. There Dad hoped to bor-
row a book or discuss some difficult
question. I sat in the car, a tow-headed
child in pigtails, and vowed that some-
day I would learn all there was to
know and teach my Daddy so he would
not need to stop places to borrow other
men’s books and ask them questions!

Through the years I did introduce
him to some things, like Roman num-
erals and parts of speech. But all the
time I was teaching him knowledge he
was imparting wisdom to me.

As I grew up, Dad took time to
help me over the hard places. T well
remember the shock I felt when I dis-
covered that while all the church peo-
ple “professed” mnot all “possessed.”
This problem became so large in my
mind that, like Elijah of old, I won-
dered if there was anyone serving God.
Dad recognized my problem and quietly
pointed out some true Christians to

The story of the three Hebrew chil-
dren has re-echoed from
our pulpits and Sunday school classes
thrilling men and women and boys and
girls with faith and encouragement. |
will not bore you with the incidentals
of the immediate narrative, but I would
point out to you the fact that the posi-
tion of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
nego nearly 2,600 years ago heralds
the position of the Christian today. For
they faced the hot breath of the burn-
ing fiery furnace and so do we.

It was not too long ago when the
great President Lincoln stood at Gettys-
burg and made that immortal address
by the graves of those who had paid
dearly for liberty. He said, “Fourscore
and seven years ago our fathers brought
forth upon this continent a new nation,
conceived in liberty and dedicated to
the proposition that all men are created
equal.” Lincoln has passed from the
scene. Times have changed and today
we have a man, Nikita Khrushchev,
who stands at the graveyard of nations,
apparently dedicated to the proposition
that all Americans will be cremated
equally. Bumptiously and flamboyantly
he says, “We will bury you!” I want
you to know it is not with idleness that
I tell you tonight we face a fiery
furnace.

Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego in
their day were given a choice of being
stereotyped with the mass, rubber-
stamped with the crowd, or being a
“spectacle of righteousness” for God
Almighty. It was not easy for these
three young men to stand against ev-
erything that their day stood for. But
it was their God-given privilege to do
so. This is what Paul meant when he
cried, “Watch ye, stand fast in the
faith, quit you like men, be strong.”

I need not tell you that these were
not the only men in history that reached
this decision having had the same prop-
osition made to them. Paul said, “We
are made a spectacle unto the world,
and to angels, and to men. We are
fools, for Christ’s sake.”

When the peo-
ple came to pray at the altar at the
close of the service, he left the church

On Tuesday night he was back at
the prayer meeting and the Spirit of
the Lord swept across the congrega-
tion. The glory of the Lord was in
the service, and as people came to the
altar T walked back to this man., He
was an undefeated wrestling champion
of the United States Navy, but now
the perspiration rolled down his brow
as he wrestled with conviction. He had
made many decisions on the football
field but now he faced the decision of
his life.

I said to him, “This decision is one
that counts for time and eternity. You
make it; I can't.” Straightening him-
self, and with tears in his eyes, he
took off his coat, threw it on a seat,
and ran to the altar, crying, “O my
God, T need you!”

He made the decision not to be
molded by society but to mold society
and that’s what he is doing today. He
is filled with the Holy Ghost and is
the teacher of my young folk. We've
won the junior high coach and the col-
lege coach, too, hallelujah!

The title I have for this message is
“Christian Positrons.” Some of you
ask, “What in the world is a posi-
tron?” Let me explain it like this. You
do not read in the Bible very far
before you see that in God's great
economy in this world He parallels
the spiritual with the natural laws. And
when the Lord Jesus taught of the
kingdom of God and gave us a revela-
tion of truth, He used the law of ap-
perception in teaching. That is, He
taught new spiritual truths by old nat-
ural knowledge—by the things that men
already knew,

He said, for instance, that the world
is a field and life is like a harvest—
the spiritual is like the natural. He
compared Himself to the vine and us
to the branches, and throughout His
teaching we see these parallels. This
similarity is evident in this electronic
and nuclear age. These parallels are
still working.

I don’t want to give you a scientific
lesson in electronics or the theory of
the cosmic field, but let me stop long
enough to make a few observations be-

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cause of its relation to Christianity.

In the cosmic ray that forms the
beautiful lights and gives us the power
in this world, there are three facets:
the positron, the neutron, and the pro-
ton. Now the scientific definition of a
positron is, “A positively charged par-
ticle of matter found in the cosmic
rays.”

Here is its work: in the field of the
cosmic ray, the positron stands up
against the bombardment of the neu-
trons and protons. This produces a re-
action of power and activates the field
into an order and light. Hallelujah!
That is what a Christian is, isn't it?
For a Christian is a highly charged
positive element that stems the tide of
neutrality, bringing light and power and
usefulness. That is why Jesus said,
“Let your light so shine before men,
that they may see your good works,
and glorify your Father which is in
heaven.” That is why the apostle Paul
said, “That ye may be blameless and
harmless, the sons of God, without
rebuke, in the midst of a crooked and
perverse nation, among whom ye shine
as lights in the world.”

May I reaffirm to you, as the posi-
tron stands against the bombardment
of the neutron and proton, there is a
field of order and light and power
produced. And as we children of the
living God, infused with His power,
stand up against the tide of sin, the
very harmony of the economy of God
comes down and light and power are
produced through the relationship be-
tween the creature and the Creator,

Let me carry this a bit further, Sci-
entific engineers have run into a very
frustrating problem. In studying this
field of cosmic power they have found
now and then that the positron becomes
weakened by the constant bombardment
of the neutron and the neutral field,
and when it becomes weakened it turns
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slowly and goes with the moving tide
and brings disharmony to the entire
scientific field. They call that positron
a “turn-around.”

You wonder why there is darkness
in the world today—why there is no
harmony in the field? It is because
we have too many turn-arounds, people
that do not stand against the tide of
sin, but have turned and gone with the
field. That's why the Bible says, "In
the last days perilous times shall come.
For men shall be lovers of their own
selves . ..traitors [turn-abouts]....”

[ was talking to one of the profes-
sors of Stamford University who has
a Sunday school class on the campus.
He said to me, “Rev. Schmidt, I want
you to know the trouble today comes
because most of our churches are too
apologetic. They are not sticking to
their guns and are not meeting the
issues of the hour.”

Paul wrote to the church at Ephesus
and said, “Wherefore take unto you
the whole armour of God, that ye may
be able to withstand in the evil day,
and having done all, to stand. Stand
therefore....” I point you again to
Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego as
they said, “O Nebuchadnezzar, we are
not careful to answer thee in this mat-
ter....” They were going to stand re-
gardless of consequences! And they
did stand their ground, and God in the
form of the fourth Person stood with
them. Ah, you won't stand alone, for
God will stand with you.

