A Spirit-filled Church 
This Sunday, June 10, has been designated as :\Iembership Sun­

day to emphasize the importance of identifying one~elf with a body 
of Christian belie\·ers. 

Since this also is Pentecost Sunday it is a most appropriate day 
to emphasize chmch membership, for it was 0 11 the first day of 
Pentecost that the Church was inaugurated and a throng of cha rter 
members quickly identified themseh'es with it. !1I a single oay the 
membership jumped from 120 to 3,120. 

And it did not stop growing. For as the many comerts con­
tinued meeting daily in the temple. praising God, and breaking­
bread from honse to house, "the Lord added to the church daily sllch 
as should be saved" (Acts 2:47). 

Growth is inevitable in a Spirit-filled church. It is as inevi table 
as the blooming of flowers in a well-watered field, and as certain 
as the bearing of frnit in a healthy orchard. To the cold, formal 
church the breath of Pentecost comes as the bllrst of springtime 
after a long barren winter. To the spiritually-dormant congregation 
the wind of the Spirit comes as a surge of resurrection power in a 
\'alley full of dead men's bones. 

Notice what kind of church it was thal had this phenomenal 
growth. It was a born-again church, a separated church, a Spirit~ 

filled church. It had none of the careless gossip that keeps people 
from joining some churches. There we re no petty jealousies, no 
unkind backbit ings in the first Pentecostal Assembly in Je rusalem. 
Christian love flowed freely from heart to heart and the believers 
were glad to share their material goods with brethren who were 
in need . 

These early Christians had more than a verbal testimony; they 
had a vibrant life . They did not need to say, " 1 was in the upper 
room and was fi lled with the Holy Ghost." Folk cO\lld tel l it just 
by watching them and listen ing to them. 

These people had gladly received Peter's message on repentance. 
They had repentcd from the heart and had been baptized in water. 
Thus they had made a clear break with their old way of li fe-no 
mo re ly ing, no more stealing, no more carnal living for them. They 
had ded ica ted the ir li ves to serve the Saviour whom their country­
men had crucified, and were determined to put Him first if it meant 
suffering or even death. 

Having been soundly cOllverted and filled with the I loly Spirit, 
they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowshi p. 
They chose Christian people fo r thei r friends. They fellowshiped 
with them, broke bread wi th them, prayed with them. Their greatest 
delight was to be at prayer meeting or I3 ible study. Olle mecting a 
week was not enough for them : they were in a meeting every day­
and in between meetings their li ves had a contagious glow that made 
people say, "H ow good and happy these believers arc!" 0,'0 wonde r 
their number grew! 

Tt takes Spirit-filled memocrs to make a Spirit -fi lled church. 
'May the Lord visit a:11 ou r assembl ies afresh this Sunday and impart 
to li S a new spi rit of prayer and worship, a new love for His \ Vonl , 
and a mighty desire to see soul s saved. God wants to breathe on us, 
revive liS, and clothe us all with that spi ritua l power that will 
draw the lost to Christ. -R.C. C.

.. \11(\ thcll the great spiritual empti­

ing":l), said not long before he died,

as a rad io tube, when the battery is 
dead and tbere is no current to plug it 
into 

j(arl J ung, the great psychologist 
of ,\ u:-,tria, said before he died, "The 
central neurosis of our tillle is empti-
ness," 

Tile K orean \\tar was the only war 
that ,\merica eyer fough t in which 
not one single American prisoner es-

caped, It is reported that they were 
not guarded nearly as well as tile 
Germans and Japanese gua rded the 
pri:iOner-of-war camps, but the \vi!l to 
escape-the wil! to fight-was Tlot 
lhere! This is one example of the 
moral, spiritual, philosophical elllpti­
ness of people tOday! I go to a great 
Illally university and college campuses, 
and I sense this same thing there­
uncertainty, confusion, emptiness, 
hopelessness, and pessimism. I find it 
in talking with most world leaders. 

I belie\'e that we are seeing today 
an intensification of c"il on a scale 
that the world has never known, and 
back of it is thc si nister hand of the 
devil himself! Yet underneath it all 
is a great spiritual hunger in the hearts 
of people. 

SEEIXG GOD AT \VORK 

I would like to say a word about 
the religious revival and renaissance 
of the past decade. Jt is difficult fo r 
tiS to remember that back in the early 
forties churches we re largely empty 
ill this country. They were almost 
"uroke."' We didn't have money for 
church buildings-foreign missions 
had to be curtailed. Newspapers car­
ried 110 stories-very few sto ries--of 
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religion and wben they did it was 011 

the back pages. Very few newspapers 
had religion editors, but all of that 
was changed after World War II. \Ve 
had a tremendous religious renaissance . 
and there is debate as to how deep it 
WCnt. llut what is happening now? 

Dr. Will 1 ferher of Drcw Univer­
sit)' said : ;'Protestantislll no longer 
deeply affects the li\'es of Americans. 
Christianity amounts to little more than 
a. vague spirit of friendliness or will­
ingness to support chnrches , provided 
these churches dcmand no real sac­
rificcs and preach no exacti ng doc­
trine." 

However, I believc that in the 60's 
we a rc having our big chance, our 
hour, ou r moment, for in our genera­
tion the Spirit of God is striving and 
moving mightily. Has the peak been 
reached? There are some e\'idences 
that it has and that we are now mov­
ing in the other direction; there is 
evidence that mater ialislll and secu­
larism have a new grip. The American 
gods-the material istic gods- are the 
gods that we're running to . \Ve're not 
running to the church; we' re not rUIl­
ning to the mi nister ; we're running in 
other direct ions. \Ve'rc running to the 
ba r ; we' re ru nning to na rcotics; wc'rc 
running to barbiturates; we'rc running 
to psychia trists; but we' rc not going 
to the chu rch fo r spiritual help. 

