Wi]) the ban again~t puhlic school prayers be followed by a ban 
against Congressional prayers, a ban against military chapla ins, and 
n ruling that it is unconstitlltional for the President to take hi s oath 
of office on the Bible ? 

Il ow long will "ln God \\'e Trust" be our national motto? 

After reading the Supreme Court's ruling against public school 
prayers in the State of :;-.Jew York we ·wonde r how much further 
the anti-God movement will be permitted to go before God-fearing 
citizens rise lip to assert the majority view and defend the founda­
tions of our nat ion. 

The prayer which the U. S. Supreme Court on J une 25 said 
violates the Constitu tion was one which none but agnost ics , infidels. 
and atheists could find offensive. It was composed by the Board of 
Regents of the State of :-.lew York and approved by school admini s­
trators, teachers, and clergymen of all faiths. ·'Almighty God, we 
acknowledge our dependence upon Thee, and we beg Thy blessings 
upon tiS, our parents. our teachers. and our coun try. " \\lhat prayer 
could be simpler ? 

It is difficult to sec ho w it could be unconstitutional for Kew 
York's schoo l chil dren to acknowledge Almighty God in th is way 
when the Constitution of the State of New York itself opens \~i th 
the words, "We, the People of the Sta te of New York, grateful to 
Almighty God for our Freedom, in order to secure it s blessings, do 
establi sll this Constitut ion. " 

There wa ~ one di ssenter in the Supreme Court, Justice Potter 
Stewart. H e alone was willing to give the framers of the Const itu­
tion credit for having better sense than to try to ban God from all 
operations of government. " 1 cannot see." he said, ' ;how 'official 
religion' is established by letting those who want to say a prayer say 
it. On the con trary , I think that to deny the wi sh of these children 
to join in reciting this prayer is to deny them the opportunity III 

sharing in the spi ritllal heritage of our nation." 
The vociferous minority who oppose every element of religion 111 

public education seem unconcerned with the spiritual heritage of 
America. They say qui te frankly that the U. S. ought to have a 
secular public school system. We are convinced the framer s of the 
Constitution did not want an official seculari sm uny more than 
they wanted an official sectarian iSITl . Sectarianism is the view of one 
church as opposed to another. Seculari sm is the worldly, materiali stic 
view that refuses to recogn ize any spiritual and ete rnal issues. They 
wanted neither. 

Our pioneering ancestor s placed their trust in God. They thanked 
Him for all their privileges. They oheyed His Word and based their 
laws on His commandments. They taught their children to honor 
their Creator as the One who endowed all men with the inalienable 
rights of life, liberty. and the pursuit of happiness.

The stage was set for a drama of 
cosmic proport ions when the Master 
warned Peter, "Simon, Simon, behold, 
Satan hath desired to have yOll that 
he may sift you as whea t" (Luke 22: 
31). Little did this disciple realIze that 
th is was to be a real-life drama with 
him as a leading actor. 

In Peter, Jesus knew H e had a 
potent ial saint, an apostolic leader, 
and a foundat ion stone in His Church. 
The man in question did not at that 
time give much evidence that this 
might be so. As yet he was a st range, 
vola tile personality, though Ilot any 
st ranger than most of us . 

Undoubtedly he was a partaker of 
the divine nature, yet his human na­
tu re often was more apparent. He was 
doggedly courageous, yet frequently 
changeable in mood. He showed rare

initiative, but often it w;:\s ..,pvik'd by 
his impetuosity .. \ction was his life. 
yet many times it wa.., too ha.~ty action. 

S imon's frailties did nOi :-,top Jeslls 
from lo\-ing him. Hi: knew thi:-. lov­
able, boyish charac ter just 11l'(:d('d sort­
ing out. In Ilis great lo\"e Ilc selcctecl 
the frictional proce..,:-, to rt.'mo\"{' Si­
mOil's weaknesses and to reinforce his 
assets. 

Al1 of us c<In sHl nd ill Peter's shoes 
as to our need. and we al1 must unde r­
go a sillJilar expe rience sometime. 

Satan was the forlller ow ncr am.I 
general manager of S imon, The day 
when he lost legal and Illoral C0111rol 
of this useful scrvallt marked a sad 
defeat for him. lIe was interested 
desperately in reclaiming' Peter and 
worked tenaciously to that end. 

i\loreover, Satan himself had been 
created an angelic servant of God. 
H is pride had robbed him oi the great 
hOllor that was his and had reduced 
hi m to the ranks of thc fallen. Never­
theless he still possesscd great power 
and clllllling, and God still uses him 
- as a te!>ting agent. J li s name means 
"opposer." By his great powers of op­
pression he seeks to tleter and over­
throw the sain ts, This, of course, is 
overruled hy God so that II is chil­
dren may IC;lrn to rely 111'011 divine 
power and thus become stronger , !lOt 
weaker. They find that when they 
resist the devil he flees from them. 

