experience I!; the e1lthusiasm which it generates in in­
dividuals or churches. 

In fact, apostolic Ch ristian !; call lay claim to having 
originated the word "enthusiasm" because it has a re­
ligious o rigin. JI is derived from twO Greek words, E:\', 

me-tning " in" and THEOS, meaning "God." \Vhcn the 
Greeks saw people so zealous that they acted as though 
they were actually possessed hy God, they called thelll 
. { £nthotlsiamos." 

I n it s o riginal religious sense, enthusiasm aClually means, 
"God in us, " Webster defines iI, "to be inspired or 
possessed by God." 

The mockers in J crusa1cm on the Day of P entecost 
said sarcasticai!y, "These men afC full of new win('," 
Tt was something /lew, all right, bu t it was not wine: 
it was God. They were filled with Il oly Ghost enthu­
SIasm, 

When 1 received the baptism in the Holy Spirit I ex­
perienced for the first time in my life rea l religions 
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!'ml!lIsia"m. \\'hen I was sa\(;d, a new peace canl(' into 
mv soul. but this was now a new Pre~('nce within. This 
cr;lllllsia.~m opened up a fOIlI1I:J.in of praise in m\' hea rt 
and gave me n{'w fervor to win the lost. 

\\'hell an el<;mE"m is l1(:wly liberated in 1.\ chemical rc· 
action il is ('aHed "nascent" or ··ntw-horn." \\'hen hy 
drogen p('roxidc is pm upon a ~ore to disinfect it , nas...:et1l 
oxygen i~ liherated which promptly at!ack~ tilt' infectioll. 
It is fresh and strf)!lg' in its action. 

So also is lil{' experience of Penteco~H. It is fl1l1 of 
the vigor of a new ad"e11ture in til(> "try pn'"el1(,C of 
God. \\'i,.' need i1l these day,; the 11:1S(,(,11I (':",writ~nc of 
1l1id~t fJi affliction is ;J hy-prodnrt of thi" e!lthu<;i;J,)Ill. 
which ('har:lcte riz~d the apostles in J('rusal~'!l! after PeJl ­
tecost. Theirs \\";"\s no pumped-up emhusi,s!Il. It was a 
pent-up enthusiasm which broke forth ('wrywhc rc in spite 
of heatings and jails. 

Praise and rejok ing under all circum~t anccs are cha r­
acteristic of those who arc filled with God's enthusiasm.

Thi s prai~e went kl.ck for its origin to tlKir experienc(' 
with the ! loly Cho~1 a{ the inception of their milli"try. 

Praise is like a didue \·it:llnin, There :tT(' vcrbal \ ,it:l ­
mins as well a:; herbal vitamins, The most potent of 
these \'erlml vitamins is PRAI SE. 

Enthusiasm is an internal motivating thing. Pentecostal 
enthusiasm does not draw its energy from outside forces . 
Like the atomic reactor ,,,,hich energizes a nuclear pow­
ered ship, it docs not need to have air, oil or coal for 
its power. It has at its sou rce of power the primal 
energy of splitting atoms. ] n the spiritual world it is 
described by Paul in Ephesians 3. "to be strengthened 
wi th might hy his Spirit in the inner man ... filled with 
all the fulness of God ... according to the power that 
worketh in us." 

The one force which makes the difference between 
ordina ry Christian service and inspired. enthusiastic de­
\'otioll for the Lord is the energi~ing power of the Holy 
Spi rit. 

1 have pastored churches where J could hardly force 
the people to pray. T also have had chu rches where 
the power of God was so strong that J could scarcely 
stop Ihe prrtye r meet ing in order to get c\nlrch started . 
All ihis business of motivating a church through con­
tests, programs and promotional tricks has its ordinary 
human place; but how \\"onderfu1 when the enthusiasm 
for doing all of the work of the 1.ord comes from being 
possessed by God. 

T 1 istorically each new mO\'ement ha s its high days of 
zeal and eager enthusiasm. not the de\'italizing forces of 
aging years and creepi ng inert ia so quickly rob tiS of 
the rc\'i\'al which ought to hllrn from olle generntion to 
another. Donald Gee. \'eterall nriti sh teacher of Pente­
cost. said, ;'\Ve call die as a revival hut live as a move­
ment. The danger is that the movement will I;\'e and that 
the re\·ival will die." 

Jeslls intended that the refreshi ng of the Spirit should

"Buning'· the palm­
roofed villages before a landing has the same ('ficct as 
the tolling of a church hell. O ft t:n hdore the plane call 
come to a stop the people come running to buy Bibles, 
hylllnhooks, and other literature. The many isolated mili­
tary Ol1tposts welcome Gideon BillIes which ha\'e been 
brought them 0 11 the Speed-the-Light plane. 

F riendly airlillc pil ots hayc a ·;hig brother" :l.ttittHle 
toward the plane and its pilot, offering their help and 
often reporting the plane'S whcreahouts to other cvall­
gelical g rOllps. Some pilots have bOIlf{ht Bibles and at­
tended church. 

\\!herc ther e are no landing strips . the vil lagers are 
very anxious to clear thcm. In case~ of cmergency the 
plane is available to a nyone. regard less of fai th or creed. 

Once a government p ilot remarked to his wounded 
patient. as hc was hundling him in his own plane 10 

fly him to the hospital. "YOIl owc you!" life to the 
eva ngelical s who built thi s airfield." 

Gradually the Speed-the-Light planc is huil ding a repu­
lillion for itself. Once a ponderous hlock machine was 
mane\l\·en.:d int o the hack scat and flown for one hun­
d red miles across [he jungle from one church bui lding 
project to another. A nothcr time a national pas tor was 
in danger of losing a gene rous offering . T he would-be 
donor wOllld arrive too late on foot to sell a nrahma 
bull to a buyer. tn five minutes the plane hopped the 
donor over twO river s and set him down withil1 500 
yards of the buyer 's door. The deal was made and five 
m inutes later the church coffer was enriched by 600 pesos. 

G listen ing g31vanized roofs of newly huilt A ssemblies 
of God churches, which the Speed-the-Light pilot some­
times uses as check points, are sure signs of progress 
in the big green land. 

But somehow, th anks to Speed-the-Light. the land 
doesn·t seem so big any TllOre!
