The heathen han' their wcird chants , their ' dirges of 
despair, hut they hal'C no jOyflll song. In striking con­
tra"t is the promint·nce of song in the \\'ord of God. 

There i~ the song of :\Iiriant. Th('re are the songs of 
Debo rah and of :'Ilo:-.e .... If time \\'o\lld permit 1 would 
mention many of the gre:lt psalms of Da\'id. I would 
like to talk abOut Psa lm 23. "The Lord is my Shepherd, 
I shall IlOt wan!."' \nd l':-.alm 103.

The word occurs many times in the Jewish Bible.[n 
the King James Version it is translated , "Praise ye the 
Lord." In the Psalms of the Jewish Version it is simply 
"Hallelujah 1" 

"Hallelujah" is more than a word; it is a song of 
praise. Does the lowliest s inner, overwhelmed with a 
sense of God's mercy and grace, try to express the 
thankfulness in hi s heart? His language is. "Hallelu jah!" 
Does the highest archangel desire to magnify Ihe Name 
of Him who sits on the throne of heaven? A "Hallelu­
jah!" bursts from his lips, resounding through the cor­
ridors of the skies. "HaUelujah" is the common lan­
guage of redeemed sinners, saints, and angels. 

"Praise ye the Lord [Hallelujah]. 0 give thanks lIlltO 
the Lord; for he is good: for his mercy endureth for­
ever" (Psalm 106:1 ) . 

Hallelujah expresses thanksgiving, praise, and worship, 
F ill the heart with Hallelujahs and it will give glory 
to God in the highest, and manifest peace and good will 
to men. Even the lawfulness or unlawfulness of our 
pleasures and activities may be determined by asking 
ourselves whether we call rejoice with a "Hallelujah" at 
the accomplishment of them.

JT liAS BEEN ~lORE TJlAN HALF A CENTURY SINCE T 

first trusted Cod's promise of salvation and found it 
true. S ince that time T have tested many of His prom­
ises thro\lgh Yaricd experiences and found Him always 
faithful. 

\"!hell our three oldest boys were quite small T ofte n 
became weary in caring for them. A relative had given 
me a Scripture motto which had hung on our wall for 
some time. Hut one day I saw it as more than a motto, 
and in faith claimed it s promise: "As thy days, so shall 
thy strength be" (Deu teronomy 33 :25 ) . Thi s met my 
need at that time, and T stil! h;lve strength according 
to the day 's need. 

During the depression days 111y husband and J were 
pastoring in H astings. Minnesota. Our income was lim­
ited. i\"ly siste r was to be married and she asked me 
to be her attendant. I consented, even though my best 
dress was black and there was no prospect of getting 
another. One clay while sweeping the floor and thinking 
abont this problem, I remembered the promise, "And 
thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when 
thou hast shut ihy door, pray to thy Father which is in 
sec ret; and thy Father which seest in secret shall reward 
thee openly" (lVl atthew 6:6). 1 obeyed and spoke only 
to my Lord of the need . Within a few days I received 
a large envelope through the mail. It contained $16. I 
do not know the name of the sende r to th is day, btlt 
I know it was proof of God's unfailing promise. 

"Vhile we were pastors at \Vatertown, \ 'Visconsin, our 
income was small and uncertain. \Vith seven children to 
feed 1 had to trust the Lord many times for our daily 
bread. On one such occasion I looked up at the Sc ripture 
lext calendar On the wall and read the promise, "As r 
was with :Moses, so I will be with thee : I will not fai l 
thee, nor forsake thee" (Joshua 1 :5 ) . :tvfy faith was 
strengthened, and that very day a Christ ian brother came 
with a bushel basket overflowing with vegetables from 
his garden. Cod had once again kept His promise. 

It is wonderful to have Cod meet our temporal and 
phys ical needs, and we had many occasions to exper i­
ence this as our large family grew up . But I have also 
found God's promise sufficient for other needs as welL 
\Ve have worked for the Lord in Labrador for a num­
ber of years, and have known God's protection and 
provision many times. \Ve have known grief too. 

