There arc those 
who frequelltly cause no lillie embarrassment to their 
i('\low-Christians wben, in making puhlic repentance. they 
enumerate certain p('r'>onal faults which should be nll"ll­
tioned ollly to the ear of Cod. 

E\'cn whell WI: ha\'e thought ill of our neighbor and 
hil\·(' \aler confessed the fault to God in repentant prayer, 
it ;s 1I0t always \\'ise to inforl11 our neighbor of the 
fac\, for it Illay he that he was totally unaware of O\1r 
mental attitnde, and he Illay he hnrt by discovering that 
it en.:r existed. Lct tiS afiirl11 onc(' again that whell our 
,;in" are known only to (;0(\. thc), should he confes!ied 
to Ilim alone. 

Hut ii in committing :;in \\-e offend others, our COIl­
k~~iun n1tl"t be twofold. The scriptural procedure is 
to conf('ss our sin firsl to Ihe person whom we have 
injured, and then we ran con fess it satisfactorily to God 
(.\fanhew .'i :2-1: Jamcs .'i .16). Jesus says specifically 
that 110 one can he righl with his Father who is wrong 
with his brother. 11 is nseless to come to the altar with 
Ollr gift and cl1gag:e ill elaborate worship if therc is an 
offended person in thc hackgronnd of om expcrience, 
First wc must be reconciled to the olle whom wc ha\"c 
g rieved; thel1 communion wi th Christ may agai n be 
estahlished. 

Some Christians will declare that. ~ince they ha\"e 
made things right with Cod. it is unnecessa ry for thcm 
10 go to man. Hut the Scripture states clearly that we 
must be reconciled \0 the injured person before we can 
offer effectual prayer to the Lord, and in view of this 
(1I\"il1c ruling it seems thaI rc:ltlctance to confess to the 
agg r ic~\'cd person is a sign of an unyielded spi ri t. 

Confession cannOt he made without humility. It may 
he that Ollr offended brother was in the wrong, too. but 
that has nothing to do with ou r rt'<juesl for his for­
gi\'eness. \ \ 'e must not ask his pardon and in the same 
breath remind him that much of the fault was his! It 
may also he said that we are probahly guilty of pride 
when we preface ou r confession with a n " if. " ;'If r 
haw: offended yOl1, my brother. r am very sorry.·' (Th is 
would seem as though II·e \u .:re not aware of !llJllring 
him; and if tha t were !;O there wou ld be no need of 
coniession.) Forgiveness shou ld he asked with a ron­
sciol1sness and admission of transgression. 

I n conclusion , the Scripture makcs it abu ndantly clea r 
Ihat the frequent practice of confession brings a joyous 
radi;tnce and a sense of spi ritual rectitude to one's life.

11(' 
chased aile hunte r down a h ill, then started to chast' 
the other, but suddenly turned on Dixon. 

Eddy Dixon, a former chie f of the Canim Lake Re­
serve, who had lost h is left arm in a ~awm ill accident, 
matched a wooden anll and a hook again~t the hear'!; 
ferocily. When Ihe g ri zzly reached Dixon. he smashed 
Ihe guide's rifle and knocked him to the ground, For 
several seconds the I nd ian gu ide attempted to ward off 
the a ttacking grizzly, using his \\'oodel1 a rm a nd steel 
hook, bllt to no a \'<lil. 

The two American hunters had gone into action and . 
using 3OO-lllagnul1l r ifles. they shot again and again into 
the bear 's hide. They literally hlew the grizzly off the 
gu ide. After the shooting' was over th ey counted thirteen 
empty shells. 

Dr. Peter \Iudge, who att ended the in jured man , 
closed Eddy Dixon's wounds with forty st itches. Dixon 
received severe Cut S [() hi s scalp and right arm. 11 (' was 
compelled to travel for miles hy horseback before reach­
ing a road ag-J.in where he cou ld get a ride into town. 

The doctor said: "Dixon did nOt complain at all. H e 
must ha\'e been in scvere pain, bllt he was very calm. 
I took two hours to fix him up. li e was very courageous." 

This spine-chilling epi sode reminds 115 that the ferocity 
of thc griZ7.1y bear ca n he matched only a t times by 
the death-dealing ferocity of a leopard or lion. These 
wild beasts arc much in the same category when a rollsed 
to unrest rained fury.

MARY'S CHILDREN 
Was Jesus all GIlly child or did H is mother bear other chilo 

dren too? Ollly by settling this cOlltroversy can we get a 

scriptural view of Mary's positioll ill respect 10 our Saviour.

\\·EII.I'; TIIF:RE OTIIF:R ell II. REN TIIAN JESt;$ BOil.;\" TO 

;\Iary the mother of Jesus? Or were those men tioned as 
Jesus' brothers and sisters really His cousins? 

