Discou ragcmcnt is the resllit of ou r natural feelings. 
Very few, if any, go throl1gh life without times of di s­
couragemcnr. But suhmitting to discouragelllent revea ls 
lack of faith, and " whatsoever is not of faith is sin ." 
The important th ing is that we resist di5eouragcmcnt and 
encourage ourselves in God ( 1 Samuel 30:6). 

'Vllat is the I1I (,OIling oj, "Q lll'lIch not th l' Spirit" (1 
Thessalollia'i s 5 :19)? 

I t mea ns, "Do nOt rduse to give llim place." The 
Spirit is compared to fi re in this Ixlssage. When lie 
comes into a li fe it is to enlighten and quicken, to 
purge and refine. The Spirit is quenched when we do 
not permi t Hi m to carryon the refining work in our 
lives. 

1 t can al so. mean that 11 is manifestations and worki ng~ 
are not to be held down , ignored, or rej ected. Thi s docs 
not mean that Illanifestntions which are \lot in the Spir it 
should be encouraged. 

CO llct'nl i"g tilt' ,,,,rabies oj ,JeW wille ill old bott/l's and 
ncw cloth ill old garments, why did Jesus CO llll cct these 
witll jasti ng (Matthew 9: 16, 17 )? 

Many sincere fast s arc recorded in the Old Testament, 
and fasting on the day of atonement was required. 
Evidently many jews forllled the habit of fasting ior 
merit, as ill ustra ted by the Pharisee who reminded the 
Lord in his prayer, " I fast twice in the week." 

Bec..1.use formal fasting became such a pan of jewish 
worship, and john and hi s di sciples fasted , Jesus was 
asked why His disciples did not fast. He assured them 
that H e approved of fas ting, but not pharisaical fasting. 
]n the parables He pointed up the folly of using out­
ward ly pious acts to cover up a sinful nature. Let not His 
di sciples try to add something new to the old formalities 
of a cold judaism; this would be like patchi ng up a n old 
garment o r putting !lew wine in o ld wineskins. I-I e said 
a new spir it of fasting was needed. God desires expres­
sions of humility, a consciousness of spiritual need, and 
a burden fo r ot hers, not merely a form of religion . 

There is a lesson here for us too. \Ve must not let 
forms take the place of spi ritual worship.

Till S GOLDEX ANXt\'ER~t\RY YEAR o~· 
the establishment of the .\sselllhlics 
of God makes it pos!>ible for u!> to 
revtew fifty years of history and 
analyze some of thc 1Il0ti\'atiolls that 
were prevalct1l in those early day!>. 

The first department officially or· 
ganized by the General Council was 
for fo reign missions. The Conncil ros­
ter in 1914 incillded just 15 foreign 
mis.!. ionaries. By 1918 the Il1tmbcr had 
incrcased to iJ. cO\'cring 14 countries 
of the world including Absb. :-':ot 
many new mis.!. ionaries wcre appointed 
during those early rears. Growth came 
largely from fuJI-gospel Illi s:,ionarie!> 
who had gOlle abroad at the behest 
of Ihe l Jol)' Spirit following the origi­
nal outpouring at the turn of the cen­
tury. i-inding that foreign missions.

Other ho:>otilities iollowed 
alld Fort Defiance was tm"ncceslofully 
auacked. When the Ci\'il War broke 
out the sold iers had to ahandon the 
fOri and this left it free for im'asion 
hy the Xa\'ajo. 

Finally in 1&>4 General James Carle­
tOil assumed the respollsibility of 
rOllnd ing up tIl{' whole tribe and bring­
ing' them to Fort SUl1lner where he 
plan ned a selllrment sOlllcthing like 
that of th(' Puehlo Indians. Th,,'\' 
\\'onld he tallght to farm. This. he 
ihought. \\'ollid put all end to the rai d­
illg'. Kit Carson . \\'ho had li\'ed many 
yC;1rs among the Tndi;1I1S of the \\'esl 
,uul kncw the COl1l1try well. was pllt 
in charge of rounding up the indi;1IlS. 

Since the N:l\'ajo wcre ahle to hide 
ill the inacccssible cal lyons and 11IOUIl­

wins. it was almost impossible to take

them by force. :-10 Kit Carson ::.tan·cd 
the11l Oil\. I Ie and hiS men circled the 
area whcrc the :\a\'ajo d\\'dt and e\'­
I.;rr til1l(; thl'Y fOHlld a stray flock they 
killed the sheep and ate them. The 
soldiers Ile\'cr passed a cornfield with­
ouc destroying it. On one occasion 
the)' came across somc peach trees. 
which Ihcy pr01l\ptly Cllt down. Thcr 
made :>oure there wOllld he no SOllrce 
of food sllpply. 

\\'hell the :\a\'ajo heard this ther 
knell' thcy IllIlSt surre nder. Littlc 
grOllp", of thClll. 1110:>011.\ wome1l, came 
ritling' illto Fort IJdiancc to see wheth­
er they (ould get foocl and blankets. 
The lack of interpreters madc com­
Illunication \"cry difficult. \\'hen the 
:\a\';ljo were assn red the\' would he 
gi\"cll these nccessitics. a 'few decided 
to stay. "\!lothcr attempt was Illade tl) 
round I1p the rel1l~ining :\a\':I)o but 
this lime IllOst of them were hiding 
in Canyon d(' Chelly. unahle to make 
(:\,e1l a fin.! in the bitter cold will!{'r. 
for fear of gi\'ing th('m~eh'es aW:ly. 

