toric churches. UIl! thcrc were people in that da)' who 
had a deep hunger for God. The)' began to cry Ollt in 
praye r ulltil Cod (;1111e alld !':lined righteousness upon 
the111. 'I'll(' lloly Spirit n;\'],'al that began to swcep acro:-.s 
.\'o1'lh , \II1('ric;\ and other continents has continued to 
sprcad for the past :.ixty or morc years. 

:\ow we have rt'ached a p1:tcc where we are recognizcd 
as I'elltcl'ostal dcnominations. There is the temptation to 

icel tha t we have arri"cd and we call jnst :-oit hack and 
sul'\'c\' all wc 11:1\'e hrought into heing. Ilowevcr. God 
stane'd tiS Ol1t as 1110\'CllIcntS and we llIust retain this 
concept o f ollr role in the world today. \\'e an: not 
here to crect buildings: we arc to emulate .-\braham of 
olel who wa~ a man of a tent and an altar. Ill' did 110t 
.. cule down. lie fclt there was fun her lal1d to explore , 
grealer work to he done, and he kept 1l1o,·ing on, \\ ' hile 
ill the eyes of men we fall inlo the C.llt·gory of de­
nominations, I('t liS not be sat isfied with thai distinction , 

The early Spirit-filled hc1ie'·ers were :.ellt fonh in 
Pentecostal pO\n'r. They were not neces:-arily the 1I1l)st 
('loquent 1101' the he:-t equipped Imt they wen: yielded to 
(;0<1. The impact of their witness was 110t il1 the ex­
cellcnc" oi man's wisdom but in the unction. the anoint ­
ing, :1I;d the power of the Ii oly Ghost. That is what th is 
world needs today; it needs Holy Ghost witlles~es telling 
",hat the, 11:1\'c :-ot·en. heard . and received. 

Tlli!> '~'ondcrflll Pe11lecostal power was e"idcnced h~' 
Ch:1I1g't·d li\,e .. and also by rapid growth Evangcli .:ilk 
zeal W:IS ('\'idcl1ccel in this re\·i"a1. \\ 'e 11111st keep the 
fire bl1rning. 
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In Deuteronomy 1I, \~r::.~::. 14-17, W~ read: "1 will 
gi,'c you thc rain of your land in hi:. due season, the 
first rain al1(l the latter rain. that thou maye:-,t gather 
in thy corn. and thy wine. and thine oiL \nd I will send 
gra:.s in thy field., for thy cattle. that thou maye:.t eat 
and be full. Take heed to your ... clvc.,. that your heart 
he 1I0t decie,-cd. ami ye turn a ... ide. and "cr\'(~ other 
gods, and wor:.hip thclll." 

\\'c necd to :.uncy again the cour ... e which Cod charted 
for liS, \\'e l1lW,t he careful not to servc gods of ma 4 

terialism. pleasure. complacency and .,nl\lgness. Our cye~ 
must be kept rentered upon the living God. If we do 
not take heed we will lose Ihe \'italily. the strength. the 
im\xlct. the glory. the thrust. the efiecti\·ene:.s of the 
anointing of the Iioly Spirit upon our hearts and li\'cs, 

\-\'c have a responsihility. first of all. to examine our~ 
~eh-cs. \Ve need to take a look ill the mirror, which is 
the \\'onl of C;ocl. Hy the Scriptures we c;;m measure 
ourselves and make an evaluation. \\'hat about om 011l­
reach ? What abOl1t our growth? \\'hat abollt our fervor? 
Are we still on thc 1I10\'e? Are we getting the joh done 
as God wnnts it done? (joel grant we never shall lose 
the sense of primary dirertion and obligation which He 
has given tis. :'Ilay we never bow to the shrine of 
"status quoism." There is a temptation after having com~ 
pleted ;"\ building program to ~ay: ';1'his is what we've 
been in bu:.ines:. for; IIOW we can settle down and en­
joy it," \\'oc unto them who are at ease in Zion, \\'e 
hold no guarantee God will uce liS in the futllre unless 
the frec flow of the divine unction is upon us, \\'e 
arc not the only movement that cnll recite glorious 
church history. Read the early beginnings of any of the 
churches; they all started in revival. 

But. notc somc dangcr s ignal s which cause us COIl­
cern. Firsr. less dependence upon the 1110\'C and gllid­
:U1ce of the Holy Chost. When we get Our serviccs so 
well programmed and our sermons so well ordered that 
thcy can be preached without the anointing, we arc in 
danger. Things should bc dOllc deccntly and ill ordc r, 
but with l11eticulous preparation and organization there 
comes a subtle trend toward less dependence upon thc 
moving of the 1101), Ghost. This anointing of the lloly 
Ghost is a more \'ital need today than ever before. 

