Frequently the compliment "all wool and a yard wide" 
is used to describc a person's fine character.

though he is not a Chri stian; bllt ;"I S flawless a s the 
fabr ic of that natural man' s chancter might be. it can ­
not meet the standard of a righteous God. 

0Jeither is conversion a synonym for char;"lcter. Passing 
from death unto life at cOll\"ersioll is a miraculous tran s­
formation but it docs not suddenly make onc a fin­
ished product. Conversion is whcll the HOly Spirit begins 
weaving that fabric of Chri stian character that wil1 be 
beautiful, strong, enduring, uscflll for God-"all wool" 
-unfeigned, unadulterated, since re-dcscribed in I Peter 
3:4 as the "hidden personality of the heart" ( :'Ilollt­
gomery's translation); "a yard wide"- " ... thc measurc 
of the stat urc of the fulness of Christ" (Ephesia ns 4 :13).
