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Ol"l' OF AN EVIL-SMELLING DUNGEON CAME A MAN'S
last message to the world, a message that will be heard as
long as time lasts:

“I am now ready to be offered, and the time of my
departure is at hand. ... Henceforth there is laid up for
me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord . .. shall
give me at that day” (2 Timothy 4:6).

What made this man so sure that a crown awaited
his arrival in another world? Something must have hap-
pened to him. There must be a reason for this final
word from one who was about to fall under an execu-
tioner’s blade.

Wouldn't his case history be interesting! It so happens
that we can backtrack this man’s trail and learn from his
own pen the reasons for his victorious approach to his
life's grim exit. Flis testimony has been shining neon-
bright for centuries.

“I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ” (Romans
1:16).

There was a time when this man who now anticipates
a triumphant entry into the eternal world was not such
a dedicated person. He referred to himself as the “chief
of sinners,” openly admitting he had “persecuted the
church of God and wasted it” (Galatians 1:13). His
self-condemning words appall us: “Many of the saints
did I shut up in prison...and when they were put to
death, I gave my voice against them. And I punished
them oft in every synagogue, and compelled them to
blaspheme; and being exceeding mad against them, I
persecuted them even unto strange cities” (Acts 26:10,
13y

Then this wolf of the Sanhedrin, while ripping and
tearing the flock of Christ, was struck down on the
highway by a light from heaven and he became a Chris-
tian believer. Joining with the Church cost him privation,
imprisonment, affliction, and finally his life; but what
his voice has meant to the Christian Church is beyond
measuring.

His words have been repeated by a million tongues
—“I am not ashamed....” This gospel of Christ which
he had so deeply loathed, now brought him no embar-
rassment, He went through the world crying its wonders.
He took it to Antioch, Salamis, Paphos, Attalia, Perga,
Iconium, Ephesus, Corinth, Rome.

“I know whom I have believed” (2 Timothy 1:12).

Paul’s faith was not based on guesswork. His was no
theological system accepted with “blind trust.” He knew
something ; rather, he knew Someone. And in knowing
the Lord of Glory he attained the pinnacle of human
knowledge.

No doubt Paul would have been quick to admit there
were many things he did not know; but of one thing
he was so sure that his voice of certainty made nations
listen to his testimony. Paul knew God, and nothing
makes a man more effective as a gospel preacher than
constant, conscious communion with his Creator and Re-
deemer. It is one thing to say, “I believe,” but another
to say, “I know.” Paul’s faith had thrust him into an
acute awareness of Christ, an out-of-this-world knowl-
edge of God.

“By the grace of God I am what I am” (1 Corinthians
1510

There was this other thing about Paul: with all his
wonderful experience in the Lord he took no credit what-
soever for his own goodness or accomplishments. He
said God's grace had made him what he was, even as
a potter makes a vessel out of clay.

Redemption is a gift. A man cannot save himself, not
ever. Man is lying flat on his face, struck down by sin,
dying with it, incapable of lifting himself up or finding
a remedy. But Christ in mercy stoops down from heav-
en, puts His arms under this hopeless creature, and lifts
him to God. This was Paul’'s message. “By grace are
you saved!" he kept saying. And he added, “Not of
works, lest any man should boast” (Ephesians 2:8, 9).

Paul knew that no man has a right to brag about his
goodness. Everything a believer has that’s good was given
him. “We are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus
unto good works.”

4.
“I am crucified with Christ” (Galatians 2:20).

Crucifixion was a dreadful thing. Roman crosses ev-
erywhere made people cringe. The cross was a criminal’s
fate. It represented fearful suffering and shame. It was
a terrible way to die.

Nevertheless, Paul must join Christ in this death. He
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too must taste the agony of the cross. He must enter
into the fellowship of Christ's sufferings. The apostle
was not content to come into the kingdom at Zion; he
must come in at Golgotha. The cross was Christ’s: but
there was also a cross for Paul, and Le must take it
up, even as Jesus had commanded (Matthew 16:24).

5
“I count all things but loss for...the knowledge of
Jesus Christ” (Philippians 3:8),

Here he was, an Hebrew of the Hebrews, tossing
everything away in favor of Christ. His armor of seli-
righteousness had been shattered at the Cross. What a
price tag he placed on the things he once thought precious !
“Garbage,” he called them. What a sell-out to the High-
est. How poor this made him—yet how rich! As he told
the Corinthians, he had nothing, yet he possessed all
things,

"I press toward the wmark for the prize of the high
calling of God” (Philippians 3:14).

His status was not that of the nominal believer. He
could not stand still. He was stretching. He had a goal
to reach. “I follow after,” he said, and that word follow
has the thought of a hound tracking down game. Paul
was in the race for “keeps.” He meant to be a winner.
And he was. Even as he rounded the track on the home
stretch, and saw the Judge looking down on him, he
cried, “I have finished my course.”

“I have fought a good fight” (2 Timothy 4:6).
Note the qualifying adjective. All kinds of fights are
fought by all sorts of men. Some fights are bad. Paul
had fought a good one. The dauntless warrior was march-
ing up from the battlefield, approaching the Commander
who had sent him forth ; and the Commander was smiling.

“I have kept the faith” (2 Timothy 4:6).

Paul had lost many things. He had lost his position
with the Sanhedrin. He had lost a chance to build a
home, raise a family, make a fortune. But one thing
he had kept—the faith. Though sometimes hungry, cold,
and sick he had kept the faith. Though shipwrecked,
imprisoned, lonely in a desert place or on the streets of
strange cities, he had kept the faith. In perils of the
sea, in the clutches of false brethren, among friends or
foes, he had kept the faith. He held fast to the one
thing that no power on earth could take from him—his
integrity before God.

This was the man who was ready to die. This was
the testimony of the man who talked not of gloom but
of glory when the executioners were coming for him.
Usually the picture of a man being executed is a grue-
some thing, a sad sight, but not this picture. It is a
glorious scene. Really Paul was not going out to die;
he was a man going Home.