Remember that this gospel torch that
was handed to us was lit and made a
flame of fire on Golgotha's angry brow
in the suffering of the Lord Jesus
Christ as He stood His ground. The
first Church, horn on the Day of Pente-
cost and infused with the power of
God, was not made up of soft, wan,
aesthetic, stained glass saints! It was
made up of men and women of God,

filled with the Holy Ghost, that stood
in their place until the opposition cried,
“They have turned the world upside
down!”

In our community a pastor took an
exception to us because of the blessing
of God upon our church. He gathered
his people together and played a record
backwards and said, “Now this is speak-
ing in tongues. This is it—that's all
they've got.” And so his people rea-
soned, “If that's all they've got, it won't
hurt us to go there and
When I get home next Sunday I'm
taking into membership about twenty-
four of them, filled with the Holy
Ghost! This thing isn't done in a cor-

down see.”

ner, It's the power of God and not
your power or mine.
When you look over the pages of

history and see such people as Martin
Luther carrying the torch of the Ref-
ormation, you hear his undying words,
“Here 1 stand; I can do no other.
So help me God!” And T look at John
Geddie, that great missionary to New
Hebrides, who was so completely sur-
rendered to God that when his work
was over they wrote a memorial for
him, “When he came there were no
Christians, but when he left there were
no heathen.” He had been a positron
in the field and had stood his place.

Let me remind you that the God of
the three Hebrew children still lives to-
day. The God that stood by Moses
when Moses stood hefore Pharaoh and
shook an entire nation free from bond-
age and buried Pharaoh in the Red
Sea still lives today!

Elijah stood against Ahah and back-
slidden Israel on Mount Carmel, but
God stood with him and fire from
heaven changed the whole situation un-
til dogs licked up Ahab’s blood. This
same God is with us today; He has
not forsaken us. He has said, "I will
never leave thee nor forsake thee."”

I would like to point you to some
up-to-date experiences in my own
church where many have consecrated
themselves to be positrons. I took the
pastorate of a church that had just
built an addition. The payments were
high and the interest was high, and the
church was up against the wall finan-
cially.

Still
Lives Today

A Personal Testimony by

the ordeal of the bleak “dirty thirties”
of the prairie provinces in western
Canada had ample scope to prove the
God of Elijah who once said, “I have
commanded the ravens to feed thee
there” (1 Kings 17:4). While He did
not feed us by means of birds, He
did provide for His own in ways equal-
ly miraculous.

Merciless drouth left. stretches of
desert where once had lain green wheat
fields. Many people lost their land for
they were unable to pay the taxes.

It was disheartening to view the dev-
astation left in the wake of the sand
storms. The people moved away by the
hundreds with little means of trans-
portation and but a slim prospect of
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prosperity elsewhere. Long queues of
desperate men with packs on their backs
lined up in front of the city employ-
ment offices. East and west, the tran-
sients frantically sought for prosperity
and the basic needs of their families.

Those who had staked all of their
ambitions on earthly wealth saw their
goods shrivelling before their eyes. Ig-
norant of the eternal One, whom they
had never had time to serve, they were
left without hope. Tithes and offerings
had had no place in their bookkeeping.
They had torn down their barns and
built greater ones in the days when
they could fill them.

But now the substance was missing.
They yielded to despair. Some even
committed suicide. There was the case
of the wealthy farmer who had built
a house that was a huge showplace.
When the depression came he shot him-
self. The god of greed had failed him.
Then still another—a man whom I
had known well—hanged himself, a
victim of melancholia. Still another,
whose farm lay in a once prosperous
wheat-growing area, went insanely
morbid with defeat and was found
hanging from the rafter of his barn.

But the God of Elijah had not
changed; nor did He fail His people.
True, the surroundings were identical
for saint and sinner but there was light
in the dwellings of the Christians and
hope in their hearts. Full well did we,
His children, realize that the Creator
is not limited by ravages of drouth,
even though the sand did drift until
fences and granaries were buried, while
grasshoppers migrated in swarms.

Many of us were compelled to re-
main whether we liked it or not. But
to stay, knowing we were in the will
of God, changed the entire picture.

During that period my husband min-
istered in a number of pastorates, usual-
ly dependent upon freewill offerings
from the poverty of our congregations
to meet our modest expenses. But there
were seasons when we could not have
survived had our needs not been met
from some unseen source.

On Saturday evenings during the sum-
mer we held street meetings. We never
macde financial appeals nor took up any
offerings at these services. One Satur-

day I announced to my husband that
I was without yeast and we had just
enough bread to last until I could bake
on Monday. His purse was empty. We
simply told our heavenly Father of our
need, then proceeded to conduct our
gospel service in the town square. Di-
rectly after the conclusion a man has-
tened across the square to hand us a
coin, He was followed immediately by
an adolescent youth who also handed
us a coin. They were both total stran-
gers to us. How could they know that
they were to be God's ravens? We
bought yeast on our way home. I baked
bread on Monday. It had a heavenly
flavor because it had been supplied in
answer to prayer.

A folding ironing-board, I mused,
would make my laundry so much lighter
and give better results. This too was
presented to the Throne. Shortly after-
wards I received a letter from a friend.
It contained a gift of two dollars—
not enough. I put the money away and
waited. Meanwhile, a man from a neigh-
horing town came to ours on business.
His Christian wife felt this was her
opportunity to call on me, so she ac-
companied him. After her greeting she
handed me a bag which she said con-
tained cottage cheese. Her visit was
very short as her husband was in a
hurry. When I emptied the bag I found
cottage cheese, a large lump of fresh
butter, and an envelope containing a
dollar bill. The ironing board was $2.50
at the local hardware. The three dol-
lars T now possessed were more than
enough to buy it and still pay my tithe.
God had sent another raven.

Still another appeared in the person
of a lady who sent a suit and blouses
for my little boy. She had never seen
him but her own son had outgrown
these garments. They just fitted mine.
Our Father knew the correct size.

Business and crops were failing all
around us—but not God. A man brought
a bag of potatoes to our kitchen door
one evening at bedtime. We had been
hungry for potatoes and had asked our
heavenly Father to provide some. A
worthy Christian brother, through the
payment of a debt, found himself with
a surplus. He felt strongly urged, al-
though the hour was late, to bring us
these potatoes. We laughed with pure
joy as once more God set a table in
the wilderness.

When winter arrived we were with-
out meat. I knew that we could now
keep it frozen in a box outside, so
remarked to my husabnd, “I'm going
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to ask the Lord for a quarter of beef.”
He smiled. It seemed like a large order.
Shortly afterwards he drove out to the
last of a series of services he was con-
ducting in a country schoolhouse on
Sunday afternoons. It was cold and
my baby girl was small, so I stayed
at home with her. Late in the after-
noon my husband opened the door and
staggered in, carrying a quarter of beef
on his shoulder.

“Well, wife,”” he announced rever-
ently, “here’s your beef.” God had sent
another raven—this time in the person
of a farmer’s wife. Her husband had
butchered a beef animal and she had
felt strongly impressed to give us a
quarter. We had fresh meat all winter
and I canned the remainder for use
in the summer.