And yet in spi te of aU this I find 
something else happening that lcads 
me to bel ie\'C we may be on the vcrge 
of a gcnuine revival. I find springing 
up <111 over the Unitcd States, totally 
unrelated to e<lch ot her, prayer groups 
and Biblc study groups . A nd this is 

preci!:>c1y what the Holy Spirit did fol­
lowing the great Wesleyan revivals in 
England. If you had gone to England 
in the middle of the eighteenth ccn­
tllry you nC\'cr would have said, "This 
is the middle of a grcat revival." What 
did you ha\'e? Secularism, mate rialism, 
social injusticc on a scale Britain had 
never known. But 1! ttl e groups of peo­
pic werc meeting hcre and there, pray­
ing togcther. yet not affecting thc great 
strcam of llritish life at all. And the 
averagc man on the strect would havc 
laughed and said, "Why, they're :ill"cth­
odists"-and he would have said it in 
derision. Hut fifty years aiter \Vcsley 
there developed an evangelical revival 
that historians say saved Britain froUl 
a bloodbath like the French Revolu­
tion. 

And I sense this pattern of the 
Holy Spirit right now in our country. 
God is moving in littlc "pockets" in 
the Episcopal Church. He is moving 
in other places where we thought H e 
could not Jl1O\'C. \Ve draw our littl e 
trenchcs and say, "God, you've got to 
work herc." But the H oly Spirit is 
sovcreign. The wind of the Spiri t 
';bloweth where it listeth." 

God is working in His own way in 
the hearts of those who are hungering 
and thirsting aftcr righteousness . They 
may not pronouncc all our "shibbo­
lcths" as we do, but they have sincere 
heart s beiore God, like Cornelius. God 
is speaking to little rctreats here and 
therc that you perhaps might not even 
know about. T hey ncver make the 
headlincs ; they never cvcn get in the 
press. Tt's thc big mcrger talks and 
thc big ecumenical councils that gct

\'IEWt:-<G Tin: THEOLOGICAL CRISIS 

Thcn there is thc theological crisis 
in the United States. I don't know 
how 10 dcscribe it-I only prescnt the 
problem. r note that the great the­
ologians of ou r day-Paul Til1ich, Ru­
dolf llultmann, Reinhold Kiebuhr, 
Carl Henry, Emil Brmlllcr, Karl Barth 
-h<l.\·c one thing in common. They're 
all Germall-C\·ery one of them. 1 asked 
one of these theologians onc day, 
"Herc ill the United States we're all 
spl it up and diYided over the theology 
that you fcllows think up. Xow, why 
is that ?" And he picked lip a glass of 
water, and said, '·Here's a glass of 
watcr." Hc mO\'cd that glass of water 
from one spot to another and said, 
"Ko\\' to you Americans that 's a very 
simplc process, but to llS Gcrmans that 
is vcry complicated." And hc said, 
" \Ve have to have a system through 
which this water movcs. So through 
the years wc ha\'c built Ollr philosophi­
ca l and theological systell1s ." 

I am intcrested in theology, of 
course, but I confcss to confusion . 
One theOlogian said to mc, "Mr. Gra ­
ham, I agr~c with IllOSt of what you 
preach, but 1 don 't agree with your 
invitat ion." He said , "\vhy do you 
give the invita tion ?" 

A few days later I talkcd to an­
othcr theOlogian . He sa id, "1 don't 
agree with all you preach, but don't 
ever preach without giv ing an appeal 
because," he said, "the human heart 
must respond to thc gospel." 

I said, "Shall I wait until all of 
you theologians agree bcfore I do 
cvangel ism?" FIe laughed and said, "Of 
cou rsc not." 

The point I am making is this: I 
have decided that ]'m not going to 
follow every theologian. I'm going to 
call myself a Christian and come to 
thc \Vord of God myself and prcach 
tbe gospe l without following one of 
these systems. Let's get our theology 
hom thc Word of God. 

DEALlKG WITH SOCIAL PROBLEMS 

We face social problems today. Racc, 
disarmament, housillg, crime, morality 
- all of thcse things . We evangelicals 
have becn accuscd from time to time 
of not being intercstcd in social prob­
lems. I hear th is al l the time. 

I remember playing golf one day 
with thc prcsidcnt of one of the great 
liberal seminaries of this country.

The Christmas scason ohserved by the church- a time 
I always look forward to-was spent in the hospital. 

.1 [ow 1 longed for the opportunity to enter the doors 
of God's hotl se during this time! Theil followed six 
weeks when T was confined to my room ill the parson­
age next to the church, watching the peoplc come and 
go-so near and yet so far! I was not allowed any 
vi sitors or excitement. \Vhen a person is unable to at­
lend serv ices he can appreciate more than evcr thc value 
of regular church attendance. 

In my remarks on why I go to church I would like to 
address two groups of people: those who go to church. 
and those who do not. Either church attendance is a 
regu lar habit with you or it is not-there is no in­
betwecn ground. The blessings of church attcndance are 
!lot found by attending only Oil ccrtain holidays of the 
ycar. In order to experience what 1 am about to describe. 
you Illust make attendancc at God's house as regular an 
appointment as going to work on :l\[onday morning. Even 
thcn it is possible to go to church regularly and still 
not rece ive all that God has planned for yOll. 

Conside r with me fotlr reasons for going to church. 

I Go TO CHURCIi TO REJOICE 1 

Wc are exhorted to "Rejoice in the Lord," and King 
David g ives us the prelude to this in Psalm 122, saying. 
"I was glad when they said unto me, Let us go into 
the house of the Lord." 

The present world situation leaves modern man with 
very little to rejoice over. Grave and sobering events 
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take place daily. both internationally and right ill our 
American cities---callsing sleepless nights and anxious 
days. I am so thankful that there is a place ordained 
of God where we can go, and no matter what takes 
place we can rejoice in God's house. As we worsh ip 
Him we rejoice ove r His loving grace and the load o f 
care seems lighter to bear. \Ve :l.rC lifted up from the 
beggarly elements of this world into the prescnce of 
Him who bears carth's sorrows and orders the affairs 
of nations and men.