Hav ing considered two of the lead­
ing characters ( Peter and Satan ), we 
arc now rcady for the unfolding of 
the drama. As the curtain swings aside 
the angelic COllrt of heaven is seen to 
iJe ill sess ion, Thc Almighty is pre­
siding. To our surprise, perhaps, Satan 
is seen consorting with the angels very 
near the presence of God. From time 
to time he is actually allowed to con­
verse with Him. Xotice Job 1:6-7-
"Now there was a day when the SOliS 
of God came to prescnt themselves 
before the Lort.!, and Satan came also 
among them. And the Lord said unto 
Sata n, \\'hence comest thou? Then 
Satan answered the Lord, and said , 
From go ing to and fro in the earth, 
and from walking up and down in 
it." 

Another remarkable fact emerges, 
Satan not onl y has access to God 's 
presence, UUI he evidently bel ieves in 
prayer. Moreover, he pr:\ys for the 
saints :\nd, because he does 110t give 
up, some of his prayers arc answered.

The things wc thought we believed are 
rudely jolted, but what is left is real 
and becomes a part of us. 

\\'hen we get into the sieve of ad­
verse circumstances we Sooll find out 
whether our trust is ill God or in 
creature comforts. Financial reverses 
especially shake away om fictional 
faith and show tiS how Illuch is gen­
uine. This Illay explain the rather un­
grammatical but very eloquent cxpres­
sion we often hear: "I'm all shook 
up " 

Maybe just now you arc in the 
sieve of rasping personal relationships. 
Perhaps you have to live, or work , 
day after day with one who grates 
on you r nerves and tries your pat ience. 
You feel that you are worn to a 
frazzle and ihat you c.'l.llnot stand it 
any longer. But God is taking from 

you only that which yO\l arc better 
without·· 'your own unevenness or 
awkwardness. The three godly II c­
brews werc cast bound into a !)t.'V('Il­
timcs-heated furnace.

The Accuser (,lIlpha~i7es thc 
illiperfections of our lives; the Ad­
vocate offers the flawlessness of Ilis 
own life, death, and resurrection- "thc 
Just Oil behalf of the unjusl." 

"I have prayed for thee, th at thy 
faith fail not." As a result of the 
sifting, Christ's beloved disciple would 
Jose Illllch of the shale of his Simoll ­
ish ways. What was left would be 
compounded into Ihe firm character 
of Peter, a rock. The quartz, felspar, 
and mica of Sill/OIl would, by the fiery 
trial of Sa tan , produce the granite of 
Peter.

I do nOt feel a taint of ill 
feeling toward anyone. r have thought sometimes, 
like Paul, that I had fought a good fight and kept 
the faith.

which I have committed unto Him against that day.

thc time and plan of God that yes/rajll' will be removed 
(taken out of the way). 

The Iioly Spi rit cannot leave the earth. He fills all 
sJl:lce in God's universe. I-Ie is olllnipresent. It is sa id 
ill natural science that "nature abhors a vacullm," and 
Ihe God of grace undoubtedly abhors a spiritual vacuum. 
If the 1I0ly Spi rit be taken away, who sm;tains the twO 
witllesses in Hc\'clation II? Who raises their dead bodi es? 
\\'110 sustains the woman ill the wilderness for three and 
onc-half years? \\'ho stlstains the martyrs who lay down 
their liycs rathe r than take the mark of the Beast ?

During the twel ve years of my 
Chri:.tian experience God's Spirit re­
pentedly probed my heart, leading to­
ward a deeper life. As a minister in 
the Church of the Nazarene I be­
lieved in the bapti sm in the Holy 
Spirit, but defined it primarily as an 
exper ience of cleansing. As the Spirit 
probed I si nce rely examined my heart , 
concluding, "1 have experienced a spir­
itual clcO'l llsing, therefore ] must have 
received the bapti sm in the Holy 
Spirit." 

A PERIOD OF PROVIDENCE 

It was pro,·idcntial that \<\foody and 
Edna Baker frequented the Sunday 
and \,Vedncsday e\'cning ser vices of 
the chu rch which I pastored. For two 
yea rs I marveled at the pO\'ler of the 
Spirit of God in their li\·es. They knew 
the reality of P entecost and had been 
members of Evangel T emple in Kan­
!jas City , 1\10., for twenty-three years 
before return ing to their home town. 