On th'e afternoon of Christm<l.S Eve in 1958 our son 
Dan left home on what was to be a short flight to 
take Christmas packages and letters to the patients of 
Grenfell Hospital and to the children in the school near-

Fe::trfulncss a nd 
trembling arc 'come U])OI1 me, and horror hath over­
whelmed me. A nd I said, 011 that 1 had wings like a 
dove! for \hel1 w0l11d r flyaway. and he at rest. La, 
then wou ld I wander far off, and remain in the wilder­
ness. r \vollid hasten my escape frOIll the windy sto rm 
and tempest" (Psalm 55:4-8). 

David's sou l cry cOll 1d have C0111e frolll the hearts of 
millions of twenti<.-th-century j-\11lericans who arc de­
spondent, dceply troubled. and fearflll.~early a million 
Americans arc co nfined in rnelllal institutions; Ol1r hos­
pital s arc full: and doct ors ' waiting' rOOl11 s crowded. 
It has been e,!, timat<.-d that menta\. ('1110lional. and spir­
itual problems rather Ihan organic disorders account for 
mo re than 8S pCI' CCllt of those seek ing Illedical help. 

In our lifetiJlle the manufacture of sleeping pi!ls and 
tra nqu ili zers has become a multimillion-dolla r business. 
One-s ixth of ali Ame ricans now use these pills in a vain 
cffon to produce installl obli\,ion or instant happiness . 

In 1%2 doctors wrOte 95 million prescriptions for 
tranqu ilizers and energizers. making them second in sales 
only to antibiotics. Authori ties predict that sale of mood 
medic ine may exceed that of an tibiotics within the next 
decade. But 11100d pills a re not relieving our basic tensions. 
Ne rvous hreakdowns and mental disorders continue to 
plague us: e\'cn children and young people are hreaking 
under the tensions of aliI' times. 

One Ollt of every three marriages yields to the pres­
su re and ends in di vorce. 

VariollS factors contribute to this overwhelming tcnsion 
in today's world O ne is the constant threat of total 
annihilation thro\lgh unclear war. ilfodern mass com­
municat ion keeps us ever aware of the crises developing 
around ou r shrinking world. \Ve a re often reminded that 
anyone of these so-ca ll ed brush fires could c ru pt in to 
a global conflagration. 

The fear of incapacitating illness lurks in the minds 
of many. S ince cancer strikes one out of every four per­
sons, the dread of this disease adds to the general ten­
sion. In addit ion to physical suffe ring. cancer is attended 
hy financial. emoti onal. and domestic problems. 

T he growing racial problem in our nation affect s al­
most a\1 of us either directly or indirect ly. 

The high cost of living and the threat of l\llemploy­
ment create tremendOlls pres!'u res upon the fam ily bread-
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winner. ,\utomation has hecome a h;u11Iting specter to men 
who may at an}' tilll(' he replaced hy a machine and 
thus join the growing rank~ of the unemployed . 

To Illeet these and other modern-day tension'>. Ameri­
cans arc taking marc and longer vacatio ns- hut the prob­
lems either go along or await Ollr rdurn. \\' e change 
johs·. hilt this rarely sol\'e:> anyihing. anel sometimes makes 
matters worse. \\'c are di\'orcing and rem:lrryi ng at a 
record pace. only to find that our tensions remain with 
us. \ Ve turn to alcohol or narcotic'>, hut these twin evils 
only increase the heartache :md Illultiply the problems. 
An estimated 20.000 A mericn ns \\'ill seek escape from 
today's tensions through suicide' this year . Hut this only 
makes earth ly prohlems eternal. 

\\ 'h.1t then is the answer: \Vherc i:> "escape from the 
windy sto rm an d tempest"? \Vc cannot find it in the 
things of time and sense. \Ve arc too milch like ~Iartha 
who was cumbered ahout much serving. Jesl1s gently 
rebuked he r, saying. "i\1artha, ~ 1 artha, thou :lrt carefu l 
and troubled ahout many things." 