\Vere there two :'IJarys, who were sisters;' \\'ere any 
of the brothers apostles? The re arc 17 ~'ew Testament 
reierences to the brothers and s isters of Jesus, and at 
least four concerning the ;'I];l.fys. The answers to the 
above queslions can be foulld hy exall11t11ng and com­
paring these Scriptures. 

CHRIST'S BROTHER S N'\~[En 

In ;\fatt hew 13 :55, 56, we read. "[s not this the car­
penter's son? is not his mother called :'Ilary? and his 
brethren, james. and joses. and Simon , and ludas? A nd 
his sisters, arc they not all with us?" 

:'Ilark records the same questions. "b nOt thi s the 
carpenter. the son of :'lIar)". the brothcr of james. and 
Joses . and of Juda. and SimOIl? and arc 1\Ot his s isters 
here with us?" 

In these verses the fOtlr 50115. james, .loses, Simo n, 
and Judas (Juda) . a[e spe-cified as [-li s brothers or 
brethren. "All" Hi s siste rs would sig1l1fy at least three, 
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They art' not named and they arc nowhere else mentioned. 
Three of the~e brethren haYe the saTTle names as some 

of the apo,~tks-jame.." Simon. ami judas. But these 
\\'er(' cOlllmon llaTlle~ and the fact has no significance. 

TilE HHETIlRE:\\)\[) TilE .\I'OSTLES 

The "wry oi Jcsm; mother and brethren standmg 
withollt and asking: to set· Je..,u~ is recorded 11l three of 
the Gospels (:'IJatthc\\ 12:-+6,47; :'Ilark 3:31. 32: 1.lIke 
X:19. 20). :'Ilark 3:11) states concerning Jesus and the 
lle\\'ly ordained al)Q';tles that "they wem into an hou..;e." 
In verse 31 we read. "There calll~ Ihen hi" hrelhf('n and 
his mother. atld, "tanding without. setlt untO him .. 
Therefore. it is eddctlt that III:> brethren wcre not 
among thc tweke apostles. 

"l\fler this be went do\\'n to Capcrnaull1. he. and !tis 
mother, and his brethren. and his di,;ciples ... " (John 
2 :12). ]11 this inst:\Ilce also, Ilis brethren and Hi s diS' 
ciples are designated separately. 

III Acts I :13 the apo:>tles are named. Then ACb I: 
14 reads: "These all C011lilllled \\"ith one accord in prayer 
and "upplicatioll. with the \\-omen. and :'Ilan· the mother 
of ]eslb. and with his brethren.'· Hi" broth·ers were not 
:llllong the apostles, though all \\'ere of one accord. 

F rom these reference s it is plain that none of [esll'" 
brethren \\'a~ among the twelve al)Qstlc:>. I-Iowe\'~r, ill 
Gala tlans I :19. Paul says, ';()ther of the apostles saw 
I nOlle save James the Lord's hrothel'." Although Paul 
here seellis t() call James the Lord's hrother an apo~tJe . 

it was in the sense that Paul hi11l:.clf was considered 
an apostle. Barnabas was also called an apostle (Acts 
14'14), though nOt of the twelve. In I Corinthians 9:5, 
Pall I differentiates again hetwccn the apostles and "the 
brethren of the Lord." 

TilE HRFTIlRE.'\·S C.'\HELIFF I" [ES\·S 

Three \-erses indicate that Jesus' brothe~s did not be-
11e\·e on J lim. Th(;s(' are John 7 ;.). 5. 10. Verse 5 sa.ys 
plainly . "Neither did his brethren belie\'(' 0[1 him." \Vhile 
this verse distinguishes the hret hren from the apostles 
(for the apostles did helic\e on Jlirll ) it also rai~e s a ques­
tion. \Ve know frolll Palll's statement in Galatiam 1 :19 
and frOIll Acts I :1 ·1 that flis brcth ren did believe 011 

Uim at the \lIllC the Ii oly Spirit was OlltpOllred. and 
they we rc in the upper rOOm praying. The anSwer is 
that shtle jesl1:' lived. before IIi" Cfuciiixion. tbe\" had 
not bdie\'e(i. but after Ili s death and rest1l"rectiol~ they 
did believc. 

J,HI!'S ,\1\.1) JUDE 

I II Jude 1. Jude states he is the hrother of James. 
In \'1'. 17 and 18 he indicates that he was not of the 
apostles: he was therefo re the hrother of JamC' i) tbe 
brother of Jeslls. Smith's RiMe Dirtimwr), s tates thc 
general opinion that this James is the author of the 
Epistle of James . 

THE :'IIAR"S 

There remain the questions whether the brothers and 
sisters were children of i'>lary th e mother of Jesus or 
of another l\ lary : whether there were twO sisters named 
l\lary, and whether therefore the ;'brothers and sistcrs" 
werc actually cousins of Jeslls. Four passages wh ich 
mention mo re th<\n one :'Ilary deal WIth this.