Captain I)feiffcr . the first white 
man to ride :III the wa)' throug-h the 
C(lnyon. led a grollp in this search. 
Sometimes he and his men would find 
a group of "hi\"cring. half-stan'ed peo­
ple hiding ill a (:;1\'('. The\' would take 
these along and feed th(,I~1. \\,hen the 
rest sail' these few eating :ltld warm­
ing by the white n1:111's fire the\' be­
gan to have faith in him. :\lore and 
morc of thelll followed the soldiers 
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as they made their way back to call1p. 
At la<...t they understood that a change 
\\as coming". Their raidiTlg' lifl' was 
over. 

Throughollt the willler thc Na\'ajo 
kept gathering in Fon Defiance. On 
:"Ilarch 6. 1864. thc strange ncw liie 
began. Covered wagoll::. were pil~d high 
with iood and sl1pplies for the IIlc1iall.~ 
and their escorls. The few who still 
had horses rode them. but there was 
not rOOIl1 for anyone but the \'cry old 
to ride in the wagons. so most of 
Ihem walked. They walked 300 miles, 
folJowiug the old army oxcart road~ 
from Fort Defiance to Fort \\' mgau; 
and then to the Rio Grande. There 
was 110 hridge to cross so the .... had 
to hang onto the w;lgons and animal::; 
the hest they could. :\011(' knew how 
to swim ;lml oftell the current would 
;.;weep S()11l(' ~11lall c1111d awa\' to he 
drowned , 

A C;lr can travel this same ro\\\(; 
in a fc\v hOllrs, It took the :\avajo 
sC\'cral weeks tr:\\cling 15 milt's a day . 
It is not stn:ll1ge that the Xavajo them­
selves named this ';The Long \\'alk" 

\\'hen they finally reachcd Fort 
Sumner they' \\I;re crowded i11l0 little 
adobe hOUS6. gi\'('n fafllllng tools and 
told to plant corn. They were linl'<I 
up, cOllllted, and is:;ucd ration tickets 
with which to obta in food. liut the 
soldiers had not expected so IlKl.llY 

people, and thc people did not like 
living so close together. They did not 
want to fa rm; they wanted to move 
about after their flocks. 

The rort Sumner experiment failed 
completely. Caterpillars ate the crops 
the firs t year, and the fi rewood that 
had seemed so plent ifu l was disap­
pearing rapidly. 

The ncxt two years the crops failed 
again. I n 1867 the gO\'crnment was 
discouraged. Thc experil11cllI had cost 
almost ten l11illion dollars. General 
Sherman was sent Ollt to investigate. 
After deliberating a whole day the 
general told th e :\a\'ajo they would 
be sent back to their own country. hut 
he emphasized there was to he no more 
fighting and the chi ldren were to go 
to school. On J ulle 1, 1868, the )J a va j a 
signed the treaty which was their charl­
er for the future, 

So the Navajo went back 10 their 
belO\'ed mountains, much wiser for 
their suffering_ Xow they are at peace 
with the white man. Ellt there is olle 
thing missing in this story, They (Ire 
11 0t at peace ill their sOllls, They still 
Jive in darkness of superst ition and 
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~in. ,,'arian: is Hill g'Oing on nut a 
Wariafl' hetweclI tribe .. but hct\H·t;1l 
Satan and the souls of a l)('ople. 

We ha\'c gin' ll the :\a\'ajo a iew 
Illaterial thing,;, hut ha\'(' \H' given 
th(!1ll the things of et('[nal value that 
will prepare tl1<'111 to lin' in a HC;l.IItifttl 
Land where tlJ('re is no IX)\'erty or 
dcath? "'r took away thclr irccdom.

At the timc of this writing tbe 

i\'avajo tribc has increascd to ahout

houndaries ha\'c hecn ('xpanclcd, the 
childrcn are heing educated. many of 
the mcn are working on good j()h~ 

and rl'~'('i\'ing sufficient wages to carc 
for their families. Thank Cod that 
uow they are abo receiving the \\'orcl 
ot' God. 

:\lissionarv acti\'ity ha~ increased 
trenlenc\ollsly o\'er the past ten year:;. 
The Petlle('ostal message, which sOllie 
years ago was regarded with ~llspicion 
and I'cjected, is no\\' being embraced 
hy the :'\a\'ajo all o\"er Xe\\' )'lcxicQ, 
,\rizona. and outlying areas of the 
resenation. ,\\ least 19 ,\ss('mhli('s 
of God mission stations nlini~ter to 
the :\;l\'ajo alone or to mixed Iribes 
including the :\a\'ajo, eithe r on the 
resen'alion or in areas where the :\a\­
ajo are working, !Jut the re arc still 
thousands yet to he reached with the 
gospel , 

:-'fissionaries arc dri\'ing worn-out 
cars into canyons that dbcouraged sol­
diers a hundred years ago. Interpret­
ing still offers 111<1ny problems in the 
preaching of the gospe l for l11is::;iol1-
afleS who find the :\a\'ajo language 
\'ery difficult to learn. The great 
need is for the rndians themselves to 
go to Bible schools alld come back as 
missionaries, especially to those who 
arc umcacheJ as yet due to the lan­
guage barr ier. But most :\a\'ajo are 
not wealthy enough to pay fo r school­
ing and famil ies arc large, Young 11Ien

This is not done ill\emionally, hut in 
mOst cases congregations have out­
grown their huildings and because there 
is no money to cnlarge they muSt do 
the best they can. 

1t has taken Illany years to con­
vince the :-\avajo that the gospel of 
Jesns Christ is the :'Inswer to their 
greatest need, e\"('!1 as it took years 
for th e gO\'ernlllent to change their 
way of thinking and to get thelll to 
follow a hetter way of life.