The second danger signal is a decreasing reverence for 
the 1ll0\'C of the Iioly Ghost and Icss opportunity in 
otlr servicc:. for slIpernatural manifestations. How Tllany 
will let the Iioly Spirit l1Io,'e as lie may choose Oil 
any given occasion for any specific purpose? 

Another danger is a dc-emphasizing of the ministry 
of di"ine healing, Some ha"e the idea the only place 
people can get healed is in mass meetings. \Ve arc not 
discounting the fact that many ha\'c been healed in large 
meetings. Ilowever. we ought to follow James 5:14 as 
a normal practice in everyone of our churches. If there 
arc any sick among YOIl, let them not send a telegrall1 
to California or elsewhere: let them "call for the elders 
of thc church." If an analysis we re made, wc would 
find a greater percentagc of hc;\ lings rewlt from the 
normal prayer ministry in the local church than from 
any other mCihod. God will confirm llis Word. 

Still another danger signal-less dependence upon 
God to mcet our needs. We, like the church of Laodicea, 
arc prone to think we are "increased in goods, and have 
need of nothing." \Ve fall prey to the attack of the 
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dC\'11 mon: rcaddy III an affluent :.ltuatlon thall III a time 
of Jlrlvation. Israel fell apart under prosperity, lIot under 
hanh,hip or !x·r:'l'Ctltion. 

Tlwrt, is danger al-;o of Ie:,.,., Iluhtant preaching of tht! 
\\'onl oi (~od. \\'c arc tempted to sub ... tlttlte program:. 
and (:llIcrlainlll('T1t. Some have the Idea we cannOt ha\c 
n.'vI\al unle,.,,., Wl' import wme special attraction or 111-

elude some cntertallllllg feature. The tfluh is th:\l when 
the \\ 'on.1 of (;od I'> prodaimed undl.'r the anoilltlflg of 
the Spirit. (~od mows. There i,., a holy. dynamic mag­
m:ti~1ll toward 111m who ... au,.,fies the human heart. 

A funher sign of danger. there is less cornrnillnellt 
to a pl·r .. onal liit, of holiness and separation to the Will 
of God, Too few ... ennOI);, nrc preached 011 the crurified 
life. It has IK'co!ll(' popular to preach 011 the thought 
that (;0<1 \\":1111, c\'cryone to be a million'llrc. I do 1I0t 
bclie"e it is a ~ign that you are Ollt of thl· Will of God 
if )"011 do nOt have material prosperH). Thank God for 
p('oplc who have wealth and who use their IllOIIC), for 
God. I [ow much we possess. nevertheless, canllot he c\'i~ 
dellce oi how rlHlCh of (;0(1 we ha\'e in our heart,. The 
crucified life and the claims of the Cross need to be 
preached. The cross i:. only good for one tiling, and 
that is to die 011. 

Thallk Cod. there is a illove of the Spirit alllong many 
dcnominational churches. "Be glad then. )"e children of 
Zion, and rejoice in the Lord your God: for he hath 
given )"011 the former rain moderately. and he will cause 
to come down for yOIL the rain. the formcr rain, and 
the latter rain in the fir~t Illonth'· (Joel 2:23). 

Jereilliah 5:24 says: "lle reserveth unto us the ap­
pointed weeks of the han'est." Zl'Chariah' 10:1 says: 
"Ask ye of the Lord rain in the tillle of the latter rain; 
:.0 the Lord ~hall tnnke bright clouds. and give them 
showers of rain, to cvery one grass in thc field." 

The early Pentecostal move came ill iSOlated places to 
separated individuab. Today therc is a general outpour­
ing of the Ilol}' Spi rit. It is nOt confined to a few bu t 
is being spread to m:lny. Yet there arc points of ton~ 
ce rn in connection with the present move. \{emember 
Jestls warned against putting ncw winc in old bottles. 
\Vhen the wine of the Spirit flows in it needs to come 
into a new bottle. The question was asked. Should we 
tell those nx:ei\"ing the baptism of the Iioly Spirit ac~ 
cording to the Bible pattern to remain in their dellomi­
IIntioll to he a hlessing in thei r church? I believe the 
baptism of the Iioly Ghost will move people out of 
their old patterns. \\"hen people ha\'e been filled with 
this wonderful power and blessing of the I foly Spirit 
they ought to find themseh'es in a company of people 
that believe as they do. 

There is a tendencv to record prophetic utterances and 
interpretation of tongues and send these to people for 
guidance, This is not wise. \Ve who have come up 
through the Pentl..'Coswl movement havc seen cycles of 
excesscs. eX.1ggerntion, and fanatical expression again 
and again. \Ve ought to be helping. training, and in ­
forrning the newcomers 10 Pentecost of some of the 
pitfalls and giving them the henefit of the 1e5S01lS we 
have leamed. \Ve need to sha re what God has revealed 
to us cOllcerning the gifts of the Spirit. their manifes­
tations in the church, and the manner of receiving the 
hnpt islll of the 1I0ly Spir it.