He had lived for this moment and now he revelled
in the future he had anticipated. “Henceforth,” he said,
“there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which
the Lord Himself shall give me.” May our end be like

[LONG AGO THIS MESSAGE CAME TO MANKIND THROUGH
a prophet of the Lord: “Call unto me, and I will an-
swer thee, and shew thee great and mighty things, which
thou knowest not” (Jeremiah 33:3).

The great, good and blessed God is to very many like
an undiscovered and unexplored continent.

I Have Played the Fool!

ON THE GREAT STAGE OF LIFE, ALL OF US ARE ACTORS.
We cannot choose the length of the part we play, nor
can we always choose the scenes, settings, or even the
rest of the cast. But we can choose the kind of player
we will be, and what shall be the end of our story.

One of the most tragic roles ‘in Bible history was
plaved by Saul, the first king of Israel. Endowed with
exceptional abilities, privileges, and friends, he foolishly
allowed them all to slip through his fingers and so acted
as one devoid of the common powers of understanding.
Near the end of his life he cried out in anguish and
remorse, “I have played the fool” (1 Samuel 26:21).

Saul could have played a better part. He was a hand-
some person with a magnetic personality. By nature he
was shy, but generous, and even brave. Few have been
so lavishly endowed as he was.
~ As king, he had the authority and influence by which
he might have molded the nation for God and righteous-
ness. What an opportunity !

Saul was a spiritually blessed man tco. The Spirit
of God came upon him at times and gloriously anointed
him to prophesy with the prophets. Such a wealth of
blessing and high privilege as came to King Saul called
for humility and a dedication to responsibility. But Saul’s
heart became lifted up in foolish pride and self-esteem.
In a succession of unwise actions he committed himself
to a course that led progressively downward until he
had squandered every blessing and opportunity for exalted
service.

Saul started his role as “fool” by disobeying the Word
of God presumptuously and repeatedly. Pride and im-
patience took the place of the humility and obedience
which had characterized the beginning of his reign. And
because he rejected the Word of the Lord, “The Lord
hath rejected thee from being king,” said the prophet
Samuel.
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We all have times when we must choose whether or
not we will obey the Word of God. Such crucial de-
cisions separate wise men from fools. He who deliber-
ately disobeys God's Word “plays the fool,” whether it
is apparent to him at once or not. The path to destruction
is littered with the wreckage of lives who choose to go
against the known will of God.

What a friend Saul had in Samuel, the man God
had chosen to anoint him king. Faithfully Samuel coun-
seled Saul, and he cried to the Lord all night when he
knew Saul had smned. Yet Saul had little appreciation
for either his advice or his prayers—until later.

Continuing on his downward course, Saul turned
against others who had helped him. Young David, by the
power of the Lord of hosts, had slain the giant Goliath
and so paved the way for one of Saul's outstanding
military victories. Summoned to the palace when Saul
was depressed and tormented, David played beautiful
music that soothed the jaded nerves of his king, and
restored him to peace of mind and heart. Yet in fits of
jealous rage, King Saul twice hurled a javelin at the
voung musician, who narrowly escaped. Afterward, Saul
pursued David relentlessly in an effort to take his life.

What a pitiful picture this king of Israel presents—
leaving the affairs of state to seek the life of one young
man whom he imagines to be his enemy. It was at the
climax of this chase that Saul, in a moment of insight,
admitted, “I have played the fool. I have erred exceed-
ingly.” The tragedy is that, having recognized his error,
the king did not repent.

Rare indeed is the man who has not been blessed with
some faithful friend or loved one who seeks God’s best
for him. There is no better friend than the one who
pleads that we obey God, and who prays with a genuine
burden for our welfare when we sin. Yet how often

SOME SCRIPTURES ARE SO FAMILIAR AND STATE THE
truth so basically and well, that we come to think of
them almost as epigrams—complete in themselves apart
from their setting or context. But although many pas-
sages will lend themselves to this treatment, a very re-
warding way to study the Bible is to review the context
and setting of familiar verses. This will not detract from
the enjoyment or value of any favorite verse or passage,
but will rather add to its blessing by taking us back to
the incident or situation which called it forth in the
first place.

Such is the case with the third chapter of Philip-
pians which contains the statement of Paul's desire ex-
pressed in the words, “That I may know him, and the
power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his
sufferings, being made conformable unto his death; if
by any means I might attain unto the resurrection of
the dead” (Philippians 3:10, 11). He then locates his
present progress toward that goal, “I count not myself
to have apprehended,” and outlines his program for
reaching it, “forgetting those things which are behind,
and reaching forth unto those things which are before.”
Following this he admonishes his readers, “Let us there-
fore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded.”

What are those things which are behind, which he is
forgetting 7 Leading up to this the apostle has been com-
paring himself with other men in human excellence and
desirable qualities, both of heredity and attainment. He
decides that he is outstanding in comparison with others
as a well-born and zealous Israelite. But he has under-
gone a change. That set of values has been given up,
to be replaced by a completely different set. Now he
feels that what things had been gain to him have be-
come losses. He is ready to count them losses—things
to be rejected and disposed of. “I do count them but
dung, that I may win Christ,” he says.

Turning from the “glory side” of men, he does not
aspire to the “glory side” of Christ. He is not thinking
of ruling and reigning—he is not asking, “Remember me,
when thou comest into thy kingdom.” His new goal is
to “attain unto the resurrection of the dead.” This was
what his Lord had attained. For this Paul was appre-
hended of Christ, and if Paul apprehends this he will
be “perfect.” And so he is greatly concerned with the
process of reaching this goal.

This must come through “knowing Him,” and must

include the power that brought Jesus to this goal, the
sufferings which lay along the path to this goal, con-
formity even to death in pursuit of this goal-—and Paul
knows he has not reached it yet. He is aware of having
reached the desired human goal, “If any other man
thinketh that he hath whereof he might trust in the
flesh, T more.” But he is conscious of being short of
the divine goal, “I press toward the mark for the prize
of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.” This prize
will not result from what Paul has done for God—but
from what God would do in Paul—‘the resurrection
of the dead.”