Clothing and even toys at Christmas
time were provided in answer to prayer.
Often they were second-hand, but they
served the purpose equally well and
were reminders that God hates pride.

The pocket of an old-fashioned muff
had a zipper fastener. The muff had
come in a box of relief clothing for
the church. By this time my wee girl
fancied a muff so I picked this one
up for her. I idly zipped open the
pocket to slip my hand inside and to
my astonishment there snuggled a five-
dollar bill—greatly needed. We never
knew who had placed it there, but we
did know that the old muff was simply
another raven.

As a need arose our Father supplied
it, both for ourselves and for the chil-
dren. Never has His presence been
closer to us than during the barren
years of the “dirty thirties.” <<

church in the Scriptures is that of the
Dride. The writer of the Song of Solo-
mon alludes to this emblem and there
is further development of the concept
in the New Testament.

The following scriptures will serve
as a background for this article: “But
in the days of the voice of the seventh
angel, when he shall begin to sound,
the mystery of God should be finished,
as he hath declared through his serv-
ants the prophets” (Revelation 10:7).
“Let us be glad and rejoice, and give
honor to him: for the marriage of the
Lamb is come, and his wife hath made
herself ready” (Revelation 19:7).
“Come hither, and I will show thee
the bride, the Lamb's wife” (Revela-
tion 21:9).

God said of the first Adam, “It is
not good that the man should be alone;
I will make an help meet for him”
(Genesis 2:18). It is not a surprise,
therefore, that God should say the same
thing of the second Adam. In the case
of the first Adam, the Lord God caused
a deep sleep to fall upon him; and
from him he took that of which He
made the woman who was to be his
wife. See Genesis 2:21-23. The analogy
continues, for from Christ the second
Adam the Holy Spirit is taking a Bride
for Him. Read Ephesians 1:22, 23;
5:23-27.

A beautiful story of Old Testament
times, found in Genesis 24, typifies the
work of God in this dispensation. It
relates how Abraham sent Eliezer, his

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chief steward, to his former homeland
from his kinsman a bride for
his son Isaac. There are features in
this story which illustrate, and enable
us to understand, what the attitude of
the Bride of Christ should be toward
Him,

The test which Eliezer placed for
her was that she should say, “I will
give water to thee and to thy camels
also.” This indicates a full, whole-
hearted, double-measure response. In
Revelation 19:4 we are told that the
true Bride will .not only say “‘amen”
but will add a joyous ‘‘hallelujah.”

Rebekah was of the family of Iszac
and the true Bride must be of the
same kindred, nature, and spirit as the
great Bridegroom. Rebekah cheerfully
gave her consent, “I will go.” This also
is characteristic of the Bride. The long,
rough camel journey was cheerfully en-
dured and was rewarded by her pres-
entation to Isaac. “The toils of the
road will seem nothing, when we get
to the end of the way.”

In Psalm 45:6-14 1s found David’s
poetic description of the DBridegroom
and His Bride. To her he calls, “For-
get also thine own people, and thy fa-
ther's house; so shall the king greatly
desire thy beauty.” This is another call
to the DBride to leave all to follow
her chosen One. Again David calls her
“all glorious within: her clothing is of
wrought gold. She shall be brought
unto the king in raiment of needle
work.” This speaks of the interior
righteousness and beauty of character,

with inwrought divinity, which must
characterize the Bride of the Lamb.

The Holy Spirit has given us a whole
book in the Bible (Song of Solomon)
filled with poetic exchanges between
the bridegroom and his bride. He says,
“I am the rose of Sharon, and the lily
of the valleys.” He says of her, “As
the lily among thorns, so is my love
among the daughters.” She responds,
“He brought me to the banqueting
house, and his banner over me was
love.” Again, he says, “Rise up, my
fair one, and come away” (Song of
Solomon 2:1, 2, 4, 10). The whole
book is a beautiful and very significant
allegory showing the dependence of the
Bride upon her heavenly Bridegroom
and beautiful exchanges of love be-
tween them,

Aund now we come to the question
as to who constitutes the Bride of the
Lamb. There has been much play upon
this term and on the technical distinc-
tions made hetween the bride, the body,
the virgins, the queens and the concu-
bines, the children of the bride cham-
ber, and the friend of the bridegroom
which standeth by.

[t seems to me that the detailed forc-
ing of separate interpretation of all of
these terms, in application to various
groups of people, has overdrawn the
picture and, in reality, has torn it to
pieces and destroved its beautiful sig-
nificance. Figures of speech in the Bi-
ble must always be interpreted gener-
ally, rather than with specific details.
IZach parable and each figure has one
central truth it illustrates and presents.
For example, as significant as we con-
sider the parable of the ten virgins to
be, and in spite of the details of ap-
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plication to which it lends itself, it
must be said frankly that the one truth
which the IL.ord here was presenting
was, “Watch therefore, for ye know
neither the day nor the hour wherein
the Son of Man cometh” (Matthew
25:13).

It is much safer to answer the ques-
tion, Who is in the Bride? by quoting
the factual statement found in ILuke
13:28, 29: “There shall be weeping and
gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see
Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, and
all the prophets, in the kingdom of
God, and you yourselves thrust out.
And they shall come from the east, and
from the west, and from the north,
and from the south, and shall sit down
in the kingdom of God.” Another fac-
tual statement is found in Revelation
11:18: “Thy wrath is come, and the
time of the dead, that they should be
judged, and that thou ,shouldest give
reward unto thy servants the prophets,
and to the saints, and to them that
fear thy name, small and great....”

I therefore conclude that the Bride
of the Lamb will include all God's
holy saints from Abel to the last one
converted before the Rapture.

The church is built upon the founda-
tion of the apostles and prophets. The
twenty-four elders could easily repre-
sent the twelve tribes of Israel and the
twelve apostles of the New Testament.
As a matter of fact, that very applica-
tion is made in the New Jerusalem,
with the names of the twelve tribes of
Israel written upon the twelve gates
and the names of the twelve apostles
of the Lamb upon the twelve founda-
tions of the wall of the city. See Rev-
elation 21:12-14, The Church, which is
the body, is also called the wife in
Ephesians 1:22, 23 and 5:25.

This does not destroy the conception
of degrees in the kingdom of God. In
a former article on the Judgment seat
of Christ we endeavored to make very
clear-what a range and difference of
rewards there will be. But the great
love-principle of Christ for His own
is expressed in the fact that all of His
own will be present at His marriage
supper and will be considered a part
of His wonderful Bride.

PENTECOSTAL LEADERS CONVICTED
BY SOVIET COURT

Four Pentecostal church leaders were
convicted by a court in Chelyabinsk, a
town in the Ural Mountain region, on
charges of spreading teachings and en-
gaging in activities “‘of a character hos-
tile to humanity,” the Moscow Radio
reported. The station identified the de-
fendents as Wilhelm Frieden, Johannes
Buller, Erich Schilling, and Heinrick
Dick, all born in Ger-
descent.