1 Go TO CHUtCH TO RE CEIVE! 

Jcsus said, "?>.lan shall not live by bread alone, but 
by every word that proceedeth Ottt of the mouth of 
God" (:Matthew 4 :-1-). 

Friend, God has something for you in church. You 
Gin receive that which is more important than your 
natural daily food, "The bread of life." The simplest 
preaching of the truth o f God's '""ord can give you sus* 
tenancc for your journcy of life. I go to church to re* 
CclVC food for the inner man, fellowship that satisfies 
Illy soc ial desires, and strength of character from heed* 
ing the Word of the Lord, and disciplining myself to 
be obedient to its teachings. 

There is one great cond ition to meet in order to l'e* 
ccive something in God's house. The Lord has promised 
to feed the hungry, to pour water upon the thirsty, 
and send floods upon the dry gr01llld . !'\,[any go to church 
aild rcturn homc empty because they are so filled with 
thcmselves and the things of this life. In that condition 
even the finest, most eloquent and anointed preaching 
falls on deaf ears. YOll must make room for God. Go 
to church empty of all else except the desire to receive 
from thc Lord. 

I Go TO CHURCH TO REST! 

\Ve are advised in the 'Vord that "There rema inelh 
therefore a rest to the people of God" (Hebrews 4:9). 

Have you ever seen so many tired people as we meet 
these days? Yet working days are shorter. there are long 
weekends and more time for holidays :md vacations than 
ever. Recently in New York City an electrical union 
went on strike and obtained a twenty~fi\'e*hol1r week. 
Comparing this with the sixty to seventy*two hours peo* 
pIe worked in my boyhood it seems people today ought 
to be getting plenty of rest! Yet people of the previous 
generation were 110t nearly as troubled with nervous 
conditions and heart disorders that come from lack of 
propcr rest. 

COLlld the secret be that they found a rest that was 
meant for all God's creatures by their devotion to the 
house of God? I find that no amount of recreation or 
leisure takes thc place of the rest that I receive there, 
meeting with Him.

Rethinking a significant 
and sCl'iptural subject: 

The Value of 
'TONGUES'

T .cst any Evalll}l'[ reader:'> be in ­
clined to accept this line of reasoning 
in prefercnce to the Word of God, 
it would be well to rethink this matter 
of the "initinl physical ev idencc" of 
the bnpl istll of the 110ly Spirit. T am 
happy that God today is counte ring 
man's stinted nppraisal of Ihis great 
expcrience hy granting it to notable 
men and women of other denomina­
tiolls whose intelligence and sanity no 
one wOllld question . I t is significant 
that God has seen fit to include 
"tongues" ill this present-day demon­
strat ion . all nrgu1llcnts to the contrary 
notwithstanding. \\"hat these godly 
men and women in the historic church­
es arc recei\'ing today is exactly what 
\\'e recei\'ed yesterday. This in itself 
shou ld Icnd liS to a reappraisal of the 
value of "tongues." 

For such an appraisal we mllst rec­
ognize, of course, that thc Bible is 
thc only source of informat ion: but 
the baptism ill the Holy Spirit. as an 
experience. is not treated in grcat de­
tail. It is true, prophets referred to 
it (Isaiah 28:11: Ezekiel 39:29; Joel 
2:28); John the Baptist spoke of it 
pratthcw 3:11; :\lark 1 :8; Luke 3: 
16; John 1 :33); Jesus summed lip 
all the foregoing by promising it to 
His disciples after His ascension (Acts 
1:5). Bllt nowhere in Scripturc is 

there an exegesis regarding it! The 
only explanation we ha\'e is the his­
torical account gi\'en of it in Acts 
2:14. 

That this is what the prophets fore-
101d is made certain by Peter's asser­
tion. "This is that which was spoken 
by the prophet" (Acts 1 :16). This, 
then, which happened 011 the Day of 
Pentecost was the direct fulfillment 
of what the prophets said. what John 
the Baptist referred to, and what Je­
sus J I imseJf promised. The historical 
['('ford is the only definition we have 
ns to what the baptism in the Holy 
Spirit is. We may argue doctrine (wit­
ness our denominational differences). 
but we cannot arguc history l And we 
cannot c/tallge history! To pry apart 
!;cgmcnts of the Biblical record. ac­
cepting onc \\'hile rejecting another, is 
to confess an ullwillingness to let the 
\\' ord of God be its own criterion, 
and to assull1e all intelligence above 
God's. 

The imp<-1.ct of thi s thought is that 
all integral part of the Pentecostal 
experience \\'as sprahllg ill tongues. 
\\'e might as well deny the coming of 
the H oly Spirit as to deny that tongues 
were a part of 11 is glorious mission. 
If "ill the mouth of two or three wit­
nesses e\'ery word may be established" 
(:\Iatthew 18:16), an examination o~ 
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the historical accounts oi :ouh~(.'<luent 
\·isitations of the Spirit ill baptizing 
power will verify the appearance of 
tongues in connection with the Pen­
tecostal experience (see Acts 10:4-4-
46: 19:6). It would seem that tllis 
~hould cause every thinking Christian 
to reali?e that whether or not we un­
derstand the phenomenon, tonglles are. 
nc\·cnbclcss, in the plan of God for 
the believe r. 

But is the \\'ord of God so am­
higuous that the Christian cannOt un­
derstand it? I cannot believe that it is. 
\\·hatever erroneous conclusions may 
have heen arri\'cd at regarding tht: 
\·,tIUl.: of tongues, the \\'o rd of God 
does nllswer the enigma. \\ 'hcthcr Wl'

arc made aware of the fact that then.' 
is a dbtinction between the fie!:>h and 
til(' :opirit. The flesh with all it s 
achie\'Clllem is disqualified as having 
1I 0lhillg ill COllllllOII wit h God. I n like 
rnnnner the mind of man-his think ­
ing and his conclusions-dwells with­
in the wo rld of his five senses, be­
yond which it cannot reach. There­
for(' the realm of the Spirit is br­
yo lid lIIa ll 's comprellellSi011! 