In the summer of 1961, Brother 
Aaron A. Wilson (former pastor of 
Eva ngel Temple in Kansas City ) vis­
ited the Uakers. Something was said 
about having Brother \Vilson preach 
at Illy church. 1 could not afford to 
hurt the Bakers, so, out of courtesy 
to them and with great reluctance, I 
asked him to speak on a Sunday night. 

As Brothe r Wilson stood to preach, 
Illy heart went rarnpant- T was tense 
and fearful. "What shall I do," I 
thought to myself, " if he preaches 
abollt Pentecost and gets started on 
tha t tongues business?" 

He began to preach, not about Pen­
tecost, but about soul wi nning- the 
product of Pentecost.

SEARClllNG THE SCR1PTURES 

Two questions were raised in my 
mind: "Is there an expe ri ence of the 
Hol y Spirit (by whateve r name the 
experience might be called) that one 
can know OI~ ly if he yields to the 
phenomenon of tongues ?" And, "Could 
this be the key to the reality of super­
natural power I have longed to know?" 

1 searched the Scriptures and ev­
erything Christ said abollt the Holy 
Spirit increased my hunger.

SEEKll\"G Gal) 

Convinced of the scriptural reality 
of a supernatural touch of the Spirit 
of God , honesty and hunger of heart 
demanded that I seek it.

Late in September 1%1 Brother 

A. A. W il son conducted a revival meet­
ing at a rural Bapt ist church near us. 
r attended every service I could. 

On Friday night I went to the altar 
of my own empty church after taking 
my family home from the re vival. J 
prayed until one o 'clock in the morning 
and became so desperately hungry for 
God that I left the church. drove to 
the Bakers' home, and asked thelll 
and the \Vil sons to pray with me. 

\\'c began to pray: a hllIlgry ­
hearted preacher, a Spirit- fill ed lay 
con pIe, and a Spirit-filled ministe r and 
wife. Before we had prayed long 
Brother W ilson started praying ill 
st range-sounding syllables that did not 
make sense to me. I stopped praying 
as suddenly as if an arrow had been 
shot through my heart. I had never 
heard anything like that before! As 
I waited~IllY New Testament in my 
hands- the Spir it of God directed me 
to passages which reassured me that 
He had given utterances in other 
tongues before. Then, too, I could not 
deny the surging of the Spirit of God 
in my own sou l as Brother vVilson 
prayed " in the Spirit ."

A wise ruler makes good subjects; 
a firm commander, faithful soldiers. 
And it is on the parents ' character 
that the children's fulfillment of this 
prt:ccpt wil! depend. This \cads liS to 
consider what parents l11Ust be if they 
arc to succeed in training their chil­
d ren to hOllor them. 

Reverence, the sentimeut of hOllor. 
is one of the noblest and purest of 
which our natures :\re capable. The 
power of perceiving what is worthy 

of hOllor. the \\-illinglll''':-; to acknowl­
I.:dge it. the unse\fi~hne~s that feels 
it no degradation hul a plca~llre to 
rl'nder it- -all thIS is ihcif honorable 
and ('ll11obling. :\othing brings more 
true honor than gi\-ing honor to others. 

This trait ought to be culti\"ated 
1Il0::.t carefully in the child as all im­
portant part of hi:; educat ion. I t is 
one of the chid dements of a noble 
character and a prepa rat ion fo r rend­
ering to God the honor due to i-I i111. 
Our children must learn first to honor 
their parents. If they arc to honor 
Cod they lIlust begin by honoring their 
]l:lrellb. If. in after life. they arc to 
hOllor all men by recognizing evell ill 
the degraded and the lost the worth 
tllat belongs to Ihell1 as created in 
the image of God. they must be ca re­
flllly prepared fo r it ill the hOll1e­
::.chool of fami ly li fe . 

Goel has placed this cOI1l111andmem 
a t the top of those on the second 
table of the law. It is necessary in 
order to secu re a happy home and to 
put the intercourse of parent and child 
on a right footing, as well as to pre­
parc the ch ild for all his future re­
lations to God and hi s fellow men. 
This cOIll111andlllent is one of the foun­
dat ioll stones of a noble character and 
a holy life. Pare1lts Illay well study 
how they can train their child ren to 
fulfill it. 