Like ).Jartha we have neglected the yital for the tri\·ia1. 
\Ve ha\'e \\'orried abou t the temporary and neglected the 
eternal. \\ 'e haye sought God's gifts but failed to seek 
Him. \Ve have feared the future while failing to place 
our hands in the hand of the O ne who holds tomorrow. 

Our first step toward esca pe from pressure -packed liv­
ing is. " Seek ye first the kingdom of God and his right­
eousness." i-l:n'illg done thi s, Jesus promises, " .. . and 
all these things shall be added unto you" U lallhew 6; 
33). W e muSt gi\'e Christ priority in our lives or else 
we will he continually in a state of confusion. \Ve cannot 
hope to live thi s life to its fullest and face etern ity 
wit h confidence unless we give God and His \Vord their 
prope r place in Ollr lives. 

Christ is the answer to every problem we face today. 
TTe came that \\'e might ha ve life and that we might 
have it more abundantly . You can ha\'e ahundant life 
hy taking these simple steps:

I grow a little tired of people who h;n-e appreciation 
for only one type oj religiollS T1lll sic. whether it he what 
we com111only refer to as qt1artet si nging or \\"11('ther it 
be anthems or cla:>~ics. I believc there is a place for 
simple songs that Glrr)" a nlcssage, done well and done 
under the anointing of the Iloly Spirit. I also heli(;\'c 
th ere is a place for ;lutheulS and the great psalms of 
praise amI adoration to God. 

I do not believe th ere is :Iny place in the church for 
rock and roll. o r jazz, in the nallle of religion, 'Ve 
must not al10w our sen,ices to be turned into rock and 
roll sessions, e\'cn though religious word:-; afe used JI1 

the singing. 
Augustine :-;ai<l therc had to be three things in a hymn. 

It had to he a song: it had \0 he praise: and it had 
to be praise 10 God. 

Spiritual songs !11 the early history of the Church 
were songs of e}.;perience: :-;piritu:l1 men singing spi r­
itual songs. There were batt le songs, and harvest songs. 
and festival songs, and marriage songs. and others, but 
these were not considered spiritual songs. Spiritllal songs 
have to do with the things of the Spir it. and with the 
Word of God. 

Thi s leads LIS to obServe that not only should spiri tual 
Illen sillg spiritual songs . hu t only spiritual men should 
write spiritual songs. 

A good example of \\'hat we mean by a spiritual song 
is something that indicates one's own experience ill the 
things of God, For example. "Blessed assurance. Jesus 
is mine; 0 what a foretaste of glory di\'ine!" What are 
\\'e doing? \\'e are testifying of an ~xpe ri ence with God 
:tnd there should be rea lity to give substance and sin­
cerity and integrity to the song.

Our text tells the story of a brilliant. zealous. and 
eloquent preacher and a loving. gracious couple who wcrc 
Christian lay workers. It also suggests the blessed spir­
itual results which sllch a comh ination may bring about! 

ApOLtOS TilE PREACHER (Acts 18:24, 25) 

His Background. Alexandria in Egypt was noted for 
its intellectual and cultural attainments. In it lived thou­
sands of Jews of the highest type. From this city came 
Apollos, "an eloquellt man," highly educated with un­
usual oratorical ability. :'-.1orc than that, he was a godly 
man for it takes strength of character, integrity, and 
nohility of life to make men "mighly ill the sriplUres" 
in the sp iritual sense of the term! 

'-lis Zeal. "This mall had be('n Instructed in the way 
of the Lord; and being fe rvent in spirit, he spake and 
taught accurately the things concerni ng Jesus, knowing 
only the baptism of John." [A.H.".I Thus Apol\os, 
for all hi~ zeal. was a man with an incomplete g.ospel. 
Having Jived so long- in Alexand ria. where the full gospel

Nevertheless, the zeal of 
"pollos in living up to the light he had and in SC'ltter­
ing it abroad. puts to shame many of us \\'ho are far 
morc enlightened! 