God 's power is ava ilable now to those who 
Ineet the conditions for receiving it. ......... 
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hy supernatural phenomena that made Llle preseltce of 
God by lIis Spirit very r('aL In a classic passage llan] 
de!>cribes the diect of inspired speaking upon an Ull­

believer who might he presellt in a service. Such a 
pheno11lenon. he says. wil1 ('om pel the unbeliever to 
confess that "Cod is in yOu l'cenal11ly alilOIlg' yon.' 
NEill of a tfllth" (I Corinthians 14:25). 

It is permissibk to ascribe this effect upon the human 
conscience to the powerful preaching of the \\'onl. Tes­
timonies to this ahound especially in times of revival. 
Blit this passage of Scr ipture refers specifical1y to 
prophesying-to inspired speaking by the exercise of thc 
spiritual gift of prophecy. The context i:, not a contrast 
between natural and superna tu ral speaking . blll rather 
between speaking with tongllc.:; and prophesying both 
of which arc manifestations of the "olle Spirit" (I Co­
ri11lhians 12 :10). 

If a personal testlillony he Jl(·rl11itted. J would like to 
mention that it was this \·cry clcment of the manifesta­
tion of the supernatural by in':;Jllred utterallce~ that fi rst 
drew me to ] 'e11lecostal llleetl11gs.

Teen Quiz Tournaments 
Encourage Bible Study 

Fillul Competitio n at Nu ti onal Youth Confer e nce in August

A MAJOR FEATURE OF TilE 1964 
National Youth Conference which wiJ1 
open AUgllst 17 in Springfield, :'110., 
will he the playoffs in the second 
national teen l3ible quiz competition. 
Eight teams. winners in eight regional 
tournaments to be held this Slim Iller. 
will vie for top national honors. All 
the questions will be on the Epist les 
to the Corinthians. 

The Bible quiz competition in 1963, 
which was based on the Gospel of 
Luke, created widespread interest 
among teen-agers in the Assemblies 
of God. 

"The Bible quiz program has helped 
me to fulfill a vow I made to God 
while in Uible college," said j\'l rs. Eu ­
gene Gustafson, coach of the 1963 
national Bible quiz winne fs. 

To see how it helped to do this. 
let's look at what happened at the first 
national teen C. A. I3ible quiz tourna­
ment . 

Teams from eight regions of the 
United States met at :'Ilemphis last 
August to compete in Ihe first na­
tional Bible quiz tournament. These 
teams had won the right to compete 
in the national tournament by wlIlning 
on the local, district. and regional 
levels of competition. 

The first event of Ihe national 
tournament was an orientation session 
for quiz teams and officials, After 
a briefing on the quiz rules and as­
signment of officials, the team cap­
tains drew numbers for sta rting posi­
tions in the quiz. After the quarter­
final and semifinal playoffs, the twO 
contende rs for the national title were 
the teams from the SOllth Central re­
gion (Plainview, Texas, Pastor 0011 

George, also coaching the team) and 
Ihe Southeast regIOn (Atlanta, 
Georgia. Pastor Eugene Gustafson. 
and :'Ilrs. Gustafson as team coaches). 
.\fter li stening to these two teams in 
competition. we had no doubt that they 
were cllalnpionship material. 

\Vhen Ihe last question was an­
swered and the score totaled, the At­
lanta team was declared the fir st na­
tional Bible quiz champions, 

Pastor Eugene Gustafson com­
mented about the quiz program and 
its effect in his church: "The idea of 
a contest challenged OUf youth and 
provoked a compet itive spirit which 
is such a part of youth. It helped 
develop church loyalty and tied them 
into the church program. The fact 
that these young people would study 
the \ Vord and sacrifice other things 
had a tremendous effect upon others 
within the church. Even their unsa\'ed 
friends m3n·eled at th is."

T hey 
were taught to manifest a Chri stlike 
spirit even if defeated. A team may 
not win a single co ntest against a com­
petitor, yet the reward will be ill the 
effect that the Word will have a ll 
their li ves." 

Tho\lgh an di d not win the ti tle of 
champions, no one really lost in the 
Bible qUIz tournament. Comments 
from the other quiz team coaches show 
the effect of Dible quizzing ill their 
churches as well.

The peace and joy 
of Christianity seen in the Illlssiotl ­
aries· lives present an UlIllSlIal con­
Irast to the depression nOllceahle in 
many of Ihe other .\Iaskans' !i\·cs.