Christian maturity will be the likeness to Christ—not
the difference from others. And this likeness to Christ
will include in Paul's experience those things in which
Jesus pleased God, and will climax in Paul’s being raised
from the dead as Christ had been, God's final approval
of His Son was expressed in the resurrection, and so
will His approval of Paul be. “For if we have been
planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall
be also in the likeness of his resurrection: knowing this,
that our old man is crucified with him” (Romans 6:
5.6

This kind of attainment, which would climax in the
resurrection, would be Christ’s kind of attainment, which
could not be compared with the accomplishment of other
men. The apostle strives now for an attainment which
mvolves nothing less than to be “found in him, not
having mine own righteousness, which is of the law,
but that which is through the faith of Christ, the right-
eousness which is of God by faith.”

“Attaining” unto the resurrection meant being already
identified with Christ in so many things, that identifica-
tion with Him in the resurrection would be the natural
consummation to a progression long under way. Com-
parison with other men could enable Paul to say, “I
might also have confidence in the flesh.” But compari-
son with Christ made him “press toward the mark for
the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.”
On the human level he might excel—on the divine level
he must attain:

Paul's eye is on the final goal, and he feels that he
must be reaching forth unto those things which are be-
fore. But he is always practical and realistic. On the
way to perfection, he writes, “Nevertheless, whereto we
have already attained, let us walk by the same rule.”

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A Watchman's Warning

Sunday School Lesson for August 2, 1964
EzexkieL 3:5-21; 2 TimormY 4:1, 2

BY J. BASHFORD BISHOP

The prophet Ezekiel was called to serve as pastor
to the captive Jews in Babylon. Our text describes his
call and the preparation for fulfilling it.

Tue ProPHET FOREWARNED AND ForearmEep (Ezekiel
3:1-11)

The Sweetness of the Word (vv. 1, 2). In chapter
two, God informed Ezekiel that he was being sent to a
rebellious people who would question his ‘authority and
the truth of his message. But God had purposed that
they “shall know that there hath been a prophet among
them.” In preparation for this ministry, Ezekiel was in-
structed to eat the scroll upon which God’'s Word was
written. He obeyed and found it sweet as honey. A num-
ber of lessons suggest themselves: (1) The Word of
God is always sweet to those who love Him and put
Him first. (2) Those who preach the Word to others
first must live by the Word themselves. (3) Those who
would exhort others to obey God’s Word must do so
themselves.

The Rebelliowsness of the Nation (vv. 4-7). How hu-
manly distasteful to have to preach to people when one
knows they will not heed the message! Yet this is exactly
what Ezekiel was called to do. If spiritual success can
finally be measured by human statistics then Ezekiel was
to be an outstanding failure! But what is success if it
is not faithfulness to God?

The Power of God (vv. 8, 9). “I have made thy face
strong against their faces, and thy forehead strong against
their foreheads.” God not only forewarns, but He fore-
arms. Ezekiel was assured that God would give him the
divine fortitude and courage to fulfill his ministry.
THE PropHET's PreEParaTION (Ezekiel 3:14, 15)

The Power of the Spirit. “So the Spirit lifted me up.”
The Holy Spirit is very prominent in the Book of Ezekiel
and in the prophet's experience. How the world today
needs a message from God—but it can come only through
Spirit-filled channels. Ezekiel was either literally trans-
ported or, more probably, lifted in vision to a position
among his people who lived by the River Chebar.

The Pain of the Prophet. “And 1 went in bitterness
in the heat of my spirit.” Was it indignation against the
sins of the people that Ezekiel felt? Was it reluctance
to preach an unpopular message to heedless people? Was
it dread of failure? Or was it consciousness of human
inability ? Perhaps it was a little of all these things.

The Hand of the Lord. “But the hand of the Lord
was strong upon me.” Again and again we have this
testimony throughout the book. God’s hand upon Eze-
kiel overcame all reluctance, anger, fears. The hand of
the Lord—representing His power, strong to uphold, de-
fend, direct, encourage, and deliver—that hand we covet
upon us today!

The Purposeful Silence. “I came to them...and I
sat where they sat, and remained there astonished among

them seven days.” Why this seven days of silent wait-
ing?—(1) In order to see and feel the depths of Is-
rael’'s need! No man is prepared to help his fellowman
unless he has felt something of the suffering of human-
kind. Ezekiel must put himself in the place of those
to whom he would minister. He must have compassion
and understanding in order to rightly interpret God to
the people. (2) In order to feel the weight of God’s
message ! If we are to interpret the spiritual significance
of events today, if we are to rightly relate the Word
of God to these events, we must think deeply and care-
fully in the presence of God and His Word.
Tue Propuer's ResponsiBiLiTy (Ezekiel 3:17-21)
[Lzekiel was addressed as “son of man.” That is, he
was just an ordinary human being., He must be conscious
of his own frailties in order that he might be merciful
and compassionate with sinning ones. (See Galatians 6:1.)
He was addressed as a “watchman”—a term very fa-
miliar in his day. Stationed in a tower on the walls of
the city, his duty was to warn the inhabitants at the first
sign of approaching enemies and blow a trumpet as a
signal. In like manner, Ezekiel was to watch and warn.
And it is our solemn responsibility as Christians to in-
form the lost of their danger. If they give heed, we
experience the great joy of soul winning. If they do not,
we at least have fulfilled our responsibility and delivered
our souls.

[LOIDA DE HODGES, AS SHE WAS TITLED BY THOSE WHO
met her on tour, left the United States in mid-October
1963 to accompany her husband, Melvin [.. Hodges, on
i trip to South America and the West Indies. Brother
Hodges is field secretary for the Assemblies of God in
Latin America. The chosen itinerary took them to 17
coutitries where they contacted the missionaries and na-
tional pastors in annual conventions, seminars, and field
fellowship meetings. Mrs. Hodges participated in WMC
activities throughout the eight months’ tour.,

In Urwguay. where the organized WMC work is less
than two years old, 17 of the 18 churches have strong
WMC groups. The 18th congregation is preparing to
organize very soon, according to Missionary Ruby Wilkie,
national WMC president.