KHRUSHCHEY INVYOKES NAME OF GOD
Premier Nikita S. Khrushchev, an
avowed atheist, invoked the name of

God in telling the 22nd Congress of
the Soviet Communist Party that he
hoped it would never be necessary to
use a nuclear bomb equal in force to
100 million tons of TNT.

Declaring that Russia has a bomb of
this power, he added, “May God grant
that we never have to explode such a
bomb.”

His invocation of the Deity con-
trasted with a section of his speech to
the delegates in which he pledged con-
tinued efforts by the party to wipe out
religion in the Soviet Union through
programs of atheistic indoctrination.

Mr. Khrushchev is known for his
frequent use of Biblical phrases as
well as his bitter tirades against re-
ligion. He once boasted, “I attended
church schools as a boy and won a
prize from a priest for knowing the
Gospels by heart.” Tt is a pity that he
never discovered the way of salvation
but devoted his life instead to serving
Satan. There is yet hope, however, that
the prayers of Christian people for his
conversion may be answered.

CHINESE REDS BUY BIBLES

China’s Communists are turning to

CADETS AT WEST POINT

Specially-bound Bibles were presented to
541 cadets at West Point this fall. The
ceremony is an annual event sponsored by
the American Tract Society, New York City,
which has placed Bibles in the hands of
all cadets entering the U.S. Military Acad-
emy since 1869.

Each Bible bore a picture of the West
Point Cadet Chapel on the flyleaf and the
cadet’s name inscribed in gold on the cover,
making it @ more personal possession.

The quotation is: “I know thy
works, that thou art neither cold nor
hot: T would thou wert cold or hot.
So then because thou art lukewarm,
and neither cold nor hot, I will spue
thee out of my mouth.”

A recent survey demonstrated the ef-
fectiveness of Revivaltime's penetration.
Listeners from 5,440 cities and towns
in which there is no Assemblies of
God church have contributed to the
broadcast ministry. In addition, listen-
ers in 5,645 cities and towns with As-
semblies of God churches contribute to
Revivaltime. There are also listeners in
hundreds more cities and towns who
have written and been helped by this
ministry.

Revivaltime’s congregation literally
comes from “every walk of life.” Dur-
ing one week alone testimonies were
received from a twelve-year-old boy, a
seventeen-year-old boy who was saved
as a result of the broadcast, a prisoner

Many have been unaware that they
can get Rewvivaltime into areas where
it is not heard. You can have the broad-
cast in your community. If you would
like Revivaltime to be on the air in
your city, follow these simple sugges-
tions.

1. Contact the local radio station or
stations to find out what times could
be made available and the cost of ob-
taining the best possible time. (An au-
dition tape of the broadcast is avail-
able from the Radio Department upon
request. This tape must be returned
when it has been used.)

2. Air-time cost may be paid in one
of two ways. (1) An individual or
individuals, church, or several churches
may pay the station directly. The Radio
Department will furnish the weekly
broadcast tapes free of charge. Or (2)
the individuals or churches may pledge
the amount of air-time cost and send

it directly to the Radio Department.
The department will then pay the sta-
tion.

3. Next, if you choose to pay the
station directly, you should sign a con-
tract with the station and notify the
Radio Department of the starting date.
If you are sending pledges to the de-
partment to pay for the air-time and
the department is to pay the station, set
up a contract with the station in co-
operation with the department.

4. Send the following information to
the Radio Department: (1) When tapes
are to start going to the station. (2)
Information about the station (watts,
kilocycles. call letters, and address).
(3) Time of release. (4) Individuals
or churches sponsoring the broadcast.
(5) Cost of air-time.

At the end of each month, you
should report the amount paid to the
station in order for the church to re-
ceive missionary credit by the denomi-
nation. If a group of churches is spon-
soring the broadcast, list the amount
each contributes so that each church
may be credited accordingly.

6. Upon receiving these reports, the
national office will send receipts to the
individuals or churches.

Miracles

in a Bullfight Arena

m

].m-: CcITY OF CARACAS HAS BEEN
shocked into a realization of the reality
of life and death by a mighty mani-
festation of the power of God! The
rest of Venezuela is being stirred!

Through the cooperation of the six-
teen Pentecostal churches in the Cara-
cas area a seven-week “Faith Campaign”
was conducted in Caracas’ bullfight
arena, “El Nuevo Circo.” This arena
seats 15000 and has standing room
for 10,000 more.

The evangelist, Eugenio Jimenez of
New York, had a powerful ministry
in Colombia in 1959. Although he was
obliged six times by the Colombian gov-
ernment to leave the country, he so
ably defended his cause that the senate
of Colombia granted him a “salvo-con-
ducto” which gave him complete liberty
to preach.

Brother Jimenez' coming to Caracas
had been well prepared by prayer and
publicity. A prayer campaign was or-
ganized in the Catia church the first
of January and continued every night
for several months. An “around the
clock” prayer chain was formed and
continued until the end of the campaign.
Over 320,000 handbills were distributed
in all parts of the city and radio an-
nouncements were made. The newspa-
pers at first refused to give publicity
but later granted space to the campaign.

From the very first meeting, in an-
swer to Brother Jimenez' prayer, God
began to work miracles of healing. Ev-
ery night many sick and afflicted peo-
ple, whose needs were desperate, were
brought to the arena for prayer. Demon-
possessed persons, mentally retarded

children, alcoholics, tuberculosis cases,
people with goiters, tumors, and can-
cers, the blind and deaf came for de-
liverance. Some came in Cadillacs; oth-
ers were carried on the backs of con-
cerned friends. But as time came for
the evangelist to pray for those who
were afflicted a sense of expectation
settled upon the audience. The
tion that arose in every heart was:
“What new thing will God do tonight?
What miracle of healing will the Di-
vine Surgeon perform?” The very at-
mosphere was charged with faith.

When one listens to Brother Jimenez
pray, one knows that he is in contact
with the living God. The evangelist did
not call a healing line. He simply stood
and prayed. But what a prayer! It
reached through to heaven, for it was
prayed in the name of Jesus. As peo-
ple stood with their hands on the af-
flicted part of their body, and with
faith-filled hearts reaching toward
heaven, they were healed, for “the pow-
er of the Lord was present to heal
them.”

Chief among the first remarkable
healings was that of Lorenzo Bolivar.
Paralyzed as the result of a fall from
a building, this man had spent the past
eight years in a wheel chair. He took
God at His word, and in answer to

prayer he agonizingly raised himself

from the wheel chair and started to

walk. He has been walking ever since!

That sparked the revival!