Think now fo r a moment of how 
jar !>hort communion with God must 
('ome when it is lim ited to the con­
fines of human intelligence! \\'e can­
not speak e\·en a word until first it 
has passed our intellect. Nor can we 
speak of something beyond our in­
telligellce, for it is incomprehensible 
and hence unutterable. The mind of 
man. then, falls short of complete COI11-

nHl!1ion with God because of its nat­
ural lim itation. I t is with this human 
lim itation in view that tbe Scripture 
says. ··The Spirit helpeth our infirmi­
t ics: for n'c l.:no"", 1Iot ""hat we slloltld 
pm)' for (IS "We ought: but the Spirit 
himse lf maketh intercession for tiS 

with groani ngs which ca nnot be ut­
tered. And he that searcl1eth the heart s 
knoweth what is the mind of the 
Spirit. because he mak·cth ill/ercrssioll 
for Iltr sail/Is accordillg fo IIII' "~'ill 
of (;ml" (Romans 8 :26, 27).

Richard Cardinal Cushing, Arch­
hishop of 130slon. announced that he 
will establ ish a boarding school for 
100 Cuban refugee children in Fram­
ingham, a iloston suhurb. The cost of 
their board and instruction hy Span­
ish-speak ing and Amer ican nuns will 
he paid by the fedeml government, 
the prelate said. 

Portable Fiber -glass Chapels Used 
in North Carolina 

Mobile fiber-gla ss chapels, whose 
sect ions may be d ismant led and 
shipped by truck , arc being used by 
the Protestant Episcopal diocese of 
western North Carol ina for mountain 
congregati ons which do not as yet 
have their own churches. 

The cha pel is assembled on a COIl­

crete floor by bolting sections of the 
roof and sides togethcr. 11s seating 
capacity is dependcnt 0 11 the number 
of sections used. \Vhen a congrega­
tion is ready to erect a permanent 
church huilding the portable chapel 
is dismantled and carted away to an­
othe r needy area. 

Work of Evangelicals Cited 
Units of the Nationa l Assoc iation 

of Evangelicals were credited with 
having revived Amcrica's Sunday 
schools, spurred the foreign mission­
ary movement and protectcd the rights 
of religious broadcasters. Dr . Ha rold 
Ockcnga , former NAE president, cited 
these achievements in a talk to the 
midwi nter conference of the Evangeli­
cal Covenant Church of America in 
Minneapolis, ~·finn. 

T he Evangelical Foreign Missions 
Associat ion, an affiliate of the N AE, 
now handles more than half of all the 
Protestan t missionari es sent out from 
the U.S., although the total constit­
uency of a ll N AE units numbers on­
ly about tell mill ion. Dr . Ockenga 
sa id. 
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"Thc great growth of the rmSS1on­
ary movcmcni has been in the evan­
gelical wing of Protestantism," said 
Dr. Ockenga, who is pastor of Park 
Street Congregational church, Boston. 

Dr. Ockenga said Christians who 
"recognize what the Lord has done 
for them in dying on the cross" clo 
not need organizational tics to hold 
them together. But he said this re­
demption which unites them also sep­
arates them from those who "do not 
acknowledge the [,ordship of Christ." 

"Thc Gideon pri11ciple in the Scrip­
ture is that strength does not come 
by uniting the mixed multitude lH1t 
uniting only those who a re committed 
in truth and life, " he said . 

"Thc church is not going to meet 
the problems of the modcrn clay by 
increasing the number in the mixed 
IlHllt it llde that follows it s standard. 
Tt will be by purity of testimony and 
consccration of life .... "

J. Edgar 
H oove r says that the first nine months 
of 1961 reflected a four per cent in­
crease ove r the all-time record crime 
rate rcgistered in 1960. 

The 1960 crime rate was 14 per 
cent higher than 1959. 

All classifications of crime, except 

rapc, showed an increase in 196 1, Mr . 
Hoover says. SLlburban crim e made a 
sharp rise-up 10 per cent. Rural 
crime continued its alarming Increase 
with a rise of 9 per cent.

It would appear that the 
eternal God has set to Himself the 
Irl sk of comforting 1 [is people as a 
mother comforts her firstborn. 

A ll trllC comfort emanates frolll 
God through the 1Ioly Spirit (Acts 
9:31), To <Illy who would experience 
God's comfort ill all its tender help­
fulness, read perpetually in the \Vord 
of God, " that ... through patience and 
comfort of the scriptures [youl might 
have hope" ( n omans 15:4), I t would 
appea r sometimes tilat God puts us in­
to special eirCUll13t3nces of difficulty 
and trial in order that lie might mani­
fest to us the infinite resources of 
Ilis consoiatioll , just as we need to 
go ou t into the dark night in order 
to behold the stars. 

nut the great point here is that our 
Shepherd comforts us by His rod 
and staff. Ilow can these two badges 
of the shepherd's office, which seem 
to speak of discipline, possibly bring 
comfort to tried believers? 

What is the Shepherd's rod? It is 
the symool of H is defending power. 
I t is the scepter wh ich H e, as the 
supreme Shephe rd- King, carries. It is 
the weapon by which H e strikes down 
our adversary, e\'e n though it be heavy 
with chastisemell t for ourselves. I n 
passing th rough some rocky area or 
shadowed valley where wild beasts 
have their young and hill robbers hide 
in ca\'es, a shepherd needs to be armed 
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with hea\'y clubs or rods that he might 
strike down wild beasts or thieves. 
And docs not th is suggest the pro­
tecting grace of Christ our I .onl who 
is ever alert to ward off ills that 
threaten us. whether they ema nate 
from the "prince of the power of the 
ai r" or from malicious hu man foes. 