The child 11111::.1 honor the parent 111 
oVcdiclICc . " Obey your parents" 
(Ephesian:; 6 :1 ) is lhe New Testa­
ment versi011 of "Honor thy fathe r 
and thy mother:' The importa nce of 
thi s word obedicllcc is morc than the 
[Hilld call g rasp. God created man with 
his wonderful liberty of wi!! that he 
1I1ight obey llilll. Obed ience to God 
wa:; to lead 10 the enjoyment of God. 
lJy disolx:diellce siu ente red. l u obe­
(hence-the twofold obed ience of 
Christ and 10 Christ, salvation cOllies 
(Ilebrew:; 5:8, 9 ) . 

Training the child to obey is a 
::.acred charge laid on the parent. The 
child should he led to link all the 
memories of happiness and lo\'e in 
the hOl11e life with obedience. The 
principle should become part of the 
child's mind and hearl, not so 111uch 
by instruction or reasomng as by 
training and establishing the habit of 
obedience. The child is to be taught 
to honor the parent.

Some remarkable facts and practical lessons arc to 

he noted in this account of how the suffering and plagucd 
Philistines returned the ark of God into Tsrael's territory. 

1. Thai whirh bri'lgs blessing to sOllie lIIel! moy briny 
jl/dgmi'llt to others. The ark. ~ymbol of God's presence, 
was a hlessing to the l sr~e!ites when they honored God. 
hut it proved to be an in st rument o f judgment upon the 
Philistines. So it is in the rcalm of things spi ritual. The 
Lord's Slipper-which may hring ,;clf-cxamination. a sense 
of Christ's presence. and an im partat ion of ] lis life to 
those who properly "discern" the symbolism-brings 
chastisement, judgment. and condemnation to those whose 
hearts are n Ot right with God and with each other 
(1 Corinthians 11 :17-3+), The \\'ord of God will either 
lead them to Christ or condemn them etel'1lal1y depend­
ing on their response to it and appreciation of it ( 2 Co­
rinthians 2.15,16; .101m 5:2+; 12:+8) , 

2. It is lIIen nlld Iwt God 1(,110 /I ced (hanging. \Vhcn 
the Philistines experienced the judgment of God upon 
their bodies and crops, they decided to return the ark 
and with it the golden images as an offer ing. They 
though t tha t by this they could pacify God and change 
His attitude toward them. \Vhat was needed, however, 
was a change in their own altitude and in their relation­
sh ip to God. Offerings to God are in order when they 
are the expression of obedient hearts, but they are Ilever 
a subst itute for obedience! 

3. The I'CVCI'CllfC of unbelievers is freqllclJtly a ll ex ­
a.lIlplc 10 bcliC"ucrs. The Philistine priests, though hea then, 
were careful to return the ark in the most reverent way 
they knew. They chose an ull\lsed cart, as if to say tha t 
no vehicle used for ordinary purposes was fit to bear 
so sacred a vessel. They used young cows-rather than 
oxen, the usual beast o f burden . They even recognized 
that what had befallen the Phil istines was due to sins 
similar to those committed by Pharaoh before the Exodus. 
Finally, they instincti\'e1y felt that an atonement of some 
kind was needed, hence the offering of golden images. 
Likewise is there not a need all10ng us for greater 
reverence and respect for the things of God, His wor­
ship, and H is ordinances? 

THE ARK IRREVERE:-iTLY HECE[\'Ell ( 1 Samuel 6:13-21) 
The inhabitants of Beth-shemcsh were reaping their 

wheat harvest when they saw the ark returning. It is 
worth noticing, incidentally, that while the crops of the 
Philistines were devastated, those of the Israelites 
flourished. God p rovides bOllllt ifully for those who honor 
Him.

It is pos­
sihle at this stage for one to be so obsesscd with the 
divine revelation of One small star of truth nel'er seen 
before, that it is magnified out of proportion, and to 
(Ii~regard thc vast galaxies that "eyc bath not seen. nor 
car heard."

But days arc divided into seasons. and seasons into 
years. The vicissitudes of life arc st ill \'cry real and the 
maturing Chr is tian is aware that in the natural oreler of 
things the exuberancc of spri ng is not a constant condi­
tion, 1101' wi1\ the heavy productiv ity of SUlllmer ami 
fall continuc forever- for winter barrenness and ap­
parent dearth is also part of the eternal purpose of crea ­
tion. Christians liying in the pervading glow of the light 
of the first days of creation ha\'c not had these finer 
perceptions developed. 

Thc fifth day hrings abundant living- activity in the 
sea and in the air. The sea is mentioned fi rst. Thi:.

geli:.tic efforts. All this is good, but there is activity 
as well in the hc;\\·cns. and the concern of the growing 
Chri!>t ian is with both.