AI'OLLOS JKSTRUCTED (Acts 18:26) 

His JlIslnrdors. "But when Priscilla and Acq llila heard 
him. they look him I1nto them and expounded unto him 
the way of God more accurately." [A.R .V.l If on ly all 
modern Christian workers were !ike these! They were 
110t only able to detect thc spiritual lack in ApolJos, 
but they were abo able and eager to help him find a 
deeper expcrience with God. I-Iael we been in their place 
what would we have done? Said i\ lexander \ ·Vhyte: '''vVe 
would ha\'e let the whole congregat ion see what we 
thought of Apollos. We would have shifted abottt in 
our scat. \\'c would ha\'e looked at the dock." and 
then, at the door- 'lIow do you like him? Poor boy, 
he does not know the \'cry ABC of the gospeL' ... And 
so 011. till it would have all becn told to Apollos, and 
till we hncl ruined om influence with him. and his in· 
fluence with liS and our childrcll forever ." Tn stead, thi s 
truly consecra ted couple exercised Spirit-inspired tact, 
CO\1rage, and love, and so were ahle to give spiritual 
help to a man who. in tllrn. would hring blessing to 
mally others. 

!-lis TcochaMcllcs.L Ii Acquila and Priscilla are to be 
cOllllllended for helping Apollos spiritually, he is to be 
commended for his own heau ti ful modesty and humility. 
'\len of ability arc frequcn tly contemptuous of others 
who arc less gifted and educated than themselves. Apol­
los, however, exhibited that teachableness of spirit which 
is a pre req ui site to g rowth in God! 

J-lis Vision . '·And when he was minded to pass oycr 
into Achaia, the brethren encouraged him." [A.R.V.] 
As a result of the instruction recei \'ed from Aqu ila and 
Priscilla . Apo1105 undoubtedly recein~d Christian bap­
tism and also was filled with the Spirit. )Jew light and 
a new experience wi th Cod made him even more eager 
to share his blessi ngs with others . When it became evi­
dent that he was burdent..:d for the city of Corin th. his 
Christian friends commended him to the saints in that 
city.

Vl"e could speak further of the great 
arllly of the prophets who were chosen 
to proclaim the mcs$..'ge of God to 
the world. Today is no exception to 
the rule. God still needs men to bridge 
the gap between a lost world and 
Christ, who aJone can S;l ,"C them frolll 
their sins. 

Throughollt most of the hi story of 
the Assemblies of God, the home mis­
sions thru st has been made by indi­
viduals JUSt starting out in the mini s­
try, Of the many churches that h,we 
been started over the years, there are 
few that do not look back to a humble 
beginning nnder the leadership of a 
youthful minister who had been told 
to go Out and prove himself. 

In the past, an individual with a 
Bible and the call of God, coupled 
with strong determination and much 
zeal, proved to be sufficient to launch 
a new church. J 11 spite of the handi­
cap of inexperience, many of those 
pioneer efforts have grown umil to­
day they are numbered with the larg­
est Assemblies of our movement. 

It would be folly to think that all 
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the attempts to open new churches 
were successful. On the COlltrary. it 
was inevitable that many mist<lkes and 
some failUl'es were recorded along 
with the slories of victory, As far as 
the workers were concerned, many 
important lessons were learned <IS ne­
cessity made them trust God frorn day 
to d<lY for material needs as well as 
for the spiritual problems. From these 
days of pioneering, there arose many 
of our outstanding ministers today, 
However, there were times when the 
pioneer work was the training ground 
for those entering the ministry <lnd, 
unfortunately, the new Assembly the 
by-product. 

The call for Brea,k tirrough with the 
opening of 8,()(X) new churches in 
this decade demands that we take a 
new look at the program. The hour 
is late and there is little room for 
mistakes and failures if we are 10 

re<lch the goal. Our best llIllst be mus­
te red immediately and thrust forth in 
the harvest fields where there is need 
for the full gospel. Since the worker 
is the key to successfully opening new 
Assemblies, then it is logical to con­
clude that mature worker s should be 
chosen for the task. 