Because of the vast territory involved, Uruguay is
divided into two districts. WMC and Missionettes rallies
are alternated between the north and south six times a
vear. An annual calendar gives each group certain re-
sponsibilities for the meetings, One group serves as host-
ess, others plan programs and displays of handwork
and posters.

A paper, “La Voz del

wife, weave a shawl for the WMC work in LaPaz, Bolivia,
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suggestions for social affairs, and rules of etiquette.

Activities of the Uruguayan women are varied but all
1s done with enthusiasm “As unto Christ.” The servile
tasks so important to Bible schools and conferences have
been joyfully performed. Thousands of tracts have been
distributed. Meetings are held in homes as well as in-
stitutions in an effort to get the gospel to all people.
Families have been won to Christ through the women's
ministry to the needy.

One day a WMC group went to a home for the aged
to sing and distribute cookies. All went well until in one
ward an unfriendly overseer came bustling into the room
with her hand raised for silence. “Throw these Evan-
gelicals out!” she screamed. As one body the WMC's
gathered around the leader to protect her if need be.
A man came to lead the objector away. The service
continued. Ruby Wilkie says, “This incident shows that
WMC’s are united in love and labor to see Uruguay
evangelized for Jesus.”

At the annual conference of the Union of the As-
semblies of God in Buenos Aires, Argentina, Mrs,
Hodges addressed 150 WMC's. Besides an inspirational
message she gave reports of the WMC work in other
[Latin American countries.

Senora Aida Ortiz is the national president of the
five-year-old organization in Argentina. Dorothy Soren-
son serves as vice-president and advisor. Through their
united efforts WMC work is experiencing rapid develop-
ment.

Early in 1963 the Bolivian WMC's held their first
spiritual retreat. The theme for the meetings was John
3:30—"He must -increase, but I must decrease.”

Morning sessions included devotions, private and con-
gregational, with classes in personal evangelism, hygiene,
and child care followed by periods of open discussion.
The main feature of the afternoon was a class, “How
to Live a Christian Life.”” Missionaries Myrtle Hale and
Artie Johnston were special speakers.
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A highlight of the itinerary in this lowlands area was
a tea where Mrs. Hodges presented a visualized lesson,
“Freely Ye Have Received, Freely Give.” The women
prepared a special delicacy, salteiios, in her honor.

In LaPaz, in the Bolivian highlands, Pearl Estep, na-
tional WMC secretary, and other missionaries, Flora
Shafer and Betty Grams, planned a similar meeting in
the Evangelistic Center. Mrs. Hodges gave a visual pre
sentation to 40 WMC members.

In British Guiana, Mrs. Hodges was guest of honor
at an identical kind of meeting.

The triennial national congress of the WMC's was in
session in Trujillo, Peru. Mrs. Hodges spoke on a variety
of subjects concerning women in their homes and church-
es. She conducted open forums following each meeting.
Peru’s well-organized work progresses under the direc-
tion of the national president, Missionary Ruth Erick-
son, and the national vice-president, Manuela de Munoz.

In Paraguay, Ercilia Bargarin, national WMC presi-
dent, is concentrating her efforts on the development of
local groups and is seeing good results. Missionary Bertha
Stawinski has been influential in the early progress of
the organization. Mrs. Hodges met the WMC women in
the central church of the city of Asuncion.

An entire morning of the annual camp meeting in Chile
was given to the WMC's, Mrs. Hodges directed the na-
tional women in the presentation of a visual demonstra-
tion of the Scriptures. Because of the illness of Alicia
de Navarro, national president, Maria de Soto, national
vice-president, was in charge of the meeting. Mrs. Cyle
Davis and Mrs. David Scott, missionaries, are active in
national leadership.

The CADSA (fellowship of the Assemblies of God in
the Southern zone of South America) held its regular
triennial council in Buenos Aires, Argentina. There Mrs.
Hodges presided over the women’s meetings. She heard
reports from WMC groups of all the seven countries
of the fellowship (Brazil, Argentina, Paraguay, Bolivia,
Peru, Chile, and Uruguay). There were open discussions
about leadership and study materials.

On the return trip Mr. and Mrs. Hodges visited church-
es and ministers in the West Indies.

While they were in Dominican Republic for the min-
isters’ institute and the WMC conference, threat of a
transportation strike cut the council short, so the women'’s
meeting was canceled.

In Port au Prince, Haiti, Mrs. Hodges spoke to the

Her former experience of three terms of mis-
sionary service in Central America has given her a
fluency in the Spanish language.

“Spirit-baptized members of the Women’s Missionary
Council are very much the same everywhere,” says Mrs,
Hodges. “They find great joy in being able to ‘Min-
ister as unto Christ”.” <<«

Republic of Congo—

Land of Change and Challenge

REPUBLIC OF CONGO, FORMERLY BELGIAN CONGO, SITS
astride the Equator in the heart of Africa. Congo’s 905,-
000-square-mile area 1s virtually landlocked for it has
only 25 miles of coastline on the Atlantic Ocean.

Congo 1s a land of equatorial rain forests, grasslands,
mountains, and tremendous hydroelectric potential. One
of the country’s chief geographical features is the Congo
River which crosses the Equator. twice on its 2,800-mile
journey to the ocean. In volume the Congo River ranks
second only to South America’'s Amazon,

[Leopoldville, Congo’s rapidly growing capital, has a
population of 400,000. The city lies on the Congo next
to a bulge in the river known as Stanley Pool. Directly
across the river is Brazzaville, capital of the former
French Congo.

Some of the world's greatest mineral deposits are
found in Congo. It leads the world in the production
of industrial diamonds, supplies 90 per cent of the world’s
radium, and 60 per cent of its cobalt.

The early history of the country is veiled in tradi-
tion and folklore. The first European contact was made
by Diego Cam, a Portuguese explorer, in 1482, Records
of his journey are carved on rocks 90 miles up the
Congo River. Nothing was realized from this exploration
because the discovery of the Western Hemisphere a few
vears later drew the world’s attention away from Africa.