Brother Bolivar had long been a fa-
miliar figure in the streets of Caracas.
Everybody knew him, The newspapers,
which before his healing had ignored
the campaign, made a detailed investi-
gation and verified the truth of the
case of Bolivar. From then on the
crowds swelled to 25,000 nightly with
about 10,000 standing in the center of
the arena. Thus it continued for seven
weeks through both rain and burning
sunshine,

During one service the people stood
in a pouring rain—some of them in
three to four inches of water—as the
evangelist brought the message.

Night after night God performed mir-
acles of healing. The blind received
their sight; the deaf were made to hear
and the dumb to speak. Alcoholics were
delivered ; cancers and tumors disap-
peared.

I saw a woman throw down a crutch
and begin to walk. A man got up from
a wheel chair and walked, awkwardly
at first, but soon he was running. Leg
braces, no longer needed, were removed.
Many very young children were healed.
Almighty God confirmed the message

of His servant with signs following.

God’s saving power was stressed in
every service and it was not unusual
for a thousand hands to be raised when
the invitation was given to accept
Christ. According to reports which have
been turned in, several thousand people
accepted Christ as Saviour and hun-
dreds were healed during the campaign.

All who had been healed were asked
to bring to the closing service a placard
on which was written their testimony.
For example: “I was blind but now I
can see.” At testimony time those who
held placards were asked to raise them.
The entire arena became a sea of wav-
ing placards bearing testimony to the
wonderful works of God, and shouts
of rejoicing over God’s wonderful work
swelled to heaven in a great volume of
praise. Hundreds who had been healed
gave verbal testimony of their healing.
Many had been to their doctors and
had brought to the service written re-
ports confirming their healing.

We were sorry to see the campaign
in Caracas draw to a close. But Brother
Jimenez, joined by his brother Raimun-
do, and a young man named David
Garcia, are carrying the campaign to
other cities. An outstanding ten-day re-
vival was conducted in Valencia, a well-
known Roman Catholic stronghold, with
the same results as were accomplished
in Caracas. As a direct result of the
Valencia campaign four new halls are
being opened.

Two meetings are now in progress,
one in Barquisimeto and another in
Maracaibo. The governor at first re-
fused to grant permission to hold the
meetings in Maracaibo but clearance
finally came through.

In Caracas we are faced with the
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problem of taking care of the new con-
verts, From individual written reports
we have over 2,000 names of persons
benefited during the campaign and there
are many who. did not report. The spirit
of faith prevails and the harvest is still
being gathered. Churches are filled and
people continue to be healed in almost
every service. In order to take care of
this ingathering more church halls, more
workers, more literature, and more
funds are needed.

We are now considering opening a
new evangelistic center in the heart of
Caracas, and we propose to open at
least four more halls at different points
throughout the city to help meet the
needs of these new converts. We ask
you to stand with us in prayer and
support in order that the work which
God has begun shall continue.

going of Brother
Adrian Heetebry, mis-
sionary to Fiji for 35
vears. "“He has fought
a good fight!”

Established by Broth-
e Ilt't'tt.'lllr_\'. First As-
sembly of God in Suva,
Fiji, now has a member-
ship of more than 300
adults. First Assembly
is a “mother” church
having established other churches and Sunday
schools,

To meet the need for trained workers,
Brother Heetebry began an evening Bible
school. A number completed the three-year
course and are today ministering in the
Fijian churches.

Brother Heetebry operated a printing press
to supply Christian literature. Many of the
tracts and pamphlets which were printed were
also written by him.

When the Assemblies of God of Fiji was
organized in 1957, Brother Heetebry was
unanimously elected superintendent. Because
he was looking forward to furlough in the
near future, he resigned this position at the
recent Fijian council meeting.

When the Lawrence Larsons arrived in
1960, the Heetebrys went to Lautoka to assist
the national workers in establishing a church.

He was supervising the construction when
he was called home to be with Christ.
In a recent letter he wrote, “Lautoka is

experiencing an old-fashioned revival—souls
are being saved every Sunday night. In a
short time 32 have made decisions for
Christ, 13 have been baptized in the Holy
Spirit, and 20 have been baptized in water.”

Brother Heetebry was greatly loved by
his workers and church members. He was a
pioneer missionary, planting the message of
Pentecost.

Brother Heetebry was graduated from Glad
Tidings Bible Institute, San Francisco, Cal-
ifornia, in. 1923. He married Charlotte
Schliecker in 1924, Together they pastored
the Assembly of God in Sunnyvale, California.
Confident of their future mis-
sionaries the Sunnyvale Assembly sponsored
the Heetebrys when they sailed to Fiji in
1926,

At the age of 71 Brother Heetebry has
finished his course! Yet his influence lives
on in the churches he has established, the
literature he has printed, and workers he
has trained. —Marion Craig

GOD’'S WORD AT EPHESUS
Si”l:‘!ti_\' “\‘('.‘Imnf }r,('_\‘.'\'rui f‘u?' November .gfj 1961
Acrs 19:8-10; 20:17-21, 25-27

Ephesus was a great city, the commercial center of the
then civilized world. Its population was tremendous, its
position unrivaled, its wealth vast. It was also a horribly
wicked city, the headquarters of the worship of Diana, or
Artemis—a worship which was accompanied by all sorts of
evil and immoral practices. Furthermore, it was the head-
quarters of the magic arts, exorcism of spirits, astrology,
and almost every imaginable form of superstition.

Yet it was in this city that Paul stayed longest and en-
joyed the greatest revival.

Tae RevivaL 1n Epuesus (Acts 19).

1. Needy Believers Filled (vv. 1-7). These verses prove
(1) that the baptism in the Holy Spirit is distinct from,
and subsequent to, conversion; (2) that believers were
taught to receive and did receive the fullness of the Spirit
when they were converted, thus making it clear that be-
lievers today ought to be so taught; (3) that there is a
place for imparting the fullness of the Spirit through the
laying on of hands.

2. Stubborn Jews Evangelized (vv. 8-10). As usual Paul
gave his kinsmen first opportunity to receive the gospel
and as usual he was rejected.

3. Special Miracles Wrought (vv. 11, 12). The purpose
of such miracles? (1) To defeat Satan, for every miracle
is a blow which helps to undermine the power of his king-
dom, (2) To prove God’s power superior to evil power
exercised by devotees of false religions and by magicians.
(3) To advertise the gospel and accredit the ones through
whom the miracles were performed. (4) To deliver Satan’s
captives who possibly could not attend church.

Pauvr's FARewELL To THE ErHESIAN ELbeErs (Acts 20).

After three years of ministry in Ephesus, Paul made a
trip into Macedonia and Greece to pay a last visit to the
churches there, and then returned to Asia. In order to
save time and make it possible for him to be in Jerusalem
in time for the feast of Pentecost, Paul passed by Ephesus.
However, when the ship had to stop at Miletus, which was
only thirty miles from Ephesus, Paul sent for the IEphesian
elders who were very dear to his heart. And on the sea-
shore, or near it, Paul delivered one of the most beautiful
and heart-warming of all his messages to these men whom
he would never see again.