!\Iany folk spend all their lives UIl ­

der the shadow of a great fear. They 
dread the onset of tem ptation, before 
which they feel as impotent as the 
weathered leaves of au tullln before 
the gale. They fear that one dny they 
\l'ill hecome the prey of a lion or fa1J 
into the hands of a Sau l. 

Oh, that they might transfer the 
responsibility of keeping their souls 
into the hands of their faith ful Re­
deemer! Oh. timid heart s, dreading 
e"ery spiritual and tempora l evil like 
children going down a dark lane, in 
dread lest at every turn they should 
meet some lerrihle ogrc. if you cou ld 
only realizc how absoilltely Chrl ~ t as­
SUIllCS the care of all \"ho tru st 1111ll! 

What is the staff ? We would rather 
call it lhe shepherd's crook, which is 
often bent or hooked at one end. It 
is associated with the shepherd as in­
separably as the goad is with the 
plowman. Beneath it the sheep pass. 
one by one, to be numbered. Uy it 
the shepherd restrain s them from \l'an ­
dering, or hooks them out of holes 
into which they have fallen. Also, he 
corrects them by it when they arc dis­
obedient. In each of these thought s 
there is comfort for the tried chil­
dren of God. 

\Ve are numbered among God 's 

... heep as \\'e pass, one by one, benea th 
til(' touch of our Shephcrd'3 crook. 
Our names lIlay be unknown among 
the great and learne(\' hut they arc 
written in heaven. Our dwelling place 
may be lowly and ungarnished among 
the mansions and palaces of the rich.

hands. eternal in the hea ' ·ens." Our 
..,phere of ministry Illay he limited and 
our work may he in trenches, but 
.. ollle day we ~ha ll sh ine as stars of 
iirst magni tude in thc sight of God. 
Th is "ery morn J f e tOllched YOIl with 
II is sta ff and counted YOIl. 

Ey the Shepherd's staff we al so are 
ext ricated from circllmstances of per il 
ami di5<lster into which we may have 
faJ1 en th rough our folly and sin. When 
Peter through his unbelief began to 
sink in the waves, the Saviour caught 
him and supported him so that they 
could walk together to the boat. And 
this is only a 5<1.mple case of our 
~ Il('pherd's tender care. Sin often 
plunges us into circumstances of mis· 
ery and trouhle which threaten to over· 
\\'hcJm us. At such times I fe is "a 
"cry present help." lie does not per­
mi t us to reap all that we have sown. 
lie avert s the fuJI penalty of our 
mistakes and misdeeds. Oh, the long­
suffering patience of Chr ist who will 
110t pcrmit us to he o,'crwhelmed by 
the sorrows and penalties which we 
have incurred. J(ather, ] fc reaches out 
I lis crook to pull tiS back from the 
death which we have cOlITtcd. 

By the sta ff the Shepherd also cor ­
rccts 1 lis sheep. At first there seems 
bllt littl e comfort here. Correction, to 
any of us. is not pleasant! Yet there 
is consolation in the fact that God 
must care for us or He would not 
expend time and thought upon our 
chastisement. \Vhat gardener would 
continuc to spend time and p.1.in over 
a tree if. after repeated effort, it had 
refused to bear fruit ? " \ \,holll the Lord 
loyeth he chastelleth, and scourgeth 
e"ery son whom he receiveth. If ye 
endure chastening. God dealeth with 
you as with SOilS, .. " (Hebrews 12: 
6, 7) . You Illay get comfort out of 
cvery smart by the though t, "My 
Shepherd Illust !m'c me tenderly or 
J Ie would lIever treat me thus," 

We journey slowly through the val­
ley, learning many lessons of comfort. 
\Vith us, as with oysters, every wound 
becomes the origin of a pearl. And 
there is this. also: that our own sore

We are able to join in the glad out· 
burst of the apostle P aul, who said, 
"Blessed be God , even the Father of 
our Lord J eSlls Christ, the F ather of 
mercies, and the God of all comfort; 
who comforteth us in all our tribula­
tion, that we may be able to comfort 
them which are in any trouble, by the 
comfort wherewith we ourselves are 
comforted of God. For as the suf­
ferings of Christ abound ill us, so 
our consolation also aboundeth by

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Our llible school in Puerto Rico is under thc allspices 
of both the Spani~h Eastern District, with headquarters 
in ~cw York, and the H omc :-"Iisslons Department. lts 
ministry of training workers in Spani sh is a \·ital link 
with o ur evangelism ministries among the S pani sh-speak­
ing population of the United States and her territor ies 
in the Caribbean. 

\\'e leave the campus with a sense of gratitude to the 
brethren who arc making the school the progressive in­

Thi s one thing is clear: J J evcry truc 
C/l ristian 1(1cre {)1(1(1~'e to thc oppor­
tunity oj today-<lml did his sltare­
tlte world co1l1d be e'V(lIlgc/i:;ed in this 
genera.lion. 

The tragedy is that we can be busy 
- very busy- in things other than 
evangelism and reach ing the world and 
be asleep to tlte harvest call.

Many churches are like one which 
bought new property o n which to 
b\lild; it struck oi l and immediately 
voted to close its membership ranks, 
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ing an early supper," he wrote, "since 
J had to be at church ea rly, an d she 
wasn't too anx ious to ha\'e the radio 
gOlllg. 

"liut, oh," he exclaimed, "how Cod 
poured out a blessing upo n us ! It is 
hard to recapture the blessed experi­
ence. " 

lle continued, "i\ly wife said ' spir­
itual ch ill bumps' came over her. She 
had to stop what she was doing. The 
childrcn listened also. And my heart 
just rejoiced and tears came to my 
eyes as once again I felt true New 
Testament holi ness coming into the 
room and into Ollr lives." 

Too many congregations have informal­
ly closed the membership roll and arc 
satisfied with their churches as social 
g roups. T hey show little or no con­
cern for the lost around them and 
the lost around the world . 