The prohlem which immed iately 
confronts liS is how to determine when 
a worker has reached maturity in his 
ministry. Unfortunately we have found 
that years of experience do not nec­
essarily qualify an individual. for 
many of our brethren, though success­
fully holding together their little flock, 
seem to be unable to reach out beyond 
their borders, Certainly we cannot 
blame God for failure to grow as "He 
is not willing that any should perish 
but that all should come to repent-

allce." Xeither do we ha\'e any au­
thority to blame our circumstances or 
the strong forces of evil which con­
front us, for these are faced by all 
who uphold the standard of right­
eousness and preach the gospel. 

SOlne serious heartsearching must 
he done if we have fallen into the 
rut of "just holding our own" while 
thousands all a round liS are going to 
hell. The maturity needed for the task 
of opening new churches is d ifficult 
to define and can olily be measured 
as we look into the illdiddual's life 
and past record. 

Listed below are severa l factor~ 
which can belp tiS choose a mature 
worker and determine hi s qualifica­
tions for the great challenge of open­
ing a new work. 

I. He should have a pro,'en min­
istry. This can be deterll1ined best by 
the results over the past years as we!! 
as the acceptability of his ministry hy 
those to whom he has ministered. 

2, He should have devclGped per­
sona!!y. \\'e are encouraged to "grow 
in grace and in the knowledge of Ollr 
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ." Spir­
itual growth is important in the lifc 
of the pastor if he is to continuc to 
lead his people. 

3. He should be experiencecl III 

dealiug with people. The importance 
of counseling with those who arc in 
need cannot be overemphasized since 
this is the avenue God has used to 
bring many to the place where they 
are ready to listen to the gospel. 

4. lIe should be experienced in busi­
ness affairs, The complex economic 
structure of today requires a knowl­
edge of finances, building codes, zon­
ing, civil regulation s and go\'emment 
rC<luiremcnts, and so forth. These 
things are important to a pastor in 
opening a new work successfully, 

\~fhen all of these requirements are 
met, it still is possible to miss the 
mark. Perhaps the only true guide 
in dete rmining whether a person is 
qualified for pioneering is whether or 
not he is doing the job, A man in the 
will of God, with the anointing of the 
Holy Spirit, can accomplish things that 
better-qualified men might fail to do. 
We should always do our best to lise 
those we know to be mature and well 
prepared for the challenge of estab­
lishing new churches, hut ne,rer ex­
clude younger men with the call of 
God and a willingness to apply them­
selves in meeting the chaJlenge of 
"Operation Breakthrough," ....

2, A SEln'ICE TO PERFOR,\1 

Paul finished his cou rse, Earlier he 
had said that David "sen'ed his own 
generation by the will of God" (Acts 
13 :36). There is no more noble com­
mendation for a mortal man than this. 
Someone has said, "Service is a good 
man's law of life," \Ve a rc nOt here 
to enjoy a perpetual vacation, but 
rather to perform a service. \ Vc arc 
not so much to be ministered unto 
as to minister. 

Thi s was basica lly what Paul was 
saying in 2 Corinthians 5:20: "i\ow 
then we arc amhassadors for C/l ris/ , 
as though God did besecrh you by 
us : we pray you. in Christ's stead . 
be ye reconciled to God," 

:'Irany oi us feel that call tonight. 
There is a burden laid upon liS by 
our :'II aster, a burden that we cannot 
li ft and wOll ld not if we could. There 
is a voice in the deep of our hean, 
insistent, irresistible. Paul sa id, ":--ie­
cessity is laid upon me." 1t is this 
same strange feeling that grips us to­
night. It is a burden so strong that 
it would send tiS even through suf­
fering ;tnd priYation. through victories 
and defeats, if only we might make 
known to men the love that passes 
knowledge. 