In 1877 Henry M. Stanley, a British explorer, entered
Africa from the east and became the first white man to
descend the Congo River to its mouth. Reports of his
discoveries failed to impress his own countrymen, but
aroused the interest of King Leopold 1T of Belgium who
financed Stanley’s return expedition and in 1885 claimed
Congo as his private empire. The country was formally
ceded to Belgium in 1908 and was administered by the

Natives loading their baggage and food on a Congo river boat.
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Minister of Colonies until June 30, 1960, when Congo
was granted independence.

Congo’s population is approaching 15,000,000. Most of
its inhabitants are of Bantu stock, divided into ap-
proximately 200 tribes, each speaking its own dialect.
Swahili and Lingala are the most widely used native
languages. French is the official language.

The majority of the Congolese are Animists who hold
to the tribal religions of their forefathers and are bound
by superstition, fear, and witcheraft. The Roman Catholic
Church claims 3,000,000 adherents. Islam also is extend-
ing its influence throughout the land.

For 50 years Congo attracted more Protestant mis-
sionaries than any other African country. Before inde
pendence there were 43 different societies and a total of
2,100 missionaries. The Protestant community was reck-
oned at 2,000,000, The chaos which followed independ-
ence cut the missionary staff in half.

Congo 1s one of our oldest mission fields in Africa.
Intrepid Pentecostal pioneers entered the country in 1921,
Since then more than 40 Assemblies of God missionaries
have served there.

A national church body, the Assemblies of God of
Congo, was organized in 1956. J. W, Nilsen was the first
superintendent and Herbert [.. Griffin was chairman of
the field fellowship. Both of these men are now retired
from active service.

Hope for a quiet transition from colonialism to in-
dependence in 1960 lasted less than one week. lLong
repressed violence erupted and Congo suddenly changed
from a land of peace to one of war. White inhabitants
fled the country by the thousands. All of the 15 As-
semblies of God missionaries were evacuated.

Concerning the evacuation E. L. Phillips, our field
secretary for Africa, reported: “Our missionary staff in
Congo had long labored to establish indigenous churches.
Then came independence. Frenzied mobs burned other
churches and missionaries’ homes; hospitals and clinics
were destroyed in senseless violence. But in the midst
of this destruction Assemblies of God churches, schools,
and clinics stood undamaged and untouched. We believe

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one reason our properties escaped the fury of extremists
was that our missionaries had developed truly indigenous
churches, thoroughly integrated with the Congolese. Dur-
ing the political crisis our national ministers carried on
a full schedule of services and evangelistic efforts while
also guarding our mission properties.”

Visiting Congo in April, 1963, was a heartwarming
experience for Brother Phillips. “I was delighted,” he
said, “to find the various programs of the field moving
forward under national leadership. The Bible school had
as many students as before. The offices of the national
church were creditably filled by Congolese who grew in
Christian stature as they carried increased responsibilities.
In spite of the almost complete economic collapse of
the country they were supporting their own work. Best of
all, there was a spirit of revival.”

Our first national workers in Congo received their
training from missionaries with whom they served. The
Bible school opened at Gombari in 1932 by J. W. Nilsen
was in 1946 relocated at Andudu in new brick buildings.
The school is a national project with little foreign sub-
sidy for the support of students. Melvin Jorgenson is
director of the school.

The Assemblies of God currently operates 38 primary
schools with a total enrollment of 1,500. This educa-
tional program is a fruitful field for child evangelism.
Bible lessons are taught each day, with correlated hand-
woark and Seripture memorization. The teachers are Con-
golese.

Since suitable literature became available the Sunday
school attendance has more than doubled; current en-
rollment is 4,000. Annual enlargement campaigns result
I many conversions.

Leprosy is one of the scourges of Congo. The needs
of the afflicted have not gone unheeded by the As-
semblies of God. Motivated by the compassion of Christ
and the desperate condition of the lepers, Mrs. Grace
Lindholm first began treating them in connection with
her evangelistic ministry. Later, with government assist-
ance, a receiving home for lepers was erected at Andudu.
A clinic was also opened in Betongwe. Mrs. Lindholm
has retired from the field but the dispensary work con-
tinues. Bethesda Leproserie was opened at Biodi in 1954
by Mrs. Edith Cochrane, an associate missionary nurse.

“Our medical work has proved a wonderful means of
reaching these needy folk with the gospel,” writes Mrs.
Cochrane. “We minister to their spiritual as well as
physical needs. We require each patient to attend gospel
services and memorize Seripture. During 1963 there were
350 decisions for Christ.”
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Examination day in the Bible school in Andudu.

Literature is an important evangelizing agency in a
country whose people are rapidly becoming literate. Op-
portunities in literature preparation, production, and dis-
tribution are limited only by funds and personnel.

For many years tracts and Bible school notes were
printed on a mimeograph. Now the printshop is equipped
with two Multilith presses provided by Speed-the-Light.
Sunday school materials and other gospel literature are
produced. A building in Paulis was purchased in 1962
which provides facilities for the printing plant and book-
store.

The John Friesens directed the printing program until
their transfer to Tanganyika in 1961. With no printer
available after independence, Gail Winters and Lillian
Hogan learned to operate the presses and bookstore when
they returned to the field in 1962. The ladies will carry
this taxing schedule of activity until the arrival of Her-
bert S. Griffin and his wife. Herbert, son of the Herbert
[.. Griffins, spent his childhood in Congo so is familiar
with the Bangala language and also has some experience
as a printer.

The Assemblies of God of Congo includes 51 national
workers who supervise 51 organized churches and 163
other preaching points. Thirteen Bible women also are
in active ministry. Congolese workers are making con-
certed efforts to evangelize every village in the area
allotted to the Assemblies of God. No foreign funds are
used for this purpose. The support for pioneer workers
is provided by funds contributed by established churches
and channeled through the district treasury. John Alubaki
is superintendent of the Assemblies of God of Congo.

Intensive evangelistic campaigns are held each year.
In the Biodi area 300 persons made decisions for Christ.
When the Lorne Fox Evangelistic Party conducted four
weeks of meetings in the spring of 1963 there were
more than 1,000 recorded conversions in the city of
Paulis. “We continue hearing testimonies of people who
were saved and healed during those meetings,” writes
Miss Winters.