1. Paul's Character Among the Ephesians. (1) He was
humble (vv. 18, 19). Some say he was conceited but noth-
ing is further from the truth. Paul was sure of his posi-
tion in God and at the same time fully aware of his own
weakness, unworthiness, and helplessness apart from the
grace of God. (2) He was compassionate. Paul served the
Lord “with tears,” not of self-pity, nor self-frustration,
but tears of genuine Holy Spirit-inspired concern and long-
ing over the lost and over his converts. (3) He was faith-
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ful (vv. 20, 21). “I kept back nothing that was profitable.”
He had not preached to please men; he had not dwelt
too much on “honeyed” words of Scripture; neither had
he failed to correct and reprove when necessary. (4) He

was courageous and submissive to God’s will (vv. 22-24).
“l go bound in spirit unto Jerusalem.... But none of

these things move me.” (5) He was devoted and dedicated
(v. 24). cied to all self-
censideration, to the praise or blame of man, to the vain-

l.ong Pefore this Paul had died

glory of the world.

2. Paul's Counsel to the Ephesians. (1) *“Take heed
therefore unto yourselves.” Paul knew that the elders must
first take care of their own souls before they could properly
care for the souls of others. (2) “Feed the church of
God.”" This is a solemn obligation not only of elders but
of every Christian worker. (3) “After my departing shall
grievous wolves enter in among you. ... Therefore watch.”

Paul's concern for God’s people went beyond the extent
of his own ministry and lifetime. He would make pro-
vision for the welfare of the church after he was gone.
Does our vision go so far? (4) “And now, brethren, I
commend you to God” (vv. 32-36). Thus Paul opened the
tender benediction. He pointed them not only to God but
to the Word by which they shall be kept. Holding up his
thin, toil-worn hands before them all he reminded them of
his unselfish action in working with his own hands to
support himself. At these words the great apostle knelt
with his beloved friends and prayed for them. Undoubtedly
tears flowed freely as they embraced each other; then the
Ephesians sadly walked down to the sea and watched the
ship sail over the horizon carrying on its deck to name-
less martyrdom the great apostle whose life and ministry
had won them to Christ. —J. Bashford Bishop

A MEDICAL DOCTOR GIVES HIS
"LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT”

I:\' ONE SENSE THIS 1S A “LAST WILL
and testament.” In another it is a letter
to old friends, acquaintances, and to
others it shall never be
my privilege to meet.

This is written in an effort to make
up for the multiplied times I should
have spoken a good word for my Lord
and failed to do so.

It is written because of an impelling
desire to share with others some of
the blessings which God in His good-
ness has poured out on me through
His Son—blessings that are current and
that will last through eternity.

“But what is the hurry?” you ask.
The hurry is that this is the most im-
tant thing I can ever say to you.

Because, in my frequent contacts with
you where banter, trivialities, or idle
chatter have been the usual thing, I
have failed to mention the most im-
portant subject in all the world.

Although I may never have shown
it as I should, 1 love you as a friend
of long standing, or as a casual ac-
quaintance, or as one of millions I
never have met but for whom I have
a genuine concern.

Where personal friends are con-
cerned, so often I have hidden the
Christ who means everything behind
my own facade of pride, selfishness,
and trying to “sell” myself instead of
the One who is my Saviour. And be-
cause I have done this, you have seen
a sinner (saved by grace—yes, but
nonetheless a sinner) who should have
led you to see Him, the sinless One.

I say this now because you may at
times have imagined you saw in me
some measure of “goodness” when as
a matter of fact that goodness was, in
God’s sight, nothing but “filthy rags.”
Anything which is truly good and right
is the radiant goodness of my Lord
which He gives to His own and for

thousands of

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which all the glory and honor are His
OWIl.

The prophet Isaiah speaks of the
veneer of “goodness” in these words:
“But we are all as an unclean thing,
and our righteousnesses are as filthy
rags” (Isaiah 64:6).

I am writing to you because in my,
own heart I know there have been times
when I have tried to steal God’s glory
and in so doing have denied and dis-
honored Him. Our Lord has warned
us about this: “Let your light so shine
before men, that they may see your
good works, and glorify your Father
which is in heaven” (Matthew 5:16).

In our contacts we have seen each
other, but I want you to see God as
revealed in His Son. How fatal it is
if we fail to appreciate this fact—"I
am God, and there is none else.” And
how important it is to realize that
through Christ, His Son, we are rec-
onciled to God!

I write this now because sooner or
later T will die and then it will be too
late for me to bring these things to
your attention. Others may do so but
[ will have failed in my duty and
privilege of witnessing for my Lord.

I also write this because for me there
is no fear of death. I know that through
the love, mercy, and grace of Christ
who died for my sins, cleansing me
by His life’s blood, and rising again
from the dead for my justification, I
am thereby saved to live with Him for
all eternity.

The Bible is full of words of prom-
ise and assurance, none more familiar
than the words of John 3:16: “For
God so loved the world, that he gave
his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but
have everlasting life.” I know I am in-
cluded in the “whosoever,” for I be-
lieve in Him, and as a result I have

eternal life—all because of God’s won-
derful love, so undeserved but so very
real.

And T write this because I want
you to have this same hope, peace, and
assurance in your heart, and you may
have these through a simple act of
faith—accepting what Christ has done
for you.

God’s way of salvation is so vital
to know. For all persons—yes, you too
—are sinners in the sight of God, sin-
ners by birth, by choice, and by prac-
tice. The fact that “all have sinned and
come short of the glory of God” (Ro-
mans 3:23) is just as inclusive and
real as is God’s offer of forgiveness
and salvation to all who will believe.

Again, whether you or I like the
idea or not, the consequence of sin is
death—eternal death with separation
from God—because God is holiness per-
sonified and it is impossible for any-
thing sinful to come into His presence.
“The wages of sin is death,” and this
wage is always paid.

But there is a glorious alternative
to death, and that is eternal life. The
same Bible verse which tells us that
the wages of sin is death goes on to
say, “but the gift of God is eternal
life through Jesus Christ our Lord”
(Romans 6:23).

This alternative, eternal life instead
of eternal death, is based upon the
love of God. He knows our sinfulness
and its consequences, and He did some-
thing about it (John 3:16).

Fortunately for us, God has not told
us to do something to save ourselves;
He has told us to believe what He
has done for us. “Not by works of
righteousness which we have done, but
according to his mercy he saved us,”
and, “by grace are ye saved through
faith; and that not of ourselves: it is
the gift of God.” These sacred scrip-
tures remind us that salvation is not
a matter of human merit but of humble
believing.

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Miraculous
Crossing
of the Luluo

AN ALMOST UNBELIEVABLE INCIDENT
happened to my mother and sister on
an African river some years ago. It
parallels the experience of Jesus' dis-
ciples on the Sea of Galilee. It was
purely supernatural—an astounding
miracle.