It's time to "awake out of sleep" 
and to "th rust in the sickle. " The 
harvest is ready ! Sou ls arc hungry !

Newton IVli now, chairman o f the 

Federal Communications Commission, 
recently addressed the Nat ional As­
sociation of Broadcasters ( rad io sta ­
tion owners and operators ) . Among 
other things he said: "A few yea rs 
back, it was predicted that radio was 
doomed to oblivion . The reports of 
radio's decline and fal] were grossly 
exagge rated .. with characteristic 
flexibility, radio quickly headed for thc 
kitchen, the office, the automobile, the 
outdoors. 

"Radio survived televis ion because 
of its unique gifts-intimacy. immedi­
acy. accessibility, and portability." 

He went on to point out that 
whereas in 1946 America had 34,0Cl0,-
000 radio homes, by 1%1 it had 50,­
{XX),000 radio homes. But even more 
significant \vas the fact that over twen­
ty per cent of radi o li stening today is 
in automobiles. There are now 40,­
CXXl,ooo cars with radio on our high-

This born-again i\let hod ist minister 
preaches " the lo\'e of Ch rist , Christ 
crucified , risen, and coming again," 
he testi fied . "Peoplc say I p reach 'old­
fashioned.' Lut I ha \'e to preach the 
Bi ble," he said. 

T he mi nistry of Brother Benning­
ho\'e's testimony not only encouraged 
the RC1'i1:altilll l' tea m and sta ff : Broth­
er Ward sel ecled the letter to read 
during "testimo ny time" on the Rc-
1:it'a/timc hroadcast. "The following 
nig hi." Brother Bcn nin gho\'e reported, 
"two young adult s from the Pcters­
btlfg Assembly of God told me what 
a blessing they had rccei\'ed. 

.fA few days later," he addcd, "a 
man passing through Carson ou a 
bllsiness trip stopped by to tell me 
that he had heard the broadcast nea r 
\\'ashingtoll, D. c., 011 a Sunday morn­
ing and that he wanted to talk with 
Inc." 

Urother Benninghove concluded , "1 
bel ieve your radio ministry to th is area 
is rekindling the vital spark of evau­
gelism. In my own life the passion 
for souls has never been greate r and 

ways. Th is figure is higher than the 
total homes with radio just cleven 
years ago. He re is an aud ience ! 

Another statist ic he reported which 
gives real illsight into radio today is 
this: In 1946 there were 996 AM 
stations, besides those owned and oper­
ated by the nctworks. Now there arc 
3,451 A~ [ sta tions, besides those 
owned by the networks. 

The resultant problem is simply this : 
There are more people, more radios, 
more stations- but smalle r audiences 
per s tation . For the time-buyer this is 
a rcal problem. Qne Illllst take a hard 
look at the time he buys and the "ta­
tion from which he buys, know ing 
that llsually he is buying a much smal­
ler audience than he wOLlld have 
bought fifteen years ago. This is true 
on the local scale too. I t calls for 
much more sc/ecfi'ilC bllyillg. 

Radio pastors should IIOt buy radio 
time just because it is available. First 
check the format of the station . \Vilat 
kind of' andience does it reach for? 
I s you r program designed to reach 
that same audience? Find out the pro­
gram that precedes and the program 
that foll ows . Also look hard at the 
time of day or night. What is the 
competition?

"J£ the national minister will 
tcam up \\ith the missionary." said 
Dr. Taylor, "we win have teams 
that not only demonstrate the 
supranational character of the 
church, but also demonstrate our 
oneness in Christ." 

George L. Ford, executive di­
rector of N A E, made an \lrgent 
pka for Bible-believing Christians 
in thi s country to meet togethcr 
to discuss ways and means of 
strellgthelling their common wit­
ness and influence. Dr. Ford said 
the NAE is not se(:king fo r an 
organi~ational union of all such 
grOUIJS, but rather to serve the

do not hold to the e\'angelical 
position or the supreme authority 
of the Scriptures. 

Herbcrt ).[ek(:el, llastor of the 
First Presbyterian Church, Sche­
nectady, N. Y., and a former 
Ilresident of NAE, warned that 
the trcnd of the eculI1enical move­
ment will inevitably lead to Ro­
man Catholic domination. He cited 
trends toward an ecclesiastical 
hierarchy within the World Coun­
cil of Churches and the fact that 
tradition is accepted with as milch 
authority as th(: Bible. The result, 
Dr. l\lekeel said, has already been 
harmful to missionary work since 
many churches in the \VeC h,l\'e 
lost their missionary fervor and 
others arc strongly opposed to 
evangelical missionary work. 

Bert \Vebb, an assistant gen(:ral 
superintendent of the Assemblies 
of God, voiced a strong objection 
to the required usc of the unified 
P rotestant curriculum in the ,\ ir 
Force by saying it was an in­
fringement on hasic liberties. H e 
explained that it is drawn up by 
representatives of major denomi ­
nations who ha\'c a liberal the­
ological viewpoint and as a result 
it is "not acceptable to evangel­
ical chaplains." 

In other resolutions the NAE 
stated that communism is a life­
related mo\'ement to which. the 
church must speak directly ill 
keeping with tlt(: spiritual issu(:s 
of the COnflict. 

To counteract the growing trend 
loward secularism in the public 
schools the NAE called for a 
clear distinction between the es· 
tablishment of religion and the 
practice of religion itself. lest the 
omission of r(:ligion from OUI' 

nationa l life should mak(: this a 
godless nation. 

The NAE also called upon the 
presidcnt of the United States to 
insure the sovereign rights of this 
country within the United Na­
tions because of the possible dan­
ger of its encroachment upon 0111' 

national liberties through such 
agencies as UNESCO. 

"Here \Ve Stand" was the con· 
\'ention theme. Delegates repre­
sentC(1 the 38 member denomina­
tions of NAE and its constituent 
membership of over two million 
evangelicals in this coullIry.