\,Vhell !~obert J\loffalt was 011 fur­
lough many years ago 111 Scotland, he 
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.~aid ill a ~ermon, ·'In ,\frica, in the 
area where! laoor, there is a moull­
tain where r can stand in the early 
morning hour and sec the smoke of 
a thousand villages without a Sav­
iour.'· Da\'id Li\·ingstone was in the 
congregation. He got II)) at once and 
came forward asking, "Do you think 
I will do for Africa?" Swayed by di­
\'ine impulse, Livingstone g<.we his 
life in fruitful service \0 God in Africa, 

There is something imperati\·e that 
called this yOl1ng man and has called 
thousands of OIhers like him to their 
knees and sent them forth as amhas­
sadors for Christ. on across mountains 
and \·alleys. jungles and oceans, plains 
and hills. Ther must hugle the mes­
sage of sah'ation to eart h's lost mil­
lions. They mllsf reach the lost with 
the gospel. They IIIHst snatch souls 
from burning. The)' mllst tel! the wo rld 
of the 1000e of God. 

This same feeling gripped a dea­
COn'S heart the other day. Being asked 
to pray dUf1l1g: Ihe .-;en'ice. he offered 
a shon and simple prayer. concluding 
as he llsl1ally did with the simple re· 
quest. "And, God, touch the unsa\·ed 
with Thy finger." But this timc when 
he said it he choked up and his fa;,:e 
paled, hi;; knees weakened, and he 
dropped to his scat. Other church 
members were alarmed. Ther gath­
ered arO\1nd and asked if he were 
sick. ·'Oh. 110." he said, "it is only 
that when I prayed, 'A nd LOuch the 
lln~aved with Thy finger,' God said 
to me so fo rcihly, so unmistakably, 
·Thou art that finger.' ,. GocJ is )\'ait­
ing for liS to awaken to the reality 
that we arc put here to touch the lives 
of the lost with the message of sal­
\·ation. /f'r a re GocJ's illstrull/ellts of 
sah·atioll. 

Paul felt his OW1I duty very acutdy 
when he cried , "I alll debtor." Here 
we see the driving power of this man's 
life. This is why he coI1\(1 not reSt; 
why his very motto was " th e reg ions 
heyond." He felt that while anywhere 
there was a hUll1an heing who had 
not heard this gospel, h~ was in debt 
to that person. t i c felt that his hands 
wcre IlOt clean frOI11 the blood of lost 
souls until he had done :ill he could 
to reach them. 

Suppose your town is hil by a 
plague.

So 
gr{.""at that all through the night men 
go through tbe streets crying, ··Bring 
Out your dead : bring out your dead.

from service to service, from revival 
to red val. as hard as you preach and 
as earne"tly as yOu plead?" Billy Sll n~ 

day \\'ent over to the window. looked 
down at the hundreds of people pass~ 
ing on the street below. Tears came 
into his eyes and he cried, "They are 
going to hell; they are going to hell! 
They au 90i ll9 to helll" I Ie felt he 
had \0 do someth ing about it. God 
grip liS all with this feeling. 

3. A H OPE TO CHERISH 

I'aul "kept the faith," and he chal­
lenges tiS to do no less_ 

Before Christ ascended, He made 
three great promises. J-I e sa id, ;'1 wil! 
send the Holy Spirit" ; then, "I will 
budd Illy church"; and just before 
H is ascension -"-1 e said, "I will come 
again." The first of these promises 
has been fulfilled, The second is being 
fulfilled. The third is soon to be ful­
filled. 

jesus said in john 14:2,3, " I n my 
Father's house are many mansions: 
if it were not so, I would have told 
),011. I go to prepare a place for you. 

. \nd if I go and prepare a place for 
you, j will come again, and receive 
you lIn to myself: that where I am, 
there ye may be also," 

The hope of J lis return has ever 
burned within the hearts of God's peo­
ple. and we are living in the day when 
that glorious hope is aOOut to become 
a precious present reality, ';For yet 
a little while, and he that shall come