About 20,000 Pygmies inhabit the Ituri forest in north-
east Congo where our work is located. Numbers of these
timid, nomadic people have been converted, filled with
the Spirit, and now are members of our churches.

And so the Church of the living Christ continues to
be built in Congo through the combined efforts of mis-
sionaries and Congolese ministers. Congo is a land of
change and challenge. Doors are open for evangelistic
advance. Religious liberty prevails. We “must work. ..
while it is day: the night cometh when no man can
work.” —Christine Carmichael

are these faithful friends or loved ones, who seek the
highest and best for us, ignored even as Samuel was.
What a fool is the man who wounds those who beckon
him toward heaven!

Finally, Saul’s friend Samuel died and Saul had no
other intercessor, no other prophet. While he thus groped
in spiritual darkness a great military crisis was building
up as the Philistines were threatening Israel again.

The man who had “played the fool” was old. He
trembled in fear. He could no longer turn to Samuel
or to Samuel’s God. He began to reap the bitter harvest
of his foolish choices. In darkness and despair he
sounght out one of the witches he had once banished,
hoping for some word of wisdom from another world.
[n the frightening darkness of the seance room he stam-
mered out his dilemma, “God is departed from me, and
answereth me no more....” In reply he received only
a message of impending doom, and then stumbled out
to his defeat on Mount Gilboa.

Wounded by archers and fearful of capture, he in-
flicted the death blow with his own hand. As his life
ebbed away in the dust of Gilboa, the friendless, godless
king might well have repeated, “I have played the fool!”

[Let us be thankful that we still may choose the good
and right way. We do not have to play the fool. The
end of this life is meant to be a transition into the
sphere of eternal reward and rest, not a time of fruitless
anguish for wasted vears! This much is ours to choose,
and we are choosing every day. b

DURING A SPECIAL MOVE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT AT THE
Upper Volta Bible School, Director Sidabe Zabre and
Missionary Herbert Butler felt burdened for the people
of Ouagadougou, capital of Upper Volta. After prayer
and planning sessions in which local pastors of the area
participated, it was decided to hold a Semaine de la
Bible (Bible Week). This would give the local churches
a greater opportunity for evangelism and would give the
Bible school students an opportunity of going from house
to house to witness and distribute gospel literature.

Light-for-the-Lost provided funds to help subsidize
the literature needs. The Assemblies of God press turned
out 25,000 tract cards especially for the campaign while
the bookstore supplied tracts, Gospels, and Bibles. Stu-
dents and workers diligently studied personal evangelism
verses and prayed. Radio Upper Volta carried an inter-
view with Brother Zabre who explained to the city the
meaning of Bible Week and the origin and power of
the gospel.

Sunday morning both literature and students were
dedicated. Field Chairman Raymond Zents, National
Church Superintendent Lebende Miningou, myself, local
pastors, and the Bible school staff participated in this
great opening day. We knew that God was with us in
this effort!

Leaving early in the morning the workers went out
two by two, like the disciples. They were to reassemble
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at 5 p.m. near a market center for a street meeting.

Most homes were open to them. Especially amazing
was the Moslems' desire to obtain Arabic Bibles. All
these were sold in half a day. Everywhere, workers had
opportunities to witness and to talk about Jesus. A score
of them had received the Baptism during the school
year and were really burning with Pentecostal fire.

One morning just before Brother Butler left to take
a group to their posts a man came into the printshop
yard. He said he had received a piece of literature and
had then attended the nearby market meeting. After
thinking all night about what he had heard, he had come
to the printshop to accept the Lord. He surrendered to
Christ, then he asked us to pray that he would get a
job. A few days later we learned that our prayer was
answered and he did find work.

During the week, more than 100 people accepted the
Lord. We sold 3,700 Gospels and 334 Bibles and New
Testaments. Also we distributed approximately 35,000
assorted tracts and pamphlets. Virtually every family
living in the city was given opportunity to secure a por-
tion of God’s Word.

But this is not the end. The Holy Spirit will continue
to woo hearts to Christ. Will you pray with us that
God will keep faithful those who came to Him during
Bible week and that He will save many more? The
harvest is white now! <

NATIONALS MAY  TRAVEL
throughout the four northern states of
India known as Assam. DBut because
of the situation with China and be-
cause of frequent tribal wars in As-
sam, foreigners are not often allowed
to enter the area.

I had heard thrilling reports of re-
vival in Assam and wanted to see for
myself what the [Lord was doing there.
After much prayer I decided I must
go. God helped me to obtain a spe-
cial entrance permit.

[ took the plane from Calcutta to
Silchar, Assam. This two-hour trip
would have stretched into several days
of tedious land travel since one rail-
road and only a few motor roads enter
Assam.

When I arrived at Silchar there was
no one to meet me, [ later learned
that Solomon Wasker, supervisor of
the Assam Assemblies of God to whom
[ had written, was on a tour of the

After eating
much dust and ferrying across two
rivers | finally reached my destination.
| knew no one and no one knew that
I was coming. | didn’t know a word
of the language and they knew. no
English. [ had nowhere to stay and
nothing to eat. What could I do?

[ prayed and started walking. Fi-

nally 1

came to a house which 1
learned later was sometimes used as
a hotel for government officials. The
caretaker could speak a little Hindi
and I was able to make him under-

e -

stand that I needed a place to stay.
He agreed to put me up for a few
days.

A policeman came who could speak
a little English and a little Hindi. By
using both these languages and a lot
of hand gestures 1 made him under-
stand that I would like to meet any
Christians who might be in that town.
He very kindly helped me to find the
house of Dr. Tunga—a Christian who
could speak English.

Dr. Tunga took me to see the new
church he attended. It was a large
building made of bamboo—well suited
to the community. Dr. Tunga told me
they had about 170 faithful members.

“What denomination do you belong

to?" I asked. He looked at me as if,
to use the Indian expression, “My head
had gone for a walk!” “Why we be-
long to the Assemblies of God, of

course !"" he said.

QUANTITY

THE LATE DR. A. W. TOZER ONCE SAID,
“Within the last 20 years evangelical
missionary activity has been stepped
up tremendously, but there is in the
whole thing one dangerous weakness,
That weakness is the naive assump-
tion that we have only to reach the
last tribe with our brand of Chris-
tianity and the world will have been
evangelized.”