Jesus had instructed His disciples
to get into a ship and cross Galilee to
the other side. While they were en route
a great storm arose and they became
frightened. During this tempest Jesus
was seen walking toward them on the
water and John writes, “Then they
willingly received him into the ship:
and IMMEDIATELY the ship was at the
land whither they went” (John 6:21).

Just how far they were from shore
we do not know. They might have been
two miles from land—perhaps farther,
perhaps closer. The Bible doesn’t say,
but we do know that they were im-
mediately at the shore. This phenome-
non is undeniable!

My parents were missionaries for
many years both in Kenya and in the
Congo. One day in September, 1938,
when ministering in the Kasai Prov-
ince of the Congo, it became neces-
sary for my sister Gladys and my moth-
er to go to the neighboring city of
Luluoberg for supplies and on business.
It was a good day’s journey from the
mission station. The Belgian adminis-
trator's wife in that area, Mrs, Mat-
laier, accompanied them and they trav-
eled in a truck.

During this trip of about three days
an African storm arose, but they felt
they must get back home and so started
on their return trip.

On arriving at the Luluo River, which
was about fifteen miles out of Luluo-
berg, it was necessary to cross it on
a pontoon ferry. This ferry consisted
of planks of wood fastened to small
boats and was rowed by eight strong
African men.

The men, however, remonstrated that
they didn’t want to cross over as it
could be very dangerous. The river at
that point was about the width of a
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city block. “The day before,” they said,
“it took us four hours to get across.”

My sister, Gladys Kramer, who was
the driver, pleaded with them to try it.
If they didn't get across they would

.have to go back to Luluoberg, and they

felt they could not afford to do that.
Also, it might be days before another
opportunity to cross the river would
come.

The administrator’s wife then spoke
up and told the men they would have
to cross the river or she would report
them to her husband, and they would
be severely punished.

So the women were allowed to drive
the truck onto the planks of wood, and
the men started to row. When the ferry
reached the middle of the river the
rapids were badly swollen, and the small
boats supporting them began to fill
with water.

The African boatmen gave a cry of
despair when they saw they were unable
to cope with the situation. “We are
going to drown!” they cried.

My sister threw her arms over the
steering wheel where she was seated
and began to pray. The other lady,
Mrs. Matlaier, began to count her beads
and call on the virgin Mary for help.

My mother, Mrs. Kramer, had seen

many miracles in Africa and she was not
dismayed. Something welled up in her
heart and mind—faith took hold. Why
couldn’t the same Jesus they served,
who had stilled the waves on the Sea
of Galilee, help them now! She clapped
her hands together and exclaimed,
“Hallelujah! We will not drown! The
same Jesus who stilled the waves of
Galilee can still this storm and save
us now.”

It was the word of faith that was
uttered for “IMMEDIATELY the ship (fer-
ry) was at the land whither they went.”
In an instant God had brought them
to the other side. My sister, whose eyes
were shut, heard the scraping of the
boats and thought they were stuck in
mid-stream. \When she opened her eyes
she saw they were beached on the other
side of the river, perfectly safe, and
she could hardly believe it.

The Africans were astonished. They
exclaimed, “This has never happened
before!” But the God who is the same
yesterday, today, and forever had per-
formed a miracle and saved their lives.
Praise His wonderful Name!

“Ah,” T said, “they're not people of
money, but they are children of God,
and if they are children of God all
heaven is pledged to their support.” I
testified to him for almost an hour,
but he said, “Your church can’t get
a loan anywhere else in town and we
are not going to cut our interest.”

The church went before God and a
few months later I walked down with
a check to pay off the loan. The head
man to whom I had talked couldn’t
believe I meant it.

“How did you do it?” he asked. I
said, “I told you we were children of
means—God is with us.”

Our Sunday school went up from
three hundred to nine hundred with
the highest this year being 2,997 in
Sunday school. We have had five build-
ing programs in the last nine years and
we built a church on foreign territory
at the close of each building program.
How was it done? The power of God
is our only answer. God has not called
you and me to something and then let
us down.

Let me finish this story. A few
months ago I was called to the hospital
to see my friend of the loan company.
With shaking lips he said, “I want to
confess that I've watched you people
in the church and I know you serve
the true God.”

I prayed with him and in his last
moments he said, “Everything’s all right
and I love the Saviour,”

They tell me that about sixty years
ago seventeen men across the pond got
together and said, “We're expendable
to the cause of communism. We will
utterly abandon ourselves to the cause.”
They did it without reserve and today
there are over 900,000,000 under com-
munism. Are we going to be out-pursed
and out-passioned by the heathen, when
our God lives to change towns and
cities and states and countries, and all
He is looking for are those who will
abandon themselves to the cause?

They wanted a city-wide revival some

years ago, and the ministers gathered
together to discuss whether to have
Dwight I.. Moody. One young minister
stood up and said, “I don’t believe that
Dwight I.. Moody has a monopoly on
the Holy Ghost.” An older man said,
“l agree with you, young man. I do
not believe he has a monopoly on the
Holy Ghost either, but I believe the
Holy Ghost has a monopoly on Dwight
.. Moody."”

That is what we need. Let me ask
you, what is the moral imperative of
your life—for what cause were you
horn? There will be no pocket in your
shroud for your checkbook nor any
place for the deeds of your land. All
you will ever be able to take with you
are the souls you have won for the
Lord. Paul said, “What is our hope,
or joy, or crown of rejoicing? Are not
even ye in the presence of our Lord
Jesus Christ at his coming?”

A number of years ago I had a
wholesale and retail oil business and
my mind was made up that I was not
going to be a preacher. I would sup-
port the preacher, sure, and 1 was
treasurer and secretary of the church,
and did some preaching on the side.
But I was not going to go into the
battle as my parents had done. My fa-
ther was an Assemblies of God preach-
er. My mother died after she preached
a sermon in an Assembly of God pulpit
—she closed her Bible, leaned over it,
and went home to glory, right from the
pulpit, I said, “It’s all right for Dad
and Mother. It's all right for Shadrach,
Meshach and Abednego, but not for
me,”

One day I found myself on an op-
erating table with Dad kneeling beside
me, big tears rolling down his cheeks,
and his hand raised, talking to God.
He said, “God, 1 gave my boy to you.
You can't take him now.” He reached
over and said, “Son, I wonder if this
is the ultimate.”

I said, “Dad, my sins are forgiven.
I'm ready to meet God.” But suddenly
it seemed I saw the nail-scarred hands
and the crown of thorns on Jesus’
brow and heard the words that said,
“Follow me and I will make you fish-
ers of men.”