I think a great deal 
of your father-in-law, Dr. :\'clson Bell, 
but he's too much of a fundamentalis t 
for me. lie's not imcre:.te<! in a social 
emphasis. " 

I put the "stick" down. It's aile of 
the few times I got a hit upset, and 
[ said: "I want to tell you something. 
He was a professional baseball player 
for the Baltimore Oriole.... lIe qui t 
as a pitcher at the height of a promis­
ing baseball career, wellt to Illedical 
school, became a doctor, and went to 
China-in the days when it was hard 
in China. lie did medical work for 
olle hundred dollars a month fo r twell­
ty-five of his best years. I Ie did with 
bi s hand what yOll preach about in 
your air-conditioned pulpit." 

The people that I\-c found around 
the world, down in the little villages . 
living with the people, doi ng medical 
work, feeding the hungry, are the peo­
ple who belicve most heartily the gos­
pel of our Lord jesus Christ. I be­
lieve there has been a social effort­
perhaps there hasn't been enough , but 
I don't ever allow these cri tics to stand 
up and say we e\'angdicals don't have 
a social emphas is. 

In j eslls Christ we are given a 
cap.,city to lo\'e that I do nOt find In 
sOllle of our critics who do not have 
thi s capacity. And this is the glorious 
thing about the gospel: it not only 
gives a Christian ethic, btlt it gi\'es us 
a new cap .. 1.city to h\'e lip to that ethic. 
\Ve'll never solve the racc problem in 
the United States IIlltil our hearts have 
heen changed by Christ, for it is He 
who gives \15 love for Ollr neighhor. 

HELPING Ot.:R YOI,jHI 

Then I'd like to comment on our 
young people-particularly those of 
uni\·ersity ami college age, Let'S face it. 
Our young people today arc in re­
volt. They're in re\'olt again5t institu­
tional Christianity and "churchianity." 
I'm talk ing about Ihe average young 
persall frOIll the average church who 
goes to university and college. l[e 
throws off all restrailll when he meets 
new ideas. He senses a bit of freedom 
and re\'ohs against the religion of hi s 
father and his mother and that which 
is church-taught. 
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Last year when they were having 
all of those difficulties at Fort Laud­
erdale, Fla" I was asked to come and 
preach to that lInrllly group of 50,(X)() 
college young people, 

They got Anita Bryant to come 
down and sing. and whne she was 
singing they were laughing and kid­
ding. I looked ou t at that audience 
-that sea of faces-and I thought 
to myself, "Who's failed? The gov­
ernment? the church? the school? 
Who?" Here they were; I didn't think 
they would li!iten, but they were really 
searching for something and, instead 
of giving them bread, we\·c gi\·en 
them stones. \Vhat a heritage we've 
left them, and what a world we're 
handing them. 

I believc there's a religious curiosity 
and interest on the campus greater 
than I ha\·e ever scen in my ministry, 
Young people by the thousands at our 
universities and colleges are search­
ing! I believe tha t the gospel of Christ 
is the answer to Ollr young people, 
but I 'll tell you what they want to 
see : they want to see realilY in you 
and me. Thcy want to see if we arc 
sincere. 

I remcmber a Hindu in India once 
looked at me and said, ;; 1 would be­
come a Christian if I could see one," 
And he was looking right at me, That 
was the greatest sermon I e\·er heard. 
I went to my knees that night. 

NEEDING A SPIR!TvAL REVIVAL 

Finally. I believe we need a spir­
itual revival in America- I believe we 
lUay be on the verge of it- l believe 
we call have it! Revival comes in an­
swer to prayer. We need, first of all: 

I. A Revival of A"r/lOrirari7.'l' Procla­
matioll 
Dr. J\lartin Lloyd-Jones in his little 

book Allthority said, "We have lost 
our authority." And [ agree. Oh, the 
authority of the Word of God 1 I find 
the quest for authority all over the 
world. I preach at Yale, Cambridge, 
then take that identical message and 
preach it in a jungle, and I have the 
same kind of response. Exactly! 

I remember when I went to Cam­
bridge to hold thc "Mission to Cam-

hridge,'· I had prepared ('ight ad­
dresses. I'd written them all ant; they 
were homilctic..'\l1y right. intellcctual­
I~' rar beyond me-I'd gotten help in 
preparing them-and I got up and 
started delivering them. Great 5t 
.\Iary 's was filled-all the student:. in 
robes-and all the other places they 
had wired for sound were filled. N oth­
ing happened. I wa ... like David in 
Saul's armor. On Wednesday night the 
I.ord spoke to me and I was up all 
night ill prayer. I threw away my 
malHhcript and preached on John 3: 
16---0lle of the fir ... t sermons I 'd 
preached in Youth for Olrisl. Thal 
night fOllr hundrl'd Cambridge men 
came forward to receivc Christ. It 
was the power of the simple gospel, 
given with authority! \\' e need a r<'­
\i\'al of anthoritati\·e proclamation in 
this country-not clever preaching. 
E\"I~rybodr is looking for little phrase:;, 
little things that will click. but its the 
preaching of the \\'ord of God that 
brings results. Theil we need:

Let's face it right now. Let's con­

fess it. I want to stand Wilh you in 
the confession. In our reaction against 
the narrow legalism in fundamentalism 
of twenty-fi\·e or th irty yeats ago we 
have become worldly . Television has 
brought into our homes that which 
we would not have dreamed of look­
ing at fifteen years ago. \vhen we 
first saw it we were !ihocked. The 
shock is now gone. \\'e can watch 
these things now and it doesn't both­
er liS. 

Worldliness is not a particular thing 
-it is an attitude of the heart. We 
have become conformists to the world, 
and friendship with the world is ell­
Illity with God. That Scripture verse 
is st ilJ there which says, "Love not 
the world, neither the things that arc 
ill the world, I f any Illall love the 
world, the love of the Father is not 
in him" (I John 2:15).