The first obligation of the Church
is not to spread the gospel, but to be
spiritually worthy to spread it. In
short, the responsibility of the 20th-
century New Testament Church is
two-fold: it must be a witnessing
church, and it must be a pure church.

Theoretically the incorruptible seed
of the Word of God should produce
the same quality of life no matter
what the character of the sower has
been. However, in actual practice this
is not the case. The same message
—preached by men of varying degrees
of godliness—will produce kinds of
Christianity varying in purity and
power. A church will always repro-
duce itself “after its kind.” Careless-
ness, worldly mindedness, heresy, car-
nality—all of these can flourish on
other shores just as easily as in
America.

This town of about 2,000 persons

mostly white, but with about 20 per
cent Tlinget Indian population and al-
so a few Filipino and Japanese—is a
coastal town in southeastern Alaska at
the mouth of the Stikine River. It was
founded by Peter Buschmann in 1898
as a fish processing center. Industri-
ous Scandinavian fishermen settled

around the cannery and by 1910 the
town incorporated.

Persons of Scandinavian descent are
predominent today. The annual Spring
Festival on May 17 is a carryover
from the early-day observance of Nor-
wegian Independence Day.

But fishing is not the only industry.
[Logging 1s 1mportant. Approximately
a dozen logging camps operate in the
1,960,000-acre Petersburg forest dis-

"trict. The timber harvest this year 1s

expected to total 100 mmllion board
feet.

The Petersburg area attracts many
sportsmen for its fishing and big game
hunting opportunities. The numerous
outdoor activities provide many with
an excuse for skipping Sunday school
and church, In spite of this, the Pe-
tershurg Assembly of God has been
able to win to the Lord a number who
now attend the meetings faithfully and
take an active part in the church.

During the fishing season each sum-

mer, several students from Assemblies
of God Bible schools go to Alaska
to work and they are a great help in
the churches. Two years ago nine came
to Petersburg; last year there were
five.

Brother and Sister Strom have been
pastors since 1961. Previous pastors
were the Charles Hirschys, the Bill
Whitfields, [.. Haynes, Eddie Hughes,
and David Schmidts. The Hirschys
erected the first church building, While
Brother and Sister Hughes were pas-
toring a Sunday school annex was
added.

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Alver Lofdahl, Ketchikan; B, P. Wilson,
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built by the Stroms, has almost doubled
the size of the building. It also has
provided two Sunday school rooms
and another bedroom for the pastor’s
apartment which adjoins the church.

The past year has seen a 50 per
cent increase in attendance. Several
have been saved and four have re-
ceived the baptism of the Holy Spirit
including a Salvation Army captain.
The church, with its newly acquired
pews and carpeting, is a comfortable
meeting place. Fortunately Petersburg
was not affected by the recent earth-
quake.

Since this was the first fellowship
meeting to be held in the area since
1948 it was greatly enjoyed by the
ministers and members. Pastor Don
Schorsch of Grafton, N. Dak.,, was
in charge of the dedication service.
(Mrs. Schorsch is the daughter of
Pastor and Mrs, Strom.) Alver Lof-
dahl of Ketchikan preached the dedi-
catory message. The male quartet from
Juneau provided special music. It will
be possible to have fellowship meet-
ings more frequently in the future,
now that Petershurg is served by the

regular ferry system in this section of

THE KNOWLEDGE OF GOD
BY R. L. BRANDT
National Secretary of Home Missions

AMERICA'S GREATEST NEED IS NOT BET-

ter brains, more powerful weapons,

or more educational programs. Though

she were to gain these ends her prob-

lems would not be resolved.

Only one thing is the answer—the
knowledge of God.

The prophet Hosea zeroed in on
this when he wrote, “Hear the word
of the Lord...for the Lord hath a
controversy with the inhabitants of
the land, because there is no truth,
nor mercy, nor knowledge of God in
the land. By swearing, and lving, and
stealing, and committing adultery, they
break out, and blood .oucheth blood.
Therefore shall the land mourn, and
everyone that dwelleth therein shall
languish. ... My people are destroyed
for lack of knowledge ...” (Hosea
4:1-3,6).

One or both of two things has hap-
pened when there is a dearth of the
knowledge of God in the land. Either
the church has fallen asleep or she
herself has lost the knowledge of God.

What is the remedy? For the sleep-
ing there is but one answer: “Awake
to righteousness and sin not ; for some
have not the knowledge of God: 1
speak this to your shame” (1 Co-
rinthians 15:34).

Also for lack or loss of the knowl-
edge of God there is only one an-
swer—that is, pursuit of this knowl-
edge through the Word and sincere
prayer “that the God and Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of
glory, may give unto you the spirit
of wisdom and revelation in the knowl-
edge of him . . . that ye may know ..."”
(Ephesians 5 17 18).

Only to the extent we know God
can we communicate the knowledge
of God to others. Therefore it is im-
perative in behalf both of our own
souls and of the souls of lost Ameri-
cans that we increase in the knowledge
of God.

Pastor Tells of Young Accident

Victim’s Remarkable Recovery

SEVEN-YEAR-OLD  CINDY
daughter of Mrs. Myrene Tanner, was

TANNER,

injured so severely in an automobile
accident on August 30, 1963, that the
doctor gave no hope of survival.

She had suffered severe lacerations
and a serious brain concussion. When
she was admitted to the Glenwood
Hospital in West Monroe, l.a., she
was in a coma, and remained in this
condition for seven weeks,

The day following the accident her
brain began to swell, and she was
transferred to Shreveport, La., where
she could be treated by a brain spe-
cialist. On her arrival he gave little
hope for her recovery, and said she
would be only a living vegetable if
she did survive.

On September 11 she was trans-
ferred to St. Francis Hospital in
Monroe. There the doctors kept a
watch against infection, and awaited
her possible awakening from the coma.
During this time her body would
draw to the left side and become so
tense that the doctor warned those
who were watching over her not to
try to restrain her in any way as it
would break her limbs.