I said, “God, you've saved me, but

I'm not ready to meet you!” His hands
were outstretched and I had nothing
to put in them., I was empty-handed.
God did not want my money. He
wanted me. He said, “Son, you've let
me reside with you, but you never al-
lowed me to preside over you.” I said,
“Lord, if you'll let me live, you'll pre-
side and monopolize all of me from
on.” He did.

Ah, beloved, are you willing to be
fervent in spirit as the slogan of this
convention is? Are you willing to al-
low God to use you wherever you are
to stem the tide of sin? Remember that
each communist wins twenty-five more
to his side yearly, and I am told it
takes twenty Protestants to win one to
their side in a year. Stop and think
that our very existence for time and
eternity depends upon our decision to
stand firm in the fight and take our
part in the warfare of righteousness
against unrighteousness.

Let us become like Shadrach, Me-
shach and Abednego. May we square
our shoulders, deepen our consecration,
and stand our ground in the faith as
Christian positrons for God!

me, at the same time reminding me
that even Jesus had Judas in His
“church.”

Then, as all young people do, I met
the age-old question of what is right
and what is wrong. Instead of giving
me a list of do’s and don’ts Dad helped
me learn to think. If I wished to know
if something was good or bad, I was
to consider its good points and its bad
points carefully and honestly until I
concluded which outweighed the other.
If two courses of action were open
and I was disturbed over which to take,
Dad would direct my thinking to a
solution. If I took this course, it would
lead me thus and so; conversely, the
other course would lead to something
else. Which point did I wish to reach?
In this way I arrived at values of my
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own. Naturally T tried harder to up-
hold them than I would have if some-
one else's decisions had been forced
on me. In some cases my conclusions
were different from Dad's, but if I
could give sound reasons I was per-
mitted freedom of choice.

Only a minister’s family can know
the load he carries and the agony of
his soul when some of his sheep are
straying. Many nights I have been
awakened by someone’s praying and
have seen my father walking the floor
and agonizing with God for some back-
sliding church member. At one time
fierce hatred filled my heart toward
these wayward saints whose actions
pierced my daddy’s heart. Only with
Dad's help and understanding was I
able to let the Spirit of God wash that
hatred away.

A severe test came at the time I was
going through the emotional upheaval
of the teen years. T witnessed the un-
timely death and attended the funeral
of one of our beloved deacons who had
stood by Dad’s side and upheld his
hands. Why should God take him, I
questioned, when we needed him so?
There were others in the church we
could have given up, but God had taken
the very cream of the crop. I know
that in his heart Dad must have had
a battle, too, and must have been ask-
ing, “Why?” But when I lashed out
against the seeming injustice of God,
he steadied me. Burying his own sor-
row, he helped me understand that we
humans do not see as God does, for
He is all-wise and all-loving; there-
fore, we must trust in Him without
question.

Dad went on doing God’s work as
he saw it—closing up the gaps, praying
for the sick, holding up the weak, and
pleading before God for his people.
He built churches and parsonages. He
preached the Word and trusted God.
God sent us food just as we ran out;
He sent money when the bills were
due. Clothes came in before winter, and
rain ended the drouths.

I saw Dad’s steadiness in the storm,
his faith in the darkness, and trust
when it seemed vain. I heard from his
lips the truths of God’s Word made
plain in the vernacular of the people.
I stood by his side in the dark shad-
ows, in the bright sunshine, in the face
of misunderstanding of those for whom
he had suffered to bring the light. I
saw, I heard, 1 witnessed, and with
the intuitiveness of the young I knew
that my father walked with God.

God was faithful and so was Dad.
Together they established my feet on
the solid rock.

His years of service are about over.
His strength is waning and he cannot
fill a full-time pastorate any more. He
has not been great—ijust faithful in
small places. In this life he has neither
had nor wanted acclaim or award. But
soon now he'll be crossing over to
where a crown of righteousness awaits
him. I, his daughter, have but one plea:
God, grant me a double portion of the
same Spirit that imbued my father.

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The

Healing e

of

Captain
Gray

r
Fms IS THE THRILLING STORY OF CAPTAIN JaMmEs E.
Gray, who was miraculously healed. Currently Gray is chief
alarm operator at the Montgomery, Ala., fire department.

Among his duties are such things as being responsible
for maintaining a 24-hour roster on all personnel of the
fire department, and in addition to supervising six operators
and three captains he must also insure proper reception
and transmission of all alarms, fire and other emergency
messages.

He has not always been Captain Gray, of course. When
he joined the department in 1937 he was “Private” Gray,
like all recruits. He has come up through the ranks to
become an important man in a strategic position.

Being a fireman, he has had many close brushes with
death. We shall note just three of these instances.

One day a call came to rush out to a house on Shady
Street. Upon arrival they found the house completely ablaze.
After the fire was extinguished the men went through the
house to estimate the damage.

One of the firemen on the floor above misstepped and
fell between the ceiling joists, landing directly on Gray.
As the man weighed nearly two hundred pounds, Gray
recalls, “he nearly broke my neck.” This was one close
call with serious injury and possible death.

Another near miss came when the Alabama Cotton Ware-
house burned. With 1,500 bales of cotton stored in the
huge corregated steel bins the fire became so intense the
metal walls were red with the heat.

Fighting the fire near the walls, Gray and another fire-
man saw one of the glowing walls begin to topple. Having
no chance to step back, they helplessly watched the wall
crash just inches from their feet—a second close brush
with death.

The third occasion involved bodily affliction. Gray had
suffered all his life from asthmatic attacks; then came an
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ulcerated stomach, complicated by high blood pressure and
heart trouble. In 1943 two different doctors gave him no
more than six months to live.

As he lay in the hospital, barely conscious, a minister
came to see him. It was Grover Langston, then pastor of
the First Assembly of God in Montgomery. Brother Langs-
ton invited the fire fighter to come to this church when
he got back on his feet.

Three weeks later Mr. Gray was in Brother Langston’s
church. Gray’s own words will explain best what happened.

“Before I went to that meeting I couldn’t drink a half
glass of sweet milk; chicken broth made me ill, and any
substantial meal was something to be endured. At the close
of the service, the minister asked those who desired to
be healed to come forward.”

Prayer was offered for Mr. Gray and, as he puts it,
“l began to feel better right away.”

The next day his wife prepared him food he couldn’t
have eaten the day before—broth, bacon, eggs, steak. He
ate and felt wonderful.

He went immediately to one of the doctors who had
given him six months to live. The astonished medical man
gave a pronouncement of perfect health!

It's easy to see why Captain Gray believes in miracles
—he is one.

God has blessed Brother Gray in his occupation. Nu-
merous promotions have come to him, culminating in 1947,
when he was named Captain. In 1960 he was given the
highest rating possible by Chief C. C. Strane on his super-
visory ability. .

Not only are the Grays members of the First Assembly
of God in Montgomery, but Captain Gray serves on the
church board of advisors—and as a trustee. He is happy

to be identified with the Christ who healed him and spared
his life. <<
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