~Irs. H. P. Conley and family 
1ll0\'ed to \Vinterh:lVen, Calif., about 
four years ago to start a chl1rch on 
the Quechan Reservation. In time an 
elder of thi s tribe was converted. H e 
later went 10 be with the Lord. Be­
fore passing he requested Christian 
buria l instead of cremation which i" 
the custom of the tribe. 

T his created such a stir among the 
Indians that the congregation was not 
allowed to meet on the reservation 
ally more. A fricnd became interested 
in this work and generously gave thc 
money to purchase property in \Vin· 
terha"ell for the church. This little 
city is completely surrounded by the 
resen'ation, so the location is perfect.

what God can do through consecrated 
people, Brother and Siste r A[yers arc 
loved by their Indian congregation 
which continues to grow under their 
Icndership. 

Our missioll:lries to Indians in 
Southern Caliiornia :lre doing a com· 
mendable job, They arc reaching man)' 
souls in their areas, The ~I)'erses make 
trips to Arizona re:-.en':lt ions as well 
to distribute clothing and preach to 
the Indian people there, 

Numbers have beclI saved through 
the ministry of ollr home missionaries 
but, as successful as their works are, 
we have not begun to reach more than 
the outer edges of the thousands of 
Indians in Southern Cal ifornia. Ac· 
cording to the 1960 decennial ccnsus, 
California has an lndian population 
of 39,014, Approximately 20,COO In­

THE BELIEVER'S DEVELOPMENT 
Sunday School Lesson for lIme 17, 1962 

HEDREWS 12:1 -7, 11-17 

r [} our present lesson text the inspired writer deals 
with three ,-ita] matters of the Christian life; namely, 
Christian perseverance, Christian discipline, and Chris­
tian responsibility in view of God's disciplinary dealings. 

ENCOURAGED TO liE PERSEVERI=--G (Heb rews 12:1, 2) 
Paul (assuming he is the author) borrows a figure of 

speech from the world of sports in his day. The pictufe 
is that of a spon s arena filled with spectators watching 
;'t fool race. "\\'hcreforc seeing we abo arc compassed 
about with so great a cloud of witnesses"-thc reference 
is to the heroes of faith of the prc\'iolls chapter who 
have gone on before. They afC a "cloud of witnesses" 
in that they were faithful in their testimony. They arc 
witnesses to the pO\vcr of faith , and of God's abil ity to 
enable men and women to do exploits. And they testify 
to lIS that God will be equally faithful to all who a rc 
running the race of life today. 

Life is "the race tha t is set before us." In prepara­
tion for it we, like the runner. arc to '·lay aside 
every weight." A runner in a race wears no su perfluous 
clothing and carries nothing which would hinder speed 
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and facility of mOlion. The "weight" here has no ref· 
erence to positive evil, but speaks of the necessity of 
laying aside things which may be perfectly legitimate 
yet which are nonessential as far as eternal value is 
concerned, things which would prevent us from being 
our very best in God and for God! 

"The sin which doth so easily beset us," may refer 
mOte particularly to unbelief which is the great root­
sin from which all others spring. This was doubtless 
the sin which particularly tempted the Hebrews to whom 
the apostle wrote. 

The task which faces the Christian is to "run with 
patiencc," or more particularly, with patient endurance, 
the Christian race. This is the acid test 1 Anyone can 
rlm with spasmodic bursts of sudden speed, but the 
victor is usually the man who moves ahead persistently 
in the humdrum of everyday life! 

The Christian runner's inspiration? " Looking unto J e· 
sus, the author and finisher of our faith." Not looking 
at the other contestants, no r al ourselves, but, looking 
away to Him who is Himself the very goal of life. The 
Bible teaches that ;'faith cometh by hearing." But this 
text tells us with equal force that "faith cometh by 
looking"-for as we fix the gaze of the soul upon 
Christ, faith is surely generated in our hearts. Realizing 
His abiding presence we draw from Him the faith, 
strength, and grace we need. Just as lIe became the 
author and originator of our faith when we looked to 
Him for our initial salvation, so He is the sustainer and 
the finisher of our faith as we continue to look be· 
lievingly and trustingly to Him. 

DISC1Pl.lNED TO BE PARTAKERS (Hebrews 12:3·11) 

Paul passes from the thought of endurance to the 
matter of chastening. This word is better understood 
when we think of it as discipline or, as one writer 
suggcsts, as "child-training." These Hebrew believers are 
chided by being told that their trials and sufferings are 
mild compared to those to which Christ was subjectcd . 
Then they arc reminded that trials and suffering serve 
as "cbastcning"; that is, divinc disciplinc. Concerning 
th is mattcr note the following: 

Our aUitl/de loward discipline. \Ve are not to despise 
it (v. 5), nor faint under it, nor allow it to crush and 
discourage LIS. 

The purpose oj disciplilll'. It is a sign of God's fatherly 
love, not of His displeasure (Y. 6) . It i5 a proof of 
our sonsh ip (v. 7). 1t is allowed and ca rricd out in 
order "that we might be partakcrs of his holiness." De­
yelopment in spiritual character, maturity, and Christ­
likeness is uttcrly impossible apart from divine discipline. 
How important it is that we recognize this and live by it! 

Our reaction tOU.JQrd disciplilll'. \Ve are exhorted to be 
submissive (\'. 9) and told that this discipline yields 
··the peaceable fruit of righteousnc'ss" to those who are 
··cxercised thcreby"; that is to say, to those who react 
in a proper manner to di\·inc discipline. Thus the prob· 
lems which come to us are not nearly so important as 
our reaction to them!

\Ilrllulellt waters of oll r own confused 
thinking 10 the land of the Spirit's 
onlll iscie nce and omnipotence-the 
land where the atmosphere ;'never 
wearies the heart" and where com­
munion with God is unfettered ami 
free!