Seven weeks from the day of the
accident, Cindy awoke from the coma.
She was completely helpless, but she
would grin when we talked to her.

During all this time the church had
been offering prayer in her behalf.
On October 23 she was released from
the hospital, still an invalid. Slowly
she began to say a few words. Among
the first things she said was a little
chorus she had learned in Booster
Band :

“Wide, wide as the ocean,

High as the heavens above,

Deep, deep as the deepest sea,

Is my Saviour’s love.”

The day she was dismissed from
the hospital, therapy treatments were
begun, and on February 26, 1964, she
took her first steps.

Canyon Day, Arizona :
On April 1 history was written
on the Fort Apache reservation
when white people were invited
to take part in the Indian tribal
election. The state and general
clections are supervised by white
people, and Leo Gilman, mission-
ary at Canyon Day, has been the
inspector for the Canyon Day pre-
cinct of the county; but the In-
dians formerly carried on their
own tribal elections by themselves.

This year they changed their
tribal election laws and set them
up somewhat on the order of a

regular election board. Not know-
ing how to proceed, they invited
some non-Indians to help. Since
the reservation has five origimal
divisions, they invited five “judg-
es” to help: the clerk of the school
board, a part owner of a garage,
a storekeeper who has an Indian
trading post, and the Leo Gilmans.
Four Indians were on each board.
The counting of the ballots was
open to the public.
Blanding, Utah 4
Bill Long, pastor of the Monti-
cello, Utah, Assembly, and Del-
man Rudnik, pastor at Durango,
Colo., both of the San Juan Sec-
tion, and some of their lay mem-
bers have been of great help to
the new Blanding Indian church.
The men did repair work on the
parsonage roof; and the women
worked on the yard and did some
painting in the parsonage.

Juanita Tidwell, attendance at
Blanding averaged around 50,
Forty-three new people attended

the services. Seven have evidenced
II]('}' received a grmfi
of salvation.

AT FIRST NAAMAN HAD DESPISED THE WATERS OF THE
land of Elisha and the person of the prophet, but after
the miracle at Jordan (2 Kings 5) he was so n awe
of Elisha that he made a very strange request. He desired
from Elisha “two mules’ burden of earth” on which to
build an altar to the God of Israel.

This seems right, worthy, and devoted, until the human
reasoning comes out. He said: “In this thing the Lord
pardon thy servant, that when my master [the king of
Syria| goeth into the house of Rimmon [an idol temple
in Damascus| to worship there, and he leans on my hand

.1 bow myself in the house of Rimmon.”

However, 1 shall not criticize the noble captain, for
we cannot walk in the light until we receive it. And
it is to be hoped that the two mules’ burden of Sa-
maritan earth was sufficient to give true worship to the
living God of Israel! But in this divine record there is
a similarity to modern worshipers that is startling and
apparent !

Notice the great crowds of people that enter our
churches on Sunday mornings and depart with their
“two mules’ burden of earth.” Then, during the week,
see a large majority of them entering the many, many
“houses of Rimmon” that have been erected over this
land and bowing down to their idol of pleasure.

Their reasoning is the same as the captain of old:
“*The Lord pardon thy servant in this thing.” I still have
the two mules’ burden of earth on which to base my
worship.” Now, it is probable that the little captive
maid continued to teach the household of Naaman in
the way of the true God, but I wonder if those of today
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have in their home a love slave of Jesus to enlighten
them?

Once [ was in the crowd that entered on Sunday and
then departed with my tiny portion. During the week
the house of Rimmon held an attraction I could not re-
sist. But the time came when this no longer satisfied the
inner part of me that goes deeper than human reasonings
and emotions,

Truthfully, I can say that such a small amount of
earth can become very, very dry! And it was not suf-
ficient to “mine” out any precious jewels for there was
not enough depth to hide any jewels in it. Neither will
seed germinate and mature in that amount of earth so
scarce of nutrients.

So I changed masters—I left the master of Rimmon
and accepted the Master of Elisha! I changed territories

[ left the “two mules’ burden of earth” and went into
a large land of faith and worship!

Although there are some who are content to worship
on only “two mules’ burden,” the sincere worshiper soon
learns there can be no boundaries, no limitation, no house
of Rimmon. I do not belittle “temple” attendance and
true pastors, but I do not believe that my pastor can do
all my “mining” for me, and he may miss the very jewel
I or a friend need. We both have access to the same
diamond mine—the precious Word of God—and I too
must dig!

One day—many, many years later—on that same Sa-
maritan soil of which Naaman received a portion, two
people met at Jacob’s well. One, a Jewish stranger, ex-
pounded with authority an entirely new concept of wor-
ship. To the woman’s questioning He kindly said: “Nei-
ther in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem ... true wor-
shipers shall worship the Father . . . for the Father seeketh
such to worship him...in Spirit and in truth”

No limitation—no “two mules’ burden of earth” here!
True worship is based on the solid foundation of truth.
It surges outward and upward by the Spirit as on the
wings of the morning. True worship is not earthy nor
ceremonial—it is of the spirit, and it sings and delights
and soars and communes!

True worship is that response of the finite that an-
swers the call of the infinite, It is the avenue of adora-
tion to the living God. It is a shining, uplifted face; it
is a bowed head; it is tears; it is a bended knee; it
is a prostrate form! It is a heart crying out; it is a
voice of petition; it is ecstasy; i is testimony! Whether
the act is swift or hesitant, God recognizes it and re-
sponds !

But divine revelation expands!

“Know ye not that your body is the temple of the
Holy Ghost?” later asked Paul. By this I am to under-
stand that temples are no longer stationary, made of
brick and stone and mortar—human bodies are now
made into temples. Temples on feet—encompassing the
Shekinah! Feet going down every path; feet going into
“all the world”! Feet, carrying living temples to min-
ister good news, constant worship, fervent adoration!

“How beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of
him that bringeth good tidings, that publisheth peace!”

Oh, let us not be content to be limited to “two mules’
burden of earth,” but ask the God of Elisha for all
the earth, and perpetuate holy worship in Spirit and truth
from all people. <
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
